“he government it appears to be a fact
that Portland, Maipe, in the United
States, is to be the winter port for
Canada, and Canadian money is to be
used to forward the interest of a city in
a foreign couatry. It appears to he a
fact that the people’s money is used to
subsidize a line of steamers to carry
mails from Great Britain to Canada, but
that the regulations for so doing are
made by the company havingthe con-
tract, and solely in its own interest,
and contrary to the best interests of the
country whose money it is eager to get
while doing as little as possible to earn it
Of what use is the expenditure of scores
of millions of dollars to butld railways
to give rapid through connection when
a contracting company is allowed by the
terms of its contract to land the mails
where it pleases and ignore the facilities
provided for such cases.

As we stated 2 week or two ago, the
principle is wrong, a company subsi-
dized to carry Canadian mails should be
compelled to make their terminus o
this side in a Canadian port and this
should be an important clause in their
contract, and a most important one tuo
in the interests of Canada.

If the Allan line’s business leads the
company to ,prefer Portland, Me., as
their terminal point on this side by all
means led them go there, but transfer
the contract for carrying the malis to
some other company, which will make
Halifax or St. John their terminal port
even though its vessels may not be
quite so fast as those of the Allan line.
If the matter is not settled in the
interest of the_ people of the maritime
provinces as against that of an alien
port, then the government can expect

othing else than that many of their
supporters in the maritime provinces al
least will swerve in their allegiance and
be found supporting any party which

God has
arrested the present generation of con-
vertible material, and handed it over
to his church to evangelize. It will
take the whole church to do this work.

It is not a human con-
trivance of certain enthusiasts todo a
class of self-imposed labor, but the
most important part of the work the
church of God has to do in tue world.
The Sunday-School is a part of every
pastor’s pulpit, and the part too, if his
leading purpose 1s w0 save souls, in
which he can be most influential. The
Sunday School is the standing revival
fleld of the church. The Sunday morn-
ing coogregation contains scarcely any
evangelistic material. Almost all pre-
sent at that service claim to be
Christians, and are church members, or
they are persons 80 inured to gospel
themes and appeals as to constitute
them almost next to hopeless cases.
Not once in 2 hundred sermons deliver-
ed on Sunday mornings is a convert
secured, and largely because there is
nothing present to convert. Not soin
Sunday-School. God’'s providence has
brought together, and committed to his
church, & large congregation of un-
evangelized and easily impressed per-
soms. They come voluntarily, and by :

The Scott Act in Charlotte.

The election in the County of Char-
lotte on Tuesday of last week on the
petition for the repeal oi the Scott Act,
resnlted in the act being sustaised by a
majority of 922, which is said to be the
largest msjority ever given in that
coanty on any question.

E. A. MATHEWS, IN HARPER'S YOUNG
