When Mr. Ross 
first went into the Yukon as commis- 
sioner, Mrs. Ross, their five children, 
and Miss McKay, their niece, who had 
always lived with them, went to re­
side with Mrs. Ross' mother in Vic­
toria, B. C. This year the govern­
ment built Mr. Ross a house at Daw­
son, but the work was delayed, and 
it was evident the house would not 
be fit for occupation this coming win­
ter.

Toronto, Aug. 22.—There is lying at

Winnipeg, Man., Aug. 22.—Fifty 
thousand in cash, left by H. F. Scott, 
of Faribault, Minn., a miser, who 
died a few days ago, if disposed of ac­
cording to the terms of hie will, will 
be burned.

waterworks tunnel under Lake Erie 
last night five more lives were added 
to the fatality list of casualties record­
ed since work began on the great arti­
ficial waterway.

The dead are Ray Treadshaw, Jas. 
Williams, Daniel Higgins, James Ball­
incourt and John Bert.

THE SCENE OF DISASTER.
Crib No. 3, five miles from shore, two 

miles beyond crib No. 2, where nearly 
a dozen lives were lost a week ago, 
was the scene of the latest accident. 
The work of sinking the big intake 
shaft at this point was completed yes­
terday, and five workmen were en­
gaged in digging a tunnel in the direc­
tion of No. 2 crib, when the explosion 
occurred.

An immense volume of water from 
the lake rushed in upon the unfortu­
nate workmen at the bottom. Two men 
who were at work on staging at the 
top of the shaft were blown high in­
to the air, but alighted on the crib and 
were not seriously injured.

The accident occurred early last 
night, but nothing was known on 
shore until today. For some unex­
plained reason no boats are kept at 
the cribs. Thirty men who were on 
the crib when the explosion took place 
spent the night
VAINLY SIGNALLING FOR ASSIS­

TANCE.
It was long after daylight before a 

tug reached them. It is supposed that 
the men digging struck a vein of gas 
which was ignited by a spark made 
by a workman’s pick.

Heavy iron girders and machinery 
weighing more than a hundred tons 
were forced out of the shaft by the 
explosion. The crib was wrecked. 
Death must have been instantaneous 
to the workmen in the tunnel, for their 
comrades above

HEARD NO OUTCRY.
So great was the destruction wrought 
by the explosion that it will probably 
be weeks before the damage can be 
repaired, and the bodies of the unfor­
tunate workmen recovered.

A LIFE-SAVER KILLED.
James Williams, who lost his life in 

last night’s accident, was one of the 
men who so heroically entered the 
tunnel after the accident of last week 
at crib No. 2, in search of victims of 
that disaster.

boat; they provide sea room for no 
craft; they are generally submerged, 
and in a fog very difficult to see at any 
distance. For this reason we are aston­
ished to read that at the time of the 
calamity the boat was being run at 
full speed. For the sake, of the repu­
tation of the officers of the vessel, it is 
to be hoped that this statement may 
be disproved. If it were true, it would 
show that those in authority were 
criminally negligent, and courted the 
disaster which happened.

No captain has any right to risk 
valuable lives and property for the 
purpose of making speed, while con­
ditions of fog and ice are present. Nor 
need an officer be in any doubt as to 
these conditions. Atlantic Ocean steam­
ship captains tell us that the presence 
of ice is readily detected while yet 
miles off, by the fall in the thermom­
eter, and when this sure indication is 
presented it becomes the duty of the 
captain and his officers to at once direct 
that the vessel be slowed down, even 
when there is no fog, so that when 
icebergs are found to be drifting in the 
way of the steamship, she may be 
either stopped or backed out, or have 
her course changed with the neces­
sary celerity. No Atlantic captain that 
we know of ever rushes his vessel at 
full speed in the dark, througn a 
portion of the sea known to be infest­
ed by icebergs. To do so would be to 
invite almost certain disaster. Indeed, 
when the glass shows that ice is prob­
ably near, and there is fog, the Atlantic 
liners will often lie to for many hours 
on a stretch rather than run the risk 
of dashing into one of these ice moun­
tains, and imperiling the lives of all on 
board.

The inference from the statement 
made by Mr. Belcourt, M. P., Ottawa,
