The Chinese lost twenty killed 
or wounded, but there was not a single 
fatality among the Japanese. The latter 
also seized a fort near the scene of the en- 
gagement. A detachment of the Japanese 
forces is advancing upon Lischyen, and the 
main body is crossing the Yalu River.
The force of Japanese which crossed the 

river and defeated the Chinese was com­
posed entirely of riflemen. Earthworks 
had been thrown up at Suko Chin by the 
Chinese, but a slight deviation enabled the 
attacking force to cross the river without 
hindrance. The Chinese position was 
garrisoned with a email force of artillery 
and infantry, and these fled after two or 
three rounds had been fired. Count Ya­
magate adds:

“We captured the works with a rush. A 
regiment of Manchurin cavalry camo up as 
the enemy were driven from the earthworks 
and covered their retreat. The retiring 
force took refuge with their batteries fur­
ther down the river, throwing away their 
muskets in their flight,

“Our advanced detachments now hold 
the works erected at Sukochin Ferry by the 
Chinese, and are prepared to guard the pas­
sage across the river of the main body, 
which will probably be made at dawn on 
the 25th Inst. Pontoons have already been 
placed in position, and all the men and 
materials are ready for a rapid advance.”

The Czar.
BERLIN, Oct. 25.—A dispatch from St. 

Petersburg to the Cologne Gazette says the 
Czar heard the intimation of his physicians 
that his case was hopeless with great 
bravery. Upon hearing that it would bo 
impossible to save his life his Majesty 
ordered the settlement of the matter of 
succession to the imperial throne, and ex­
pressed a wish to bestow his blessing 
upon the Czarewitch and Princess 
Alix. It is the general belief in St. 
Petersburg that the marriage cf the Czare- 
witch has been postponed only for a brief 
period, and that the formal ceremonies of 
betrothal will take place almost immedi- 
ately.

It is reported that when the Czar was 
given to understand that his case was hope­
less he remarked: "It is sad that a man of 
my years should have to die, though per­
sonally I do not cling overmuch to life. If 
God still deems my life of use to my dear 
country He will make me well.”

A dispatch from Frankfort says that the 
ex-Empress Frederick has written a letter 
of sympathy to the Czarina.

It is said that the condition of the Czar 
yesterday varied between drowsiness and 
comparative cheerfullness. He passed an 
hour alone with the Czarewitch, and dur­
ing the interview dictated an affectionate 
farewell message to Russia, which, upon 
his death, will be issued to the public. It 
is said that be is very grateful to the 
Russian people for their free expressions of 
sympathy.

LONDON, Oct. 25.—A dispatch received 
this evening says that the Czar passed a 
painless day, though his weakness is in­
creasing. The King of Greece, who is in 
Corfu, has ordered that the arrangements 
for the Czar’s reception there be hastened, 
as he has received more favorable news 
from Livadia.

The Russian embassy in Vienna denies 
that the marriage of the Czarewitch and 
Princess Alix has been solemnized.

Thursday evening's bulletin: The Czar’s 
physicians issued a bulletin at 8 o’clock this 
evening saying during the day neither 
somnolence nor spasmodic symptoms have 
been observed. The patient’s appetite is 
satisfactory. The oedema has not in­
creased.
Lord Rosebery’s Important Speech

LONDO (, Oct. 25.—Lord Rosebery made 
an important speech at Sheffield this even­
ing. He said the Czar would enjoy in 
history a reputation as a victor in peace 
not less undisputed than the reputation 
Cæsar and Napoleon enjoyed as conquerors. 
Great Britain, he said, had the greatest 
possible interest in the continuation of the 
Czar’s life and health, because if he should 
be removed the greatest guarantee of the 
peace of the world disappeared. (Ap­
plause.)

Referring to the recent meeting of the 
British Cabinet, the Premier said that none 
of the alleged reasons for the summoning of 
the Cabinet on that occasion were correct. 
The question of intervention between Japan 
and China was not discussed. No circular 
had been issued to the powers and no 
rebuff had been suffered from them.

It was impossible, he said, to regard with 
indifference a possible sudden destruction 
of the central Government of China, a 
Government already none too strong. Its 
destruction would involve appalling danger 
to every Christian in the Chinese empire, 
and overflow of dangerous and barbarous 
elements into every adjoining part of the 
world, implying the greatest possible 
catastrophe to Asiatic civilization. (Ap- 
plause).

After the first Japanese victory the Brit­
ish Government had learned from a very 
high and most convincing source that 
China was willing to concede honorable 
terms materially exceeding Japan’s de­
mands when the war was entered upon and 
such as Japan could certainly accept with­
out lessening her prestige or advantage. 
The Ministry felt that they could not 
absolutely “ pocket” these. They 
did not found great hopes upon 
overtures, but they thought it was their 
duty to sound the countries of Europe and 
the United States to ascertain whether in 
their opinions there was any possibility of 
China and Japan coming to terms on the 
basis indicated. The reception of Great 
Britain’s approaches was remarkable favor­
able, but one or two of the powers judged 
that the time had not arrived when condi­
tions could with advantage be submitted to 
the combatants. Personally he was rather 
inclined to concur with the latter. He be­
lieved that whenever it was possible every 
British Foreign Minister should obtain a 
concert of the powers in import­
ant international affairs, and in such 
a case as the present one the 
Foreign Minister would have been culpable 
if he had not sought a concert of the 
powers. Moreover, in the jealous condition 
of affairs the war bad produced it would 
have been impossible for Great Britain to 
attempt to act as bottle holder without in­
curring the suspicion of the other powers 
and all interested in the East.

Referring to Madagascar Lord Rosebery 
said he doubted whether the name even 
had been mentioned between France and 
Great Britain. He hoped this would dis­
pel all ideas cf contention between Franco 
and Great Britain in regard to Madagascar.

Gale Throughout England.
LONDON, Oct. 25.—The gale was general 

throughout England today. Several 
fatalities are reported. Several small 
vessels were wrecked. Some damage was 
done by floods.

Fatal Panic in a Church.
ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 25.—During the 

service at church at Atrokh, near 
Ostroviansk, in the Don Province, last 
night, a lamp was upset, a cry of fire raised 
and a panic followed. Two women and 
three children were trampled to death, and 
27 persons were seriously injured.

Favors and Feathers.
LONDON, Oct. 25.—A dispatch from 

Shanghai to the Central News says an im­
perial decree was issued yesterday, stating 
that Li Hung Chang has reported to the 
throne the details of the naval action off 
the mouth of the Yalu River. The Em­
peror is pleased to decorate Major Von 
Hanneken and create him a brevet com­
mander in chief for victorious conduct. By 
the same decree the heirs of Engineers 
Nicholl and Purves, who were killed in the 
battle, receive two years’ pay, Mr. Hock- 
man, who was wounded, is created a 
lieutenant-colonel of the naval force, and 
Messrs. Brosant and McGiffen are made 
majors. Hockman and several others re­
ceive the decoration of the peacock feather, 
and a number cf others are decorated with 
the order of one star of the third class.

Sunk the Ship.
SOUTHAMPTON, Oct. 25.—Between 1:30 

and 2 o’clock Tuesday morning the steamer 
Paris, which arrived here last night 
from New York, ran down and probably 
sank an unknown ship. The weather was 
very thick at the time, a heavy rain falling. 
As soon as the collision occurred the Paris 
put about and made a search for the ship. 
After a time tho vessel or a capsized 
wreck was reported off the starboard, 
but sight of it was lost before a life- 
boat could be lowered. Nothing further 
was seen, though the Paris laid off, 
searching until daylight. The steamer 
sustained little damage. Sailors on the 
Paris say that the sailing vessel showed 
signals cf distress after the collision, and 
that screams were heard aboard of her. 
The morning broke with a strong gale and 
a heavy sca, and nothing was seen of the 
vessel. The Paris landed all her passen- 
gers in safety.
Reported Evacuation of Port Arthur.

LONDON, Oct. 25.—A dispatch to the 
Globe from Shanghai says it is reported 
the Chinese have evacuated Port Arthur 
and that the Japanese have landed in force 
at Talien Wau Bay, not far from Port 
Arthur. The opposing forces have both 
been making reconnaissances since the 
Chinese were driven out of Wi Ju, but no 
fighting had taken place until the morning 
cf the 24th. Scouts have made their way 
a short distance down the river and have 
also pushed into the interior, but none have 
met any armed Chinese. A report is 
current that the entire effective Chinese 
force is entrenched close to the Yalu River, 
on the Moukden road. The main attack on 
the Chinese will be made before Sunday.

The Hochi gives the following as an ap­
proximate cf the losses of the Chinese at 
Ping Yang: Officers and men killed, about 
1.860; wounded, about 2,000, and prisoners, 
over 700. The number of dead given is ex­
clusive of the bodies washed away in the 
River Tai Dong. The horses killed num­
bered 1,000, wounded 800, and captured 
over 600. The treasure captured amounted 
to about 1,220,000 yen in Japanese cur­
rency, including gold and silver coin, bul­
lion and Corean coin. Rice and other 
cereals sufficient to maintain the armv for 
a period of three weeks were also captured. 
The arms captured included 42 cannon 
1,300 rifles, and also 1,800 tents.

LONDON, Oct. 25.—The Japanese lega­
tion has no confirmation of the report that 
the Japanese army under Field Marshal 
Count Oyama has landed near Port Ar­
thur, but the report is credited neverthe­
less. The officials of the legation regard it 
as certain that the expedition cf Oyama 
was sent to attack Port Arthur or Wei 
Hai Wei or both.

Chinese Whipped at Wi Ju.
LONDON, Oct. 25.—A dispatch to the 

Central News from Wi Ju says Count 
Yamagata, commander-in-chief of the 
Japanese forces in Corea, has reported to 
the Government at Tokio that a detach- 
ment of 1.600 Japanese infantry crossed 
the Y alu River on the morning of Oct. 20 
at Sukachin, above Wi Ju. Shortly after 
crossing the river the troops met a body 
of Chinese, composed of 600 cavalry 
and 100 infantry with two cannon. 
The Japanese at once made an attack upon 
the enemy and the latter fled, leaving be. 
hind the two guns and a largo number of

, pose now to give a brief summary of the 
provisions of “The City Manhood Suffrage 
Registration Act, 1894,” which comes into 
operation in London for the first time in 
this election.

Under this Act every male person who is 
21 years of age, and a British subject, and 
who has resided in the city three months, 

) and in the Province twelve months, is en­
titled to vote at the ensuing election.

Y Every person who voted in] the gen­
eral election in June last as either 
owner or tenant will find his name on the 
voters’ list to be used on this occasion. 
But every income voter, every manhood 
suffrage voter, must personally attend the 
registration places, and declare his inten- 

A, tion to vote in the ensuing election. And 
Every new-comer in the city, whether 

tenant, owner, or simply 21 years of age, 
must also register, or he cannot vote.

The registration proceedings are the 
simplest possible. There is no badgering 
of the voter about how he makes a living, 
what his income is, where he spends his 

W time, and what his washbill is. That kind 
of inquisition is left to the Dominion Fran­
chise Act sponsors. Even when a voter is 
sick or temporarily absent on the days 
fixed for registration, if he notifies the 

L registrar, in accordance with a form pro- 
$ vided by the act, he can have his vote 
assured him at a subsequent sitting by 
sppersonal attendance, if possible; if not, 
/through the evidence of a friend cognizant 
I of all the facts.
| The registrars fixed by the Act for 
Ithis city are Judge William Elliot, 
F Judge Edward Elliott, Police Magistrate 
F Parke and Col. Shanly, local master of 

the High Court. These officials consti­
tute the Board of Registrars, but if 
any one of them is unable to act, from ill­
ness or other cause, the board has power to 

• , appoint some other proper person to fill the 
vacancy. Col. Shanly, being the oldest 
officer on the board, will be chairman.

It is provided that London city shall be 
divided into at least four registration dis­
tricts, in each of which sittings must be 
held to register all voters 21 years of age 
not on the lists, but if the board considers 
the number of registration districts to be 
insufficient it can increase them.

Every registrar shall appoint a compe­
tent registry clerk to assist him in prepar­
ing the lists of voters registered, and the 
board must appoint one of the registry 
clerks to be the clerk of the board.
. Each registrar must hold four daily 
sittings for the registration of those claim­
ing to be entitled to vote in the city under 
the act. The first of the sittings must be 
held on the sixth day after the date of the 
writ (computing in such time any Sunday

Wednesday next is, therefore, the first 

day for the registration cf manhood suffrage 
voters in this city.

The sittings will be continued on Thurs­
day, Friday and Saturday of next week.

Water cf the Great Salt Lake varies 
greatly in its contents of dissolved solids, 
depandire upon the relation between the 
supply of water through streams and the 
evaporation. A fair average of total solids 
dissolved in the water of the lake at its| 
present mean level is from 19 to 20 per 
cent by weight. But not all of this is com- 
mon salt; for besides this ingredient the 
water contains sodium sulphate (Glauber 
salt) magnesium chloride, calcium sul- 
phate (gypsum), and potassium sulphate. 
A detailed analysis cf water taken from 
the lake in August, 1888, was made Dr. 
Talmage. This contained in all 19 56 per 
cent dissolved solids, cf which 15.74 was 
common salt. Such water would yield of 
total solid matter 391 pounds to the ton, 
and of common salt about 314 pounds to

tion cf solid matter dissolved in its waters 
than does the Great Salt Lake. Much dis- 
crepancy exists among published accounts 
of its contents, the fluctuations in composi- 
tion being due to the same causes that pre- 
vail in our lake, viz., the relation between 
the supply through inflowing streams and 
loss by evaporation. A sample taken from 
a depth of 1,110 feet carries 25 4 per cent 
of dissolved solids. This corresponds to 528 
pounds to the ton; but of this only 7.55 per 
cent was common salt, or 151 pounds per 
ton.,Therefore, though the Salt Lake carries 

a lower proportion of dissolved solids of 
all sorts than does the Dead Sea, the lake 
contains more than double the proportion 
of salt. The chief solid constituent of the 
Dead Sea water is not sodium chloride 

|(common salt), but magnesium chloride.
Strictly speaking, the water of our lake is 
much "brinier" than that of the Dead Sea. 
common salt being the chief solid dissolved 
in the lake. Nevertheless the Dead Sea is 

. inmore highly saturated with solids.-

“Let us further analyze the Patron plat-I 

form. Let us taka the first plank, the aboli­
tion of the Senate. Here the vast majority 
of Ontario Liberals will certainly agree 
with the Patrons.

the removal of these oppressive trade- 
restrictions and by the introduction o. a 
wiser and honester system of taxation.

“I am, therefore, on every account, 
strongly in sympathy with the Patrons of 
Industry as far as Dominion politics 
are concerned. I consider their objects to 
be good. I know they have suffered great­
ly already, and that they are in danger of 
suffering still more in the near future if no 
relief can be obtained—nay, are perhaps in 
even greater danger than many of them as 
yet realize. I believe the necessity for im­
mediate action to be urgent and for all 
these reasons I am most desirous that they 
should commit no blunder in their crusade 
against political wrong-doing.

Continuation of the Hartley 
Murder Case. The Japs Give the Chinese Another 

Thrashing.
New Links in the Chain of Evidence 

Against the Prisoner.

Clandestine Meeting Between Ling 
and the Prisoner Described. A Great Battle Expected at Any 

Moment.
FERGUS, Ont., Oct. 25.—Government De­

tective Murray arrived here this evening 
on the trail of Chattelle, and is securing a 
train of evidence around the prisoner that 
will be ficult to break. The fact of the 
prisoner having been seen here on Saturday 
last by several persons has created great 
interest in the development of the case.

WAS IT THE SAME MAN?
STRATFORD, Oct. 26.—The police here 

have information which leads them to be­
lieve that the prisoner made attempts to 
assault females in this immediate neighbor- 
hood. They say that one girl in this city 
was chased to the very door of her own 
house by a man who may yet ba proven to 
be the prisoner, and that another girl was 
followed some distance along the St. Marys 
road, perhaps by the same individual.

ADMITS HE’S IN A HOLE
There is one of the prisoner’s admissions, 

however, to which considerable significance 
must be attached. Yesterday afternoon 
he received a visit from Malcolm McFar­
lane and Judge Woods. They conversed 
with him some time in French. Before the 
interview closed his honor said to him that 
if the story he told was true, and he really 
was not in the neighborhood cf Listowel at 
all, there would be a good deal of sympathy 
lor him as an ill-used and strongly-sus­
pected man, and a fund could he raised for 
his defense. “I, myself,” said the judge, 
"would be one to contribute to a subscrip­
tion to defend you.”

His answer is reported by Judge Woods 
as follows: "It’s no use; I’m in a deep hole 
and I’ll stay there. You have too much 
evidence against me.”

A MISSING LINK FOUND.
A link which was missing has been sup- 

plied. Up to this time the man seen by 
Henry Leslie coming away from the fatal 
swamp soon after the murder was com­
mitted was lost sight of, and not con­
nected with the man who was put off 
a freight train close to Alma. * Now 
the man who came from the swamp 
can be traced to Palmerston to the 
house where Chattelle admitted bo got 
something to eat at supper time. A 
farmer named Moses Smith gave a man a 
ride late Friday afternoon from the cut- 
skirts of Listowel to Gowanstown. He 
there got into a buggy with a man driving 
to Palmerston. Smith’s description of the 
mancorresponds with Chattelle. In support 
of this two young men named Chamney say 
they saw a man in the bush two miles from 
the swamp where the murder was com­
mitted, and about a mile and a half from 
where Smith picked him up. The man 
attracted their attention because he wore 
r Scotch bonnet. This is the first mention 
by witnesses of the Tam-o’-Shanter. which 
was tiie most distinctive feature of Chat- 
telle’s clothing when he appeared upon the 
Listowel platform on Tuesday.

A CLANDESTINE MEETING.
BRANTFORD, Oct. 25.—The second day of 

the Hartley murder trial opened this 
morning at Brantford. Mrs. Woodward, 
who was carried from the witness stand in 
a fainting condition, again entered the 
box. She was unable to reconcile 
certain statements made by her at the ex­
aminations before the coroner and police 
magistrate and before the present court.

Gilbert Woodward gave evidence of a 
clandestine meeting between Ling and the 
prisoner at his house at Hawtrey. He 
saw them both with their arms locked in 
each other’s. They were apparently on 
familiar terms. He saw the prisoner sit in 
.he young man’s lap, and be saw them 
walking around his house outside with 
their arms entwined in each other’s. Wit­
ness w fe before them all had reproved her 
as a married woman with showing such 
unseemly behavior with a young man.

Fred W. Hartley swore that ho had a 
conversation with Mrs. Hartley one day 
some two years ago. He was going down 
to Norwich, and she asked him to bring 
some "rough on rats,” and not to give it to 
anybody but her when he returned, as sho 
was afraid that the hired girl, who was a 
little weak in the head, might open the 
package and taste some cf it.

Frank Allan saw the deceased on the 
W ednesday before he died; he told witness 
on that date that he felt a little better, and 
could eat more and stronger food; witness 
was not quite sure that it was Tuesday or 
Wednesday before Hartley died; deceased 
had his face swollen and bloodshot eyes 
when he saw him last.

The case is dragging slowly along. It is 
not expected to be finished before next 
week.

Frank Allen, cheese maker. New Dur­
ham, sworn—Knew Caleb Hartley, saw 
him on May 3 near the cheese factory. He 
was going to the doctor’s; his face was 
flushed and eyes bloodshot. He told 
me he had vomited five or six times 
that day; I board near Hartley’s, and 
called after to see deceased; saw him the 
Saturday night before he died; knew Mrs. 
Hartley and Ling; never saw them to­
gether.

Thomas Stevenson, baker, gave evidence. 
Witness called at Hartley’s house with 
bread; asked Mrs. Hartley hew her hus­
band w 18, and she said he was not very bad 
and would soon be all right; that there was 
nothing seriously wrong with him.

Isaac Haight, farmer, of Newburvam, 
gave evidence as to Hartley’s illness. Mrs. 
Hartley told witness that somebody must 
have given Hartley a big dose when he was 
away in Hamilton; Hartley joined the 
Home Circle about seven years ago; Mrs. 
Hartley wanted deceased to join the A. O. 
U. W.; she said the insurance should be 
made payable to her, as her son was pro­
vided for in his grandfather’s will.

LONDON, Oct. 26.—A dispatch to the 
Central News from Tokio says that Field 
Marshal Count Yamagata has reported to 
the Emperor that at daybreak on Oct. 25 
the Japanese army, under his command, 
completed the crossing cf the Yalu River, 
and in the night attacked and defeated the 
Chinese near Fu Shang, also capturing a 
fortress on the right bank cf the River 
Ayl. The Chinese were eighteen battalions 
strong. The Chinese lost 200 killed and a 
large number wounded, though it is not 
known how many. The number of Japanese 
killed or wounded was five officers and 90 
men. Count Yamagata adds: Col. Sato 
with his detachment has rejoined the main 
army, and we expect to attack Kulienchao 
at daybreak on Oct. 26.

The Japanese began to transport the 
main body of their army across the 
Yalu on the evening of Oct. 24. 
The work of crossing continued through, 
out the night, and at daybreak on 
Oct. 25 all the guns, horses and men 
had crossed without mishap and formed an 
emergency camp. In the meantime Col. 
Sato, who had taken a flying column on 
the morning of Oct. 25 for the purpose of 
reconnoitering, came upon the enemy, who 
occupied a fortified position near the village 
of Fu Shang on the right bank cf the Ayi 
River. Col. Sato attacked the Chinese at 
1 o clock in the morning, the fight continu- 
ing until 6. The Chinese offered a 
stubborn resistance, but were ulti­
mately driven out of their fortification 
and retired in disorder to Kulienchao. 
The Japanese then destroyed the fortress 
and rejoined tne main army. Count 
Yamagata’s report to the Emperor adds 
that the Chinese engaged in the fight 
greatly exceeded the Japanese in numbers. 
His plans for the coming fight are com- 
pleted. These contemplate the movement 
of several columns in a concerted and con­
current attack upon the Chinese from all 
sides. Already he says a network is being 
drawn around the Chinese, and it 
is expected that the attack will take 
place at daybreak on Oct. 27 
though it may possibly be made earlier. 
The latest information received is that the 
Chinese outposts are retreating upon 
Rulienchiel, and the number cf batteries 
there has increased to eleven. It is doubt- 
ful, however, that these batteries are fully 
armed. The weather is favorable. The 
Japs are in good health and spirits, and 
eager to capture Moukden before Nov 3 
the Emperor’s birthday.'
