The costs and expenses of selling of such homestead, and other
proceedings as provided herein, shall be charged and included in the
Sheriff’s bill of costs, upon the said execution.

VII In cases of debtors not being owners of real estate, this Act is%
to apply to goods and chattels to the aforesaid amount of
dollars, as described in the first section.

VIII. This Act shall take effect on the first day of - ome
thousand eight hundred and fifty , and not before.
