REPORT OF THE COUNCIL,

FOR THE YEAR ENDING DECEMBER 3lst, 1888,

The Council of the Art Association, in presenting their
Report for the year 1887, were enabled to congratulate the
members on the marked advance which had taken place during
that period, both in the roll of membership and in the appre-
ciation and encouragement by the public of the objects which
the Association has in view. It is with much pleasure that
the Council for the year 1888 have to report that this pro-
gress continues. The gratifying interest aroused and dis-
played during the former year is unabated, and the roll of
members has steadily increased.

It was thought advisable in the last Report to urge strongly
on the members and public the necessity for an adequate Sus-
tentation or Endowment Fund, without which all efforts of the
Council are naturally very seriously hampered, and the Council
trust it may become evident that the citizens of Montreal
both recognise the value of such a centre of culture in the
city as this Association, and are ready to assist practically in
its usefulness.

The interest on such a Fund would provide for the work-
ing expenses of the Association, thereby setting free the Mem-
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hership Subscriptions and the Entrance Fees for the estab-
lishment of Scholarships in the Art Classes, for the purchase
from time to time of meritorious and educational works of
Art for the Galleries, and for the general furtherance of Art
in Montreal.

It has been decided that a donor of $1,000.00 and up-
wards, shallbe entitled, should he wish to take the privilege, to
the nomination of a free student in the Art Classes during
such period as may be agreed upon between the donor and
the Council; and further, that such donor, should the student-
ship not be desired, as well as all donors of $500.00 and over,
shall be entitled to a Governorship of the Association, with
its attendant right of five votes at all general meetings.
While naturally anxious to obtain large subscriptions, the
Council will, on behalf of the members, warmly welcome all
contributions which the patrons and friends of Art may be
disposed to give towards this Fund.

Up to the present date one Studentship—that in memory
of the late Mr. Robert Wood, and named, after him, “ The
Robert Wood Studentship”—has been subscribed for, through
the kind action of Mr. Walter Drake. This Studentship will
not be filled, however, until the Art Class Session of 185§9-90.

The Endowment Fund now amounts to over ten thousand
dollars, and further considerable contributions are promised in
the event of its receiving due support. In furtherance of the
objects of the Fund, the Council have thought well to offer
two Scholarships for competition in the Art Classes, details of
which will be found under that heading, further on in this
Report.

It is confidently hoped that during the coming year
(1889) a large increase will be made in this Fund, and the
Council earnestly recommend it to the notice of all who are
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anxious to foster the general desire for culture, shown by the
large attendance at the Gallery since the presentation of the
last Report. In Public Galleries alone can the artisan, the
mechanic, and the great bulk of the citizens hope to realize in
some degree those deep feelings of admiration and that
ennobling pleasure which the contemplation of fine works of
Art conveys to the mind, and it is in Public Institutions alone
also that there can be granted to Art Students facilities and en-
couragement such as the Scholarships already mentioned are
intended to afford.

ART CLASSES.

The eighth session of these Classes commenced on
Wednesday, October 18th, under the able direction of Mg,
Wy BRYMNER, R.C.A., who reports as follows :—

“Satisfactory progress has been made by the majority of
the students under my care since the date of my last report
(Jan,, 1887). The number of students during the first term
of the present session ('83-89) is considerably in excess of that
for the corresponding period in the late session ('87-88).

It is pleasing to notice that a more serious spirit anim-
ates the school this year and that the importance of drawing
is being more fully recognized as the only stepping-stone to
any real progress in art.

The attendance on class days has been very regular and
the stndents show a greater disposition to avail themselves of
the opportunities for continuous study afforded in the keep-
ing open of the class-rooms every day throughout the week.”

The recommendations of the committee appointed for
the drafting of a scheme for the disposition of the two
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scholarships to be given in the art classes in furtherance
of the objects of the Endowment Fund are as follows:

1. That competition shall be confined to those who have
studied during the Session 1888-89 in the Art-Classes of the
Art Association.

2. That each of the vwo Scholarships will entitle the
holder to two consecutive years free tuition in the Art-
Classes of the Art Association from the date of obtaining such
scholarship.

3. That the competition shaii take place at or about the
close of the present Session.

4. That each scholarship shall be given for the best time
drawing from a cast to be given out and the general progress
of each competitor during the Session shall also be taken
into account in deciding the competition.

5. The committee to appoint time and cast and act as
an Examining Board generally.

These recommendations have been ac~epted by the Coun-
cil and the competition takes place in accordance with them.

The arrangement made with the Lady Managers of the
Decorative Art Society, by which a certain number of
students recommended by them were received at a slightly re-
duced rate has, on their request, been renewed for the present
Session.




EXHIBITIONS.

The Art Fair mentioned in the report of 1887, more proper-
ly perhaps comes within the limits of the present year; it was
so fully dealt with then, however, that it may be sufficient
here to state that the attractive scenery, etc., used for the oc-
casion was sold to the Ministering Children’s League of Ot-
tawa, where several thousand people went to see it. From
Ottawa it was transferred to the Art Association of Halifax,
N. 8., where it again proved very successful. A correspond-
ence has lately taken place as to the possibility of sending the
scenery down to Baltimore, 7. S, there to be used for its
original purpose of an Art Fuir. Another outcome of the suc-
cess of this undertaking w. s the Fair held in Toronto last
May under the auspice: f the Royal Canadian Academy.
The Council cannot buc congratulate themselves and the
members on having been the originators in this country of an
artistic effort which has secured so wide and so flattering an
acknowledgment.

1. In the month of February, at the request of Mr. L. R.
O’Brien, President of the Royal Canadian Academy, a small
collection of his Water Colour Drawings was exhibited in the
large gallery, several sales taking place.

2. The annual Spring Exhibition was held in the month
of April, and attracted attention by the steady improvement
in the works of the various artists, The sale of pictures was
large.

3. The second Black and White Exhibition, confined to
Etchings only, took place during the latter part of May, and
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by its excellence reflected much credit on the Association ;
letters of a congratulatory description having been received
from various high authorities on this sort of work in other
countries, The admirable Catalogue prepared for this Exhi-
bition calls for a special word of commendation. It is to Le
regretted that the attendance, both on the part of members
and the public, was not more numerous, though it is on the
other hand a matter of much satisfaction that those who are
acquainted with the niceties of the work done with the Etch-
ing needle came again and again, showing how highly they
appreciated the fine quality of the works exhibited and the
opportunity afforded them of study.

4. The Loan Exhibition of Oil Paintings and Water
Colour Drawings, held during the month of December, fully
sustained the high reputation attained by the city at the Car-
nival Exhibition of 1887, and it is gratifying to notice, in
addition to the quality of the works shown, the generous
readiness with which the owners of these valuable possessions
responded to the request of your Council. The Exhibicion
was rendered additivnally interesting and instructive by the
presence of several examples of contemporary American art,
kindly lent by some gentlemen of New York. Without par-
ticularizing, the Council heartily acknowledges on your be-
half and on their own the obligations under which the Asso-
ciation lies to those whose generosity towards, and interest in
the furtherance of Culture and its advantages, rendered both
the Etching and Loan Exhibitions possible. The large attend-
ances, after the first week, were very encouraging.

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LECTURES.

In the month of November Mr. C. G. Geddes delivered
an interesting and thoughtful lecture on the subject of the
“ Voice and Voice Culture,” illustrating his points both by
diagram and by song.

In December Mr. John Popham gave a lecture, entitled

“Glimpses of Spanish Art.” This lecture, the outcome of a
recent visit to the land of Murillo, Velasquez and Ribera, was
listened to with much enjoyment by a considerable audience.

Mr. Joseph Gould has kindly promised to deliver in
March next a lecture on “ The Songs we Hear and the Songs
we do not Hear,” which will, no doubt, be anticipated with
pleasure by all who have had the good fortune to hear Mr.
Gould before.

The Committee are glad to add that the Rev. G. H,
Wells has been good enough to promise a lecture during the
month of February. The subject has not yet been named but
will appear, with the date of the lecture, in due course.

GENERAL.

Mr. Hector Mackenzie, by the generous subseription of
oue thousand dollars to the Endowment Fund, having guali-
fied as a Governor, Mr. R. Harris, R.C.A., by the presentation
of a fine portrait of your late President, the Very Rev. Dr.
Norman ; and Mr. James Moore, by the payment of one hun-
dred dollars, having qualified for Life Memberships, they
will be nominated at the general meeting.

The long and honourable connection of the Very Rev. the
Dean of Quebec with the Association led the Council to place
the large gallery at the disposal of the Citizens’ Committee,
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on the occasion of the presentation made to him previous: to
his departure to a scene of more extended duties. Asa mem-
ber of Council for many years, and as filling the offices of
Vice-President and President, he ever evinced a warmn interest
in the welfare and progress of the Association, and it is pleas-

ant to know, that though absent from Montreal, that interest
continues undiminished.

Certain defects having become apparent in the drainage
of the building, it was found necessary, on the advice of the
Montreal Sanitary Association, to which this Institution has
during the year become a subscriber, to open the street until
the main sewer was reached, considerable expense being in
curred. The building has now, it is believed, been placed
in a thoroughly approved sanitary condition.

The interior of the building has been much improved in
appearance by the re-tinting of the galleries and halls, there-
by imparting a richer and more harmonious tone throughont.

Though the lighting of the galleries at night has been
somewhat benefitted by the lowering of the gas stars, the ques-
tion may require further consideration in the near future.

During the past year the various Exhibitions have been
opened with a private view, for members and their families
only, and it is gratifying to notice the success of this experi-
ment in bringing the members together and in stimulating an
interest in the Association and its aims,

Uader the five cent ticket scheme large numbers of
tickets have been purchased throughout the year, both by
employers of labour for the benefit of their employees and by
the employees themselves. The appreciation of this special
arrangement for the working classes is best shown by the fact
that nearly all these tickets have been again received at the
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door. During the late Loan Exhibition schools were also ad-
mitted to this advantage, and the number of children brought
by their teachers to profit by the educational influence ex-
ercised by Works of Art, was quite a feature of the Exhibi-
tion.

By the liberality of a lady, interested in the advance
of Education and Cnlture amongst all classes, the Council
were enabled to make the experiment of keeping the galleries
open without charge for two nights, weekly, during two
months of the year. The good attendance on these nights is
the best proof of the success obtained, and that success is in-
creased by the fact that it was in the months of June and
July the experiment took place.

Thanks are due to the proprietors of the Gazette and
Herald newspapers for kindly granting free copies throughout
the year for use in the Reading Room.

It is a satisfactory sign of the vitality of the Association
that the attendance of members alone during the year 1888
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has considerably out-numbered that of members and visitors
of both sorts (paying and free) during the year 1886, while
the general attendance in 1888 is much more than double that
of 1886. It is true that the numbers for 1887 exceeded those
for the present year ; but it must be remembered that on the
occasion of the Carnival in the former year more than three
thousand persons visited the Gallery on the two free days then
granted, while a very large increase also resulted in the num-
ber of paying visitors at the same period.

In the statement of receipts and disbursements for the
year it will be noticed that there is a small deficit. This has
arisen from monies having been placed to the credit of the
Endowment Fund which would generally have gone towards
meeting the regular expenses of the Association. On the
other hand, the Treasurer has the gratification of announcing
an increase of over twelve thousand dollars in the assets.

OBITUARY.

Cheering as the prospect of the future is, and reassuring as
the advance of the year 1888 has been in the annals of the Asso-
ciation, there is, on the other hand, but too much room for sad
reflection in the long list of good friends who have been called
away. In the Hon. Robert Mackay the Association lost one
who was ever ready in any way to be of service to its interests.
For several years, in the position of President, and subse-
quently as Patron, by his knowledge of art, of law and of
letters, by his honourable character and considerate kindness
to all, he both adorned the prominent position in which he
was placed and attracted many to the pleasure derivable from
the study and encouragement of the higher forms of culture,
The Hon. John Hamilton and Mr. Alexander Murray, whose
family occupy a high position among those who have done
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much for the welfare and advancement of the Association, have
passed from the number of our life-members ; while from the
roll of annual members we have to deplore the loss of Messrs,
Samuel Burland, F. Cole, Samuel Greenshields, W. H. Kerr, J.
(. Lonsdale, F. Macculloch, And. Mackerrow, F. B. Matthews
(one of the early Members of Council, and a constant advo-
cate for the highest Art education), Hector Munro, Charles
Selby, G. T Slater, aud the Hon. Thos. White (for years a
Member of Council, and a firm, valuable friend.)

CONCLUSION.

The Council in consideration of the advantages offered
to members, in the Gallery of Paintings which has been
largely added to of recent years by donations and otherwise,
in the several fine exhibitions to which the family member-
ship ticket admits all members of a family resident under the
holder’s roof, in the valuable Library, in the large and choice
selection of the finest art periodicals of the day, published in
England, France, Germany and the States, and in view of the
desirability of placing more revenue at their disposal, have
decided to ask the members of the association to change the
subscription for a family ticket, with its extensive privileges,
from five to ten dollars a year, leaving the single tickets at
the present rate. The expenses attendant upon exhibitions
are, as will be seen hy the treasurer’s statement, very heavy,
and the proposed change will, it is expected, if approved,
enable the Council to dispense with the unwelcome necessity
of asking members for any entrance Fee to Exhibitions other
than the permanent one, During the past year the expen-
diture though regulated with strict economy, has exceeded the
income, a result chiefly arising from the desire on the part
of the Council to relieve members from any payments beyond
the annual subscription. The many public spirited citizens
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of Montreal who now support the association in its endeav-
ours, will, the Council confidently trust, continue to do so,
and it is worthy of notice that in other cities on this Contin-
ent the subscription in similar institutions for privileges such

as those attaching to the family ticket here, is from ten to
fifteen dollars.

The Council hope, with the assistance of the members,
to continue to give in the future as fine exhibitions as those
of the past two years, to keep the Classes up to a high stand-
ard, the Reading Room well supplied, and to make the Art

Association in every respect an attractive and useful Insti-
tution.

! You will perceive that the Council offers its congratulations

upon the progress of the Art Association during the past year—a




progress that is not to be measured alone by material additions
to the Library and Gallery, although these have been consider-
able, but still more by the increased interest in the work of the
Association manifested by the members and by the public
generally, and evidenced by the much larger attendance at the
regular and special exhibitions. The special feature of the year
i has indeed been this growing interest—induced, no doubt, by the
excellence of the works of art which the Council was enabled to
display. The high quality and variety of the Etchings shown at the
Black and White Exhibition won the admiration not only of our
own people, but also of our neighbours and of connoiscurs in the
United States and England.

The Loan Exhibition, by universal consent, proved equal, if
not superior, to anything of the .kind ever held in this country,
and was distinguished by the presence of some works of American
artists, kindly contributed by New York gentlemen, whe, as
patrons and lovers of art, take a friendly interest in this Associa-
tion, To these gentlemen, to the owners of pictures among our-
selves, and to those members of Council who, at great labour,

arranged the details of these exhibitions, this Asgociation is much
indebted.

' The increase of the Endowment Fund from $1,500 to $10,600,
and the foundation of three studentships in connection with the
Art Classes, are satisfactory features of the year.

The signal success of the scheme for admitting working men
and their families to the Galleries at the nominal charge of five
cents is worthy of notice. It must have been gratifying to our
members, and to those who lent the pictures, to see so many of

these respectable citizens enjoying the works of art provided for
contemplation.

e —

The attention to duty on the part of our employees, and the

extraordinary zeal and ability of our Secretary, deserve special
acknowledgement.

Although the results of the year's operations may be re-
regarded as favourable, they by no means satisfy our aspirations.
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The ordinary cash receipts, apart from donations to the Endow-
ment Fund, have been barely sufficient to meet working expenses.
A scheme to slightly augment the revenue will therefore be sub-
mitted for approval of this meeting.

Without wishing in the slizhtest degree to undervalue the
generous gifts of the past, it must be owned that the collection of
works of art in our permanent Gallery falls far short, in artistic
merit and educational usefulness, of what should be looked for in
such 2 community as this. We must, therefore, earnestly urge
upon our liberal and patriotic fellow-citizens to consider how they
can best contribute to make it more worthy. Is it too much to
hope that some may be moved to emulate the generous deeds of
the merchant princes of New York, who have recently been vieing
with each other in placing the rarest treasures of art at the dis-
posal of the public museums for the perpetual edification and
enjoyment of their fellow-citizens? The importance of such an
institution as this, in its unselfish contribution to the education, re-
finement, and pleasure of the people, and as a feature of the highest
attractiveness, can with difficulty be over-rated, and should find
its recognition in the support of all classes of the community.
Encouragement is solicited by way of membership, by contribu-
tions to the Endowment Fund, and otherwise, from all who, being
imbued with a love of beauty and of art, wish to extend the pri-
vileges of study and enjoyment to their fellow-men, and from all
such as have regard for the reputation of their country, and who
take a pride in the city of their residence. Nature has done
much for Montreal, and it remains for Art to make her one of the
fairest cities of the world.

Mr. R. W. Shepherd seconded the motion for the adoption
of the Report, in a short speech, expressing satisfaction with the
progress which the Association was making.

The Report was then unanimously approved.

GOVERNORS.

Mr. Hector McKenzie, having duly qualified, was elected a
Governor,
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LIFE MEMBERS,

Mr. Robert Harris, R.C.A., and Mr. James Moore, having
duly qualified, were elected Life Members.

Mr. D. A. Watt then rose and moved the following Resolu-
tion—

Resolved, “ That this meeting approves of the recomenda-
tion of the Council, that the annual subscription for a family
ticket, with its extensive privileges be placed at ten dollars and
hereby adopts the same.” In proposing this resolution Mr.
Watt commenced by calling the attention of the mecting to the
fact that in the by-laws there is no such membership as that of a
family mentioned, and that the by-laws fixing the fee for member-
ship had been framed with a reference to individuals only.
During several years membership at the subscription fixed, five
dollars, had accordingly been confined to individuals. It was
then thought well that the subscription, considering the very
limited return at that distant period given to subscribers should
also include the members of the subscribers family. Since the date
of this change the libraty and reading room have sprung into
existence with their many attractive and useful books and
periodicals, on Art matters. The system of Exhibitions has been
entirely changed for the better, the Exhibitions have become
more and more frequent, more and more excellent, until during
the past two years the members have been invited to enjoy works
of Art which might make a first rate reputation for any city. It
is with difficulty that these efforts have been made, owing to the
pinched condition of the finances, but having been made and
having suceeded surely they plead for the continuance of the
Association by the assistance of its members, in the path of
progress. On the occasion of the Carnival Exhibition of 1887,
members grumbled because during the four days of the Carnival
week on which the public paid for entrance, members were
requested to do the same; for the remainder of the month during
which the Exhibition continued members and their families
entered without charge as usual, The expenses connected with
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Exhibitions of any sort are unavoidably very heavy and it is for
the members to decide whether they prefer that the inactivity of
the past, caused by want of funds, or the alertness of the present
encouraged by a good subscription list, shall form the prominent
feature of the Association during the present and coming years.
That the present fee for family membership is quite inadequate,
Mr. Watt proved by quoting the fees of similar institutions in the
United States, which ranged from $10 to $25 per annum, where
the advantages offered are in many instances not so great. The
Council did not press this matter further than laying it before
the meeting as the result of their long and serious deliberation,
with the strong hope that the necessity and justice ot the case
would ensure its adoption.

Mr. John Popham said that he had much pleasure in warmly
seconding the resolution and trusted that it would be unanimously
adopted. Mr. Watt had shown that the present subscription
was less than half of some, less than a fifth of other similar
institutions on this continent and that the Association was not
more heavily involved he attributed to the very economical
manner in which it was worked, in comparison to many others,
It was found that members and the public were yearly looking
more and more for a higher class of Art, and it was a noble sign
of the good work which was being done, that the Exhibitions of
a few years ago would be far from satisfying the Citizens of
Montreal to-day. This demand for works of the first excellence
would go on increasing. The pleasure obtainable from the
heightened value of future Exhibitions would be far more
than a return for any small advance in the annual subscription.
Not a city on the continent could show finer Loan Exhibitions
than those of the two last years, and the members should be
proud of these facts and not stumble at the slight increase which
would enable, in their own interest too, this satisfactory record to
be kept up.

Mr. James Torrance feared that if the recommendation were
adopted a reduction in the roll of membership might possibly
take place. Mr, Drysdale agreed with Mr. Torrance and con-
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sidered it would be unfortunate that any step should be taken
which would result in checking the advance of the Association.
Mr. Walter Drake said that there could be no doubt that the
interest of the Association was the object of all, and proposed
an amendment by which the recommendation of the council
would not take effect until after the rst day of March.

Rev. Dr. Campbell thought that it was a very nice question
whether more might not be lost than gained should this rcom-
mendation be adopted, though he did not think that he himself
would withdraw, he feared others might. Mr. E. B. Greenshields,
the treasurer of the Association, said the real question was that
more money was necessary to carry on the Association even as at
present and mentioned in addition to the improvements spoken
of by Mr. Watt the Jarge and interesting series of lectures. At
present the few people enthusiastically interested in Art have to
bear the chief partof the payments many of the Exhibitions
necessitate, which is an unhealthy state of affairs and cannot
continue. All who are benefiting by the Association's endeavours
as members, and who are doing a noble public work in support-
ing it, should bear their share of the burden as suggested in the
reasonable and seriously considered proposition now before the
meeting.

The President then said that the Council had brought the
matter before the meeting after due consideration, in the hope
that its necessity as shown in the speeches of the gentlemen who
had spoken in favor of it would be amply sufficient to cause its
acceptance. The Association was not in any respectan exclusive
one and it was the great wish of all concerned ir its management
to make it popular as well as successful. The Council were
anxious to get subscriptions from men who from a large minded
view were desirous of furthering the aims and usefulness of the
Association, and were not entirely influenced by the considera-
tion of a full return for their money. The Council asked for this
in the general interest of the city. The merchants and those
engaged in commerce ought to give further assistance. This was
not asked from those who were not in a position to help but from

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those who were well able to afford it, and who would in an indirect
way reap large benefits from the extended utility of this institu-
tion. Finally, after some further conversation, the meeting
without coming to any definite conclusior on Mr. Watt's motion
decided to leave the matter in the hands of the Council to act
as they might consider best in the interests of the Assocation.

Messrs. C. Gibb and R. Lindsay having been appointed
scrutineers the election of officers was then proceeded with.

On the motion of Mr. John Lewis seconded by Mr. J. H. R.
Molson, Mr. R. B. Angus was elected President for 1859.

On the motion of Mr. W, Drake seconded by Mr. G. Kemp
Mr. R. W. Shepherd was elected Vice President for 1839.

On the motion of Mr. A. T. Taylor seconded by Mr. G. F.C.
Smith, Mr. E. B. Greenshields was elected honorary Treasurer for
1389.

Messrs. E. S. Clouston, C. J. Fleet, John Popham, A. D,
Steele, A. T. Taylor, and D. A, Watt, were clected Councillors
for the term of two years.

After the customary votes of thanks, the meeting adjourned
sine die.
