There are three great
educators—the Christian church, the
Christian home and the Christian
school. I would" ask you how many,
homes are there to-day in which the
principles of religion are taught? We
are told that one hour of catechism
in the churches_on Sunday is enough
but it is not.

“In order that the young men of

today may ,grow into honest men
who will be‘ctedits to the country,
it is ry that their education
should be supplemented with religion,
1t is not that we do not like the
public schools in which there is no
religion—on the contrary they are just
the kind needed for the ones that
do not favor them and we have no
objection; but de not bar us from
our ideas education. Do not go
off in a corfier and by yoursell and
prescribe a - system we cannot have
and then say that you will have to
take that medicine or none; pay for
the dducation of our children and ‘if
you do not want our kind pay extra
for that of yours. No, we ¢o not
object, hut would insist on ping
and up-building the present lic
school education, but on the other
hand, we would ask for our share
and request that you give it to us. |

RELIGION ANDP EDUCATION MUST
BE WOVEN TOGETHER. |

‘““At our last amuual convention at
Atlantic City the Federation passed

DUSTING ROOMS.

The Health Gommissioner of New
York recommends care in dusting
floors and furniture as follows:

“It is furthermore most important
that in the cleaning of privatq houses
and all public conveyances and places
of assembly the methods adopted
should pe such as will remove and not
simply stir up vhe dust, which, when
contaminated, may incite in suscept-
ible persons some form of acute pneu-
monia, as well as tubefculosis, and

the more; common colds and catarrhs.

“‘Feather dusters should he aban-
doned and moist cloths used for dust-
ing. When practicable, sweeping
should be done in the evening, so
that floating dust may completely,
settle bhefore its removal by moig
cloths in the'morning. It should be
rememhbered that dust settles on floors
as well as on furniture, so moist

mops should be passed over the floors

when these are uncarpeted as
‘of the morning dusting.”
