Company, which la In the field as a competitor for 
the business of supplying this city with hydro­
electric energy, has made an application to the Board 
of Public Utility Commissioners for authority to 
Issue $1,500,000 of 6 per cent, bonds.

Rod. M. McColl is one of the chief promoters of this 
company, and 8. M. Brookfield Is its president.

The company’s application was vigorously opposed 
by the Lewis Miller Lumber Company and by the 
Fishing Club, which has pools on the river, the one 
arguing that the company would injure the lumber 
business on the river, and the other that the salmon 
fishing would be destroyed.

The company proposes to bring hydro-electric power 
into Halifax from a point about 15 miles from tho 
city. It has a capital stock of $1,000,000 and the esti­
mated power development Is 7,200 horse power.

The proposed issue is to replace an old bond issue, 
of which $100,000 was authorized, 'and which will he 
exchanged for the new bonds if the utility commis­
sioners authorize the issue.

It is proposed to make the issue in two series, 
$750,000 each, and the purpose is stated to be to 
refund old charges, to acquire property and construct 
and complete and improve facilities. The petition 
sets forth that $39,820 is required to pay for pro­
perties in the watershed ; $57,000 for power houses 
and other buildings; hydrollc work calls for $487,500; 
19 miles of double circuit line, with steel poles, tele­
phone lines $85,000; roads and transportation facili­
ties $6,000; engineering $100,000; interest during con­
struction $37,468; operating capital $40,000; sluices, 
flumes and other facilities for steam driving and fish­
ways $40,000; cost of financing $107,996.

The company say they have expended $107,840.
The outcome of the application, and the result of 

the opposition, will be watched with interest.
No intimation is given by the board as to whom 

their decision will be filed.

The naval correspondent of the Liverpool Post 
Writes:

In a letter just received from a naval officer friend 
of mine, written on notepaper from which even the 
name of his ship had been censored, • occurs the 
phrase: “This is the first time I have had on a 
pair of pyjamas since war broke out.”

I have no means of knowing the actual service on 
which he has been engaged, but there is reason to be­
lieve it was commerce protection In the Atlantic; and 
that little human touch about the pyjamas brings 
home to one very forcibly the strain and ceaseless 
anxiety, that falls In war time on the captain of a 
cruiser engaged in seeing that British overseas trade 
pursues its water-borne course unhampered. So lit­
tle is known ashore of the work of the Navy; so 
little, I am afraid, is understood among a great 
class of landsmen of the extraordinary demands that 
are made at the present time not only on the nerve 
but on the physical endurance of every man in the 
vessels that are patrolling the trade routes and en­
deavoring to hunt down and destroy the half-dozen 
fast German commerce-destroyers at large in the j 
Atlantic. It is regrettable, but It os a fact, that 
some people are not yet satisfied with the work that 
the Navy has done in this direction. Among a small 
section of underwriters at Lloyd’s mutterings have 
been heard that “stronger efforts ought to be made to 
capture the German cruisers in the Atlantic.”

It is, perhaps, mainly thoughtlessness and ignor­
ance that prompted this attempt to raise a clamour. 
One would not care to think that these gentlemen 
were deliberately playing Germany's game. But un­
intentionally that is precisely what they were doing. 
That kind of clamour is part of the foreseen cam­
paign by Germany. if we consider the matter ra­
tionally for a moment, we shall see how it would 
help her.

To make stronger efforts in the Atlantic would 
mean that ships must be taken from somewhere else. 
That somewhere else 
That Is to say, Admiral Jellieoe's watching force, on 
which the whole future safety of the Empire at sea 
depends, is to be weakened in order that a few un- 
dei vzriters may be saved a little anxiety.

REGARDING EXCESSIVE INTEREST IN LOANS.
New York, September 26.—Replying to the charge 

by Secretary McAdoo that the New York banks were 
charging their correspondents the equivalent of 8 
per cent, for loans by making them pay 7 per cent, 
on accommodations in addition to maintaining a bal­
ance here, Albert H. Wiggin, chairman of the Clear­
ing House Committee last night, sent the following 
telegram to the Secretary of the Treasury:

Except on some Wall 
Street loans and on paper placed by brokers the rate 
charged to customers and to correspondents by New 
York banks does not exceed 6 per cent, 
us the specific instances to which you refer and while 
we have no authority to control rates of interest 
charged if there is any action that is unjustified or 
unreasonable we will use our influence to correct it.

Already there are many night classes, and not a 
■ few in the day as well, for those who have been 

forced to leave school and'go to work. These may 
. return, adults and youths alike, to the class room 

in order that they may equip themselves better In 
their trades.

There has also been inaugurated a revision of the 
elementary curriculum in order to make it more in­
teresting to the pupils. Modern pedagogy has dis­
carded the theory that discipline comes through 
drudgery. That belief is only the afterclap of the 
heroic birch-rod method of implanting knowledge, 
well known to our grandparents. It has been dis­
covered that most of the children who leave school 
at fourteen wish to do so. More often than not the 
parent throws his Influence in vain on the side of 
their remaining at school. It is thus proposed to 
cut down the exodus of those who are "tired of 
school" and at the same time prepare them for the 
more definite vocational training which will 
with the secondary schools.

The third department of the new policy looks to 
a part-time system by which apprentices, of both 
sexes, will alternate between school and shop. This 
has been done in some places by the pupil spend­
ing portions of the same day in shop and school. The 
Cincinnati plan has a two-week shift. It remains to 
be seen which plan, if either, will be followed in New 
York. It Is confidently expected that the manufac­
turers and employers will meet the city half way in 
introducing this type of instruction.

We in the larger" banking centres often express 
disapproval of the pernicious practice of hoarding 
money in times of financial stress. Our remarks are 
usually for the benefit of the little men whose 
breadth of vision or lack of patriotism is such that 
their obsession is to fortify themselves against any 
possible disaster. It Is, of course, the cumulative 
effect of this locking up of money that makes finan­
cial unsettlcments take on panic proportions.

It is, however, surprising to find a great many 
country bankers who will de absolutely the same 
thing when it comes to their own institutions while 
they may at the same time be preaching the oppos­
ite doctrine to their depositors.

Here is a case in point—I was in the western part 
of Massachusetts this week, and called upon a banker 
whose deposits run over $3,000,000. To my inquiry as 
to whether he was in the market for paper, he re­
plied that he thought he ought to run strong, 
asked him how much reserve he was carrying. About 
$760,000 was the answer.

I thereupon delivered him a lecture on his having 
a 25 pèr cent, reserve, told him it was his duty to 
buy some paper, and finally ended by selling him a 
good-sized block.

I think I made one convert to the policy of liberal 
banking.

by Great Britain from abroad. Last* year, for in­
stance, imports were 9,427,316 cwts. (112 lbs.) but at 
that time the British crop was very pour. This year 
Canadian produce exporters have been making inquir­
ies concerning the prospect of big sales by Canada, 
for with so many countries cut off 
supply, a favorable opportunity appeared to be pre­
sented. Last year Germany, the Netherlands, Bel­
gium and France provided the bulk nf the imports, 
and with the exception of tjie Netherlands, these will 
not compete much this year.

Advices just to hand state .that owing 
mous crop of potatoes in Scotland, and the average 
yield in England and Ireland, imports will not be 
anything like as large as usuqj. As a result there 
does not appear to be any chance of Canadian po­
tatoes being sent over at very remunerative prices.
