CONDUCT OF GOVERNMENT APPALLING

It amazes one that the conscience 
of America has not awaked terrible 
and righteous outbursts against the 
present fearful conduct of the 
British Government in Ireland. For 
the barbarities there being per­
petrated no parallel was to be found 
anywhere during the terrible war- 
days except in Armenia. The out­
rages upon the Belgian people, even 
if we accepted as truth every lie 
circulated by the British propaganda, 
falls short of the horrors now being 
perpetrated in Ireland by the 
British troops, who are, not per­
mitted, but directed, to ran amuck 
among the innocent in any town in 
which an armed Sinn Feiner shoots 
down one of their armed men—and 
in many towns in which none of 
them have been shot.

The horror of it is that with the 
full knowledge and approval of their 
military commanders, and of the 
English Cabinet, it is not armed man, 
or men who have carried arms, that 
they necessarily seek to kill in 
reprisal. Usually they trouble not 
searching for the guilty one, but 
in dead of night drag out of bed and 
bayonet and shoot to death whom­
soever they choose—and in addition, 
burn and loot the town. In demol 
ished Balhriggan, for instance, a 
barber, who wae in no way con­
nected with the Sinn Fein military 
force, was seized by the Black and 
Tans tex-soldiers of thugged qual­
ities recruited in the English cities 
for police service in Ireland) dragged 
out to the middle of the street, 
placed in the center of a ring, which 
one of the fiends mads with his heel 
in the dirt of the street, and then 
by the encircling bayonets ot 18 
soldier fiends, stabbed to death. 
Leaving their dead lying on the 
street, women and children and 
babies as well as men fled to the 
hills, where, wandering, they 
remained for days and nights. And 
countless oases ot this kind 
now to the credit ot both the Black 
and Tans, and of the regular 
military.

The murder ot Lynch, Chairman 
ot Limerick County Council, in a 
Dublin hotel was carried out by a 
mixed body ot regular military and 
police evidently acting under
direction of Dublin Castle. Coun­
cillor Lynch had been marked for 
assassination since last June—and 
in July a boy named Patrick Lynch, 
who was not at all an ao ive Sinn 
Feiner, was dragged from his bed 
and from hie mother’s house in the
middle of the night by mil­
itary and police and murdered 
outside hie 
mistake for his namesake. Since
then the Councillor has been 
on the run. It was discovered that 
he was stopping at a hotel in Dublin. 
And at 2 o’olo k in the morning the 
body of British raiders entered the 
hotel, overpowered the porters, 
rushed to Lynch’s room, and shot 
him to death.

The military commander in Dublin 
forbade an inquest to be held, lest 
the proofs against the authorities 
who ordered the assassination 
should reach the public. Instead he 
instituted a a “inquiry" by some of 
his own officers—an inquiry, too, 
at which no one was permitted to 
testify except members of the raid­
ing party. And the murderers who 
thus sat in an “inquiry" on their 
victim found the verdict “Shot 
while resisting arrest 1"

Through its secret agents, and 
also through correspondence cap­
tured in raids on the malls, Sinn 
Fein has plentiful evidence of the 
authorities directing and approving 
the camoaigu of terror. M ireover, 
the body of police who recently 
revolted at Listowell in Kerry, when 
being given their directions for 
burning and slaughter, have put 
their sworn testimony on record to 
the same horrible effect.

It is all the more regrettable for 
America’s sake when it is noted that 
some of the better, more independ­
ent minded men of England itself are 
being revolted, and are willingly 
making themselves a target of op­
probrium to the Junker body of the 
nation by publicly denouncing their 
own country for these inhuman out­
rages. Even before the latest and 
worst of them occurred, such men as

Of course the whole object of the 
terrible outburst of atrocities is to 
break up Sinn Fein rapidly.

AN EXPRESSION OF DECENT 
BRITISH OPINION ON 

IRELAND
The answer to the case made by 

the Prime Minister in the very 
interesting interview with him 
which oar Geneva correspondent 
sends today seems to ns to leap to 
the eys. He says, very jnstly, that 
the Government have a doty to the 
police, aud that they have no right 
to engage them to carry ont certain 
fULctims and then to leave them 
to their fate. But in what way will 
the Government fulfil their task of 
protecting the police by allowing the 
Lord Mayor ot Cork and hie eleven 
compatriots to starve themselves to 
death in prison V Will attacks on 
the police be less numerous ? It 
is quite incredible. Mr, Lloyd 
Georgs himself cannot possibly 
believe it. Will the work of the 
po ice, sufficiently hard already, be 
easier? It is certain that it will 
be far harder. Tue Prime Minister 
urges that clemency has failed and 
that the very men who have been 
released under similar circumstances 
in the past were concerned in "the 
present conspiracy." Bnt 
vindi, tiveness bave succeeded better? 
It is only possible to suppose so if 
it be assumed that the att icks on 
the police are the work of small 
gangs of assassins whose number 
would be perceptibly diminished by 
the deaths of a few dozen men in 
prison, and that the great movement 
which has now tho undoubted 
support of the overwhelmiog major­
ity of Irishmen is not responsible 
for the murders of prliotmeo. We 
do not believe that it is ; we believe 
the attacks on the police are merely

SYON ABBEY HAS SURVIVED 
FOR 500 YEARS

(By Rct. 1». O. Guildny, Ph. D.)

London, September ‘2.—One of the 
most remarkable examples of the 
perpetuity of the Catholic Mth in 
England ie the itory of the English 
Bridgettine nuns of Syon Abbey. It 
is the only religions house on. of all 
the hundreds that covered the land 
in the days ol the great iconoclast, 
Henry Vllt., that has survived the 
Reformation. During five hundred 
yeti'i (1420 1920) this community of 
English nuns has conetant.lv and 
entirely been reorntled from English 
subjects, despite its long exile from 
Ecg'and of three hundred 
(1559 1861.)

Syon House, still one of the show 
p'ac s of England, was dedicat' d in 
1420. It was suppressed by order of 
Henry VIII, in 1589 and twenty 
yea-s later the remaining members 
of the community were permitted to 
leave the country with the retiring 
Spanish Ambassador, the Duke of 
Ferla. After eeveral years of wan­
dering from one convent to another 
in Belgium the nnns went to Lisbon, 
The community soon began to in 
crease in numbers jnd the convent 
became one of the largest in the 
Portuguese oenltal. In 1861, the 
Bridgettineg returned to England 
and In 1887, they took up their abod ' 
in the Syon Abbey, at Khudleigh.

An Irishmen asks first, 
Ot what service is the police force 
at present to Ireland V His answer 
to that will be : “ Ot none." He 
asks secondly. “ Which police force 
are you talking of ? The old police' 
or the ‘Black and Tans’ ? " It is not 
realised in England, 1 doubt If It Is 
realised even by the Prime Minister, 
that you have in Ireland two 
categories ot police—differing even 
in uniform. The old police have 
bean trained as pollcimen, of a 
special type, though for long months 
they have been living and working 
under conditions which are neither 
those of a police force nor of a 
regular soldiery. The " Black and 
Tana " ate the new recruits from 
England, who have no police train­
ing and who oome over here to act 
in a special capacity—that of Irreg­
ular troops attached to a regular 
army. They are essentially part 
of the military machine—of the 
machine for holding Ireland by force; 
but they are not under the control 
of the Commander in-Chief.

This is a very important matter, 
and one should be quite plain about 
it. The police force does not get 
its orders from General Macready, 
nor is be responsible tor its dis­
cipline. Theoretically, It ie under 
the control of the civilian power in 
Dublin Castle.

These men are recruited from 
ameug the ex soldiers who bave not 
got back to civilian life. They 
include, I am sure, many of high 
character ; the beet and steadiest 
man I ever knew in the tanks offered 
himself for this service.

1 am beginning to wonder whether 
the public in Great Britain forme to 
Itself any idea ot what ie happening 
in Ireland. It knows that there has 
been rioting in Bellaet, causing hun 
drede ot casualties and some thirty 
deaths.

THE IRISH CHAOS 
The deplorable condition to which 

Ireland is being reduced, ae a con­
sequence of the evil seeds sowed 
eight years ago in He north east 
corner, is being made daily more 
manifest. Lawlessness is rife all 
over the land ; neither life nor 
property, age or eex, appears to be 
eafe. Everywhere the spirit of 
turbulence ie manifest.

We open the morning paper with a 
feeling akin to fear—the expectation 
that the murders, the reprisals, the 
inoendiariem, the manifestations of 
extreme lawleesneee on the part ot 
the forces ot the Crown, which have 
resulted in the lose ot several lives 
and the wholesale burnings and 
wreckage ol valuable property in 
places tar apart, may be made to 
pale into ineignlfloance before some 
new horror.

In a strikingly bold and statesman­
like letter which the Bishop of Cork 
has addressed to the London Times, 
the geneeie of all thie mieery ia 
plainly revealed. It the British Gov­
ernment today ia up against the 
chaos now prevailing in Ireland, to 
the British Government ot 1912 14, 
which condoned the illegalities of 
Sit Edward Carson and hie following, 
is the credit, or the odium, due.

English authorities of weight have 
had to acknowledge the Irishman's 
love for even-handed justice, ae like 
authorities have shown that, want ot 
Impartiality has been the bane of 
England’s governmental experiments 
in Ireland. Given fair play and the 
same all round, administering the 
oonetilution, " without fear, favor, 
ot affection," there ie no civilized 
man more amenable to the prompt­
ings of law and order than the native 
ol Ireland. This fact has been 
admitted even by some of that coun­
try's moet consistent enemies.

But when there ie one law for the 
favored Covenanter ot Ulster and 
quite a different code for the ostra­
cised Catholic ot the south or weet, 
as has been the case eo frequently— 
and hae never, perhaps, been more 
glaringly the case than in the last 
few years — then the Irishman be­
comes a very ugly customer to 
handle.

This discrimination, in favor of 
the deeoendants of the Uleter Plant­
ers and against the native Irish, hae 
been once again in open operation, 
einoe the daya when the Uleter 
Provisional Government was set up 
and the Larne gun-running episode 
winked at under the very eyee ot 
Dublin Caetle.

The Right Rev. Dr. Cohalan points 
this out with singular force in his 
trenchant indictment ot the powers 
that be in hie native land. He traces 
the present disorders, which every 
eane Irishman deplores, back to their 
fountain head, and arraigns those 
responsible before the bar of public 
opinion. His Lordship asks for such 
an inquiry, an inquiry in which the 
people would have confidence, into 
recent happenings — the murder ot 
Lord Mayor MoCurtain of Cork, tor 
Instance—and states that cuoh an 
Inquiry would bring home to the 
police responsibility for that crime. 
Such an inquiry will not ot course 
be instituted. The policy ol the 
Government, as manifested in its 
recent performances toward Ireland, 
make that fact very plain.

The fires ot sectarian strife, stirred 
np by the Government, or at least 
not suppressed by it, have burned 
fiercely in Belfast ; and other north­
ern centres have had their own sad 
experiences ot a tragic nature.

THB CHURCH AND A NATIVE 
CLERGY

The keen deaire of the Holy Father 
tor a native clergy in every land may 
be discerned from a letter recently 
eent, by Cardinal Gasparrl, Secretary 
ot State, to Cardinal Van Roesnm 
Prefect of the Propaganda.

l-’rom experience the Holy See 
knows the vaine of a common father­
land tongue and temperament in the 
relatione of a missionary to those 
without the fold—hence the nee to 
which the Church will put thie 
factor.

We recently witnessed the expul­
sion of German and Anetrian mis­
sionaries from extensive fields in 
Asia and Africa. What has happened 
to the Germane and Austrians, may, 
with the change ol fortune, occur in 
the case of the missionaries of any 
other nation. What wonld be the 
poeition of British missionaries in 
India, for instance, should that 
country ceaee to be a dependency ot 
the Britleh Crown? There, the 
Churoh authoritiee are sparing no 
efforts to create an efficient native 
clergy, capable ot coping with the 
situation, in the event ot the en­
forced retirement ol European 
olergy.

In his letter to Cardinal Van 
Rosanm, Benedict XV. empowers the 
“ Work of St. Peter the Apostle," 
Rome, to collect money everywhere 
in aid of the formation of a native 
clergy in every land. Ite efforts will 
be controlled by Propaganda, and ite 
list ie headed by 60,000 lire from the 
Vatican. Up to thie, the Holy 
Infancy not onlv gave an annual 
enbsidy for the education in a 
seminary of a certain number of the 
most promising boys, but it zealously 
adopted ae one ol ite branches the 
work so dear to the heart of the Holy 
Father.

However, with the publication ol 
the “ Maximum Illud ” by the Holy 
Father laat November the new 
orneade aeeumed proportions with 
which the Holy Infancy could not 
be expected to cope without detract­
ing trom the demands of its own 
special ends. For this reason then 
the work ol St. Peter the Apostle has 
been plaoed at the head of the 
orneade eo dear to the hearl of Pope 
Benedict XV.

Whenever an irresistible Govern­
ment passes a sentence of punish­
ment, however trivial, on an indi 
vidual, it also passes a sentence of 
death on him in the event of his de­
termining to die rather than submit 
to the punishment.

It this contideration did not exist, 
Governments oonld impose their 
wills on their subjects by simple 
reckless persecution up to the point 
at which tbey would provoke a spon­
taneous general revolution ot an 
overwhelming majority, ol their 
subjects ; and they could persecute a 
physically powerless minority with­
out limit.

The Hunger Strike is the practical 
form of the determination to die 
rather than submit to a deoread pun­
ishment. A prudent Government 
will therefore be very careful how it 
decrees any punishment, because ln 
the event of its victim hanger etrik 
Ing, it will be forced either to reduce 
itself and the law generally to 
absurdity by an unconditional sur­
render, or else go through with it 
and become responsible to the public 
conscience tor the victim s death.

If the victim is a criminal who has 
incurred the punishment by

to associate the miracles of Christ 
with the so-called spiritistic pheno­
mena with which most mediums 
deceive a too credulous public.

They bad fished all night and they 
had not caught a single fish. When 
they were in despair of catching any,
Christ told them ; 'Let down your 
nets. They did, in Hie name, and 
they caught eo many that their nets 

breaking. They knew perfectly 
well that there was only one explana 
tion of this remarkable result, the 
supernatural power of Christ.

“ Then take the miracle of feeding 
the multitude. When any peyohiet, 
in an open field before a crowd of 
seven to eight thousand people, with 
the nearest bakery ten miles away, 
will feed the crowd abundantly with 
three loaves ot bread and five fishes 
and have the crumbs left over fill 
many baskets—when a psychist per­
forms a feat like that, then I will 
compare hie miracles with the 
miracles of Christ. When these 
7,000 people wore fed, when their 
hunger was satisfied, they knew per­
fectly well there was no chance of 
hallucination, and they knew also 
that there was no way to gat such 
an immense quantity ol bread at 
such a short notice from all the 
neighboring towns together.

“ Take the miracle of changing the 
wine into water at the marriage feast 
in Cana. Before whom was that 
miracle performed ? Before a lot of 
prohibitionists, who might not ba 
able to distinguish wiue from water?
No, before people who were grape 
growers, and whose business it was 
to make wine. They knew wine 
from water and they could not be 
deceived when water was changed 
into wine.

“ Take the ascension ot Christ 
into heaven. Did He go into a 
cabinet at night to ascend into 
heaven ? No, He went oat into the 
open country and in the sunlight, 
before hundreds ol people, He 
ascended.

“ When after His resurrection He

If Terence MacSwiney, Lord Mayor 

of Cork, dies in the English prison 
at Brixton, near London, be will be 
the first hunger striker permitted to 
die by the British Government. He 
has been sentenced to two years’ 
imprisonment under the recent in­
famous Coercion Act for the terrible 
crime cf swearing allegiance to the 
Sinn Fein organization. This is an 
offense for which myriads of Irish­
men would be proud to plead guilty 
and, If necessary, to die for their 
country.

In protest against this iniquitous 
law and war measure aimed at the 
liberty cf the Dish people, the young 
and accomplished May or of Cork has 
gone on a banger strike which this 
Thursday has lasted to tbe unpre 
oedented period of thirty t ur days.
It is the only weapon which he can 
use to fight tho tyranny of the 
British Government. It rt qujres 
great bravery to undertake a hunger- 
strike and indicates a willingness lo 
undergo torture and even death in 
the great end virtuous cause for 
which he suffers. Il also proeupp s e 
tbat the Lunger striker is supported 
by a great body of public opinion. 
Mayor M .cSwiney has the I i*h 
nation at his back because hie lift 
is a vicarious sacrifice for their free­
dom. If Lloyd George refuses to 
release MacSwiney aid persists in 
his position that the inhuman Eng­
lish Coercion law must take its 
course, then those responsible for 
tbe Lord Mayor's death may find 
that there is a righteous Irish law 
that will also take its course.

Hee heroically struggling with deatu 
in an English prison, there are those 
who eoeff at hie sacrifice and call 
him a f ool, like the Protestant Bi hop 
Q.ieylc.

In 1913, a little periodical, Salve 
Regina, was e>tablisbed ns the main 
ageec of the great religious enter­
prise, und has accomplished wonders 
m the way ol making known the 
nature and purpose of the National 
Shrine and arousing Catholic gener­
osity in Its favor. From a modest 
beginning it has grown to a great 
olioulalion, until now in its daily 
mail are found letters from every 
State in the Union, also from Canada, 
South America, and other foreign 
countries.

In 1915 Rev. Dr. Bernard A. 
McKenna was appointed secretary to 
Bishop Shaban, and was by him en­
trusted with the active management 
of Salve Regina and the collection of 
the necessary funds,

THE LAMBETH APPEAL 
FOR UNITY

Arohblshop of Canterbury. It le 
neither unnatural nor dieloynl to 
envy tbe Anglican Church the laity 
who filled the Albert Hall, for they 
deserve to belong to the Body ae well 
ae tq. the Catholic spirit. To dis­
parage theoi le tatnoni, and to hoar 
twelve Anglican bishops on a public 
platform recite the “lisll, Mary I" le 
a public revelation. The High 
Church have conquered. They are 
no longer a eeoi, bat n Church, cul­
tured, social and organized. Angli­
can “Protestantism” le dead. The 
Lambeth Conference will show 
whether even Pan (\nglloanlem) ie 
dead. What le visibly alive In Anglo- 
“Catholicism." . . . Loud cheere 
greeted Mr. Clayton’e offer to sub­
mit to conditional reordlnetlou him­
self, presumably from some such 
prelate as hie Beatitude of Cyprus. 
There la no doubt that it any siotion 
of Anglitiiu bishops and clergy re 
ceived valid Greek ordination the 
position between them and Rome 
would no longer be tbe same. They 
would be mneb where the echiemntlo 
Greek Chnrch le in America, an 
Eastern community plunged in the 
West. It would be a logical step out 
cf the Lambeth bog, and Rome would 
tnei t it no lets logically on her own 
dietinct but well known linee. . . 
The Anglo Catholics have achieved a 
striking success, which has been 
thoroughly deserved by tbelr energy, 
devotion, charity, and cnltnre. The 
wind has been taken out ol the sails 
or sleeves of the Lambeth Confer­
ence. The Bishop ol Zanzibar has 
appealed for "the Primacy ol the 
Holy Father, surrounded by hie Col­
lege of Cardinals." An impressive 
collection of £20,000 has been made 
to carry on foreign missions, and a 
new era in the Anglican Church hae 
been opened. Catholics can only 
meet them with the eame tact, cour­
tesy, and love ol truth which the 
Congtese has shown to much that is 
dearest to the Catholic mind."

And the Blehop of Zanzibar who 
has not hesitated to create some un­
pleasant brother bishops 
conceived “Catholicity" to be at 
stake hae written for the Church 
Times a long review of the Lambeth 
resolutions. H i comment on this 
passage is as follows :

“In paragraph eight of tbe Appeal 
the bishops address all the com 
munloos now separated from them : 
Orthodox, Roman Catholic, and non- 
episcopal. They suggest that the 
only way ont ol onr ulnfnl state of 
disunion lies in deference to one 
another's conscience s. And it is here 
that the Lambeth bishops seem tu me to 
have reached a high degree ol moral 
grandeur. Recognizing what the 
Orthodox and Romane feel about 
Anglicanism, and what non episcopal 
communions have to lay to the 
charge of Eoglish Churchmen in the 
pist, the Anglican bishops offer to 
take the first etep towards réconcilia 
tion. Gone is tbe old tone ol 
eujeriority, gone is the Anglican 
etiffnees. If only the terms ol 
reunion can be satisfactorily adjusted 
so that principles are respected on 
all sides, the bishops will offer them­
selves to the authorities of all the 
communions concerned—Orthodox, 
Roman, cr non episcopal—to receive 
a form of commission or recognition 
each as will make their ministry 
acceptable within all those com­
munions, From the Orthodox and 
the Latins they ask nothing beyond 
equitable terms ol anion. From the 
non-episcopal they ask, beyond such 
terms, only what ie necessary to 
bring their group or groups, as a 
corporate communion, within the 
historical episcopal Church : they 
plead with non episcopal communions 
to present tkeir ministers for epis- 
oopal ordination, and so to secure far 
them a ministry recognized within 
the universal Church."

And farther, be is willing to abase 
himself and hie Church by ooufessmg 
that “Anglicanism as a model is 
dead." But all is not so roseate ns 
is here pictured, for at almost this 
same time there is published a state­
ment in ihe Living Church from 
Bishop racket of Southern Virginia, 
announcing his radical dissent from 
the very tendencies which the Uni­
verse seems to feel have conquered. 
He is speaking of tbe tétras set forth 
to the schismatic Easterns with a 
view to reunion and says :

“In both the Preliminary Statement 
and the Proposed Terms of Agree 
ment, however, there are expressed 
positions which 1 cannot take con­
scientiously with my sense of loyalty 
to tbe Chnrch of which I am a 
member.

“I find myself unable to disagree 
with the definition, and what l feel 
to be the limitation, of the number 
cf Sacraments given in the Book of 
Common Prayer and the Thirty nine 
Articles of our own Church.

“I cannot join in the apology, 
which is made in the Preliminary 
Statement of the American Commie 
eion, for the Ei giish Reformation 
nor share the regret expressed for 
the Protestant atmosphere ia which 
the Anglican Chnrch was compelled 
to set forth Its Itinigy and its found­
ation of doctrine. Nor can I share 
in the hope that in the near future, 
when “the Catholic movement of 
which the Tmctarian movement 
beginning in 1833 ie an example," 
has reached he zenith, the Church 
will be thoroughly de protestant 
ized.”

Bat one cannot discount the Im­
portance of any proposal which looks 
towards the remedying of the di feote 
In Anglican Orders, nor on the other 
hand of one which makes even a 
suggestion of recigu'zing the Holy 
Father as the head of tbe Church on 
earth. These things are a great 
advance over what was thought pos­
sible a few years ago, and It does 
hold out some promise of the begin 
ning ol a return of a large body of

Lest any ol onr renders may not 
be aware just what the Lambeth 
Conference is, let me say that It le a 
decennial gathering of the bishope ol 
the Anglioan communion throughout 
the world, which receives its name 
from the fact that its sessions are 
held at Lambeth Palace, the London 
residence of the Arohblehop of Can­
terbury. It It not, and does not 
claim la hr, even for Angliooniem, 
anything like a General Council. 
It ie a conference poto and simple 
and its reeolntiona are merely 
recommendations, being ol no bind­
ing farce on any ol the several 
national bodies which make up 
Anglicanism. II ie not, however, to 
be dismissed ae an unimportant 
gathering for its personnel gives it a 
place ol pre-eminence arid the sub 
jeote which it discusses arc always 
worthy cf consideration.

The reunion of Christendom has 
been a favorite topic at Lambeth 
Conferences. Mote than thirty 
years agi it rdopted a “platform" 
which had previously been set forth 
by the Geoeral Convention of the 
Episcopal Church in the United 
States held at Chicago, and which 
was considered as a basis npou 
which they might treat with separ­
ated bodies in the cause of reunion. 
This fainone "Chicago-Lambeth 
Quadrilateral," as it was known, set 
forth the following terms : 1. The 
Holy Sotipiuree ae the Word of God 
and ae the ultimate rule of faith. 2. 
The Apostles' and Nioene Creeds as 
a sufficient statement of that faith. 
8. The administration of the two 
Sacraments of Baptism and the Lord’s 
Sapper, with the unfailing use of 
onr Lord's words ol inatitntion. 4. 
The acceptance of “the historic epis­
copate, locally adapted." It it not 
our purpose to discuss this set of 
terms, nor to show their inadequacy 
from a Catholic point ol view. They 
were cot Iramed primarily with a 
view to reunion with Rome or the 
East, bat rather with Geneva and its 
offshoots. In pasting it ie enough 
to say that nothing ever has resulted 
from their setting forth. Bnt the 
“Quadrilatéral" did set in motion the 
desire for a satisfactory basis ol 
reunion and that desire has grown 
mightily in the past generation.

I have several times called the 
attention of the readers of America 
to this spirit and to plana which 
have beem made for promoting it. 
It is small wonder then that the 
Lambeth Cinlereuoe just closed has 
devoted a large portion of its time to 
the consideration of so important a 
subject. Indeed, the official pro­
nouncement ol the oonferenoa Is 
cast as "An Appeal to All Christian 
People," and it breathes an evident 
desire for that unity which onr Lord 
prayed might ever be characteristic 
of His disciples. The “Appeal" is 
too long to quote to its entirety, but 
a few ol its salient features may be 
pointed out, especially as it baa been 
hailed by some of the more "Catho 
lie-minded" ae an opening wedge 
towards reunion with the Holy See, 
a consummation which a large party, 
particularly in England, openly avow 
ns the end ct their efforts. The 
London Church limes feels that "it 
holds out a hand to Rome in a re 
markable offer." The section of the 
appeal which brings forth this state 
jnent is paragraph viii :

"We believe that for all, the truly 
equitable approach to union is by the 
way ol mutual deference to one 
another's consciences. To this end, 
we who send forth this appeal would 
say that, il the authorities of other 
communions should so desire, we 
are persuaded that, terms of union 
having been otherwise satisfactorily 
adjusted, bishops and clergy of our 
communion would willingly accept 
from these authorities a form cf 
commission or recognition which 
would commend our ministry to th- ie 
congregations, ns having its place in 
the one family life. It is not in onr 
power to know bow far this sugges­
tion may be acceptable to those to 
whom we off. r it. We can only say 
that we offer it in all sincerity as a 
token of out longing that all minis­
tries of grace, theirs and ours, shall 
be available for the service of onr 
Lord in a united Church."

There is certainly nothing in this 
statement which would cf Itself seem 
to justify such optimism, lor it is as 
studiedly vague as most Anglican 
statements are. It ie arranged so 
that everyone can find his point of 
view therein, The Church Times, 
however, hae this much ground for 
its position. Just prior to the Lam­
beth Conference there was held in 
London an ’Anglo-Catholic Congress" 
—a gathering of High Churchmen 
at which a remarkable series of 
"Catholic" events took place, show 
ing the strong Catholic trend in 
Anglicanism. The following ex 
eerpts from the Universe, a leading 
Catholic journal of England, will 
ehow how it impressed their re 
porter :

“Caiholics can only lake the recent 
High Church demonstration at prima 
facie value. Experts and theologians 
can deal with tbe doctrinal or ritual 
istio side, bat to the onlooker it was 
a sincere, imposing, powerful, cul 
tured, and courteous display of 
strength by the dominant party In 
the Anglican Church, who eeemed 
amazed at their own easy and un­
challenged position. Twenty bishops 
in cope and mitre attended the High 
Maes, including one from the Bench, 
“Old Saturn" himself, who eeemed 
led like a hostage Into St. Alban's, 
Holborn, for the good behavior of the 
Lambeth Conference. The Arch­
bishop of Cyprus was solemnly 
enthroned in place, or In spite, ol the
