Taere exiots a wrelched sad utterly vils
teadition—oore common, perhaps, smiog
poople of Irish birth and desceut than
among other:—that ctiliren should be
brought up prineipaily by their mothers ;

Beetlss and bugs attack
evary groea plant; the apple falls becauss
2 worm goaws its stem, and it is only fit
for the hogs ; the rose iteelf, born ro pure
and sweet, has {ts insidious enemies, and
needs conatant care, Con ciildren need
lesa?

When a father diee, it {8 not only the
material loss that ths judlelous friends of
his widow and children wourn, Ia fact,
the privations of the widow and orpbana!
lrougat on by death msy be remedled

Bat who can eupply for the bereaved chil.
dren the tender aud true, the pecullarly
manly dlrection which children can get
only from thelr father? A mother may
do her best—-and she can do n great deal
—for the education of her chiidren, but
her power s limited unless the father co-
operates with her,

It in often remarked, as one of the
suomalies of Jife, that the children—more
particularly the boys—of good fathers and
mothers sometimes 'go to the bad.” And
this reflection often induces a gloomy view
of life, and a tendency to !et thiugs go as
they will, “What {s the use of dcing one's
best for one’s children " asks the gloomy
obaerver ; “they’ll ba fslluree, suyhow,
Look atthe So.and-8o'a,—everything that
wenlth could buy, father and mother ex.

The neglect of childron by parents is an
evil preguant with woe for religion and
society. Riches nre piled np by fathers
who bave no tims except for the further
pilicg up of richea.

Yon acd I may be gocd, We may

Wallst Mr. Scott labored with astonish-
ing euccess iu prowmoting the cause of
religion, he was, at the same time, its
brightest ornament.

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AN IRISH ALTAR,

In the midst of al! the decorative srt,
just now in course of preparation at Bt.
Pater’s Cathedral in our city, it must be
a source of much gratification to all sons
and grandchiliren of the Emerald Isle
to notice that [rish genius, no less than
Italian and German, has been ecalled
into prominent requisition. The chaste
and megnificent stained gluss windows,
of which but a few are yet visible, come
to us from Inspruck in the Tyrol. Tae
Stations of the Crose, which will enliven
and decorate Lhe internal walls, the two
incomparable oil paintings, 8x14, repre.
septing the Holy Family and the Imm:c
ulate Coneeption, which have been just
received, are the work of Italian artists
of the bigheet order. Bat what must
strike every one who enters the cathe.
dral with a desire to examine all the
weelth of art it contains is the very
modest though chaste and artistic altar
of the Blessed Virgin, which is found in
a receas at the epistle or right hand side
of thesmain altar. This altar is built
of carved Caen stone, and is the work of
Irieh gculptors, During his last visit to
Ireland, His Lordship Bishop Walsh
left nothing undone in the way of cater-
irg for the beauty and grandeur of the
crowning work of his epiccopate in this
diocese, B&. Peter’s Cihedral, An altar
in Caen stono with pillars of Galway
marble was ordered from the mcest
eminent house in Dublin; and well
bave His Lordship’s anxieties been
requited  and his  expectatious
realized, The staived glaes windows
promise, from the little we have scen of
them, to surpass in finich end delicacy
anything of the kind we have ever wit-
neesed this side of the Allantic, Bat
the raiscd work and statuary in con
nection with the altar of the Bl'essed
Virg'n, for sweetness and truth of
expression, to our mind, far surpase
everything elee in the church, The
statue of the Bleesed Virgin, arising
frowm the rear portion of the Tabernacle,
is a masterpiece of eculpture; every
lineanment of the innocent face of the
Immucalate Virgin locking to Heaven
may bes traced, while the drapery is
perfect in every detail The panels
reprezent the mysteries of the Annuncia-
tion of the Blessed Virgin and of her Qor
onation in Heaven ; while on a lower slab
in the centre of the altar is represented
the Nativity, with all its hallowed accom.
paniments. It is imposeible to look at
thie grand, though ucpretentious, piece
of statuary without being forcibly struck
with the guperiority of Irish workman
phip and of Irish geniue,

Mr, J. Bowles Daly, LI. D., of Ire.
land, has just published a work entitled
“Glimpses of Irish Iudustry,” a few
puesages of which just now ocour to us
a8 we wiite, Mr Daly eays :

“When Ireland lost bLer liberty, she
Jost her best prerogatives; from that
time her icfluence in Earcpe ceased ;
her advanced civilization disappeared,
stamped out by an atrocious wartare
which dyed her soil with blood. During
later periods thousands of her best
people were driven from  their
country, manufaciures were sup
pressed, and all kinds of cultore
sbolivhed ; but the Irish pecple huve
not lest their ability for technical art:
their enpucities are dormaunt, not dead,
The Irish of the present day cannot do

what they did of old, but they are of the

eawe bloo! as thoee men who, a thou

sand years ago, taught decorative art to
all Burope and gave its very life even to
tbe court of Canrlemagne. These great
qualitics do not die in a race.”

It would be well and even profitable
if every prie¢t sud Bighop in Canada
and the United States, who hss altars
to erect or pulpits or Stations of the
Cross to put up, would first try
what could be done in Ireland’s metro-
polis.  Dublin ean this day furrish art
and artists the equal of anything found
no the continent of Europe.

Jshop Walsh besides yielding to his
natural impulse of encouraging art in his
native land, has enriched his cathe
dral with & rare specimen of
true genius In artietic work, besides
saving the Eplscopal exchequer to the
amount of five or elx bundred dollars in
hard cash, The beautiful altar we now
prosk of ls ectonishingly cheap, conelder-
ll.g the richness of the msterlal—Caen

stone and Galway marble—to say nothing
of the talismanic chitel of the Irlsh
artlat,

FRENCH IN THE SCHOOLS.

The Commissioners of the Ontario
Goveroment, who were sutborizead to
examine into the state of those schools
in the Province where French.Canadians
sre in a majority, have completed their
work and bave issyed their report, By
the party press it is regarded in differ-
ent aepects, according as that press are
favorable or opposed to Mr, Mowat’s
Government, Those who are favorable
to the Government see in the report
an ovidenoe that all that could be ex-
pected to have been done under difficult
circumsiances has been done for the
French schools, while those who oppose
the (i)vernment regard it ae suflicient
evidence that the Government have
been negligent of their duty,

We regret to see that under any!cir-
cumstances the educational interests of
s portion of the population of the prov.
ince should thus be made a shuttlecock
for the purposes of party warfare, and
as & Catholic journal our regret is inten-
sified by the fect that those whose vital
interests are thus made of so little con.
cern should be part of the Catholic
population. There is pot the least
doubt that the outcry which has been
raised sgainst “French in the
schools” has been raised simply
because the French are Catholics, It is
hatred of Catholics, the same spirit
which caused 80 many Ontarionians to
stultify themselves by raising the anti.
Jeruit agitation, which is at the bottom
of the anti French howl now.

If the French bad been Mahometans,
or Jews, or Mormons, there would be no
objection to their epeaking any language
they pleased, and the anti-French
agitation would never have been raised,
but, even ag it is, we are quite of the con.
viction that we need not fear the result
of the present ebullition of bigotry, if
the Catholics of Oatario are only true to
themeelves

The agitators constantly deny that
they are influenced by hatred of Cathc.
licity, but Mr. Craig, who started the
movement in the Oatario Legislature by
his motion sgainst the Frenck rohools of
the Provinee, made known his motives
with all the candor of innocence when
he sttempted to read aud heap ridicule
unon the French catechism from his
place in the House. The Mail, the
Anglicen clergy of Huron diccese, the
bogus Equal Righ«s' Convention, all made
koown that their hostility to the French
arices from their religion ; but the Cath.
olics of Ontario are under every obliga-
tion of fraternity and common interest
pot to allow them to be wronged,

Tae Freo Press of this city also adopts
the same course with other no-Popery
journels, and in its issue of the 4'h inst,
quotes spprovingly the Brockville Times,
which complains that books authorized
in Quebec have been used in French
echools in Qatario, and that “religious
instruction has been given” in them.
The Ottawa journal is likewise quoted
terming vorn-Oanadians, and especially
the Catholic clergy, “intruders and
foreigners” whose “aspiration it 1s to rule
the country but as an appauage of the
Vatican,” The Oitawa journal also says
that ““the schools are turned into religi.
ous establishments where the rising
generation i taught the dogmis of a
creed and fiiaslity to a ritual as the firet
duties of citiz=nship,” It further objects
that “scliools bad been turned into
Roman Catholic churches, being utilized
by the ncighborhood for prayer and
worship, “‘and for preparing the children
for communion,”

It is no uncommon thing that Protest
ant trustees permit in the public schools
Protestant meetings, even in looculitics
where Catholics are numerous. We have
frequently known this to be the case;
but it is only when trustees are QOatholics
in almost exclusively Cataolic localities,
thut ohjsctiou s taken to their use for
Catholic worship. Yet we are aware that
it occurs very seldom thet the publie
achool houscs are asked for the purposes
of Catbolio worehip, Once in a while it
hsppens that in cerlain localities the
priest finds it desirable to celebrate Mass
for the people, and with consent of the
trustees he uses the school house for
their accommodation, The trustees
have, under the law, full authority to
grant it for the purpose, and in doing eo
they only do what in many places, even
Catholic trustees, do for Protestent min
isters, Buat the fanatics oannot endure
that any toleration be accorded to Cath
olics, hence theirindignation. Let them
attempt, then, 10 have a law passed by
the Legislature of Ontario prohibiting
the use of public echeol-houses for such
Oatholic purposes, and they are very
likely to find that trustees will by the
seme Jaw be prohibited from granting
the school houses for the use of the Pro-
testant olergy too. Catholica can just as
wall do without the echool-houses as
Protestants can, but if a law were passed
discriminating against Catholics in the
mtter, then would arise a oase in which
we might justly appeal for disallowance
ou the very platform of the bogus Equal
Rights’ Convention, That platform was

intended only for the suppression of
Catholicity, but “what is sasuce for the
goose is sauce for the gander,” The
bogus Equeal Rights’ men may be sur.
prised to learn that Citbolics are just
strong enough in this Dominion to main-
tain equal rights, and that they will not
tolerate measures of un equsl repression,

but such is the case, notwithstanding |

their very kind intentions towards us,

The French Schools Commission was
certainly not composed of men who were
likely to be favorable to Catholics, The
three gentlemen who composed it were
Mr. John J. Tilley, Inepector of County
Model Schools for Ontario, Rev, D, D,
McLeod, of Barrie, and Rav. Alfred H.
Reynar, Professor of languages in Vic.
toria University, Toese gentlemen
visited ninety eoven schoole, and in
thirty of these every child whose name
was on the echool-roll was of French.
epeaking parent, They tell us that “in
all cases where Eoglish children attend
French schools, inepectors and trustees
meke special efforts to secure the ser-
vices of teachers who can spesk both
Eoglish and French, In this, however,
they are sometimes not very successful,
and meny Eoglish parents complain that
their cbildren are imperfactly taught by
French teachers whose knowledge of
English is too limited to ¢enable them to
impart instruction properly in that
language,”

It is certainly to be regretted that
even a small minority of the children
should suffer from the fact that the
teacher is not always fully competent to
teach them in their own langusge, but
when it is considered that it is frequently
difficult to procure teachers who know
two languages thoroughly, some allow.
ance should be made for the trustees
who fail to secure them. This will often
be the case, even with the best of will,
and that this is the state of the matter is
evident from the report of the Qommis-
sioners that in all cases such good will
has been manifested by the French
trustees, This is further manifestin the
fact that the report tells us also that
“French ratepayers aleo contend that
their cbildren sometimes receive but
scant justice from teachers who cannot
speak French,”

Tbe circumstances here disclosed show
the greatest liberality on the part of the
French people towards their Eunglish
neighbors ; a liberslity which is mbot
always, nor even frequently, extended
towards French minorities in Qatario
schocl sections, nor even, as we are in
formed, in Quebec,

We know what the fanatics will say to
this fact. The Mail and its “Equal
Rights” contributors have told us so
frequently that we cannot forget their
contention. It is substantially : “Tae
French are a conquered race here. Eng
lish laws and the English lsoguage
are the laws and language of the
Dominion by right of conquest. French
isonly tolerated ; therofore we Erglish.
man have no reason to thank French
Canadians for their liberality towards
us ; bul we must euppress them.”

Such is the programme of the bogus
“Equal R ghts” Party., There is, how.
ever, an obstacle to the carrying of it to
a euccessful issue, and thie obstacle they
themselves acknowledge to be a serious
one, We believe it to be an «flizacious
one—it is the Cutholic vote, which 18 42 per
cent, of the entire vote of the Dominion,
But let us suppose that the no- Popery
party were able to carry out their views,
Would it be generous for them to do go
in the face of the liberality which the
Oatholics generally, not excluding the
much-abused French Catholics, exhibit
towards Protesiants ? While the anti.
Jesuit sgitation was at its height in
Oatario, one of the jouroals which were
most strongly urging on the people of
Ontario to raise the no Popery clamor,
appealed to Mr, Mercier on the score of
generosity, to show some consideraiion
for tie Protestant sentiment which
wes  being aroused, by repealirg
the Jesuit Estates Act, even though
it were to be passed again with the
presmble having reference to the Pope
left out, It wae not a matter which
called for the exercise of generosity,
Such a course, if followed by Mr,
Mercier, would only have given addi
tioual impetus to the bigotry on which
the wuole sagitation wae based, and
would bave kept the Provinces of the
Dominion embroiled for soms years
lorger, The Catholic people of Quebec
have already marifestcd on msny occa.
siobs their willinguess even to yield
their strict rights through respect to
Protestant prejudices, It was the case
when they withdrew the Bill whereby
crucifixes were to be placed in the courts
of Quebec, before which oaths were to
be taken. It was also the case when
the proposal to erect a statue of the
Blessed Virgin in Montreal was given up ;
but it was too much to expect that the
Province of Quebec should repeal its
legislation, which was passed by unani.
mous vote, merely because a fraction of
the population in an adjoining Province
thought proper to lash themeselves into
a fury on account of it,

But the position of the French lan.
guage in the schools of Ontario is & mat-
ter of different kind, It is a matter in

THE COMMISSIONERS' RE.
PORT ON FRENCH
SCHOOLS.

In another column will be found sorae
comments on the able report of the Com.
missioners who were appointed by the
Ontario Government (o report on the
condition of the Frenoh schools of the
Province. We mention there the fact
that the Commissioners visited ninety.
seven schools, out of which thirty had on
their roll only French children, and that,
in every case where Epglisa children are
in attendance, the trustees had made an
effort to have a teacher who knew both
English and French, In some cases
they were not ns successful as was to be
desired, and, as a consequence, some
Eoglish parents where the teachers were
French complained that their children
were not cfliciently taught, while, on the
other hand, som3 French parents made
similar complsints where the teachers
were Erglish,

We will here state come of the other
salient points of the report,

French text books are used in most
of the French schools, but Evglish is not
excluded from them. Tte Commission-
ers say : "It does pot sppesr that this
continued use of French text bocks
arives from a desire to exclude the Eog-
lish language from the schools. We
conversed with all classes of the French
people, and they invariably expressed
themselves not only as willing, but as
desirous, that their children should learn
the English lauguage. They are also
desirous that tbey shall learn to read
and write in F:ench—the mother
tongue,”

“French-sperking teachers are usually
employed in sc.. ols whbere the msjority
of the pupils are French, and, altaough
four Eglish speaking teachers are em-

ployed in such schools, yet these teach-
ers epeak French fluently.”

It is stated that whenever the teacher
was at all proficient in Eoglish, and that
there were pupils who had attended for
considerable time, these pupils were
almost invariably in the third or fourth
class in English,

“In seventeen schools the results were
very eatisfactory indeed ; and in several
cases quite equal to the work done in
good Eoglish schools, In twenty-one
schools, fair progress was being made,
and in eighteen the pupils knew very
little English, The reason for this was the
inability of the teschers to speak Eng.
lizh freely.,” We sare told, however, that
ninety per cent. of those of the pupils
who are mot learning Eaoglish are chil-
dren in the first book in French, or who
have just passed from the firet into the
second book, We certainly do not con.
eider that under such circumstances there
is a shadow of justification for the anti-
French howl which has been raieed
throughout Onterio against the few
French Oausdiane who are scattered
through the Province,

In Essex Co, there are thirty schools
in which French is taught, The Com-
missioners say: “Many of these could
scarcely be distinguished from Eog-
lish schools, In twelve schools, English
is mainly the Jarguage of the school ;
in fourteen, French and Erglish are
taught about c¢qually; and in four,
French is the language of ihe school, the
teaching in Eoglish being limited to
reading and translation. Toe work done
in these schools is about equal to what
is done in the ordinary Eaglish rural
schooi, The school houses and grounds
ususlly show neainess and taste, and
the schools are very well supplied with
decks and other requisites,”

In view of the difficullies under which
the French people labor, in an E aglish-
speaking province, all this certainly
does not imply a desire on the part
of the people to keep their ohil-
‘dren in ignorance, as we would infer to
be the case from the tone of the anti-
Catholic press.

We feel 8 pleasure in recording the
following testimony of the Commis.
sioners, to the efficiency of our highly-
esteemed friend, Mr. Toeodule Girardot,
Inspector of Pablic Sshools for North
Essex. The Oommiscioners say :

“Tae French schools (of the Qounty
of Essex), with threo €xceptions, are in
North Eseex, and are under the super-
vieion of Mr. Girardot, Public School
Inepector, From the testimony o! per-
80D8 Ocoupying prominent positivns in
the county, and from our own obterva-
tion, we believe that the prudent snd
impartial manner in which the echool
law and regulations bave been admin-
istered by that: geantleman for so many
years, has exerted a benefisial influence
in preventing race prejudice, snd in fur.
thering tbe educational interests of all
classes alike.”

The Commissioners find some fault
with many of the French teachers that
their method of teaching Euglish is not
the most satisfactory, as they do not use
sufficiently the collcquial method, As
the Government have not as yet fur-
nished training schools for French
teachers, this deficiency cannot with res.
son be attributed either to the teachers
or the trustees ; nor, indeed, do we think
the Government much to blame in this
matter, a8 reasonable progress has been
made within the past years, and for
everything there must be a beginning.
Meantime, the teachers must only do as

well as they know ho 7. The Commission-
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ers recommend that immediate steps be
taken to rupply the want, and we pre.
sume the Government will act upon this
advice,

It {s not our desire to interfore In the
political Ciicasslons which are golcg on
between Conservatives and Raformers in
the Province of Qeber, etill we deem it
right to sey that the blame of the anti-
Joault agitation is not falrly attributed to
Mr, Mercler. Mot of the Ontarls parsous
are only too glad to bave an opportunity
to heap abuse on Catholles, and they are
slways sure to have the Orange lodges at
thelr back on such oreatons. In the
present Inetance they have only succeeded
In making it macifest how small s the
irflaence they nossees, I: could not be
expected that Mr. Mercler would foresee
that bis blll for the settlement of an old
dispute should excite the Oatarlo parsons
to such a degree, but even if he had forc-
seen it, thzt was no reason why he should
vot bring the matter to an issue. Any
scttlement would have exclted the ire of
the parcous and Orangemen, equally with
that which was reached. That this is the
case fs cleasr from the fact that the
princlpal objection to the Act was

Whatever objection was based upon
the mention of the Pop:'s nsme wee sui-
ficientiy met by Mr, Mercier's courtesus
offer te withdraw the clauses if the Pro-
testants of the Legislature objected to
tuem, If the Protestants of Quabee who
wera coucerned in the matior, found pg
fault with them bafore the Act wes
passed, it was only a piece of uncalled
for meddlesomeness for those of any
otber Province to interfere on such a
piea sfter the Legielature had taken
action,

THE HOWLING CONTINUED.

The London Fiee Pre:s seems to have
seitled down to a determined polley cf
howlirg, no matter how falee and mislead.
ivg its position or how dlstasteful ite
remarks are to a large and respectable
class of Its readers, Iu its comments on
the Commlssiorers’ seport of the French-
Canadlan echools, the fuliowlog lately
appeared in its cclumns :

*Then there is the confession that re-
liglous instruction fe giveu in the public
schools of & disifnctiy sectarian (Romen
Catholic) nature. Lot the words of the
Commisston {tself be qnoted on this im
portant point. It is said :

‘Your Commissloners found that reiglous
exerclses occupy & prominent place in the
schools inspected by us. In 57 schools
relizloue instructlon is given durtug schoul
hours, in 22 it i3 given either hefore or
after echeoi, and in 18 no religious in-
struction s given, Tals lnstruction is
glven by the teachers from a catechism
prepared for children of the Roman
Cathollc Church, and it is to the teaching
from thie catechism that reference ismade
in the echedule and summary when relig
fous instruction s spoken of.

*In some of the echools special lnstruc.
tlon {3 glven from this book, for a certain
portion of the year, to children who are
preparing for their fizst communion.

¢The prayers in use, in additlon to the
Lord’s Prayer which e uscd in almost
overy echool, are taken from the Roman
Catholic bouks of devotion. These prayers
are, In some schools, ueed at the openiog
and close of the echool, both in the fore
noon and aftersoon. In some of the
French text books in use, which are else-
where referred to in this report, the tenets,
peculiar to the Roman Catholic Caurch,
are more or less promineutly intrcduced ’

¢S 80 ; that s ft! The public schools
sre made, in the cases referred to, so many
Roman Cathclic seminaries, aud the pub
lic money has been wrenched from s
legitimate objects to the fvculcation of
the worchip of the Virgln Mary, and the
dogma of the Real Presence in the Host,
It is to such & pass that the public schools
have been reduced under the auspices of
Hon. G W. Ross. No doubt the verac
fous *Lives of the Saints’ also form a
part of the instructions given in this por-
tion of the mineteenth century, such as
that related of St. Denls, who, after hav.
ing hie head cut off, tucked it comfortably
under his arm and walked off with it.
And how has the law been carrled out in
respect of the qualification of many of
the school teachers who dole out so much
preclous twaddle to the gaping echolars,”

Wiat In the name of common sense is
the Free Press alming at? Does it mean
to insinuate that, in the common schools,
where the puplls are exclu:ively Catholic,
Protestant prinelples must be inculcated
and Catholic doctrines ignored ? Has not
the Fzee Press enough of common sense
or common falr play left to comprehend

that the law of the country provides for
the religlous inetruction of Citholic as
well as of Protestant cbildren? And if
the law so provides for all, there fe no
‘ wrenching of the public money from its
legitimate objces ” In allowing Catbolle
children to be educated In the tenets of
their own church.

Bat the Free “ress has of
late been dealing 8o coplouely in misstate-
ments that its readers are now prepared
for a.ything, When it stated that Protes-
tint tenants must pay thelr taxes to the
support of Catholic schools, If the owner
be & Catholle, it descended to the level of
the lowest type of a ward politiclan, who
would make any etatement, however
groes, when an opponent mlght thereby
be made to suffer, When it predicted
that Cuoada was fast becomivg “an
appanege of Rome,” 1t merely caused its
intelligert readers to shrug their shoulders
fu utter disgust. There was a time—and
rot long ago efther—when the Free Prees
was too reepeciable to lower 1ts ¢tindard
to proc:dures eo unworthy, eo utterly
felse and so fosultlvg to the Catholic
commanity,

Your correspondent, L. K,, in last
woek’s RECORD, gave a cketch of what is
belng done for rellgicn aworng the
Catholics of this sparsely settled district
by the energetic parish priest, Father Me.
Gulre, and bis zealous assistant, Fathor
Nolan, Though there are Catholic settle.
ments throughout Muskoka, the three
vrincipal csutres of missionary work are
Bracebrilge, Gravenhurst and Kearney.
A neat and commodious church, ample
for the sfze of the misslon, has recently
been completed In the latter place, and s
already almost wholly out of debt, In
Greavenhurst the church has lately been
improved, the prezbytery painted and
repalred, aud the church property newly
fenced. Extenslve slteratious ard im.
provements have also been made on
Bracebridge church and property within
the last couple of years. Though nearly
$6,000 have been epent in these three
missions lately, it 18 much to the credit of
the generous, though comparatively poor,
Catholles of the district that they are
neazly free from debt,

his abscoce, spoke of his joy at return
ing to their midst to resume his
duties, and dwelt especially on the
piety of the Irish people as exemplificd
in their bumerous religious and benevo
lent institutions, their murked reverence
for the clergy and their piety in attend.
ing the several Masses celebrated in all
the city churches from 6 o'clock a, m,
until noon. In his native city he met a
counfrateinity of five thousand men who
weet twice & week for prayer, instruc
tion and Benediction of the Most
Holy Secrament in  tbe besutiful
Ceourch of the Redewptorists. He au

Below we give the substance of an in-
terview given by His Lordship to a re-
porier of the Specinior:

ordication in the church iu Liuerick,
whoare, when a child of nice years, [ meude
my first communton. I went to Curk
from Queenstown, vislted the Likus of
Kiiiarney ; weut vhence to Limerick, acd
from there to Dublin, 1 was immediately
siruck with the grest poverty everywhere
vieible, sud the general siageation of
trade. There seems to be no wanufac
turivg to epeak of geolog on in the
south of Ire'and, the mass of the
people depending upon the land for
eupport. There 18 a reluciauce to
invest money in any so:t of enterprise,
owing to the disturbed political condi
tion of the country. I found msny of
the landlords poor, in consequence of
the difficulty snd sometimes impossibil
ity of collecting rents. Another thing
which impressed itself upon my atten.
tion was tbe great number of armed
police which ewarm everywhere, There
are thirteen thousand of them in Ire.
land, and they seem to be entirely in-
dependent of any sort of municipal con
trol, and carry themselves with an air of
authority verging in some cases upon
ineolence. Upon the arrival of stesm
ships they take down the name and
address of every passenger, to be for.
warded to the Dublin castle authorities,
Their principal duty seems to be dis.
persivg meetings called to discuss the
political situation and to aseist the
landlords in evicting tenants from their
estates. The regular troops in the
garrison towns are populer with
the people, while the constabulary
are very unpopular, As a rule, a police
man is not allowed to serve in his own
county and frequently is transferred to
another provincs. The peaeantry are
much discontented with their lot. They
are tired of the agitation and hope for
some speedy reliet through legislation,
The peopls outgide the towns keep well
posted on what is transpiring at West.
minister through the weekly papers
The Dublin Freeman’s Journal aund
Uaited Ireland have an immense circu
lation. The country seemed tranquil
while I wes there ”

*'If the same measure of self govern.
ment was granted Ireland that we enjoy
in Canada the result would be a loyal,
industrious, prozperoue people. English
and American capital would flow in 1o es
tablisn new industries, for which as great
facilities exist as anywhere else, and the
tide of prosperity would oveiflow the
now impoverished land, In Eog
land and Scotland the masses acb-
tain work in factories, while in Ireland
under the present conditions they
either obtain a poor living from the land
or obtain what employment they caun in
the towns at laboring on the streets, on
the quays, and 50 on, Nothing short of
Home Rule will satisfy the people or
make any improvement in tneir con
dition, Tae population of Ireland has
been steadily decreasing. Why, num-
bers of villages which existed twenty
years ago have disappeared altogether,
and their inhabitanis have emigrated.
Out of 750 steerage paesengers on
the DBritunnic—the steamship on

which I came home—500 were Irish,

The religious feeling of the people con-
tinues to be very marked, Io the Cath.
olic churehes of Dublin, Cork snd Limer.
ick services on Sunday are held every
hour, from eix o'clock until noon, and
all are crowded. The season has been
very wet in Ireland this year, and the
hay crop has been a failure, The same
may be ssid to a lesser extent of
the root crops, There has been a large
influx of American tourists on their way
to und from the Paris exposition, and
they have spant considersble money in
the country, which has assisted in
meking trade lively.”

life of the soul. Oone was that inherent
life by which the soul ghould live forever,
and the other wae the life of eanoctified
grace, which brought it into unity with
(i3d. It was thie latter which mortal
sin, when it struck, killed as if by & flash
ot lightning. The only thing which could
restore & soul dead in morial sin was to
g0 to the priest who would give
a penance, and if the eoul was
penitent would be restored to the
grace of God, and become again an heir
of heaver, What & folly 1v was to refuse
to come to this power and be cleansed.
Anotbher beautiful eftect of penance was
that it destroyed the eftect of ein on the
soul, His Grace concluded his impres.
sive discourse by pointing out the un.
gratefulness of Catholics in forgetting to
thank God for His goodness, like the
nine who went on their way as 1. nothing
had bappened.

At the conclusion of his sermon the
Archbishop congratulated Rev. Father

M. Balfour’s etatement, that *“he fears
there are piiests in Clare who are no
credlt to thelr cloth,” has stirred up univer
sal indignation throughout the county
Several publlc bodles have passed spirited
resclutions denouncing the fnsinuation as
a vile slander, and it 18 expected that the
example will be followed by all. Bal
four’s assertion was made while defending
the fueulting words of Lord Clanricsrde’s
baukrupt and dishonest agent, Turner,who,
in a letter, spoke of *“Dinan and bis
villsinoue priests.” Rev. Father White,
P. P. of Miltown- Malbay, bas also pub
litked a letter in refutation of the two
cowardly slaaderers, The *“old Dinan”
referred to 1s the Very Rev. Vicar Gen
eral Dinan, universally revered through-
out Irclaud,

It now appears that the story that was
thought worth being sent to Amerfea per
Atlantic cable, that Lord Cianricarde’s
sgont, Tarner, was shot, was & mere fabri-
cation, invenied for the purpose of throw-
ing diecredit on the Irich people, A slral
lar story is told regarding Mr. Blood, &

Avuother 1z fluoutial Eaglish deputation
is visttn g Ireland to see for thems:lies
the horzors attendtng Irfsh evietions I
comprlses Hon, J. Stanfield, M P, Sk
Wilfred Lawsor, Me Schwann and a
number of other Liberal members of Par
lisment and the wives of most of these
geutlemen, A public reception was
necorded to them la Letuster Hall, Dablin,
on the 3rd lust, u:der the presidency of
the Lord Mayor of Dablin,

An sbusive autt Irish jiuraal called the
U ion, being ucsble 1o keep itce'f in
exlgtence, even la Ulster, has heea ra
moved to London, England, This tells
well tor the progress of the Nationsl cause
in the North.

James Somers, of Coolroe, who was 'm
prisoned s'x months for asslating to
defend his brother’s house agalust the
crowbar biigade, was releseed on the
17th ult, He recelved from the peopls
of the sdjolnirg country an enthusiastic
reception with bands acd bauners. A
timilar reception was accorded to three
prisoners at Clonmel on thelr release,
Their crime was preventing the sale of
cattle  ffared by an evicting landlord, Mr
Rye, J. P. They merely informed ths
people how the cattle were obtained, and
there were no buyers,

The Belfast Water Commissioners have
passed unanimously a vote of thanks to
Mz, Sexton, M P., for the efficient services
to the city in regard to the Balfust Water
Stock, though all, orat least nearly a'l, ha
members are opposed to him in politics,
This glves reason to hope that the era of
bigotry 18 prssing away fa that city.

Police Sergeant Conuolly at New-
market Petty Sesslons charged a farmer
named Timothy Shine for assaulting him
in the discharge of his duty. He was re-
leared on bail, and a charge of conspliracy
has been brought againet the sergeant and
a man pamed Morphy whom Shine heard
plotting under a hedge against Shine'’s
itfe, ‘The conspirators, findirg they were
discovered, thereupon brovght the
trumped up charge of assault as a cloak
to their intended crime,

Two men named Twohey and Howard
were bound at Feakle Petty Sessions to
give beil for good behaviour for twelve
months on a charge of unlawful as-
sembly. Theircrime was cheering some
tenants who resisted eviction on the
McGrath estate,

At Ballygar five perscns were fined
from 2s. 64. to 103 for lighting tar.
barrells on the occasion of Mr. O'Brien’s
releare from prison. Several tenants
and shopkeepers on the Massarene
estate are also baing prosecuted for “in
timidation,” they having refused to sell
goods to persons who had been planted
on farms from which tenants had been
evioted,

Oone thousand persons have been
driven from their homes to satisfy Liard
Clanricarde’s vindictiveness, and about
thirty-tive thousand more are at his
mercy, unless they be delivered i{rom
the operation of the present tyrannical
laws. Such are the facts of which Irish
grievances are made up,

A gond hit was made by Mr Saxton
while the Forgeries Commitsion was
being discussed in the House ot Com.
mons, He said that “the Pigott letters
are now admitted on all hands to have
been forgeries.” Mr. Healy interruptad
witb, “‘except by Lord Salisbury,” Mr.
Sexton then continued with comical
solemnity : “Well ; Lord Salisbury’s in-

tellectual pre eminence entitles him to

a singularity of opinion on the subject,”
The sally was received with skouts of
laughter, even more heartily on the Tory
benches than in other parts of the House.

About fifty pereons have been recently
oondemned to terms of imprisonment
varying from three months down-
ward for the new Coercion crime
of winking. Among those who
were thus sentenced were six men
and two girls at Carrick on Suir, Tae
charge was that six months previously to
their trial they had winked at the cattle
of a land grabber named Duggan, It
was also stated that they had added to
their crime by plucking the cloak of an
old women pamed Baldwin, but Mrs
Baldwin swore positively that her cloak
bad not been plucked, so the whole
charge on which they were condemned
was that of winking, Oa one of the trials
of this kind, where the witnesses could
not swear positively whether the wink
ing was accidental or intentional, the
accused were acquitted. The megistrate
said: “l consider it a very suspioious
case ; but there {8 not suflicient evidence
to convict. People shouid be very care
ful how they wink in theee days,” (Great
laughter ) Mr. Healy suggestea as a
headline for coercion copy books :

‘WOE TO YU THAT WINKETH IN THESE
DAYS "’

Not only hss Mr, Uornybeare’s eye
sight been injured under the humane
treatment to which Mr, Balfour subjects
political prisouers in Ireland, but he is
now sfllicted with a loathsome skin dis-
ease, caused by the filthy condition of
Derry jail. Mr, Balfour, on being ques
tioned in the house, stated that tne dis
ense is not serious, and that the physi
cians are treating it. In reference to
Mr. Conybeare, it is interesting to know
the manper in which the impartal
tribuvals of Ireland administer justice,
independently of inteiference from
Crown cfficials, Mr, Harrieon wes tried
on ithe same charge and the rame evi
dence, at the same time with Mr, Cony-
beare, but it was koown beforeband that
Mr Harrison would be acqnitted and
Mer. Conybeere convicted, Mr. Conybveare
bimself having heard from a relative of
the Attorney General that the Govern.
ment bud taken steps to bring about
this result, The magisirates were in
siructed to acqait Mr, Harrison, and
they acquitted him accordingly,

It bas been arranged that Mr. Parnell
will addrees the electors in a few Eoglish
constituencies,

Iv is stated that Lord Randolph
Courcnill will shortly detiae nis relations
to the Tory party, in & specch to be
delivered in Wales. He has been lately
violently attacked in the clubs, and it 1s
said he will strike back in the com'ng
gpeech in & manner which the Govern
ment, and especially Mr. Balfour, wil not
relish,

Tne Youghal Town Commissioners
passed unapimously a resolution con
demping in strong terms Balfour’s
treaiment of Irish political prison.
ers, the cases of John Mages and
Michael Siie beiog particulsrly men-
uoned a8 having been receutly brutaily
sent from Derry Bastile, to go to
their graves » few days afterwards The
secouder of the resoluticn was Mr. [sase
Dalton, a Protestant.

Mr, Firth, M. P. for Dundee, a Libaral
and a supporter of Home Rule joi Ire-
iwod, divd in Switzerland on the 3rd inst

Wm. O'Brien, wno was removed on
‘he 2ud to Galway jail, i seriously ill
He requested the stiwudaves of his own
pouysiciap, whicn was retused, and the
piisoa doctor was given cuarge of his
case.

The Mail recently published a eom-
muuication to the Times from {ta Syduey,
N. 8. W., correspondent In which it ls
stated that “the Irich delegates to Aus
tralia have not sustalned the well estab.
lished reputation of their countrymen for
wit. Bat one of them, if he has not been
fonny himself, has at least been the cause
of much merrimant to others,”

It {8 a remarkable fact, and it well
lllustrates the good will of the Mall to-

wards Irishmen, that of all the proceed-
ings of the Irish delegates fn Australia, it
caunot find room to publich anything
more than a letter from a corraspondent
of the lying journal wbich, above all
othora in the world, has becn so recently
convicted of the most despicable couapir-
acy ever known, to blacken thn character
of ths Irish Nationalist:; yet nothing
better could be expected from a journal
which covstantly maligns Catholles, from
Jasaits down.

But there ls the other aesertinn of the
T'm=s* correspondeut, whizh mesns that
the delegation made fools of themselves
generally, and that their misslon was a
fallure.  We already gave an accouct in
our cilumas of the enthuslssm with which
the delegatcs were everywhere received,
which suffistently refutes the intinuation,
bat ancther and & most conclusive test is
to be fiund in tha lucredibiy large sub
scriptious which have been presented
already by the people of Australia for the
support of the Natlonal cause, Tae sums
coutributed were counted to tha latert
date by Mr, J, F. Hogan, sow {n London
E. C, aud he fiude the total to resch
£13,000

who were convslescitg were cheerful and
contented. The Slsters of the Holy Cross
were employed »8 nuraes, aud by thelr skill,
quictness, gentleness and tenderuess. were
invaluable o the sick wards, Every
patient gave hoarty testimony to the
kindncss aad eklli of the Sisters, Mother
Angela was the matron—:he Superieure of
these Siatere—a gif ed lady of rare caliiva-
tlon and cxecutive abllity, with winuing
sweetness of manner. If I bad ever fel:
prejadice pgalust these Sisters as nurses,
my experlence with them during the war
woild have d's:ipated it entirely, The
world hae known no noble and no mnre
hetriz womsn than those found in the
ranka of the Catholic slsternocds”
