STILL IN Despatches bulletined by The Courier on Sunday announced:
A continued withdrawal of German troops from the Somme area, with the Brit­

ish and French forces pressing the enemy hard and cavalry of the Allies also in use. 
The advance was along a front of eighty-two miles and the maximum depth reached 
was twelve miles. In all over six hundred square miles of French territory were wrest­
ed from the foe. The British went ahead on'a forty-five mile area and have taken in 
addition to 'Bapaume and Peronne sixty villages. The French had thirty seven miles 
as their total and have taken Puroy and likewise many villages. The German official 
report admitted the withdrawal, but did not give any reason.

On the Tigris Gen. Maude’s forces have reached a point 75 miles north of Bag­
dad, with the Turks in full retreat. They t ried to make a stand there but were smash­
ed and some have fled into the mountains.

In Turkish Armenia the Russians have captured Van and in Persia the Czar’s 
forces are pursuing the shattered foe who is utterly demoralized.

She en­
countered the submarines yes­
terday evening and the crew 
was given fifteen minutes to 
take to the boats. The vessel 
was owned by the Ocean Steam­
ship Company and valued at 
?600,000. She left New York, 
January 23, with a cargo of cot­
ton, which was delivered at Ha­
vre, France.

under the old regime, has been sent 
to Petrograd as a prisoner. People 
throughout the country are jubilant 
over the change, and the situation 
everywhere is peaceful.

The Russian cabinet will shortly 
issue a manifesto dealing with Fin­
nish liberty, according to a Petro­
grad despatch to Reuters. Negotia­
tions are proceeding with Baron Ro­
sen, former ambassador to Wash­
ington, with a view to his appoint­
ment as governor-general of Finland.

“These are not the times in which 
we should allow any personal con­
siderations to come in at all. We 
should not allow any influence of 
any sort or kind to distract us or to 
divert us from the common and 
wholehearted and united prosecution 
of the great cause which Providence 
has entrusted to our hands, and 
upon the triumphant issue of which 
deepnds the whole of the future 
fortunes of civilization and human­
ity. We must keep that steadily in 
view and not allow ourselves to bo 
deflected to the right or to the left 
by an inch or a hair’s breadth in the 
single-minded and wholehearted pur­
suit of that one, that unique, that 
dominating purpose.”

In beginning his address, Mr. As­
quith showed how indifferent he was 
to personal ambition when he said:

“I am not going to say a word as

Deported Workmen Return­
ed to Germany in a

88Several car loads of deported Bel­

gian workmen have been returned 
from German labor camps to Brus- 

! sels. These men, owing to the 
treatment they received in Germany, 
have been sent home to die. Even 
in Belgium, nothing more pitiful was 
ever seen than the homecoming of 
these slaves, released because they 
were no longer serviceable, too weak 
to fetch and carry for their German 
masters. Many of them had to be 
lifted from the cattle trucks in 
which they arrived.

It appears that they were mobil­
ized at Soltau Camp, Germany. They 
were huddled into cattle trucks, 
which were switched on to a goods 
train, destined to stop at every sta­
tion en route to Brussels, and giving 
right-of-way to every other train on 
the line. Ordinarily the journey tak­
es six hours, but these sick men, 
travelling under conditions indis- 
cribably cruel, were three nights and 
three days in reaching their destin­
ation.

Periodically they were given a 
little bread and water, and one 
morning a decoction of boiled 
acorns. Some died every day, and 
two of the men became insane. They 
arrived at their homes, emaciated 
and coughing, for most of them were 
dying of consumption.

Belgian citizens enslaved in Ger­
man labor camps are beyond the 
help of Canadians, except of those 
fighting at the front for universal 
freedom. But for their mothers, 
wives, and children,' we can do 
much.
