It is obviously a fact that
breast feeding is the vogue in Minne-
apolis, and is one reason for their low
baby death rate.

On making inquiries into the habits
of the kindergartners, it was found
that one of the worst habits was the
unregulated use of candy and sweets.
| One-third of the mothers reported that
|!huy allowed their children to eat
|candy and sweets as the{ pleased.
More than a fourth drank tea or cof-
|fee at home and one-fifth of the chil-
dren did not get enough milk. Only
ten per cent. reported their children
were not allow undf{ or sweets.
The habits, and especially the eating
habits of many of the children, were
unquestionably bad. Nearly forty per
cent, were reported as irregular about
their home noon lunch, and a fourth
of them ate what they pleased when
they pleased.

Of the children examined, eighty-
four per cent. took neither a mornin
or an afternoon nap, while 165 o
them did not get enough sleep.

The question of keeping children
away from the movies is an important
one.
