rts. An average of eight hundred cattle,

tween three and five years old, pass
through it in each of the business days of
the year. Arriving: from the west at the
river front, tliey ascend one#by ome to
the fateful anc{oeure, where an adept
employee fastens a chain around the hind
leg of each. Hoisted by machinery, the
bovine falls gently upon one shoulder, and
in most instances without a cry. Occa-
sionally, however, some brute, maddened
by sight and smell of blood, breaks
out  into * the  slaughter-house, and
creates disturbance that is speedily
quelled by its own despatch./ Submissive
companions, with neck twisted to -ex-
rule the throat, quickly feel the shochet’s
ong and shining knife.

MRS, OSBORNE'S CASE.

The Woman luYhie Yowelsrz.Robbery to’ be
Tried for Perjury.

. A London cable says: Mrs. Florence
Ethel Osborne was this morning brought
from Holloway jail to the Bow Street Police
Court, where she was arraigned before
Magistrate Sir John Bridge to answer the
charge of perjury made against her in con-
nection with the libel suit she brought
against Mrs. Hargreaves, who had charged
her with the theft of a quantity of valuable
jewelry. The court room was packed with
friends of the Osbornes and Hargreaves and
others. Mrs. Osborne was attended by her
husband. She was dressed in black, and
when she was placed in the prisoner’s ‘dock
she wept bitterly, bowing her head in her
hands. Capt. Osborne stood beside her out-
side the dock and held one of her hands in
his own, and tried to infuseher with courn%e
to face the ordeal before her. Mr. C. T.
Gill appeared for the Treasury to prosecute
the charge. He produced the formal evi-
dence of perjury as shown by the records of
the higher court, and then called as a wit-
ness Mrs.. Hargreaves. Mrs. Hargreaves

ted the evidence she had given in the
trial of the libel suit. She stated that the
jewelry had been restored Lo her and that
all the costs incurred by her in defending
the libel suit had been ~paid back to her.
The witness was then asked if she had seen
Mrs. Osborne since the latter had returned
to England and given herself up to the po-
lice. With every evidence of deep emotion
Mrs. Hargreaves s:id she had visited her at
the jail yesterday.

Mr. Spink, the jeweller, was called to
give evidence regarding the purchase of the
jewels. He identified Mrs. Osborné as the
lady from whom he had bought the jewelry.

After further evidence had been taken the
magistrate asked Mra. Osborne if she had
uxyt,hin%1 to say concerning the charges
against her. She answered ¢ No.” The
prisoner was then committedfor trial. It
was developed to-day that the Treasury

. prosecution of Mrs. Osborne is based on &
charge of larceny as well as perjury.

A MIGH JUMP

That May Yet Coat Meredith Stanley, of Cin-
cinnati, His Life.

Yesterday morning she refused
on account of the sum being’ too smail and
the water too cold. She accompanied her
husband down town and then went to see
her mother, while Stanley.went to the river,
telling her he intended making the jump.
All knowledge of the proposed jump was
confined to those who had subscribed the
urse. At the hour named he walked out
into the centre of the bridge and wade the
leap. As he jumped he saw a piece of wood
floating in the water, and turned his body
in the descent to avoid striking it. In con-
sequence he fell on his side, and when he
#ank into theqwater he did not reappear
very soon. When he did come up it was
seen that he was hurt. A boat took him to
. the shore, where he was dressed and taken
home. Those who subgcribed to the purse
were alirmed at the result, and made off
without handing over the monev.

A PLOT THAT FAILED.

Six Montreal Jail Birds Conspire to Break
Out of Prison.

A Montreal despatch says: A desperate
attempt to break jail was arnan, or at
the hgontml prison ~yesterday, but was
frustrated by the confession of one of the
prisoners.  Thomas Litzenberg, for whom
extradition papers were granted in Ottawa
yesterday, was the ringleader. He is
wanted in Chicago for jail-breaking, shoot-
ing with intent to kill and burglary ; and he
has been in jail here for the past two weeks
awaiting extradition.

In another
cell would be found a bunch of skeleton
keys. The informer said he had been com-
pelled to enter the plot against his will, and
had been threatened with death if he
divulged the secret.

The gover-
nor took action at once, locked all the sus-
pected men in new cells, and then searched
the old cells, where he found the knife and
bunch of keys.

»Why is there such a diversity of
opinion on this sabject ?  There are
balf a dozen. methods of open air
wintering, and as many plans of
indoor wintering. Bach has its
admirers, also its” opposers. ~Why
can't we attain to more umity of
thought ard uniformity of action.
One reason is that many of us
obetinately adhere to our pet notions
and in some cases like other matters
in life, the approach of death alone
clearing away the mental obscurity,
revealing to our .mistakes and igno-
rance. But among the physical
causes, may be found the ever vary-
ing humidity of the atmosphere, the
changing temperature, the different
facts that different colonies gather in
the same loeslity in the same day,

I hrave seen apairaps carry outl
100 dead colonies in the above con-
dition--a loss of $500, Such dis-
asters taught lessons that legic failed
to do—expelled- stupidity leaving
room for a grain of common sense.

Mr. D. A. Jones, of Beeton, a
popular guide to Ontario Apairang un-
fortuvately set ‘the peroicious ex-
ample of nailing bottoms. on hives,
which was followed by a host of Jead-
ing beekeepers, and ten years of sad
experience and .twenty yeurs of -lis-
aster, and 10,000 colonies sucrificed,
have nearly effected a cure. The
deeper the frame the worse the
result,  Another transparent fallucy:
It “was claimed that deep” frames
were best.  If bees were once left in
the snow to take care of themselves,
there might be some excuse for the
statement—the merest novice in beer
knows that a cellar at a temperature
of 45 ~degrees—depth of frame can
make no difference, if any, it favors
the shallow or 9 inch frame.

But Mr. D. A. Jones is not the
only man who has tried to mould and
direct public oplnion in a way to
vourish selfish projects.  Improve-,
went-will ad¥ance with majestic. step
—he who ¢lings to the present will
goon find himself stranded on the dim
und distant shore of the past.

A colony with 15 or 20 Ibs of
wholesome stores—a fair share of
bees in a cellar—the temperatare 40
to 45 degrees—resting without a bot-
tom, on swect, maple leaves so the
frames barely Louches the leaves,—
are as certain to winter in style as
the reader is himself in September.
If the brood chamber, bottom board
and clotha wgigh 50 1bs., deduct 20
Ibs. for brood chamber, rubber block
and frames and tho cloth over the
bees—aleo 5 1bs for comb in the
frames, inferior bee bread in the
comb and b Ibs, for bees—30 1lbs, in
all; from 50 we have 20 lbs. .of pure
stores left for winter.
if'the little fecder is used whien the
becs are first put out in spring, I am
glad that a number of eur bee kéepers
are so fur converted as to raise one
side of the hive from the bottom
board an inch in winter and so let as
many dying bees fumble out as may—-
it is the next. best thing w0 putling
them over leaves. - When the leaven
are on the tables ready, at a moderate
rate it will require an bhour longer to
put 50 colonies in the leaves.

Mico -or- raty never disturb-*bees
unless it may be a dying stock or the
temperature falls below 40  degrees
and the bees become oo cold to at-
tack the intruder. It is a rare case if
they make an attempt at 38 degrees
and even then they pay the penalty
by death. A rat not 1co badly stung
often cuts such antics and gives the
other rats gratuitious performances
on the flying trapese until a stampede
follows and the body politic abdicates
the premises.

Why chould F trouble the reader
with a deseription of a dozen obsolete
or imperfect methods of doing this or
that, as some writers are at present
doing in a number of newspapers. A
description of the reaper, mower,
plow of 20 years ago—would simply
prove uscless and riliculous. ~We
want the Dlest, the simplest. now.
Sweet maple leaves gathered before
they get wet after falling will fill the
cellar with a ffagrant odor. Place two
14 inch boards on little benches one
foot or 8o high, 28 inches long—pnt
a 2x4 scantling on edge on the boards
8 inches from the wall, another
parallel 21 inches apart from outside
10 outside—this forms a table 28
inches wide, 12 feet long and holds
easily 8 hives, with a 3 inch space be-
tween.  Fill the 8 inch space as bigh
with leaves as they will pile, then the
space between the scantling—take the
bees from the bottom—put the front
of the hive toward the wull 3 inches
apart— sprinkle leaves between them
und ybur bees are complete, fastened
in with plenty of pure air. They
delight in the sweet odor which con-
stantly fills the hive and it becomes to
them a wholesome disinfectant, The
dead bees and combeaps falling daily,
crisp up, and soJdo not pollute. In
the spring the combs come outswact
and pure. Over this row a second
|and third table may be set, if the
cellar is high enough,  If the wcellar
runs a temperature of 45 degrees and
upward take the summer cloth off, in
its place put a new cloth with twe
newspapers pressed close and. on lid.
If those who use. bee houses would
confess all, we would be rather sur-
prised at the mortality which bas
often been double that of cellars.
They will declare their combs are
pice when they are mouldy and
badly injured. Thero is nothing that
brings an Apiarian to the front so
rvapidly as_ telling the _trath—the
whole truth—no matter what mis-
takes or how unfortunate. It is em-
phatically true and lamentably sad
that a few bee keepers are afflicted
with a spocies ot vanity unknown to
other men—especiaily in the matter
of wintering bess. I have cured Lun-
dred of cases of diarrheea in bees by
wintesng them, packed in fresh
waple leaves, as previously described.
The bees descerding amongst the
leaves made them discharge—return-
ing purified and healed, .
It would require a good sized vol-
ume to exhaust the open features of
this theme and then the mysteries of
wintering bees would remain as re-
mote as ever : A colony was placed
