The Iuter-state Commerce Commit-
tee of the United States has favorably
reported to the House of Representa-
tives a bill fixing express rates by
law and compelling express compan
ies to interchange business with the
post offiice. - Yhe rates apply to pack
ages of eleven pounds or under, and
maximuam charge per pound is
twelve cents where the distance is
more than two thousand miles; the
rates are reduced as the distance de-
creases until a flat rate of two cents
per pound is fixed where the distance
is not more than 250 miles,

The bill provides for the accept-
ance of a parcel by the express ccmpan
ies which is to b: carried part woy by
their agents and then turned over to
the postal authorities for delivery on
a rural free mail delivery route, and
the man oo the rural mail delivery
route may give a package to the car-
rier with instructions for him to for
ward it by express. The express sate
