BY FRENCH PEOPLE.

Steward Leaps Overboard When Caught As­
saulting Bazaine’s Daughter.

Sheriff Arrested for Opening the Mail of a 
Former Prisoner.

Paris, Nov. 5.—The increase of crime 
in France has aroused a popular demand 
for the restoration of the death penalty 
which has been practically abolished by 
tho systematic commutation of the sen­
tences of criminals condemned to death. 
The Government desires to formally ab­
olish capital punishment, and has been 
commuting death sentences to impri­
sonment at hard labor for life. During 
the present session of parliament it was 
tho intention of the Ministry to secure 
the adoption of a measure formally do­
ing away with the executions of crim­
inals, but recently juries throughout the 
country have recommended having re­
course to the guillotine as being the 
only means of stopping the atrocious 
murders which are of daily occurence 
in Paris and in the Provinces.

A popular vote, taken by a local 
newspaper has resulted in 1,*083.655 per­
sons pronouncing themselves in favor 
of restoring capital punishment, while 
328.692 announced themselves as being 
opposed to it.

Dental College Amends By-laws to 
Meet Recent Cases.

SHOT HER HUSBAND
HANDING HIM PISTOL

In Pathetic Accident, Philadelphia Woman In­
flicts Probably Fatal Wound.

Philadelphia, Nov. 5.—Unfamiliar with 
the use of firearms, Mrs. Mary Graham, 
in attempting to put away a revolver 
which her son had left on the kitchen 
table at their home. No. 5.125 Girard 
avenue, yesterday, touched the trigger 
and fatalljr shot her husband, William B. 
Graham, who-was sitting near by read­
ing a nexvspafer. The bullet entered his 
left side, going straight through the 
lung and barely missing his heart. At 
the West Philedalpbia Homoeopathic 
Hospital last night the doctors said that 
his chances of recovery are one in a 
thousand.

Thomas Graham, the 10-year-old son 
of the couple, borrowed the revolver sev­
eral days ago to use or. Ha Vke’en. His 
mother, not liking to have the weapon 
about the house, told him to return it 
as soon as possible, so he brought it 
downstairs from his room and care­
lessly left it lying on the kitchen table. 
Its presence annoyed Mrs. Graham, who 
found it in the way when she attempted 
to do some work on the table.

"Tom has left this revolver on the ta­
ble,” she observed to her husband, “and

it looks dangerous. We had better put

'‘Give it to me,” said Mr. Graham, 
looking up from his newspaper and ex­
tending his hand; “I’ll take care of it.”

Mrs. Graham picked up the weapon 
and was extending it to* her husband, 
when she touched the trigger. There 
was a sharp report, and Graham, with 
a gasp, rolled off his chair to the floor, 
the blood streaming from a wound just 
below the heart. Screaming, the dis­
tracted wife ran to the front of the 
house and summoned her son, who was 
just outside. He saw his father’s serious 
condition, and called the police, who sent 
tile wounded man to the hospital.

Although she hysterically protested 
that the shooting was entirely accident­
al, Mrs. Graham was arersted and lock­
ed up in the Twenty-ninth district police 
station, where she spent the night. Mag­
istrate Harris early this morning took 
an ante-mortem statement from the dv- 
ing man, in which he completely exon­
erated bis wife nnd confirmed every de­
tail of her explanation. She will be 
given a hearing this morning before 
Magistrate Boyle.

It turned 
out, hoxvever, that Tomlinson had noth­
ing to do with the selling of it to Harry 
Weinstein, but a man named Joseph 
Marshall had done all the bargaining, 
and had obtained $18 from Weinstein 
for it. Weinstein in turn sold the brass 
to Goldberg for $26.98. His honor had

Weinstein trembling in his boots when 
he asked the Crown Attorney why he 
had not had the whole party put under 
arrest, as, according to -his mind, these 
second hand dealers certainly had some 
knowledge of w-hat particular kind of 
brass they were receiving. After taking 
most of the evidence in the case Judge 
Snider told Crown Attorney Washing­
ton that he had not made a case against 
the prisoner and that he xvould have to 
let him go. Mr. Washington ^argued that 
ns Tomlinson had been seen with Mar­
shall on the day that Marshall sold the 
brass to Weinstein, he was as guilty 
as Marshall. His Honor allowed Tomlin­
son to go xvith i> warning to the effect 
that he would make it warm for him if 
he came before him again. His Honor 
also thought that someone should get 
after the junk dealers who indulge in 
this kind of trade with .their eyes shut, 
so to speak.

SALARIES OF
THE MINISTERS.

DISCUSSED AT SESSION OF THE 
HAMILTON PRESBYTERY TO-DAY

Three Months Too Long for a Preach 
er to Wait for His Pay—Rev. Me 
Phail Accepts Call to Cayuga.

At the regular meeting of the Hamil­
ton Presbytery this morning there xvas 
quite a discussion in regard to the pay­
ment of ministers’ salaries. It arose in 
connection with a call from Ancaster 
and Alberton Chunreh to Rev. H. F. 
Thomas, of Toronto, a minister without 
charge at present. The congregations 
agreed to pay him a salary of $800 a 
year, payable quarterly, and a free 
manse. No mention of holidays was 
made in the call, which was pressed by 
Mr. Geo. Moore and other members of 
the congregation. The question was at 
once asked if it was quarterly, in ad­
vance, and when it was stated that it 
was not a number of ministers said three 
months was too long to keep a preacher 
waiting for hie money. Others thought 
that if two xveeks’ holidays were prom­
ised, the call xvould be more attractive. 
The deputation present agreed to .ar­
range to have the salary paid monthly, 
but they could not promise holidays the 
first year.

The Presbytery made arrangements, 
provisional on Mr. Thomas accepting the' 
call, for the induction. Rev. J. B. Hamil­
ton is to preside ; Rev. Mr. McLaehlan to 
preach; Rev. Mr. Grey to addresss the 
congregation, and Rev. Mr. Ellison to 
charge the minister. The. date of the in­
duction will be fixed by the chairman of 
the session, if Mr. Thomas accepts.

A call from the Cayuga church to Rev. 
Mr. McPhail was placed in that minis­
ter’s hands, and he accepted it. The in­
duction, it was arranged, will take place 

,on Tuesday, Nov. 19, at 2 o’clock, and 
Rev. Mr. Buchanan is to preach. Rev. 
Mr. Dey is to charge the minister and 
Rev. Dr. Wallis to address the congrega-

.The Presbytery approved of the pro­
motion. of U* Aswwnnti linn. Fund" Com­

mittee, of the General Assembly to have 
sub-committees appointed to arrange to 
divide presbyteries into districts, and to 
have each district visited by a minister 
or elder to bring the fund more to the 
attention of the members of the. church.

The Finance Committee recommended 
that the churches be assessed at the rate 
of 8 cents per communicant for the gen­
eral assembly, presbytery and synod 
fund, and 2 cents each for travelling ex­
penses for the commissioners to the Gen­
eral Assembly.

FACTS OF REVELATION.
To the Editor of the Times :

Sir,—The Times of Nov. 2, contains an arti­
cle entitled "Whirlwinds of Fire," in which 
*is to be found a presentation of natural sci­
entific knowledge introductory to some very 
misleading and dangerous théologie Ideas. 
Having described in some measure the won­
derful works of God, the article continues 
thus : "And yet the august Creator of all 
thk serried array of mighty suns was con­
tent to leave for a time His throne In the 
Heaven of Heavens, (for we are expressly 
told that the Almighty made the worlds, by 
His Son) In order, by becoming man's sub­
stitute, and receiving Himself the punishment 
due to eternal justice on Hie behalf, to open 
the gates of the Kingdom of Heaven, to all 
who, notwithstanding their forfeiture, by 
eln. of all right of entry to that kingdom, 
will accept that propitiation." The above un­
truthful. and God-dishonoring. statement, is 
surely painful reading to any intelligent 
Christian In this day of light and grace, and 
therefore I crave apace to present the truth 
in rational light regarding the Lord's work 
on man’s behalf.

That the Divine Truth In Its glorious ful­
ness .was not imparted to the minds of men 
during the mission of the Lord Jesus Christ 
upon the earth, is taught where it Is said, 
"The Holy Spirit was not yet given because 
that Jesus was not yet glorified." That the 
Holy Spirit was given after His glorifica­
tion. Is shown in the fact that it Is said, 
"When He was risen from the dead, Ills dis­
ciples remembered what He had said unto 
them, and they believed the Scripture, and 
the words which Jesus had spoken." When 
the Lord was about leaving the world to as­
cend to the Father. He three times reepated 
the assurance to His disciples that the Holy 
Ghost, or Splfrlt of Truth, should he sent unto 
them. He also informed them that if lie 
went not away, the Comforter, which is the 
Holy Ghost, would not come unto them, it 
therefore appears very plain that by the as­
sumption of the humanity, and' by regenerat­
ing It and uniting it to the indwelling divin­
ity. a new relationship was established be­
tween earth and heaven. A way or thorough­
fare was opened through which this Divine 
influx could descend through this glorified 
Divino Human to the minds of men upon the 
earth. The Holy Ghost acts upon the minds 
of men us the light and heat of the sun act 
upon the face of the earth,causing every plant 
and tree and shrub to send forth leaves and 
fruit after Its kind, and In accordance with 
its own nature. It is the same pure light 
and heat receive*] Into the thorn, thistle 
and brier, that produces thorns, thistles, and 
briers, and In the olive, the fig, and the 
vine, it produces oil and fruit and wine. 
From some plants the most grateful odors 
and delightful perfumes are emitted, while 
others exhale only poisonous gases and noxi­
ous vapors. So with the Divine outflow­
ing principle of truth from the Lord. In Its 
nature It Is pure love and infinite wisdom, 
but is received by every one in accordance 
with the affections ho has cultivated In 
himself. If It is his innate desire and effort 
to leeVl a good life, this heavenly Influence 
is constantly flowing Into his good affec­
tions. causing them to elaborate and pro­
duce fruit after their kind, love to the Lord 
and love towards the neighbour, which are 
the treasures of heavenly happiness. But 
If the life ci the man be sinful. If bis In­
clination is to love himself above the things 
of heaven, the fruit he will hear will be btit. 
thorns and briers, or like Jeremiah's figs, 
so vile that they can net be eaten.

It must appear plain to every reflecting 
mind that the Lord, by the wertt of redemp­
tion. never atoned for a single sin that man 
ever committed, for He alone is our Maker 
and Redeemer, this being the case to whom 
could He atone. The sacrifice upon the cross 
never appeased the wrath, or warded off the 
vengeance of the Almighty, tor He was 
never angry with man, anti He never sought 
revenge. The question has frequently been 
asked, why it was that the Lord did not 
come into the world Immediately after our 
firâ; parents sinned, and. thus save the many 
millions that died before the work of re­
demption was wrought. A rational or satis­
factory answer never has. and never can be 
given to this question, except it be given In 
view of the doctrines of the New Church. 
We are enabled by the light of the new dis­
pensation. to perceive that the essential at­
tributes of the Lord are Divine Love and 
Divine Wisdom, and when man. by virtue of 
the freedom of his will, fell from his high 
state of purity, and foresook the garden of 
Eden, and the paternal protection and guid­
ance of his Heavenly Father, and wandered 
into the world to provide for and protect 
himself, the Divine Wisdom saw the end to 
which he would ultimately arrive, but could 
not. accenting to the laws of man's existence* 
directly Interpose an obstacle, or compel him 
to turn from his evil ways, lest his freedom 
should be violated, and his manhood destroy­
ed. The love of the Lord towards hlm «ras 
such that He gave hint a book containing a 
revelation of His attributes and will, t o 
glde him in his wayward journey through 
the world. This Divine communication was 
made on the principle of the symbolism of 
spiritual things with natural thought, that 
it might be as applicable to after generations 
as to the people to whom it was given. Thus 
the Lord followed him In all grades of de­
generacy through which he passed, down to 
the lowest condition of human depravity, 
constantly endeavoring to lend him by His 
Divine Truth, and to turn him from his evil 
purposes by His Infinite love. But. all In 
vain, man persisted In pursuing his down­
ward course. In spite oJ all the entreaties 
and admonitions of the Lorf.1 through Ills 
word. His prophets, and the holy angels: and 
when man had reached the brink of eternal 
destruction, when he had fullv subverted the 
principles that elevaUti him above the 
brutes, and had given up the control of his 
whole nature tb evil spirits, the Lord 
stretched forth His hand and drew him back, 
and took upon Himself the Infirmity of his 
nature, and affectionately whispered in his 
ear words of Divine consolation and peace, 
by listening to which he was enabled to look 
up to Him by an eye of faith, as his Heav­
enly Father, and be saved from the Impend­
ing ruin to which he had expoeed himself. 
Thus dll Jehovah vanquish the (powers * f 
hell and redeemed man from its enslavement. 
This could not be done so long as man acted 
from the principles of freedom and rational­
ity in which be was created. But when he 
had surrendered these principles to the pow­
er of the devil, who had taken possession 
of both soul and billy, he ceased to be a 
man. and had made himself Incapable of be­
coming what the Lord Intended he should 
be. an angel In heaven. In this condition 
thé Lord had power to recreate him. and re­
store to his possession the principles of hie 
manhood and thus save the whole human 
race. . This work on the part of the Divin­
ity, was as natural a consequence of the 
laws of creation, and as fully within the 
scope of the Divine economy, as the rota­
tion of the earth upon Its axis. There was 
nothing arbitrary or of a special providence 
In the whole operation, but It was to carry 
out the Infinite purpose of Deity In creating 
man. that he might become an angel and 
enjoy eternally a life of happiness In heav­
en If thou wilt enter Into this life there 
•In but one "way. that Is by keeping the com- 
marVlments, this, and this only constitutes 
« true ground for the hope of salvation.

Some sixty miles Northeast of Lon­
don, just off the pleasant upward course 
of the Thames, past the graceful colon­
nades of Hampton Court and the grim 
fortress of Windsor, Eugenie, former 
Empress of the French, is passing her 
declining days in peaceful seclusion.

Furuborough seems like a little piece 
of France, rather than sombre, cloudy 
England. There is a lightness and 
daintiness about the landscape which 
must have been a strong factor in the 
selection. The hills of Hampshire, soft­
ened like a Corot painting, form an ideal 
background for emerald pictures, where 
Bheep are dotted like daisies in the land­
scape and dark, red cows stand knee- 
deep in the silver streams which cross 
and recross in the meadows and ripple 
merrily away from their appointed 
courses under the birch and willows.

‘‘The Hill,” which for twenty-five 
years has been the home of Eugenie, is 
an estate of 275 acres, with a stately 
mansion of brick and stone and green­
eries, ferneries, orchid houses, extensive 
stables and farm houses. The London 
coach road passes through the estate, 
and the curious may catch a glimpse of 
the mansion and perchance see a stately, 
gray-haired woman in black garments, 
leaning heavily on a gold-headed cane 
and accompanied by a golden-brown col- 
lie walking to and fro under the mag­
nificent oaks of the inner park. If one 
is fortunate enough to secure the proper 
introduction, presented first at the lodge 
of the outer gates, Farnsborough Park 
and the treasures of the mansion may 
be inspected at leisure. In the main hall, 
polished to a perilous degree for the 
hasty guest, and filled with treasures of 
carved oaken chests, chair and cabinets, 
hangs that masterpiece of Winterhalter, 
the most famous of all the hundreds of 
paintings and allegorical portraits of the 
impress Eugenie and her ladies in wait­
ing.

The Empress in the full plenitude of 
her charms, is summer surrounded by ex 
quisite flowers, the beauties of the sec­
ond empire. The portrait of Eugenie is 
her favorite. She lifts her head above 
the group with grace and fearlessness 
and looks into the future with clear, con­
fident eyes . Around her are women, 
some of whom were famous, others in­
famous. Some great women, like Ma­
thilde Bonaparte, her husband's first 
cousin and her own steadfast friend in 
the dark days after Sedan. But faith­
ful or false, these women whose honor it 
was to,bang upon Eugenie’s words—to 
follow her least capriee—have long ago 
followed the way of the world. Those 
who are living dwell at real courts and 
have no time for the memories which 
cling around FambOrough. Just under 
t-jiis portrait of the Empress is another 
melancholy reminder that all things are 
vanity. It is the silver and- mahogany 
perambulator presented to the Prince 
Imperial, her only son. ovef fifty years 
ago. by the Prince Consort of England, 
who was the husband of Queen Victoria. 
This was used when the Prince took his 
first outing in the glorious garden of the 
TuiUeries. Poor mother of that much- 
feted princeling. She has soiled the pur­
ple and lace of the pillow with her tears 
and has worn out the silver chain which 
supported that baby head » with her 
•kisses !

The drawing room which leads from 
this hall is of moderate size, and is 
cheerfully rather than grandly furnished. 
In cabinets, which are rare examples of 
various epochs in French manufactories, 

are pieces of Sevres presented on various 
occasions—birthdays, saints’ days and 
anniversaries.

The dining rqom is spacious, but ra­
ther heavy, in dark green and mahogany 
effects. Each chair has a medallion of 
gilt and silver with the “X" and tne im­
perial crown, alter the de«ign of the first 
Napoleon. The silver, glass and china 
are similarly marked, and ox er the medi­
aeval mantel are the escutcheon and ar­
morial appurtenances of the great, chief 
of the house of Bonaparte. One of the 
most interesting of the apartments on 
the first floor is a large iron room, 
which is virtually a Napoleonic museum. 
It was added by the Empress after pur­
chasing Farnborough Hill, because none 
of the rooms were adequate for her pur­
pose. Here are kept her two state car­
riages, lined with white silk, brocaded 
in purple and gold, with dainty lace, cur 
tains, and even the steps covered with 
the finest needlework. Eight white 
horses were used to draw these coaches 
and the gilt and gilded leather harness 
is hung m graceful festoons on the walls

Travelling trunks and war chests, some 
used by the great Napoleon, are here 
with their contents, in state dobes and 
jeweled toilet accessories. Books, manu­
scripts and letters fill cabinets and hang­
ing shelves. It is said that these treas­
ures will not be dispersed on the death 
of the Empress, but will go intact to the 
\ ictoria and Albert Museum in London.

History and the testimony of her con­
temporaries paint Eugenie as frivolous 
and fond of luxury. Time must have 
changed her. Her bedroom is as plain 
as a nuns. The walls are hung with 
family portraits, and the bed is covered 
with a, fine linen lace spread, which 
sweeps the polished floor. Just above is 
an exquisite ivory crucifix and below 
two miniatures of her dead—medallions 
on black velvet—Napoleon III. and the 
prince, imperial. In the corner is the 
cradle of the prince hung in faded silk.

A door opens from the Empress’ room 
into a private chapel, where Maes in 
said every morning. Another door leads 
to the Prince’s study, kept just as his 
old room was in (biselhurst. A life- 
size statue in marble, is framed by tall 
vases ‘ holding African grasses gathered

home to erect a suitable mausoleum. At 
Farnborough, where her estate touches 
the straggling cottages of the little town, 
she has, at the expenditure of a half­
million dollars, entirely rebuilt the par­
ish church of St. Michael’s as a suit­
able memorial of her vanquished house. 
De Tallie, the famous Parisian archi­
tect, achieved notable success, and the 
French aspect of Farnborough is enhanc­
ed by the slender pinnacle, the numerous 
gargoyles and rich carvings, which re­
semble Very strongly the ancient ab­
bey of Hautcomb, in Savoy. The mem­
orial chapel is below the chancel. Na­
poleon Ill. rests in the granite tomb 
presented by Queen Victoria and in 
which his remains reposed at the time 
of his funeral at Ohlselhurst. The Prince 
Imperial is at his left, in a marble sar­
cophagus, and the Empress has selected 
her tomb at his right. Both tombe are 
covered with flowers, year in and year 
out. Some come from the faithful Bon­
apartiste, but each day the Empress lays 
fresh blossoms on the graves, and dur­
ing her frequent absences on the Contin­
ent this duty is performed by the rec­
tor of the church.

The servants and all the natives of the 
Hampshire Valley, call Eugenie “her ma­
jesty.” She lives in state much more pre­
tentious than some of the reigning mon- 
archs. Her retainers are a regiment, and 
the whole country-side her subjects. All 
her servants wear a royal livery, and 
her equipages can vie with those used 
by the British royal family. The great 
world, which rolls by her doors on the 
London highway, often stops to pay 
respects. Like a sovereign, she receives 
whom she likes and is accountable to 
no one. Half the year the sombre months 
she passed in more clement regions. She 
flits from Italy to Spain, from Spain to 
France, and the resorts of Northern Af­
rica, Sometimes, like a pale wraith", she 
haunts the scenes of her former grand­
eur. Compeigne, St. Cloud, Pierre-founds. 
History has no more sorrowful incident 
than the true one recorded a few years 
ago, when this former Empress, sleepless, 
fearless, restless, came out from her ho­
tel one morning to walk in the garden 
of the Tuileries. She stopped to pick one 
small blossom—perhaps a last token of 
that garden which had beeM to her a veri­
table Paradise, when the guard rudelV 
took away the flower and ordered her 
out of the grounds.

The Adolescence of the" Dollar.
The dollar took some rounding. 

Nor did it formerly ring true, but, 
much alive, simply gave a bleat or 
bellow. Cattle, among country folk, 
at, one time constituted the dollar, 
while primitive, man generally made 
use of any article sufficiently abun­
dant for the standard payment of 
all merchandise.

Thus, in ancient Greece, says Har­
per’s Weekly, a large bronze tripod 
had the value of a dozen oxen. A 
good hard-working woman, on the 
other hand, was given in exchange 
for only four such beasts.

When metal took the place of 
money, the dollar clung to its tra­
ditions. and coins were still called 
after live stock. Thus, “pecunia,’* 
applied to metal money, derived its 
origin from “pecus” (cattle.) From 
the custom of counting heads of cat­
tle came the present designation of 
a sum in cash—capital, or ‘‘capita*’ 
(heads). In Sanscrit, roupa (herd, 
flock) made roupyn. or the Indian 
roupee. While ingots of electrum. or 
admixture of gold and silver, when 
first in use as money, bore the im­
press of an ox or cow.

Not clumsy, but too fragile, were 
the shells in use as money by the 
negroes of Africa, and throughout 
ancient Asia, where the natives, tak­
en by its beauty, gave the shell a 
money value.

Instruction for Drivers.

adding a few-millions to the debt every 
year. But the Canadian people prefer 
the Liberal way of,keeping down the 
debt and building up tlie country in­
stead of distributing the taxes among 
the grafters.

BILLY MACLEAN’S SUNDER.
Mr. MacKay, leader of the opposi­

tion. is not taking very well in hie 
career when he holds up Hon. J. M. 
Gibson of Hamilton as a bright ex­
emplar of a Liberal politician. Mr. 
Gibson was attorney-general in the 
Ross government, and Mr. Gibson as 
attorney-general, instead of being the 
quardian of public rights, aided in 
every way that was possible the elec­
tric ring to get possession of Ontario’s 
cities and of the water power of- Ni­
agara. And not only did Mr. Gib­
son do this as attorney-general, but 
he did it largely- for himself, as one 
of the big shareholders of an elec­
tric company, something that one 
would, hardly expect a public man 
to do. In the good old days public 
men were not involved in their own 
propositions, nor do they happen to 
he in England to-day.—Toronto 
World.

In saying that Mr. Gibson was the 
brainiest man he had met in public 
life in Canada to-day Mr. MacKay 
paid him the compliment of a care­
ful observer of his public career. And 
in making the charge it lays at Mr. 
Gibson’s door the World either 
through ignorance or maliciously 
states a bald falsehood. Time and 
again Mr. Maclean has used his paper 
to repeat such statements. What are 
the facts? Instead of working for 
what the World calls “the electric 
ring’’ to comer Niagara power the 
government of which Mr. Gibson was 
Attorney-General specially provided 
for the development of 62,500 horse­
power to be reserved for the munici­
palities, the price of which was to 
be fixed by the government, thus en­
suring a fair rate of charge. By an 
act prepared in 1903 by Hon. Mr. Gib­
son municipalities, Singly or in union, 
were authorized to build or buy trans­
mission lines and distribute power, 
and to do for themselves all things 
necessary to the securing of a sup­
ply, Government having arranged 
frr the generation thereof and retain- 
Ü g the right to fix the price.

Was that a bad act?
It gave the municipalities every 

advantage which the Hydro-Electric 
scheme gives them. It gave them as­
surance of a cheap supply .of power 
at a price to be fixed by the govern­
ment. It gave them authority to 
n.sr age and direct the work.

What happened?
Whitney got into office. He can­

celled the concession which secured 
the supply of power for the muni­
cipalities at the government’s price, 
and the use of 125,000 horse-power 
of Niagara's water and the revenue 
it was to bring was by that act lost 
to the province forever, the interna­
tional agreement preventing the tak­
ing of more from the river. This 
was a rash and foolish procedure, and 
left the municipilities at the mercy 
of the established companies.

The foolish deed done Whitney saw

Electric scheme as., to be willing to tie 
the taxpayers up to it “imsight, unseen,” 
as the boys say, when they are absolute­
ly unable to see ^whether it will be a 
paying or a losipg ; venture, and when 
the only thing of which they can In­
sure is that by doing sa they are trying 
to aid other places at the-expense of 
Hamilton—an expense that will certain­
ly amount to hundreds of thousands of 
dollars? No wonder people ask, Whom 
do they serve? and, What is the nature 
of" the influence brought to bear upon 
them? Business principles are utterly 
ignored, and the speculations indulged 
in as to how to jockey the ratepayers 
so as to avoid submitting to them a clear 
and definite contract and permitting 
them to vote upon it, are not worthy of 
either aldermen or salaried officials of 
the city.

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FATALLY BURNED 
BY GAS FLAME.

FIVE-YEAR-OLD BOY DIES AFTER A 
FEW HOURS.

Sieter Tried to Extinguish Flames— 
Was Wanning Himself at the Stove 
—Mother’s Hands Burned.

Olean. Nov. 5.—After having suf­
fered all the morning from burns 
about the head, face, arms and front 
of the body, received early to-day, 
Herbert, the 5-vear-old son of the 
Rev. and Mrs. Granger, of Allegany, 
died in the Olean General Hospital 
at 1 o’clock this afternoon. The night 
dress of the boy caught fire from a ! 
jet of flame which came through a j 
broken piece of mica in a gas stove i 
before which he was warming.

The boy went down stairs this ; 
morning in. his nightie! His little j 
sister, aged 8 years, went down stairs 
with him and together the children 
stood in front of the stove to get warm 
before dressing. The boy got too close 
to the stove and a flame through the 
break in, the mica caught Ins light 
apparel. In an instant it. flared up. 
The little girl tried to extinguish the 
fire and her hands were burned.

Mrs. Granger, working in the kitch­
en, heard the cries of the children and 
ran to them. She used her hands in 
smothering the fire, but before she 
succeeded in getting it out both her 
hands were badly blistered and the 
boy was fatally burned. The father 
had gone to the store for some groc­
eries and he returned just aboxit the 
time that the fire in the clothing of 
his son was extinguished. Dr. Hicks 
of Allegany was immediately sum­
moned and an ambulance call was 
sent to Olean. The child was remov­
ed to the hospital, where he died af­
ter a few hours.

The Rev. and Mrs. Granger recently 
went to Allegany from Chicago, Mr. 
Granger having become pastor of the 
Allegany Methodist Church.

A month 
ago they moved their little grocery from 
340 East 105th street, Manhattan, to 
Bogart Heights. They were prosperous 
—among their compatriots they xx-ere 
accounted wealthy—and they appeàred 
to be happy. Antoinette had many fine 
dresses which she had brought with her 
from the old country; there was one of 
x-ery rich red silk which made her the en­
vied of the colony when she wore it. 
Antoinette xvas always singing—she was 
singing only Saturday afternoon aa she 
romped with little Toto in the back 
yard of the store. But she was never 
entirely care free; there xxas something 
strange about her fear for the safety of 
her child. She would never tell the 
neighbors just what it xvas that worried 
her, but they knew that she always car­
ried a revolver with her. Saturday af­
ternoon the revolver was in her apron

LICORICE ROOT.

We Buy Half a Million Dollars Worth 
a Year From Asia Minor.

Licorice root grows wild in the fields 
of Asia Minor, and few attempts have 
been made thus far toward its eultiva-

Until fifty years ago it was practially 
unused, says Fur News. The root grown 
on the Meander plains isft.be best in the 
world, being superior to that found in 
Syria, Mesopotamia, Caucasia, Siberia or 
China.

The exporters of the root lease licorice 
bearing lands for a period of from three 
to five years. Digging usually begins in 
October, and is done by peasants, xvho at 
the end of each day delix*er the root to 
the various depots and receive payment 
according to the quantity they bring.

The root is piled up and exposed to 
the air until about May and June. In 
then weighs only half as miich as orig­
inally, owing to the thorough drying 
process to which it has been subjected. 
The root is sorted to obtain the qualités 
known as “debris” and “bagatelle," both 
of which are highly x-alued.

Licorice root is shipped In bales weigh­
ing about 220 pounds each, pressed by 
hydraulic machinery and strapped with 
iron bands. The United States is the 
principal consumer of this class of licor­
ice, which is shipped there in its natural 
shape as raw material, being admitted

It is converted into licorice paste for 
medicinal purposes, and is especially 
used for flavoring plug tobacco. Licorice 
root in its original state can also be 
found in any drug store in America. 
Annual exports to the United States 
amount to about 14,210 tons, valued at 
$550,000.

YORK LOAN AGAIN.
Ike Company Claims $26,000 From 

Toronto Life.

Toronto, Nov. 5. —At yesterday’s hear­
ing by Mr. George Kappele, official re­
feree, of the claims of the Toronto Life 
against the York Loan, Mr. C. D. Scott, 
for the liquidator, said that the liquid­
ator did not recognize the turnovers aa 
valid consideration for the property sold 
by the York Loan to the Toronto Life. 
The latter company took over premises 
at the agreed price of $60,000 and a mort­
gage on some other property for $5,000, 
paying $3B,UOO in actual cash and the 
balance by payments on premiums ad­
vanced on passbooks assigned to the 
Toronto Life by shareholders of the 
York Loan, which were duly admitted 
by the York Loan Company. These pay­
ments, which are referred to as turn 
overs, the iiquirator does not recognize,

The liquidator of the York Loan, how 
ever, has in the meantime disposed of 
the company’s holding of Toronto Life 
stock to the National Agency-Union Life 
interests.

Asked if the purchasers had bought 
the York Loan holdings without having 
a clear statement of the position of the 
two companies vis-a-vis one another, Mr. 
George Kappele replied that he was not 
in a position to say. He admitted, how­
ever, that the value of the stock was 
materially affected if it carried with it 
a liability of $26,000, which is now claim­
ed by the liquidator.

How the deal went through without 
a letter of indemnity from the vendors 
Mr! Kappele could not explain, but the 
fact that the liquidator preferred such a 
cl ai ni implied that none had been given, 
In other words, the purchasers had a law­
suit thrown in with the York Loan 
holdings of Toronto Lifo Company stock.

Mr. Scott claimed that the date of 
actual insolvency would materially 
affect the value of the transferred 
shares. The Toronto Life could not claim 
more that the shares were actually

Mr. Kappele said that at the present 
stage the question to be decided was 
whether the persons who had assigned 
the $3,717.07 were still shareholders, or 
if the York Loan was liable to the To­
ronto Life for the amount credited on 
premiums.

Mr. Scott referred to the pending 
action between the York Loan and the 
Toronto Life, which he considered would 
prove the validity or otherwise of the 
turnovers. If the liquidator succeeds 
then the Toronto Life have to pay 
$26.000 to the York Ix>an. less such pro­
portion as it may recover on the assigned 
shares. In any case the stutas of the 
turnovers will be decided.

COMPANY ROBBED.
EXPRESS EMPLOYEES AND OTHERS 

ARRAIGNED AT NEW YORK.

The Method of Operation Was to Paste 
a Bogus Address on Top of the Real 
One—They Got Parcels Valued at 
Over $30,000.

Quebec, Nov. 4.—After a hard-fought 
battle the political campaign in Belle­
chasse ended to-day in a crushing de­
feat for Mr. Bourassa, Hon. Adelard 
Turgeon, former Minister of Lands and 
Forests, being returned by a majority 
quite overwhelming. The size of the ma­
jority came as a surprise to those who 
had looked for a closer vote, though the 
Liberals have been claiming that it 
would not be under 500. The majority of 
Mr. Turgeon will be in the vicinity of 
800, the best obtainable to-night being 
from 772 to 763.

Mr. Bourassa returned from the coun­
ty to-night. “I have nothing to say,” he 
remarked in answer to a query as to his 
opinion of the result of the election.

In conversation with a friend Mr.

BUTTER FROM WHEY.

Cheese Manufacturers Using By-Product 
With Sucess.

Toronto, Nov. 5.—Cheese factories in 
the province are beginning to find a 
remunerative use for the whey fat. which 
has in the past been the cause of a 
nuisance. A number of manufacturers, 
according to Mr. H. A. Putnam, superin­
tendent of Farmers’ Institutes, are mak­
ing butter from the fat contained in 
the. whey, which was formerly lost.

Some of the butter, which does not 
differ from the ordinary output of the 
dairy, has taken prizes over the home­
made butter, and even over the product 
of some creameries.

One factory proprietor says he has 
made $1,500 Worth of butter from the 
whey. It will be only a matter pf time 
before all the factories are utilizing it 
in the same manner.

Tamer Badly Mauled on the Stage at 
Pittsburg.

Pittsburg. Pa., Nov. 4.—J. F. Briggs, 
a lion tamer, was horribly mangled on 
the stage of a local theatre here on Fri­
day night by a lion owned by the Eber- 
ling animal show.

EIGHT MONTHS AT SEA.

The Arthur Sewell’s Long Trip About 
Continent.

Seattle, Wash., Nov. 4.—The four- 
masted ship Arthur Sewell, which left 
Philadelphia in March for Seattle with 
coal, was reported off Ca,pe Flattery to­
day. and is expected to enter the straits 
within a few hours.

L From the description of this wreck it ! 
was believed to be that of the Sewall, ! 
and high premiums were offered for her 
reinsurance at Lloyds.

Since the Arthur Sewall is safe, the 
mystery of the wreck which the Frit- 
jof’s crew saw in the straits remains. 
The wreck lay between Cape Pillar and 
Noir Island, halfway between Cape 
Horn and Cape Pillar, off the southwest 
coast of Terra del Fqego. Even if the 
crew of the wrecked hark reached shore 
jt would have been difficult for them to 
reach civilization. The land all about is 
uninhabited, and ships rarely pass that 
way, except occasional sealers.

EXTINGUISHED FIRE WITH POP.

How Pittsburg Policemen Saved the 
Princess Roller Rink.

Pittsburg, Nov. 4—The presence of 
mind of John Ward, a policeman, saved 
the Princess roller skating rink, in Al­
legheny, from destruction by fire early 
this morning. The building is a frame 
one, and when Ward saw flames coming 
from the windows he knew if he stopped 
to call out the fire department it would 
be in ruins before the arrival of the 
firemen.

EX-JAILER TALKS.
JAMES FORBES LOOKS BACK OVER 

TWENTY YEARS.

Incidents Connected With the Trial and 
Imprisonment of Birchall Recalled— 
The Last Interview Between Birchall 
and His Wife.

(Woodstock Sentinel-Review.)
“In all these twenty years, I have 

never yet seen a man but had some 
good streaks in him, no matter how bad 
he might be,” said Mr. James Forbes, ex­
turnkey of the Oxford County Jail, y ho 
in the midst of packing up, for his re­
moval from the turnkey’s house, receiv­
ed a Sentinel-Review reporter last even­
ing.

Mr. Forbes has an interesting fund of 
reminiscences at his disposal relating to 
the prisoners who have passed through 
his hands.- He estimates that in the 
twenty years he has had charge of about 
four thousand different prisoners.

Three years after he assumed the dut 
iee of turnkey, the famous Reginald Bir 
chall case stirred two continents, and 
the prisoner was confined in the jail for 
eight months. Turnkey and prisoner got 
to be good friends, and about once 
each year Mr. Forbes receives a letter 
from ' Mrs. Birchall. who went back to 
England after the execution, and writes 
to her at the same intervals. In one 
letter which he showed the reporter she 
wondered if it were possible that “six 
years and three months had passed since 
that terrible trial."

Birchall was hanged on the 14th of 
November, 1890. During the trial and 
preceding the carrying out of the death 
penalty, Mr. Forbes relates, now with an 
amused recollection, though at the time 

1 it made a serious situation, how they 
were “worried - to death by reporters."

“There were reporters there from all 
over, and they filled the whole town and 
reported the most minute doings of any 
of those who were concerned in the re-

With the insolence all his own, Blood 
boasted that it was “a bold hid for a 
crown," and refused to make any con-% 
fessieu except to the King in person. The 
effeminate curiosity of Charles II. se­
cured not only admission to the royal 
presence, but a pardon and a reward, 
for his during, in Irish estates, worth 
£500 a year, which were granted to the 
daring ruffian.

The crown of Holland, which is said to 
have cost £125,000 about five years ago, 
actually underwent the indignity of 
being stolen by burglars. For nearly a 
couple of years they had it in their pos 
session ; and eventually some of the 
gems from it were found near Blooklyn, 
in the United States. The others -;ub- 
sequently came to light in Belgium, and 
were ultimately restored to their orig­
inal purpose.

Perhaps the crown of Hungary has 
undergone more vicissitudes than any 
other European crown. A long time ago, 
owing to the extinction of the royal 
male line, there were several candidates 
for the Hungarian throne, and eventually 
the Diet bestowed the crown on their 
o>vn nominee.

Having been persuaded to appear in 
public in his coronation robes, with the 
crown on his head, the new sovereign 
was swooped down upon and carrcd off 
by the King of Bohemia, crown and all. 
Much disappointed, the Hungarians 
thereupon made Otto of Bavaria their 
monarch on condition that he made it 
his business to steal back the missing 
crown.

To effect his purpose, Otto made his 
way into Bohemia disguised as a mer­
chant, discovered the precious crown, and

started back to his kingdom with it 
concealed in a cask slung at tlm rear 
of a wagon. In the course of his jour­
ney, however, it was nearly lost again, 
for the jolting of the vehicle mused the 
cask to fall into a deep ditch. It wat 
only fished out with grmt difficulty, but 
its adventures were ended for a time 
with its arrival in Hungary. ■

The next person to tamper with the 
crown was the widow of King Albert. 
Aided by one of her ladies she stitch •! 
it up In a cushion and smuggled it 
across the River Danube into I'erman 
territory, where she herself s. tight re­
fuge.

When pressed for ready cash rdie 
raised. nearly 3,000 dm els upon the 
crown, which she-pledge 1 to tho Em­
peror Frederick. Counties liv-s w,r? 
lost and much blood shed before it 
could be recovered and restored to Hun­
gary. but once again there it was lock'd 
up in a strong fortress and guarded 
night and day.

For the spare of a couple of cen­
turies the crown had a rompt rat ,-vely 
quiet time, though at the time of t'm 
revolution it had n narrow escape. In 
order to prote-t it from the Austrians 
it was buried by a. band of patriots in a 
freest, where it lay eoncra’-d for nearly 
fifty years.

It was then dug-up from its hid'ng- 
plncc. much the worse for its extra­
ordinary experience, and conven'd to 
the Hungarian capital. Finre then the 
crown of Hungary has not figured so 
conspicuously in the romance of stolen 
royal emblems.

Other crowns have been stolen at dif­
ferent times, amongst thrr.i that of 
Scotland. When that country was in­
vaded by the English, under Cromwell, 
the crown, with all the other royal re­
galia. were removed for safçtv to Dun- 
riottar Castle.

Finally the invaders captured Edin­
burgh, and when they were 'aying 
siege to Dunnottflr the defender of that 
place was urged to give up the crown 
and other property, so that it could be 
concealed from the English in some 
remote castle in the Highlands.

This tlie officer refused to do. and, 
consequently, a plan for stealing the pre­
cious jewels was devised by a daughter 
of the Earl of Mar. which was success­
fully carried out by the wife of the 
minister of Kineff. a parish four or five 
miles distant from Dunnottar.

From the English general she ob­
tained permission to visit Dunnottar ; 
'and. with the crown concealed in her 
dress, she mounted her horse for the 
return journey, being helped into the 
saddle by the English general himself? 
Her maid followed on foot with the 
sword and sceptre concealed in bundles 
of lint, which it was pretended were to 
be spun into thread.

They passed safely through the Eng­
lish lines, and on arriving at Kineff the 
crown, with the other articles, was 
buried by the minister secretly in the 
churchyard. He afterward made a 
careful record of their burial, so that 
in ease of his death his relatives or 
friends should know where to find 
them. It only remains to be said that

they were in duo course recovered from 
their grave and returned to the Scot­
tish capital. - Lmdon Tit-Bits.

r.:C3T POPULAR HYMNS.

How $o-r.o of the Most Famous Were 
WMVc.i.

Hrange and pathetic are many of the 
stories connected with the origin of fam­
ous hymns. In some cases, however, fic­
titious loinuvcvB have been built around 
the h»aut;ful words sung in our chapels 
and churches. Fur many years it was 
believed that Cowper’s “God Moves in 
a Mj.-tcri.iu* Way" was written as an 
outpouring of the poet's soul in grati­
tude for the frustration of his attempt­
ed Miivido in October. 1773. The fact, 
however, that this hymn has been 
fourni in a manuscript in which the 
latest date is August. 1773. proves that 
it written before Cowper’s attempt

Then, again, it is a popular belief that 
Augustus Toplndv wrote “Rock of Ages” 
while sheltering from a storm between 
two limestone rocks in the Mendips. No 
proof cf the story is forthcoming, how­
ever, and consequently it must be ac­
cepted with caution. But there is no 
doubt that the author of “Christian?, 
Awake.” John Byrom. composed that 
nvtgnifîcent hymn as a Christmas gift 
to l,i4 favorite daughter. Dorothy, for he 
inscribed upon the manuscript, "Christ­
mas Dnv for Dolly.”

It was characteristic of the late Bish­
op Bickersteth, who wrote “Peace, Per­
fect Peace,” that he alwaj’s found it 
easiest to express in verse whatever sub­
ject was uppermost in his mind. One dav­
it e heard a sermon delivered by Canon 
Gibbon, vicar of Harrogate, on the text. 
“Thou wilt keep hint in perfect pence 
whose mind is staj'ed On Thee,” and 
shortly afterward went to visit an aged 
and dying relative. Archdeacon Hill, of 
Liverpool. Bishop Bickerateth found the 
Archdeacon somewhat troubled in mind, 
and, it being natural to him to express 
in verse tlie spiritual comfort which he 
desired to convey, the Bishop took up a 
sheet of paper and there and then wrote 
down the hymn just exactly as it stands 
and rend it to liis dying friend.

An example of a hymn being written 
to suit a certain tune is furnished by the 
grand old favorite, “I Think When I 
Read That Syveet Story of Old.” Mrs. 
Luke, the author, was very much im­
pressed one day by an old Greek tune 
Which she had seen the children of the 
Normal Infant School. Gray’s Inn road, 
marching to, and while going home on 
the stage coach she wrote the words to 
suit the music on the back of an old en-

There are two accounts of how “Just 
As I. Am” came to be written. One 
authority asserts that it was while she 
lay in great physical weakness on a 
sofa, the other members of the family 
being present at a bazaar in which all 
but the invalid were taking an active 
part, that Charlotte Elliott, the author 
of the hymn; wrote the words which 
have stirred the-hearts of thousands, 

the other hand, the story is that

a young girl was going to the town to 
choose a new dress for a ball. On her 
way she met a priest, who said she ought 
not to go., However, she went, but did 
not enjoy the evening at all and return­
ed home miserable. Charlotte Elliott- 
ifor that was the young girl’s haine) ; 
went to confess to,her priest all about 
it, and asked what she should do. Re 
advised her to go home and tell Jesus 
all about it. “Just as 1 am?” she aaid. 
“Yes. just as you are." She returned 
home, and on her knees composed the 
hymn. The proofs, however, seem to 
point to the first story, which is given 
bj- Dr. Julian.

Dr, Julian, by the way. tells us that 
the total number of Christian hymns in 
the 200 or more languages and dialects 
in which they have been written is not 
les sthan 400,000. Germany coming first 
with 100.000. and England next. 'The 
most popular hymns, according to a cen­
sus which he has taken, are. “When I 
Survey the Wondrous Cross,” ‘“Awake, 
Mv Soul, and With the Sun.” “Hark, the 
Herald Angels Sing," and “Rock of Agee, 
Cleft for Me.”

LOCKJAW AND HYDROPHOBIA.

Old-Time and Modern Methods of 
Treating These Dread Diseases.

The fearful tetanus, or lockjaw, was as­
cribed In all tbe books when I was a student 
to puncture or Irritation of a nervy, and both 
hands and feet were sometimes cut off to 
stop the irritation going up the nerve to the 
seine. Now we know that it is due to a 
fata1 poison in the blood, which acta like 
strychnia, though more painfully, and which 
is produced by a bacillus lodged In a punc­
tured wound made by some stick, nail or pis­
tol wad on which this evil bacillus happen­
ed to be. It i« a soil bacillus and awarme 
in rich garden earth, particularly where gu­
ano or fish manure is used. " All wounds, 
therefore, Into which earth has entered should 
bn promptly cauterized.

Hydrophobia also presents another Illustra­
tion of what modern science can do. A 
recent remarkable discovery by Dr. Ira Van 
Glesen. of the Laboratory of the New York 
Board of Health, makes it possible now to 
deteimine in c few minutes what used ft 
take weeks to decide. As dogs are eo gen­
erally shot if they bite people in tbe streets, 
it then becomes an anxious question whe­
ther the dog xves mad or not. Formerly, to 
settle this nuestlon. rabbit:- were Inoculated 
with the saliva or blood of the suspected dog. 
to set- if it gave them the diseuse. But *t 
might be necessary to wait a month to be 
sure on this point. But Dr. Van Giesen 
has discovered that a slice of a mad dog's 
brain shows an appearance in the brain-cells 
never found exrent In rabies. If this is found 
the scrum treatment Initiated by the illus­
trious Pasteur should be commenced at 
once, because It very rarely fills to prevent 
the development, of this dreadful malady If 
begun in time.—Dr. William Hanna - Thom­
son, in Everybody’s Magazine.

It was announced that the members 
of the Board would have a conference 
on Thursday with W. L. Ross, solicitor 
for those who are desirous of prosecuting 
the parties charged with contributing to 
the Coal Oil Inlet nuisance. The money 
to defray the expense attached to a High 
Court action has all been subscribed.

On the suggestion of the chairman, 
the Medical Health Officer was empow­
ered to order the collection of garbage 
from certain places around the city, 
from which the scavengers have not 
been, in the habit of taking garbage.

Embargo on Grain.

St. Paul, Minn., Nov. 4.—A despatch 
from Grand Forks, N. D.. says: “Sena­
tor Hansbrough to-day sent the follow­
ing telegram to President Roosevelt: 
-Fully 100,000.000 bushels of grain are 
now ready to be marketed in the two 
Dakotas and Minnesota, and there » 
no money with which to do it. Ihe 
necessities of the northwest are, there­
fore, much greater than in any other 
section of the country, demanding the 
fullest consideration at the hands of the 
Treasury Department.

“Ten ‘million dollars placed in Twin 
City banks would raise the embargo and 
start grain shipments to Europe. This 
would relieve the financial stress in the 
east much quicker than a deposit of 
treasury funds in New York.”

Washington. Nov. 4.—Senator Nelson, 
of Minnesota, reached here to-day with 
a delegation of bankers from St. Paul 
and Minneapolis, and had an audience 
with President Roosevelt this afternoon. 
To-night the delegation had another con­
ference with the President, at which 
Secretary Cortelvou was present. Mea­
sures for the relief-of the grain men of 
the northwest were talked over, and it 
was authoritatively announced by Sec­
retary Cortelvou to-night that he had 
agreed to extend help, and to do every­
thing else possible to improve the situ­
ation with respect to the movement of 
grain. Just what he proposed to do he 
would not state.

COAL DEPOSITS IN GREENLAND.

Discovery of Great Importance to 
Esquimaux.

London, Nov. 4. —That Greenland 
possesses considerable ‘mineral wealth 
including coal, has been known for 
many year», but until now no serious 
attempt has been made, owing to ad­
verse climatic conditions to extract 
on anything like a big scale these na­
tural riches from the soil. Extensive 
coal deposits have been discovered by 
a German mining expert on the main­
land near Disko Island, and an exhaus­
tive report is being drawn up for the 
Danish Governin'?ifct setting forth the 
conditions under which the,se coal 
fields could be profitably workcxl.

The production of coal would revolu­
tionize the domestic arrangement» of 
the native Esquimaux who still depend 
on blubber and train oil for f'?ating 
and lighting purposes. As regards the 
other minerals a company has been 
formed recently lit Copenhagen which 
has secured a twenty years’ concess­
ion from the Danish Government to 
work the mineral deposits in Green­
land: but coal will probably be made 
a State monopoly.

HARD COAL 
IN CITY HALL.

City Engineer Thinks it is Prefer­
able to Smoke Consumer.

Representative! of Rival Companies 
Wanted Their Devices Tried.

New Patrol Station to be Opened 
Within a Week.

After the Markets Committee Had 
passed a resolution last evening deciding 
to burn hard coal in the, City Hall, the 
representatives of two rival companies 
exploiting smoke consumers and fuel 
savers appeared, and for an hour or 
more debated the merits of their devices. 
The aldermen ljstened patiently, and 
then decided to lay the matter over 
without taking any action. In the mean­
time- hard coal will be used. Chairman 
Nicholson declared that if he knew it 
the City Hall clerks would not work this 
winter with their overcoats on and com­
plaining of being frozen half to death.

The City Engineer in a report on 
smoke consumers advised that it would 
be more economical for the City Hall, 
where there was not a large plant, to 
use hard coal. It cost about $!)0U to 
heat the Hall with soft coal, and the 
cost of hard coal was estimated at 
$1,2011.

Although Aid. Lees seconded the mo­
tion to use hard coal, he said he did so 
under the impression it would not cost 
any more than with soft coal. If any 
extra $300 was to be spent he favored 
giving the smoke consumers a trial.

One of the representatives of the 
smoke consumers claimed he could ef­
fect a saving of 20 per cent.

The tender of the Cataract Power 
Company for lighting the new patrol 
station was accepted. As soon as the 
lights are installed, which will lie within 
the course of a week, the station will 
be formally opened.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMES TEAi> REGULATION’S

ANY even numbered section of Dominion 
Lands in Manitoba or the North-West 

Fiovlnces, excepting 8 and 26, not reserved, 
may be homesteaded by any person the sole 
head of the family, or male over 18 years of 
age. to the extent of one-quarter section, of 
160 acres, more or less.

Application for homstead entry must be 
made in person by the applicant at the of­
fice pf the local Agent or Sub-agent. Entry 
by proxy may, hewever, be made on certain 
conditions by the father, mother, son, daugh­
ter, brother, or sister of an intending home-

An application tor entry or inspection made 
personally at any Sub-agent's office may be 
wired to the local Agent by the Sub-agent, 
at the expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram such application Is to have priority 
and the land will be held until the neces­
sary papers to complete the transaction are 
received by mall.

In case of •'personation" the entry will be 
summarily cancelled and the applicant will 
forfeit all priority of claim.

An application for Inspection must be 
made In person. The applicant must be eli­
gible for homestead entry, and only one ap­
plication for Inspection will be received from 
an Individual until that apnlication has been 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is In good 
standi ns and not liable to concellatlon, may, 
eubject to approval of Department, relin­
quish It in favor of father, mother .-on, 
daughter, brother or sister, if eligible, but 
to no one else, on filling declaration of aban­
donment.

Where an entry Is summarily cancelled, 
or voluntarily abandoned, subsequent to in­
stitution of cancellation proceedings, the ap­
plicant for Inspection will be entitled to prior 
right of entry.

Applicants for Inspection must state in what 
particulars the homesteader is In default, 
and If subsequently the statement Is found 
to be Incorrect In material particulars, the 
applicant will lose any prior right of re­
entry, should the land become vacant, or if 
entry has been granted It may be summarily 
cancelled.

DUTIES—A settler Is required to perform 
/he conditions under one of the following

(1) At least six months' residence upon 
and cultivation of ihe land In eaca year dur­
ing the term of three years.

(2) If the father (or mother. If tho father 
is deceased), of a homesteader resides upon 
a farm in the vicinity of the land entered 
for by tiuch homesteader tho requirement os 
to residence may be satlsflil by such person 
resldlne with the father or mother.

13) If the settler has his permanent resi­
dence upon farming land owned by him In 
the vicinity of his homestead, the require­
ment may be satisfied by residence upon such

Before making application for patent the 
settler must give six months’ notice in writ­
ing to the Commissioner of Dominion Lands 
at Ottawa, of his intention to do go. 
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTII-WEST 

MINING REGULATIONS 
COAL—Coal mining rights may be leased 

for a period of twenty-one years at an an­
nual rental of $1 per acre. Not more than 
2,660 acres shall be leased to ono individual 
or company. A royalty at the rate of five 
cents per ton shall be collected on the mer­
chantable coal mined.

QUARTZ.—A person eighteen years of age, 
or over, having discovered mineral in place, 
may locate a claim 1,500 x 1,590 feet.

Tho fee for recording a claim is J5.
At least $100 must be expended on the claim 

each year or paid to the mining recordor in 
lieu thereof. When $500 has been expended 
or paid, the locator may, upon having a 
survey made, and upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase the land at $1 per

The patent providas for the payment cf a 
royalty of 2M» per cent, on the sales.

Placer mining claims generally are 100 feet 
square; entry fee $5, renewable yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases to 
dredge for gold of five miles each for a term 
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion 
of the Minister of the Interior.

The leeseo shall have e dredge In opera­
tion within one eeaeon from the date of the 
lease for each five miles. Rental $10 per 
annum tor each mile of river leased. Roy­
alty at the rate of 2>4 per cent, collected os 
the output after it exceeds $10,000.

EDITORIAL ON FOOTBALL.

Says the Ottawa Çltizen editorially
Football, one of the most manly and inter­

esting sports of the year, is now having its 
season, and thousands of spectators are min­
ing out in our Canadian cities to witness 
the contests on the field. As in lacrosse and 
hockey, the same vicious propensity i« ap­
parent on. the part of some teams to match 
brute force against science and clean play. 
So far. however, there Is a distinct im- 
proveemm this season, due to the influence 
which Is being exercised by the better ele­
ments to have the game played on Ils mér­
ita and to discountenance the importation in­
to the game of what is. by a pleasant eu­
phemism, termed rough play. In the prize 
ring any contestant who endeavors to evade 
thé rules and win a fight by a resort to 
rough-and-tumble tactics Is Immediately 
ruled but. and suffers the penalty of unfair­
ness by the decision of the referee. It seems 
strange that in the better class of sports 

• this same spirit of fair play seems to be 
lacking. Partisan sports who would not tol­
erate an infringement of the rules of the 
prize ring will defend and applaud equally 
flagrant departures from the rules of ^port 
in other games, and are not ashamed to pro­
fit by the success thus unfairly achieved. 
Also, the slackness or inefficiency of referees 
such a* would her be tolerated iq a prize 
ring are not infrequently regarded with leat- 
enço under existing conditions in other lines 
of sport.

Referring particularly to the case of Pete 
Flett. the Argonaut half-back, who was 
struck in the jaw by a Montreal man after 
having got rid of the ball, and not long after­
wards Was kicked on the head by a Montreal 
player who ran at him as he lay on the 
grourti with the ball, the Citizen continues:

But what Is to be said of a referee and 
umpire who stand by and allow such brutal 
unfairness without adequately punishing the 
team responsible for it ? That in the case of 
the first assault the referee witnessed it was 
apparent, because he inflicted punishment 
upon the player who was gllty, bt the re­
feree's conception ef his duty must have 
been peculiar when the deliberate assault on 
the Toronto man elicited the ridiculously in­
sufficient penalty of five minutes on the 
bench. If in a pugilistic encounter a contes­
tant had taken such a mean advantage he 
would have been promptly penalized by the 
victory being awarded to his opponent on a 
foul. Yet in a competition of presumably 
honorable athletes in the football field a re­
sort to much more unfair tactics Is practi­
cally condoned by the official. In a mlx-up 
in a prize ring, amid the excitement of per­
gonal encounter, a pugilist may accidentally 
infringe the rules, but no excuse is accept­
ed. On the football field players are not 
supposed to deliberately Injure each other, 
and when one of them assaults an opponent 
when the ball Is not even In his hands he 
should be ruled off the field for the entire 
season, and his club incidentally penalized 
,bv the loss of his services. Under the loose 
standards which govern our amateur games 
a referee such as the one who servo! In that 
capacity at Toronto puts a premium upon 
unfairness, and encourages clubs which can­
not win by scientific play to seek succeat 
by tbc importation into the game of assault 
and battery. So long as such referees are 
employed, eo long will Canadian sport be 
disgraced by the “too eeful men" who can-

One Scoured This Week.

legal Action In Coal Oil Inlet Case 
Begins This Month.

Too Expensive to Build New Jolley 
Cut Road, Barrow Says.

City Engineer Barrow announced 
this morning that the James street 
reservoir would be** cleaned out this 
week. The Barton reservoir will not 
be touched this fall. It was given a 
thorough cleaning last year and it re­
quired a week to do the job. Mr. Bar- 
row says the James street one can 
be cleaned in a day.

It is expected that the legal machin­
ery by which it is hoped to abolish 
the Coal Oil Inlet nuisance will be 
set in motion this month. The course 
to be pursued will probably be to 
apply to the judge for a temporary 
injunction restraining the parties al­
leged to be contributing to the nui­
sance from doing business. It ia 
thought me city and otner parties in­
terested might join with the Board 
of Health and Radial Company in 
filling in the inlet, but it is doubtful 
even then if the big east end con­
cerns backing the board in the legal 
battle would be content to have the 
places remain as at present. The 
board meets on Thursday night to 
talk the matter over.

' Mr. Barrow, after inspecting the 
sandsucker at the Beach yqsterday 
and having a conference with those 
in charge of the work of repairing 
the damage done by the fire, has 
mapped out a programme which he 
says will save the city considerable 
money. The machinery has « been 
taken off the dredge which is to be 
floated over the middle road to the 
end of the other basin, where it will 
remain for the winter under the^ 
watchful eye of ' Caretaker Myles 
Hunting, thus avoiding the necessity 
of employing" a watchman. The 
dredge will be repaired nt once and 
put in good shape for the spring.

The chief business for the Fire and 
Water Committee to-morrow night is 
the consideration of the specifications 
for the new electric pumps for the 
Beach. Tenders will also be received 
for hydrant patterns and for repair­
ing the old hook and ladder truck.

City Engineer Barrow will report 
on the proposal to supply Dundas 
with water, and the City Solicitor and 
Chief TenEyck on thé oil by-law.

The suggestion made by C. J. Myles 
to build a new road from the Jolley, 
Cut to the head of Victoria avenue 
i$ an excellent one, the city engin­
eer thinks, but he says the cost would 
he pb great as to prevent the work 
being done. On account of the slid­
ing nature of the ground he believe* 

"it would take $50,000 or more to make 
a good job of it.

MINING CASE.
Deputation Asks the Government to 

Give Company Relief.

Toronto, Ont., Nor. 5.— (Special).—A 
large deputation representing the direc­
tors and shareholders of the Temiskam- 
ing and Hudson Bay Mining Co. arriv­
ed in the city in a private car this morn­
ing from New Liekeard and waited on 
Hon. Mr. Cochrane and Hon. W. Foy 
at the Parliament buildings.

THE HAUNTED HOUSE
Winnipeg Free Press His to Pay 

* Thousand Dollars.

Ottawa, Nov. 5.— (Special)—In the Su­
preme Court to-day judgment was given 
dismissing the appeal of the Manitoba 
Free Press against Nagy with costs. 
The câse arose out of a paragraph in 
the Free Press about a haunted house. 
Mr. Nagy, the owner, sued fojr damages, 
and the trial judge dismissed the case. 
On an appeal $1,000 damage was given 
Nagy. From this judgment the Free 
Prêts appealed to the Supreme Court at 
Ottawa, and the appeal has been dismiss­
ed, which means that Mr. Nagy gets 
$1,000 damages.

Ottawa Free Press: The victory was 
complete and Ottawa earned every point 
scored. Hamilton’s total, secured in the 
second quarter, was the result of 
O’Brien’s fumble, the ball rolling over 
the line, where Barron fell in for a 
touchdown. The sudden change of tide 
cannot be ecounted in any particular 
way but to a proverbial Ottawa finish, 
which in turn brought about disorgani­
zation and defeat to the Tigers. Where 
Hamilton was strong in the first half, 
viz., the line, she waa outplayed in the 
second. Early in the game Ballard and 
his backs pulled off some magnificent 
criss-crosses of such perplexing design 
the Ottawa team was wholly at sea and 
Tigers made from two to twenty yards 
every time it was worked. Indeed, as 
soon as the ball was scrimmaged, each 
Ottawa player marked a man, and it 
was only in this manner the play was 
stalled, the whereabouts of the bell be­
ing as mysterious as Raymond Hitch­
cock. Tigers kept pushing and eftioving, 
and despite ‘‘King” Clancy’s entreaties 
from the side lines to “get ’em low,” the 
jungle boys steadily advanced toward 
their goal. Ottawa never handled the 
ball for a full five minutes after the kick 
off. In the second half they were sel­
dom out of possession.

The Tiger wings appeared able to find 
their way through the Ottawa line with 
utmost ease in the first half. Oftentimes 
Williams. Coursol and Gleeson were 
downed hard before they had loppor- 
tunities to punt. On the other hand, 
the first portion of the match saw the 
Tiger backs well protected. But that 
only applies to the initial stage of the 
game. In the second half matters were 
diametrically opposite. Ryan. Aylmer 
and Church blocked when Ottawa had 
the ball, and tore through when the Tig­
ers had it.

The Ottawa backs handled the greasy 
ball with more assurance in the fourth 
quarter then they have ever shown un­
der more favorable conditions. After 
Gleeson retired, Williams moved to cen­
tre half and did most of the punting. 
The manner in which he carried back 
kicks and eluded the Tiger wings after 
feinting to punt, showed his heed was 
screwed on the proper way.

Art Moore, the lightning right-half, is 
the best all-round player seen at ’Var- 
sity Oval in some years. And at that 
the shocking state of the turf did not 
give him an opportunity of displaying 
his best. Speed is apparently his long 
suit, but he also possesses a good toe 
and a trusty pair of hands. When Tig­
ers were on the defence. Moore moved 
up to the wing on the right side and 
proved a useful man at blocking. Few 
escape when he tackles. DumjJV Ral 
lard is a little box of tricks. That dou­
ble-barrelled criss-cross was indeed an 
elusive problem for the Ottawa wings 
to negotiate. Probably with better foot­
ing Ballard would have worked it more 
effectively. The soft state of the ground 
did not assist his line bucking either. 
All his signals connected and the whole 
team seemed well drilled in them. The 
whole Tiger line is hard-working, aggres­
sive, and plays straight football. Not a 
man attempts any underhand work, de­
pending entirely on his football ability 
to win the game. They ere also thor­
oughly imbued with a fine sporting in­
stinct, and while one of the hardest and 
best playing team» that ever came to 
Ottawa, they likewise are a collection of 
gentlemen end a credit to their town.
