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JUMPED FOR 
THEIR LIVES.

Residence of Railway General 
Manager Burned Down.

His Mother Perished in the Flames 
and Others Hurt.

Wife and Daughter Injured—Cook’s 
Flying Leap.

New Haven, Conn., .Tan. 13.—In a fire 
tfli&t destroyed the residence of Samuel 
Higgins, general manager of the New 
York, New Haven & Hartford Railroad, 
here early to-day, his mother, Mr®. Hig- 
gine, lost her life; his mother-in-law, 
Mrs. M. E. Corbin, was probably fatally 
hurt., and his wife, daughter Isabel, his 
young son and Ml. Higgins himself bare­
ly escaped death in the flames by jump­
ing front a second storey window.

It was a result of this jump tliat Mrs. 
Corbin was fatally hurt.

Mrs. and Miss Higgins suffered brok­
en legs, and Mr. Higgins was badly 
bruised. The young son, Harold, es­
caped without injury.

A color<xi cook jumped from a third 
storeyr window, landing on the roof of 
the veranda. As quickly as possible the 
injured persons were removed to a near­
by residence, a rut medical aid summoned.

The cause of the fire, it is staled, was 
an overheatcd furnace. When Mr. Hig­
gins was awakened he rushed frojn his 
room to that of his mother, and endeav­
ored to rouse her by pounding on the 
door, but owing to her deafness, he 
thinks she did not hear him. Mr. Hig­
gins, groping through the smoke and 
flames, rushed to each room arousing 
all the members of the family. He had 
hoped that his mother was up. He tried 
to get hack to her room, but the fire eat 
off his way. It was then that the reet 
of the family gathered at a window and 
jumped for their live#.

When the firemen wire able to get in­
to the room on the third floor, occupied 
by Mrs. Higgins, mother of Mr. Higgins, 
there was only a small heap of charred

The 
two warring organizations, the Sue Don 
and the On Yiek, have signed a truce, 
which is to hold until February 10. or 
twenty days after thp Chinese New 
Year. The war has paralyzed business 
and caused considerable loss to the mer­
chants. They desire to take advantage 
of the holiday activity of trade.

The Tongs stipulate that they will 
not be responsible for any individual 
outbreaks by their mem Iters, but state 
that they wUl not sanction any organ­
ized warfare'

Several Chinese have lost their lives 
during the war, which has raged in 
every town on the Pacific coast where 
the Tongs involved are represented. The 
origin of the dispute has never been 
brought out.

BOND TO BE 
SENT BACK.

Alleged Forger From Nashville 
Will be Extradited.

B. B. Bond will be extradited. This 
decision was given yesterday after­
noon, when Mr. George 8.

The quake was strongest in Italy at 
Trevise, 16 miles north of Venice.

BREAKING DOWN.
Thornton Hains Not So Cheerfnl 11 

He Used to Be.

Juryman Knocked Off a Street Car 
and Badly Hurt.

Flushing, X. Y., Jan. 13.—The closing 
address of the defense to the jury in 
the trial of Thornton J. Hains was re­
sumed to-day by John F. .McIntyre, who, 
after speaking all day yesterday, was 
given until noon to-day to conclude.

Bluefield, W. Va., Jan. 12.—More 
than a hundred lives were snuffed out 
to-day in a terrific gas explosion in the 
mines of the Lick branch colliery near 
here. JLt was ill these same rviues that 
fifty workmen .were killed in a «similar 
explosion two weeks ago.

In the quiet of the early morning 
there came a mighty rumbling in ilie 
bowels of the earth xvhich rex'erber- 
ated along the miles of corridors and 
air passages crowded with those who 
work there. Abox-e the tons of earth 
and stone that lay betxx-een the work­
ings and tree-covered mountains 
giant trees quix’ered, and from the 
mine mouth a cloud of flame, soot 
and dust allot forth, followed bx- debris, 
heavy timbers, broken mine cars, and 
even a massive motor used to haul the 
heavily laden cars from the depths.

Scarcely had the detonation died 
away when a throng of terrorized wo­
men and* children, in anxiety and 
dread, rushed to the mine mouth ami 
implored those there to allow them to 
aid in the-effort to save some of their 
lox-ed ones. Mine Foreman Bowers, 
who was near the entrance, was blown 
from his feet, but managed to crawl 
out safely, as did also Robert Smith, a

None of the bodies have been re­
covered. One rescue party came in 
sight of six bodies, but xvas forced 
back. The fire in the mine and the 
deadlj- gases, to sa}’ nothing of the awful 
force of the explosion, preclude any 
chance of rescuing any of the men alive.

Some of the men must have been 
blown to pieces and others incinerated. 
The fans which furnish the fresh air for 
the workings, as in the former explo­
sion, were nut disabled, and arc forcing 
fresh air into tb^ mines.

It is supposed there were well over a 
hundred miners in. the section of the 
mine affected. The debris from the 
explosion' of two xx-eeks ago bad not 
been cleared away, a~d twenty men 
were engaged in this work. Nineteen 
contract miners with their crew's were 
at xvork in a new entry, and it is feared 
that all of these men were lost.

The explosion was in a different part 
of the mine to that of two weeks ago. 
Since that catastrophe the mine had 
been inspected by Government officials 
and by the most' experienced mine men 
in the region, and All, it is said, express- ; 
ed the opinion that it was safe.

Gloomy Statement Regarding the1 
Finance» of Pruuia.

Berlin, Jan. 12.—Baron Yon Rhein- 
baben, the Prussian Minister af Finance, , 
in introducing the Prussian budget into | 
the Diet to-day, sai<l that the business j 
situation in German}' had latterly- 
grown worse. Agriculture, on the other 
hand, had l«een doing well, although the 
early cold in the autumn would prob­
ably affect the grain crops adversely.

The deficit in the budget this year 
would Ik* $44.000.000, even after allow­
ing for an increase in revenue of $13,- 
750,000 through new taxation. The 
budget shows an increase in expendi­
ture ox-er 1908 of $115,750.000.

It being still 
dusk it xvas hard to see the animal. In 
a minute or two the vicious brute made 
a descent of the stairway and ran 
straight for a number of calves, snap­
ping at their heads. Mr. Black found 
a pitchfork, ami with a well aimed 
stroke drove the prongs of the fork 
into the infuriated brute, holding him 
captive while Mr. McVittie secured a 
sledge hammer and despatched him.

RAILROAD STRIKE IN BRAZIL.

Employees of Great Western Seized 
Rolling Stock and Terminals.

Pernambuco, Brazil, Jan. 12.—The Bra­
zilian employees of the Great Western 
Railway of Brazil, a British concern 
employing 4,000 men. went on strike this 
afternoon. Race feeling against the Brit­
ish runs high in the States, and the po­
lice were called out to preserx-e order. 
They were powerless, howex-er, to pre­
vent the raiding of the company’s main 
offices. The strikers have seized the roll­
ing stock and practicaliv are in posses­
sion of the terminals. Further violence 
is feared, and the Federal Uox-ernment 
has troops in readiness.

VATICAN BY ELECTRIC LIGHT.

Beauty of Borgia Rooms Revealed by 
Modern Illumination.

“Have you seen the frescoes in the 
Borgia apartment by electric light i< 
the question of the moment in the Eter­
nal City.

Those who have answered it in the 
negative, says the Rosary Magazine, 
hasten to repair the omission and finit 
that the reality surpasses their expecta­
tions—whieh though usual in fiction is 
rare in faet.

They were always worthy of admira­
tion—these richly decorated, lofty rooms, 
where the events and episodes of a long 
buried past clamor for remembrance— 
but it lias lieen reserved for the finger 
of modernity to bring to light some of 
their hitherto unrevealed beauties.

Til the daytime, by reason of their as­
pect. it is somewhat difficult to realize 
their exquisite coloring, but at night 
the clear yet subdued radiance of electric 

I lamps shines down upon the nvtc’iless 
tints of Pinturiechio’s frescoes, and it is 
then especially that the Borgia atmos­
phere becomes a thing to be felt.

The Borgia apartment, adorned by the 
celebrated Umbrian painter for .Alex­
ander VI.. is situated on the first floor 
of the Vatican palace under the stanze 
of Raphael. Julian IT. was their next 
occupant, but he deserted them, and for 
400 years they remained untenanted.

In" 1816 they were again taken into 
use as a picture gallery, but subsequent­
ly. owing to the scarcity of . light, the 
paintings placed there were removed and 
the rooms were converted into a some­
what miscellaneous sort of museum and 
library, '["heir restoration was begun 
by the late pontiff. Leo XIII.. in 1801.

One enters first the Hall of Pontiffs, 
then passes to the Hall of Mysteries, 
hung with splendid tapestries and richly 
decorated bv Pinturrichio himself. Be­
yond tbe Hall of Mysteries is the Hall 
of Saints, the liest preserved and most 
beautiful room of the series. Here Pin- 
turicebio is at his best, the “Dispute of 
Rt. Catharine before Maximian” being 
considered by many the artist’s master-

Next is the Hall of Science anr Art. 
with splendid allegorical «paintings by 
Pinturrichio. There are two withdrawing

rooms beyond, but these were decorated 
by later and less able artists. It is in 
the Hull of Science and Art that the 
present occupant of the Borgia apart­
ment, Cardinal Merry del Val. Secretary 
of State to Pius X., receives his visitors, 
lie uses the adjoining Terre Borgia as 
a study.

A GREAfDOCKYARD
Collin gwood Plant to be Very 

Much Enlarged.

Collingwood, Jan. 12.—A report which 
appeared in an evening paper to the ef­
fect that the Collingwood Shipbuilding 
Company had leased the Government 
dry dock at Kingston is neither confirm­
ed nor denied by the authorities of the 
former company here. W hen seen they 
intimated that it is their intention to 
greatly enlarge the plant at Collingwood 
and referred to the purchase of an addi­
tional waterfront of ten acres from the 
town by the almost unanimous consent 
of the electors at the recent elections as 
an indication of the magnitude of the 
proposed extensions. According to the 
directors of the company, the enlarge­
ments will include two new dry docks, 
one four hundred feet in length and the 
other seven hundred and five feet in 
h ngtli. with the necessary equipment.

PRIZES FOR AIRSHIPS.

Aeronaut’s Association Decides on 
Liberal Policy.

London, Jan. 12.—The International 
Association of Aeronauts to-day adopted 
a resolution that the federation should 
found prizes to the value of $240,000 for 
aviation and dirigible balloons. The 
plan provides for a $10.000 gold cup as

The suggestion was made that the Unit­
ed States. Germany, tirvat Britain and 
France shall each contribute $40.000 to 
this fund, and Belgium. Spain, Italy and 
Austria $20.000 each. Twenty thousand 
dollars is to 1m* devoted to the construc­
tion of portable sheds for the compete 
ing machines.

I contains any customs of the earlier 
| liturgy. This great ceremony takes place 

on -Easter, Christmas and St. Peter’s 
day. .lime 2b. The deacon and suh- 
dvaeou at this mass are both cardinals.

The epistle and gospel are read inVoth 
Latin and Creek, says the Rosary Xlagn- 
ziiu*. The Pope elevates the bust, at the 
centre and toward each side of the altar. 
Tin* cardinal-deaeon of the gospel makes 
a second oatension,” elevating first the 
host and then the chalice.

The Po|>e returns to the throne after 
the Lord's prayer and “Pax Domini” 
ami the deacon brings the host to him. 
the Pope kneeling while the deaeon 
comes from the altar to the throne, but 
rising to receive holy communion.

There have been many discussiotis con­
cerning the \ commun ion at the throne, 
and a» far back ns Innocent TIT. we find 
in this Pope’s writing: “The Roman 
Pontiff does not communicate when he 
breaks”—that is, where he breaks the 
host in the mass—“he breaks at the 
altar, but communicates at lii.s seat; the 
reason fog this being that Christ broke 
th-" bread lx*fore the disciples at Em- 
maiis. lmt ate tiefore the twelve disciples 
at Jerusalem.”

St. Bona venture xv rites that this rite 
may express the Passion of our Lord, 
who suffered exposed to the general 
view, xvilli everyone passing around

Him. It is certain that the deacon 
bringing the aucharist to the bishop is a 
very ancient ceremony, coming doxvn 
from the days when the saving of mass 
was in every way—in act and signifi­
cation—made a united and common 
action, and when the bishop did not per­
form all the liturgy nt the altar, as (lie 
celebrant of the mass of the present day

At the elevation in the Pope’s mass no 
bell is rung. The ancient, rubric directed 
that the l>ell at consecration should In­
ning at a low mass, but not at a high 
mas», where it is easier to follow the 

| action of the celebrant. This explains 
I how the clear toned silver trumpets 
j came into use. These trumpets are 
j sounded from within the dome of St. 
j Peter’s at the consecration during the 

Pope's mass, a sou ml which has been 
seldom heard since the eventful year of 

j 1870
j The pax is given at t ;ie usual place by 
! fhe Pope to the cardinal-bishop (who, 
1 as assistant priest, represented the arch- 
j deacon of Romo of old times). then to 
j two assistant cardinal-deacons, keeping 
' tin* kiss of peace for the cardinal-deacon 

of the gospel until after communion. 
On other occasions, in his low mass, in 
our times, the Pojm* kisses the instru­
ment. called the pax. introduced in later 
times. In other ways the Pope's low 
mass does not differ from that of any 
bishop.

Carthage, Ill., Jan. 12.—The farewell 
letter written by Rev. J. H. Carmichael 
to his wife just before he cut his throat 
,in this city yesterday was made public 
here to-day. The letter is dated Carth­
age, Jan. 9, and is brief. It throws no 
new light on the mystery surrounding 
the murder by the minister of Gideon 
Browning and the later tragic suicide of 
Carmichael here.

After stating that he had tired of be­
ing chased and had written all the par­
ticulars of his crime to Sheriff Wagen- 
sell, Carmichael wrote:

“1 shall soon lie in the hands of the 
State officials or the Judge of All. I 
wish I had told you or some other friend 
of the influence this man was gaining 
over me, but I feared you would only 
laugh. I alone was the coward; it rob­
bed me of judgment. I thought I could 
get away and hide and then be helpful 
to you when the excitement was over. 
Good-by to you and each of the children. 
Your loving husband.—J. II. Oarmich-

On the back of the letter was written:
‘This is my share in the Axtell pro­

perty. I shall never need it. 1 enclose 
herewith the sum of $185.

“I cannot tell why it all came about as 
it did. My money I had kept concealed 
on ray person while Joe was at home, 
and I happened to have it with me that 
awful night, so I have plenty to use. You 
know I did not prepare to leave in such

"If I had not been crazed with fear I 
would have let Browning know of The 
deed that night before it went so far, 
but Ivwas in a state of terror.”

The story of the disappearance of the 
money has led the officials of this county 
on a mysterious hunt. A note was found 
in his vest pocket reading:

"Please send the money attached to 
my night dresè to my wife, to whom a 
letter lying here is addressed.''

CARMICHAEL BLAMED.
Adair, Mich.. Jan. 12.—Sitting in the 

same little country church in which Gid­
eon Browning was murdered a week ago 
to-night, a coroner's jury to-day brought 
in a formal verdict, finding that the mur­
der was committed by the. Rev. John H. 
Carmichael, and that he burned the body 
in the church stove. Little that was new 
developed in the testimony of the wit­
nesses at the inquest.
AFTER INSURANCE, SAYS DEPUTY.

Burlington, Ill., Jan. 12.—Whew the 
body of John H. Carmichael, of Adair, 
Mich., confessed slayer of Gideon 
Browning, whom he slew and cremated 
ih Rattle Run Methodist Church, near 
Adair. Mich., passed through Burlington 
to-night on ‘he way to Port Huron, 
Mich., from Carthage, III., where the 
preacher committed suicide yesterday, 
Deputy Sheriff Moore, of Port Tjuron, 
gave tl as his opinion that. Carmichael 
was entirely prompted to murder of 
Browning by mercenary motives, and 
that, the purpose ii_ ‘he murder of 
Browning was to give the impression 
that he himself was the victim, so that 
his wife might receive the insurance 
money.

An imitation of this character is al­
ways worded in the third person and Is 
used for certain very formal affairs 
where a great number of people are to 
be invited. I think we can say tho 
guests should number at least 106. In­
vitations for balls and weddings must, 
however, always be engraved.

For a lunch­
eon. & dinner or other social function. If 
vou are going to send out It** or more 
invitations, let them be engraved. The 
form would then be:

if you use your crest ortoo ornate, 
monogram. let it be in one color or in 
plain white rather than in gold or sil­
ver. and do not use any but plain envel­
opes. In other words. let your notes and 
invitations show no evidence of vul­
garity cr dtsp’ay. A man uses only 
white note paper. Women may use any 
shade they admire, bjjt it Is always well 
to keep some plain white paper in the 
house for ordinary correspondence. A 
lady would never use faintly perfumed 
and crested paper for a business letter. 
Such daintiness should be kept to de­
light intimate friends and those who 
like a tou'h of personality.

About addressing the Invitations there 
Is no set form, though there is always 
a custom which may be followed. When 
a double envelope Is employed—usually 
only for wedding Invitations—the name 
of the father and mother of the family 
addressed is placed on the outside en­
velope. while the inside one may bear 
the name of the entire family. This 
seems to be the most recent idea. It Is 
usually considered better form, how­
ever. to address both envelopes to the 
same people.

Thus tea cards, which are sent to all 
members of the family, and wedding 
invitations may be addressed to:

vented me replying to a letter that ap­
peared in your issue of Jan. 2nd, in 
which the writer (who I understand is 
an employee of the Hamilton Sewer 
Pipe Co) attacked me in a very unfair

In the first place he points out that 
the city purchased 12 inch sewer pipe 
in 1899 and 1900 for 22 cents per foot, 
which he says is lower than what the 
city is paying to-day. To Iky the mat­
ter fair before your readers he should 
also have said that this was owing to 
strenuous competition at that time. He 
might also have told you that the mom­
ent that competition ceased, the price 
started to go up until it reached 34 
cents per foot in 1905, when the writer 
of this letter competed first and was 
instrumental in having the price brought 
down to the present figure.

He insinuates that I am booming goods 
made in the United States, while as a 
matter of fact the big bulk of the goods 
I handle in this line are made at Swan­
sea, near Toronto. It is true that I sell 
some goods made in the United States 
and so docs the Hamilton Sewer Pipe 
Co. for he must know that there are cer­
tain lines of these goods imported from 
the States liecause the clay that is used 
n the local factories is not adapted for 

making them.
In reply to his assertion that I am the 

head and tail of the brick combine which 
he says has shut, out competition, I 
would say that it is true that I am the 
manager of the Hamilton Builders" Sup­
ply Company, but this company has not 
shut out competition because two of the 
largest yards in the city, belonging to 
Mr. Geo. Webb and Mr. Geo. Mills, 
do not sell their output to the Builders’ 
Supply Company and there wan no time 
during 1908 when competition could not

I would also like to point out that 
Hamilton is a manufacturing city and 
that the greater part of the goods man­
ufactured here is shipped out and I have 
no doubt the great bulk of the product 
of the Hamilton Sewer Pipe factory is 
used outside of Hamilton.

If it became generally known through­
out the country that our city would not 
buy goods because they were not manu­
factured in "Hamilton, it mignt act as 
a boomerang

When the management of the Hamil­
ton Sewer Pipe factory rebuilt their 
works recently they imported brick from 
Toronto. My reason for pointing this out 
is to show how unfair they arc when 
they accuse me of knocking at a Hamil­
ton industry.

To give you an idea of what prices they 
are getting, February, 1908, was the last 
time we competed for the city sewer pipe 
contract, 'flic Hamilton Sewer Pipe Com­
pany’s tender for 24-inch pipe was $1.30 
per foot. Junctions $5.85 each. My ten­
der was $1.04 per foot. Junctions $5 
each. Thev got the contract at the ad­
vanced prices.

Right now-Lh* city is putting down a 
24-inch sewbr'on Princess street, from 
X) ent worth street to Milton avenue, a 
distance of over 1,200 feet. Had my ten­
der been accepted the rate payers would 
have saved at least $312 in this one in­
stance.

ENGLISH ROYALTY.

Luxurious Furnishings of the New 
Car Built for King Edward.

The three railway corporations (tou­
trolling the Easi Coast, route between 
London and Scotland have just com­
pleted a new and luxuriously fitted roy­
al train for the exclusive use of their 
Majesties King Edward VII. and Queen 
Alexandra and other members of the 
British royal family. Hitherto when the 
royal family have travelled over portions 
of the East Coast route the train built 
some years ago at the London and 
Northwestern (Company's works at XVol- 
verton has been utilized; but now the 
East Coast companies are in possession of 
their own special train.

The King's saloon is 67 feet in length 
over the body, 9 feet- wide and 12 feet 
11 inches high from rail level to top of 
roof. It is constructed of teak with a 
steel underframe and is carried on two 
six wheeled bogies. Entrance is obtain­
ed from double doors opening inward at 
each end ; the mouldings round the pan­
els and windows are of gilt brass and 
the centre of the bottom panels is orna­
mented with his Majesty’s cipher. On 
each side of the doors are gilt grip pan­
els extending from the cornice to the 
floor. The outside panels are of speci­
ally selected figured teak and the cen­
tre panel hears his majesty’s coat of

Commencing at one end the saloon is 
divided as follows Entrance balcony, 
smoke room, day saloon, bedroom or din­
ing room, dressing room, attendant's 
compartment.

The bedroom, or dining room, is four­
teen feet long and the walls are pan­
elled and enamelled white, the furniture 
being in mahogany inlaid with king-.vood 
and covered with fine old rose colored 
silk damask with green silk embroidered 
cushions. When used for day journeys 
the bed is taken out and the compart­
ment is converted into a dining room.
In order to give uniformity of effect all 
of these rooms, with the exception of 
the attendant's compartment, are car­
peted alike with a fine plain Saxony 
pile old rose carpet, and all the cur­
tains and blinds are of soft green 
silk, with white silk embroidery. In 
addition to electric radiators the saloon 
is heated by means of warmed air, which 
is delivered into the various compart­
ments through ducts from electric blow­
ers situated in the attendant's compart­
ment. Ventilation is also afforded in the 
same way. and the air from the roof ven­
tilators is extracted by means of elec­
tric exhausters.

In addition to the saloon for his Maj­
esty tlic King two special saloons have 
been constructed for his Majesty's suite 
and friends, which are vestibuled on to 
the royal saloon. These saloons are car­
ried on four wheeled bogies of special j 
design with ten foot, wheel base. The ’j 
vehicles ary fifty-eight feet six inches 
long and are fitted with easy chairs and 
couches upholstered in green tapestry. 
The partitions are so arrangeil that 
each of the saloons can be made into 
four bedrooms.—From the Scientific Am­
erican.

ANY person who Is the sole head of a fam­
ily, or any male over 18 years old, may 

homestead a quarter-eeotion of available 
Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear in per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or 8ub- 
Agencv for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sister of Intending homeeteeder.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
h's homettoad on a farm of at least 80 acres 
solely owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, eon, daughter, brother or sie-

lii certain conditions a homesteader in good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter section 
alongside his homestead. Price $3.XI per 
acre. Duties—Must reside sax months ta each 
of six vears from date of homeetead entry 
(including the time required to earn home­
stead patent l and cultivate fifty acme extra.

Performance of Çarrier Pigeons With 
the Camera in Germany.

sideration for their comfort many pro; • 
gresaive hog raisers have, during the 
past few years, practically wasted large 
bums of money in building elaborate 
warm houses for their herds. Having 
wintered their stock of all ages and con­
ditions in these structures for .one or 
two season*,, the mistake they had made 
became apparent by reason of the fact" 
that the swine instead of showing grea­
ter vigor, exhibited signs of ill-health in -, 
the form of coughing, lameness, scurfi- 
ness of skin and other evidences of lack 
of thrift. The chief difficulty from 
these close houses is due to the lack of 
exercise taken by the swine kept in 
them. After rising from their comfort- - 
able beds to take their food, which is 
usually provided regularly, near at hand 
and in palatable condition, the pigs fill 
themselves and again return t<* their 
resting places. This mode of living fol­
lowed for weeks and months at a sea­
son of year when outdoor life is uninvit­
ing, even should the pen door be left 
open, i« attended with indigestion, con­
stipation and other forms of sluggish­
ness, causing weak litters, lack of a 
good milk flow in dams, stunted wean­
lings and slow gains in older hogs. Ex­
ercise !.s one essential for swine of all 
ages if hog raising is to be made a suc­
cess, and it is in not providing this that 
the warm pen used for both sleeping 
and feeding fails. For young litters com­
ing in cold weather a warm pen is ne­
cessary, and rather close quarters are 
also conducive to the most profitable 
gains during a hug’s final fattening per- 

I iod, but at no other time in a hog s life 
is close housing advantageous.

“For brood sows due to farrow in the 
late winter or early spring months there 
is no bettev shelter than the moveable 

! cabin. A number of these can be ranged 
j side by side in or near the barn yard. If 
j kept comfortably bedded four or five 
I large sows will lie very comfortably in 
! a cabin constructed according to direc­

tions given further on. The old style of 
rail creep beneath a straw stack, so long 
a* it is cloned on three sides, affords a 
line bed for breeding sows or even 
growing pigs. On some of the most ex­
tensive nog breeding establishments the 
only shelter given the sown in winter 

1 i-s an old barn or shed, lined up to keep 
i the draughts out, and having a con­
stantly open door which affords free and 
unlimited access to the open air. The 
feeding is done in the open, which com­
pels the herd to take a good amount of 
daily exercise, upon which good health 
so much depends.

CHARLES COLES’ SHOCKING 

CRUELTY TO HIS WIFE.

ARCHITECTS’ iVOES.
The Adoption of United States Plans 

i* Resented.

Toronto, Jan. 13.—The Ottawa chapter 
of the Ontario Association of Architects 
is complaining of the custom whereby 
United Status architects are obtaining 
work in Canada. According to a report 
submitted at the annual convention of 
j,he Ontario Association, which opened 
yesterday, a custom exists whereby 
United States architects obtain ac­
ceptance of their plans through the 
medium of a Canadian associate. This 
is greatly deprecated by the Ottawa 
chapter, and no doubt the matter will 
be fully discussed in the course of the 
convention.

In his Presidential address Mr. H. 
B. Gordon said in his opinion some 
general building laws were needed in 
Ontario for the protection of the public 
as well as the profession, especially hav­
ing regard for the ignorance of the pub­
lic bodies responsible for the erection of 
buildings. Bad construction in re­
gard to the erection of a big depart­
mental store, he said, offered a field 
for a horrible horror, while the gen­
eral loss from fire was in itself sufficient 
to cause hard times, and the importation 
of foreign architects was an insult to 
Canadians.

Mr. Gordon advocated the passing 
of laws to regulate the height of build­
ings, and suggested that a feeling of 
confidence would be created in the 
public mind if the calling of expert 
evidence were vested in the courts.

AFTER MANY DAYS.
Several Thousand Soldiers Helping 

in Rescues at Messina.

A NEW YEAR OF CANADA’S 
CENTURY.

(Canadian Pictorial.)
At the portal of this New Year, let 

us pause a moment to decide what our 
personal record for 1900 is to be. The 
greatest need of Canada to-day is strong 
Canadians; not only brawny Canadians, 
physicaJly fit, but brainy Canadians, 
mentally and morally fit. If we, as in­
dividuals, stand firm for the things that 
are true aud honorable, then Canada, 
the nation in the making, must stand 
for those things. 'That there is wrong­
doing in high places to-day, on the part 
of those prominent in municipal provin­
cial, or federal life, is due in no small 
degree to the apathy that is shown by 
the people as a whole. A strong public 
opinion, based on right principles, could 
drive “graft” out of existence, as far as 
Canadian public life is concerned. It is 
a matter for profound thankfulness that 
the public men of this country, as a 
whole, arc honest men, who are devot­
ing their lives to the interests of the peo­
ple, but there are those who apparently 
consider it their right to live on the 
country, vampire-like, sucking its life’s 
blood. But Canada is young enough and 
lusty enough to throw off all these 
blood-suckers, aud to do it a rigorous 
public opinion is the first requisite. Al­
ready there are signs that in the en­
grossing pursuit of money-making, many 
of those whose talents would make 
their services priceless as public men, 
arc shutting their cars to the call of 
service. The same may be said of many 
of those whose moral qualifications, as 
well as ability' and education, would 
make them most desirable representa­
tives of the people. They shrink from 
the “dirty” side of politics. Why must 
there be a dirty side? Morley, in his life 
of Gladstone, says of that great figure 
of the Victorian era: “He was not only 
a political force, but a moral force, fid" 
strove to use all the powers of his geni­
us and the powers of the State fur mor­
al purposes and religious. Nevertheless, 
his mission in all its forms was action. 
He had none of that detachment often 
found among superior minds, which we 
honor for its disinterestedness, even 
while we lament its impotence.

The men that Canada should put in 
high places are not the low-class profes­
sional politicians, hut men of action, 
who will be -a moral force. This can 
only be brought about by the expression 
of public opinion, and the basis of public 
opinion is the individual. Let each of 
us. as Canadians, take a higher view of 
public questions. Let us demand of 
those who represent us in the Township 
Council, the Village Council, the County 
Council, the City Council, the Provin­
cial Legislature, or the Federal Parlia­
ment, integrity rather than bombast, 
and thus do our share towards the for­
mation of a national character that 
shall be out national pride and an ex­
ample to the world.

ITALIAN FRUIT.
The Market Badly Disorganized by 

the Earthquake.

New York, Jan. 12.—The importation 
of fruits and other products from the 
earthquake-stricken districts of Italy 
has bean badly’ disorganized by the 
catastrophe, and as a result prices of 
the products of Sicily and Calabria 
have jumped all the way from 25 to 
350 per cent. The situation is ab­
normal but return to a normal basis 
of trade is expected ^ within three 
months. Exporters expect a repeti­
tion of the conditions which followed 
the California earthquake in 1906. 
when prices jumjied sensationally for 
the first few days following the dis­
aster. but settled back again after 
business had been re-established in 
temporary quarters at Oakland and 
elsewhere.

The situation in Italy is in marty 
respects much worse than that which 
followed the California earthquake. 
Messina was the main shipping jioint 
for lemons to the U. 6. and elsewhere. 
The U. 8. imports 2.000,000 boxes of 
lemons from Italy annualh\. while 
California supplies 1,500,000 boxes 
so that more than half of the normal 
supply has been temporarily cut off.

It is estimated that 200,000 boxes of 
lemons were destroyed in the Messina 
warehouses, but it is not believed fruit 
plantations outside of Messina have 
been damaged greatly. Hundreds of

In our last report we took occasion 

to say that, after a period of unusual

All the a»set.s of the Bank have 
been, as usual, carefully re valued and 
all bad and doubtful debts amply pro­
vided for.

Your Directors have the pleasure of 
reporting eafirings amounting to $1,- 
627,332.76, which, in view ot the dis­
turbed financial conditions of the year, 
we consider very satisfactory. After pro­
viding for thé3*dividends and for the us­
ual contribution to the Pension Fund, 
wo have been able to write $300.000 off 
Bank Premises Account, to add $1,000,000 
to the Rest, making that account $6,000,- 
000, and to carry forward $101,244.88 to 
the credit of Profit and Loss Account.

During the year the Bank has opened 
new branches* at the. following places; 
In Ontario, at Credicon, Exeter, Forest, 
and Thedford, the first two and the 
last-named being branches taken over 
from Ihe Sovereign Bank of Canada; 
in Manitoba, at Rivers; in Saskatche­
wan, at Delisle, Elbow, Melville, Out­
look, Tugaske, and \Y a trous ; In Al- 
lierta, at Monarch; and in British Co­
lumbia, at Revelstoke and Park Drive, 
Vancouver.

diminished banking profits; and the 
year now closed has shown a general 
disposition to liquidate old obligations 
rat he i tlvin to create new ones. A lack 
of confidence is usually accompanied by 
a desire to accumulate funds, and this 
means unwillingness to risk investment 
in enterprises which are attractive and 
desirable. Our statement gives every 
indication of the great change in our 
financial position during the year. Mv 
are still feeling the effects of the general 
liquidation already referred to, and this 
must he/reflected in our earning power. 
Confidence, however, is returning, and 
we have every reason to believe that the 
coming year will bring a fair measure of 

{prosperity.

ing the early part of the year, the de­
crease would have been much greater.

We have jraid the usual dividends at 
the rate of 8 per vent, per annum, and 
after providing for customary payment 
to the Pension Fund and for some spe­
cial subscriptions, and adding $1.000,- 
000 to the Rest, we have been able to 
set aside $300,000 for Bank Premises 
Account, and to carry forward undis­
tributed profits of $161,244.88. This em­
phasizes the position this Bank is in 
as regards the maintenance of its 
present rate of dividend, and. while 
some of the shareholders may fe:-l that 
they are entitled to a larger distribu­
tion of the profits of the Bank, we be­
lieve that the majority will agree with 
us that th> present moment, when we 
are facing n period of diminished de­
mand and conseqliently lower rates for 
money, is hardly opportune for the con­
sideration of this question, and that 
policy ÿour Executive b.is followed or 
strengthening tlve foundations of the 
Bank is that which will tend most 
surely, in the not distant future, to 
the realization of the hopes of those 
who look for increased returns. It in 
possible that som- may think our ex­
penditures on bank premises might 
now be lesssened to _ome extent, and ill 
this connection we may say that the 
principal buildings which we feel at the 
present time are necessary should, in 
the course of the next two years or 
thereabouts, l>c completed. But the 
rapid extension of the 13ank in the 
newer parts of this country, ami the 
remarkable growth exhibited by many 

(of the cities and towns of these new 
districts, are constantly making de- 

I mauds upon us for accommodation 
which we find it difficult —indeed, well- 
nigh impossible—to obtain in any other 

i way than by erecting our own buiid-

During the year our deposits have 
increased by $7,996,738, or almost eight 
million dollars, of which about six 
million dollars is in deposits bearing 
interest. It may be interesting to note 
that, starting last year with deposits 
of $87,041,057, some of which were of a 
temporary character, being balances of

We have not had a recurrence of the 
difficulties attending the marketing of 
our crops, and perhaps a word on this 

I question will not be out of place. There 
I was little or no apprehension of strin- 
! genev during the crop season. Our 
; easier financial position, the wise pro­

vision for an emergency circulation, 
and the fact that a large portion of the 
crop was moved with exceptional ra­
pidity before the close of navigation, 
all tended to obviate these difficulties: 
ptill there is much need to consider se­
riously permanent measures for financ­
ing a crop movement of such large pro­
portions. It is manifestly necessary that 
there should be a larger amount of 
bank capital available as a basis for our 
circulation but, even with a consid­
erable augmentation of bank circula­
tion and the thoughtful interposition of 
Government measures of relief, we shall 
still be brought *ace to face with the 
difficult problem vf taking care of im­
mense storei of grain after the close of 
navigation, when the interior move­
ment is over and the grain is ware­
housed at terminal points.

A year ago we were experiencing a 
world-wide financial disturbance, with 
a money stringency of almost unpre­
cedented severity. A policy of ex­
treme conservatism was forced upon 
Canadian banks, and as a conse­
quence, they were subjected to much 
criticism for their practice of carrying 
loans at vail in New York, it living 
argqed that these moneys ought to 
have liven wholly employed in meet­
ing the needs of the manufacturing 
and mercantile interests of Canada. 
The fact that the hanks have moneys 
lent outside Canada, at a time when 
there is a strong demand for accom­
modation on the part of the business 
community here, not unnaturally ap­
pears open to» criticism to persons who 
are not possessed of all the facts, and,

Canada amounting to $54,810,000, so 
that not. more than $10,000,000 of Cana­
dian funds were being lent outside 
Canada. Moreover, the larger portion 
of these loans is carried in New York 
at twenty-four hours’ call—practically 
as readily Available ns cash. Except 
at rare intervals, New York call loans 
liear a much lower rate of interest 
than Canadian mercantile loans; con­
sequently the banks aim to carry only 
such amount at call in New York as, 
with the cash carried here, xVill con­
stitute a resasonble reserve of cash 
and immediately realizable funds. Not­
withstanding all that financial critics 
have, written about the Canadian hanks 
wilding to New York moneys needed in 
Canada, in order to take advantage of 
the high rates occasionally prevailing 
there, such a thing as a bank curtailing 
its commercial loans in Canada for ft 
purpose of this kind is absurdly improb­
able. Only occasionally during the post 
fourteen years have excessive rates for 
call money in New York prevailed for 
more than a.few days in the year, ami 
no sane banker would think of sacrific­
ing permanent business connections in 
Onieda, of even the smallest kind, for 
such a temporary advantage. Self- 
interest will at all times lie a suffi 
tient ly weighty force to prevent the 
banks from lending Canadian funds out­
side of Canada, except to the extent 
that is necessary for the purposes of 
their cash reserves.

From the figures quoted abovc.it will 
be seen that, so far from the business 
interests of Canada being prejudiced by I 
the policy of the Canadian banks in this 
matter, they‘are actually benefited, and 
in no small measure, since the deposits 
gathered abroad supply a large part of 

1 their cash reserves. Had the bank- at

few years have—except during tempor­
ary periods of stringency—been adjust­
ed with comparative ease by the sale of 
our securities, mainly in Gréât Britain, 
but also to a small extent in the United 
States. This comparative ease, it is well 
to remember, is due to the high state 
of our credit in London and 'sympatheti­
cally elsewhere, and the maintenance of 
this High credit depends upon ourselves. 
Some idea of the growth in our finan­
cial transactions abroad may be gather­
ed from the following facts. During 1908 
the .total issue of Canadian securities 
in the shape of bonds was $196,357,000, 
of which àboiit $77,500,000 were in gov­
ernment issues, $47,500.000 in muni­
cipal issues, and $71,300,000 in bonds 
of railway and industrial corporations. 
These bonds were sold as follows :

The most satisfactory feature is the 

generally high character <,f tlw$*e se­
curities. Without undertaking to ex 
pres# an opinion about any particular 
issue, it is safe to say that few conn- 
"tries have produced better securities, 
as a whole, than those issued by Can­
ada in recent year-. Our high credit 
clearly depends upon a continuance of 
high quality in our securities amt mod 
oration in the quantity offered at any 
one tint?.

no loans outside of- Canada, only $10. 
000,000 would have been added to their 
resources at home, ami "this would not 
have been .lent for commercial purposes. 
On the contrary, in order to bring the 
total reserve* up to the normal level, 
not only would it have been necessary 
to add this sum to the cash reserves car­
ried here, but also to withdraw a fur­
ther sum from mercantile loans.

During the panic in the United States 
some of our newspapers published sen­
sational ami misleading articles to the 
effect that the funds lent by Canadian 
banks in New York were tied up and 
could not. lie got back to Canada. Not­
withstanding the severity of the panic, 
however, there was not a day during 
which moneys lent to New York brokers 
on call could not have been got in, and 
while it i.t true that, if it lmd been de­
sired to ship money to Canada direct, 
from New York, a premium of 3 to 5 
per cent, would have fallen to lie paid, 
on the other hand, New York fund* 
could at any time have been exchanged 
for drafts on London, and the gold 
brought from there indeed, this proced­
ure was followed to a considerable ex­
tent by the New York agencies of some 
Canadian luniks. No more convincing 
evidence could he had of the availabili­
ty of call loans in New York than is 
afforded l>v the experience of last year.

On the general subject of tin* moneys 
lent in the United States, it may prop­
erly lie argued liait reserves are fur use 
in a time of emergency, hut on this score 
it van Ik* shown that the course of the 
Canadian hanks last autumn was got at 
all open to criticism. In the month of 

19U7. the total loans of Can

luring there has been a Urge falling
off in output, causing a considerable 
number of pcopde to be out of employ­
ment, and all shop-keepers and dis­
tributors of goods to experience t cor­
responding diminution in the volume of 
sales and in profits. This inevitable 
result of tiw* necessary check which has 
come to the world's expansion is now 
gradually passing «way, ami we can look 
hopefully to the future, especially iu 
view of the unusual growth of this coun­
try. In many branches of manufactur­
ing orders are now coming in quite sat­
isfactorily. and many stocks which had 
become low are living replenished.

Much the most interesting feature 
in the development of Ontario has been 
the Cobalt mining camp and the pros­
pect of now areas of similar charac­
ter. The actual silver shipments of 
1907 have advanced us to the fourth 
position among the world’s producers, 
as compared with the fifth position a 
year ago. We have passed Germany 
and we may puss Australasia in the 
near future Up to the close of 1907 
the total value of silver produced at 
Cobalt was $11,300,000: and of this 
about $6,000,000 was shipped in 1907, j 
the average value being about 65 cents j. 
per ounce. The quantity of ore ship- - 
ped in 1908 was about double that of 
1907, but the average value having 1 
fallen to approximately 52 cents per 
ounce the money result is only about j 
$9,500,000. Had tjje price of silver re­
mained as in 1907 the value of the 
product of 1908 would have been about 
812,000,000. The result is iu any event 
very gratifying and is still due large­
ly to development work. The most not­
able new areas are in the Montreal 
River district about 75 miles north­
west of Cobalt, where the general con­
ditions seem to be practically similar 
to those at. Cobalt. It is too early a» yet 
to guess whether Cobalt is to be re­
peated. The shipments from Cotfâlt have 
been made by about 40 companies : 24 of 
these are regular shippers, and 15 are 
paying dividends. Unfortunately these

President's Address.
It is hardly necessary to say that 

the conditions of business are very dif­
ferent from those of a year ago. We 
were then required to meet the seri­
ous lessening of our purchasing power 
because of poor crops in Canada, and 
our share of the result of the culmina­
tion of a world-w:dc expansion in gen­
eral expenditure, and particularly in 
the fixing of capital in public and 
private improvements. \N o have now 
had a year in which the pace of ex­
penditure throughout the world has 
been sufficiently cheeked to ease the 
money markets, and in Canada we 
have gathered an excellent harvest. 
Better class securities almost every­
where have recovered in price to such 
an extent as almost to wipe out the 
apparent losses which seemed so seri­
ous a year ago. ami which were, ot 
course, real to those who were forced 
to sell. The lessening of our power 
and disposition to purchase goods lms 
naturally lessened the profits of many 
manufacturers ami merchants; but all 
this was inevitable, and 1 think those 
who consider sufficiently must con­
clude, as a year, ago we suggested 
would be the ease, that we have suf­
fered far leas than most other countries. 
Whether we have suffered enough for 
our own good is another matter.

The total of the bank clearings for 
1907 in thirteen Canadian cities was 
$4,325,000,000, while for 1908 it was $4,- 
142,000,000, so that the falling off is 
only 4.2 per cent. Owing to the change 
in the fiscal year of the Dominion 
Government, which now ends 31st 
March, we cannot make very useful 
comparisons between the years ending 
at that time in 1907 and 1908, but it is 
evident that up to the end of March. 
1908, no decrease in the volume of 
imports and exports had taken place. 
But by comparing the half years— 
April to Septemlx?r inclusive—we ob­
tain very suggestive figures. For this 
half-year in 1907 the imports were 
$202,700,009 against $149,500,000 in 
1908, and the exports were $138,200,000 
egainst $118,700.000 in 1908. So that 
an excess of imports amounting to 
$64,500,000 for the half year in 1907 
had been lessened to $30,800,000 in 1908. 
As far as the mere lessening of the 
difference between exports and im­
ports is concerned, this is, fairly sat­
isfactory. During the ensuing half- 
year—October to March inclusive— 
both exports and imports will doubt­
less show large increases, but it will be

1903, There 
is no doubt that it is also due in a | 
large measure to the more lavish ex­
penditure nl v I m-
ilucts owing to our increased prosperity. 
Tlie total value of tin* entire dairy 
product of Canada for 1908 is estimated 
at $94.000,009. There are in Quebec 
2.806 factories for the making of cheese 
or butter, or both, and in Ontario 1,284, 
while in all the rest of Canada there 
are but 265. This comparison gives 
some idea of the opportunity for ex­
pansion in this most valuable branch 
of farming. No matter how great is the 
home consumption tlie growth of our 
dairy business should l e gi«-at enough 
to provide for it, and barring lean pas­
tures, to increase annually the quan­
tity available for export. It L most un­
fortunate that at a time when there 
has been drought iu Australia and 
New Zealand tie* sane* thing lias oe- 
eured jn Canada. A> a consequence 
the falling off in Ihe -qipply of colonial 
butter in Great Britain h«t< been so 
great that prices have been the high­
est in twenty years, ami, foreign but­
ter makers being unable t<, supply the
deficiency to any considerable extent, 
it has been supplied by various cheap 
substitutes for butter, doubtless to the 
disadvantage of our future trade in tlie 
real article.

The jury returned a verdict dismissing 
the action with costs, after a number of 
witnesses had sworn that Mrs. Horning 
got off a moving ear backwards. 

ELECTION CASE TO-DAY.
This morning the time of the Winter 

Assizes was taken up with the criminal 
case of Louis Perrini, charged with aid­
ing, abetting and counselling one Gio­
vanni Cordetti, to vote in the Domin­
ion elections of October, 26th, 1908, at 
a polling booth at 94 Caroline street, un­
der the name of Cyrus Rose.

Mr. T. C. Robinette, K. C., of Toron­
to, appeared in the interests of Perrini, 
and at the outset admitted the holding 
of the election and the facts that Per­
rini did go into the booth with Cordetti. .

Mr. H. C. Gwyn, K. C., represented ; 
the Crown.

Frank McCarthy, the deputy return- j 
ing officer, told of Cordetti and Per- i 
rini going into the polling booth and of 
Giovanni voting in the name of Cyrus 
Rose. When witness asked Cordetti his j 
name, he said in broken English “Rose.” 
Mr. McCarthy said he asked Cordetti 
his name the second time, and Perrini 
answered that Cordctti's name was 
"Rose,” and that he lived at 15 Rail­
way street. Cordetti then cast his bal­
lot.

Directly after the ballot had been cast, 
an outside scrutineer, John Cummings, 
came into the booth and asked who was 
voting. Witness told Cummings that 
Rose was voting. There was a mix-up 
at this moment, as Cummings stated 
that Cordetti was not Rose, as the lat­
ter was living at 46 Jones street.

Under cross-examination by Mr. Rob­
inette. witness admitted that he knew 
that Rose had lived at 15 Railway street, 
and knew that some Italians were in the 
house, at the present time, but did not 
know that Rose had moved.

John Cummings swore that he had 
been away from the polling-booth for 
alunit ten minutes, and on his return, 
went into the booth to get his card 
straightened out. Corditti and Perrini 
were in the booth at the time and wit­
ness said he overhead the name of Rose 
mentioned, and knowing the man well, 
he told Mr. McCarthy that Cordetti was 
an impersonator. Witness said the booth 

1 was closed until the police came, when 
; Cordetti admitted having cast a ballot 

in Rose's name.
Lcopoldi Scarronc was allied and said 

! that Perrini was his partner in business 
. and that he had sent the prisoner to get 
• Cordetti to vote at 94 Caroline street 

north. Witness said that they were 
working together cm election day.

tiiovanni Cordetti, who is serring a 
three months* term for impersonation, 
said that lie haM been approached bv a 
“white man** before the elections, who 
told him he eouhl vote in the name of 
Rose. Cordetti said that he knew he i 
had a vote, as he had voted in the June j 
elections, and “it no cost me nothing.”

His Lordship dryly remarked that : 
“It was sometimes made worth while."’

Cordetti swore that Perrini did not 
have anything to do with his voting, \ 
other than to assist him.

Under cross-examination by Mr. Gwyn l 
Cordetti said he bad been in the coun- j 
try three years, and had worked at j 
the Fteel 1‘lunt. the Rolling Mills and j 
for Sam Howard.

Perrini was called and told of being 
s« nt by Svarrone to hunt up Cordetti 
to L'ote for Stewart.

After they got into the booth witness ; 
said that he told the returning officer 
that Cordetti was a voter there. The 
returning officer repliai that there was 
only the name of Rose at 15 Railway 
street.
