CAARGE OF MURDER AGAINST A
GRANDMOTHER,

Un Wednezday, June 10, at the Contral
Crimmal Court, Francis Stewart. 43, was
indicted for the wilful muider of Ernest
Scrivener, The prisoner was the grands
mother of the deceaced child, who, aj
the time of his death, was about twelve
months 0 d. The mother of the deceas-
ed —the daughter of the pri-oner—livea
with her huspand a carpenter, at Cant.
lip's-place, Chelsea, and the prisoner had
lived with them for some time ; but they
did not appear to be very happy, 6n ac~
count as .was aleged, of the drinking
habits of the prisoner, and a short time
prevous to the fatal occurrence, the fa.
ther and mother of the deceased had
expressed their determination that the
prisoner shou'd Jeave the house, and there
did not seem to he any doubt that she
was very angry in consequence of this
threat on their part. ltappeared that on
the 8th of April, the pii-oner went away
from the housc at Chelsea, taking the
child with her, and on the same day she
went to the house of & woman named
Sparve lwith the child. At the prison-
er's request she was nllowed to remain
there for the night, and on the following
morning she left with the child, which
was never seen again alive. A day or
two after this the fo lowing letter was re~
ceived by the father in the hind-writing
of the prisoner :—

Joe —If you or your wife had dene
what [ told you; you would have found
your child. It is the only thing that I
can do to make your heart aszh, as you
have made mine, for by the time you get
this tne dear boy will be no more. We
are in the water at this moment. We
took the address . with us. 1 hope you
wil never forget Fanny. ; :

The prisoner al-o wrote another let ter
to the following 'effect to the woman
Sparvell.

Dear Carry,—Come at once,as [ have
done murder, and Iwant you to give me
into the hands of the police. I have kill-
ed the dear boy.— From Francis Stewart.
Atfirst the prisoner was only charged
with stealing the c¢hi!d, and while she was
nnder renand upon that charge the boy
was discovered in the river near Poplar.
There was no evidence to show by what
means the chiid came into the water ex-
cept the inferenee that was nrturall from
the letters writen by the yrisoner, but it
appeared that during an interview the
prisoner had with Ler daughter after
commital che stated that she bad *no in
tenilon to cause the death of thetchild
