Ottawa Weekly Letter.

THE WEEK IN PARLIAMENT.

In Parliament this week three
days were devoted to the Railway
Commission bill, which was ad-
vanced considerably.

Hon Charles Fitzpatrick intro-
duced a bill to amend the criminal
code, which prohibits the sale of
cigarettes and tobacco to persons
under 18 years of age. It further|
provides that heavy penalties shall
be imposed incases where members
of the militia are discharged or
threatened with dismissal for per;
forming their duty.

The government refused on
several occassions to announce its
policy in regard to the proposed
.new transcontinental railway.

Mr J. T. Schell, the Liberal
member for Glengarry, who was
liable to suspension from the
house for having unsuspectingly
violated the independence of Par-
liament act, was excused from li-
ability on motion of Conservative
members.

The government was censured
for neglecting Canada’s interests
in the South African cattle trade.
The British War Department has

"been restocking the Boer farms
with American cattle and have
passed over Canadian breeders.

Colonel Thompson, the Liberal
member for Haldimand, exposed
the condition of the militia. He
pronounced the force as rapidly
passing to decay, in spite of the
fact that the expenditure” in the
militia department has been large-
ly increased.

Hon Raymond Prefontaine’s
deal by which the steamer Bay-
field was sold for $3,250 to party
friends, was still further ventilat-
ed. In addition to spending over
$3,000 in repairing the vessel.
just previous to her transfer, the
government fitted her out with
$1,700 worth of instruments which
were handed over with her. The
steamer cost the government
$15,000 and was in astate of good
repair when she was disposed of.

ANOTHER STAUNCH LIBERAL

; REBEL.

The attack on the British Col-
umbia section of the Liberal party
by Mr. W. McCraney, who form-
erly represented the Liberals of
Halton in the House of Commons,
has been followed by an exposure
of rottenness of the party in On-
tario, by Mr W. E. Raney, who is
a strong Liberal and a leading
Jawyer. Mr Raney has been in
elose touch with the Ontario gov-
ernment for years, and is there-
fore in a position to speak by the
book. He condemns-the Ross ad-
ministration in unmeasured terms
and declares that thousands of
Liberals are aware that the crimes
charged against it are absolutely
true. Mr Raney in referring to
the Gamey charges, says : “ This
much, however, is certain, that
members of one party or the other
were guilty of a great crime. The
$2,000 handed into court by the
impecunious Mr Gamey is corpor-
al and incontrovertibleevidence of
the fact.” The government is de-
nounced as the tool of heelers who
raid the Provincial Treasury
whenever an opportunity ofters.
Some of these deals, Mr Raney
says, were being put through at
the time that negotiations were
being conducted for the purchase
of Mr Gamey, and be connects the
two as being most suspicious. He
holds that when Hon G. W. Ross
found bimself in a tight place he
should have resigned. Phis; while
it would have sacrificed the para—
sites which have been bleeding
Ontario, would have vindicated
the honor of the Liberal party,
and Mr Raney believes that the
latter result was more preferable.
Decent Liberals have suffered too
much at the hands of the boodlers
which have fastened themselves
on the party, and the revolt
against Tammany rule is .grow-
ing.

SIR WILFRID LAURIER.

Professor Goldwih Smith, who
has always been an admirer of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, is forced to the
conclusion that Canada’s premier
is a pronounced “opportunist.”
Every city, town andvillagein the
country have their “opprtunists.’
They are men who are credited
with never being able to form
opinions of their own. What
they profess to-day will be aban-
doned to-morrow under pressire
of outside advice. Whenever one
meets such persons, one is moved
to pity and contempt for them.
Professor Smith, who is admitted-
ly one of the most profound think-
ers of the day, places Sir Wilfrid

in the opportunist class. This
conclusion is reached by an ex-
amination of Sir Wilfrid’s career.
Starting in life as & protectionist
he became an ardent free trader.
At present he congratulates him-
self that he still adheres to these
latter views, but he remains at
the head of a government which
is avowedly a moderate protection-
ist one. In 1894 he promised the
west “ free trade as they have it
in England ” and two years later
he sent Mr Sifton to the people of
the prairies to announce a com-
promise, which meant the carry-
ing out of a secret treaty with the
the manufacturers to maintain
high duties. Hon J. Isreal Tarte
has declared on more than one oc-
casion that Sir Wilfrid has never
held truth in high regard, and is
always willing to part company
with it when it serves his purpose.
As an opportunist’s stock in trade
is largely based on such a trait,
Professor Smith’s opinion of Sir
Wilfrid is strengthened. Canada’s
premier esteems nothing but
power, and in order fo win and
retain it, he has sacrificed" that
honor which every public man
should hold dear.

HAS NO POLICY YET.

The government is still undecid-
ed as to 1ts transportation policy.
It-has submitted to Parliament a
proposal to guarantee the bonds
of the Canadian Northern Rail-
way for new lines in the North-
west Territories, which will even-
tually form part of a transcontin-
tental line, but the Minister of
Railways was only able to give
the most meagre details of the ef-
fect of its policy on the genera!
question of transportation. Over
a year ago it was announced that
the administration intended to as-
sist the Mackenzie & Mann sys-
tem because of its importance
from a national standpoint. With
twelve months fo consider what
course it skould adopt, it has fail-
ed to reach a decision. and the
transportation question will still
be held in abeyance for some time
to come. In this as in other mat-
ters the Laurier cabinet is un
willing to take a lead and face the
consquences. It must first guage
public opinion, and as this has al-
ready consumed the seven years
since the Liberals came into power,
the prospects for an early decision
are indeed remote. The govern-
ment of no policy should go.

THE FISHER FAMILY GRAFT.

Hon. Bydney Fisher has tried to
dodge his connection with the Mon-
treal Herald, which has received
$113,622 from the government in six
years, by declaring that when he
entered the Laurier government, he
disposed of his stock in that paper.
The Minister of Agricn'ture neglected
to explain, however, that the person to
whom the stock was transferred is
none other than his brother, Roswell
C. Fisher. The latter is a director o!
thé Montreal Herald and practically
represents his honorable brother.
Under the circumstances Hon. Sydney
Fisl’r is not that high souled states-
man he represents himself to be.
What a pleasant arrangement it is.
Hon. Mr. Fisher makes Mr. Roswell
C. Fisher his attorney, and when
fat printing jobs originate in the
depsrtment over which the hon-
orable member of the family presides,
humble brother Roswell gets the order.
Then the Aunditor General objects to
the prices which Roswell charges
Sydney, and the government, of which
the latter isa member, passes a bill to
overrule the official responsible for
keeping the public expenditure with-
in bounds. The Fisher family most.
assuredly gets a good thing out of the
Canadian people.

MILLIONS OF ADDITIONAL TAX-
ATION.

When the Liberals came to power
thg taxes of the people were 1o be
reduced. For the past twelve months
they have been from Customs alone
$36,619,669 or £4,566,868 more than in
1902. 1n 1896 under a protective tariff
Canadians were called upon to contrib-
ute $20.255,335 in Castoms taxes. So
that under the new order of things our
taxes in one department alone have
gone up $18,364,314 a year. These facts
pretty thoroughly dispose of the spac-
ious argument that increased duties
mean increased taxation. The very
reverse has resulted under the Laurier-
government. And the worst feature of
the fiscal policy now .in vogue, is that
the people are paying millions more
each year for the privilege of enriching
foreign manufactarers whose wares
they purchace. The whole system is
bad and under. its vicious principles
taxation must continue to grow.

EFISHER I3 A LIGHTWEIGHT.

The Conservative party recently
brought down a resolution censaring
the government for its neglect of the
South African cattle trade. The British
war department has been purchasing
large numbers of cattle in the United
States, and Canada, although she
sacraficed many men in the late war,
was ignored. Hon. Bydmey Fisher,
the little Minister of Agricultare, met
the criticism of the opposition by a
declaration that he had vainly pro-
tested against Canada being over-
looked. | Fvidently Mr. Fisher is
lighter than even his worst ememy
thonght him, The resolution which
he helped to vote down was referred to
by the British press, and immediate
attention was given to Canada’s claims
by the Colonial office. In less than
twenty-four hours the effect of the op-
position’s move was felt. It did more
in one day than little Mr. Fisher ac-
complished in months, with all the
prestige of @ Cabinet Minister and

the backing of the government of the
premier colony of the empire. The
resalt of the resolution, which was
opposed by the cattle breeders repre-
sentative in the government, will be
thousands of dollars in the pockets of
Canadians.  Thounsands' of dollars,
which should have been spent in this
country, are now in Yankee banks.
If the farmers had been properly re-
presented by their minister, who was
negligent enough to take a trip to
Japan [at a time when he should have
been at his post, the United States
wounld never have received orders
which should have come to Canada.

LIBERAL POLICY IS RUINOUS.

The great losses sustained thronghout
Canads by the depreciation of indus-
trial stocks has brought Canada to a
stern realization of the weakness of
the Fielding tariff Urged repeatedly
to protect our industries, the govern
ment invariably turned a deaf ear to
the appeals. In consequence of its
weak policy millions upon millions of
dollars have been lost, and industries
representing an investment of immense
sums are threatened with utter de-
struction. The iron and steel business
is on the verge of collapse, yet Sir
Wilfrid Laurier and his asscciates
stand idly by gazing on the impeunding
wreck. The production of ixon and
steel has been largely inntrggnld
in_making Great Britain, the United
States and Germany the leading com-
mercial centres of the world, and it
has been from thoge countries that
Canada has derived her supply of such
commodities. Several years ago great
works were erected at Sydney and the
““800 ” for the purpese of supplying the
needs of this country for iron and
steel. All that was requisite to make
them a success was “ adequate pro-
tection.” That had been denied and
the men who hoped to build up
Canada bave been. penalized for hav-
ing faith in Canada’s future. A gov-
ernment which does not know its own
mind from one day to another isen-
trusted with the welfare of this grow-
ing country, and its ruinmous policy
towards the advancement of our enter-
prises stamps itas unfit to discharge
ite duties. Canada needs a new and
self-reliant administration, which will
meet its obligations fearlessly and
wisely.

Uvneiling the Monu
ment.

The ceremony of unveiling and handing
over to the city authorities the monument
erected on Queen Square to the memory of
the Island soldiers who fell in the South
African war, took place on Monday last
and was a memorable affair. An immense
grand stand had been erected extending
from the Provincial Building to the Court
House on the north side of theee buildings.
The stand faced south, towards the monu-
ment. his was for ticket holders, the
singers gad a portion of the school children.
The rest of the school children were seated
on benches placed on the ground in front
of the grand stand. At the south-east
corner of the Provincial Building a stand
was erected for the monument commiittee,
the Lieutenant Governor, Lord Alymer,
the orators and other distinguished guests.
Below this stand tables were arranged for
the representatives of the press, All the
militia now in camp, numbering about five
hundred, were massed on the square around
the monument, and presented a fine appear-
ance. This grand military array wasin
splendid keeping with the occasion. The
throng of people was something immense.
The weather was beautiful and everything
passed off in splendid order. Captain
Harry Watts was musical director. The
proceedings commenced at 2.30 by the
singing of a patriotic ode by the school
chfldren and Philharmonic Society, accom-
panied by the Band. Judge Fitzgerald, as
chairman of the Committee, then delivered
an address, setting forth the history and
purposes of the monument, and concluded
by inviting Lord Alymer, Adjutant Gen-
eral of the Canadian forces to unveil the
monument. He delivered an interesting
and important address. dealing with the
history of Canada’s part in the South
African war. He then pulled a cord and
the flage that surrounded the monument
flew aside and the Statute was unveiled.
Rev. Mr. Fullerton then delivered an ap-
propriate prayer. Members of the militia
next placed a magnificent wreath on the
monument. This was followed by the
singing of a hymn. Sir Louis Davies then
delivered the oration of the day. This
was followed by the singing of the reces-
sional. Judge Fitzgerald, chairman of the
monument committeee. then handed over
the monument to the Mayor and corpora~
tion of Charlottetown. Mayor Warburton
accepted the monument in an appro-
priate address. Judge Fitzgerald then, on
behalf of the members of the com-
mittee, read an address of thank-
fulness’to Mr.Percy Pope,'S8ecretary-Treas-
urer of the same committee for the admir-
able manner in which he had discharged
his duty. Mr. Pope expressed his gratitude
for this unexpected complement. The na-
tional anthem and cheers for the King,
Lord Alymer.and Hamilton McCarthy, the
scalptor, followed. - Mr. McCarthy, in »
brief address, thanked those present for
their hearty cheers, and Auld Lang Syne
by the Band brought the ceremony toa
close.

At the Country’s Ex-
pense.

The Department of Marine and Fish-
eries is one of the worst managed
branches of the government. All kinds
of prices, says an Ottawa correspond-
ent, are paid for supplies for lighthouses
and government steamers without so
much as a tender being invited. Fish-
ery protection steamers on which party
friends are entertained at the country’s
expense and given a cheap snmmer
holiday have to be provided with all
the delicacies of the season. Liberal
members of Parliament fignre promin-
ently in these excursions at the peqple’e
expensy, and the following items, taken
from the Aunditor-General’s report, for
supplies on the craiser Acadis, show
how well the favorites are looked
after:

Most of these delicacies are only to
be found ia the home of the wealthiest,
but theres is mnothing too good for a
@rit member of Parliament and his
friends when the country pays the
bill. The few itewns referred to are a
small part of ecores of the same nature.
There is absolately no jastification for
such outlay§. The hard working farmer
or fisherman will find it hard to ap-
preciate the alleged efforts of the gov-
ernment to keep down expenditure, in
the face of such evidences of wilful
waste. —Moncton Times.

Grand Trunk Pacific.

The Halifax herald ref: rting to the
Grand Trunk Pacific and ‘eriticisms
there anent in the St. Jobn Sun has
the following: The case appears to be
worge even than the Ran suggests.
The guarantee on the prairie portion
is believed to be more than the real
cost of building the road, tkough of
course the real cost will be so figured
out as to absorb the $13,000 a mile.
The road from Winnipeg to Moncton
will, in all probability, prove absolately
worthless so far as bringing traffic to
Moncton, or any Eaistern Canadian
port, is concerned. The Grand Trunk
will have the sole right to use it, for
practically nothing, but they will not
be bound to use it. Neither ‘Quebec
nor the maritime provinces, can be
silly enough to expect that this new
road will be of any benefit to them as
a railway. The propossd government
built road from Moncton to Winnipeg
is a government trick to help through
the Grank Trunk’s scheme in the west ;
and the probable cost of it, some
$60,000,000 or more, may not be im-
properly characterized as a hugh
steal, to provide the government, on
the approach of a general election,
with lavish fands to spend where the
ministers think that expenditare will
do the government the most good.
The public benefit of the whole
scheme is nil. The public loss is great
and marifest.

'

Supreme Court.

At the term of the Supreme Court
now in session in Charlottetown, the
Grand Jury found true bills against
Carver for the maurder of Stewart,
against McCallum for shooting with in-
tent to maim and against Bell
for housebreaking and stealing; but no
case against Mrs McNeill for conceal-
ment of birtb. In the case of Mec-
Eachern against John F. Whear, the
defendant pleaded in abetment that a
previous writ had been served on him
for the same cause. This is the writ
served in the name of Isaac Lane, al-
ready published in the HeraLp. In the
plea the defendant made an error, and
Mr McLean, K. C. for plsintiff argued
that judgment should be given against
the defendant, with costs, for the
amount of the writ, $3,000. Defendant
admitted error in plea, and argued that
judgment might be given agsinst bim
with costs, and that he be allowed tq
plead again. The Chief Justice gave
judgment against the defendant ; but
permits him to plead again.” The case
f McDonald against Dodds, Messrs
McLean, K. C., and Mathieson were
counsel for the plaintiff, and Messrs
Morson and McLeod, K. Cs., and Mr.
Bentley appeared for defendants. This
was a case of ejectment from a certain
portion of land part of the McDonald
homestead at Ckerry Valley, which was
occupied by certain members of the
Dodds’ family, bat was intended to re-
vert to McDonald at the death of the
persons named. These persons having
died other members of the Dodds family
refused to leaye the prémises in ques-
tion. The czse was tried before Judge
Fitzgerald, and was concluded Satar-
day forenoon, when judgment was re-
served. The trial of Carver for the
murder of Stewart commenced before
the Chief Justice on Monday forenoon.
Che Attorney-General and Mr Blanch-
ard appearcd for the Crown and the
prisoner was defended by Mr. A. J. B.
Mellish. The case was concluded to-

day when the prisoner was found
guilty.

The True Interpretation of
Sargent’s “Redemption.”

(S. H. Review.)

This, tkep, is to our mind the real
interpretation of Sargenl's great
maral painting, the “ Redemption,”
The Fatker sends the Son to be the
Rodeemer of the world. That
guilty world is represented by Adam
and Eve, who, in their sin and shame
signified by the aprons of fig-leaves,
esgerly seek‘the bealing of the Pre-
cions Blood of the Redeemer. The
fruit of the Passion is the Blessed
Sacrament, superadded to which are
the coming, and the abiding Pree—
ence, of God the Holy Ghost, indi-
cated by the seven eonventionalized
doves. The angels show forth ¢
man, by the exhibition of their in~-
struments of the Passion, at wha!
bitter and great price we were re-
deemed. The entire picture in ite
eplendid symbolism proclaime to ue
the eternal truths as orystalized in
the old creeds of the Oatholic Church,
and condensed here in the superb
insoription from the Cathedral at
Cefalu : —

“Faolus ¥ Homo * Factor * Hom-
inis * Factiqgue* Redemptor* Oor-
poreus * Radimo * Corpora * Qorda*
Dous *

THE SOLUTiON OF THE IN-
SCRIPTIONS.

Ii is to be remembered that on
the nairow rib which separates the
lunette and the arch of Mr. Sar-
gent’s other mural painting oppc-
site Lo the “ Redemption,” the artis:
has inecribed the text of his subject
in Eoglish. This is condensed from
somo verses of psalm 106 in the
King James version, which corres-
ponds to psalm 105 in the Dousy, or
Catholic, version of the Scriptares.
These verses serve to dispel con-
clasively the idea advanced by Mr,
Baxter in his Century article as well
as on the Library explanation cards
for the use of visitors, that, in the
first pisture, we have “the growth
of Judaism as embodied in the booke
of the Ol Testsment, out of a chaos
of pagan beliefs.” The texta selects
ed by Mr, Sirgent aie as follows:
“They forget God their Saviou:,
which bhad done great things ir
Egypt; and they served idols, whicl
were a.snsre unto them. Yea, the:
saorificed Lheir sons and their daugh-
ters unto devils, and shed innocent
blood, even the kliod of their sope
and of their daughtere, unto the idol-
of Cavzan. Therefore was the
wrath of the Lord kiodled against
His people, and He gave them into
the band of the heathen; and they
that bated them ruled over them.
Their encmies also oppressed them,
and they were brought into subjec—
tion under their band. Neverthe-
less Ho regarded their sffliction,
He heard their ory: And He re-
membered for them His covenant.”
A critic atlempting to give an ex-
planation of Sargen.’s work wonld,
we think, act but reaconably, if be
ocopied at ler gth into bis artiole thie
inscription chosen by the artist-him-
solf as explanatory of his subject.
It certainly carries the immense
weight whence it came; and it also
affords plsirly no ground at all for
the interprotation which Mr. Baxter
has made. We may mention, in this

the “ Redemption,” there were to be
inscribed in the space pow ‘vacant,

that is, the rib that there al:o separ-| ¢

ates the lanette from the arck, that
first symbol of the faith of all the
Christian ages, the Apostles’ Oreed.
Singularly enougb, this Creed in
English contsins oply one word less

than the Eoglich irscription from
the Ps:lms in the oppoeite picture.
That Las 111 words ; the Creed, 110.

THE INSCRIPTION FROM
CEFALU, .

To refer once more to the Latin
inscription frcm QOefalu, the beauty
of which ought to make it a prime
favorite with all true lovers of ele-
gant inscription,—it is to be remem-
bered that very recently the pesition
of two words has been sltered for
the sake of enphony ; and instead f
reading, as it does read in the Cer—
tary illustrations, Redimo Ccrpor-
eus, it now reads on the wall of the
Public Library, Corporeus Redimo.

| M. Baxter saye, as we bave aiready

remarked : “The term judico em-
ployed in the original (wse) replaced
redimo in the present instance,”
May it not bo fonnd ultimately tbat,
besides the two differences just men-
tioned, the Boston inseription differs
from that at Cefalu ia one other
change in the form of the sentence,
and also in one omission, namely of
the particle que? For it is very
noticeable that tbis finely polished
inscription, 88 we now have it, con-
tains twenty-nive syllables, with a
skilful, threefcld alliteration of the
syllable fac in the first half, and a
similar threefcld alliteration of the
syllable cor in the latter half; while
the simple and appropriate addition
of que to corpora or corda would
give us fifteen syllablcs in each hslf,
and thirty in the whole. Bat, even
then, the flow of the sentence would
not be sufficiently perfect. As we
hane it in the Library, the first half
runs thus: Factus Home, four syl-
lables ; Factor Hominuie, five sylla-
bles ; Factique Redemptor, six syl-
lables; while the latter balf reads:
Corporeus, four syliables; Redimo
Corpors, six syllables; Corda Deus,
four sylicbles. Now, by the simple
addition of que to corpors, and the
placing of corda before 1edimo, we
read : Factus Homo, four syllables;
Factor Hominis, five syllables; Faoc-
tique Rademptor, six syliables; Cor-
poreus, four syllables; Corda Red-
imo, five syllables; Corporaque Deus,
six syllables. The fine slliteration
of fac in the first half of the mgtto
corresponds then exaotly, in posi=
tion as well as in number, with the
equally fine alliteration of oor in the
other balf; and thus the noble sen-
tence stands as a signal specimen of
almost faultless taste in elegiac in.
soription. It is constantly to be
borne in mind that the Latin insorip-
tion has for its only punctuation the

word from the others; that it runs
straight alhwart the middle of the
pioture from end toend ; that, while
the immense crucifix divides the in-
scription into two exaot halves, it
serves really to intemsify, by that
very act, the meaning of the vast
and solemn whole; and that this
ciucifix, with the figure of the
world’s Redeemer, is placed by the
artist partly below, but intrinsically
connected with, the three =august
figures in the Mcst Holy Trinity.
The longer we gaze upon the ex-
traordinary unity of subject in Sar-
gent’s “ Redemption”—a work evi-
dently wrought out by mau’s genius
in those rare and exzceptionsl mo-
ments when that genius is swayed,
to an unusual extent, by the divine
sfflatus which is superior to sll or.
dinary art, the more we must com=
prebend the exaot meaning and true
force of the insciiptiou; and the
stronger becomes the claim for the
following forms in both Latin and
English: 2

“ Factus® Homc* Factoi* Hom-
inis*¥ Faotigne* Redemptor* Cor-
poreus®* Corda* Redimc* Corpora-
que* Deuns*” .

Training of Under

writers.

To the many new occupations ard
professions which bave grown out cf
the great industrial developmert dus—
ing the last few years another profes—
sion, says a Oaicago exchange, broad
in its scope and far reaching in its
importaace, is ‘about taxbe added.
This new profession is the out growth
of the demand for scientific and effec-
tive fire protection. Beginning pext
September, Armour Institute, in con-
uection with the underwriters’ labora-
tories, will inaugurate a fire protec-
tion course. The Chicago education-
al institution will be the first in the
world to attempt the training of young
men for this distinctly modern pro-
fession,

The annual fire losses in the Uoi.
ted States. aggregate the enormous
sum of $150,000,000. The mainten-
ance of fire departments by cities and
corporations costs mcre than $200,-
000,000 additional. The. design of
the new course of training wiil be to
reduce this expense as greatly as pos-
sible and at the same time (0 afford

greater security to property. As a
profession, the occupation is planned
to be placed upon as firy footing as
any of those now existing.

The young man who takes up the
study of fire protection will enter a
profession wLich will be broader in its
training than that of almost any of
the ordinary professions of the present
time, He must bave an academic or
a high school education before he will
be admitted to the course. Then he
will have four years of hard study be-
fore him, the first two years of which
will be the same as he would be com-
pelled to take if he entered any of
the universities in the country. Dar-
ing the third year of his studies he
will begin specializing, and at the end
of four years, if he has been a faithful
student, bhe will be graduated. The
student will bave no particular choice
of course of study. He will be ex
pected to learn whatever will be of
value to him in his work.

The duties of the expert on fire
protection will be the examination of
fire hazards, their extent and the
means of reduciog them. He will be
expected to know all the ins and outs
of the insurance business, He must
be a chemist. He must be a builder.
He must know the value of building
materials and their uses in fire pro-
tection.

Unatil a very few years ago the in
surance business was a sort of go as
you please business. Companies
accepted almost any kind of risk ask-
ed no questions as to the desirability
of the hazard and collected as high a
rate as they could. The business is
conducted on a different basis to-day.
All underwriters are interested in re-
duciong the rates, Many risks they
absolutely refuse to take. Oa others
the rate is scaled by local boards,
composed of the representatives of
various companies doing business in
the territory.
