Creator has given him certain sentiments of
justice or conscientioueness aod benevolence,
and though his physical pain is removed, he feels
that it has been removed by an outrage upon the
Wigher principles of his nature, nod so far fn
experiencing the happiness of the wolf, he has
in reality incressed his misery: The mental
horror arising from his reflecting faculties, and
the remonst:ance of his moral feelings, is posi-
tively more painful than the physical sufferings
of hunger.

REMARKS BY PHE SECRETARY OF
THE STRATFORD SOCIETY.

It may not be out of place now, to give here
a recapitulation of the vaiious amounts awarded
as Premioms by the several Sccieties in the
District of Iuron for 1843, Perhaps it may be
thought as an infringement on the duties of the
Secretary of the Ihstrict Society, but I do not
suppoee that he will raise any objections on- the
head of our endeavouring to elucidate any facts
to show the importance of Agricultural Socie-
ties ; and be the Premiuma large or small, yet
where a competing spirit is shewn as ramifying
itself throughout the District, the same should
be encouraged. Nor do I suppose that ke will
think that we make any claim, for want of
priority of right; for the Stratford Society is
che first Bociety which has had existence in the
Distriet, and the first which was in operation.

The amounts therefore which have been
awarded by the severai Societies are as follows ;

Thisamount does not iaclude the grants by the
District and Stratford Societies to the Provincial
Society. And when the expenses of the several
Bocietiss are takeu into account, the amount
expended will be near £400 for 1848.

The Blanshurd Society has done well,—for
this year is only the second of its existence, and
there has been cattle at St. Marys (as re-
ported by the Becretary Mr. Brownson,) at the
show, to about twenty-four hundred dollars. It
embraces the township of Blanshard, settled only
between five and six years, and parts of Downie
and Fullarton. The Harpurhéy Society is in
the midst of a flourishing settlercent, and there
are many experiénced farmers within its bounds,
and ineludes the hips of Tuck

McKillop, Hullett, and Hibbert, and part of
Logan. The London Road Society includes
the township of McGillivray, Usborae, Biddulph,
Stephen, 1lay, and part of Tuckefsmith. From
a report of the 8how of this Society of October,
1846, it would appear that James Murray, Esq.,
of Hay, did much to forward its interests, as
well as Mr. Bell,—Ms. Murray had 12 premi-
ums, Mr. Bell 6, and Mr. Lamb, of Usborne, 7.
The premiums then awarded amounted to £46
10e. including ploughing. This year Messrs.
Murray, Balkwill, Bissett, Whitetord, and Lamb
obtained eeveral premiums. *The operations of
the District Society at Goderich, (begun in
Spring of 1842,) are confined to a limited local-
ity—chiefly Goderich and Coleborne ; for the
extreme distance of the District town from either
the townships of the London Road,. or the
townships in the neighborhood of Stratford,
preclude, in eome degree, an extension of its
influence, though its rules embrace the whole
District. As a farming society—for a general
local avancement—it does not uppear, owing to
its insulated or out of the way potition,tc]possess
the capabilities of either the London Road So-
ciety or the Harpurhey. I mean no reflection on
its operations ms they are, or its active office
Bearers and promotere, —far from it. But what
I mean is, that the unfortunate ultima Thule
position (ex. gr. as John O'Groats in Scotland,)
puts it out of the power of the farmers'of the
southwest and enst ends of the District from
availing themselves of its advantager, unless it
be at some inconvenience and expenge,—besides
the damage on judging of the articles which
might be exhibited.

The Stratford Society (commenced in Decem-
ber, 1841,) includes North and South Easthope,
Downie and Ellice. The townships of Fullar-
tor and Logan furnish no numerous competitors
