LI . , Df course, it has been shown that theScott sympathisers, and one is a blatant , t L__,___ ,
apologist for the lawbreakers on 
every possible occasion. Hence the 
unsuccessful working of the set in 
Huron. There are no greater difficulties 
in the way of successfully working the 
Scott Act than there were against the 
carrying out of the Crook’s Aet, when it 
first became law. Yet the inspectors un- 
derthe Crook's Act were not long in effect­
ing a radical change. The reason was, 
they were men chosen for their integrity 
to act, and their ability to perform the 
work allotted them. In the present 
case, the inspectors are selected in many 
instances from the party “heelers,1 
many aie strong whisky sympathisers, 
and few df them have any inclination to 
make the lew a success. In some of the 
outside villages the hotel proprietors 
have actually placed their beer-pumps 
ones more on the bare, and sell sloe and 
porters openly, and without ffiar of con­
sequences. Nothing of this kind would 
obtain if honest inspectors were appoint­
ed. A police magistrate and a county 
prosecutor, to sot independently of the 
present inspectors, are absolutely requir­
ed in Huron.

a livelihood. ,

It is little wonder, then, that the fourth 
annual convention of the Canadian 
Shorthand Aiaociation, held at Toronto 
on Monday, drew together about a hun­
dred men and women, eoroe.grown grey 
ill the practice of their profession, and 
others green amanuenses, just beginning 
to earn their first year’s salary. The 
meetings were held in the Educational 
Departmental building.

Among the writers present whose 
names are well-known in Canada ware to 
be seen Thoe. Bengough, the energetic 
president of the Association, whose face 
aglow with eothueiasm, beamed upon the 
assembly with a bright effulgence.
Frank Yeigh, the active secretary of the 
society, busy as a nailer, keeping track 
of men and* things. E. K. Horton and 
R. Tyson, the well-known court report­
ers ; A. Horton, of the Eantard staff ;

"R. T. Bastedo, the private secretary of 
the Attorney-General ; F. W. Wodell, 
the singing phonographer, of Hamilton ;
T. Pinkney, who catches the Wild say­
ings of the Bond street paster as they 
fly ; Dr. Wild himself, who writes pho­
nography ; Rev. E. Barker, who teaches 
shorthand as woll aa moral truths ; W.
Houston, the well known parliamentary 
librarian and literary man ; and the fair 
facet of such practical phonographer* as 
Mia* May Bengough, Misa Rogers, Misa 
Sneath, and other*. Then there wai a 
young “brother in black,” an intelligent 
licking young negro, the first of his race 
in Canada to take a seat in a short­
hand convention.

Frank Yeigh, private secretary to 
Hon. A. 8. Hardy, read a well prepared 
paper on “Employer».’' He described 
the various kinds of men who use aman­
uenses, and the gnn that lit np the faces 
of some of the ready writers present, 
as the eeeeyest read his paper, showed 
that the pictures were true to life. This 
paper drew forth a very interesting dis­
cussion on the condition of shorthand 
clerking in Canada.

The “Question Box" wss s happy 
thought A number of queries on pointa 
of great interest to phonographer*,young 
and old, were propounded, and the 
replies to these queries were instructive 
and interesting, and amusing at times.

About 6:36 p.ia. the tables in the Art 
Room ware surrounded by merry phono- 
grapher» and their friends, where an 
excellent collation was served. Speeches, 
songs and recitations were given by 
several present, Mr. Wodell’» rendition 
of “Rule Britannia" and “The Star 
Spangled Banner,” being raptnoualy re­
ceived. During the evening attention was 
called to the fact that 1887 would be the 
semi-centenary of the introduction of 
phonography* Isaac Pitman having pub­
lished hi* first book on “Sound Hand” 
in 1837. Dr. Wild, pastor of Bond 
street church, paid a high compliment 
to reporters generally, and claimed to 
be one of the oldest phonographer* in 
Canada.

An excellent concert was given in the 
theatre of the Normal School later in the 
evening by popular city vocalists, the 
various numbers on the programme 
being well given. An address of wel­
come was tendered the A merican delegates 
by the Minister of Education. During 
his admirable speech Hon. Mr. Rees 
said :—

It afforded him great pleasure to 
appear before them and welcome not 
only the Canadian Aiaociation of Short- 
handers, but also their American breth­
ren. Since it had been hia lot to preside 
over the educational interests of the 
Province he had had the houer of re­
ceiving many association» in that little 
hall, and he could say that there was no 
aiaociation which asked for the use of the 
buildings to whom it was granted with 
more freedom than it was granted to the 
Canadian Aaaooiation of Shorthands». 
He could bear testimony to the greet 
extent to which a public man was in­
debted to the shorthand writer. Very 
often, through the judicious manipula­
tion of the reporter, the speech waa pre­
sented to the public in much better form 
than it had been given by the speaker. 
He had often admired the patience with 
which the reporter» aat throughout the 
long speeches, when'everybody waa tired 
but themaelves, and picked out the little 
golden threads among the chaos. He 
referred to the benefits rendered the 
businessman by hia amanuensis, and to 
the valuable services of the shorthand 
writers in the court*. He waa also glad 
to welcome them for their own takes, for 
shorthand reporters aa a claaa were 
gentlemen who had the entree to the beet 
society in the country. He hoped the 
time would soon come when the utility 
of shorthand would be universally re­
cognized in the schools of Ontario. He 
referred to the advancement and energy 
ehown by Americans in the art of short 
hand writing, and the good-natured 
emulation which should exist between 
the nationalities in the pursuit of this 
and kindred arts aqd sciences.

A. P. Little, the President of the New 
York State Association, made a most 
felicitous reply, and later in the evening 

rowo gave a general invi 
tation to the Canadians to attend the 
American conventions on the two follow 
ing days.

The gathering was pro eminently a 
happy one, and the thorough harmonis­
ing of nationalities was apparent to alL 
There waa not a wrangle snout “systems," 
either. The wheels end journals of the 
convention machine appear to have been 
well lubricated with the oil of liberal 
sentiment.

On Tuesday morning a number of 
Canadians left with their American 
friends for the conventions at Niagara 
Falls and Buffalo.

This is with the view of 
promoting his chances for the Tory lead­
ership, which he thinks would be improv­
ed if he could only pose as an Ontario 
man.

Owing to the extraordinary expense 
incurred in the late war the government 
of Ouetemala has suspended payment of 
interest on foreign and interior debt for 
am year, commencing August 10, in 
order to pay off all arrsera in the army 
and civil service accounts.

Putin, Aug. 17.—At the unveiling of 
the statue of Gen. Chanzy Sunday, a 
significant incident oocured. During 
the ceremony Baron Fredeiicks, a mili­
tary attache of the Russian embassy si 
Peris, appeared in the full uniform of a 
Russian colonel and received an ovation, 
the crowd cheering him and shouting 
“Vive La Russie.”

Calmleg the Sea.
New Yoke, Aug. 15.—The steamer 

Polynesia, now in port, was struck by a 
cyclone on the 10th inst., about 900 mile* 
from Sandy Hook. Her capUin says he 
never saw such terrific waves. Tbe 
st»amer's decks were swept, and one or 
two seamen injured. There was danger 
at one time that the vessel would go 
down with all on board. She carried 
250 steerage passengers. The capUin 
concluded to try the effects of oil. A 
tank of paint oil was placed on the star­
board side and allowed to leak out. The 
effect was marvellous The oil spread 
for a considerable space around the ship, 
and the waves quieted right down. The 
cyclone lasted eight hours.

THE GANG DISPERSED.

Ottawa, Ang. 14.—At the benqeet 
given last night by the citixena of Otta­

A few drops in » kettle that is 
hard to clean makes grease and stickihess 
fade aflay, and robe the work of all its 
terrors. Let it stand ten minutes before 
attempting to scrape off, end every 
corner will be clean. It cleans the sink, 
and penetrates into the drainpipe. Spots 
or finger marks on paint disappear under 
its magical influence, and it ie equally 
effective on lloor and oilcloth, though it 
must be used with great care on the 
latter or it will injure the polish. There 
is nothing to equal it in cleaning the 
silverware, and it gives a higher polish 
and keeps clean longer than anything 
else. If the silver Vv only slightly 
tarnished, pul- two. loleayounfiile of 
ammonia into a quart of hot water, brush 
the tarnished article with it and dry with 
a chamois. If badly discnlered they may 
need a little whitening previous to the 
washing. An old nail brush goes into 
the cracks to polish and brighten. For 
fine muslin ot delicate lace it is invalua­
ble, os it cleans, without rubbing the 
finest fabrics. Put a few drops into 
your sponge bath in hot water, and you 
will be astc nished at the result; as it 
imparts coolness to tlib skin. Use it to 
clean hoir-brushes, and to wash any hair 
or feathers to be used for beds or pillows. 
When /employed in anything that is not 
especially soiled, use the waste water 
afterward for the house planta that are 
taken down from their usual position 
and immersed in the tub of water. 
Ammonia is a fertilizer, and helps to ; 
keep healthy the plant it nourishes. In j 
every way, 1ft fact, ammonia it the ;

Too much emphaaie cannot be given to 
the injunction to keep milk eweet ih 
hot weather. The infant-» natural 
nourishment need» almost ae much care 
in summer as does the consumer of it. 
The beet method of keeping it unchang­
ed, and therefore wholesome, ie to set in 
a clean, cold refrigerator es eoon a» it 
com* into the hoo*. When it ie need­
ed, take the pitcher er cup into which it 
ie to be poured to the refnuerator, not 
the milk-peninto the kitchen. Nurse* 
generally neglect this precantion. The 
pen ie often left in the heated outer air 
for five, ten, fifteen minute*, thue caus­
ing the milk to “tutu.”

In the country where ice ie not readily 
obtainable, a really good oellar, a spring- 
honw, * a deity through which rune a 
living stream of water ia the next best 
thing to a refrigerator. If none cf these

Wbat lo Take to Vlrwir*.

At this season of the yetr the question
what eatables to take to picnics arises so 
frequently that a few suggestion^ may be 
acceptable, aaya Miss Parloa. Many 
people lose sight of the fact that good 
bread and butter and cold meat are 
articles of which there should be an 
ample supply, even at the cost of goinsj 
without some delicacies. A small spirit- 
lamp will enable one to get, with very 
little trouble, a cup of hot tea, cotfee or 
chocolate. Here is a short list of good 
things from which to make selections for 
.a luncheon in the woods ; Buttered thin 
bread, battered rolls, pressed chicken, 
broiled chicken, tongue, ham, pressed 
corn beef, sardines, stuffed eggs, hard- 
boiled eggs, broiled smoked salmon, 
pickles, olives, crackers and cheese, 
orange marmalade, hard gingerbread, 
cake, cold coffee, cold tea, lemonade. 
There are many fruit syrups which, mix­
ed with cold water make palatable 
drinks. Lemon juice for lemonade 
should be extracted at home and carried 
to the picnic grounds in bottle». The 
sugar may be put with it or added with 
the water when the lemonade is wanted. 
When ice can be transported the bill of 
faro may be improved groatly. For ex­
ample, salads may be packed In ice and 
they will be found tempting when dinner 
is announced. Ice cream and sherbet 
will also make the meal seem a hundred 
per cent, better on a hot day, and a little 
ice in the lemonade will make it so much 
more refreshing as to pay one for the 
trouble of carrying the ice. But have 
good bread and butter anyway.

Double folds of canvas are basted in 
the neck and sleeves of traveling dresses.

Colored percale 
ciSllars, in high standing shape, and cuffs, 
are for travellers, and there are also 
bands of linen, With a color on the edge, 
that may he bought by the yard and cut 
off in collars as they are needed on the 
journey. To protect the neck a kerchief 
of colored surah or of crape is sometimes 
folded inside the dress, showing like a 
fold above the collar of the dress, and 
thus dispensing with a collar altogether.
