FOR ERRING BOYS

Industrial School Being: Established
by Provincial Gov. Drainage
Bill on Wednesday.

(From Tuesday's Bulletin.)

An important measure—one that
will beneficially affect many young
Albertans in the future—was brought
down in the legislature yesterday for
its second reading. It provides for
the establishment in the province of
an industrial school for boys, and is
only another evidence of the pro-

sfation in the interests of every
class of the people. Not even the re-
creant boy being forgotten.

In this institation juveniles commit-
ted to imprisonment will be kept in
custody, trained to useiulness mean-
while and kept entirely apart from
the hardening influence of ordinary
jail life for adults.
yHon. Mr. Cushing gave notice that
he will on Wednesday bring in a bill
respecting drainage, This  is one of
the large government measures of this
cesgion.. Mr. Cushirnig will also lead
off in the discussion to take place
this afternoon upon Mr. Robertson’s
resolution concerning the railways.

Several bills passed their third read-
ing; a number of others were advane-
ed a stage and A. J. Robertson, High
River, introduced his resolution con-
cerning the railways of the province.

It was as follows:

“Be it resolved by the legislative
assembly of the province of Alberta in
session assembled, that in the opinion
of this House the goveinment of the
province of Alberta should acquire the
railways in the province of Alberta
running north and south, and should
as a government undertaking extend
the same into the northern portions oi
the province, to conneet with the
northern waterways of the said pro-
vince, and tap the timber areas and
the mineral beds of the said province,
or alternatively in the opinion of this
House the government of the province
of Alberta should construet a railway
from the moet northerly terminus of
any existing railway into the northern
portion of the province for the pur-
poses mentioned.

“And it is further the opinion oi
this House, that when the government
have so constructed a railway or have
become the owner or operator of any
such railway, the same should be piac-
ed under the absolute corftrol of an in-
dependent commigsivu.””

Mr. Robertson - in introducing the
bill, stated that his motives in pre-
senting this were quite &incere. He
wanted the government to own the
railways of the province, 'He then
proceeded to criticize at some lengin
an editorial - in the Bulletin which
had criticized his plans and motives.
He desired to see the timber and min-
etal areas of the north tapped by gov-
ernment owned <ailways. Then by
charging a reasonable ireight rate the
settlers might secure timber for their
needs more cheaply than at present.

POSTAL REGULATIONS
HAVE BEEN MODIFIED

’

According to Report From Washington
—Legitimate American Periodicals
and Newspapers Will Be Admitted
to Canada Under Old Regulations—
Department Will Pass Judgment on
Magazines.

Washington, Feb. 8.—The Canadian
pestal authorities gave the six months’
notice required by the cunvention that
they would no longer permit newspapers

in Canada at the second class or pound
rate of postage. Up to that time there
had beea no postal barvier between Can-
ada and the United. States with respect
to the transmissiof. of newspapérs and
periodicals through $he mails. Papers
posted at pestoffices in the United States
were delivered in Canada without pay-
rient of additional postage. The notice of
abrogation of this agreement was protest-
ed by the United States postal autHori-
ties but as Uanada has a legal right to |
abrogate this feature of the convention,
the protest of Post Master General
Mever was without avail. After one|
year under this agreement the Canadian

A further agreement has been reached
under which legitimate daily newspapers
may be mailed in the United States to
post offices in Cavada at the pound rate
of postage. This is a restoration of the
cld order of things as far as 4the legiti-
mate daily newspapers is concerned, and
is a step in that direction for the maga-
zines and other periodicals. While Am-
erican publishers do not under the new
arrangement secure all that is believed

t they are entitled to, Post Master
General Meyer accepted the recent pro-
posals of Canada regarding them as the
wadge that would ultimately lead to res-
toration of them in their entirety or
the conditions that formerly prevailed.

A telegram has been received from
the deputy post master general of Can-
ada advising that the public and all post-
masters of the Dominion were notified
vesterday that the agreement had gone
into effect- on the 6th inst.

Manipulating Tickets.

Boston, Mass,, Feb, 12.—Jas. B.
(Jim) Lehneman was arrested here on
a charge of manipulating Grand
Trunk Railway tickets, entailing a
loss of some thousands to the com-
pany. The alleged scheme was form-
ulated in November, Montreal “and
local detective bureaus are arranging
for his extradition. Lehneman was
out on bail for, in company with
Goodman Phillips, - engineering a
Chinese smuggling expedition in
which the yacht Frolic was used.

START CLEARING
ON RIGHT OF WAY

Sub Contracts Let for G.T.P. West
of Edmonton. Ssttlers Will
be Employed.

(From Tuesday’s Bulletin.)

The work of clearing the right of
way of the Grand Trunk Pacific for
120 miles west of Edmonton to Wolf
Creek, has been started and in a few
days will be proceeding at full swing.
A large force of men and teams will
be employed on this work, and. by

for grading.

The 120 mile streteh to le cleared
and graded this year has been divided
into four sections each of which is let
to. a sub-contractor by the firm of
Foley, Welsh and Stewart, who se-
cured the contract from the Grand
Trunk Pacific Company. The clear-
ing of the first thirty miles of the
right of way has been let to J. McAl-
lister, the next thirty miles, has not
vet been let, or is let in small con-
tracts, the third thirty miles is let to
M. McKenzie, and the fourth and last
thirty miles to Ben Baker. These
contractors have all been employed
by the firm of Foley, Welsh and Stew-
art on the G.T.P, near Saskatoon.

Baker has taken a large force of
men and gone out to commence work
at once clearing the right of way on
his section, which extends from nine-
ty mileg west of Edmonton to 120 west
to Wolf Creek. The other contractor
will sub-let as much of the clearing
of the right of way as possible. The
work will be let as far.as possible to
the farmers and homesteaders resid-
ing along the right of way, Fair
wages will be paid for the work, and
the settlers will be given an oppor-
tunity to do all the work they can on
the building of this great transcontin-
ental through Alberta,

No work has as yet been done on
the first section west of Edmonton.
This section extends from a point
about two miles west of the city to
about ten miles west of Stoney Plains.
Contractor McAllister is expected to |
arrive in the city to-day from Sedge-
wick, and will prebably make ar-
rangements at once for sub-letting the
work of clearing the right of way on
his section. That part of the right of
way from Clover Bar to Edmonton is
already cleared and ready for grading,

FOR FALSE ARREST.
Chinese Residents of Regina Sue Police
Officials and Mayor.

Regina, Teb. 11.—The case of Wong
Chung Lung, otherwise known as Mack
Sing, a Chinese resident of this city,
against Mayor J. W. Smith, Corporal
C. J. Hogg, R.N.W.M.P. and R. J. Har-
waod, chief of.the Regina city police,
and- Constables Hoggarth and Gleddon,
claiming $2,000 damages for false im-
priscnment, was commenced in the sup-
reme court today before Justice Prender-
gast. The Suit is the result of a raid
made by the police last year on the
Chinese residents of the city in search
of a missing Chinaman wanted in:con-
nection with the Steele restaurant pois-
oning. Thirteen similar suits by Chin-
ese citizens are pending, the present be-
ing in the nature of a test case. C. E. D.
Wood appearédd for the plaintiff, Nor-.
man MacKkenzie for Mayor Smith and
J. F. Frame for the other defendants. A
large amount of evidence was taken in-
cluding that of the plaintiff Chinese,
Sergeant Sample, of the city pelice, and
a reporter of the Standard. The judge
intimated that no evidence had been pro-
duced connecting Mayor Smith with the
raid and stated that he would give his
decision accordingly in the morning, so
far as he was concrned.

Sidney, Man., Woman Meets Terrible
Fate—Killed by Vicious Horse.

Carberry, Man., Feb., 11—Mrs. S.
Mahan was trampled to death by a
vicious horse at her home in Sidney
this afternoon. Her husband was in
Carberry at the time of the accident.
Mrs. Mahan went out after the child-
ren had gone to school at 1 o’clock
to feed the horses.

Mahan she hurried to the stable and
there found Mrs. Mahan lying un-
conscious. The woman lifted the un-
conscious woman and carried her to a
place of safety and then ran for as-
sistance. .

“My feet knew every trail leading
out from this hill, and many times I
have passed with my dog train over
the very ground where this church
stands, as I went of to missions in
the north,” said Father Lacombe, and
the congregation, looking wn the
white-surpliced, white haired, old mis-
sionary, who can still speak with such
vivid interest, felt.themselves trans-
ported to the early days of this “glori-
fied trading post.”

In the sermon at high mass the old
missionary made a strong .appeal for
more consideration for the half-breeds
at the hands of the inflowing tides of
white people. He spoke with heart-
felt gratitude of the services rendered
the early missionaries and traders by
the half-breeds, the simple, hospitable
people of the plains, and he mourned
the inferior position to which* they
are now relegated. It was a pathetic
protest against circumstances which
he felt would not be altered, because
he said, “You new-comers who come
in now and spread over the lands like
streams dividing you, do not know
what we who came first owed to the
charity and goodness of these hali-
breeds, who gave us so warm a wel-
come. You do not know. But - the
Canadian government, which has al-
ways tried to be just to these people,
realized the truth that these people
formed the link in Canada between
civilization and barbarisni; that they
played a very important part in the
history of this country, and made its
settlement and development possible
without bloodshed or delay. So I ask
you to remember this when you have
to do with the half-breeds, and treat
them withs some portion of the good-
ness shown by them to the first set-
tlers here.”

He advocated
building railroads, not as revenue pro-
ducers, but to help the people, the
province being ahle to horrow funds
for public works af a rate half as great
as the ipdividual farmer paid.

If the €. & E. were too expensive to
buy, he urged the government to build
a road from Coutts to Edmonton;
then having that they might build tc
Hudson’s Bay. It was a good thing
to open up new territory.

“In ten years’ time most of us
here now will—,” hesitated the mem:
ber for Rosebud, his thought appear-
ing suddenly deflected—*“will feel that
we're getting old, and we will hand
over affairs to a young generation,’
he ended somewhat blankly.

Mr. Cushing, he stated, had dweltl
upon the various transcontinenta
lines racing for Alberta. Now, he
would suggest -that government-ownec
roads north and seuth would tap all
these and bring them inta competition
So whether these railroads would cost
the provinee 20 or 50 millions they
ought to get it, and perhaps help &
pay for..it by selling the townsites
along the route. He referred to the
very large increase in the value ol
C.P.R. stoeks since thg construction
of that road; and he prophesied some:
thing similar for government-owneécd
roads here.

Fletcher Bredin Speaks,

He was followed by Mr: .Bredin, whe
spoke at some length and with force-
fulness: *““The resolution -of the hon
member for High River is nothing,”
he said, “'if it is not ambitious. . ]
think it may be taken as a compli-
ment to the constructive and execw
tive ability of this government. The
hon. leader of the Opposition has such
faith in the government that he asks
them to do things and assume res
ponsibilities that would be considerec
monumenital if they could be divested
of the ridiculous.

Wt
may, believe that he has observed tha’
this government, always cuts s gar
ments according to its cloth, in othe’
words, fhat their expenditure is at al
times well within the line of revenue
He has seén evolved from the Aftorney
General’s department, in an incred
ibly short space of time, the legal ma
chinery now in force in the province
that would do honor to any common
wealth in the world.

*«Prom -the -resolution I-think wi
may reasonably .infer that the hon
member for High River has viewe
with. unexampled .satisfaction th
manner in which this governmen
spans our rivers with bridges of iro
and concrete. That he has note

Shows Up Flaw in Pilan,

J. R ‘Boyle, following Mr. Bredin,
proceeded to expose a (ﬁcided flaw in
the resolution. He. instanced the
various countries, like New Zealand
atid  Ahstralia, where povernment-
owned railways had proved sutcesss
ful, and he called attention to the fadt
that these countries, surrounded- by
the ocean, were independent of ‘othér
countries in their railway systems.

With: Alberta it was quite different.
Its inland position, surrounded - by
other provinces, made it alwayse to
some extent dependent upon trans-
confinental lines for the solution of
its transportation problems, and the
transcontinental lines were wunder
Federal control. "As an instance of
what might be expected to happen to
people living along lines independent
of the big trunk linés passing
through, the residents along the A.
and k. R. line, in the south, hive to
pay for grain along that road to Leth-
bridge almost half the rate paid by
farmers along the main line of: the
C.P.R. for through transport of grain
to the’coast.

A big trunk line arranges for
through rates from several points in
common. The grain coming in from
the _independent road, pays this
through rate and has in addition . to
pay the large extra haulage rate on
amaller lines, Although nearer the
coast than many other farmers along
the C.P.R., these people referred to in
the south paid far more for .trans-
portation. Last year their local rate
amounted to 10 cents a bushel. - The
ymull independent road was here a
handicap rather than an advantage to
the farmer.

In his - own constituency of 100
miles square, said Mr. Boyle,  there
was much room for railways. And
nce opened up it will soon have peo-
ple pouring.in to avail themselves of
its opportunities. © But to saddle this
young district with a heavy local rate
to get their grain to trunk lines, and
again a rate to bring it to the mar-
sets he felt to be unjust.

Moreover, as from Alberta’s inland
location the solution of its transporta-
tion problem will always be.  depen-
lent upon outside conditions, he felt
the house should not pledge the gov-
arnment’s credit at this time to con-
itruct roads in competition with those
roming in. In.a very few years
here will be seen the same race to
yuild railreads into the more north-
'rn districts that may now be witness-
ad in this seetion of the proyvinee.

There could be no good purpose
served, he :said, by this government
inancing branches for the big trans-
rontinental roads coming - in. That
was what it wonld amount. to. He
elt the government might better em-
sloy any spare funds in establishing
1 pork-packing and beef-curing plants,

He expressed himself.as strongly of
she: opinion that government . owner-
ship of rhilways was net , practicgble
.n a province-situated as Alberta was;
ind that such enterprises-shonld not
ye undertaken unless quite gpecial cir-
Jumstances -arose.

Work of Political Pettifogger?

John T. Moore, the member for Red
Deer, declared the country loeking for
he solution of whatever transporta-
ion problems it had did not do other-
vise than look to the responsible men
somposing a government, which had
seen elected by people who, with good
season, trusted in their administra-
ion: X

“In rising to
second the resolution of the honorable
member: for -Lacombé, I wish to say
that. en more than one occasion my
atetntion has also been called to this
matser by women of-this province. .In
every case in. which I was spoken to,
the women .felt that the law was not
fair and - equitable towards them,
either as to the dispofition of their
hasband’s property .while he lived or
after his death, <

“The way the :z:aw now stands the
husband can make any disposition of
his estate that he likes, either by
sale, or will; -and can, if he so de-
=ires, leave his wife penniless. There
can be no two opinions as to the in-
justicz of the daw in this respect.

*“In the provinces of Prince Edward
Island, Wew Brumswick and Ontario
the wife is entitled t6.one-third, and
the husband cannot sell without the
wite releasing her dower. - In Mani-
toba there is no dower while the hus-
band is alive, and on his death the
wife is absolutely entitled to one-third
of his estate, and cannot be deprived
of her third by will or otherwise.

“It is said that if the law is chang-
ed it will lead to a great deal of liti-
gation that does not mow take place.
I'he most of the litigation arises from
the fact that the dower is only a life
estate. If the dower is made abso-
fate, it will do away with the greater
part of the litigation that possibly
might arise. 1 submit, Mr. Speaker,
that if litigation is required to ob-
:ain justice for the wives and mothears
of this province, it is better to have
iitigation than injustice.”

Wife Can Say ‘“Gol”

Mr. Resenrol, zising. to speak
against the resolution, drew upon his
sxperienee a8 a lawyer im the: ‘west.
e said the law had better remain as
it’ was, and no risk-should be run in
connection with the Land Titles’ Aect,
oné of the best in existenes, he  be-
deved.

The toil was arduous and was done
n darkness, which was only made vie-
ble by the feeble light ‘of- ‘a -safety
amp. The air was bad and very often
ué temperature in which the men
vorked was very high. Miners were
ubject to  diseases: which ‘men who
‘orked in the.open-air were not gub-
ect to. ° Altogether the work under-
rround was disagreeable and labori-
as. The bill beiore the House pro-
sides for: a working day .of eight
wurs bank to bank. (Applause.)

Eight Hours Bank to Bank.

In reply to'the suggestion which has
reen made that there should be a
vorking day of eight hours at the face
f the mines bacause the mines differ
ery much in the distance of the work-
ng face front the shaft; 1 would point
ut th;lt goingto the working face of
he mines is a- necessary. pant of the

xniner’s daily occupation, “There were

sométimeés long distances of under-
ground walking in a stoopinig position
before the working face was reached,
and frequently the miners, aiter their
walk, had fo sit down-to rest before
actually beginnings their work.

The greater part of the time occu-
pied in getting-to the working face
ought therefore to be included in the
eight hours .of work, I think eight
hours long enough for any miner to
be engaged at work in subterraneous
gloom. - The men have  pointed out
how in the short days of winter:they
would go dewn the pit in the morning
before it was light, and would not
come up again until after the sun had
gone down. Day after day they wounld
go .down, speixling their liyes in
darkness, both above and  below
ground; and that had a very depres-
sing effect upon their constitution. I
think -there i3 a great deal im that
contention coupled with the fact that
while down the pit the miner was fae-
ed with the daily dangers and diffi-
culties of his oceupation;

From the health point of view there
is no nced to argue the bill.

With regard to the wages of the
worker, -they: would always depend in
the long run upon his output. Ii any
body thought this proposed reduection
of the hours would increase the de-
mand for = workmen, and therefore
would increase wages, I hope that idea
would be dispelled, because it was
quite certain from an economiec point
of view, that a man’s wages would de-

put.

This poin’ will be dealt with when
we discu¢s later- on the question of
output.

More Comfort in Life.

I think the demand for this legisla-
tion by so large a number of men, who
live by coal mining, ought to have
the greatest respect paid to it by this
House. I do not think the men want
shorter hours to damage the trade by
which they live, but rather to culti-
vate to some extent the amenities of
home life; fo improve themselves men-
tally, and to enable them to take a
still more active share in public life
in which they already take a promin-
ent part,

Many .of the men m their evidenee
before the coal commission wished to
have more time in order tq improve
themselves by study in the evenings.
A man who had to get up at five
o’clock in the morning to go to work
ior ten hours underground could not
be fit at the close of that period either

pend in the long run: upon his out-|

e

physically or mentally for anything
in the nature of educational pursuits.
A large number of those employed
in the mines were young men. For
them it was absolutely necessary that
they should have a shorter working
day; it wds absolutely necessary to
give them some little " brightness and
hope while they were still young, if
they were to develop that vigorous
manhood upon which the forces of the
nation rested, but the desire for men-
tal improvement and intelleetual .pro-
gress was arrested if not absolutely
stifled by reason of the long hours
and onerous conditions under - which
they labored.

It is also clear that the institution
of a legal limit of the working day
of coal miners cannot be-regarded: as
being out of harmony ‘with the ffod-
ern tendeney of labor .legislation in
other countries, -and in view 'of this
iact the coal owners of Alberta can-
not therefore complain ‘of excessive
governmental interfc.ence.

Action is World-Wide.

Austria- was the first country to leg-
ally regulate the hours of workers in
cocal mines and in 1884 prescribed a
limit to the miners’ work shiit, a lim-
it which was greatly reduced bv a
subsequent law passed in June, 1901.
: The French act brought into effeet
lin 1905 provided that the hours  of
work in mines should be gradually re-
duced from their present number to
¢ight hours per day. The proposed
British bill of 1907 followed this ex-
ample. That bill stated = that the
hours of work below ground in coal
mines should be yradually. reduced
till they reach the limit of eight
hours,

A bill in the spring ot the year went
as far as the second reading, but it
was finally decided to hold any legis-
ation until the report of the imperial
coal eommission was received.  When
parliament met again in . August the
question waz deferred until-the session
f 'this year, when there is every rea-
son to believe that this legislation will
bha rn:'.‘--wi,

Germany had also stringent colliery
legislation. The German government
realized that in the high temperature
f pits, six hours was long enough to
be employed underground., The law in
Holland  camé into forcel Nevember
Ist, 1906, and provides for’a nine hour
lay. After January 1st,- 1908, 8 1-2
hours a day.”

Inasmuch as the  Province = of
Manitoba is not in debt, it shall be
entitled to be‘ paid and to receive
from the Goveriiment of Canada by
half yearly payments in advance, an
annual sum of four hundred and
five thousand threce hundred and
seventy-five dollars, being the equi-
valent of interest at the rate of five
per cent. per annum on the sum of
eight million one hundred and sev-
en thousand five hundred dollars,
Inasmuch as the said . -province
will not have the publie land as a
source of revenue, there shall be
pa#id by Canada to the province, by
half-yearly payments in advance, an
annual sum based upon the popula-
tion of the provinece .as from time
to time ascertained by the quin-
quennial census thereof, as follows:

The population of the said prov-
ince being dssumed to be at present
two hundred and fifty thousand, the
sum payable until such population
reaches four hundred thousgnd shall
be three hundred and seventy-five
thousand dollars;

Thereafter, until such population
reaches eight hundred  thousand,
the sum payable shall be five hun-
dred and sixty-two thousand five
hundred dollars;

Thereafter, until such population
reaches one million two hundred
thousand, the sum payable shall be
seven hundred and fifty thousand
dollars;

And thereafter the sum payable
shall be one million one hundred
and twenty-five thousand dollars.

As an additional allowance in lien
of public lands, there shall be paid
by Canada to the provinece, dnnually
by -half-yearly payments -in -ad-
vance; for. five years from the time
this act conies ihtd force, to provide
for the construction ' of . hecessaiy
public buildings, the sum of ninety-
three thousand séven hundred and;
fifty dollars,

In other words Mnmtoba wamn a
cash subsidy in lieu of the control ¢f
the public lands, The Government
embodied the declaration in the reso-
Intion, and the Legislaturé endorsed
it without regard 'to party differences.
The unanimous opinion of the mem-
bers of the Manitoba House is that
cash subsidies are altogether prefer-
able to the control of the public do-
main, from the viewpoint of the Pro-
vince, 8o confirméd are they, in this
view .that they make 1o $uggestion of
any -alternativc _arrangement. They
do not offer the Federal Parliament
any choice in- the matter; 2o not in-
timate that they would accépt the
duty of administering the lands ‘un-
dér .any conditions or for any éondid-
eration, but declare simply ‘and solely
thiat they ‘want the cdsh and mot the
lands,

This is the wopinion of men who
should know what they are talking
about. They have had experience,
long experience, and experience under
circumstances not ealculated tc pre-
judice them in favor of the cash sub-
sidy. ‘Manitoba has been a Province
for thirty-seven years. It has never
had and has not now any control over
public - lands, except swamp lands,
which - can ~ be . made . suitable
for agriculture only by an expen-
diture of Provincial money for-drain-
age purposes, - If the Province had
suffered any disadvantage from not
having control of the public domain
the “Provincial - Government _ should
know it by this time; if the  Province
would have -beepn better ofi with con-
trol- of the public domain than with

even the insufficient eash subsidies of !
the Autonomy Act of 1870, the Legialu-‘{

The Montreal Herald congratulates
Montreal that an army of men and
stupendous equipment of snow plows
were able to prevent the street rail-
way system being tied up by a two
days’ snowstorm last week.

The ordinary winter conditions in
Montreal, so far as street ralway
operation  is concerned, are more
trying than those in any other ety
of equal size in the world.

Montreal Street Railway Company,
especially during Saturday and Sun-
day, is an achievement of which
both the management and the pub-
lic have reason to be proud. There
has probably been no feat of equal
skill performed by any. street rai-
way company since the introduction
of the trolley. The storm raged for
hours, the high wind pouring the

A severe cold wave - accompanied
the downy deluge. in Pembreke the
mercury wandered down to 42 below,
and in:Guelph, in the heart of the
western peninsula, it shrank to 23
below, ;

On Baturday came a despatch an-
nouncing another blizzard that buried
up all the energies of the Montreal
railway men, and probably even put
the street railway out of commission,
with its army of shevélers and its
splendid ‘equipment.

Montreal, Feb. 7.—~The snowstorm
of .last night and:this. morning.has
ddded the'last straw to the.suffer-
ings of fhe éperating departments of
the great transportation lines.. De-
spite- the great blizzard-of last Sat-
urday and despite vae-Aretic weath-
er that has since prevailed, the rhil-
ways-have ‘kept up-.the ‘éemblance
of an“ordinaty. train service; but to-
day nothing of the kind" was. pos-
sible, ‘and ‘the officials frankly ad-
mit that for the time they are beat-
en. The area covered by the-storm
lies entirely to the west -of Mont-
real,

Meantime in - the western  land
which Omtario ‘people too condmonly
think of with a shudder, trains have
been running on schedule time all
winter while the only complaint about
the enowfall has been that it was too
light, Until a-week ago waggons were
more -plentiful’ than sleighs on the
streets. of Edmonton and ‘the griev-
ance alike of the farmer, the team-
ster and.the merchant was that the
lack of sleighing was retarding busi-
ness. During the last few days slexgns
have been commeoenly in use, but thel
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snow is not ‘now more than six’'or
eight inches on the level and a few
sunny days will again bring out the
waggons

In the matter of temperature, the

-weather herg has been about all that

could be desired; neither cold endugh
to be uncomiortable nor warm enough
tn be unseasonable. At Edmonton
the thermometers at the meteorologi-
cal station have never registered low-
er than 20 below zero during the sea-
son, and the cold snaps in which the
mercury has approached this mark
have been few, far between and ot
brief duration:, Tt is gafe to say that
nowhere on the continent have people
enjoyed weather more. pleasant-and
more healthful than that of the paat
four months at Edmonton,

Duripng the entire season all classes
of work which can be carried on.ad-
vantageously in Ontdrio in the winter
season, has been general throughout
the West. The G.T.P. and C.P.R.
consgtruction gangs have worked stead-
ily through the winter laying steel on
the new Winmipeg ‘and ° Edmonton
lines. . Work on the G.T.P. bridge
east of Edmonton has continued with-
out- cessation, @nd -stonemasons
and bricklayers have worked with
very. few interruptions on the new
post office building in this city.
Though building was not particularly
active. during the fall, the buildings
under way have 'been carried on with
very little hindrance from the weath-
er, and had the general conditions
conduced to more . activity in = the
building line the sound of the ham-
mer would have been heard through-
out the city on at leasf three quarters
of the working days of the winter
months now gone.

THE TABLES TURNED,

When,
1owever, he.came to look over the pro-
perty he decided that it was not worth
the money e\pen(led and, 8o, after
paying the first year’s rental, allowed
the limits to revert to the crown,

Since then the west has grown un-
der Liberal rule. And what is the
result? The government sells the same
limits and obtaing for them the sum
of seven thousand dollars.

‘Mr. Perley got his grant for nothing:
The patentees under this government
had to pay seven thousand dollars.

Resume of Bill to be Introduced by
Hon. W. H. Cushing on Wednes.
day—Legislation in Interests of
Miners of Province,

There is now on the order paper of

the Legislature to be considered this
week an important legislative mea-
sure to benefit the men in- Alberta who
earn their lvelihood by’ working un-
der ground: This bill is, together with
the Compensation Act, which’ comes
up for second reading on Friday, thor-
oughly up-to-date labor legislation,
and is being followed with interest by
leading labor men,

This eight hour bank-to-bank law,
while it will affect workmen .in all
parts of the province, is naturally of
closer interest mow to the southern
portions of the ptovince, where so
many collieries are situated. Thefirst
call for this legislation came from .the
south, Tt was advocated by the Leth-
}mdee Liberal association duting the
elections for the new Alberta an sla-
ture, and was first definitely put for-
ward at the meeting, at-which W, C.
Simmons, the member for I(thbndeo
was nominated,

It has been warinly-advocated since
thean by Hon. Mr. Ciishing, Mr.. Sim-
mons, Speaker. Fisher and Mr. Mar-
cellus, of Pincher Creek, members re-
presenting the south country.

The Act which is to come ints force
on March 3lst, 1909, is a ¢omprehen-
give one, Under 'its provisions - a
workman shall not go' below  the
ground in a mine for the Purpdse of
his work, and of going to and “from
liis work, ‘or be allawed to go helow
ground {01 that purpose, for “more
than eight hours during uny congécu-
tive - twenty-four hours.

The owner, agent or manager : of
every mine shall fix for each shift of
workmen in the ‘mine the time . at
which the lowering of the men to the
mine is to commence and to be com-
pleted, and the time at which ' the

raising of the men from the mine is
{0 commence and to be completed,
in such manner that every workman
shall have the oppoltumt} of return-
ing to the surface without contraven-
tion of the foregoing provisions of
this section, and shall post at the pit
head a conspicuous notice: of the times
so fixed, and shall make all arrange-
‘ments necessary for the observance of
those' times in lowering and raising
the men.

The expression “workman” means
any. person employed in a mine . be-
low: ground, who is not an official, or
a ‘furnace man, or an onsetter, horse-
kecper Or. pumpman.

He Considers Employers.

Now, with regard to the employers—
the .operators of this province claim
that an eight hour day irom bank to
bank will reduce the output by ten
per cent. Experience, however, does
not show that such has been the case,
as the following exiamples will show:

In 1901 the number of persons em-
ployed below and above ground' in
Austria were 59,591 and 22,473,509 tons
of lignite coal were. produced. In
1905, 53,189 people were employed and
the production was 22,692,076 tons.
Thus while the number of people em-
ployed had decreased by 12 per cent.
the output increased by 218,567 tons.

Previous to the passing’ of an act
in 1872 boys were employed under-
ground in some-of;the large mines in
England for eleven.and twelve haqurs.
At that time there.was a great ‘outery
respéeting any reduction:  Petitiens
were made to the |British ‘parlinment

the number of hours. ‘The hours were
reduced; Howp-ver; and ‘yet the: output
of -coal today -is larger than in the
days when the hours were longest.

In this_ corinection’ T may say that
the imperial coal commigsion in their
report. last -year stated: ‘““We cannot
but conclude that an hour’s work of
the men.employed in East and West
Scotland, Northumberland and Dur-
nam, where the hours are shortest, is
meore effective than it is in Lancashire
and South Wales, where the hours are
rongest.””

Early Legislation.

That
was at a:time when men, women and
children, all worked . together under-
zround in a-half-naked condition with
nours of labor usually eleven, twelve
and sixteen and sometimes.more, I
recall this incidenf, Mr. Speaker, in
order to point the moral that the dang-
ars some saw in legislation of this
kind were not so great as they might
appear.

In the district of North Wales a
large coal producing field in the old
country, there had been a decrease of
nearly 750 men employed in the course
f the year 1906, yet the production
had risen by more than 1,500,000 tons.
Thus, while the people employed had
allen in numbers the tonnage had in-
creased by more than 7 1-2 per cent.,
and that in a district where the more
sasily worked mines were very rapidly
indeed giving away.

Take Britain as a. whole, according
{o the returns for the year 1906, the
number -of people _employed had in-
creased by 2 3-4 per cent., while the
autput had increased by 6 12 per
cent. This intrease may be accounted
«or to some extent by the use of mod-
arn appliances.’ It shows that the pro-
ductivity of man coupled with the en-
terprise of the employers in using
modern science and inventions and
keeping pace with modern require-
ments had been increased by both par-
ities pulling together to meet existing
needs.

Again when we look at New Zealand
we find a similar condition of affairs,
In 1886 the output of coal in New Zea-
land was 534,353 tons and in 1906
1,729,536 tons were produced. With the
sxception of one year, 1889, there has
been .a steady increase in the output
of coal from the mines of that Do-
minion year after year,

Effect’ in Sister Province.

In 1904 the ‘sutput of coal in British
Columbia was 1,253,628 tons: *'In 1905,
che year this ‘eight 'hour act came into
force, there - was produced 1,384,312
tons, a larger amount than has ever
been produced in any year since -Y902.
[ might point out too that the Nan-

i836. This output would also have
been greatly inereased but for the la-

Mzr. Speaker, ean it be seriously
conténded that in the face of such re-
sults flowing from modern . appli-
ances, mechanical inventions, and the
general bracing up of efficiency in the
mines, the same- neceassity existed for
working long hours? On humanitari-
an grounds -alone there ‘is- an over-
whelming case, not -merely for the
sympathetic consideration of this mea-
sure by the House, but for the abso-
Iute approval 6i the-méasure unanim-
ously by the . leci:lature and . the
country.

Forecast of asults Here.

Mr. Speaker, when we look at the
facts in relation to the output of ¢oal
in the province of Alberta: I think we
need not be seriously .alarmed :that
there will be any decrease in the out-
put by this legislation.”

ONTARIO CONTRASTS -
" WITH SUNNY ALBERTA

Incidents of Big Storm Which Sus-
pended Traffic—Calgary Man on
Snow-Stalled Train—He Laughs
Best Who Laughs Last—Ontario
Laughed at Us Last Winter.

Burketon Junction,” Feb. 13.—The
village_ is still .occupied with stories
of the big storm last week, during
which different trains were stalled at
the Junction, C. A, Shaw, of Cal-
gary, was a passenger on- the Ottawa
express stalled here,

No, 3 from - Montreal;, which was
stalled at Burketon ‘on Wednesday,
left for Toronto on' Saturday on the
arrival of a big snowflow.’ This train
was pulled by two of the biggest en-
gines on the road and spent thirty
hour in covering the last mile beyond
Burketon Junction,

Ninety-two men hastily gathered by
the C.P.R. in Toronto, were brought
to the Junetion in two coaches pulled
by the heaviest engines to relieve train
No. 3 of Wednesday from Montreal,
which was stalled here, It took 12
hours to cover the 43 miles, #nd was
one of the worst experiences known
on the division.

Number 8 Tweed expresg left To-
ronto. 5 p.m. Wednesday aiternoon
with 66 passengers. She was forced
to pass the night at Agincourt, and
got to Locust Hill at 11 a.m. She
was still there at 11 p.m, Thursday.
The passengers were well cared for,
and were contented,

Memorable Trip.

The 43 mile trip of the snow shov-
ellers . from - Toronto to the Junction
was memorable, Many times the
snow piled up to the height of the
coach tops, brushing the tall lights
of the rear car,

At Locust: Hill three trains and sev-
en engines with two snowplows were
waiting. Two of the heaviest engines
sent out with a plow to break the drift
would run back half a mile, would
make about fifty yards, and then have
to be dug out, back up, and then
come on at full speed again, At the
third attempt the plow mounted the
drift, turned completely around, and
tore off the trucks, and again rushed
past. Nobody was hurt.

FEMALE PRISOERS STAMPEDE.

500 Hysterical Women Create Pande-
monium in Penitentiary.

New York, Feb., 12—Raising of a
false alarm of fire in the Blackwell’s
island peniteritiary on Saturday night
caused a panic in which five hundre:l
women- prisoners fled wildly to uhe
courts, where they continued t4 shout
hysterically and run about for half an
hour.

Immediately after the alarm was
sounded, Warden Fox palied a lcver
which opened the cell doors 1n the we-
men’s ward and the inmates started
pellmell down the windiag stsgirs to
the doors of the ward. In the mad
rush several were thrown over the hal-
usters, but none seriously nurt. The
signal for the fire Arill :n the men’:
wards was given and the prisoners,
accustomed to night fire d:iils, maich-
ed into the outer court in perfect
order.

Investigation showed that negress
in the lower tier of cells saw a cloud
of steam escaping from -a secuion of
pipe and screamed “fir2d” Tiie cry
was taken up by the other prisorners
in the ward, and . this . startad .the
scramble for safety, The firemuen of
the island were preparing to load ap
paratus when word was iéeeivad- that
a false alarm-had ~aused ‘the tr:uble.

ANOTHER MINING HORROR.
Two Men Killed By Cable, .of Cage
Brgakir}ghDropped 7000 Feet.

North Sydney, N.S., Feh. 13.—Another
mining horror, in which fwo men were
killéd occurred at one-of ‘the ‘pits of the
Nova. Scotia Steel’ and ' Coal , Co.. this
morning; . The victims are Malcolm Stu-
art, a brother to Mayor Stuart and also
member of the town council and John
Dorsey, ex-councillor.

Both were underground managers. The
accident occurred at seven o’clock when
the men entered the cage which, just as
they entered, owing to some defect in
the hook, gave way and dropped with
an awful crash seven hundred feet he-
low crushing hoth men to a pulp. The
remains were buried under the wreck
of the heavy iron cage. Dorsev leaves
a wife and 12 children. Malcolm leaves
a wife and one adopted child. This was
the worst mining disaster in many years
and a gloom has been cast over the
town, both victims being well-known and
popular.

Circulars of annewmeement and of
Instruetion concerning seed grain for
the west have béen sent out from the
department of the interior at Ottawa
signed by Hon. Frank ©liver, minister
of “the interior, W. - R. :Motherwell,
commisionser -of '‘agriculture for Sas.
katchewan, and George Harcourt,
deputy minister of agriculture, Al-
berta. - Applications must be made to
the departments of agriculture at Ed-
monton and ‘Regina ot later than
Feb. 22nd. “The circuldrs state that
in view of thé partial loss of the crop
of 1907 in certain sectiong of Saskat-
chewan and Alberta, ‘resulfing in  a
searcity: of good seed grain, and in
view further of the stringént finaneial
conditions now prevailing, it is be-
lieved that exceptional measures are
neécessary to ensure that sufficient re-
liable seed grain will be available for
the éoming spring.

Arrangemenis are in progress be-
tween the Federal and Provincial gov-
erpments with a view to financing the
purchase and disfribution of seed
grain; in the provinces mentioned,

While arrangements between the re-
speetive governments are in progress,
and as the needs must be known be-
fore they can be previded for, appli-
cation forms, to be filled in by t
needing seed grain, have been prep:

In case it is not possible, under the
arrangements . in progress, to. sécure
the amount of seced that will be neces-
sary, every. settler who can by 4any
means secure seed for his ewn sowing
should ‘do so,

How to Apply for Seed.

The circular of instruction to farm-
ers issued by the department of. the
interior is ae follows .-—

By arrangement: between the Do
minion, Saskatchewan and Alberta
governments, it is proposed to ad-
vance seed grain to settlers so desir-
ing in Saskatchewan and Alberta, whc
lost their crop. by frost or hail last
year, or had their cfop so damaged
that it is unfit for seed, and galeablec
only at a loss

Forms of application for seed grain ad
vances are being freely distributed
throughout the two provinces.  The
application must be filled out in dup
licate and declared  pefore the secre
tary-treasurer of..the local improve
ment district or municipality in which
the applicant resides. The seerétary-
treasurer will give the applicant-a re.
ceipt for his application on.the form
supplied, which receipt must be pre
served. Applicants: will be notified
when grain is ready for delivery, and
must presént .their receipt as jdente
fication to the Tailway agent at the
station at which they’ request:seed. to
be delivered, :

X1l duplicate applications duly. cer- |
tified to by the chairman and secre-
tary-treasurer should be in Regina and
Edmonton, respectively, not later than
February 22nd.

When the applicant is not within |
a local improvement district, applica-|
tion must be made beiore a Dominion |
lands agent,
stead inspector, immigration agent or
member of the R. N. W. M. P., for
the district within which the appli-
cant resides. Such officer shall amend
and subscribe to the certificate ‘“‘re-
commendation of council,” forwarding
original and duplieate copies immedi-
ately, according to above instruc-|
tions.

It is impossible to staté now whal
the prices of seed grain will be; but
it has been -decided that the cost to
farmers will be the actual cost of the
grain, including the : freight, reclean-
ing and sacking, as near as can be
ascertained,

As the time is very short until seed-
Aing will begin, it is of the greatest im-
portance that prompt action be taker
by all concerned. It is doubtful if
any applications not received by the
2nd February can receive considera-
tion.,

While the governments interested
are taking every precaution to. secure
guitable seed grain at the lowest pos-
‘sible pricy and the highest grade :of
excellence, vifality and freedom from
weed seeds, still the cost will neces-
Barily be high; dahd, notwithstanding
eévery care in purghasing and reclean-
gng seed, it is possible that there may
be.some foul“weed seeds distrihuted to
ithoge~avho  a¥ail themselves of this
medium of “securing  seed. -It. will,
Aherefore, he advisable for farmers to
irecleap ‘seed supplied, and thus fur-
Zher ‘'minimize the possibility of intro-
‘ducing noxious weeus. 2P 4
i The secretary-teeasurer of “evaty local
dmproveéme nt-district who recéives ap-
‘plications shall be entitled .to a fee ob

ble them to purchase geed. Not more
chart fwo hundred”bushels will be ad-
vanced to any settler., It is' éontem-
plated that thcse ‘wHo have lost their
crop, or whose crop was so badly dam-
iged as'to b¢ unmarketable at a price
which should enable.them to purchase
seed, may be assisted os far as pos-
sible on the doniditions set forth in the
ipplication forms.

Repayment of all advances must be
secured—in the ctdse of Homesteaders
who have not yet received recommen-
lation for patent, by a lien upon their
homesteads, and_ by these who have
eceived recommendation for patént,
I are owners or.occupants, or have
igreements. of sale for purchased laid,
by pecurify to the provincial govern-
ment satisfactory to that government.

The price to be charged will be the
irst cost of the grain,the cost. of clean-
ing, sacking and transportation, . In
terest on advances will be charged at
the rate of 5 per cent, per annum,

As the time is short, and as the ap-
plications when returned must iform
he basis of definite action, it is urg-
ently necessary that all who may need
seed grain shal lsecure the necessary
orms and make their application at
nee. Otherwise it .will be impossible
o provide for their needs in time.

BANKS OF GANADA
WORTH STUDYING

Thirty-Five Institutions With Capital
of $96,000,000 Handle Deposits of
$650,000,000 — Emergency Circula-
tion Expands and Shrinks as Oc-
casion Demands.

Washington, Feb. 10.—There
something in the shrewdness, stabil-
ity, and conservatism of the British
business mén" which has made the
Canadian banking system well worth
study by those who believe we have
reached a point where we must have
more elasticity in .our currency or
suffer financial reverses in - conse-
quence of the lack of it.

Many people here are more or -less
shocked at the idea that any bank
can issue circulation without a deposit
of specific collateral. Men of the old-
en time refer back to “red dog” and
“wild cat”’ currency, and shake their
heads when it is proposéd that na-
tional banks shall issue notes having
anything else 'behind them but the
credit of the United States.

It will surprise these people to learn
that over in Canada, where they are
supposed to be influenced by British
conservatism, a bank may issue its
own notes up to the entire limit of its
capital without any security, whatever
except the general credit of the bank.

Notes Lien on Resources.

The notés are secured by a redemp-
tion fund, and in addition to that they
constitute a first lien on the resources
of the bank, so that every time & note
is issued it reduces the security of the
deposits- by just that amount.

All these things are somewhat ab-
horrent to the existing system in the
United  States, because here a bank
can issue no circulation except upon
the security of a government band,
and depositors are fortified by an ac-
tual cash reserve of from 15 to 25 per
cent of the total deposits.

1t is generally stated by all authori-
ties that the bank circulation of Can-
ada’is particularly adaptable to the
varying commercial needs of the
country. - On September 3 last, this
circulation~ amounted approximately

to $80,000,000, while the capital, sur-|

plus; and undivided profits amoufited
to about $165,000,000. At the same
time the deposits aggregated  $650,000,-
009.

These figures show that on a nomi-
nal capital of about $95,000,000, thirty-
five Canadian banks successfully man-
aged a deposit account of $650,000,000,
to which was added a circulation of
$80,000,000.

This shows the expansion of the
use of capital when applied to banks,
the liabilities in the way of circulation
and deposits being more  than seven
times as great as the capital invested
in the business.

Canada Home of Free Banking.

Canada is the' American home. of
frec bahking,-and from the bankers
standpoint at' least, its dystem  is_-a
scientifi¢: one. ‘- Instead of the multi-
plicity-of national -banks that we have
on this side of ‘the line, the Canadian
bariks are eoncentrated into..thirty-
five” authorized "banking « institutions,
with a great nmmber of branches,

The benefit of this is said to be that
the central = pank 'can: watch. over
the needs of the different parts of the
country and satisfy them better thagn
individual banks without.any cencest
of action can possibly do.

The braoch 'system, of . coursc.
would be bitterly. oppesed . “in this
conntry, and ‘it is possibly unsuited to
our needs.

Tn another direction Canadian bank-
ers have varied widely from the 8ys-
tem ‘in this country, and it is by no
means certain that the Canadians are
right: ~ Their scheme of a few central
banks with a multiplicity of branches
does not come about from any mono-
poly of the banking buginess, but
through regulation in the amount of
capital. :

The .law - of 1890, which reorgan-
ized Canadian banks, provides that
each must have a minimum capital of
$500,000, whereas in this country we
encourage the organization of country
institutions with $25,000 capital for
the purpose of supplying local needs.
The result is that few mew banks arc
not often established in Canada.

Supervision is Not R|g|d:

Oné would suppose that owing to
the ‘small number of authorized banks
in the Dominion government supervi-
sion would be much more rigid than
in this country. The contrary.1s said
to be the case.

Those who have studied the Cana-
dian banking system, insist that the
weakest point is its lack of official
supervision. ~ They used to have a
great many failures in Canada, and
they don’t have many now, so that
perhaps the publication of reports by
the great - central banks is sufficient
protection for the public.

There i another thing in the Cana-
dian banking system which, at first
sight, seems to be heretical so far
as safe banking methods are concern-
ed. This is what is called the
“Jiquid”’ reserve.

I?x this country the national bank
act requires ordinary. banks to carr'y_'
16 pér cent. and reserve banks 25
per cent. of their deposits in their own
vaults as reserve. : ;

On its fac¢e this seams like a sensible
proposition. = On the other hand, . the
reserve . igs of no valué unless it.can
be paid out. We. require the banks
to keep on. deposit-a certaml‘amount
of ‘money to pay their depogitors and
yet the minufe they begin to pay they
violate the law.

No ‘Reserve Limit Fixed. :

Under the Canadian system ‘‘liquid”
reserves no sum’ is specified by-the
general law. A'bank is required to
hold 4C per cent. of its.reserve 1n
legal tender notes of the Dominion,
which correspond in some degree with
our greenbacks.

There is no provision, however, as
to the total amount the reserve banks
must hold against their deposits. In
point of fact, all the resources of a
bank are subject to a first lien by the
holders of notes in circulation, so that
in case of a run a man with a note is
better off than a man with a deposit.

In point of practice, since 18080
Canadian banks have been extraor-
dinarily sound. They weathered the
panic of 1893, when things were in a

How Banks Issue Circulation.

Now as regards the ¢irculation of
Canada.. In the first: place, any
bank may issue notes payable on de-
mand to an amount not éxceeding its
paid<up capital. -

'These notes arc of the denomination
of five dollars and' multiples thereof.
In the evvat of insolvency, all these
notes are preferred liens upon all of
the assets in the bank at that time.
They must be paid off before the de-
position or other’ creditors receive
anything at all. :

There is a provision, however, for
the payment of hotés in another way
—by the creation of a special redemp-
tion fund, along the lines provided in
the Fowler bill.

Each bank is required to contribute
to this redemption fund 5 per cent. of
its average circulation.

Whenever payments are required to
be made to redeem the notes of an in-
solvent bank, they are made pro rata
from the account of each good bank.
On the amount contributed by each
bank .interést is allowed by the gov-
ernment, and losses are made up by
the payments, not exceeding 1 per
cent. per annum of the outstanding
circulation. 2

In this way a redemption fund is
provided “which practically  relieves
the banks themselves of the burden of
providing ‘for their notes and which,
in the long run, protects’ déposits’as
well as nofe holders.

Failed Bank’s Notes Draw Interest.

One of the peculiar features of the
Canadian circulation system is that in
case of insolvency the notes of a sus-
pended bank bear interest at the rate
of 5 per cent. per annum umntil notice
has heen given by the government of
its readiness to redeem them. The re-
sult i~ that when a bank fails itsnotes,
instead of pouring in for redemption,
are eagerly seized upon as interest
bearing investments.

In that way, il a bank has a lot of
slow" assets, during its time of liquida-

tion it can keep its notes out as long
{as mecessary without being embarres-
sed by the preference given to that
| form of debt.
It has been supposed by many peo-
iple in this country that an elastic
| currency cannot be secured unless a
|tax is imposed. upon it so heavy that
it becomes impossible to keep it out
except when there is pressing demand
i for funds.
| This principle is entirely at variance
with the experience of Canadian
| banks. It iz declared by those in
position to know that the circulation
{of the Dominion is absolutely. respon-
sive to the demands of commerce.
They have cnditions over there sub-
stantially the samg’ as those ™ which
prevail on this gide of the line. - That
is- to.say, there is the crop moving
time when money is greatly in de-
mand. i

Circulation is Elastic.

The Canadian circulation, it must
ba. remembered, is not taxed 'at ‘all,
or only indirectly .in connection with
the other. resources of a bank. 2

ERA OF CHEAPER
MONEY EXPECTED

Gold Is Flowing Back to London—|the splitting of the Taft

The Lesser Volume of Trade |Is
Decreasing the Demand for Cur-
rency.

According to mail and newspaper
advices, the indications are that mon-
ey will be more plentiful and cheaper
in London than it has ‘been for some
time. One correspondent writes as
follows:

A remarkable change has come over
the money market, and not since 1873
has a reduction of 3 per-cent, taken
place in our bank rate in the short
space of three weeks. When 1907 was
drawing to an end, the most that was
hoped was a fall from 7 to 6 per cent,
sometime in the following January,
with possibly a further reduction ot
5 per cent, by February. Any one
who had predicted a four per cent.
rate .in the third week of the New
Year would have lbeen scoffed at, yet,
thanks to the extraordinarily rapid
improvement in the financial situa-
tion in the United States, and the
resulting fall in. the value of money
at all ‘the leading centres, coupled
with an abnormally favorable trade
balance in this country, the unexpeet-
ed has happened. If, as is hoped, a
portion of the gold which we had to
send to America last year is returned
to. us, and if the shrinkage in trade
continues, it seems that, taking into
account the growing output of the
Transvaal mines, nothing ean prevent
money fréom becoming very cheap in-
deed in the course of the year, It is
true that we owe France about a mil-
lion more than we did a year ago, that
we must send a good deal of gold to
South America unless New York does
so on our behalf instead, and that our
short loan market is still largely tin-
anced by Japanese money, $Still, un-
less we are swamped by new issues in
the near future, and prbvided the
chancellor of the exchequer is not se-
duced into tampering with the sink-
ing fund in order to raise the nucleus
of a scheme for old age pensions,

rate, The new Indian scrip has risen
to 1'1-2 premium, and even the Cape
scrip, the birth of which was hailed
with a chorus of objurgations, has
risen drom about one dis to par.

| AMERICAN FLEET IS

- NOW IN'THE PACIFIC

Squadron Under Admiral Evans
Rounds the Cape and Steams
Through the Magdellan Straits—
Encounter Heavy Weather, But
Make Good Progress.

Punta Arenas, February 10.—~The
American battleship squadron, com-
manded by Admiral Evans, is now in
the Pacific Ocean, steaming up the
western coast of South America. The
fleet rounded Cape Pillar, the wes-
tern entrance of the straits, at eight
o’clock on Saturday night. The war-
ships behaved splendidly through the
tortuous channel, and with the addi-
tional handicap of heavy stormy wea-
ther throughout the passage.

CANADA’S FERTILE NO RTHLAND.

The secretary of the board of trade
has received from the Hon. F, Oliver,
niigistér of ‘the interior, a ‘book on
“Canada’s - Fertile Northland,”*

The “book was brought out by the
department oi the interior and is of
great value as an informer as well as
being intensély interesting. It deals
minutely with the ‘““Territory of Un-
gava,” the ‘“Region West of the Hud-
son’s Bay,” the ‘“Navigability of Hud-
son’s Bay,” and the “Climate of Nor-
thern Canada.”

On the territory of Ungata evidence
has been gathered by A. P. Low, Ap.
Sc.,“F.R.G.8., a director of the Geo-
logical survey of Canada, and W.
Cameron: Edwards, member of the
Canadian senate, merchant and manu-
facturer. It deals’with the water pow-
er, the inland and coastwise fisheries,
the fur bearing arimals; the minerals,
the * climate, settlement, means of
transportation,  and -the surrounding
country. These men, thoroughly ac-
quainted with' these faets, have given
d4n interesting and imstructive  pen
picture of this gredt distriet.

The “Region West ‘of Hudson’s Bay”
has been taken in districts and - the
evidenee and information collected by
such men as R. 1. Young, A. Von
Hammerstein, Elihu Stewart, R. G.
McConnell, D. B. Dowling, H. A.
Conroy, the Ven. Archdeacon McKay,
W. F. Bredin, F. S. Lawrence and
J. K. Cornwall. These men who'have
the stories, thé¢ wants and the neces-
sities of the country' at their finger
tips, have supplied a grist of informa-
tion on the Canadian north the equal
of which has never before been eom-
piled -under one cover. Each district
has been covered from “A’ to “Z” and
thoreughly dealt with.

The “Navigability of Hudson’s Bay”’
and -the ‘“Climate of Northern Can-
ada,” have also bé&én minutely band-
led and after readitig the sketches,one
can almost eee the big ‘steamérs load-
ing. the products “8f the North-West
grain fields, in the years to come; 1o
take these products by the short route
to Europe.

ANOTHER SHOOTING CASE,

(Wednesday’s Daily,)

Isaae- J. Toller; an Innisfreé -farmer,
was brought up before Mr. Justice Har-
vey this morning charged with wound-
ing - a_neighbor, Richard Hopper, with
intent to do bodily harm on October 28th
1908. W. A. D, Lees of Fort Saskatche-
wan, conducted the prosecution and F.
A. " Morrison, of Vegreville, and _J. D.
MHyndman, of Edmonton, appeared for
the defenco.

According lo the story told by the
complainant, Richard Hopper, reports
had beéen circulated through the coun-
tey ‘abouf himy by the defendant. One of
these was that Hopper had mortgaged
{oller’s cattle. Hopper became  exas:
perated  and on Oectober 28th went over
to. Holler’s farnr to ask him to retract
his statements as they were false. He
had some - words with Heler and “took
hold of him by the arm and at the same
time grasped the -arm of Holler's son
who stood mnearby, and asked them te
prove the stories they had been circuiat-
ing abedt him." Mrs. Holler, mother of
the accused came out of the house with
a pitch fork saying to Hopper, “You let
themy go,” and raising the fork in a
threatening manner, witness stated that
hs grasped the fork to save himself from
being injured and twisted it out of Mis:
Holler's hands. The latter slipped back-
wards -and. fell to the ground.. Holler
had gone to the house in the mecantime
and seized his shot gun. When about
25 yards from Hepper he fived, the shot
striking him full in the face and rend-
ering him totally blind.  He was later
taken liome by his son-in-law who was
a ‘son of the accused.

Cross examined by Mr. Hyndman the
witness stated that he was not particu-
larly angry when he went over to Hal=
ler's farm which was-next to his. .He
said he had net threatened to kill Holler
immmediately prior to the shooting and
he ‘became very <indignant when he
thought Mr.. Hyndman was insinuating
that he had made thieats.

“What do you want to howl for?” said
he to the counsel.’ “I told my ‘son-in-law
months before that old Holler had better
quit circulating such stories about me,
and -he will stop too,land I'Il see that
He dogs.” .’ P

SENATE IN COMMITTEE.

Bill. Providing for Penalty for Selling
Liquor to Railwaymen Killed,

Ottawa, Feb, 13.—In the Senate yes-
terday, Senator McMullen in commit-
tee on his bill for inereasing the pen-
alties for selling liquor +to railway
men on duty, met the objections rais-
ed when the bill was up before, by
amendments redueing the penalties,
making the.penalties to the seller not
less than one hundred, nor more than
five hundred dellars or imprisonment
for not less than three or more than
twelve. months.

ESTABLISHING SUPPLY
STATIONS ALONG LINE

Of G.T.P.For 120 Miles West of City
—Thus . Providing For Construc-
tion Gangs Which Will Be Engag-
ed in Work of Graaing.

(Thursday’s Daily.)

H. J. Fetter, of Hardisty, head con-
tractor of the firm of Foley, Welsh &
Stewart, and superintendent of con-
struetion work from Saskatoon to the
MeLeod river, arrived in the city last
night, and i5 affuest at the Alberta
hotel,s* He is here to'arrangesthe de-
tails of clearing ‘the right of way ot
the. G.T.P. from Edmonton 120 miles
west ahd-of preparing for grading at
the ‘earliest possible moment in- the
spring,

Mr. Fetter stated wo a Bulletin 1
presentative that the work of clearing
the right of way of the G.T.P. as fm
as Wolf Creek was proceeding rapidly,
and although he has not received any
reports as yet regarding the progress
of the work, he estimated that fully
250 men are employed -on the work.
The 120 mile stretch is divided into
four sections of 30 miles each. Old
contractors of the Foley, Welsh &
Stewart Company, are in charge of
this work, and are sub-letting it in
small quantities to any one who
wishes to.engage in the work. Is this
way the settlers all along the line are
given an opportunity to take part in
the work. The contract for the first
thirty mile section west of Edmonton
has been let to S. McAllister, the sec-
ond:to G. Freberry; the third section
to McKenzie and McGilvary and the
fourth and farthest west thirty mile
scction to Ben Baker.

To Establish Supply Stations.

The immediate cause of Mr. Fetter's
present trip to the city is to arrange
for establishing supply stations along
the line of the G.T.P, for the use oi
the construction gangs. Forbes Groat
of this city leaves to-morrow with a
force of eight men to establish a sup-
ply station at Carrot Creek, 103 miles
west of“’Edmonton, Other stations will
then be established at.intervals all
along the line, The one at Carrot
Creek will be established first, as
there is a bad muskeg to cross, and
travelling across this is much easier
thawr in the spring. A gang of freight-
ters will also be employed at once to
freight supplies out to the stations
for the use of the graders next sum-
mer.

Mr. Fetter stated that the grading ot
the line west of here would be com-
menced at the earliest possible mo-
ment. in the spring. The work of grad-
ing for the tracks within the city lim.
its and between Edmonton and Clover
Bar will be among the first grading
work to be done.

Mr, Fetter also has charge of the
gradilig operations - being earried on
along the line of+the G.T.P. between
Edmonton and Saskatoon. He states
that a large force of men have been
employed on this line all winter; The
work was much more difficult this
winter than last year,'as there is very
little snow, and the frost has pene-
trated more deeply into the- ground.
