House! flies, says this circular, are 
now recognized as most serious car­
ries of the gerips of certain diseases, 
such as typhon! fever, tuhe’rcuTôsis, 
infantile diarrhoea, 'etc.

They infect themselves in filth ami 
decaying substances, and by carry­
ing the germs on their legs and bodi-s 
they pollute food, especially milk, 
with the germs of these and other dis­
eases and of decay. No fly is fnm 
from germs.

Don’t Let Them Breed.
House flies breed in decaying - 

decomposing vegetable and anim 
matter and excrement. They bn -1 
chiefly in stable refuse. In cities this 
should be stored in dark fly-pro-1 
chambers or receptacles, and 
should be regularly removed with !, 
six days in the summer. Fanr.ya 
manure should be regularly remov- 
within the same time, and eith- 
spread on the fields or stored al : 
distance of not less than quarter - 
a mile, the further the better, from a 
house or dwelling.

House flies breed in such decay in " 
and fermenting matter as kitchen r, 
fuse and garbage. Garbage i i 
ceptacles should be kept tightly < o 
eted.

All such refuse should be burnt i 
buried within a few day-s, but at om ­
it possible. No refuse should be l-ft 
exposed. If it cannot be dispos'd of 
at oqce it should be sprinkled v i: 
chloride of lime.

Windows and doors should Im­

properly screened, especially those = 
the dining room and kitchen. Milk 
and other food should be screened in 
the summer by covering it with mus­
lin; fruit should be covered also.

Where they are used, especially in 
public places, as hotels, etc., spittoons 
should be kept clean, as there is very 
great danger of flies carrying t In- 
germs of consumption from unclean 
spittoons.

Flies should not be allowed to have 
access to the sick room, especially in 
the case of infectious disease.

The faces of babies should be 
carefully screened with muslin.

Flies may be killed by means of a 
weak solution of formalin or formal­
dehyde exposed in saucers ’ in the 
rooms. This is made by adding a 
tablespoonful of formaldehyde to a 
pint of water. The burning of pyre- 
thrum in a room is also effective.

House flies indicate the presence of 
filth in the neighborhood or inshnit&ry 
conditions.

Now I have 
the sweetest 
mother in the 
world, and I love 
her so dearly

for her. I wish you would write and 
say that it is not at all an invariable 
rule, a young girl wrote me the other 
day.

Perhap she does care as much for 
her mother as her mother does for 
her. Or perhaps she isn't old enough 
to have learned how great love can 
be. Of course, I can’t judge.

But I am going to tell her and any­
one else who has any doubt about the 
difference between mother love and 
child love, two little stories.

They were told me the other day by 
Mary Boyle O’Reilly, the famous wo­
man prison commissioner.

A woman lay dying in Sherborn 
prison. She/ had lived a very dis­
reputable life. She had left a good 
husband for another man, then left 
that man for the life of the streets 
and had dragged her husband’s name 
in the foulest mud of the gutter.

When the woman was dying Miss 
C'Reilly sent for her husband. When 
he came, he brought with him a girl 
of fourteen, who had been put into a 
convent at the time of the trouble 
and had been brought up there. !

Miss O’Reilly took the girl under 
her wing and started off with her to­
ward her mother’s room. The girl 
looked about her in surprise and said: 
“What a queer looking hospital.” Na­
turally it didn't take the quick-witted 
commissioner long to realize what 
that meant. The daughter had never 
been told of the mother’s shame and 
the father was still making a desper­
ate effort to hide it from her.

Of course Miss O’Reilly tried to co­
operate and the girl might never have 
known, if a squad of prisoners in 
prison garments had not come down 
the corridor at just that moment. The 
girl started and shrank back and 
then before the commissioner could

stop her, ran Straight up to'one of the 
squad. “What place is this?” she 
demanded. “This is Sherborn Prison, 
Miss,” answered the prisoner. With 
a cry the girl turned and ran straight 
back to the office. The father who 
had been as terribly wronged as a 
nian could be, made up his mind to 
forgive and went to his wife. She 
sent back a message pleading with 
the girl to come.

But the girl refused.
And the woman died without seeing 

her.
The other story isn’t quite so sad. 

Or maybe it’s sadder. I’m not sure 
which. ■ x

A young country girl had drifted via 
the life of the streets into Sherborn 
prison.

She was obliged to undergo an 
operation and was very ill. Her 
mother knowing nothing of all this 
came down from the country in search 
of her.

She went to Miss O’Reilly’s private 
office. "They tell me you know 
where my girl is,” she said. “I do,” 
said Miss O’Reilly. “Where?” “I’ll 
take you.”

As they started off in the motoi 
some one called after Miss O’Reilly 
by her prison title, “Commissioner.”

The woman looked up quickly 
“What did he call you?”

“Commissioner,” said Miss O’Reilly.
The woman thought a. moment, “1 

never knew but one commissioner,’ 
she said, “and she was a prison com­
missioner."

“That is what I am,” said Mist 
O’Reilly, and was ready to comfort 
the woman.

But the woman did not weep. Noi 
during the forty miles to the prisov 
did she say a word about her daugh 
ter. '

Only when Miss O’Reilly hat 
brought the woman to the door of he', 
daughter’s room, she took the com­
missioner's hand and said slowly 
"You have done a good deal for ni(
I can’t thank you. I can only pray a:

that you may never have a child.”

And then she turned and went inti 
her daughter's room SMILING.

Newfoundland Case.
(Daily News.)

THE HAGUE, July 6.
The arbitration tribunal has asked 

the lawyers to finish their speeches 
within a fortnight. Sir James Win­
ter, on behalf of Newfoundland, en­
deavored to show the hollowness of 
ex-Senator Turner's argument that 
legislation on Newfoundland fisheries 
favoured Newfoundland fishermen at 
the expense 6f the Americans. In re­
gard to the herring fishery regula­
tions, hé said they could not affect 
the American fishermen because this 
kind of fishing was carried on in the 
bays, harbours and creeks of terri­
torial waters,- which the Americans 
were not allowed to enter by the 
treaty of 1818. Besides,. Newfound­
land was not opposed to a modifica­
tion of any of the regulations which 
might be deemed harsh to the Ameri­
cans. He argued that Newfoundland 
had not infringed the treaty of 1818 
in forbidding the Americans in 1905 
and 1906 to buy herring in Newfound­
land as bait for the codfishery and 
engaging the inhabitants off New­
foundland to catch herrings, as these 

.regulations were commercial in char­
acter. In regard to other regulations 
prohibiting the use of certain nets, 
etc., even if American criticism were 
justified, which the speaker denied, 
there was no proof that the United 
States had the right to veto New­
foundland fishery legislation which ' 
affected the vital interests of New­
foundland and tended to prevent Am­
ericans from abusing their privileges 
and destroying the fisheries. The 
speaker then showed that the treaty 
granted the Americans the fight to 
fish only , in the bays, harbours and 
creeks of Labrador, and not in those 
of Newfoundland. _ ___________

DISTEMPER.

Redmond and Budget.
Special Evening Telegram.

LONDON, July 6.—Mr. Redmond 
has scored again. “I have pointed 
to the difficulty of voting for the 
budget while the conference over the 
veto bill was proceeding and the veto 
struggle held up for weeks.” Mr. 
Redmond once more was face to face 
with the same perplexing situation as 
that of some months ago namely, the 
impossibility of reconciling Ireland 
to the acceptance of the Budget un­
less Ireland was convinced that a 
strenuous and hopeful campaign 
against the House of Lords given as 
compensation. With the Veto guns 
silenced for the moment by the con­
ference and the budget with no relief 
on the whiskey tax coming on im­
mediately, the situation for some 
days was decidedly menacing. If the 
Government had insisted on proceed­
ing through all the stages of the 
budget and at the same time had 
indefinitely prolonged the conference 
and the pause on the veto fight, Mr. 
Redmond would have been obliged to 
vote against the budget and destroy 
the Government and the budget. 
Such g step though inevitable must 
have brought some grave calamities 
such as the postponement of the 
fight against the Lords, the postpone­
ment of Home Rule, the exasperation 
of the Liberals and therefore the 
creation of two anti-Irish parties in 
British politics instead of one. There 
were accordingly many anxious 
hours for Mr. Redmond in the past 
wee.k. The situation has now enor­
mously cleared. Mr. Asquith’s pro­
mise of a winter session coupled 
with a postponement of the later 
stages of the budget of these sittings 
leaves Mr. Redmond master of the 
situation.

Mr. Vail’s Brother 
Killed Last Night.

Mr. M. B. Vail received a cable­
gram from Sydney this morning say­
ing that his brother, David A. Vail, 
had been seriously injured at his 
place of business in Sussex, N.B., last 
night while charging a soda water 
fountain, and that his recovery was 
doubtful. About three "hours after 
Mr. Vail received another message 
saying that his brother had died of 
his injuries at 9.30 this morning. De­
ceased was about 30 years of age and 
was married. Mr. M. B. Vail our 
fellow townsman, is naturally deeply 
grieved over the sad news, and will 
have the sympathy of his many 
friends in this city.

JEFFRIES NOT IN IT!

Extracts From Exchanges Received by 
Mail This Afternoon.

By Jas. J. Jeffries.
Reno. Nev., July 4.—“I lost my 

fight this afternoon, but did not have 
the snap of youth I used to have. 1 
believed in my heart that the old dash 
was there but when I started to exe­
cute the speed and youthful stamina 
were lacking. The things I used to 
do were impossible.

‘For instance, I used to shoot in a 
right hand body punch, a sort of 
short range blow that never used to 
fail me. But when I tried it to-day 
the snap was not there and it was 
only a love tap.

"Six years ago the result would 
have been different, but now—well, 
1 guess the public will let me alone 
after this.”

By the Referee.
Reno, July 4.—The following state­

ment is by Tex Rickard:
“Johnson is the most wonderful 

fighter that ever pulled on a glove. 
He won as he pleased from Jeffries 
and never was in danger. I could 
hot help but feel sorry for the big 
white man as he fell at the cham­
pion’s blows. It was the most piti­
able sight I ever saw. As a mattes- 
of fact I thought away down in my 
heart that Jeffries would be the win­
ner of the fight.”

By the Time-Keeper.
Reno. July 4.—By George Hartling. 

official Rime-keeper :
“Time was called at 2.45. Johnson 

entered the ring at 2.26 and Jeffries 
entered four minutes later. The 
fight lasted 15 rounds. The time for 
the last round was 2.27. The fight 
was stopped at 3.41.

“In the 15th round there was three 
knock-downs. The first two of these 
were each of nine seconds duration. 
The last one was eight seconds. Then 
Jeffries seconds rushed in and the 
referee gave the decision to Johnson. 
There is no doubt that independent 
of this action Jeffries v would have 
been counted out.”

By Jack Johnson.
Reno, July 4.—“I won from Mr. 

Jeffries because I outclassed him in 
every department of the fighting 
game. Before I entered the ring I 
was certain I would be the victor. I 
never changed my mind at any time.

“Jeffries’ blows had no steam be­
hind them. So how could he hope.to 
defeat me. With the exception, pn a 
slight cut on (ny lower lip, which 
was really caused by an old wound 
being struck, I Am unmarked. 1 
heard people at the ringside remark 
about body blows being inflicted upon 
me. I don’t recall a single punch on 
the body that caused me any discom­
fort. I am in shape to battle again 
to-morrow, if it were necessary.

'One thing I must give Jeffries 
credit for is the game battle he made. 
He came back at me with the heart 
of a true fighter. No man can say he 
did not do his best. «

“I believe we both fought fairly. 
There was nothing between us which 
was rough. He joked me and I joked 
him. I told him I knew he was a 
bear, but I was a guorilla, and would 
defeat him.

“For the next few weeks I shall 
play in vaudeville. Then I shall go 
to njiy home in Chicago to rest. I 
do not think I shall fight for several 
months because I do not know a ma’n 
now who could give me a good bat­
tle.

clinch, Johnson shoving Jeffries 
away. Jeffries walked in and hooked 
left to neck and in a clinch sent 
right to body. Johnson responded 
with a left, and they continued to 
stand breast to breast, trying for 
short inside blows. As they broke 
Jeffries sent a left to Johnson’s neck 
and the negro stepped in with a left 
but missed.

The gong rang when they were in 
a clinch. The fighting was tame and 
they returned to their corners. Jef­
fries tapped Jack on the shoulder 
and smiled.

ROUND TWO—Jeff assumed his 
crouch but missed the first attempt.

ROUND THREE.—Jeffries sailed in 
and led for head but missed. John-

breast to breast, and shoved each 
other about, Johnson sent two lefts 
to the face and tried right for chin, 
but missed latter.

ROUND FIVE—Jeffries tried to

In a clinch (bat followed Jeffries 
shoved Johnson back easily. When 
they bioke Jack swung his left for 
body but missed. Johnson shot up­
percut and cut Jeffries’ lips. As they 
broke Jack landed left to face and 
Jeffries came right back with left on 
body. As they broke Jack tried an 
uppercut.

ROUND SIX—Jeffries crouched on

Jef- 
t'rihs rushed but missed a left for 
body, and took left on chest in re­
turn. Johnson kept up a running 
flow of talk to Jeffries when they 
came to clinches, but Jeffries chewed 
gum and waded in.

Jack 
again missed a light right for the 
jaw, Jeffries put his shoulder against 
Johnson’s. At close range Johnson 
sent a left uppercut to Jeffries face. 
Jeffries got under a left lead, and 
seemed to want to wear Jack out 
by bearing his weight on him and 
shoving him. Jeffries shot two lefts 
to the face, and got one of tjie same 
kind. Jeffries took two lefts on the 
face. When they broke he shot a left 
to the body as the gong rang.

Ht 
Rumbled after the elusive negro, 
sometimes crouching low with his 
left hand stuck out in front of him. 
and sometimes standing erect.

Stooping or erect, he was a mark 
tor Johnson’s accurate blows.

They came to a clinch after 
i feeble attempt by Jeffries to land a 
left on the body, and as they broke 
sway Johnson shot his left and right 
to the jaw in a flashy Jeffries stag­
gered back against the ropes.
