MARK OF EVE'S TEETH
ON AN APPLE.

A fruit supposed to bear the mark 
of Eve’s teeth is one of the many bo­
tanical curiosities of Ceylon. The tree 
on which it grows is known by the 
significant, name of "The forbidden- 
fruit.'’ or “Eve’s apple-tree." T6e 
blossom has a very pleasant' scent, but 
the really remarkable feature of ti<^ 
tree, the one to which it owes ip 
name, is the fruit. It is beautiful, a.td 
Vangs from the tree in a peculiar man­
ner. Orange on the outside, and deep 
crimson within, each fruit has the ap­
pearance of having had a niece bitten 
out of it. This fact, together with its 
poisonous quality, led the Mohamme­
dans to represent it as tire forbidden 
fruit of the Garden of Eden, and to 
warn men against its noxious proper­
ties. The mark upon the fruit is at­
tributed to Eve. Why the bite of 
Adam did not also leave its mark is 
not known, but. as only one piece 
seems to be missing, its loss is as­
cribed to the woman.

Growers of apples will welcome this 
i nforniation—inasmuch as the CeylorF 
ese fruit is not really an apple—since 
it is a verdict of not guilty for.their 
product.

They take no hints and are 
not easily insulted; they simply act 
nice, bow and scrape and use all 
kinds of slippery tactics to be count-

them on AVednesday; you’ll see bun­
dles of them in the grounds. They 
may not command your respect, but 
what matters that? They are playing 
the game, the more that keeira them 
within the inner ring and leaves them 
open to secure any of the soft things 
that may be lying around in the shai>c 
of Government givings out. ft’s in 
their blood—handed down from gen­
eration to generation, and the House 
wouldn’t open on Wednesday, nor the 
members get their sessional pay, if 
those “prominent citizens” didn’t put 
in an appearance.

movements of both victims. It was 
known, however, that Cuocolo knew 
several members of the secret society 
called the Mala VJta. which is prac­
tically. like .the Mafia, a branch of 
the notorious Camorra or Black Hand 
Society, Not until a fortnight later 
was it discovered that Cuocolo had 
actually had relations with the Cam­
orra. He was. indeed, secretly in lea­
gue with them. His special work 
was to find but, by means of st|ch in­
fluence and social position as he had. 
where the Black Hand members ex­
pect to find treasures worth stealing. 
At the same time that this discovery 
was made evidence also came to light 
that Cuodolo was by no means free 

| rom suspicion of having acted as a 
tpy on behalf of the police, in sev­
eral big burglaries he planned'it was 
noticed by the Black Hand desper­
adoes that the police were on the 
scene almost as early as they them­
selves. jpNow. the Black.Hand punish 
with' death any ‘ member of their, so­
ciety who is suspected of treachery 
of the kind that Cuocolo appeared to 
have been guilty of. Hence it Was 
soon regarded as clear that he was 
yet .another of their victims, and that 
his beautiful and notorious^wife must 
also have had a share in his treach­
ery. On the day following this dis­
covery the head of the very Camorra 
itself, and three of the-chief members 
were arrested. Naples was in a' fer­
ment of excitement. The city was

restles^ with astonishment, apprehen­
sion. fear. The Cairrorrist leader ar­
rested was named Erricone, a man 
whose reckless daring and inexhaust­
ible cunning had' alotie raised him to 
his position of leader. He had been 
seen with three friends close to the 
scene of Cnocbias murder, and^ on 
the same night, it was sufficient to 
justify his arrest. For fifty days he 
and the three men. were kept in pris­
on. but. in spite of diligent search 
and inquiry,1 no further evidence could 
be brought against them, and they- 
were released. Even the populace 
went to èheer thon; as-they left the 
hands of their custodians, and in time 
the two- murders.' of Cuocolo on the 
lonely road and of La Surrentina in 
her t#d at Naples, passed out of the 
popular mind. The release of Erri- 
cone arid his coritpanions did not, 
however, close the case, for, at any 
rate, one enterprising and enthusias­
tic Italian." This wàs a man named 
Capczzuto, a sergeant of the Cari- 
binieri. It must be here stated that 
between the' Carabinieri and the po­
lice of Naples there had always ex­
isted an irreconcilable rivalry. Ca- 
pezzuto, in the course of his investi­
gations,- Iéarried that in an Italian 
prièon there was a man named Abat- 
temaggio. who, having been expelled 
from the Camorra. boasted, in re­
venge, that he knew thé guilty hands 
that had done the foul murders cii 
Cuocolo and La Sorreutina. After 
much questioning, threatening and 
othèr means, Abattemaggio told a 
story to .tfîè effect that the Camorriste 
suspecting that Cdocolo was .acting 
both for them and Tor the police, laid 
traps for him.

A Camorra tribunal held a meeting 
and decided unanimously, Eddicont 
being at their head, that Cuocplo and 
his wife should die. Six of the most 
resolute of the gang were selected tc 
carry out the dread sentence. Theii 
plan was to waylây Cuocolo on thi 
road, murder him, and take his keys 
from him and then return to Naples 
enter her hou&e with her dead bus 
band's key. and carry out the Blacl 
Hand sentence dri La Sorrentina 
These facts were communicated u 
the head of the Naples policed This 
man. jealous that' a member of thi 
Carabinieri had discovered them, de 
dared that there was no truth in the 
story. The Ca'fëtfjjiniëïi therefore de­
termined to àèt on their own initi 
ative. In short, they promptly Seizei 
every member of the Camorra wh* 
had any hand "in the sentence o

Bear’s Fight 
for Liberty.

New York Zoo Keeper’s Triumph
Through Chloroform—Polar Trip
Sequel.
A giant Polar bear brought to New 

York by Captain Bob Bartlett put up 
a big fight for liberty.

Captain Bartlett is the Englishman 
who went nearest to the North Pole 
with Commander Peary, and since 
then he has made another trip to the 
Arctic with Paul R. Rainey and Harry 
Whitney1, the American sportsman. 
This bear is described as weighing 
nearly a ton and standing eight fe»t 
high on its hind legs. It is undoubt­
edly the biggest bear in captivity.

With dogs to distract the animal's 
attention, he was captured on an ice 
floe in the Arctic. Rainey, operating 
from the right flank. lassoed the bear, 
who has been christened Silver King, 
and Whitney working from the left 
flank, swung his rope simultaneous­
ly. All hands of the hunting party 
were requisitioned. It was a sort of 
tug-of-war between Rainey’s and 
Whitney's teams, both pulling in op­
posite directions, the main object be­
ing to pull the struggling and des­
perate captive from the ice floe into 
the water.

This manoeuvre was accomplished, 
and by means of a derrick the ani­
mal was Anally hoisted on board. He 
lay in the hold, starving for a few 
days, and was at length tempted into 
a strong cage, where provisions had 
been placed.

At New York, however, Silver King 
made his last struggle for liberty, and 
was not subdued until five pounds of 
chloroform had been placed into his 
cage. The latter was swung success­
fully from the ship into the pantech­
nicon, the bear growling and protest­
ing, flinging himself against the bars 
at the sides of the cage all the time.

A large crowd had assembled at the 
ship's side, says the Telegraph cor­
respondent. Suddenly, when twenty 
keepers from the Zoo were congratu­
lating themselves, the giant bear suc­
ceeded in getting his paw through the 
back of the cage, and in a few min­
utes would probably have freed him­
self.

A race now ensued for two-inch 
planks and nails. The Zoo keepers 
fought the battle with hammers and 
nails against the teeth and claws of 
Silver King. As the bear gashed ami 
ripped they boarded him in, closing 
up the holes as fast gs he could make 
them. Suddenly, eyhile the Zoo lab­
orers rested, the bear’s massive head 
with his red tongue rolling out like a 
dog's, and his big amber eyes blazing 
shot from a hole in the roof.

The Zoo keepers swiftly hammere ’ 
the bear over the head with an iron 
bar, and in a second half a dozen men. 
with boards and hammers, were on 
the roof, ready to close the hole. The 
bear, however, was too quick foi 
them, and he rose up, and the men 
fairly fell oîï the roof.

Then the Zoo curator, while thi 
keepers plied the creature with iron 
bars, and policemen stood around 
with big revolvers, keeping the crowd 
hack, had a sudden inspiration. He 
dashed away on his mofor car, ran­
sacked several druggists’ stores, and 
returned with five pounds of chloro- 
torm. He saturated lint with four 
pounds of the opiate, and forced it in­
to the cage, every hole of which was 
now closely covered with canvas, and 
Silver King succumbed very speedily 
to the Zoo. Mounted policemen wen' 
in front, and more mounted policemen 
in the rear. The Zoo keepers rode 
on the top of the pantechnicon, and 
the zoo curator courageously stuck to 
the bear's cage, and at intervals re* 
ne wed doses of the anaesthetic.

By the time the Zoo, several milet 
distant, was reached, the bear was 
more dead than alive, so he was eas­
ily transferred to a big cage, where 
he was welcomed by several other 
natives of the frozen North.
