He was so exceptionally hard work-
ing and conscientious in all he did,
and I had the very highest opinion
of him. His death was a great blow
to me, for besides being such a valu-
able officer, I knew him well and I
feel that I have lost a most loyal
friend in the Regiment whom I can-
not replace. The 12th of October was
a great day for the Regiment and the
only consolation is that Capt. O’Brien,
by his death, helped to win such a
brilliant victory. He is buried in the
Military Cemetery near .the hospital’
about 1 miles south ogf Heilly.

My conten-
tion is, if they can do it in Belgium,
they can do it in Newfoundland, and it
is to these men who are fighting on
our battlefields we owe everything.
We have had a fairly successful year
in Newfoundland, let us hope that all
our people will contribute liberally
towards a fund for staunching the
wounds and easing the suffering of
these men of ours who are suffering
and dying on our behalf. Those who
have sons to send must send them, and
those who have not, should consider
themselves privileged to give in
money. Some are giving blood, surely
we at, home can give money to these
to whom we owe everything by which
we go about our daily labours. It is
one of the saddest cries of the age that
our Hospital staff in the old land sends
an appeal to us across the seas:
“Send over money to nurse and ease
the suffering of our own kith and kin.”
Let us hope that wherever the story
of this ring is told, that from all parts
of our Island Home every place will
give of its best towards the grand Red
Cross, so that each one of us can feel
that though we all cannot go to the
war, yet we are each doing some little
bit in helping forward the cause of
Empire in the greatest crisis we have
ever known.

N -WAR BUDGET.

Desperately the Roumanians, pro-
bably aided by the Russians, are de-
fending the southern and western ap-
proaches to Bucharest while the Teu-
tonic advance contmues to press more
closely on Roumanian capital from
the: northwest. It is unofficially re-
ported  from London that Russian
troops have arrived at Bucharest to
aid the hard pressed Roumanian
forces. Progress for advancing Ger-
man-Austro-Hungary a.rmjes in Wal-
lachia and South Bucharest is report-
ed by Berlin, which says Roumanians
contintie to offer resistance. The Rou-
manians apparently are on or near the
line of Argeshu, -as Petrograd says
the invaders have occupied two towns
south of Bucharest, and mear that
river. Field Marshal Von MacKensen,
Berlin reports, has thrown an army
across Niaslov low lands which would
be approaching Argeshu in the direc-
tion of Bucharest. Advancing south-
whrd from Campulung Piteshti region
the Teutonic invaders have taken
prisoners and cannons and much ot-
her equipment from the retiring Rou-
manians. - In the fighting reported in
the latest communique Berlin says
the Roumanians have lost more than
2,800 prisoners, and 21 cannon. The
Russians continue aggressively their
offensive against Austro-German
lines from the Carpathians to south-
ern Transylvania.' Berlin states the
Russian attacks, which are declared
to have been along a front of 186
miles from Jablonitza to Kedzi Vas-
arbely, resulted only in small advant-
ages which is declared not to be com-
mensurate with the cost in men and
ammunition. Petrograd admits re-
pulse southwest of Vakarka in- the
Carpathians,  but records capture of
ridge heights south of Kirklibaba.
ighting in Dubrudja has become
more intense, and Bucharest announ-
ces violent attack along ‘the whole
front in that region. Berlin declares
the attack against Bulgarian left wing
in Dobrudja failed and that British
tanks are being used by the attackers.
In Galicia there has’also been a re-
awakening activity. Petrograd re-
cords that Austro-German attempt to
take the offensive north of Tarnopol
Zlochgow railway has been repulsed.
In Macedonia in France, and on Aus-
tro-Italian fronts there has been no
important change in the situation.
Artillery activity on the Somme front,
northern France and Trentino and
Carso region of Italian theatre is re-
ported to be increasing. Both Berlin
and Paris claim repulse of attacks
northwest of Monastir in Serbia. Ad-
miral Du Fournet, Commander of the
Entente Fleet in the Mediterranean,
reported to have landed troops at
Piraeus, Port of Athens. French,
British and Italian contingents are
said to have be included in the land-
ing party. Aside from the report that
Greek troops are being sent toward
Athens from north of Greece there are
no indications as to what meaSures
the Greek Government will take to
comply with or oppose Admiral De-
Fournet’s demands for the turning
over of Greece’s arms and ammunition.
An Associated Press despatch from
London says that a strong impression
is prevalent there that Great Britain
will grant the request from Washing-
ton for consideration of refusal of
safe conduct to Count Tarnowski.
Von Tarnow was recently apointed
Austro-Hungarian ambassador to the
United States.

Unfortunately, accidents from other
means of “travelling” are growing far
too common. Regulations may be
recessary but not too narrow ones.

We owe most of the liberties we enjoy
to those who were called ‘“kickers”
and revolutionists’ in their day.

of his Empire’s trial. Coming from
the pen of the Tribune of the Man in
the Street;"Mr. Bottomley’s glowing
tribute fnay ‘be taken as expressing
the sentiments of the whole nation—
and no_ writer is more fitted for the
task. Indeed, the article may well be-
come 2 classic om kingship.
“Qentlemen, ‘the toast is ‘His Ma-
jesty ‘the King"' Do you know, my
frlendm I mever hear those words at
any pubﬂc function without a certain
quickening of the pulse? There was
a time, as I think I have said before,
when, as a very young man, I called
myself a Republican, and liked to
think that every crossing sweeper was
a potential president of the British
Republic. NOW, I don’t. True, 1 still
cherish the idea of a great and mighty
commonwealth—a true republic of the
empire; bnt I like the idea of having
an HERELITARY president. For one
thing, it savcs the trouble of bad feel-
ing of a peridical election. But that
is but one—and perhaps the smallest
—of its advantages. By the way. I
observe ‘that that phrase—'Heredit-
ary President of the British Republic”
—like “Business Government,”. and
one or two other terminological inven-
tions of mine—is now being freely
adopted in the press. I must think of
some others!

Well, to-day I want to talk about
the King—our King; that gentleman
of high estate around whom all our
love of country and of empire is fo-
cussed—the fountain- of honour—the
pivot of our power; who “rules” us
only in the sense that he lets us rule
ourselves—wherein lies his wisdom;
who in his own home life symbolises
the domestic genius of his .people—
wherein lies his hold wupon  their
hearts; and who, ever silently, and
without osetntation, applies and sac-
rifices himself, day in and day out to
the demands of his exalted office—
wherein lies his true greatness. I am
neither sycophant nor courtier; but I
“honour the King.” 1 believe the in-
stitution of kingship to be deeply em-
bedded in the character of the British
race. Indeed, it is a fundamental hu-
man instinct; the Throne, the Crown,
the Sceptre and the Flag are the mag-
nets which draw us to a common cen-
tre—to the great spring whence flow
all the currents of our patriotism and
our pride.

Of his Majesty, as an individual, I
have little claim to speak; and, in-
deed, it savors almost of impertin-
ence 'to ‘belaud his:personal claims up-
on the regard and gratitude of his
people; and let me say, incidentally,
that I am sure nothing weuld be more
distasteful to him. But we live in
strange and wonderful days—and in
the clash of arms and the booming of
guns, and the general turmoil Of the
times, we are apt to forget that be-
hind it all is one silent, suffering,
soul-wracked man, charged with the
duty of holding firmly the sceptre of
our island power. What strain that
task involves is known best to those
who are in close contact with the
king. But ‘we can all form a fairly
accurate idea. Ignore, for a moment,
his duties of state—daily conferences
with ministers, perusal of dispatches,
promulgation of orders in council, re-
ceptions of foreign. representatives,
and all the rest of it—and just glance
at his other activities.

It is well that we should do so.
Here are some of them: Periodical
visits to the front and the fleet; al-
most daily visits to the wounded in
hospital; entertainment of the con-
valescent; inspections of camps and
huts; attending charity- performances
and memorial services; receiving and
decorating war heroes, and every
day sending special messages to all!
parts of the world. Then, too, what
an example he has set in the way of
practical help—£5;000 to the Prince
of Wales’ Fund, £5,000 and many
gifts to the Red Cross, and £100,000
from his privy purse, which, believeme
is much lighter than the general phb-
lic thinks, and is strained at times to
keep pace with the demands upon it
—despite the fact, well known to all
of us, that the domestic life of the
Royal Family is the essence of sim-
plicity. And reflect, for a moment, on
the manner of his great’ gift—“It is
his Majesty’s wish that this sum,

Some years later I stood at his side
on the members’ stand at Goodwood
—watching the horses cantering to
the post for a race in which I was
deeply interested.. The rain suddenly
came down in torrents, but the Prince
remained on the steps, -with collar
turned up, following the horses. I re-
spectfully offered to run and fetch an
umbrella. “No, thank you,” came the
reply, “it spoils the view of the race,”
I have always remmembered that
little incident. May I live to see his
Majesty lead in ‘his first Derby win-
ner!

But these are purely personal re-
flections. After all, there is some-
thing greater in kingship than the in-
dividuality of the sovereign. 'True,

from the point of view of the “per-
sonal equation,” it should, by the
inter-marrying of the reigning houses,
afford some guarantee for the peace
of the world; and, indeed, until the
mad ambition of the Kaiser broke the
tradition, that principal{ had worked
well for many years. We all know
how, again and again, the powerful
influence of both Queen Victoria and
King Edward averted European rup-
ture—but they were senior in years to
William of Germany, who “broke not”
the moment their restraining bands
were removed. Still, apart altogether
from any such consideration, the fact
remains that an Hereditary President
of a free Republic is the ideal form of
government.

Just as in the spiritual .life of a
people they instinctively yearn for an

altar or a shrine, so in the mundane
affairs of the world we want an em-
blem, an embodiment of ourselves—

You get that “atmosphere”
which surrounds the Throne, in no
other place in the secular world.
Only in the presence of the king do
you discard do you surrender your-
self; your ego—your—Karma—flies
to the magnet formed by the volun-
tary investment of His personality, on
the part of the people, as the reposit-
ory of the spirit of their national aims
their traditions and their ideals.
Thus, in “honoring the King” we
honor ourselves. And once again
you get a light from the old past in
the injunction—“Fear God, and Honor
the King.” It is only when kings en-
deavor to impose that first injunction
upon their subjects that they are
doomed to disaster.

! But our King has never been guilty
of that mistake. He has played the
role of a constitutional monarch with
a fine sense of the great dignity and
responsibility of its office, but always
with a scrupulous regard for the
rights and feeling of his loyal subjects
“The King can do no wrong” is a
phrase which has a truer meaning
with us than with any other nation.
Thru his ‘ministers he acts, and lean-
ing always towards the good of his
peaple and thinking only of the “Em-
pire,” the occupant of the throne is
ever ready to give respectful atten-
tion to his advisers, but at the same
time to exercise his great personal in-
fluence against violent changes by
whatever party in the State they may
be proposed. And so to-day we honor
the King—honor ‘for all for which he
stands.

“Tho I have but the body of a poor
weak woman,” said Queen Elizabeth
on a great occasion, “I have the
heart of a King, and of a King of Eng-
land, too.” Not sglways have the
sovereigns of Britain risen to the
height of their great calling; but at
this supreme moment in the nation’s
history, the throne richly merits the
loyalty of every subject. Many cir-

| eumstances haye helped towards this

happy consummation, but chiefly it is
of a
monarch who “belongs” to us, per-
haps in a closer and more intimate
sense than any precious occupant of
'his exalted station.  When ‘Queen
Victoria lived there was, in early days

|at any rate, a vague feeling that Teu-

‘tonic influences were hovering around
the Throne. 'l‘he eourt to-dny h An-

er of the destinies of an Imperial peo-
ple.

There is, of course, irony in the fact
that the son of “Edward the Peace-
maker” should be destined to become
the central figure in our Empire's
greatest war—but who shall explain
these things? It is his destiny and it
is ours; we stand or fall together, and
it is his pride and comfort to know
that the ties between the People and
the Throne were never closer, never
stronger, than they are to-day.

Gentlemen, I give you “The King
—God bless him.”
