for the selection of judges of petty
courts on American principles,' in-
cluding a provision that women may
be voted for and may sit as magis-
trates.

Fishery News.

From A. J. Hoﬂe “(Change Islands)
—The catch is 10,200 with 700 for last
week. All the traps have been taken
up but 100 skiffs are fishing, There
seems to be plenty fish on the
grounds but it will not take bait. A
good supply of squid and herring is
avaliable though the former is uncer-
tain.

From W. Chambers (Hr. Buffett to
Brine’s Island)— Prospects are fair
and squid is plentiful. Twenty-five
dories and skiffs and 20 boats are
fishing. The ecatch is 4,100 qtls. and
for last week 700.

W. J. White (Aquaforte to Caplin
Bay).—Fourteen traps, 46 dories and
skiffs and 16 motor boats are fishing.
Nearly all the traps have been taken
up but those remaining in the water
are doing fairly well the last few
days. The few. dories left out are
doing a little with trawls. The catch
is 8,660 qtls. with 450 for last week.

From J. Bishop (Cape Frezls to Safe
Hr.)—The catch for the week was
only 150 qtls. Prospects are poor
and there is little bait. No traps are
out but a few dories and skiffs and
50 boats are fishing.

From D. Duggan (Cape John to
Brent's Hd.)—The trap fishing ended
this week but hook and liners are still
doing well with squid bait. The fish
taken all through the season is of an
exceptionally large run. Prospects
are very good for the Fall catch and
there has been a fair supply of squid
the last few days. The catch is 8,500
qtls. and for last week 400. Thirty
dories and skiffs and 65 motor boats
are fishing.

It may not seem a yery
connected journey from
the Vatican to Lens along
which the news carries
us to-day. But the connection is in
fact very close. The Pope, in all sin-
cerity and with every good and Christ-
ian intention, asks the Allies sundry
questions. They will answer them
courteously and respectfully, but they
are sufficiently answered already in

the battle thunder in Flanders and the |-

victory on Hill 70. Washington is au-
thority for the statement that all the
Allies, the States included, had reach-
ed an agreement not to treat of peace
with the enemy as long as he retained
any of the territory he had seized.
The territorial question being one of
the most important concerned, the
moral support of America to the old
Alliance is very great, for America
comes into the war influenced by no
considerations of territory whatever.
If therefore she rejects the Pope's
suggestions as emphatically as the
rest, it should be plain to the world
that mere readjustments of frontiers
are not all, or the most important
thing, that has to be settled. The
Pope advises practically a return to
the status quo ante, than which Ger-
many would ask nothing better. He
admits that reparation is also, as it
were theoretically, involved in the
process, but dismisses it on the sole
ground that it is impossible. That is
true: nothing can atone for the acts
of Germany and her tools, but that is
no reason why the fullest reparation
and atonement that is possible should
not be exacted and made. For the
rest the Papal message will receive
the courteous consideration which its
spirit and the high source from which
it emanates urge upon the Allies. It
will not affect their views in the least.
It bears too plainly the mark of
Vienna, and behind it Berlin, manufac-
ture. The rejection of the Allies will
be polite but absolute. It will be
used by Germany and Austria to con-
firm their peoples more strongly in
their delusion that the Allies are bent
upon their destruction, but that will
matter littie.

The war news, meantime, is distinct-
ly good. The attack we predicted has
come and the further encircling of
Lens is added to both British and
French gains northward to sirengthen
greatly the Allies’ position. It would
seem as if Lens could not resist much
longer; it is Combles once again on a
much larger and more important scale.
The general expert opinion is that
what may be the decisive contest of
the war has begun. Frank Simonds
says in the Tribune: “We are probably
at the beginning of the greatest cam-
paign of the war. Such evidence as
has come to hand points to another
Somme campaign, a campaign of
steady, sustained pressure, marked al-
80 by recurring general attacks after
long and intensive artillery prepara-
tion.” The same writer warns against
the tendency to set too remote and am-
bitious objects as the aims of these
offensives, such as the clearing of the
Belgian coast or the piercing of the
German line. That is what the Ger-
mans will do, and proclaim our
failure when purposes not intended
are not realised. The object of the Al-
lies is attrition, the inflicting of larger
losses upon the enemy than they suffer
themselves, and they are succeeding
wonderfully. Nevertheless they are
also achieyving this object in a region
where the smallest territorial gains
are of paramount effect. If Lens, for
instance, goes, a main support of Lille
will be smashed, while further advan-
ces above this point will - shake the
whole German line in Belgium. The
enemy claims continued successes
against the Russo-Roumanians, but he
is clearly not having it all his own
way there and resistance is visibly
stiffening. Finally there is announced
a great reduction in the weekly ship-
ping losses, seven ships less, all of
them large ones, being sunk than dur-
ing the previous week. If the losses
could be kept down to this figure, six-
teen ships in all, the submarine men-

ace would lose most of its danger.
The shortening days encourage us to
hope that this, or even better, should
be possible henceforth.

Canada’s Taxation
Methods.

Canada has assumed very heavy
financial obligations for the prosecu-
tion of this war, but has avoided the
duplication of taxes on production up
to the present time. The Dominion
Parliament has levied a business pro-
fit tax instead of an income tax in
the past, but in order to smooth the
way for the passage of the conscrip-
tion law Parliament has agreed to
conscript wealth by imposing an in-
come tax. The Minister of Finance is
anxious to avoid higher taxation upon
industrial establishments in Canada,
such as Congress apparently intends
to impose in the United States, and he,
therefore, strongly recommends that
the .business profits tax be discontin-
ued and his opinion is likely to pre-
vail.

Canada is now enjoying great indus-

trial prosperity, chiefly on account of
the war. Wages have gone up with
the productidn of merchandise. Cana-
dians are so impressed with the ad-
vantages to be derived from increased
production of real wealth that they
do not wish to have anything happen
to their new industries and to the
prosperity of those long established.
Increased factory output means the
employment of more men at good
wages and during the last three years
a large number of men and women
have been trained to factory work.
The Finance Minister’'s theory is
that all manufacturers should have
the chance to make money so they
may expand their operations and em-
ploy m.o‘re people. When the war
comes to an end Canada will have
factory equipment most of which will
be suitable for the manufacture of
peace products. In order to compete
in foreign markets in days to come
Canadian manufacturers must have
capital and labor. The income tax
which the Dominion Parliament will
impose will reach those manufactur-
ers who withdraw surplus profits
from their business for investment or
for living expenses and luxuries; but
that which the business earns or
which is retained in the business will
be exempt, if Sir Thomas White, the
Finance MMinister, has his way.
Within the past week Congress
scems to have absorbed the idea that
it is possible to tax industries out of
existence and business men now hope
that the taxes on business as distin-
guished from taxes on incomes of in-
dividuals will be held within reason-
aljle bounds. (anada’s need for mon-
ey is much greater than that of the
United States, because her resources
are smaller and she has been in war
three years. Yet the Dominion Gov-
ernment realises the danger of taxing
industries to death and will strive
to avoid injuring those who are ad-
ding to the productive capacity of the
country.
As our position resembles that of
(‘anada rather than that of the Euro-
pean belligerents, Congress might find
it worth while to study the causes
and reasons that have influenced the
Canadian Mmister of Finance.—N. Y.
Commercial.

Rainbow as Girl
is Buried at Sea.

Guides Lookout’s Eyev to Fishermen
Neéar Death off Halifax.

An Atlantic Port, Aug. 11.—Helga
Steffansen, three years old, who had
endeared herself to the passengers
aboard a steamship which arrived
here to-day from Norway, died the day
before the vessel reached Halifax,
N.S. She was buried at sea, and just
as the water closed over the little
form a rainbow of unusual brilliance
began forming, in the sky.

One of the passengers said to a
reporter that the parents of the little
girl derived some measure of solace
from the beautiful celestial “sign”,
and a sympathizing woman told the
bereaved mother that it portended
that her hope for reunion with the
child in heaven would be realized.

While they were discussing the sub-
ject a lookout shouted that there was
a small boat on the port quarter. And,
sure enough, where the end of the
rainbow seemed to touch the sea, far
over on the edge of the horizon, a
small boat was discerned with a man
aboard.

The steamship changed its course
and soon came up with the tiny boat,
the sole occupant of which was quick-
ly brought aboard the larger craft.
“The poor fellow was delirious,”
said one of the officers. ‘“He had been
without food or water for several
days. He was Louis Max, one of the
crew of the fishing schooner Russell
of Gloucester, Mass.,, from which he
had put out in a dory to fish. Dur-
ing a storm he was driven out of
sight of the schooner and had been
unable to find his way back to her.
“Exposure and privations had
brought him close to death, but*“ he
soon revived under the care and kind-
ness bestowed upon him, and now he
is all right again. But it was the
opinion of all on board our vessel that
if it had not been for little Helga’'s
funeral rainbow, which directed the
lookout’s eye to the dory, the fisher-
man undoubtedly would have perish-
ed.”

CUT HIMSELF SEV-

THE STORY OF THE ADVANCE.
BRITISH FRONT IN FRANCE
AND BELGIUM, To-Day.

After the brilliant advance this
morning, in which the Canadians cap-
tured Hill 70 and then swept on north-
west of Lens, the attackers were at
close grips with the Germans in the
western part of Lens late to-day.
The attack began at 4.25 o’clock, just
as the first grey streaks of dawn
were appearing. All night the Brit-
ish big guns had been pouring a
steady stream of high explosive shells
into. the German positions, the great
detonations overlapping one another
like the ‘rapid crackling of machine
gun fire and swelling into a mighty
volume of thunder that shook the
earth and stunned the senses. Then,
a short time before the hour of the
offensive. arrived, the batteries ab-
ruptly ceased and a strange and al-
most oppressive stillness fraught with
the=portending cataclysm which must
follow, erept over the country, which
until then had been an inferno of
death. It had been raining. Grey
clouds still hung low over the trench-
es where crouched the Canadian in-
fantry men waiting “eagerly for the
arrival of the moment which would
summon them to attack. Suddenly,
ten- minutes before the time set for
the attack, every British gun within
range broke out with a hurricane of
shelling, and a solid line of crimson
lightning belched from the German
trenches as the explosives broke about
them. To this lurid picture was ad-
ded the unforgettable spectacle of
burning’ oil which the British threw
upon the enemy lines. Great clouds
of pinkish colored smoke rolled
across the country from the flaming

liquid and the murky sky threw back

myriad c¢o6lors from the conflagration
below. The moment the attack arriv-
ed and as the British guns dropped
their protecting barrage in front of
the Canadian trenches, the clouds
parted and a yellow crescent moon
appeared. Under the light of this
beacon the Canadians leaped over the

parapet and began their methodical
advance behind their barrage of fire.
The British barrage was without a
flaw. Behind it the Canadians mount-
ed Hill 70 and swept along the rest
of the line, on the crest of which so
much blood had been spilled before.
Heavy fighting might have been ex-
pected, for the position was well
manned with machine guns. The re-
sistance here, however, was not
strong, and it was not until the
dwellings in the outskirts of the sub-
urbs were reached that vigorous fight-
ing occurred. The ground over which
the infantry advanced was honey-
combed with British shell holes and
the barbed wire defences had been
levelled so that they gave little trou-
ble. The first serious resistance from
the Germans was met at a point where
the enemy was entrenched strongly
in concreted cellars, and here sangu-
inary fighting occurred.

GREAT REDUCTION IN SHIPPING
LOSSES.
LLONDON, To-Day.

A falling off in the British tonnage
sunk last week by mines or submar-
ines is indicated in the weekly Ad-
miralty statement made public to-
night. Fourteen vessels of 1600 tons
and over: were sent to the Dbottom,
against 21 the previous wecek. Two
vessels of less than 1600 tons were
sunk last week, the same number as
reported the previous week. Three (?)
fishing boats met with disaster last
week. The Admiralty statement fol-
lows: Arrivals of all nationalities,
2,755; sailings, 2,346; British mer-
chantmen unsuccessfully attacked, in-
cluding: five previous reported, thir-
teen.

PATRIOTIC RESOLUTION.
MONTREAL, To-Day.

The Retail Merchants’ Association
of Canada, which is holding a con-
vention at the Windsor Hotel here,
adopted a strong resolution on the
war to-day, declaring that the ideals
for which we are fighting in Europe
are Justice, Freedom, Honor and
Truth, and that as the voluntary sys-

DETAILS OF THE FIGHTING.

LONDON, To-Day.

With only slight casualties the Can-
adian troops fighting south and east
of Loos have captured German posi-
tions on a front of two miles, includ-
ing Hill 70, a formidable defence
work, according to a British commu-
nication issued to-night. Five Ger-
man counter attacks were repulsed.
The communication follows: This
morning Canadian troops stormed the
German positions south and east of
Loos on a front of two miles. The
formidable defence on Hill 70, which
resisted our attacks in the battle of
Loos in September, 1915, and had
since been improved and strengthened
by every method and device known to
our enemies, were carried by assault.
After storming the enemy’s first line
trench system on the whole of the
front attacked, our troops advanced
as far as the western defence of the
site of St. August,  penetrating the
German positions to a depth of about
a mile. Besides an elaborate series
of trench lines and strong points
forming the defences of Hill 70, the
villages of Cite St. Elizabeth, Cite St.
Emelie and Cite St. Laurent, as well
as the base wood and western half of
Hugo Wood are now in our posses-
sion; all our objectives were captur-
ed. Our casualties were slight. Dur-
ing the day five hostile counter at-
tacks were repulsed by our Infantry,
or broken up by our artillery. One of
these was carried out by troops of a
division of the Prussian Guards. The
enemy’s losses both from cur attack
and in prisoners captured has not yet
been ascertained, but 26 (?) including
fifteen officers reached the collecting
station this morning.

POLICE RAID IN DUBLIN.

DUBLIN, To-day.
Police and soldiers early to-day
raided the premises of Irish National
Volunteers commanded by Colonel
More. They seized 100 rifles and 1~
300 rounds of blank cartridges. No
arrests were made.

MILITARISM MUST BE BEATEN.

LONDON, To-day.

Premier Lloyd George, speaking this
afternoon at a luncheon given in hon-
or of Premier Holman, of New South
Wales, declared that the British were
fighting for one thing, and that was
the victory of democracy over aggres-
sion. All othc:r things wrapped up in
programmes of no matter what para-
graph, the British Premier said, were
unattainable unless the Entente Al-
lies were (? victorious). There was
nothing in the programme of labor
which could be attainable if the En-
tente Allies .were beaten. There was
room within the orbit of the British
Empire, he declared, for tne federa-
tion of all its peoples, providing one
formidable obstacle was removed;
that obstacle was aggressive German
Militarism.

GERMANS FIGHTING DESPERATE-
LY FOR LENS.

British Headquarters in France,
via London, To-day.—The Germans
are now fighting with great tenacity
to retain their hold on the city of
Lens. Throughout the day they have
been bringing up fresh troops with
which to carry out counter attacks.
The original force with which our
assaults was met was pretty well ac-
counted tor by the attacking force.
It consisted of two battalions of the
165th regiment, two of the 76th, two
of the 157th and one of the 293rd. The
German regiments consisted of three
battalions each and after the battal-
ions of the three first mentioned re-
giments, holding the . trenches, had
been put out of action, three battal-
ions were moved up hurriedly. At
eight o’clock, while headed towards
Hill 70, these enemy leaders called
upon the fourth guard division, which
has been held on this part of the line
for such an emergency as that which
confronted the defenders of Lens,
The guards hurried towards Bois Hu-
go with the evident Intention of re-
taking Hill 70. The two were caught
under the fire of artillery and a ma-
chine gun barrage, and so roughly
handled that two attempts to advance
one at 11 o'clock -and the second
shortly after noon, had to be aban-
doned. Hill 70 was not even serious-
ly menaced. During the remainder
of the day a short way to the north,
between St. Laurent and Lens, the
enemy recovered a portion of a line
of a reserve trench, possession of
which lessened the force of the pres-
sure from the north. Artillery and
machine gun experts had just told me
that the enemy position is an impossi-
ble one, and that if he cannot drive
us off Hill 70, he will have to get out
of Lens,

GOSSIP ALL RIGHT.

COPENHAGEN, To-day.
The German Commercial submarine

| Deutschland, which visited the United

States before that country entered
the war, has been converted into a
war submarine, according to German

fleet gossips reaching the Associated
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Press. The Deutschland ‘t;\as a great
radius of action and has been fitted
with six torpedo tubeés. ¢The sub-
marine, it is said, may soon leave for
the Pacific to operate against -traffic
from San Francisco. The Uboat was to
have started activities some time ago
but an explosion onboard whilethe ves-
sel was on a trip made necessary re-
pairs, which took considerable time.
The German losses in submarines, ac-
cording to the information of the As-
sociated Press, has been twenty to
twenty-two boats, this figure appar-
ently covering the losses since the
start of unrestricted submarine war-
fare campaign. Four additional
boats are said to have been lost in the
Mediterranean. Germany has now
almost 300 submarines, the newest
boats being of a big sea-going type,
each armed with a six-inch gun.

Child \ Welfare Week.

As was announced by Mayor Gos-
ling’s letter in yesterday’s issue, a
unique campaign is being prepared
for next week. It is a campaign,
neither of politics; commerce nor re-
form—but one purely of education,
and includes every citizen in its pur-
pose, which is that of impressing up-
on the community the value of its
child population.

We are taking part in what is really
a world-wide movement for a wider
recognition and a profounder realiza-
tion of the fact that, within certain
limits, a community can determine
largely the health and character of
its future citizens by the attention
which it gives to the needs of its
children.

Children are the raw material of
civilization, the plastic clay to be
wrought, partly at least, by our hands
into what form we will. If we do not
accept our responsibility for shaping
and moulding this clay we show our-
selves to be outside the present trend
of scientific thought. Leading think-
ers all over the civilized world are
telling us there is no better index to
the progress of any given community
than the one to be read on the condi-
tions under which it allows its infant
and child citizens to develop—the com-
forts of its homes, the purity of its
drinking water, the cleanliness and
care demanded in producing and
handling its nrilk supply, the civic
regulations over refuse removal, the
fly nuisance, paving and drainage, the
provision for fresh air and recreation,
and the general oversight exercised
over its sanitary conditions.

The Registrar-General’s report for
the past eight years shows that on an
average, out of every five babies born
in St. John’s, one dies before the end
of twelve months. Few places in these
days have such an undesirable record,
the death rate here being nearly
twice as high as that of many other
places, and three to four times as
high as that.of the best communities.
This is the responsibility of every
adult citizen, whether parent or not.

“Child Welfare Week” has been
instituted for the p\irpose of bringing
home this responsibility to all of us
—Let us look about us and ask our-
selves what we must do to protect
our children, dear to us and valued

GERMAN. POSITIONS ATTACKED.
LONDON, Aug. 15.

Field Marshal Haig’s forces attack-
ed the German positions along the
west front early this morning from
Lenrs to the northeast of Loos. The
official statement says the British
are making satisfactory progress,
and have carried the German first
line at all points of the front attack-
ed.

GERMAN STRONGHOLD CAPTURED

British Front in France and Bel-
gium, Aug. 15 (By the Associated
Press.)-—Hill 70, a famous German
stronghold northwest of the French
mining city of. Lens, which dominates
the city and the Loos salient, was
captured this morning by Canadian
forces. The British also pushed their
lines into the northwestern environs
of Lens in a semi-circle around the
eastern side of Hill 70. The British
attack was made on a 5,000 yard front,
which had an extreme depth of 500
vards, beginning at a point just above
Hugewood. The new British positions
now run southeast and - beyond Hill
70 towards Lens, the line then bends
southwest and encircles the suburbs
of St. Laurent and St. Emile. British
guns have been pounding for days at
Hill 70 which the Germans considered
impregnable. The infantry attack be-
gan atwh25 o’clock this morning. The
capture of Hill 70 ranks in import-
ance with the biggest military opera-
tion this year. It was the last dom-
inating position in this section which
remained in the hands of the Ger-
mans.  From it a wide territory can
be controlled. Hill 70 is to Lens and
to Loos salient what Messines Ridge
is to Ypres, and in some ways it is an
even more erviable position than
Messines Ridge because even after the
fall of Messines Ridge the Germans
still retained Pitkem Ridge from
which they could sweep the country
surrounding Ypres. Hill 70 was
bombarded with guns of all calibres

which worked havoc among the Ger-!

man defences on the crest of this
eminence. The Germans had un-
doubtedly prepared for the attack as
far as possible for there is not a
question that they were aware of it
impending. Their nervous shelling of
the communicating roads back of the
British positions here for many days
gave full evidence that they knew
soon or late they must defend  their
claims, so it was a case of the better
side winning.

ROUMANIAN OFFENSIVE.

PETROGRAD, Aug. 15 (Official.)

On the western front there were
fusilades and scouting operations. On
the Roumanian front Monday there
were stubborn battles in the .Ocna-
Grozechtix region. The Roumanian
troops continued their counter offen-
sive, which began on Sunday, and to-
wartl evening occupied the village of
Slanié, and dislodged the enemy from
the heights about six vorsts south-
west of Grozechti. The offensive is
developing in the direction of Mara-
seschti and from the direction of
Dvaga. All counter attacks were re-
pulsed by the Russo-Roumanian
troops. Enemy efforts to attack our
positions in the region of Makkaime-
ni, were frustrated by our fire.

When the German newspapers
themselves quote fats - for frying at
$4.05 a pound, goose fats at $5.36,
fowls for soup at $1 a pound, horse-
meat at 53 cents minimum and other
meats upward in proportion, it is
obvious that fats and meats have
gone beyond the reach of all save the
rich in Germany. And fats for north-
ern peoples are a most important ar-
ticle in sustaining human dietary.
This was the sitpation when Germany
was being supplied with large quan-
tities of foods and fats from adjacent
neutral countries which were made
good to them by imports from the
United States. What it will be when
these imports are cut off remains to
be developed. There is nothing in
this situation te encourage greatly
the various neutral commissions on
their way to the United States or al-
ready there, They will by their
mere presence emphasize the im-
portance of the new American embar-

-

go as a factor in winning the war
against the German autocracy. We
have no purpose to interfere with
their feeding of Germany. They can
export there as much of foods and

fats as they want to and get as rich
out of trade as they can. But they
must sacrifice their own amplitude of
living in doing so. They are not to be
permitted to draw upon their own vit-
al supplies to help out our enemy and
then freely make good the deficien-
cies by shipments from this - side.
These neutral embargo commissions
will be welcomed and heard on any
reasonable matter they have to pre-
sent. But on this proposition of dull-
ing a great weapon of war now in our
hands for their enrichment in giving
aid to the enemy they will appeal to
deaf ears.
