Paris Thinks German Revolution 

Will be Short Lived--U.S. Senate 
Adopts New R eservation-France 
Sending Three Army Corps Into 
Germany •>- Allies Refuse Re­
cognition of Ne w Berlin Govern- 
mento

BRANTFORD SETTLES IT.
BRANTFORD, Out.. March 16.

A mass meeting In sympathy with 
the Armenians was held here on Sun­
day afternoon, when a resolution was 
passed demanding that massacres of 
Armenians should cease and that the 
boundaries of Armenia should be 
changed so that the Armenian nation 
would not be entirely surrounded by 
hostile Moslem countries, as provided 
in the Peace Treaty. Mayor MacBride 
presided at the meeting, and addresses 
were givet by a number of prominent 
people. Including W. F. Cockshut, 
M.P.

THE GERMAN SITUATION.
Paris reports that the re-establish­

ment of the Bavarian Monarchy has 
been proclaimed.

A general strike le in full force in 
Hamburg. The city Is under military 
control. No disorders have yet occur­
red.

Fighting has occurred" at Lelpstg be­
tween National Guard troops and So­
cialists or Communist». Nine men were
tilled.

London reports that Pomerania, in­
cluding Stettin and Silesia, have gone 
over to the hew Government; also the 
Socialists in East Prussia.

Grenades were thrown yesterday 
from the roof of a building In front 
o! General Von Luettwitz’e headquar­
ters. No casualties and, so far, no ar­
rests.

German election Is scheduled for
April 11th.

Railroad federation In Germany has 
declared a general strike, the govern­
ment having refused to comply with 
the railroadmen’s demand for the re­
tirement of Kapp, Von Jagow and Dr. 
Traub.

French regard the situation philos­

ophically. General sentiment is that 
re-action In Prussia was Inevitable, 
and the sooner the better. Failure now 
would end reactionary attempts, 
whilst success would reveal the true 
Germany and enable the Allies to 
take the ^necessary steps to meet the 
difflcutly. ‘

The ousted Ebert Government has 
summoned the German National As­
sembly to meet at Stuttgart to-day, 
Tuesday.

The second zone of Schleswig-Hol­
stein has voted for Germany, 11,212 
to L973.

x Paris says that Socialists and Com­
munists met at Mannheim on Sunday 
and decided to proclaim a Soviet gov­
ernment

A semi-official announcement In 
Copenhagen says that ‘there Is no 
truth In defamatory rumours circulat­
ed with regard to the re-introduction 
of compulsory military service and the 
existence of plans for a new war.

News of the death of three Nova 
Scotian seamen was brought here to­
day by thg coast guard cutter Acush- 
net, which rescued two of the crew 
of six of the schooner Isaiah Stetsop, 
which was wrecked off the Half Moon 
Shoal southwest of Cape Cod In the 
Nantucket Sound on Saturday night 
The schooner was bound for Lunen­
burg, N.S., from Norfolk with a cargo 
of coal. The Nova Scotians, who were 
lost were Nelson McKay, mate, and 
Manford Nickerson, seaman, Yar­
mouth, and Emden Ellis, seaman, Dlg- 
by. Robert Hodgeson, of Orland, Main, 
cook, waa also drowned. The sur­
vivors are Captain William Retirer 
and seaman Jos. Watkins, of New 
York. They had been lashed to the 
rigging of their ship for fourteen 
hours.

Had the Bill of 1914 been promptly 
brought into operation, there might 
have been a howl from part of Ulster, 
but long ere this all things would 
have settled down to quietness and 
order. Now, however, it is different. 
The deferred hope "which maketh 
the heart sick" has done its work 
among the Irish and no one seems like­
ly to be satisfied with the Bill now 
under discussion in the Commons. 
However, even if it does not come up 
to any one’s expectations it may in the 
working provide a means for the ulti­
mate unifying of the different ele­
ments of the Irish population. Mcu 
meeting together at a common Coun­
cil table to discuss matters for the 
common good are insensibly drawn 
together In sentiment and in sym­
pathy. This would mean a united 
Ireland, an answer to the prayer and 
the hope of centuries.—Acadian Re­
corder.

was over two thousand years ago 
those sculptors, painters and engi­

•poor, the Consul and the Soldier, the 
master and the slave. When we of the 
present day peruse the pages of Plu­
tarch and find the greatest warriors 
ever the world produced having their 
fortunes told by consulting the en­
trails of a calf, an ox or some other 
animal, and thereby risking the des­
tiny of the nation upon the appear 
ance of the interior portion of the beast 
I say, when we see such Immortals us 
the great Julius Ceasar. Pompey, 
Pyrrhus, Gracchus, Scipio Afrlcanus, 
and hosts of others doing such 
thing, how can we In all conscience 
condemn our own ptor Asher-folk and 
artisans who, at contain period of the 
year, tried their lack a\ a toss of the 
tea cup, or have the past, present and 
future told by the flfty-two pieces of 
card board manipulated in the hands 
of a magician. For my own part I cer­
tainly prefer the tea cup or the pack 
of cards to the terrible mixture stir­
red in the famous cauldron of the 
"three weird sisters,” so graphically 
described by Shakespeare, and by the 
effluvia, or otherwise, the three beau­
ties were enabled to fortell the future 
of the Thane of Cawdor and his am­
bitious better-half,—his wife.
THE LOCAL FORTUNE TELLER.
In olden times fortune-telling was 

carried out and believed In to a far 
gratter extent than it Is at the pre­
sent, although in some of the outports 
to-day may he found the tasser of the 
cun. and the "What-you-do-wlsh end 
what-you-don’t-expect,” holding their 
position as proudly and lucratively si 
tiny did eighty or ninety years ago. 
In the large towns such as St John’s, 
Hr. Grace, CsrhoWr and Brigue, In 
years gone by, the fortune-teller, (gen­
erally a woman) was In all her glory, 
—dressed in a flounced silk dress and 
well trimmed bonnet, not to spssk of 
a velvet hair nst, and well twisted 
carls. It wse the duty of our magician 
to And out all she could about tbs 
family, love, business and all other af­
fairs of her victims. She attended 
church regularly, and was foremost at 
a collection. She knew the captains of 
all our sealing fleet and through her 
emissaries, managed to ascertain in 
what ships certain folks had procured 
berths. In those days our sealers were 
rollicking. Jovial fellows of the come- 
day, go day style, whose whole am­
bition was the froxen pans, almost sure 
of a bill of thirty or forty pounds 
should they manage to procure berths 
with the “Jowlers.” Besides they had 
nothing to do from the last week In 
October until the last week In Febru­
ary, unless they took a trip to Syd­
ney, Spain, Portugal or elsewhere. 
During their holidays they were al­
ways clean and comfortable, with the 
beat woolen under-clothing and gloves, 
manufactured from the raw by their 
mothers, wives or sweethearts. But 
this was before the era of novels „and 
hand organs. However, previous to 
departure, they would Invariably pa­
tronize the fortune-teller, and, strange 
to say, in moat instances, she would 
tell them If they would make good 
bills or not In my young daye her ap­
parently supernatural powers would 
hold me In awe, and we used to give 
the great one a wide berth as she pro­
ceeded to prayers arrayed In her 
varicolored silk dress, numerously 
flounced, and occupying the space in 
church of half a dozen ordinary cit­
izens of the present day. Hoop skirts 
were in vogue in the days I speak 
about Since then owing to the In­
crease of the drum fish trade with 
Brasil, this mode of attire has been 
entirely done away with. But to come 
to my story.

peculiarly her own she managed to 
rash a great trade and consign all 
competitors to financial oblivion.

ow’s" husband occupied the position 
of scent to pick np all news and en­
tice the Innocent Into her net As may 
bs readily understood, In those days 
■t John’s did not possess a court­
house, polios force, deg tax, high lic­
ense and all other necessaries of mod­
em civilisation that we possessed lat­
er on. Ah, na Then the duties both 
spiritual end temporal fell to the- lot 
of tbs clergymen in charge, and sel­
dom did he fell to make his Influence 
felt, with no other inducement» than a 
well-polished blackthorn stick or a 
contraction of the eye-brows. This 
particular spiritualist or whatever she 
was had the tables turned on her one 
day, and this is how it happened. For 
some weeks she had been reaping a 
rich harvest, and at, last It came to 
the ears of the priest,—big Father 
Fitzgerald—who was a Tipperary man, 
I think, from Clonmel. But he had no 
proof and what could he do?

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Ireland's Patron\
Saint

Told of in story, sung of by 
the poets, the life of Ireland’s 
Patron Saint offers at once an 
inspiration and an incentive to 
—not Irishmen alone, but all 
classes and creeds who entertain 
a desire to emulate the most 
humble but yet the most power­
ful of missionaries, the real ser­
vant of the servants of God, in 
life and action. Devoted to the 
extension of the Kingdom of 
his Lord and Master, St. Patrick 
braved all dangers, heroically 
encountered and conquered all 
difficulties, and laid the foun­
dations Of a career such as no 
builder ever dreamed of. Well 
might it be said of the noble, 
yet humble, Patrick, in the 
words of the poet who shone 
many centuries after him:
“His life was gentle, and the 

elements so mixed in him 
That nature might stand up 

and say to all the world
This was a man.”

* * * * * *
And so it is that wherever 

Irishmen are assembled, no 
matter in what remote corner of 
the world, the mention of St. 
Patrick’s Day brings to them 
memories of the former glories 
of their race, and all true sons 
of Erin, whether alone or in 
numbers do not allow this day 
of days to them, go by without 
entering into the celebrations 
which custom has sanctioned 
and time approved. More eu­
logies have'' been pronounced 
over St. Patrick, more panegy­
rics have been proclaimed to his 
life, work, and memory, than to 
any other saint in the calendar. 
Students and scholars, both 
ecclesiastic and lay have excell­
ed themselves in giving to their 
auditors, from pulpit and plat­
form the history of the life and 
works of the missionary saint of 
the Green Isle, and he is, per­
haps, the most familiar figure in 
modern history either sacred or 
profane.

• * * * * *
Wrapped up in tradition as is 

the life and work of St. Patrick, 
it is difficult to know from the 
legends surrounding his activi-,

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ties, just where his mission be­
gan and ended, but enough 
material has been gleaned from 
the past to give a fairly accur­
ate description of his ministra­
tions in Ireland. Preachers 
have declared his undisputed 
right to the title with which he 
has been honored: lecturers 
have proven his ancestry, his 
birth, his labors, his success 
and death, and his subsequent 
canonization. And, to quote 
that scripture of which he was 
sq learned an exponent, “His 
works do follow him.” Honored 
by all, the day of the titular 
patron saint of Ireland, is cele­
brated the world over, and for 
one day in the year, at least, the 
green and the gold of the island 
of saints and scholars predom­
inates over all others, while for 
always the saltire cross of St. 
Patrick ranks with those of St. 
George and St. Andrew, equal 
in all things, in the Union flag 
of the Empire—one and indivis­
ible. * ♦ * * t *

The following short sketch, of 
the life of St. Patrick, taken 
from the writings of Probus, in 
the seventh century, and com­
pared with that of Jocelin, a 
Cistercean Monk of the twelfth 
century, and corrected, may be 
interesting:

“St. Patrick was bom in Scot­
land, near where Glasgow now 
stands. The date of his birth 
was somewhere near the close of 
the fourth century, but as to the 
year itself, authorities widely 
differ—372, 455, 464 and 493 all 
being given by various bio­
graphers, but as the year of his 
birth is scarcely known within a 
century or so, it is too much to 
expect the month or the day, 
but the day assigned to St. 
Patrick in the calendar is March 
17th. His father was of good 
family, and, while the future 
saint was still under the pater­
nal roof, God manifested to him 
by divers visions that he was 
destined for the great work of 
the conversion of Ireland, at 
that time plunged into idolatry. 
Hence he resigned his birth­
right and social position, and 
devoted himself entirely to the 
salvation of the people of Ire­
land, suffering at their hands 
and for their sakes much per­
secution. He was’ ordained 
deacon and priest and subse­
quently consecrated bishop. He 
travelled over the whole of Ire­
land founding monasteries and 
filling the country with church­
es and schools of piety and 
learning. Animated by a spirit 
of perféct charity and humility, 
he demonstrated not only the 
faith, but the spirit of his Mas­
ter, and the result of his forty 
years of labor was to change 
Ireland from a land of idolaters 
into a seat of learning and piety, 
so that it received the title of 
the Island of Saints, and was for 
centuries a land of mental and 
spiritual light.” .

Basis of agreement be­
tween the Govt set up by Dr. Wolf­
gang Kapp, as Chancellor, and the 
Govt of President Ebert is enunciated 
dm a declaration issued by the present 
Berlin Govt, to-day, an announcement 
is made that negotiations, with a /set­
tlement in view, have been opened be­
tween the two Govts, at the instance 
of Ebert and his associates. There is 
no direct confirmation of this from 
Ebert, who is understood to be at 
Sttugart. Briefly Chancellor Kapp is 
agreeable to a continuation in office 
of the "present Imperial President," 
who is Frederich Ebert, but he re­
nounces the formation of a new min­
istry and places the direction of 
affairs in the hands of the Under Sec­
retary of State. The agreement, as 
set forth by Chancellor Kapp, provides 
for a cabinet which shall include 
"Professional Ministers” or experts 
and election within two months for 
members of the Reichstag and Prus­
sian National Assembly, and subse­
quently an election for sn “Imperial 
President" by the people until which 
time, Ebert shall hold the reins of 
power. One significant cifcuse in tin 
pronounciamento says, “the new and 
old Govts, shall issue a jrint declara­
tion that under present condition a 
general strike is a crime against the 
German people."

STATES PLAIN FACTS AND ASKS 

POINTED QUESTIONS.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir.—Whether, from a moral 
point of view, the publication of rec­
ords from the Conduct and Military 
Sheets of a discharged soldier is justi­
fiable, the public must decide for 
themselves.

From a military point of view, it 
is not only unjustifiable, It le contrary 
to the spirit and the letter of military 
law, aa set forth In King's Regulations. 
Mora it conetitutee n breech of faith 
on the part of the person or persons 
responsible ; tor those documents are 
of a confidential nature and can bo 
made nee of only by a competent mili­
tary authority and for military pur- 
poses only.

Previous to the Great War, a soldier 
upon being discharged was given a ser 
tificate of character by hie Command­
ing Officer, based partly upon the rec­
ords In the conduct sheet, and with 
a view to assisting him In obtaining 
civil employment K. R„ para., 417, 
reads In part:

“The guiding principle In examin­
ing a Soldier’s Conduct Sheets with 
a view to assessing his character is 
to differentiate between a man’s char­
acter as a soldier, and his character 
as a man. The main object of giving 
a soldier a certificate of character Is 
to assist him In obtaining employ- 
ment ht elrfl life . . .

K. R., para. 418:—"It should be 
borne la mind, (i.e. by the CO.) that 
no greater injustice could be dene to 
men of really good chàracter and at­
tainments, than, for the sake of an 
individual, running the risk of dis­
crediting army character in the eyes 
of the civil employer of labour."

With regard to physical disabilities, 
let me again quote from K. R., para 
416:—

"When a soldier Is discharged as 
no longer physically fit for War Ser­
vice, the actual physical disability will 
not be specified on the discharge cer­
tificate unless the disability ie due 
to a wound or Injury. In the latter 
case a brief statement of the nature 
of the wound or Injury . . .may be 
inserted on the certificate, unless It Is 
clearly to the disadvantage of the sol­
dier that Such an insertion should be 
made.”

Can the person responsible for the 
publication under discussion "be raid 
to have acted In the spirit of fairness 
evinced In the above quotations, and. 
Indeed, throughout King’s Regula­
tions? By whoee authority did that 
person gain access to official and con­
fidential military documents? Is any 
irresponsible person allowed to exam­
ine these documents, (and it these, 
why not others) at the Militia De­
partment? How long has this prac­
tice been in vogue and for how much 
longer will it continue?

These are questions the answers to 
which must be of great interest to all 
ex-service men, and possibly to ' the 
public generally.
