Ir a brief speech, Mr. Mackenzie said
he was pleased to say that the Reform
party had been enabled to broaden its
platform so as to embrace tHe liberal sen-
timeuts of the several Provinces, and
that the utmost eordialty existed amongst
the adherents of the new Administration.

On ar-
rival at the hotel Mr. Mackenzie was
escorted to the balecony, where a suitable

‘L'o this address Mr. Mackenzie mado
an appropriate reply. He expressed tke
very great pleasure it afforded him of re-
ceiving so enthusiastic a welcome on his
roturn home from the late political bat-
tle field. He regarded the demonstration,
not so much as & personal tributeto him-
self, as an endorsation of the principles
for which he had contended, and an ap-
proval of the Administration which he
had succeeded in forming, He said that
he would not detain the audience with
any lengthy remarks on this occasion, as
he would have an opportunity of address-
ing them at more length at the nomina-
tion on Tuesday, and at the banquet on
the evening of that day.

Mount Forest Central Fair.
IMPORTANT MEETING.
Condensed from the Ezaminer.

A meeting was held at Neagle’s hotel,
Mount Forest, on Wednesday afternoon
last, for the purpose of considering the
advigability of making arrangements for
a central fair in Mount Forest next fall.
Upwards of one hundred gentlemen were
present, including the leading farmers
from all the neighboring townships. Mr.
Nieol McIntyre, Reeve of Egremont,acted
as chairman, and Mr., Wm. Balfour, of
Mount Forest, as secretary. . Remarks

were made by Messrs. Thomas Brown, of
Egremont, W. Horsburgh, of Minto,
Sidney Smith, Daniel Livingston and
James Harper, of Arthur. and others, all
of whom warmly concurred in the pro-
posed scheme. The speakers believed
that the united netion of the distriot pro-
posed would make the central fair a suc-
oess. It wasthen unanimously resolved
that the meeting be organized into an ag-
rieultural association to be known as the
Mount Forest Union Agricultural Society,
to comprise the townships of Egremont,
Normanby, Proton, Luther, Arthur and
Minto, with the village of Mount Forest.
A Committe was named to solicit sub-
seriptions, prepare a code of regnlations,
etc., such committee to be composed of
one persen from each municipality to re-
port at a future meeting. The following
gentlemen were appointed :—W. Hors.
burgh, Minto; Sidney Smith, Arthur;
Alex. Hunter, Luther; Thos. Brown, Eg-
remont ; John Roberston, Normanby ;

of the Directors left the Board. One
of the reasons they gave was their
remaining colleagues,amongst whom
were Mr. Carling, had practically
divested the gentlemen seceding of
all control of the undertaking. Mr.
Carling assured these retiring Direc-
tors that the Great Western Railway
had signed, sealed and duly delivered

an agreement to equip and run the
road, float the .bonds, &c. The
Advertiser goes on to say:—

“ What could have been Mr, Carling’s
motive for making such a statement?
Sir Thomas Dakin, at the late Great
Western shareholders’ meeting in Eng-
land, practically denied Mr. Carling’s
assertiong, and & cablegram received
quite recently ie to the same effect. Mr.
Carling made n promise to the outgoing
Directors that the first sod of the L. H.
& B. R. would be turned by the first of
September. Why has that promise been
broken? Mr. Carling, in his own name
and that of Mr., John Birrell, holds
ostengibly for the Great Western, a con-
trolling share of the stock. We would
be glad to have some proof that the
Great Western ever made such a condi-
tion. Mr. Dakin’s speech on behalf of
the G.'W. R., repudiating all connection
with the L. H. & B., and Mr. Carling’s
demand, ostensibly in behalf of the
G. W. R., for a controlling share of the
L. H. & B. stock, do not agree. Some-
body has been feeding the public on fic-
tions instead of facts.

The situation to which Mr. Carling’s
bungling and scheming has brought us
is anything but satisfactory. Our $100,-
000 bonus, prematurely handed over, lies
against us at 6 per cent interest. Mr.

Jarling appoints himself trustee to see
that Mr. Carling the Director does his
duty. Hamilton rules the roast in the
north. Mr. Carling, pretending to act
for the G. W. R., managed to kill off the
L. H. & B. a8 an indepeudent project,
offering us a Great Western agreement
instead.

A special dispatch to the Times re-
ports that the plot for ilie surrender of
Carthagena proved a oomplete failure.
Contreras has since been arrested by the
Insurgents on suspicion of connivanoce
with the conspirators. .

London, Nov. 22.—A special despatch
from Madrid to the London morning
journals agree in representing that the
late interviews between Minister Sickles
and the Spanish legation were of a stormy
character. Bickles barely escaped mob-
bing by the crowd which ocongregated in
front of his residence. In consequence
of these demonstrations he determined to
leave Madrid, but the Government hav-
ing dispersed the mob and since main-
tained peace, he has resolved to remain
in the ocity.

Madrid, Nov. 22, evening. — The re-
ports that violence had been offered by
the Madrid population to General Bick-
les, the American Minister, are pronoun-
ced false. President Castelar had a long
conference to-day with Leyard, the Bri-
tish Minister, and the result of the inter-
view is favorable to the continuanoce of
good relations.  The idea of submitting
the case of the Virginius to arbitration is
much talked of. Should this course be
agreed to, the German Emperor is indi-
cated as the probable arbitrator.

Washington, Nov. 22.—The BSpanish
question is everywhere diseussed with
more calmness than it was last week, and
the impression seems to prevail to a
greater extent tham heretofore that there
will be no war between the United States
and Spain.

London, Nov. 23.—Disraeli made a
political speech at Glasgow last evening.
He severely criticised the Government,
and predicted a'great struggle in Europe
between the spiritual and temporal
powers. He feared the conflici might re-
sult in enarchy, and declared that the
partizans of Home Rule in 1reland would
uumask, and show Great Britain their
real designs.

Daublin, Nev. 23.—An immense demon-
stration in favour of Home Rule took
place in this ity to-day. It is estimated
that 60,000 persons took part in the pro-
cession, and at & mass meeting which
followed speeches were made by Messrs.
Butts, Martin and others. No disturbance
oecurred. i

Mr. Miall bas announced his intention
of vacating his seat for the berough of
| Bradford, England, on the dissolution of
Parliament, on account of ill-health.
Mr. Miall is best known and will be long-
est remembered as the author of the an-
nual motion for the disestablisnment of
the English Church.

New York, Nov. 24.—A special to the
World from San Francisco says the fire
at Oakland to-day completely destroyed
the handsome bridge of the Central Pa-
cific R. R. at that place. The bridge
was over three miles long, and was one
of the strongest and best built in the
States.

New York, aNov. 23. — This evening
Peter Steffaus, an employee of Delmoni-
co’s, stabbed Peter Gobert in a saloon on
Broome-st. Gobert died a few moments
after: Steffaus has been arrested.

The Mail in Court—Criminal Charge
of Libel.

T. C. Patteson, managing editor of the
Mail,and C. Belford ,another Mail editor
were brought up before the Toronte
police magistrate on Saturday, in an-
swer to a criminal charge of libel prefer-
red against them by Mr. Creasey John
Whellams, of London, England. It will
be remembered that Whellams was as-
sociated with the Rev. Mr. Cocks in im-
migration matters on behalf of the On-
tario Government in Great Britain, and
that in order to make & point against
Hon. Mr. McKellar, the Tory press
abused and libelled these two men un-
mercifully. Whellams has new appealed
to the law to vindicate his character.

The article on which the charge was
based appeared in the Weekly Mail of
11t} April last. Amongst other charges
made there against Whellams, it was
stated that he embezzled money jand de-
gerted from the 13th U.8. artillery; that
he * lived on his wits” for some time ;
that he was dismissed fr o the employ-
ment of a Liverpool fi:m on account of
the unsatisfactory state ef his books ;
that he was concerned in scuttling a ship;
that he swindled a Liverpool watchmaker
out of a dozen watches ; that he swin-
dled Major Anderson out of $25 ; that he
was tried at the Old Bailey for another
swindle ; and that he was concerned in_
several other cheating transactions.

Whellams gave evidence denying there
assertions .n tote, and offered to pat in

' documents in support of his evidence—

! which were refused.

On Saturday, at 1 o'clock, the nom.
inations for Lennox county came off
at Napanee. The occasion was one
of considerable interest, owing to the
determined attempts which are being
made in the County to at least re.
duce Mr. Cartwright’s majority con-
siderably, if not defeat him altogether
—an unlikely result, the last. The
interest was heightened by the pre-
Sence of Sir John A. Macdonald.
Tho gathering of voters was unpre-
cedentedly large; they had come
from all parts of the County, some
from a distance of thirtymiles; and 1t

is estimated that about 3,000 were

present. The proceedings were
therefore held out doors. Although
“the day was bitterly cold, with oc
casionally falling snow, the political
enthusiasm of these Lennox men
kept most of them at the meeting
until its close at six o'clock. The
reporters had hard times of it.
Speeches were delivered by Hon. Mr.
Cartwright, Mr. Edmund Hooper, the
Opposition candidate, Mr. A. M. De-
roche, M. P. P., and Sir John Mac-
donald. Bir John's speech, “was con-
tinued until long after the shades of
night, and frozen fingers precluded
the possibility of hisutterances being
recorded.” Mr. Cartwright and Mr.
Hooper were nominated. At the
close of the proceedings John A. and
Mr.Hooper were serenaded by a brass
band. The assemblage throughout
the day was good.-humored and atten-
tive, and was manifestly largely in
favor of Mr. Cartwright.

The Mail's London correspondent
says that at & meeting in the City
Hotel, London, on Saturday,a me-
morial was carried asking Mr. Glass
to resign his seat ; that it was pre-
sentad ; and Mr- Glasssaid he would
consider and reply. The Globe's
correspondent says that ¢ a meeting
called in the Court House was en.

“ Boss Tweed,”” the moct notorious
rascal of the Tammany ring, has at
lust felt the heavy hand of the law.
We announced a few days that he
had been found guilty by a New York
jury—a fact in itself which aftorded
matter for congratulation. On Sat-
urday he was sentenced to twelve
years in the county prison,and to pay a
tine of $12,700—a heavy punishment,
but not a whit heavier than this
prince of swindlers deserves. The
telegram says:—

Judge Davis sentenced the prisomer on
every four counts in theentire 204 counts
in tbe imdictmnent. One year was in-
flicted for every four of the first 62, or
twelve years' imprisonment in the county
gaol in Ludlow Z=*rect.

The entire
fing amourts in theaggregate to $12,750,
and the prisoner stands committed until
it is paid. Tweed reccived his sentence
ealmly, and was removed in custody.
