AWARDED BY G.P.R.

Spokane Firm Will Build Eastern 
Portion of Irrigation 

Section

PLANS FOR IRRIGATING 
AREA OF 544,000 ACRES

The Cost of the Big Work it is 
Expected Will Exceed 

$5,000,000

The contract for the extension of tlje 
Canadian Pacific Railway companyfa 
irrigation system Into the eastern sec-, 
tion of the Irrigation block, hjas been 
awarded Messrs. Janse, McDonpêll and 
company, with whom are .associated 
Messrs. Winter, Boomer and Hughes 
and Messrs. Grant, Smith, and com­
pany, all of Spokane, Washington. The 
work covers the removal ot some 28,"- 
000,000 cubic yards in the construction 
of canals, and is one of the , largest 
contracts which has been awarded in 
Western Canada in recent years'- :

The contract was let for $5;t5ty,00 
odd, about a quarter of a million’ under 
the company’s estimate of cost, Tlprts 
Is a time limit of five years for the 
completion of the work. r - ÿ .4* 

This work will start almost Imme­
diately. The completed system tbr the 
eastern section provides for the Irri­
gation of some 540,000 acres. With a 
vie wto providing sufficient water. lot 
the irrigation of the eastern section it 
will be necessary to construct an en­
tirely new system, with dam, bead- 
gates, etc., located three miles south­
west of Bassano, at a point generally 
known as the Horse Shoe Bend of the 
Bow. The reservoir for tjie eastern 
section will be located southeast of 
Brooks with storage capacity of 300,000 
acre feet. The lake resulting will be 
called Lake Newell In honor of $lr. F. 
F. H. Newell, director of the United 
States reclamation service.
High Level System for Eastern Section 

It is learned that in the eastern sec­
tion what Is known as the 'high level 
system is to be utilized- In other 
words, ' two surveys were made last 
year, one providing for the Irirgatlon 
of 420,000 acres and the other for 540, 
000 acres.

Sweeping Along, at Rapid

Approach of Visitor Causing 
Some Uneasiness in

Cambridge, Mass. May 17. — The 
sweep of the tail of Halley’s comet on 
90 degrees, or the distance . from the 
horizon to the zenith, as observed by 
Rev-. Mr. Metcalfe at Taunton and 
Professor Whiting at Wesley college 
this morning, leads the astronomers at 
the Harvard observatory-to-pred let thgf 
this portion of the comet will be vis­
ible tomorrow from 1 a. m. till dawn, 
provided on the other hand the weath­
er is clear.

The end of the tail should rise short­
ly after midnight tonight and with the 
moon setting about 2 a. m. early risers 
will have a chance of seeing a soft 
glow In the eastern skies for nearly an 
hour.

• The comet may be visible tomorrow 
afternoon in the west, or perhaps on 
Thursday during the daylight provid­
ed its nucleus increases in Intensity.

A Great Evangelizes
Alexandria, Va., May 17.—Halley's 

comet is doing more in Alexandria and 
the surrounding country In Virginia 
for the church than all the revivais and 
camp meetings have done for years 
past. The superstitious ones see noth­
ing but dark forebodings in the comet’s 
approach. Never before in the annals 
01 the colored churches in this part of 
Virginia have so many new members 
bgd the religious fever at one tint*.

The Comet "Was Shy
Amherst, Mass., May 17.—Prof. Todd, 

the Amherst college astronomer,.watch- 
qd jill day in a vain attempt to get a 
midday glimpse of Halley’s .comet,-but 
the celestial vagrant remained in ob­
scurity. Prof. Todd said that his ob­
servations of the comet this morning 
showed a tail that was measured up to 
60 degrees in length and supposedly 
exceeds that figure.

Tail is Million MHes Wide
Tfu®ton’ Mass. May 17—The tail of 

Halleys comet now extends consider­
ably beyond the earth’s orbit and the 
darth will certainly pass through it to­
morrow night. This is the conclusion 
of the Rev. Joel Hastings Metcalfe, an 
astronomer of this city. Mr. Metcalfe 
Mas discovered several comets in the 
past, and the results of bis observa­
tions have been adopted ljy the officials 
of the Harvard observatory.

Mr. Metcalfe observed Salley's comet 
this morning under. Idéal conditions

tion showed that the tail Is', now SO 
degrees to" length or equal to the dis- 
tance froth the horizon to the zenith. 
The tail lay nearly parallel, to the hori­
zon. It was from 8 to 10 degrees be­
hind, which means an actual width of 
about 1,000,000 miles.

The Negroes Alarmed
New Orleans, La., May. 17.—As a re­

sult of the appearance In the city of 
the large multi-colored circle around 
the sun, consternation * was créated 
among the negroes, who work in the 
fields in Louisiana and Mississippi 
The negroes stopped work and fell to 
crying and praying.

Today will be an anxious day for sci­
entists, and thousands'of other people 
the world over, for about 9 o’clock, ac- 
coyding to Calgary time the earth will 
commence to pass through the tail of 
Halley’s comet. What effect this will 
have on the animal and vegetable life 
of this planet no one can tell with 
certainty,-but eminent scientists have 
assured us that, owing to the atmos­
phere surrounding the surface of the 
ejirth being of much greater density 
than the tail of the comet, it will not 
affect us.

Comets, however, have always been 
considered ill omens, and many people 
are superstitious enough to believe that 
If we escape destruction while passing 
through the deadly cyanogeh gas which 
forms the comets tall, that its appear­
ance forebodes war, pestilence and 
famine. The modern theory in regard 
to the tails of comets is, that although 
their size is enormous their density is 
so excessively small that in former 
instances stars were plainly visible 
through it.

The earth has more than once passed 
through the tall of a. comet, the la#t 
time being in the year 1861, and noth­
ing unusual happened. However, to­
day will be a memorable day to astron­
omers and all the refinements of mod. 
ora science will be employed in study­
ing the wanderer, whose appearance 
always causes so much dread.

Since time began, this is the first time 
that it has been known that the earth 
was in its shadow. It is altogether 
probable that today, although wo shall 
Be several hours surrounded by pois­
onous cyanogen gas, ordinary people 
would know nothing about It, if If were 
not for the calculations of astronomers 
and if we were to be destroyed by ft, 
we would not know the cause.

While nothing is known absolutely of 
how bright the comet will be, astrono­
mers are agreed that it will be a splen­
did object, readily visible to the miked 
eye, with a tail at least 30 degrees In 
length. In fact, it is said that it will 
be seen better without a telescope 
than with one. After May 20 the 
comet will appear in the evening sky 
and from that to the end of the month 
it will be an object of great splendor 
for several hours after sunset.

Greater interest has been ext-Red 
aver the appearance of this comet,
Which is known as Halley’s comet, 
after its discoverer, than In any other, 
owing to the fact that astronomers are 
able to calculate within a few hours 
the exact time of its visits.

Up to the time of sir Isaac Newton 
nothing was known of the behavior of 
comets, it being generally thought that 
they took their origin from the su».
After Newton had established the laws 
Of gravitation and showed that all 
bodies in the solar system obeyed them 
he began to Inquire whether comets 
did not do likewise. During his. In­
vestigations the great comet of 1682 ap­
peared and gave him a chance, and he

Important Meeting of City 
Council Held' Last 

|cv Night

At the meeting of the city council 
last night the consideration of a bylaw 
to provide for the assessment of pro­
perty for local improvements and for 
the assessment, of corner lots and Ir­
regular shaped pieces of tend was the 
principal business dealt with. It was 
a rather difficult question for the al­
dermen to agree upon, but it was 
amended and finally passed.

The council also unanimously de­
cided to give Its moral support to the 
proposed Calgary university, and to 
submit a bylaw to the ratepayers to' 
grant $150,000 to the institution .as 
soon as the required charter is re­
ceived.

There were present at the meeting 
Mayor Jamieson, Aldermen Brockle- 
bank, Wallace, Wood, Currie, W. Ross 
Reilly, Geo. ROss, Mitchell and Egbert.

The Calgary Milling company wrote j 
the council 1 requesting permission "to 
reconstruct Its elevator, as a metal- 
clad building. It was pointed out in 
the letter that although it will be lo­
cated within the first class fire .limits, 
that it will not endanger other pro- i 
perty. the building being completely ’

: isolated.
The request was granted on condi­

tion thpt the Building be made as fire­
proof as possible with the proposed : 
material, and that complete plans be 
submitted to the building inspector.

A letter was received from the Do­
minion Minister of Public Works In 
reply to a letter from the council ask­
ing that government assistance be 
granted towards protecting the boule- ' 
vard on the north side of the Bow 
river from belli* washed away by high 
water. The repjy stated that the min­
ister did not consider it a matter for 
government assistance, but that 
would submit it to his cabinet’ col-1 
leagues for consideration. The council 
ordered the letter to be filed for fu­
ture action.

Tile question of granting assistance 
to the proposed Calgary university was 
t»ken up and Dr. Blow, one of the 
Ptpvlsional trustees, was asked to state 
hqw far the scheme had progressed.

Dr. Blow said that about a month 
agP he bad brought forward the idea, 
wiiltii had been thought over for some 
time, in conversation with several 
prqiulnent cl/ia^ns. It had met wit 
a nmre gencl-ous t^isponse than hp ha _ 
ever hoped for. The first step was to 
secure a site, and when the scheme 
was-laid before Mr. Tregillus, that gen­
tleman had unhesitatingly donated 160 
acres,-worth from $60,600 to $75,000. He 
then spoke to other owners ot ad­
joining property, who readily fell in 
with the idea, aiid were v;ery generous 
in their donations. Up to the present 
time 480 acres of land, of a value 
estimated at $250,000, has been donat­
ed for a site. He had not asked for 
money, but subscriptions to a very 
considerable amount had been sent in 
to him voluntarily. He considered it 
wise to first ascertain, the feeling of 
the council in regard to-the project, as 
the support of the council and citi­
zens of Calgary would open the door 
for him to approach men of wealth 
for subscriptions. He was confident 
that the citizens would heartily ap­
prove of a grant of $150,000 being 
made.

After a little discussion a motion 
that a bylaw to grant $150,000 to the 
project be prepared and submitted to 
a vote of 'the ratepayers as soon ’ as 
a charter is granted for the university.

Water for Lawns.
A motion by Aid. Wm. Ross that 

the city engineer be asked to submit 
a report to the council as to the 
reason why the supply of water is ao 
short that citizens are forbidden to use 
It for their lawns in daytime. Mr. Child 
explained to the council that this mat- 
'ter could easily be remedied by fin­
ishing the reservoir, which could then 
be filled at night, when there was 
not such a drain on the supply for 
manufacturing purposes. There was 
also a waste of 2,000,000 gallons daily 
at the power house. If the reservoir 
were rip-rapped and the earth dams 
protected 'it would have a capacity of 
16,000,000 gallons and could be filled 
during the night.

The local improvement bylaw as fin­
ally passed provided; 1. That when 
sewers are constructed along any 
street the property fronting on said 
street shall pay such proportion of 
the cost as may be determined by the 
several bylaws on the basis of a ten 
inch sewer, and that the city shall 
pay the proportion determined by the 
bylaw and also any extra cost above 
that of-a ten-inch sewer.

2. Every corner lot which faces on 
two streets shall be entitled to an ex­
emption of one-half the frontage on 
each street, the amount of exemption 
to be paid by the city at large.

3. The four corner lots at the inter­
section of two streets shall each pay 
one-fourth of the cost of that portion 
of the pavement lying between two 
lines drawn across each street con­
tinuous with the property line.

4. That where the street railway is 
constructed along a paved street or 
avenue the said railway shjill be 
charged with the extra cost of the 
pavement required for the .construction 
of said railway.

There Was considerable discussion on 
the bylaw referring to local improve­
ment assessments on corner lots and 
several members of the council- wan­
dered into higher mathematics, much 
to the general confusion of their broth­
er aldermen. Several counter proposi­
tions were mentioned, but In each case 
there was opposition, and it was shown 
that neither the ratepayers or the 
city would be getting a square deal oq 
the various methods suggested. Fin­
ally it got down to one dissenting vote, 
that of Aid- Geo/- Ross, whoi thought 
the corner lota should net be assessed 
on thé - Intersections, but he finally 
gave In when It was pointed out that 
it had to pass on a unanimous vote, 
or otherwise be held over for a week, 
and the bylaw passed the third read­
ing.

Mr. James did not give an estimate 
of a road built upon the specifications 
passed upon by the government, but 
upon a road which Clarke said hp in­
tended to build. J. D. McArthur did 
not decline to build the road because 
he thought that it would cost more 
than $20,000, but because he did not 
like Mr. Clarke. v The Capital says: 
’’Whether McArthur did or did not like 
Clarke’s appearance is hardly a matter 
to argue about.”

“Flirting between husband and wdfe 
would bore them both to death,” in­
sisted a prominent bon vivant, one of 
the cynics of a West End club, but 
who exacted a pledge that his name 
would not appear in print.” I don’t 
think it is fair to expect the roses and 
raptures of love to outlive the first 
years of married life.

King Géorgie followed, with his 
mother on his right and the Dowager 
Empress Marie, his aunt, on his left 
The entrance was made in a profound 
hush, broken only by the rolling of the 
drums outside, and the tolling of the 
bell in the tower above.

The Procession to Westminster
The precession from Buckingham 

Palace to Westminster Hall passed 
through double lines of red coated sol­
diers, flanked with rows of stalwart 
policemen and a mass of silent black 
garbed humanity. The buildings along 
the route were heavily draped with 
mourning. The German and other 
embassies in Carlton House Terrace 
were covered wK$ funeral palls of 
black and purple, relieved occasionally 
by green wreaths and bouquets of white 
lilies. The first intimation that the 
crowd, which had been waiting for 
hours, had of the approach of the 
funeral cortege was the booming of the 
first of 68 minute guns, which were 
fired at St. James' Park, followed by 
the tolling of “Big Ben," the great bell 
in the clock tower In the house of com­
mons, which heretofore has been heard 
only as It struck the hours, and the 
roll of muffled drums. Then a 
guardsman with sword reversed came 
down the hall at measured tread, the 
other guardsmen following close be­
hind. Then came the officers of the 
headquarters staff, the army council 
and the board of admirnity. As these 
appeared the troops cgme to a half 
salute with reversed, guns, and re­
mained thus until Field Marshals Lord 
Roberts and Lord Kitchener of Khar­
toum, the admirals of,'the fleet, the 
Indian orderly officers In black uni­
forms and the aides de camp of the 
late King passed. As the gun car­
riage, on which the casket was borne, 
approached, the order, "rest on your 
arms," was given sharply. With 
heads bowed the soldiers kept their 
eyes on the ground wbHe the body of 
their late King passed by, coming to 
attention again for the royal standard, 
which was carried immediately behind 
the casket and in front of King 
George, who, like the officers and other 
members of royalty, was afoot

The Position of Royalties *
The Duke of Cornwall and Prince 

Albert, two little- figures in the natty 
uniforms of naval cadets, followed 
their father.

King Frederick of Denmark and 
King Haakon, with the Duke of Con­
naught between them, came next, and 
then followed toe other members of the 
British and foreign royal families in 
gorgeous uniforms, the only touch of 
mourning being the black bands on the 
sleeves of their coats. An array of 
officers of the late King's household, 
nearly all of them in bright uniforms, 
but a few of them in mourning dress, 
followed.

The Queen Mother
The greatest interest of the crowd 

was aroused at the approach of the 
first carriage, for in this rode the 
Queen Mother Alexandra, to whom the 
hearts of all Britishers have gone out 
during the past week. Her Majesty, 
wearing the deepest mourning, had 
lifted her veil, and the people rever­
ently raised their hats to the pathetic 
figure, who even in the hour of her 
great grief acknowledged the silent 
testimony of sympathy by bowing 
repeatedly.

The Queen Mother Was accompanied 
by her aliter, the Dowager Empress 
Mqrtq. of Russia, and her daughters, 
Prlncdss Royal and Princess Vtctorta.

Queen Mary occupied the second 
state carriage, having for the occasion 
surrendered the first place to which as 
Queen she was entitled. Her Majesty 
was preceded by the sovereign’s esfcort, 
the only mounted troops participating 
with the exception of * few stationed 
along the route. Queen Mary was 
accompanied by her daughter, Princess 
Mary, and Prince Henry.

Seven other state carriages, gold 
bedecked end drawn by heavily 
caparisoned horses, carried the ladies 
of the royal families and the suites of 
the Queen Mother and the Queen.

Dense Throng at Westminster
Arrived at the palace yard of West­

minster, where a dense throug had 
gathered, the gun carriage stopped, the 
pells were removed and the bearer 
company, composed of Life Guards, 
lifted the casket and carried it into 
the hall. ■ The dominating character­
istic of the procession was the im­
pressive simplicity. There were 12.- 
000 troops on foot and mounted, and 
1,000 sailors along the route, but in 
the procession itself the largest body 
of uniformed men was the massed 
bands of the guards' regiments, num­
bering 250, which played funeral 
marches. ... . L

Upon leaving Buckingham Palace a 
corps of 60 drums played- a special 
selection, at the conclusion of which 
the massed bands took up Beethoven’s 
Funeral MArch. The feature of the 
music was provided by a body of 40 
pipers, who played “Flowers of the 
Forest" as the procession passed Marl­
borough House, the music bringing 
tears to the eyes of many in the great 
crowd. During the Horse Guards’ 
parade the bands played Chopin's 
“March Funebre,” and as the processlno 
approached Westminster Hall the 
strains of Handel's “Dead March From 
Saul" were heard.
