What Proetection is Boing for the
United States.

Thé press of the United States of
America is at last awaking to the fatal
effects of the mad protection for some
time indulged in, and is Warniog the na-
tien of tbeinevitable consequences of a
continued persistence in that policy,
The Financial Chronicle of New York,
no meun aathority on such subjects, has
been eompiling and publishing data
which clearly demonstrate how terribly
the nation is sufferiog from this pseudo-
protection, 1t is clearly shown that the
carrying trade ot the Siates is being
rapidly driven into Canadian channels,
and that the latter country is really
reapiog & r ch barvest from the stapid
blandering of the former. ¢ We may
find,’ says the Chronicle, ‘that under a

systema to which the name of protection
is a tfrand; which oo protectionist ever

advocates ; which was created upon the
plea of a temporary provision for a war
which ceased six years ago, and of heavy
domestic taxes vow abandoned; which
lays daties solely for the purpose of in-
creasing the cost of things; which pre-
tends to provect the laborer by ratsing

cost of everything he proda~es, we
shall have so weakened our industries
that Canada, which we have looked
down upon as lacking in enterprise
and dragging along Immeasurably be-
hind our splendid progress, will be sti-
malated to woanderful growth by the
iudustries and trade we have driven from
us, and wil! shame as by ber unprotect-
ed energies.” This from the commercial
mouthpiece of the metropolis! Statis-
tics are produced to show that not only
has Canada taken the lion’s share of
the carrying trade properly belonging to
the United States, oo land and water,
by rail and canal, but that it is rapidly
grasping the manufactoring trade and
monopolizing those foreign markets
which the Republic has so efficieutly
barred against herself, The once great
ship- building interests of the States has
been crushed, and thus has American
labor ben deprived of not lese than
thirty millions a year in wages alone,
besides robbing the couatry of an

amount to pay freight to foreign ships
whieh has been estimated by the highest
authority at thirty millions more. The
Chronicle thus concludes sa article which,
for frank outspokenness, is & oredit to
the New York press :—

¢« While our politicisns are devising moo-
strous schemes of bounties to revive oar
shipping, acd while journalists and politi-
cians, who bave boletered up the system
which has prostrated the sbipbuildiog and.
the shipping interests, are propoeiog schemes
to lay their itchiog fiogers on the public
fands tq pay them for the patriotic work of
‘flying the flags of the Union ? on ooe forlorn
lige of old hulks, and while the United Statee
has not a single steamsbip ruoniog to Ea-
rope, Moutreal boasts that a shipping firm io
that city owos ihe largest fleet of sieamships
beld by any one compaagy 10 the world, oot
exceplicg the Cupards. It has a reg_uhr
weekly mail lioe of the first class to Liver~
peol ; a freight line to Glasgow and Livers
pool, and other lines to Liverpool and Loo-
don, and is making 8o e_xpenment in the
direct trade with the Mediterranean. And
this trade has pot been without a correspeod-
ing increase in the trade of the Cauadian
railroads. whieh, with the same advaotzges
of & wiger fiscal system, offer a direct route
{o the trade of the Nerthwestern States of
this Union. A tip on the Grand Trunk
Railway trom the Detroit river, where i: bas
its live of steamers to Western ports, to
Mentreal will open the eyes of an observing
traveller to the fact that the business of this
road ig risig to dimensivns which will jus-
tily its impesing pame.’

A
layer of this mixture is placed upoa the bot«
tom of & well pitched and strong barrel, and
upon this is laid a Jayer of meat, which io
tarn is covered with the prepared mixtare
and well pressed down. Melted tellow or
lard is poured ob the top to serve as a cover.
Tne tallow and the fat mixed with the salt
keep out the air and moisture, and ihe car-

bolie ecid prevents fermeotation aod des-
troys lower forae of life ; the charcoal also
s0's 80 @ preservative. It eaid that meat
can be indefionely korl in this way,
aad that it loses nose of its good properties.

The most probable theory as to
the nature cf ehooting stars is that they
form part of the solar system revolving
round the sun in the same mannor as
planetoids,but both infintiely smaller in
size, and subjeot to great and irregular.
perturbations, The latter canse brings
them not unfrequently within the limits
of the earth’s atmosphere, on entering
whieh they become luminous from the
great heat produced by the violent and
gudden compression which their transit
occasions.

48 rapidly withdrawn from it into (he
realms of space.

PROCLAMATION.

By His Excellency ANTHOXY MugarAVE,E<QUIRKE,
Governor and Commander-in—Chief in and
over the Colony of British Columbia and its
Dependencies, Vice-Admiral and Ordinary
of the same, &c., &e., &c.

To the Honorable the Members of the Legislative Council

of the said Coleny, eoustituted under the order of
Her Majesty in Council, bearing dats the ninth day of

Angust, One thousand eight hundred and seventy;
and all others whem 1t may conoern :

HEREAS BY AN ORDER,; MADE

by Her Majesty in Council, bearing date the ninth
day of August, One thousand eight hundred and seventy,
and made in pursuaunce of the ¢British Columbia Gov
ernment Act, 1870 it was ordered (amongst other
things) that the Order in Counciiof the eleventh day cf
June, One thougand eight hundred and sixty eight, re-
ferred to in the said Act, should be,and the same was,
thereby revoked, except that the Legislative Council
constituted by the said O.der, ghould ‘¢ unless flist
dissolved by the Governor ” retain all the powars there
by granted io it, in like manner as if the said Order had
not-been revoked, untilthe return of the first Writs of
thezfuture Legislative Council constituted under the re-
cited Order :—That there should be in this Colonv
a Legislative Couacil constiluted as therein men-
tioned ; That it should be lawful for the Governor, with
the advice and consent of the said Couneil, to make Laws
for the peace, order, and good government of the said
Colony ; And, that the Governor should, by: Pradlam: -
tion, fix the:time and place or places for holding the
Meetings of the said Council.

And, whereas the Writs of the Legislative Council,
referred to in the recited Order ef the ninth day ot
August, one thousand eight hundred and seventy bave
been duly issued, and ars now returned into the Office
of the Registrar of the Supreme Court, snd the Order in
Council of the eleventh day of June, one’ thousand eight
hundred and sixty- eight, anda the Legislative Council
constituted thereunder have been and are now fully de-
termined and ended.

And, whereas it has seemed to me desirable to sum-
mon and convoke an eaily meeting of the new Legis
lativeCouncil;

Now, therefore, by virtue of the power conferred npon
me by the said recited QOrder in Council, and of all other
powers and authorities in me in that behalfvested, Ido
hereby summon and call together the Legislative
Counoil of British Columbia, as oconstituted under the
recited Order in Council of the ninth day of August, one
thousand eight hundred and seventy, to meet at the Le-
gizlative Council Chamber, in the City of Victoria, on
the fifth day of January, in the year of Qur Lord oae
thousxnd eight hundred and seventy-one, for the dis-
patch of business, and to treat and conclude upon those
things which in the said Legislative Council may be
ordained.

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Ocean Mail Communication.

In the present depressed and depen-
dent condition of British Columbia the
slightest interruption to ihe existing very
inadequate means of 1ntercourse with
the outside world is keenly felt—is al-
most magoified into & pablic calamity.
The Colony is paying twelve thousand
dellars a year for an ocean mail service
—called monthly, but more properly
occasional — between this city and
San Francisco. It has been enjoying
8 bi-weekly mail scrvice by way of
Paget SBouad. For the Iatter it bas
consistently refused to pay & single
dollar ! It would be difficult to decide
which of the two graces—perversity and
‘meanness—is moat donspicnouns in this
arrangement. Lo so far as the Paget

Sound serviee is concerned it is presam=
able that the Government has been act-
ing upon the narrow principle of taking
all it could get for notbing. If so, it
bas not besn eminently successful.  Victo
ria no lopger enjoys bi weekly communi-
eation with Puget Sound. Had she
never enjoyed it the want would be
ocomparatively little felt ; but baving
become accustomed to it, the loss is
now keenly felt by all classes in the eom-
munity— we may say, in the Colony.
Some persons may be disposed to regard
“the question as local in its nature aod
influences ; but it can bavdly be pre-
tended that the entire Colony is not con-
cerned’in haviog bi-weekly eommunica
tion with the outside world. During a
large portion of the year bi-weekly
communication between the seaboard
and tbe interior is maintuined. To give
the internal service its full practical
value, we most have an equally fre-
quent external service. Looking beyond
the value of the service between tirs
oity and Puget Sound as & medium for
the transmission df mail matter, ite in-
fluence upon the commercial ioterests
of the place cannot be ignored ; nor
can it be said that what brings for—
eign trade to the chief commereial oity
does not reflexly benefit the Colony
as & whele. Victoria has been repre-
gented ag the commercial heart of the
Colony ; and it must be admitted that
it is an ndvantage to the whoie body
that the heart sbould be well supplied
with that lite-giving flaid which it
may pulsate through every part. In a
commercial point of view, the discon=
tinaanee of bi=weekly communication has
joflicted a serious loss npon this com-
mubnity, one which comes home with
disagreeable directness to every man en-
gaged in business. Formerly people
could come over by Monday’s steamer
and return on Friday, and thus ample
time was afforded for the transaction of
busines®, and also to drive round and
take a laok at the very attractive scen-
ery presented in the environs of Viec.
toria, In this way impressions most
favorable to our eity were not infre—
quently received. Now, however, those
coming over MmUBL either remain a
whole week, or return next morning by
the steamer ; and the consequence 18
that we shall have comparatively few
visitors trom Poget Soucd. But this
question has a no less important bearing
upon the great subject of population.
The tide of emigration is8 now fsirly
settling in to Puget Sound, and the
more intimate our iotercourse the
greater benefit We may expect Lo
derive. With two steamers plying
twice & week between Paget Sound
and Victoria the interests and the
prosperity of the two would become very
closely identified. With a mere farry be-
tween, the artificial boundary line would be-
come more and more dim, the one would
share in the progressive development of
the other, and the inflowiog population
would be very liable to forget that the
lovely sheet of water divides two nations.
It would be a great mistake to read these
words in & political sense Is ita time to
deprive this colony of the more facile means
of intersourse with Puget Sonnd when the
latter is on the eve of such an overwhelm-
ing barst of progressive development as
will amount te revolation? ~ This is an em-
inently practical sabject. Let us look at
it in a etill more praotical light, Every
time these two steamers—the Olympia snd
the Isabel—come to this port they contri-
bute directly towards the reveous of the
colony, 10 the form of Harbor-dues, filty~one
dollars and eight cents, Taking the evep
money, here is fifty dollars a week clear
Joss by the discontiouance of bi-weekly
wiips. Filty dollars a week would be two
thousand six bundred duilars a year, or conx
siderably more than one baif of the subsidy
pecessary $o msiotain bi-weekly communi-
oation. - In otber words, the colony would
got back in Harbour-duea alone more than
one-halt of the subsidy required, to zay
pothing at all about twenty-fold, probably
fiftysfoid in the less direct form of enlarged

folly bat most earnestly arge the Executive
to reconsider this question. It is Do reason
to urge that because Confederation 18 close
at hand the Goveroment would not be jus~
tified in making any arrangement now.
Who are the Government? Are they not
the trustees, the servants of the peopls,
whose duty it is to administer according to
the well-understosd wishes of the people?
Is it because Confederation is expeeted to
take place in July and because the Federal
Government will, in all probability, arrange
for bi-weekly commuaication with Paget
Sound io commence some time during the
year, that the colony is to be permitted to
fall back to the once a week arrangement
meanwhile? It appears to ws that the very
imminence of Confederation furnishes but
anogher argument in favour ol .increasing
rather than diminishing the means of inter-
course between the two countries, To some
we may appear to be attaching undue im-
portance to this subject; but those who re-
alize the great immediate fatare before
Puget Sound and the oneness of interest
which might be made to exist, and
which ought to exist between the two
countriea will not fail to sep that the
prosperity of Victoria must, for some years
to eome, very largely depend upon the main-
tenaoee of the most intimate intereourse
with our immediate neighbours, and that to
permit the means of intercourse to. be very
materially impaired during the few months
that must elapse before the matter shall fell
into better bands, would be the very acme
of fecklessness and folly.

days’ work, wheo they were compelled to
knock off in consequenoce of ice backing up
in their tail-race, and last week they were
greatly retarded by the same cause, Op
the following week they washed aup 70 oz for
two days’ work. The Spruce and VanWin-
kle gompanies also did very well. Oo Low-
hee ereek the Brown co washed up 42 oz,
The V:otoria co bave been kept back by s
cave in their tuonel, but got to work sgain
a day or two since. On French creek the
North Ameriean 60 washed up last week 51
oz, and their ground leoks very favorable.

Communication with the Neaboard.

The necessity for uninterrupted land
commanication between the great ceune
try lying to the eastward of the Cas-
cade Range and the seaboard of the
Colony is making itself more snd more
folt every year. The most superficial
thinker cannot but be impressed with
the inutility of depending upon the
navigation of a river which is virtually
closed four moenths in the year as the
gole means of communication between
the interior and the oapital, botween
the most productive and what must
ultimately become the most populous
part of the Colony and the seaboard. It
is intended to conflne the present view
of the subject to it bearing upon &

gingle industry—that of stock-raising.
The portion of the Colony alluded to is
preeminently adapted to stock-ralsing.
Indeed it has already produced & sup-
ply 8o largely in excess of the ’demnnd
upon which it has hitherto relied that
stook farmers are anxionsly looking
about for new markets, and fresh beef
has become a drug in the very localities
where it was formerly a luzery, held
at famine prices. Let us contrast with
this the condition of matters in the
Lower Country and on the Island.
Foreign beef and mutton and pork are
still to a very great extent con*umed.
A quarter of a million of dollars a year
still goes cut of the Colony to pay for
those very supplies of which there 18
guch a eurteit east of the Cascade
Range. This fatal drain upon the real-
zed wealth of the country must ioe
crease with tho inflow of population,
unless some means be adopted of ad-
justing supply and demand between
he two sections. And not only must
this drain assume larger proportions bat,
under Cocfederation, we sball bave to
send away to Ottawa ten per cent. apon
the entire value of importations. Ten
per cemt. om present importations of
live—stock would amount to tweaty~five
thousand dollars a year, thus making &
total of two hundred and seventy~five
thousand dollars snonally seat away in
payment for that 0f which tbere is a
superabundance in the interior of
our own country actually going to
waste for want of access to tbe
markets. It may beasked, why canoet
piock be brought to this market from the
east of the Cascade Range now 2. It deabt-
less can aod will be breught, but to a very
Jimited extent and under such disadvantages
as will not epable it to compete with ini~
ported stock. It must be borne io mind
$hat it costs less to bring stock from Wash:
ington Territory to Victoria thao it does to
bring it from New Wes!minster to the same
place. Add to that the expense of driviog
stock t0 the head of pavigation or to a point
lower down on the Lower Fraser and ship-
ping it thence to New Westmipster, abd
the reader must see at ouce the serious dis-
adventages upder which the stock-farmers
east of the Cascade Range must compete in
this market.

Insanity and Impecuniesity.

Ia another part ot tbhe present impression
will be found a ssnsible and well timed lstter
upon the double subject of organized benavo*
Jent effort possessing sufficient largeness and
eatholicity to enlist the sympathies and meet
the wants of the whole colony, and the ne-
ceseity that exists for lh‘Q establishment of
ap ipstitotion in which insane persons may
recieve proper treatmant.  The urgest ne«~
cessity for both is receiviog very painfal il=
Jastration in this communi'y just now, and
we osll upon the Executive Goversmeant to
make a note of it. It is not to be exfected
that the general Government will relieve the
sobject of the duty, or, ratber let us say, de=
prive the subject of the privilege of perfor«
ming those scts of charity which are 20 ac-
ceptable in the sight of Him who eeb the
noble example. But there are duties in thiu
connection which devolve upon the Governs
ment as well as upon the subject. It is
clearly the duty of the Government to pro-
vide a proper place for the receplion and
tieatment of insspe persens. And this is a
duty which has beeu arged opon the authors
ities during the whole decade just closiog.
Why svery appeal has been disregarded we
feel utterly at » losa to understand. It ean-
pot be pleaded that there bas been no need
{or such an ipstitation,  The common prison
at NewWestmiuster has seldom if ever been
withoot one lunatic confined within ite walle.
It has oecasionally bad three and four at =
time. IHas tbere been a single instance ol
recovery? The blood of poor Locke, who
was thrast into ope of ite daok and dismal
cells in 1861, and cruelly kept confined
therein until soul a8 well 88 reasos
fled, still cries to heaven against the inbu-
mapity of eur Government In this respeot.

Coming to the metropolitan prison, the case
is still worse, Seldom fewer thao half a
dozen of lunatics on hand, tbere are now
three females compelled tc herd with black-
guards, felons apd murderars, and {for ve
other eauss tban that they have been so un-
fortunate es to lose their reason ! Think of
a refined and well-eonducted femsle, diiven
mad by poverty end the cruel neglect and
abandonment of ber matural protector, cons
fined in one of these loathsome and un=
healthy dens. It is a disgrace to the colony,
& foul blot upon the eivilization of the-age,
that such a condition of things should be
allowed te exist for a single day. Io the
name of humanity, of our éemmon Christs
ianity, we implore the authorities, the Gov-
ernor, to give immediate aitection to this
matter, and relieve Eoglishmen from the die-
grace of seeing their fellow conutrymen and
women, too, treated as no buman beiogs are
treated in any civilized country.

She imagines that some woman
is slickiog pine into her flesh, and spitiing
and makiog faces at her. She gives utter-
anee to a low, plaintive cry every litile
while and beseeches her keepers—who are
very kiod and sympathetic—to ‘take the wo-
man awagy.’

Dominion TrreerapEY,— Mr Fraok L.
Pope, Telegraph Edgineer of New Yoik,
and not unkoown in British Columbia; has
been making an extensive tour of observa«
tion in Canada, and bhas contributed to the
Telegrapher an interesting acoount of the
telegraphic system of the Dominion.

mendation. The traveler who peuetrates to
the lamber regions of the upper Oftawa; the
distant ceasts of Gaspe or the Adirondacks,
now fiads that the wires bave preceded bim
and it will' probably cot be many ‘yeara be=
fore a cable lioe will be laid tbrough lakes
Haron and Saperior, conuectisg with aland
line to Red river and across the plains of
Saskatchewan and over the Rocky Mouo
taios. to joia the Western Union line in Bri-
tish Columbia.’

The Pall Mall Gazette warns Englishmen
that they eanmot do worse than persist in the
idea that the people of the United States are
friendly to England. The fact is entirely other-
wise, and at any moment the Americans may
inflict intolerable insult upon British people.

Beruin, Dec 27—Information hag been res
ceived here that the Porte has ordered the
Bosphborus and Dardanelles gtraita to be pro—
teeted by torpedoes.

Haver, Dec 27—Since Saturday evening
this city has been excited over, the first im-
portant struggle between French troops in
this Department, and the Prussians, which
oceurred on Saturday merning at daybreak.
Klthough without any decisive result, it is re«
garded as valuable as a proof of the efficiency
of our artillery and the capacity of the mox
biles and tirreurs in an eacounter with the
regular troops after a number of petty engage—
ment and skirmishes with the Uhlans and
Saxons.

The people are clamorous for another sortie.

Three battalions, forming a column uf 50.000
men have pressed from Honfleur. The force
consisted of 3500 mobiles, 800 tirreurs, and
one battery of regulars, 12 field pieces, 2 mi-
tralleurs and 5 Armstreng guns all under com:
mand of Col Mermanard, who has arrived at
Chateau Moulen, established headquarters and
sent cut the advanced posts.

The 24th was one of coldest this Winter.

The outposts have been drivem in by the
sudden appearance of Prussian eavalry in
Iarge numbers, who were .advancing on ‘the
Chateau. Troeps goon formed in line with the
artillery, pointing forward. On the right wing
the French troops behaved well, bandling the
artillery and ammunition with alacrity, and
were soon prepared foran attack.

Affairs promised to be warm and ioterest-
iog and tbe batile began at 7 30 by the im-
petaous advance of the Prussian eavalry
1500 strong preceded by a battery el artil-
lery. Thev were received by the French
artillery which opened a furious cannenade
and made it bot work for the assailants.
The French guns were well placed and
eplendidly worked but were not sufficiently
supported. Their fire created a temporary
demoralization smong the Germans, whose
lines wavered but kept up their fire. Three
advanees were made by the Prussiass to
lesp upon the French batteries but they
were each time compelled to retire.  This
ucsuocessful fight with the French right
lasted for 2 hours, Then a large body of
Prussian isfantry preceeded by a line of
cavalry appeared oo the road to Becamp
ecoming to the support of the enemy., A
council was held om the battle field in
-wiieh the Germans determined to fall back
on Honfleur. The French now occupy the
heights commanding Beolbec with artillery
whioh could easily have destroved the Ger-
mas fotees. Looking down from this height
to the north east -was the valley of Lille
boone. On the opposite side of the*hill but
lower down and i the plains stood the Prus-
sians ready to aftack the French position.
It wag necessary for the Prussians to descend
into the plain, then cross a petty stream and
ascend the opposite bank about 150 - feet,
The Prussians bere essayed to make the at~
tempt and at the same time were exposed
t0 a destructive fire from the French, while
from their position their own fire was in-
effectaal, Fresh Prussian artillery appear-
ed on the right of the French position and
the fire from these guos ecaused the mobiles
to break in eoofusion., The Freoch force
immedistely commenced to retreat which
they did amidst some confusion. The Prus~
sian line made an attempt to follow up their
advantage but the movement was made
difficult by the nature of the ground bat
pevertheless they captured aboat 200 pris-
oners, Thus evnded the expedition. The
Prussiap losses are estimated at about 300
killed. The French lost under 200.  Since
the fight the Prussians have again fled baei.

The French army of the norih has con-
centrated around Arras® The Bealth of the
troops is excellsnt.
