The Upper Columbia Navigation and 
Tramway. Company are building a new 
steamer for the route between Golden,
Windermere and Mud Lake Landing, 
and will place a small steamer on the upper 
Columbia lake, connecting the two and 
making a through freight line by means of 
a tramway about five miles long. This will 
materially reduce freight on machinery and 
supplies coming in, and on ores, etc., going 
out, and will be of the greatest benefit to 
the miners, ranchers and lumbermen who 
are rapidly increasing in that section of the 
country.

Three companies are prosecuting work on 
their mines in Vermont district and have 
met with most encouraging prospects and 
developments. Several others are waiting 
for the opening of navigation to commence, 
or continue, work on their claims in that 
district, and on Spallumacheen, Jubilee 
Mountain and other camps along the upper 
Columbia-and its tributaries.

He believes, indeed, that it is the 
general experience of all countries, that 
Jews rarely become paupers. The Earl" 
analyses the evidence bearing on the ques­
tion, and reaches the conclusion that there 
is no danger of London being swamped by 
the influx of foreigners. The addition to 
the city’s population by foreign immigra­
tion, he avers, is absolutely insignificant as 
compared with the increase due to natural 
causes.

CANADIAN NEWS.(From Our Own Correspondent.)
Ottawa, Feb. 18.—Thé Department of 

Public. Works proposes, to ask. Parliament 
for a further appropriation of ’$20,090, for 
dredging the outer harbor of Victoria. The 
order has been given for thirty feet of 
water. This is in addition to the appro­
priation voted last session. It is also pro­
posed to ask for a vote of $10,000 to dredge 
the inner harbor of Victoria to a depth of 
fourteen feet at low water spring tide.

At the annual meeting of the Dominion 
Land Surveyors’ Association, the president 
read a report from the sub-committee of 
surveyors of British Columbia, asking the 
opinion of the Association on the question 
of offering resistance to several surveyors of 
that province, certifying to the correctness 
of their work, although the parties had 
never seen the work performed. In accord­
ance with the report, the Association 
adopted a resolution, to the effect that the 
working affidavit required of Dominion 
Land Surveyors as to legality and correct­
ness of their work,, read as follows ; “That 
this survey has been wholly made under my 
personal supervision, with all the necessary 
assistance, and I know it to be correct.”

The Ontario Grand Lodge A.O.U.W. 
terminated its business to-day. The special 
committee on- the Good of the Order recom­
mended that it would be for the advance­

A syndicate of Vancouver people have 
purchased a hnndred acres of land from L. 
A. Agassiz, at Agassiz, which they will con­
vert into a hop ranch. The land is being 
ploughed and prepared for setting 
nop plants, and the syndicate expect to 
have a crop this year from the venture.

A Charleston is engaged in locating the 
line of the proposed logging railway tor the 
MacLaren-Ross Lumber Co. The line will 
commence on the bank of the Fraser a short 
distance east of Sumas Mountain, and run 
south seven miles to the company’s immense 
claim. AH timber logged in this limit will 
be carried by rail to the Fraser, made into 
rafts, and floated down to the mills. It is 
expected the work of construction will be 
commenced at: an early date. The farmers 
in the neighborhood of the proposed line are 
alt in favor of the scheme. Three miles of 
steel rails have been ordered, and are due to 
arrive on the ship Argyle, which will reach 
here shortly.

Samuel Wilmot, superintendent of Fish­
ery Culture, returned from Victoria to-day, 
and the Royal Commission to examine into 
the fisheries will hold its first meeting to­
morrow afternoon. No evidence will be 
taken at this meeting. The object being to 
arrange the rules and procedure to be ob­
served during the inquiry. On Saturday 
morning, at 10 o’clock, in the Court House, 
the first regular sitting of the commission 
will begin. It will be open to the public, 
and every person having any evidence to 
give, or who wishes to explain his views on 
the salmon fisheries, will be heard.

Deacon’s apartment and forced the door. 
Mrs. Deacon was alone. The husband pro­
ceeded to the adjoining room, and there 
discovered Arbeille attempting to hide 
himself behind a chair. Deacon drew 
a revolver and fired three shots, 
fatally wounding the Frenchman.

Another report of the affair says Deacon 
had gone up to Paris, but returned sud­
denly, and went straight to his wife’s bed­
room. When Deacon burst in, he found, 
the story has it, his wife in bed, and M. 
Arbeille standing " by the bedside. After 
having reproached his wife, the Am­
erican is said to have turned his 
wrath upon Arbeille, who had professed 
the utmost friendship for the confiding hus­
band, and, after upbraiding him, fired three 
shots. The Frenchman screamed with agony 
and fell back and died on the mat in front 
of the bed. Deacon then turned to hie 
wife and said: “Killing is too good for you. 
Yon shall be reserved for a worse fate. 
You shall live to have the finger of scorn 
pointed at you the rest of your life. Never 
let me see your deceitful face again.” Mrs. 
Deacon, at these words, fell flat on her faee 
in a swoon.

Mrs. Deacon is a most attractive woman. 
She dressed with exquisite taste, and was 
the object of, considerable attention on the 

( iPart of men. Nobody, however, for » 
moment imagined she engaged in anything 
more than harmless flirtatioo. M. Arbeille 
was an attache of one of the French lega­
tions, and a bachelor. He had been intimately 
acquainted with the Deacons for a long 
time. It is not expected that Deacon wiH 
remain long in custody. It is reported that 
United States Ministerr Reid has taken » 
personal interest in the case, and. is doing 
everything possible for Mr. Deacon. The 
wife, on the other hand, is not the re­
cipient of much sympathy.

London, Feb. 18.—Right Hon. Mr. Bal­
four laid his Irish Local Government Bill 
before the House of Commons, to-day, and 
explained its provisions. He said it was 
the purpose of this Bill to provide for the 
establishment of District as well as County 
Councils, the functions of which were to be 
solely administrative. Grand juries were, 
as heretofore, to perform judicial 
and quasi judicial functions.
Councils would have 
for the regulation of sanitary affairs 
and would have the right to appoint half 
the members of the lunatic asylum boards, 
the Viceroy appointing the others. The 
franchises for. the county councils would be 
similar to the Parliamentary franchises, ex­
cept that, in the new houses, peers would 
be excluded. The counties would be divided 
into electoral districts, and the bill would 
give the minority a chance, by adopting 
cumulative voting. In addition, a certain 
number of ex officio members would be nom­
inated ; those members to be in addition to 
the elected members of the councils, and 
would afford a further safeguard.

It was proposed that twenly taxpayers 
might apply to a judge to remove a council­
lor deemed guilty of persistent disobedience 
of the law, malad version and oppression.

judges so applied to could try the ac­
cused; if the latter was convicted, remove 
him and a nominee of the Viceroy would 
replace him.

The Liberals, 
Mr. Morley continued, would like nothing 
better than that the Government should dis­
solve Parliament on its Irish Local Govern­
ment bill. The country, continued Mr. 
Morley, would not fail to see through this 
.monstrous imposture.

John E. Redmond said that the bill was 
absolutely beneath contempt. Justin Mc­
Carthy urged Mr. Balfour to take the bill 
home and put it in the fire, remarking that 
the thing was grotesque. Mr. W. V. E. 
McCartney, member for South Antrim, and 
Mr. Thomas Russel, member for the South 
division of Tyrone, supported the measure 
with certain reservations. Mr. Timothy 
Healy was of the opinion that a more 
contemptible measure had never been 
placed in the House of Commons. Sir 
William Vernon Harcourt said that he 
would not oppose the introduction of the 
bill, because he wanted it to be published 
throughout the length and breadth of the 
country. It was, he added, “a Birming­
ham Bill” He then asked the Government 
whether it was really worth wasting a ses­
sion in trying to pass it.

Mr. Balfour, in reply, defended the bill, 
saying what the Liberals wanted, was to 
enable the County Councillors to oppress 
the minority. The Government did not 
fear the threatened obstruction. Henry 
Labouchere, meftiber for Northampton, 
taunted the Right Hon. Joseph Chamber­
lain, member for Birmingham, with 
being the author of the Gov­
ernment Irish Local Government Bill. 
Mr. Chamberlain denied that he was answer- 
able in the slightest degree for the measure 
referred to, and said that he could not even 
express an opinion upon it until the Bill 
was printed. The debate was continued at 
some length. The Tories anil Liberal 
Unionists supported the measure, while the 
Liberals and both tactions of the Irish party 
denounced it. It was formally read, and 
the second reading fixed for March 3. The 
Bill waa ordered to be printed.

All her 
citizens should meet upon the ground of 
legality. Each individual may cherish his 
own.preferfcnce ; but when in the domain of 
action, nothing else exists but the Govern­
ment, which France has chosen. The 
Republic is as legitimate a form of Govern­
ment as any other.

“Thanks to her 
tion,” His Holiness 
will - rise to her ancient great­
ness, notwithstanding her enemies, I 
learn with joy that, though she possesses 
such military resources, and such valiant 
sons, France has not faltered in her pru­
dence and patience, if she will but free her­
self from the dissensions that check her de­
velopment and para'yze her influence. If 
she will but abstain from vain 
scenting, she will soon regain her 
place and glorious rank which in the world 
belongs to her.”

The Thunder Hill Mining Co. have been

A few days ago, O’Connor suddenly left the 
hotel, paying his board bill a week in 
advance. His whereabouts are at present 
not known. It ie said by those who knew 
Colquhoun, that he was quiet and in­
offensive. The police are very reticent, 
and are endeavoring to suppress all in­
formation.

NEWS OF THE PROVINCE. stated that offal deposited in deep water 
did no harm ; the canneries were generally 
situated in deep water. Small fish con­
sumed the refuse or offaL The present 
Sunday close season was right. Wit­
ness thought that licenses should 
be equitably adjusted for both canneries 
and fishermen. If free licenses were granted 
to either, to the exclusion of the other, a 
monopoly would be created. Witness did 
not know that foreigners got licenses, while 

"British subjects got none. Witness did not 
know of money being paid for licenses. He 
advocated a joint issuing of licenses, qpd 
denied that he had sold any licenses.

D. J. Munn, canneryman, did not believe 
offal was injurious to salnyn, when de­
posited in deep water. Offert did not give 
forth a bad odor. It was eaten by. small 
scavenger fish. Witness was aware that 
there was statutory enactment prohibiting 
the throwing of offal into the river, which 
was punishable by a heavy penalty. Wit­
ness thought, if that law were enforced, it 
would injuriously affect the canning indus­
try of this province.

Commissioner Armstrong asked witness 
whether it would not be possible to send 
the offal to a Central Fish Oil Factory. 
Witness replied that it would not pay. 
Cannerymen wanted all their hands to 
attend to the fish, not to cart offal away. 
Witness was aware that complaints had 
been made against offal, but they were un­
founded. Witness recommended 
water be tested, and it would be found that 
it was not contaminated by the offal.

Hon. Mr. Higgins thought that the best 
remedy would be for the Dominion Govern­
ment to conduct an oil refinery, to make oil 
of the fish offal.

Mr. Wilmot said there would be an out­
cry against the Government, if the enter­
prise paid.

“ Then hand it over to the people,” said 
Hon. Mr. Higgins.

Mr. Munn continued that he was not 
aware that complaints had beeh made by 
the cannerymen that dead salmon at Point 
Roberta had had a bad effect on the Fraser 
rieer.fiah. He. thought that the Govern­
ment should get information as to the 
natural history of the salmon. The red 
salmon should be traced to the spawning 
grounds. Witness did not consider that 
the hatchery had materially effected an in­
crease of salmon. He advocated a system 
of free licenses; he did not think that it 
Would work injuriously to the fisheries. He 
believed it to be the only remedy of the 
grievance.

Mr. Wilmot thought that this probably 
would lead to a monopoly.

Hon. Mr, Higgins was of the same mind, 
and it would leave the fishermen at the 
mercy of the canneries.

Mr. Munn placed in evidence the laws of 
the salmon rivers of the United States ; 
fuller liberties-were granted in the States. 
Their industries were not so much restrict­
ed as here, and the consequence was that 
American institutions could compete more 
favorably than Canadian.

Mr. Munn went on to say that last year 
the canneries had been allowed only twenty 
licenses. In some cases it had been found 
that that number of licenses was not suffi­
cient, and more had to be asked . for. The 
auerage wholesale price for a case of salmon 
was $3 60. During three months of last 
year the price in England did not exceed 
twenty-one shillings per case; case salmon, 
delivered in England, cost about $4 50 per 
case. Their profit, therefore, was only 
about 75 cents per case. Being asked what 
the cannera intended to do with the offal 
from the canneries this year, he replied that 
he did not know what arrangements had yet 
been made. As far as he was concerned he 
did not intend, for the present, to make any 
improvements at the Bon Accord cannery.

Mr. Wilmot read an article from this 
morning’s Colonist, touching the offal, and, 
in reply, Mr. Munn said he would be very 
glad if the ggntlqnan mentioned therein 
would interest himself in the Fraser River 
fishing business Slid bring out some capital. 
He wished to know before the commission 
closed how many licenses each cannery was 
going to receive. At present the cannery- 
men did not know how they stood, and so 
were not in a position to estimate the 
amount of money they would have to lay 
out for this season. In reply to the ques­
tion of how many licenses each cannery 
should have, he thought that they should 
be accrording to the size of the cannery. The 
largest and best canneries should have the 
greatest number, as, with better machinery 
and jilant, they could turn out 
brand.

The commission will sit again on Monday.

The first meeting of ‘the Royal Commis­
sion to enquire into the salmon fisheries of 
the Fraser River, was held this afternoon. 
The Commission , is composed of Messrs. 
Samuel Wilmot, Dominion superintendent 
ef fish culture, Hon. D. W. Higgins, Vic­
toria, and Sheriff Armstrong, of this city. 
Hon. D. W. Higgins, speaker of the Pro­
vincial Legislature, arrived in the city this 
morning. He is the connecting link of the 
Royal Fisheries Commission. It was owing 
to that gentleman not being able to dupli­
cate himself at Victoria and Westminster 
at the same time that the sessions of the 
commission have been delayed. At 2 
•’clock the commissioners met for a pre­
liminary sitting to arrange a programme for 
the regular sittings. It. was decided to 
bold the first session this evening, com­
mencing at 8 o’clock, a number of cannery 
men being anxious to give their testimony 
and get home without further loss of time. 
The commissioners will take every word of 
evidence which can be obtained from any 
reliable source.

Paris, Feb. 19.—President Carnot has 
accepted the resignation of the Ministry. 
He had a long conference with M. De Frey­
cinet before concluding upon the acceptance 
of the resignations, and the Premier told 
the President that his action could not 
be recalled, and that the course of the 
Chamber lefb no choice between dishonor 
and resignation. M. Faillieres, the Minister 
of Public Works, is looked upon with cold­
ness by his colleagues as the primary cause 
of the crisis, by his aggressive attitude to­
wards the clergy, and the supporters of the 
Government join in condemning his policy, 
as rendering the catastrophe of yesterday 
inevitable. After the defeat of the Ministry 
there was a remarkable scene in the Cham­
ber. At first the majority were as thunder­
struck as the minority. They hardly ex­
pected to overthrow the ministry by such 
an extraordinary vote. Then the followers- 
of the old regime, who had sat in cold hau­
teur, day after day, watching the onward 
sweep of the current beyond their control, 
suddenly awoke to a sense of the result. 
They threw aside their dignity, and began 
embracing, some even kissing each other. 
Stately nobles from remote parts of France, 
who are loyal to the Church and the royal 
house, forgot their reserve and dâneed 
about like dervishes in their, delight and 
the defeat of the ministry. The majority, 
on the other hand, was first dumbfounded 
and frantic, and answered the shouts of joy 
with yells of execration. The prudence of 
the ministry in promptly retiring without 
any theatrical display prevented serious dis­
aster.

A despatch dated, Paris, February 18th, 
says that before the vote was taken Pre­
mier de Freycinet denied that the measure 
was intended as an act of persecution of the 
church, or that it need be regarded as the 
precursor of the separation of church and 
state. He warmly commended the' concili­
atory spirit of the Pope. He added : “We 
doubtless will be called upon some day to 
treat with the Vatican on religious ques­
tions. A portion of the clergy may possi­

policies. In conclusion, De Freycinet gave 
assent 30 the demands for urgency, though 
he said that he would not give the measure 
the significance that Hubbard’s motion did.

To­
day Paris is perfectly quiet. Affairs in 
the ministerial offices at the Palais Bour­
bon go on the same as ever. Everybody 
awaits the result with tranquility. The 
prevailing opinion is, there will be a dis­
solution of the Chambers, unless the Minis­
try, which bas just resigned, is patched up. 
M. De Freycinet, who dined with President 
Carnot, last night, is closeted with him, to­
day.

Westminster, Feb. 20.—The Royal Com­
mission of enquiry into the Fraser river sal: 
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work. Many witnesses have been examined 
and public interest in the enquiry is great. 
The first witness called was William Costi­
gan, who had been five years fishing upon 
the Fraser river. He had applied for a li­
cense but was refused one. He applied to 
Mr. Mowat when he was inspector, and this 
year had applied to Mr. McNab. No reason 
had been given him why he could not be 
licensed. There were fishermen on the river 
who bought licenses for $50 apiece. Wit­
ness could not state their names. He 
thought Ross was the name of one man. 
Ross lived at Port Moody. Grant, a fisher­
ies officer, had obtained a license and sold it 
for $50 to Peter Nelson. Witness consid­
ered that the fee of $ 0 for a fishing license 
wasexcessive for a poor man, especially 
during a bad season. He thought that 
twenty licenses granted to the canneries was 
about right.

Peter Nelson, the person alluded to in the 
testimony of the former witness, stated that 
it was not from Grant but from John Wag­
ner that he purchased the fishing 
Grant had given the license to Wagner to 
sell. Here witness produced in testimony 
a slip of paper upon which was written a 
transfer of the license from Wagner to wit- 

Witness did not think the offal of 
salmon thrown into the river had any injur­
ious effect upon the salmon run. Offal had 
oftentimes got into his net and damaged it. 
The bad odor from the offal might prevent 
the fish from entering the river. The size 
of fish caught by the witness averaged six 
pounds. A six-inch net was used ; it was 
40 meshes deep. In July, last year, witness 
had caught 1,100 in one day. The fish were 
in greater abundance at the mouth of the 
river. It was at that point that most of the 
fishing was done.

Jos. Kekonie, a Swedish Finn, who has 
been in this country several years, says he 
worked for Ewen. He had use of their 
fishing tackle and got ten cents for each fish 
he caught. Witness was charged $100 for 
the loan of the fishing boat. He understood 
that cannerymen English and Todd only 
gave the men employed by them 6§ cents a 
fish. A fish was valued at 20 cents, last 
season. Witness stated that it was the gen­
eral impression that several of the can­
neries, this year, were going to import Jap­
anese labor in fishingr The Japanese would 
work cheaper than the white men. Witness 
complained that he had come to British 
Columbia under the representation contained 
in a pamph'et which he had received from 
Ottawa.

The President'» Prohibitory Proclamation Is­
sued— Penalties Provided and Re­

servations Made.

Washington, Feb. 19.—The President 
has issued the usual proclamation pro­
hibiting the killing of seal in Behr­
ing Sea. It refers to the law contained in 
section 1956, R. S., chapter 3, title 23, 
which enacts that no persons shall kill any 
otter, mink, sable, fur seal or other fur 
bearing animal within the limits of Alaska 
Territory or in the waters thereof ; and 
every person 
offence, be 
$200 or more than $1,000, or im­
prisonment for not more than six months 
or both, and all vessels their tackle, apparel, 
furniture and cargo found employed in vio­
lation of this section, shall be forfeited, but 
the Secretary of the Treasury shall have 
power to authorize the killing of any each 
mink, marten, or other sable or other bear­
ing animal, except fur seals under such 
regulations as he may prescribe, and it shall 
be the duty of the Secretary to prevent the 
killing of any fur seal and to provide for 
the execution of the provisions of this sec­
tion until it is otherwise provided by law, 
or he shall grant any special privileges 
under this section.

Unsatisfactory Conditions Call for Prompt

Washington, Feb. 19.—The facts rela­
tive to the killing of Charles W. Edwards, 
a government teacher at Kate Island, in 
Alaska, by whiskey smugglers have been 
transmitted to the President by Secretary 
Noble. In his letter the secretary says: 
This correspondence discloses a very 
sad condition of affairs amongst the 
natives of Alaska consequent upon the il­
licit sale of intoxicating liquors. The rem­
edy suggested in the correspondence is the 
appointment of several teachers to be jus­
tices of the peace, but the assistant general 
assigned to this department has submitted 
an opinion to the effect that there is no ex­
isting law authorizing the appointment of 
justices of the peace in that territory. 
There are four commissioners, with 
justice of the peace powers, appointed 
by the President for. the territory, one at 
Sitka, one at Wrangel, one at Ounalaska, 
and one at Juneau City, with jurisdiction 
defined by the Act of May 17, 1884. 
this is deemed entirely inadequate to the 
present needs of this extensive territory, 
over which 
m unication are very imperfect, aud
tedious. There are settlers and schools 
hundreds of miles distant from the locality 
of the nearest commissioners, with facilities 
of travel afforded only at long intervals, 
frequently many months at a time inter­
vening between. If anything effective can 
be accomplished, it occurs to me that it 
must be reached through the action of the 
Departments of J ustice and the Treasury.

Vancouver, B. C., February 20. — 

The Colonist reported in its columns 
some time ago that W. G. Colquhoun was 
missing from the Richmond hotel. To-day, 
at 2 o’clock, the dead body of Colquhoun 
was found under Palmer’s wharf, off Dupont 
street, in an advanced state of decomposi­
tion. The marks on the body point strongly 
to murder. The base of the skull was 
crushed in, apparently by some blunt in­
strument. There were deep gashes on the 
chin and right cheek. Coroner McGuigan 
ordered the removal of the body to the 
morgue. The body was identified by let­
ters, watch, etc. The Colonist represen­
tative visited the wharf immediately 
after the body had been removed, 
and learned the following particulars 
from an eye-witness: The feet of the corpse 
were noticed first by John Vasle, who 
was working on the adjacent wharf. The 
body lay on its face, some distance inside 
the piles on the wharf, in such a position as 
to lead to the belief that it had been deliber­
ately placed there. The footprints of two 
men were noticed in the clay bed leading 
up to and about the body. The Richmond 
hotel was visited by the Colonist reporter. 
Mr. McUonough, the proprietor was 
naturally reticent, but by careful in­
quiry the following story was ob­
tained, which may or may not 
bear on the case: W. G. Colquhoun was an 
Irish gentleman, educated in Glasgow, and 
employed for some time in the Glasgow 
Post Office. The watch found on the body 
had been presented by the employees of the 
post office. He came to Vancouver some 
months ago and started in the insurance 
business. He was a short time with the 
Archer Company, real estate. At the be­
ginning of December he was robbed of $600 
and beaten, leaving him without means. 
All this tfme he had boarded at the Rich­
mond House. His excellent quali­
ties won him the esteem and regard 
of the proprietor and his associates of the 
house. Being without money, he worked 
for a short time on the Railway Wharf, 
and, with the funds obtained from this 
source, drank rather heavily, as he said, to 
forget his troubles. On January 28th, the 
night of his disappearance, he had some 
words with an expressman named O’Connor, 
who has a shady character. The cause of

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GRAIN FOR RUSSIA.
It is Saïd That Though the Peasants Are 

Starving the Government Granaries 
are Full.

London, Feb 19.—A despatch from 
Vienna to the Chronicle, says that most of 
ttife corn bought for the starving peasantry 
of Russia, with Russian Government money, 
is still stored in the granaries of that coun­
try, and that a portion only has been dis­
tributed to the suffering multitudes of the 
famine-stricken provinces.

It now transpires that the drowning of 
Capt. A. W. Gault and the four members 
of the crew of the schooner Oscar and 
Hattie, whose deaths were chronicled yes­
terday, was due to the desertion of one man 
—a banter named Walter Payne. The 
story, as told by Chief Mate Charles Peters, 
in a special telegram to the Colonist, is as 
follows :—

“ Captain Gault, with a boat’s crew, start­
ed to look for a deserting hunter named W. 
Payne, and his crew, on the morning of the 
16th. Payne went out on the 13th, a 
bright and calm day, leaving the schooner 
about six miles northwest of the Foul 
Weather lighthouse, and went, contrary to 
orders, on towards the land. He did not 
return, and a search among his things re­
vealed that his good clothing and valuables 
had disappeared. So on the morning of the 
15th,. Captain Gault sent me in search of 
him toward the lighthouse and Newport ; 
this is the néarest town. I had no 
success, and the captain concluded to look 
for him himself in a northerly direction.

“The next day he started with a boat 
and crew, consisting of the following men : 
Hunter Gns Lome, a native of Siam; Hunter 
Fred Whittingham, a native of England; 
Hunter John McDonald, a native of Eng­
land; Seaman E. Latke, a native of Penn­
sylvania; and Hunter R. Stardett, a native 
of Mississippi. They followed up the 
coast, there being hardly any wind, and the 
captain was scarcely able to stand inshore 
until late in the afternoon. I lost sight of 
the boat at about 12 p.m. At dusk
I was as close inshore with the 
schooner as advisable, and having 
kept a sharp lookout all the time 
and not seeing the boat, T started out to 
again. The breeze died away soon and the 
schooner drifted slowly off. I set all the 
lights and fired the signal gun at intervals 
to show the position of the schooner. At 9 
p. m. cries for help were heard, and a boat 
was sent in the direction of the sound. I 
found hunter R. Stardett floating about on 
the bottom of a boat.

“ He was brought aboard and related the 
.following: * In trying to make - a landing 
through the surf the boat cipsized and all 
were drowned except myself. I saved 
myself by clinging to the boat. Capt. 
.G*ult, G. Lome and Ed. Latke were washed 
off the boat several times, and at last went 
down, and I did not see them any 

I helped them to regain the 
boat several times, but they lost all 
heart by being tossed about through the 
surf so much. Hunters WhittinghSm and 
McDonald were drowned while trying to 
swim ashore. A heavy under current is 
running there, and it is this that made the 
boat finally drift out of the surf and out to 
sea.

USE OF THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY HALL.

Hon. Mr. Robson again brought up the 
question of the use of the Legislative As­
sembly Hall for a public lecture in aid of 
sufferers in Russia. He s-iid that in view of 

. the general unsuitability of the House itself 
for a public meeting of the kind, owing to 
its scanty accommodation, etc , and also in 
view of the general undesirability of throw­
ing open the Legislative Hall for such a 
purpose, he ventured to suggest that the 
Speaker should make eome other arrange­
ment with the committee who had charge 
of the matter. He said that the Govern­
ment would pay the rent of a public hall 
for the occasion, or of the Victoria theatre 
if that should be deemed to ba the most 
suitable place wherein to hold the meeting. 
The object the committee in charge of the 
matter had in view was one which would 
appeal to the heart of- every human being— 
the distressing suffering amongst the poor 
peasants in Russia due to the want of the 
very food to eat, would appeal forcibly, he 
would almost soy, to even a heart of stone— 
and it would ill become any Government or 
any Legislature to show an entire lack of 
sympathy with, them, in their unhappy 
plight. He thought this was an occasion 
when the Government might be 
justified in incurring the necessary 
expenditure for the rent of the theatre, 
tie therefore would make the announce­
ment that the Government would do this. 
(Applause).

His young wife, 
who is completely prostrated by her bereave­
ment, is left none too well provided for, and 
already steps are being taken to see that her 
immediate needs are well attended to.

He has no further details of the disaster 
itself than are given by mate Peters above. 
Of course the mate also furnished him with 
an account of the accident, and the particu­
lars given in his telegrams are a trifle more 
complete. All the blame is laid upon the 
man Walter Payne, who deserted, taking 
with him boat-pullers Kinsch and McDon­
ald. Payne tried to cash his advance check 
before the achooner left port, but unsuccess­
fully. His money was subsequently for­
warded to Miss Margaret A. Dunlop, of 
Portland, with whom he was very much in 
love, and whose photograph he was fond of 
exhibiting to his friends. It is supposed 
that he thought that with good weather he 
could get across the bar and to Portland, for 
he observed the weather very closely, and 
questioned the Captain as to the probabili­
ties, before leaving the schooner. After 
waiting and watching for Payne’s return 
with the boat, the Captain’s party started 
out to look for him, the Osôar and Hattie 
being then at anchor about three miles off 
shore. It is supposed that the searchers 
got too close to Siletz River, and the con­
sequence was that their boat was upset 
with the fatal results recorded.

Payne’s boat is now at Astoria, where 
McDonald and Kinsch visited the British 
Consul, yesterday;, telling him a pitiful 
story of how Paÿne, who had the guns 
compelled them to desert, and to row him 
ashore. The arms are not now in the boat, 
and it is supposed that Payne disposed of 
them to secure money to pay his way to 
Portland. The deserters were picked up 
by the steamer Harrison, and by her taken 
to Astoria.

Miss Dunlop, whom Payne stated to a 
shipmate that he was going to join, is des­
cribed as stout, but short, and very good 
looking. Payne is a tall, stalwart fellow. 
He will not be proceeded against for the 
larceny of the guns, etc., unless he returns 
to British Columbia, which is nob at all 
probable.

time as the election for mayor is held, 
because then the vote will be cast for the 
whole city, and there will be less possi­
bility of sectional or personal feeling. 
It has been thought that that is the best 
way to remove any of this local or sectional 
feeling, and besides, it will biingoutthe 
full vote, or, at any rate, the largest vote. 
There ia also another provision of this bill, 
that I think will meet with the approba­
tion of the residents of the cities of the 
province. It has been obj-cted, that under 
the present law, the City School Boards are 
on tire ^independent of the City Councils 
in framing their estimates. They can 
frame their estimates and provide for their 
expenditures as extravagantly as they 
please, and the City Councils, when asked 
for the mene^, cannot say nay. Hon. 
members of the " House will see, that there 
is an amendment in this bill, which makes 
it necessary that the trustees shall prepare 
their estimates, and then submit them for 
the sanction of the City Council. This will 
remove that element of unfairness imposed 
in the present bill, which places it in the 
power of the School Boards to make any 
expenditures they see fit, whether the 
Council like it or not. (Applause).

Hon. Mb. Beaven said that the dissatis­
faction over the school trustees arose be­
cause the people had had the power taken 
from them, advocated public measures 
on public grounds, and was glad to see his 
views adopted at any time, even by the 
leader of the Government. He objected to 
section 32, of the School Act, which, he 
said, must remain a dead letter until the 
assessment system was altered. The trus­
tees could demand what money they want­
ed for the year, before the end of January, 
and the City Council must raise it by the 
end of February. This was a practical im­
possibility. He thought that the School 
Department should be removed from politi­
cal control.

Mr. Cotton commended the action of the 
Government in the subject matter of the 
new bill.

Mr. Semlin also gave the Government 
credit for having arrived at a correct con­
clusion. They had adopted, he said, the 
principle advocated last year by the Oppo­
sition.

Dr. Milne also spoke, claiming the action 
of the Government as a victory for the Op­
position.

Mr. Hunter said he still believed in the 
principles of the school bill of last year, but 
would not oppose the present bijl, although 
he was compelled to say .that he thought if 
hon. members on the opposite side of the 
House had not brought politics into school 
matters, there woul4 have been no diffi­
culty.

Hon. members—Hear, hear.
Mr. Hunter continued that he was per­

sonally satisfied that another year’s trial of 
the method of appointing school trustees as 
adopted by the bill of last year would have 
convinced every hon. member of the House 
that the system was calculated to be of ben­
efit to the schools and to the province alike.

The second reading of the bill carried 
unanimously. It will be committed on Mon­
day.

The amendment made to sub section 6,

clause 2, at last meeting, was farther 
amended by adding that the Commission­
ers shall not have the power to appoint 
any person beyond the term of their own 
office, and that the council have power of 
dismissal of any official on thirty days’ 
notice.

The by-law provides that the Commis­
sioners shall examine all accounts, and cer­
tify the same ; see that moneys voted 
for sewerage purposes be so expended ; 
settle all disputes between inspectors, con­
tractors, etc., and in the case of three Com­
missioners being appointed, cheques to be 
signed by at least two, and countersigned 
by the Mayor.

Clauses 3, 4, 5 and 6 passed in their en- 
tiiety.

Clause 7 passed without any opposition.
Clause 8 set forth that “The remunera­

tion of the said commissioners shall be (a) 
for each and every meeting of less than two 
hours’ duration; (b) for each and every 
meeting of more than two hours’ duration.

This shbject created very considerable 
discussion.

The Mayor explained that, heretofore, 
the commissioners were paid $10 for each 
meeting, whether it lasted half an hour or 
half a day.

Ald. Devlin did not think it right to 
consider the subject merely from a question 
of time spent at a meeting. Although these 
gentlemen did not meet, perhaps, very fre­
quently, still they were constantly on duty.

Aid. Hunter did not believe in cheese­
paring economy. He guaranteed to say 
that none of the gentlemen now occupying 
positions as commissioners, considered what 
was made by the appointment.

COUNTY COURTS BILL.
Mr. Brown moved the second reading of 

a bill to amend the County Courts Act. 
He spoke at some length explaining the 
provisions of the amendments he proposed.

Hon. Mr. Davie opposed the bill as 
wrong in principle.

Mr Eberts said he would vote for the 
second reading of the bill, as he believed it 
contained some provisions at least, that 
would be of benefit to those who had to do 
business with the County Court.

Mr Kitchen said he would support the 
second reading in the hope that when the 
bill went into committee those members of 
the House who were lawyers would se 
amend it as to make it workable.

Where an appeal was de­
sired against a judgment of the County 
Court, there was a provision in the present 
act to cover such cases,and he could not see 
why there should be any reason for the pro­
posed amendments.

f occupy the attention of the 
House for a short time only in explaining 
the provisions of this bill, inasmuch as 
those provisions have been already, at a 
previous session, pretty well discussed by 
members of the House. Hon. gentlemen of 
this House will remember that a year ago 
the provisions of the School Bill passed at 
the time were such as to empower each of 
the municipal councils in the four cities of 
the province, viz.: New Westminster, 
Nanaimo, Vancouver and Victoria, to 
appoint four school trustees, while the 
Government of the day was empowered to 
appoint three trustees. Experience has led 
us to conclude that it is desirable that the 
school trustees should be elected entirely by 
the ratepayers. The machinery provide! 
here in this amendment is simply for the 
purpose of carrying out that idea, providing 

it does, that all the school trustees 
shall be elected by the full vote 
that is cast hy the ratepayers for the ealc 
tion of mayors. It is though that by having 
the school trustees elected at the time of 
the mayoralty elections, and in the way 
suggested, that it will insure a much larger 
vote, and a much greater interest will be 
taken than was the case formerly. Of course 
hon, members opposite will remember that 
one circumstance which led to the change 
a year ago, was that it was found from ex­
perience that comparatively fèw people took 
any interest in the election, and therefore the 
school trustees, elected by such a small vote, 
could not very well be regarded as repre- 
senting the ratepayers in as full and large 
a sense as was desirable. In making the 
change last year, it was hoped that 
better material could be placed on the 
school boards and that therefore the 
work of the Boards of School Trustees 
would be much better done. It was found 
that in one of four cities referred to, the 
particular clause of the bill relating to the 
appointment of school trustees had not 
worked satisfactorily. Iam glad, however, 
to know that in the other three cities, the 
bill has worked very favorably, and anyone 
attending a meeting of the school boards in 
those cities would, be at a lose to ascertain 
which of the trustees were appointed by the 
Government and which, by the Council, so 
harmoniously did they work together. 
None of those unfortunate difficulties which,
I am sorry to say, have arisen in Victoria 
were found to have arisen in the other 
cities. I myself have not at all changed my 
opinion as to the wisdom and desirability of 
the change made a year ago, but I am 
none the less well prepared to thmk 
thé change now proposed will again be one 
step farther in the right direction. I am 
quite well aware that the hon. leader of the 
Opposition has at all times advocated the 
procedure now adopted by the Government, 
and he is therefore entitled to a certain 
amount of credit for the Government hav­
ing adopted the change, which credit I am 
quite willing to accord him. I think, how­
ever, that in a matter of this kind it should 
not be the wish of the Government to let 
anything exist that would be likely to cause 
any difficulty to arise between members of 
the school board. It ia most desirable that 
the work of the school boards should be 
carried out in harmony and unanimity. I 
therefore feel that in making this change 
onr object is to do away with any possible 
cause of friction in any one of the four cities 
named.

They said it would be a humil­
iation and a di grace to the country for 
i*s ruler to condescend to give testimony 
like an ordinary mortal. Therefore bis 
highness felt it his duty to issue a pro- 
clamati on in which he setforthliisground 
of action.

He said that in early days the word of 
the nizam was law and superceded the 
dictum of any other tribunal. But in 
these good civilized times, he continued, 
this idea had been righteously swept 
away. In the course of India’s progress 
law conrts had been established. These 
courts had been the fount of justice, 
from which the rich and poor, rulers and 
subjects, might alike expect to see just 
claims affirmed and wrongs punished. 
It was right and proper for the ruler to 
appeal to these courts when he had oc­
casion, and to furnish all the- light he 
could that would expedite the course of 
justice. His people were wrong in be­
lieving that it was any derogation of his 
dignity to give testimony in a law case.

Although his highness has been de­
feated in the court to which he appealed, 
he still retains his very high opinion of 
legal tribunals.

'-V His Inventions Known and Used all Over the 

Civilized World.

If ever a peerage is the fit reward for 
scientific eminence, says the Builder, 
never was that distinction better bestow­
ed than on Sir William Thompson, pres­
ident of the Royal Society, on whom the 
British queen has just conferred the title. 
The days are past when a man could say 
wth Bacon : “I have taken all know­
ledge to be my province,” nor is it now 
possible even to so take all science, but 
Sir William Thompson may justly claim 
to have taken all physical science as his 
province, and there are few who can rival 
him in any one branch of it. Go where 
you w ill, we find traces of his restless ac­
tivity. Every telegraph office is stocked 
with instruments of his invention ; a large 
part of London is lighted by dynamo ma­
chines which are modifications of one of 
his, and in the testrooms of all the instal­
lations in the world the most accurate in­
struments are his also. We go to sea, 
and we find the means of taking sound­
ings without stopping the ship designed 
by Sir William Thompson ; we arrive in 
port, and find the height and time of the 
tides predicted by Sir William Thomp­
son’s tidal clock. Perhaps we are inter­
ested in questions of speculative science— 
the age of the earth, the constitution of 
matter and the size of its ultimate mole­
cules, the origin of life on the ear h and 
its probable duration ; none of these ques­
tions can be adequately discussed without 

‘mention of his name, and on some of them 
he is the only authority. In collaboration 
with Prof. Tait he has written what is 
generally accepted as the text-book on 
natural philosophy, and some of the most 
brilliant mathematical investigations we 
have ever seen are due to him. When 
the history of science in the nineteenth 
centuty comes to be written three names 
will stand out pre-eminent—those of Far­
aday, Darwin and Sir William Thompson.

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Taming Wild Animals By Electricity.
Waldemar Otto, editor of the German 

paper Artist, has obtained a patent for 
method to tame and train wild animals 
by means of an electric whip. The cage 
has a metallic floor connected with one 
pole of a sufficiently strong battery, while 
the other pole, by means of a wire, is 
connected with the whip, while its insul­
ating handle has a button with which the 
current can be tried if desired. If, now, 
the wild animal which has to be educated 
shows obstinacy, the trainer presses the 
button, and this gives the animal an elec­
tric shock at every contact of the whip, 
of which the severity is reguLted accord­
ing to thS requirements. If the electric 
current is not needed the button is not 
pressed, and the effect of the whip is re­
duced to that of an ordinary one. This 
is a new application of electricity for 
educational purposes of a class of beings 
which thus far has been the most inac­
cessible to impress with the advantages of 
civilisation.

Justice said reminded him of the parable of 
the leopard and the alligator that swallowed 
each other, it being
ment entire!y nullify ing another. Mr. Justice 
Drake said that in that case the only course 
was to fall back on the old law.

The Chief Justice took exception to Mr. 
Richards’ argument, and said that he did’nt 
think that the quotations he had made were 
applicable to this province, or to any pro­
vince, because the form of assenting to stat­
utes was different. In British Columbia all 
statutes were assented to in globo. There 
was no separate assent in any instance. Mr. 
Richards’ authority said “the order in which 
the statutes receive royal assent.” There 
was no order observed in this province at all.

Mr. Richards contended that the Muni­
cipal Act in the particular instance referred 
to was chaptered later than the other, and 
therefore should take precedence.

The Chief Justice again said that the 
court had no desire to hear the argument of 
counsel in that direction. They agreed with 
Mr. Richards that, if there were an incon­
sistency, the cause of action stated by him 

Id be a proper one, but they were not 
of the opinion that there was any inconsist­
ency whatever in the two acts. The court 
would like to have the inconsistency pointed 
out. The Dominion Act really said: “We 
have given the municipality power to make 
abj-law to close the saloons when they 
please, and whatever legislation they make 
we have really ratified beforehand. But if 
we choose to say that the saloons shall not 
be open between certain hours, that will not 
restrict the powers of the municipality at 
all.” The learned judge professed his in­
ability to see the inconsistency.

Mr. Richards quoted from sections 91 and 
92 of the Constitution Act, and the case of 
Severn vs. Regina, Court Report case No. 
70. In that case a local legislature had im­
posed a tax on wholesale dealers (brewers), 
and the court had held it to be unconstitu­
tional. He professed his inability to find a 
single instance where a direct pewer of that 
character assumed and exercised, though 
an act of the Provincial Legislature was 
valid. In the case of the City of Fredericton 
vs. Reg., Third Supreme Court reports, it 
was decided that the Scott Act was con­
stitutional; also in the case of Russel vs. 
Regina, which upheld the Scott Temperance 
Act. Then there was the case of Hodge vs. 
Regina, relating to the use of a billiard 
table in a saloon which was closed in accord­
ance with the law under the authority of an 
act of Ontario, similar to that in existence 
in British Columbia. Mr. Richards further 
argued that a legislature had no right to 
arrogate to itself powers that it had already 
conferred on a municipality.

Mr. Justice Drake asked counsel if he 
meant to say that a legislature was circum­
scribed and bound by the -powers it gave, 
and that, though it had the right to bestow 
them, it had not the right to exercise them 
itself ?

Mr. Richards concluded his argument by 
citing several cases from appeal reports in 
loc.al option matters.

A Point Raised by the Untimely Death of 
Captain Gault.

The death of Captain A. W. Gault and 
his companions, chronicled yesterday and 
further referred to in another column, has 
set shipping men talking about the qualiti 
cations of mates. It will be remembered 
that yesterday’s published dispatch stated 
that the Oscar and Hattie was at Yaquina 
bay awaiting orders, the mate being unable 
to navigate.

A party of old skippers were talking over 
the sad event which monopolized conversa­
tion along the water front, yesterday, and 
the opinion of one of the number, himself 
largely interested in the sealing industry, is 
given. Said he: “It seems strange that so 
many lives and so much valuable property 
from this one port alone should be depend­
ent on the captains commanding the 
schooners. There is no law making it com­
pulsory for the mate to understand naviga­
tion, so if anything happens the master 
there are the crew—twenty to thirty men— 
and the schooner and all, with no one to tell 
them where they are, even. The Merchants’ 
Shipping Act does not provide for such a 
trade as ours, but many lives and many dol- 
la-r^re at stake, and some one should take 
action—it seems that the insurance people 
are about the only ones who can.

deen, in the report of the transactions of 
the Highland and Agricultural Society of 
Scotland, for 1886, page 203, says : “The 
oil from the herring is serviceable for a 
great many industrial purposes—for the 
preparation of leather, in the treat­
ment of vegetable fibres prior to spin­
ning, in the manufacture of soap (which 
is the great use to which the analogous 
menhaden oil is turned in America), and 
for lubrication and burning.”

Professor James says in relation to the 
commercial value of the material, that 
“from one ton of undried réfuse and her­
rings there should be obtained at least 100 
lbs. of oil, and perhaps much more ; and 
from 400 to 500 lbs. of fish guano or fertili­
zer—the latter worth between $20 and $30 
per ton, or the ton of raw fresh material 
should produce oil and fertilizer worth at 
least $15, and perhaps $20. On this ques­
tion of value of production, Mr. Watt 
speaks as follows : From 10 tons of average 
herrings in the fishing season there would 
be obtained ton o£ oil perhaps, and 2 
tons of fish guano. If, say 300 gallons were 
obtained, which is a moderate estimate, and 
the price 2 shillings a gallon, which might 
probably be realized, the oil of 10 tons of 
fish would produce £30.

and commerce. It certainly interfered with 
the saloon keeper’s particular trade, but 
that did not take in me common accepta­
tion of the term. He \looked on the matter 
as a commonplace regulation for the protec­
tion of the city.

The Chief Justice said, that he could not 
see anything in the case as brought forward 
by Mr. Richards. The court was bound 
and circumscribed by authority, which 
authority was distinctly placed by Section 
92 of the B N A. Act, and in the case of 
Hodge vs. Regina. The closing of the 
saloons was simply a matter of local in­
terest and police concern, and therefore it 
was not Section 91, but Section 92 that had 
a bearing on the case. In regard to 
what had been said regarding the two 
sections conflicting, such as matter was only 
to be taken into consideration when there 
was a strong repugnancy or inconsistency, 
but in this particular instance he did not 
see any such difference. The two acts 
appear to me to be perfectly consistent. 
By giving power to a municipality to pass 
by-laws, government does not lose its own 
authority, and if it chose to pass laws 
riding Municipal By-laws, the latter would 
have to give way. I think that the appeal 
should be dismissed.

Mr. Justice Drake agreed with every­
thing that the Chief Justice had said. He 
thought the subject was one purely for 
police regulation. The appeal would be 
dismissed.

Mr. Eberts asked for an order for costs in 
the case, which were granted. The judg­
ment of the Police Magistrate was sus­
tained.

At present the County Courts are courts 
for thè inexpensive collection of small debts, 
end appeals from them for sums exceeding

as possible^ avoid vexatious appeals. Other 
appeals by section 178 are provided for, the 
consent of the.judge who tried the case 
having been first obtained. The discretion 
thus allowed the judge is a great safeguard 
against unreasonable appeals, or appeals 
applied for merely to cause delay.

Under'section 5 of Mr. Brown’s bill it is 
intended to allow an. appeal from the judg­
ment, decree, rule or order of a County 
Court judge to the Full Court ; that is, a 
Court composed of not lees than three 
judges of the Supreme Court, subject to the 
roles of the Supreme Court in force far the 
time being. The result of this would be 
that the County Court would no longer be 
an inexpensive small debt court in which 
cases could be speedily'decided, but would, 
on the contrary , be a Court of very doubtful 
utility, _The ease with which appeals could 
be obtained would make the" settlement of 
cases tardy, and would add greatly to the 
cost of the recovery of debts. The Full 
Court sits only three times in the year, 
whereas under the present act the appeal 
lies to two judges of the Supreme Court 
who sit to hear appeals from the Court 
whenever they sire required, to facilitate 
business. "~94.>;1î"J* ...

A good deal is said about the dissatisfac­
tion felt by suitors who are denied the privi­
lege of appeal under the present law. This 
would be ti-e case under any system. The 
amount in dispute makes very little difference 
in the feeling of the parties concerned, but 
undue facility in obtaining an appeal would 
hfe exceedingly hard Un the suitor who bed 
the shortest jrtfrtffc'I "Under the proposed 
amendment any soitor baving judgment 
against hint for as small a sum as ten dollars, 
could defeat hie successful opponent by 
giving-notice of appeal to the FuH Court 
which might possibly prevent the judgment 
being enforced for two or three months;

costs of the suit. This would be exceed­
ingly hard on the peor man who needed the 
money and could not afford to wait. His 
rich opponent could compel him to go to ad­
ditional and altogether 
expense, for all professional men taking 
a' matter on appeal- to the Fall 
Conrt expect to l?e well paid for 
their services, and a wealthy litigant can 
by an appeal altogether without foundation 
in law, put hie adversary to an expense to 
sustain his judgmentquite out of proportion 
to the amount at stake.

Their mis­
sion on this earth to to occupy the topmost 
position in society. But it to singular that 
with the exception of the Astora and the 
Vanderbilts and two or three others famous 
for being the possessors of great wealth, 
there to not a name among them that the 
general reader has ever heard oonnected- 
with anything good or useful. Ordinary 
mortals who read the sacred roll, will feel 
comforted, for they must come to the con­
clusion that noble birth to nota qualifica­
tion for the very highest place in New York 
society, for was not the grandfather of the 
Vanderbilts the rough skipper of a Yankee 
schooner, and was note the origin of the 
Asters equally plebeian. And who is this 
Ward McAlister who takes upon himself to 
dqcide who shall and who shall not enter the 
seventh heaven of New Ÿork society? Has 
he birth, has he brains, or baa he money ?

AN AGITATED^ COLONY-

An article in the February number of the 
Contemporary Review, “ White and Black 
in Natal," by Harriètte E. Colenso, and A. 
Werner, makes it quite clear why it is 
thatthe Home Government hesitates to ex­
tend to Natal'tbe powers and privileges of 
responsible government There Is in that 
colony, a very large number of nal^fru, who 
have ho political privileges, and who are 
governed by their own laws blunderingly 
interpreted, and badly administered, by 
men who bave né experience in the per 
formance of the duty Of magistrate. Seven­
teen years ago Bishop Colenso said of these 
Africans :—“ The natives of Natal, 350,000 
of the Queen’s subjects, may at the present 
"time be ‘eaten up’ beaten, killed, trans­
ported, with or without trial, at the mere 
will of the supreme chief,” The supreme 
chief is, under British rule, the Lient. - 
Governor. He takes the place of the 
paramount chief who was said to be “ above 
all law in his own tribe ; he has the power 
of life and death, and is supposed to do no 
wrong.” The man who represents this chief 
and who wields this absolute power to often 
some half-educated youth who emlgrated- 
to Africa in search of a career, and who, 
unable to make a living in any other way, 
gets a government appointment. -

“ What does'sueh a man know—or care 
to know—of native laws and anatoms. His 
knowledge of the language—even if he is 
considered independent of a clerk or inter-' 
prater—to seldom sufficient to guard him 
against gross blunders of one kind and 
another. A case comes np before him 
for decision under native law. He is utter­
ly in the dark ae to its merits: he to pro­
bably patient and oonscientious_beyond the 
average if he takes the slightesr trouble to 
get at the bare facts. Hia method is a 
sufficiently simple and easy one. He asks 
the nearest available native—as likely as 
not his own personal attendant—what to 
usually done in the tribe under such circum­
stances? The “boy" in question may or 
may not be an unimpeachable authority on 
points of-law and usage; at any rate, sup­
posing him to be thoroughly well up in all' 
the traditions of the elders, he can only be 
so as regards hie own "district, which 
may ha miles away. The chances 
are that his answers, even if 
correct, will ’ be itterly inapplicable 
to the case in hand; but that is all one 
to the magistrate.’

Where “ justice ’’ is administered in,this 
way, it to not surprising that abuses should 
assume very large proportions and that 
reform should be demanded. But the Colo­
nial M inister does not seem to think that 
it would be a reform to hand over the three 
hundred thousand or so of Africans to the 
tender mercies of 40,000 European settlers; 
and it would be rash to say he to wrong 
The Lieut-Governor now exercises the pre­
rogatives of Supreme Chief, but he torespon- 
eible*bnly to the Colonial office. He to a 
despot, it to true, but he is only one despot. 
If a constitutional Government were granted 
to Natal the Governor would be shorn of his 
powers, which would then be wielded by 
his responsible advisers. And Lord Knuts- 
ford evidently believes that the natives stand 
a better chance of being well used under a 
single absolute ruler than under a large 
number of petty tyrants.

Without 
rapid means of communication it to, in these 
days, almost useless to attempt to develop a 
country or to do business. But when a num­
ber of men join to construct a railroad, it 
would, from the difficulties that are placed 
in their way, almost seem as if they intended 
to do the country an injury, instead of con­
ferring upon it a very great benefit, 
company is watched as if it were a band of 
robbers, it must obtain special legislation, 
and every one who imagines it to be his. in­
terest to prevent its building the road to at 
liberty to place all the difficulties he can 
devise to • hinder the company’s getting 
leave to go to work.

This to the case whether the "company 
wants favors from the Government or not. 
In fact, leave to benefit the country and to 
contribute towards its progress and enrich­
ment, is regarded at a favor. This is most 
unreasonable. When a railroad company 
applies to ÿ Legislature for aid, in the shape 
of money or land, the Legislature should be 
at liberty to make, with the railway men, 
the best bargain it can. The transaction to 
a commercial one, and neither party is to 
be blamed if it triee to get all it wants for 
as little as the other oan be prevailed, upon 
to take. But It to very different when men 
propose to make a road for the public con­
venience, without asking anything from the 
Government but leave to go to work. There 
should bd no more difficulty in such an asso­
ciation obtaining corporate powers, and per­
mission to commence operations, than it 
would be for a company whose object it is 
to weave cloth, or to saw lumber, /or to 
catch and sell fith. The public ‘ interest 
should be gmrded in the one care aa they 
are in the other. Guarantees should be 
required that the company is what it pro­
fesses to be, and that it possesses the means 
to go on with its work. Farther than that, 
very little else to required. ' .

The Bill, entitled “An Act respecting the 
incorporation of Railway, Tramway, Tele­
phone and Railway Companies,’’ of which 
Mr. Kellie has given notice, to intended to 
make the incorporation of such companies 
as simple, as easy and almost aa inexpensive 
as the incorporation of other joint-stock 
companies. It provides that no‘each cor­
poration shall commence business until a 
certain percentage of its capital stock has 
been subscribed and a specified percentage 
of the eubscribed etock paid up.

DUB DEEP-SEA FISHERIES.

Objections have been made, and not with- 
•eut some show of reason, to bringing Scotch 
Crofters to British Columbia. It waa argu­
ed by the objectors that the Crofters are 
unacquainted with the work and the ways 
•f the country, that they cannot "elear 
the land, that there to no market for the 
Ish they might catch, and that the prebabil- 
xty would be that before long many of them 
would be a burden on the community.
He reply to the objectors was, that Scotch 
Highlanders had proved themselves to be 
good colonists, that many of them had come 
*o Canada under very unfavorable circum­
stances and had bravely endured the priva­
tions and hardships of the life of a settler 
in a new and forest-covered country, and 
that their descendants are to-day among the 
ablest, the most energetic, and the most 
enterprising men that are to be found in the 
Dominion of Canada. What was to hinder 
these Crofters doing what their countrymen 
lad done before them, and turning out aa 
valuable members of the community in 
British Columbia aa their clansniien in all the 
provinces east of the Rocky Mountains ? It 
is, We admit, difficult to find a satisfactory 
answer to this question, except that the set- 

■ tiers in the early days suffered many hard­
ships which it would be cruel to force the 
Crofters, in there days, to undergo.

There may be something in this, and the 
D:of ter scheme, as we understand it, will 
«pare them many trialsand (difficulties which 
their countrymen in the East have had to 
hear and to contend with. It to proposed not 
anly to give thgm homes as soon as they ar­
rive in the province, but to provide for 
them remunerative work—work that they 
are used to and which they can do well 

The scheme to a twofold one, and it to in­
tended to effect a double purpose. One part 
ef it to to better the conditio» of the Crof­
ters, to make them self-sustaining and inde-

This includes everything—taking the fish 
from the scows, cleaning, boiling and can­
ning and packing; they did not supply 
labels or boxes; the aockeye fi-h averaged 7 
to 8 lbs. per fish. A 7 or 8-lb. fish would 
make about five cans. In a good run the 
canneries would make less out of the fish 
than in a poor year. He thought the canner- 
ies should only have about four or five 
licenses. Every bona fide fieherman should 
have a license.

George Haliday stated that he had re­
sided in British Columbia since 1858. He 
complained that the eannerymen had an 
actual monopoly of the licenses upon the 
river. Out of 580 licenses for the river the 
eannerymen had 3E0, and controlled a large 
number more. The eannerymen paid license 
fees for Indians, and the Indians worked for 
them. The licenses of the freezers, pack­
ers and exporters were not included in these 
350. They all come out of the remainder, 
and the fisherman waa at the mercy of (he 
eannerymen. The eannerymen met every 
year before the opening of the fishing sea­
son arid arranged the price to be. paid for 
fish during that season. He believed that 
only fishermen by occupation and British 
subjects should have a license, and that the 
fee for licenses should be raised to $50 or 
$100. ■ Witness believed that offal was in- 
jurious* to salmon, since it was a delicate 
lisb. While the offal injured the salmon in 
one particular, it protected it in another. 
The voracious fish which fed upon the 
ova of the salmon in the spawning 
grounds devoured the offal. This saved the 
salmon spawn. It also was a benefit to the 
Chinamen. The Chinamen ate the fiah that 
eat offal. (Laughter.) Witness approved 
of a weekly close seoson, but did not think 
that an annual close season would be of 
much benefit. Every species of fish had its 
own period of run. Fishing in December 
would not affect the fish that ran in July or 
August. Witness eschewed the statement 
of the late Thomas Mowat, Inspector of 
Fisheries, that 75 per cent, of the fish that 
ascended the Fraser River never came back" 
to sea. Witness did not believe that more 
than 5 or 10 per cent, of the fish died at 
the spawning grounds, and he contended 
that if 75 per cent of the fish died np 
the river, it would be an impossibility for 
people to live on the banks of tbe Fraser. 
The steelhead, witness was of opinion, did 
not eat the salmon ova. Trout did.

E. H. Port, freezer and exporter, stated 
that offal did not harm fish. The tempera­
ture of the Fraser was colder than that of 
any stream in Ontario or the Maritime Pro­
vinces during the heat of summer. The 
Fraser was fed by snow and ice, and offal 
had not nmch chance in such cold water to 
be deleterious. Witness believed in fiah cul­
ture, and thought that the work of tbe 
hatcheries should be extended. There was 
no outward mark of distinction between the 
white and red Quinnat salmon.

C. A. Pretty thought the freezers and 
cannera should only be granted ten licensee 
each. He believed m giving the fishermen 
a chance. His freezing establishment 
would require thirty licenses to supply it 
daring the season, but he was contented 
with ten licenses. He was going extensively 
into the freezing business, and was about to 
ship in refrigerator ears to England and 
Australia.

Jerry C. Weston thought the offid was 
not injurious to the fish, but he knew of 
several fishermen who had got sick as the 
result of drinking the river water. Some 
had died of typhoid fever. Witness did not 
think the offal affected the fishing nets; be­
yond making them slimy. _ He thought 
that licenses should not be limited to 
cannera, suiters and exporters. He believed 
that all genuine fishermen, British subjects, 
should have licenses, and that the close season 
should Be from Saturday, at 12 o’clock to 
Monday morning at 6 o’clock. This would 
give the cannera a chance to clean up and 
give tbe fishermen a breathing spell. Wit­
ness stated that a man named Miller, a 
citizen of Washington State, had a license 
to fish. _ '

ESQUIMALT WATERWORKS COM 
PANY.

Considerable Opposition to the Bill Now Be­
fore the Legislature for Increased Powers.

In the Provincial Legielatnre, yesterday 
afternoon, the second reading of an act te 
amend the Esquimalt Waterworks Act, 
1885, was moved by Mr. Croft. Hon. Mr. 
Beaven at once strongly oppo 
In a speech of considerable length he argued 
that the right which was now proposed to 
he granted to the Eequiinelt Waterworks 
Company had been for the past 19 or 
20,years held by the city of Victoria, which 
had the exclusive privilege of supp'ying 
water to residents of The city. He said he 
thought the Legislature would be doing a 
great injustice to the city should this privi­
lege be granted to a private corporation, 
which, by securing control of the waters 
of the Goldstream river, would practically 
be securing a monopoly and could then 
compel Victoria to buy water from them. 
Hon. Mr. Davie and Hon. Mr. Turner sup­
ported this view of the ease, and 
Hon, Mr. Pooley and Messrs. Hun­
ter and Booth taking the 
side of the question and supporting the bill. 
Dr. Milne moved the adjournment of the 
debate and will have the floor when the 
discussion comes up again to-day. The de­
bate is likely to be « protracted one as most 
of the members of the House have been 
canvassed either one way or the other, and 
the matter, though a private bill, is con 
sidered to be of very great importance.

Buildings Lighted by Electricity.
Speaking of the item in yesterday’s Colo­

nist regarding the refusal of certain fire in­
surance companies to accept risks on resi­
dences lit by electricity, a well known elec­
trician in this city said: “The people have 
brought tide upon themselves. Buildings 
lighted by electricity Ae as safe 
safer than buildings lighted any other way, 
exsept, perhaps,| by ‘sunlight.’ Where 
the difficulty lies, however, is in the feet 
that in order to save expense, a good many 
people go in for cheap wiring. They want 
the electric light wires placed under the 
plaster, ont of eight, and they forget that 
carelessness in Construction or poor material 
is likely to cause bad fires to occur. No 
board of fire insurance underwriters can pos­
sibly object to a risk on a building that is 
wired with first class material and by compe­
tent workmen. Safeguards against danger 
by electricity are being invented every day.
The more we learn about the power of this 
mysterious force the better are we able to 
guard against its abuse. ”

Grand Prospects-

The first general meeting of the share­
holders of the B. C. Board of Trade Build­
ing association (limited liability), was held 
in the Board of Trade rooms, yesterday 
afternoon. There were present: Messrs. A. 
C. Flumerfelt, C. E. Renouf, L. McQuade, 
R. Ward, A. W. More, A. M. Muir, L. 
Redon, A. G. Sargieon, A. L. Belyea, H. F. 
Heiaterman, F. Macgurn, J. H. Falconer, 
P. Steele, Thomas C. Sorby, J. H. Tood, 
Joshua Holland and J. Bryan.

The-meetiug was called “ for the purpose 
of electing directors and other preliminary 

business.” .
Mr. Flumerfelt was invited to the chair, 

and, in calling the meeting to order, stated 
that a circular had been issued calling the 
shareholders together, hence the meeting, 
which he regretted was somewhat informal, 
inasmuch as the necessary legal procedure 
had not been gone through. Owing to pro­
fessional engagements Mr. Pooley, their 
legal adviser, was not present, and had not 
been able to secure the letters patent for the 
association. That gentleman, however, 
hoped to have the necessary steps taken by 
Thursday next. A few facts might, how­
ever, be submitted to the .meeting, of im­
portance.

The- sedtetary readkfie circular convening 
the meeting, and the chairman said that it 
had been issued: at the suggestion of the 
council of the Board of Trade, thinking 
that a few facts and figures would be of in­
terest to the subscribers. Lots 10 and 11, 
block 77, Bastion street, had been purchased 
from the Hudson Bay Company for «10,200. 
The purchase had been confirmed at the an­
nual general meeting of the board in July 
last. The board was incorporated under aa 
sot which only allowed it to hold premises 
for its actual requirements. It was, there­
fore, suggested that this building association 
be incorporated under the Companies’ Aet, 
to acquire the land purchased by the Board 
of Trade, and to erect thereon a building 
with suitable accommodation for the offices 
of the board, the remainder of the available 
space to be arranged in suites of of­
fices for renting. The estime ted cost 
of the building and income from rente of 
offices which accompanied this suggestion 
showed a good margin of profit. The Board 
thereupon agreed to take fifty shares of 
«100 each, on terms of agreement to be sub­
mitted. A committee was then named to 

plans for building, and those select­
ed had been submitted'By Mr. A. Maxwell 
Muir, which were approved by the Board. 
Another committee was named to solicit 
subscriptions for the building. That 
mittee bad secured the sale of 100 shares of 
«100 each, exclusive of the 60 shares taken 
by the Board of Trade. Sinoe then, 
more stock had been disposed of, and up to 
date there had been subscribed «28,200. A 
sum of «5,500 had bean-paid to the Hudson’s 
Bay Co. to**Q$ef*he Bite-35,000 by the 
Board of Trade and «500 subscribed by Mrs. 
Dunsmuir.

Mr. Wabd thought the report a very, 
satisfactory one. It was, however, unfor­
tunate that they were powerless to act that 
day. the necessary legal steps not having 
been -taken in the matter of incorporation. 
Under the circumstances, and seeing that 
any action taken at the meeting would not 
be binding, he moved an adjournment for

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BADLY WOUNDED.

Last night, at aknt 11:30, George Bowes, 
a well known member of the Longshore 
man’s Union, was standing at the bar of the 
California taloon drinking whiskey with 
aknt twenty other men. He and six 
or seven friends „. had been imbibing 
heavily all night, and towards the time 
mentioned, three strangers, all Swedes, en­
tered the hotel and soon be.ame en­
gaged in an altercation with Bowen. The 
latter claimed that a bottle of brandy on 
the counter klonged to him, while the 
leader of the other gang disputed his claim. 
Soon blows were struck, and almost before 
anybody realized what was being done, a 
big heavy made Swede had plunged a jack­
knife into Bowen’s body five times. The 
wounded men fell, and in the excitement of 
the moment his assailant escaped. When
