GERMAN NAVAL PROGRAMME.

Berlin, Dec. 11.—The eight armored 
cruisers that yet remain to be built un­
der the naval programme, will approach 
battleships in tonnage, with correspond­
ing increases in armor, gunpowder and 
steaming rate. The first has already 
been 'designed -by-the'navy department, 
and will- bè laid down immediately. The 
■largest German cruisers in course of 
construction is the Roen, which was 
launched at Kiel in Jnne last. She is 
under 10,000 tons. The technical writ­
ers, especially Lient.-Geueral Count Von 
Reventlow, has been urging the govern­
ment to build cruisers as large as those 
of Great Britain and the United States 
and France, with considerable coal ca- 
pacitv, the present armored cruisers of 
the German navy having a limited field 
of action and limited armament. The 
Vessels of the new cruiser type will 
somewhat imnair the homngenity of the 
squadrons, and for this reason the navy 
department is reluctantly adopting them.

It is believed he bas 
gone in a southerly direction towards 
Okotoks. Many here say that Cashell 
■will never be taken alive. He is well 
armed, having taken several revolvers 
with Mm.

Nanaimo, Dèc. 12.—Capt. Gibson, sur­

Late 
In the morning Mr. Bassett found him­
self at the camp of the Fiddicks boys, 
who returned him to his home, not much 
the worse tor his experience. This is 
•the third instance within a few weeks 
in this part of the Island of men getting 
lost in the woods. Happily all came 
out again alive and uninjured.

Nanaimo, Dec. 10.—Admiral Bick­
ford arrived here this evening on 
a torpedo boat. YVhen seen by your 
correspondent he gave a graphic des­
cription of the floating of tne Fiora.
He said the wofik was done in a fog 
so dense that they could not see the 
'f lora at all. the work -being directed > 
toy siren. 'The Grafton alone was en- 
gaged iu the task, the Flora’s engines 
assisting. Th« vessel began to 
slowly, increasing until the Grafton 
going three-quarter speed. She came 
easily off into the water, the operation 
lasting only twenty minutes. Immedi­
ately she was afloat the bluejackets 
cheered and the band played “A Life 
on the Ocean Wave” aud “Rule Bri­
tannia." The Admiral says the ship is 
not so much damaged as was at first 
tnonght. She is making little water.

Admiral Bickford gives high praise to 
the men for their strenuous efforts iu 
the emergency. “All worked well,” 
said, “as they always do in such 
cumstances.” The stores and coal are 
being replaced, and the Flora will reach 
Esquimalt about Saturday.

Speaking of. the reef, the Admiral 
says had she gone on a little farther 
down, lie thinks she would have been 
a total loss; as it was, she was only 
saved by the under shear, otherwise 
the bottom Would have been ripped out 
of her. On the first attempt to haul 
her off, on Sunday, the cable broke, 
and yesterday they used wire hawsers, 
which tore out tne towing bits just as 
she was moving. Today the work was 
accomplished without a mishap of any 
kind.

H. M. S. Flora, the second-class 
cruiser of the Esquimau squadron, 
which crashed onto the rocks at Vil­
lage Point a week ago when going at a 
speed of about ten knots an hour, en 
route to Esquimalt from Uuion, was 
floated yesterday morning.

All night over a thousand men had 
toiled to carry everything possible from 
the stranded warship. Her big guns had 
been dismounted, her coi^I bunkers emp­
tied, her decks cleared of gear 
stores,, the gun carriages and platforms 
were unbolted—nothing was left but tlio 
mere shell of the cruiser—and then all 
was ready when daylight dawned yes­
terday for the final effort.

Many times the wreckers had essayed 
to haul the warship from the rocks, 
from the first hand-haul on the line 
fastened’ to an anchor thrown out astern 
by several hundred Jackies, who haul­
ed by hand, while the band piayed a 
lively air to cheer them in the useless 
effort, to the last attempt in which all 
the available power at hand was util­
ized—with success.

During the night many anchors had 
been placed out astern, and lines ran 
out through the chocks at the stern 
from the capstans on the Flora. Then 
the big steel hawsers were fastened to 
the bits on tlje ^tganjled vessel leading, 
from the tow bits of the big cruiser 
Grafton, and from those of the survey 
ship, Egeria, and the tugs which stood 
by. Nothing else remained but to wait 
tor the rising tide, and- when the tide 
guages showed that it had reached its 
maximum height, the signal for this 
great tug of war was given. With all 
the available power of steam, and of 
hand, too, the many units made a joint 
effort, the flagship and Egeria and the 
tugs steaming forward with 
strain on the taut hawsers affixed to the 
Flora, and the capstans straining the 
lines to the anchors to the limit. And 
then the cruiser moved, slowly at first 
and with increasing momentum as the 
swaying line strained as the towing ves­
sel plunged forward. The cruiser slid 
back into the water, and as she splash­
ed' into Baynes Sound there was a great 
cheer from more than a thousand 
throats, and a chorus of shrieking 
whistles celebrated the event.

The machinery of the Flora was not 
damaged, and, not making much water 
—the pumps placed on board having no 
difficulty in keeping her dry—the cruiser 
steamed unaided to Union Bay, where 
she is moored, and will come to Esqui­
malt to enter the dry dock today.

(Her hull has suffered from the grind­
ing of the rocks on which she was held 
for seven days, and ranch work will 
be necessary before she leaves the 
blocks in the dry dock. Some slight 
repairs are being effected at Union, and, 
according to a despatch received yester­
day. she will come from Baynes Sound 
to Esquimalt today.

'fire ootained a good hoid ot noth rooms 
and considerable damage was done be- 
tpre it was extinguisneu. due outbreak 
caused a great deal of excitement tu 
Sandringham, where a number of guests 
are staying at present.

The reticence customary at Sandring­
ham was observed in connection, with the 
tire. From later information, however,, 
it appears that Queen Alexandra had. 
a narrower escape .than the first ac­
counts of the fire indicate. Miss Knollys 
was fortunately awakened by the 
smoke in her bedroom, which is im­
mediately below the chamber of Her 
Majesty. Miss Knodys rushed upstairs 
to the Queen, wno was clad only in a 
dressing gown, and escaped from the 
burning room not a moment too soon, 
as the floor of the Queen’s apartment 
collapsed almost immediately, carrying 
witii it Her, Majesty’s bed.

The alarri» raised by Miss Knollys 
soon brought the household fire brigade, 
which began the work of extinguishing 
the fire. Sir Dighton MacNaghten I’ro- 
Ibyu, keeper of the privy purse and ex­
tra equerry to the King, also arrived 
and took charge of the operations. 
Queen Alexandra, who displayed the 
utmost composure, remained with Miss 
Knollys near the scene, until she was 
assured that there was no further dan­
ger of the fire spreading. An examina­
tion of the apartments showed that 
more damage was done by water than 
by fire. A large number of the Queen’s 
knick-knacks and some of her charm­
ing furniture was spoiled.

The fire was confined to the two bed­
rooms. It is now stated that the trouble 
originated in imperfect electric light 
wires, which set fire to a beam between 
the ceiling of Miss Knollys’ bedroom 
and the floor of Her Majesty’s apart­
ments.

King Edward was immediately noti­
fied of the occurrence, and later in the 
day a special messenger was sent to 
•Suffolk with reassuring news from 
Queen Alexandra.

Evidently Mr. Sloan has at 
last accepted the inevitable, the north­
ern half of the old constituency, now 
Comox-Atliu, for which he will probably 
be nominated Liberal candidate, judging 
by the fact that he has scored the first 
point in getting the convention called 
at Nanaimo, which is not in the con­
stituency at all. Mr. Smith, on the 
other hand, is mending the fences in 
the Bailiwick which he has seized, the 
southern half of the Island. He travels 
incessantly. One day he is at Saanich 
talking to the farmers, the next day 
he is here inculcating moral precepts 
before meetings of young people, and on 
the third he is banqueting with the 
flockmasters of Cowicnan and receiving 
votes of confidence from Liberal asso­
ciations here, there and everywhere. 
That is the funny part of it, by the 
way. When Mr. Smith is in Nanaimo 
he is a Labor man—witness the smoker 
which the Labor party is giving him, 
or he is giving them, on Saturday next.

THE PHARMACY BILL.
The House went into committee of 

the whoie on -the bill to amend the 
'Pharmacy Act, Mr. Drury in the chair.

The amendments to the bi'i provide 
for the dispensing with examination by 
the board on production of satisfactory 
proof that the practitioner possesses a 
certificate of a society whose standing 
and requirements are equal to those of 
the British Columbia Pharmaceutical 
Association. The following eub-section 
amends section 12 of the act.

“Any person who at the time of the 
passing of this act is practicing as a 
chemist and druggist, or chemist, or 
druggist, or pharmacist, or apothecary, 
Or dispensing chemist, or dispensing 
druggist, on his own' account, outside of 
the limits of the incorporated cities and 
towns in the province of (British Colum­
bia, is entitled to registration without 
examination as a licentiate under the 
provisions of the Pharmacy Act of 1891 
aud amending acts, provided application 
is made .therefor, and satisfactory evi­
dence of his having been so practicing is 
furnished to the registrar within the pe­
riod of three months after the passing of 
this act.”

The bill also provides that only licen­
tiates may sell poisons.

In the case of Hopper vs. Dunsmuir, 
which was continued yesterday. Sir 
Charles Ltibbert Tapper appeared, to­
gether with Mr. Bury, on behalf of Mrs. 
joan Dunsmuir, the party plaintiff. L. 
P. Duff, one of the counsel for the 
plaintiff, asked that the evidence of 
Louise Bailey, a maid who had been in 
the employ of the late Mrs. Alexander 
Dunsmuir. be taken by commission at 
San Francisco, as her husband would 
•not allow her to come to Victoria to 
give evidence. An affidavit to this ef­
fect was made by Mamie Howe, the 
former maid, wno gave evidence the 
previous day. Mr. E. F. Davis, for the 
■defendants, objected on the ground that 
the affidavit had been made by Miss 
Howe instead of by plaintiff’s counsel at 
San Francisco, aud although™ the affi- 
•duvit stated that Mrs. Bailey’s husband 
had told deponent he would not allow 
his wife to come to Victoria to give evi­
dence, it did not show that deponent be­
lieved this. He held that the delay 
casioned by this procedure was unne- 
■ceseary. Mr. Duff argued contra, hold­
ing that it was necessary to have the 
testimony of this witness. The appli­

cation was refused by Mr. Justice Drake 
on the ground that the reasons given 
were not sufficient to delay the trial at 
this late date.

Mr. E. P. Davis then took up the 
cross-examination of Mamie Howe, the 
maid of the late Mrs. Alexander Duns­
muir, and witness stated iu answer to 
his questions that the late Alexander 
Dunsmuir did not require assistance to 
walk about the grounds. She heard him 
talk intelligently. In her opinion he 
was too. childish to conduct business. 
The plaintiff, Edna Wallace Hopper, 
then took the stand, and told of living 
with the late Alex. Dunsmuir and her 
mother at San Francisco in the seven­
ties, of how she had been sent to board­
ing school by the late Alex.

•St. Petersburg, Dec. 9.—Jas. W. Da­
vidson, United States consul at Tamsu, 
Formosa, who is here on his way home 
aifter four months of extensive travel in 
Manchuria, says that through the cour- 
stey of Baron De Rosen, the Russian 
minister to Japan, he was provided with 
a special car wheai traveling on the 
Manchuria railway and that every facil­
ity was placed at his disposal by the 
Russian officiais ,throughout his journey.

None of these buildings, however, 
are on .the east of the China railway as 
has been reported. Traffic between 
Vladivostock end Port Arthur is very 
heavy, calling for the operation of thir­
ty trains daily.

General Daviuson refutes the story 
thait the efforts to make Dalny an ice 
free port have met with failure. Though 
ice had formed inside the breakwater 
it did not in cny way interfere with 
navigation. The consul confirms the re­
port that depredations had been com­
mitted by Chinese robbers, calling for 
the employment of Russian troops with 
a view of suppressing the outrages.

(From Saturday’s daily.) Honolulu, Dec. 10.—Much interest 

has been aroused here by a report of 
Colonel Jones of the Hawaiian militia 
to Governor Carter of the Territory of 
MaWaiia, in which Colonel Jones in 
commenting on the strategic importance 
of the Hawaiian islands and the need 
of strong defences quoted Major-Ge 
MacArthur as predicting a war in the 
immediate njtnre between the United 
States and Germany, and that the prin­
cipal scene of the fighting would he in 
the Pacific ocean with the Hawaiian 
islands as an objective point. Major- 
General MacArthur, who is still in Hon­
olulu, having been here tile past two 
weeks studying the military situation in 
the territory, stated to a representative 
of the Associated Press today that the 
report of Colonel Jones does not cor­
rectly represent his views in any partic­
ular and utterly misrepresents them in 
some.

Colonel Jones said his report to Gov­
ernor Carter was based solely upon 
dial conversations he had with Major- 
General MacArthur, ‘and that- he only 
reported his expressions in substance 
with a view of impressing Governor 
Carter with the need of strengthening 

' the isolated islands from a military 
standpoint.

Colonel Jones report quotes General 
MacArthur as saying tnat the pan- 
Germanic doctrine which is being 
spread throughout the world, is being 
fostered by the imperial government in 
every way. It is strong and getting 
stronger wherever German people set­
tle, even, among Germans who have been 
citizens of the United States for years.

In connection therewith General Mac­
Arthur is reported as saying that one 
fact cannot be overlooked, to wit: There 
were few Germans in the American 
army during the war with Spain, so few 
indeed that the presence of a German 
was noted as being a rare occurrence. 
The theatre of operations is changing 
gradually to the Pacific. The German 
people are multiplying very rapidly and 
emigrating in large numbers. The tide 
of emigration being directed by the 
German government towards South 
America. The manufactured products 
of the German empire overbalance their 
consumption so that a market has to 
be ordered for the surplus. The known 
policy of the Emperor is to acquire colo­
nies which will provide markets for such 
over production and places to which 
the tide of emigration shall be directed 
for strengthening the fatherland.

Throughout all South American coun­
tries the Germans are advancing in 
power and prestige. The conclusion 
seems inevitable that the interests of 
Germany in South America, where today 
there are large colonies numbering hun­
dreds of thousands, presage another 
testing and straining of the Mol roe doc­
trine. and in all probability a contest of 
arms between that power and the 
United States in the near future, in 
which event no one can now forecast the 
attitude of other European powers.

Therefore it is the duty of the federal 
government to make itself as strong as 
possible, so as to be able to care for 
itself in any emergency.

No nation or number of nations will 
be in a position to make an attack, on 
the Pacific coast without first capturing 
these islands.

Colonel Jones is surprised at the publi­
cation and says that General MacAr- 
thur’s expressions, made during a social 
conversation, were intended to empha­
size the need of strengthening tlie iso­
lated islands.

News was brought by the steamer Shaw­

mut on her arrival from the Orient yester­
day morning that the delayed negotiations 
were causing great impatience in Japan, 
and, while tne official view favored peace, 
It was evident that the popular tendency 
continues belligerent. Various symptoms 
of the national Impatience’ anent the situa­
tion arc reported, 
took place In Toyko on the 19th ult., on 
the return 31 the Emperor from the recent 
military manoeuvres. His Majesty safely 
arrived at Shlmbusbi at 2:45 p. m., where 
he was received by the princes of the blood, 
but as be was approaching the bridge 
known as Nljn-bashl, leading to the Imper­
ial castle, a youth came out of the crowd 
of people who were watching the Imperial 
procession. The man carried with him a 
petition which he Intended to present to 
tbe Emperor direct, complaining of the al­
leged Impotence on the part of tne Japanese 
government vls-a-vfs Russia. The would-be 
petitioner was Immediately arrested by the 
officials on guard with the assistance of 
the police. Meanwhile, the Imperial car-' 
riage quietly proceeded into the palace 
compound. The youth was escorted to the 
Koji-machi police station, where he Is now 
being examined by some officials from the 
Metropolitan police board. He turned out 
to be a native of Gifu prefecture, M. Tan­
aka, by name, 19 years old. He was after­
wards officially adjudged slightly, deranged 
and to have been rendered so by brooding 
over the political situation. There have 
also been some very excited meetings of 
journalists nnd others in favor of a strong 
policy towards the Russians, but-.the au­
thorities have Invariably succeeded In keep­
ing these manifestations In hand.

The new viceroy of the Far East has re­
cently shown signs of a more conciliatory 
spirit towards the Japanese. On October 
31st. when he arrived at Dalny from Port 
Arthur, a reception was given by the local 
realdents, both Russian and Japanese, and 
later reading a special address or respect. 
Viceroy Alexeiff replied to the Japanese, 
representative, among other things, that 
he hoped always to approach the Japanese 
with cordiality and to offer them as many 
facilities as possible. He was very sorry 
that the Japanese had not been on equal 
terms with other foreigners In enjoying 
the right to participate in the public auc­
tions of land in Dalny. From the first he 
had been In negotiation with his home 
government as to the removal of the dis­
crimination and had now ootalned Its ap­
proval of the general principle. Tbdugh 
such a step rfad not yet been announced. It 
would be enforced shortly. In concluding, 
the viceroy wished the Japanese residents 

.to continue active in business In accord­
ance with his policy In promoting the pros­
perity of Dalny.

Nevertheless Russian activity In Man­
churia continues, and there Is same reason 
.to suppose that the old pretext of brigand­
age there may be used to fortify Russia's 
continued occupation. The Chinese foreign 
office is reported to have recently received 
a telegram to the effect that a collision has 
taken place between Russian troops and) 
Cnlnese monntel bandits In the vicinity 
of TIsin mln-tun, Manchuria, and eight ‘ of 
the former were killed. The report that 
some Japanese were among the horse brig­
ands Is unfounded. Another rumor, how­
ever, Is- gaining ground in Pekin that Rus­
sia bad intentionally instigated these 
mounted bandits to fight in order to make 
It a pretext to occupy Hsln-mln-tun.

According to an Asahl telegram, one de­
tachment each was recently despatched for 
Manchuria from the Russian 9th, 31st. 35th, 
36th and 44th. divisions. About 3,000 In­
fantry have already been sent from each 
regiment at the rate of 100. These troops 
will shortly be reformed Into n mixed 
brigade.

The N. Y, K. steamer Talren Maru, which 
arrived at Nagasaki from Port Arthur op 
November 19th, complains of the Imposition 
of the new tonnage due which she declares 
as excessive. She is said to have been 
charged Y.180 on her displacement at the 
rate ot 10 sen per ton and from Y.3 to Y.6 
on her cargo.

Questioned by Mr. Davis as to what 
construction plaintiff put on Alexander 
Dunsmuir carrying around a pillow he 
callpd “baby,” she said1 she (thought it 
was a fancy of his, and was one of 
his weaknesses. In her opinion Alex­
ander Dunsmuir was not in a fit con­
dition, mentally, to transact business in 
December, 1899, which would require 
coucentration of thought, but he might 
be able to do things which were merely 
a matter of habit.

Mr. Davis insisted on a more explicit 
explanation than this.

Plaintiff, in explanation, said she 
could not do this, as she did not know 
what particular business Alexander had 
to transact. As an instance in her own 
case, she said she could play the harp 
mechanically and think of something 
else, the action not taking the same 
mental exercise as when she was learn­
ing the instrument. She had also sung 
on the stage when she was thinking 
of otherfmatters. In 1897 Alexander’s 
inability to do business might have been 
due to intoxication, but in 1898 she did 
not consider he could attend to business 
owing to weakness of mind which affect­
ed him even when he was not in toxi­
ca ted.

The court then adjourned for lunch.
After lunch the first witness for the de­

fendant was examined. H. G. Wharton of 
Oakland. Cal., on exnmlnatlofi by E. P. 
Davis, K. C., told of having contracted to 
build the San Leandro residence for $13,- 
000 and afterwards under Instructions from 
Alexander Dunemnlr himself built the 
stable and coachman’s -house. Witness tes­
tified that to him Alexander Dunsmulr was 
always coherent and appeared fully able to 
transact business. In fact, he stated that 
in all bis work on the San Leandro estate 
from June, 1899 to December up to the 
time that Alexander Dunsmulr went East 
he had seen' him very frequently and had 
held many conversations, all of which led 
him to the belief that Alexander Dunsmulr, 
n-though bodily weak, was perfectly able 
to transact business. Witness spoke of 
Alexander Dnnsmulr's kindness to him 
after finding him one day seriously ill in 
the grounds and had ordered that a plate 
of hot soup be provided witness daily 
thereafter. Alexander Dunsmuir, to offset 
a clause in California law, which only per­
mitted an owner to pay off a contractor 30 
days after work had been completed, ad­
vanced witness $3,000 on his promissory 
note at sixty days. This amount had been 
deducted from the final payment of $3,500 
in FObrunrv. 1000.

Cross examined by L. P. Duff, K. C., 
witness said he completed the work at San 
Leandro in May or June, 1000, and he 
recollected that Alexander Dunsmulr left 
for the East daring December 1899.

MUNICIPAL CLAUSES’ ACT. 
ltesolved that clause 4 of last year’s 

recommendations be struck out.
Resolved that clause 5 be reconstruct­

ed to read as follows.
5. Recommended that the Municipal 

Acts be consolidated after next session, 
and every five years after.

Clause 6 was amended to read as fol­
lows :

6. Recommended that a new clause 
be added to the Municipal Clauses Act, 
providing that when a new municipal­
ity is formed, the government shall no­
tify the clerk or the council of said 
nicipality of any arrears of taxes due 
the government with respect to propertv 
withins ix months, after the forming of 
the municipality, and the council of said 
municipality shall proceed to collect 
said taxes at tne same time as their 
own, and return them to the govern­
ment, less the expense of collecting; but 
if the government fails to notify, at the 
expiration of six months, the taxes are 
no lunger a charge against the property.

Clause 7 was reconfirmed.
ELECTION ACT.

Recommended that sub-section C Qf 
section 2, chapter 20, 1902, be amended 
by inserting after assessment roll in the 
seventh line, tbe following:

“But in the event of any real estate 
owner, either being the assessed owner 
of property in more than one ward, or 
residing in a ward other than that in 
which he is the assessed owner of prop­
erty, or in the case of a non-residen' 
being the assessed owner of property in 
more than gne ward, such owner may by 
making application to the clerk of the 
municipality in writing on or before De­
cember 31st, have his name extended 
upon the voters’ list in whichever ward 
he desires, except in such wards as be 
neither resides nor is tiie registered 
owner of property or being otherwise 
qualified for that ward.”

DYKING ACT.
■Several amendments to the clauses of 

the Assessment Act Amendment Act, 
1903, were adopted.

Recommended that the Dyxtng Act 
should be so amended as to provide that 
three commissioners should be elected 
for each of the several dyking schemes 
in the Lower Fraser valley, viz.: Chilli­
wack. Sumas, Matsqui, Maple Ridge, 
Coquitlam and Pitt Meadows, to act in 
conjunction with the inspector of dykes.

Wrangel Narrows has for many years 

been a source of trouble to navigators.

AN ASIATIC LEAGUE.
The N. C. Daily News of the 18th Novem­

ber, says: “Rumors are In the air *>f a 
movement In Japan which is not being pro­
claimed on the hoqsetops. It is a move­
ment which, if It continues to progress as 
It is reported to be doing now, will have a 
world-wide effect in future years, and whose 
progress should be minutely watched by 
the foreign legations at Tokyo. It Is so 
momentous that the first announcement of 
it will no doubt be received with incredul­
ity, but Improbable as the suggestion ap­
pears, it would not be safe to dismiss It 
as impossible. It is seriously hinted that 
there is being organized at Tokyo a league 
of the native Asiatic powers, offensive and 
defensive, whose watchword Is ‘Asia for 
the Asiatic,’ and whose aim is by a union 
under the hegemony of Japan, primarily 
to prevent any further annexation of Asiat­
ic territory by Western Invaders, and ulti­
mately to restore to native rule the 
territories over which Western powers now 
hold sway in Asia. It is a magnificent con­
ception, disturbing as it may be to the 
European and American powers now estab­
lished on this continent or in its islands; 
time will -show whether its Japanese au­
thors can realize it.”

Jim hav­
ing some lawsuits on hand could not go un­

show the white man. Skookum Jim is a 
Canadian horn, and -his right name is Jim 
Mason, his father having kept a small trad­
ing poet at Taglsh years ago. He is very 
proud of being a Canadian, and when he 
gets a little hilarious he emphasizes the 
fact very strongly.

STEERING A STRAIGHT COURSE.

The earnest determination of the Gov­
ernment to stand by its pledges to 
do all in its power to place the Provin­
cial financed upon a sound basis, which 
was indicated by (the Bills it introduced 
dealing with the various sources of rev­
enue, has been manifested very plainly 
by its course during the passage of the 
Assessment Act. Probably no Bill is 
more calculated to arouse antagonism 
and hostile criticism than one of such a 
character. It* inevitably touches the 
pockets of the people, and the morè" im­
partial and general its provisions, the 
larger the circle from which such op­
position arises. While an Opposition 
finds in such a measure abundant ammu­
nition available for its purposes, even 
the supporters of the Government are 
frequently placed in an embarrassing po­
sition by the demands of their constitu­
ents that their particular interests shall 
be very tenderly treated if not entire­
ly exempted from any new burdens. 
But in such matters only one standard 
of conduct should be held—that the gen­
eral interests of the country must be 
kept in view and all particular, all in­
dividual claims or preferences be subor­
dinated to them. If such a course be 
strictly adhered to, there is little doubt 
that the results aimed at will be at- 
aiued and the legislation secured be 
found to be of such ‘a character as will 
redound ito the benefit of the commu­
nity as a whole.

Before the session opened, the Oppo­
sition press was almost unanimous in its 
declarations that the financial -situation 
was such as required extraordinary and 
very radical treatment, and that the 
members of the Opposition in the Legis­
lature would be found willing and anx­
ious *y lend their assistance to the Gov­
ernment in any measures that it might 
propose to that end. The only doubt 
that these writers expressed was as ito 
the sincerity and ability of the Govern­
ment to pursue such a course. Now 
what hive been the facts? The Govern­
ment promptly introduced its financial 
proposals and they were 
as drastic and effective 
the most radical financial reformer could 
desire. .Immediately the Opposition 
newspapers took a new tack;' denounced 
the Government’» proposais as too se­
vere; incited their friends in the House 
■to oppose them and attempted to ridi­
cule the Government as the subject of 
panic and the enemy of every interest, 
of every industry in the Province. To 
their credit be it said the Leader of the 
Opposition and some of his colleagues 
Ignored these unworthy appeals to par­
tisan concern, to factional opposition, 
aud dealt with the Government’s pro­
posals generally in a fair and reasonable 
manner. It is to be hoped that a simi­
lar tine of conduct will characterize 
the course of ;the more thoughtful aud 
capable section of the Opposition, while 
these measures are under consideration. 
The electors are closely watching the 
proceedings and will not fail to note, 
and at the proper time to sternly con­
demn any attempt to depart from eucli 
a course.

Among the measures that have 
seemed to some members of the Opposi­
tion to afford opportunity for successful 
attacks on the Government are those 
dealing, with the lumber industry end 
the taxation of real property. The laws 
dea-liur with the timber resources of the 
Province are notoriously defective as re­
gards their safeguarding the jfublic in­
terests and securing to the Treasury the 
revenue that should properly come irom 
'that valuable Provincial asset. What­
ever pressure is brought to bear on 
the Government whether from friend» 
or opponents with a view to diminish 
the legitimate revenue from that source, 
or prevent legislation necessary to 
achieve that end, must be resisted, and 
every supoprter of the Government must 
loyally assist to attain that result, xne 
same view should be held in regard to 
any proposal to grant special exemptions 
to landowners. At a time when new im­
posts are necessary on every class, on 
every line of industry, it is inconsistent, 
a violation of principle, a piece off class 
legislation, and grotesque in its absurd­
ity to propose to exempt a section of the 
community from contributing its share 
to the revenue. The passage of the ex­
emption of .lands up to 52.500—or to 
any • less amount—after the 
treatment already accorded 
cultural community in the Assessment 
Bill—would afford a not unreasonable 
pretext to many other classes of peo­
ple for similar exemption. While the

OUR FORTY T^FTlH ANNIVER­

From December 11th,*1858, to Decem­
ber 11th, 1903, is a far cry. The forty- 
five years tcomprised in the intervening 
space, form a period fraught with 
events of great interest and importance 
to our country. When the Colonist be­
gan its weekly round, and became a 
political force the whole of British ter­
ritory on the Pacific, and as far east 
as the western boundary line of Upper 
Canada, was controlled by the Hud­
son’s Bay Company.

It would be unfair to those hardy 
pioneers of civilization to say that the 
company’s rule was unsuited to the 
tastes and requirements of the aborig­
inal inhabitants who then hunted and 
fished for a living along the sea coast 
and rivers and through the .length and 
breadth of the land. The natives knew 
naught of the blessings of constitutional 
government and they cared less. It 
mattered not to them whether Queen or 
Czar was ruler. All they ' asked 
good price aud a steady demand for the 
products of the chase -and net The 
form of government never bothered the 
native tribes. They were entirely in­
different to what was proceeding in the 
world, and so Jong as they were allowed 
to lead the lives of their forefathers led 
they were content.

But the men who came hither in 
1858 to dig for gold aud engage in trade 
were of another stamp. They had been 
born and bred under the influence of 
responsible political institutions. They 
had left the Maritime Provinces and 
the Canadas to hew ouü new homes on 
this promising shore, and had come 
with the expectation of being permit­
ted to take part. in the government of 
the country. Their disappointment 
great when they found that a Crown 
system of government prevailed, under 
which they were taxed without enjoy­
ing the Briton’s privilege of deciding 
who should levy and collect the taxes. 
Discontent was general, and an agita­
tion immediately began for a change. 
After a while this agitation took shape 
and a strong party was organized to 
break down the Crown system and - re­
place it with a popular form of govern­
ment. But the people soon found that 
they needed an organ as well ns a 
leader. The newspapers then printed at 
Victoria were either owned or controlled 
by Americans, who cared little for the 
system so long as they enjoyed the 
patronage of the government.

The fall of 1858 was an import­
ant epoch in the political history of tie 
British Pacific. It was marked by grow­
ing popular discontent aud unrest among 
the colonists. In the emergency a lead­
er was found in Mr. Amor DeCosmos, 
and he provided a newspaper through 
the columns of which were expressed 
the views and aspirations of the disaf­
fected. The first number of the Brit­
ish Colonist made its appearance on the 
11th December. 1858, aud then and 
since it has made its power and in­
fluence felt.

Of the union of the colonies of Brit­
ish Columbia and Vancouver in 1866, 
which insured a single civil list for both 
sections, the Colonist was a firm advo­
cate, and when in 1869. ’70 and ’71 the 
larger question of confederation with 
Canada convulsed the constituencies, the 
Colonist was its foremost advocate. 
With the acceptance of the terms of 
Confederation came a responsible form 
of government, followed shortly by the 
Canadian Pacific railway, the dry dock 
and other public works of vast import­
ance and utility.

With this issue the readers of the 
Colonist have the opportunity presented 
of comparing the Colonist of 45 years 
ago with the Colonist of today, of see­
ing on one side the Old and on the other 
the New. From the comparison they 
will understand how great a tree has 
grown from one small acorn.

When the first paper was issued the 
white population of Victoria was under 
2.0Ô0. and that of the whole province 
about 10.000. There were already two 
papers printed here—the Victoria Gazette 
and the New Westminster Times. It 
was a bold venture to attempt the 
establishment of a third, but the Colo­
nist was needed.

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Mr. W. W. B. Mclnnes quoted from the 
Victoria Times to show that agitation was 
going on in some quarters of the province. 
He believed there would be much more of 
it. He hoped the government would con­
sent to the adjournment of the debate, a 
motion which he thereupon made.

The motion was lost 18 to 2L 
The House rose at 6 p. m. until 8:30 

p. m.
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Mr. Cameron brought the House hack 
to a serious mood by declaring that this 
was no laughing matter to him as a 
merchant. The passage of this bill, he 
believed, would reeul in widespread 
r?m- U was not rignt to tax the mer- 
chants on property they did not own. 
The Eastern provinces of Canada 
now enj'oying remarkable prosperity; the 
manufacturers were at their wits’ end 
to get labor, but British Columbia was 
a sad contrast to that happy condition. 
Capitalists wonld not invest here. This 
assessment act, if passed, would have 
to be repealed sooner or later. He had 
thought it his duty to get up and pro- 
4e*t against this piece of legislation.

The motion was then put aud lost,
15 to 21.
. Mr. Mclnues moved : "All permanent * 
improvements up to the value of fif­
teen hundred dollars ($1,500) made on 
land used for agricultural purposes.”

Hon. Mr. Fulton said the government 
could not accept this amendment. They 
had the interest of the farmer at heart, 
out this was going too far at this junc­
ture. If it were incorporated in the 
bill two-fifths of the farming class 
would be removed from the assessment 
role, and it was inexpedient to do that 
at present. Much of toe governmental 
expenditure was for roads, trails and 
bridges, largely for the benefit of the 
farmers. So far as he could ascertain, 
the farmers were quite prepared to bear 
their fair share of the taxation. He him­
self had prepared an amendment to 
section 5 which provides for the rate 
of taxation, and it was to allow a 
larger rebate than was allowed to the 
ordinary taxpayer. It was proposed to 
allow them 40 per cent, rebate upon 
the amount paid by them as taxes for 
the current year only, if the total does 
not exceed $1,000.

Mr. Mclnnes’ amendment was then 
put and lost, 14 to 19.

Hon. Mr. Fulton's amendment 
then submitted.

Mr. Tanner (Saanich), wanted further 
particulars as to the relief suggested, 
and on learning that it was applicable 
only to farmers who were assessed at 
not more than $1,000, he expressed ac­
tive dissent It would benefit only a 
very few small holders, such as fruit 
growers.

Mr. Evans iCowIchan), also express­
ed dissatisfaction with the proposed 
amendment. He could show the House 
spots where he had used a whole box 
of powder to get out one stump. The 
farmers had a hatter row to hoe than 
a°y other class in the community, and 
they should receive every consideration.

Mr. Munro (Chilliwack), spoke in 
very eloquent terms of the hard lot of 
the settler-farmer, who has to hew Out 
his home from the rugged bush. It was 
almost, in many cases, suicide for those 
cases; and he asked the government to 
give them every assistance.

Hon. Mr. Tatlow said the government 
could not give the farmers any further 
concessions without incurring the charge 
of passing class legislation. He weut 
in detail into the exemptions, which had 
already been granted, and said he had 
'been surprised at the large number of 
farms on this Island, for example, when 
the assessment was from $500 to $800.
To have adopted Mr. Mclnnes’ amend­
ment would have lost to the revenue 
upwards of $40,000. The government 
was doing everything in its power for 
this hard-working and deserving class.

Messrs. Brown and Oliver then ad­
dressed the House on the amendment, 
arguing that it did not go far enough.

The Attorney-General said the gov­
ernment had taken up the matter of spe­
cial exemptions for certain classes, and 
had gone as far as they thought they 
could with fairness to all classes. He 
detailed the advantages which the farm­
er had been granted, aud said they had 
been well provided for. To do more 
would be to deal unfairly by other class­
es. He then quoted the varions ex­
penditures in Saanich and other farm­
ing districts, showing that the expendi­
tures had been very generous as compar­
ed with revenues. In Cowiehan particu­
larly the expenditure considerably ex­
ceeded the revenue. He thought an 
exemption amounting practically to 
$2,000 was quite enough. ’

Mr. Cotton pointed out that Hon. Mr. f 
Fulton’s amendment would save much 
more to the revenue than that of Mr. 
Mclnnes’ and at the same time be much 
more satisfactory to the farmers. He 
regretted that such resolutions as the 
opposition had sought to ornament the 
bill with had been brought in at all. 
Then, as the Attorney-General had 
shown, far from the farmers toiling 
and slaving _fco contribute to the revenue 
of the province, it had been shown that 
it was the people who lived in the cities- 
who contributed to keep them alive. He 
himself was a country member—(laugh­
ter and applause)—and he. therefore, 
conld speak with some authority on this 
subject. He believed the real solution

He some­
times felt, though, that unless the pol­
icy of Hon. Joseph Chamberlain was 
carried out, Canada might someday be 
absorbed by the United States. An 
imperial agreement between the home­
land and the colonies was necessary, 
•aud there should' be material ties be­
tween the colonies as well as sentiment. 
He referred in glowing terms to Hon. 
Joseph Chamberlain and his work, and 
it could now be said that whatever he 
and his colleagues did in the legislature 
it would be for the interest of the prov­
ince and the city.

Rev. W. Baugh Alien sang and Bro."

Hon. iMr. Fulton explained the main 
change was the difference between main 
right-of-way and sidings. It was only 
fair that sidings should come under a 
different rate, and it was proposed to 
leave them at the former rate of $3,000 
per mile. The whole amount of sidings 
in the province-would not amount to a 
very large mileage, and would not bring 
more than about $3,000 or $4,000 alto­
gether.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite interrogated the 
government as to the feeling of the rail­
way companies regarding this measure. 
The other industries taxed had bitterly 
complained, and he was very curious to 
learn whether the railway companies 
were taking their medicine with exem­
plary patience.

TO BE BROKEN UP.
V Fate of Sole Survivor of Famous Coasting 

Fleet. T. E. POOLEY.
November 7th, 1903.

The announcement that the old bark 
Tidal Wave had been turned over to a firm 
of wreckers to be converted into junk was 
lecelved with great interest by the older 
members of the local shipping community. 
The Tidal Wave is the last of a once 
famous fleet of « windjammers, and during 
her thirty-four years’ of service has earned 
more than enough, money to pay for a du­
plication of herself wrought ln gold. Built 
in 1869 the Tidal Wave was one of the 
crack lumber coasters in 1872, a year of 
big freights. The -highest lumber charter 
of that year and probably the highest on 
record, was $37.50 per thousand feet from 
Puget Sound to Callao. In those days the 
Tidal Wave’s smart heels made her particu­
larly valuable. She has gone from San 
Francisco to Port Madison in five days, and 
has made the round trip, going down heav­
ily laden with timber, In twenty^flve days. 
A list of the names of the coasters best 
known In 1872 tells to those familiar with 
the vessels now engaged in the business 
something of the changes the Tidal Wave 
has survived. Of all the fleet her name is 
the only one known to the younger gener­
ation.' The steamships that carried the 
coasting trade in 1872 were: 
flamme, John L. Stephens, Pacific. Idaho 
and Ajax.

and inconsistent with the enhancement 
of our national influence. The policy of 
the ministry has been shown to be in- 
compatible with the progress of the em­
pire and- to be purely domestic and tem* 
ponzing. The diplomacy of the cabinet 
is a failure, and we humbly appeal to 
Your Majesty to review the situation.
Our_ solicitude for the progress 
empire dictates this reply, which repre­
sents the aspirations and expectations 
of the nation.”

It is understood that this reply wag 
adopted at the instance of the president 
of the lower house, aud was a complete 
surprise to the government and its sup- 
porters, who had not time to oppose 
the adoption of the reply, which was 
approved amid a scene of great en­
thusiasm.

U. S. BANKRUPT’S.

Washington, Dec. 7—The report of E. 
C. Brandebnrg, attorney in charge of 
bankruptcy matters in the department 
of justice, shows that 14,308 voluntary 
petitions in bankruptcy were filed 
throughout the United States for the 
year ending September 30, 1903, which 
is more than 2,00 less than were filed 
during any preceding years since the 
enactment of the law on July 1, 1898.

Madrid, Dec. 7.—A law compelling 
men to vote is among the legislation 
which the new cabinet intends to intro­
duce.

case of Hopper vs. Dunsmuir were tak­
en up at 10:30. The first witness called 
was for the party plaintiff.

(Captain Chaplin testified that he had 
married the daughter of Joan Olive 
Dunsmuir in England during June, 
1898. Subsequently, in the same year, 
came to Victoria with his wife, who wit- 
nessed_ on the day previous. When at 
Victoria he met Alexander Dunsmuir 
twice, once at Craigdarroeh, where he 
was introduced by his wife to him.

Mrs. Croft, daughter of the party 
plaintiff, examined by C. A. Bury, testi­
fied as to the number of children in the 
.Dunsmuir family and number now liv­
ing. Witness remembered seeing Alex­
ander Dunsmuir in 1892 at San Fran­
cisco, He took witness out. There 
seemed nothin» peculiar about his man­
ner then. Saw him sometime between 
1892 and 1896, though not much of him 
at any time. Wits ess decided from con­
versations she had with him on these 
occasions that his brain was not clear.

Cross-examined by E. P. Davis, K. C., 
witness based her opinion cn talks with 
Alexander Dunsmuir that he was not 
clear in his head.

'Re-examined by C. A. Bury, witness 
stated that after Alexander Dunsmuir’s 
return from the shooting trip he was in 
much better health. Witness conversed 
with him on several occasions.

Sir Charles Hibbert Tapper, K. C., 
requested the court’s sanction to examine 
Mrs. Joan Olive Dunsmuir at her own 
residence, Craigdarroeh. Application 
granted.

Captain Edward Palmer, on retired 
list, Canadian militia, was called by Sir 
Charles Hibbert Tupper, K. C. Was sec­
retary of the Union Club for some 
years. Knew Alexander Dunsmuir; saw 
him constantly. Saw him every day in 
the club. Habits not abstemious, but 
very free. Alexander Dunsmuir would 
come in the forenoon, 
and sometimes would 
noon. He was generally drinking.

Cross-examined, could no «wear the 
year. Do not think it was anything 
other than liquor that muddled him. 
Could not state whether or not he 
played pyramids, billiards or cards.

Henry Randall Burroughs was called 
by L. P. Duff, K. C.. and testified that 
he had met Alexander Dunsmuir once at 
the Union Club in 1898. Was intro­
duced by a Mr. Bartcn. Witness repre­
sented a certain brand of champagne 
and desired Mr. Dunsmuir’s assistance 
to introduce the brand to California. To 
witness Alexander Dunsmuir seemed to 
be perfectly sober and drank ginger beer 
during luncheon. Opened subject of as­
sistance during luncheon and Alexander 
IDunsmuir did not pay any attention to 
the subject at all.

Cross-examined by E. P. Davis, K. C., 
witness admitted lie was friendly to the 
“other camp” and a particular friend of 
Mrs. Snowdown.

'L. P. Duff, K. C., read a portion of 
examination of discovery of James 
Dunsmuir and -put into evidence two 
documents, viz., the marriage license of 
■Alexander Dunsmuir and Josephine 
Wallace and the wifi of the latter after­
wards Mrs. Alexander Dunsmuir.

The plaintiff was recalled by L. P. 
Duff, K. C., and testified that at the

wtieat duty free, and if they should not 
be able to obtain breadstuffs in that form, 
they will probably accept them in the form 
of flour, and the same may be said of any 
other of our natural products.

If a reciprocity treaty were arranged it 
would naturally be for a specified term of 
years, at the end of which time our forests 
and our fisheries would be ruined, as their 
own have been, and instead of ^eing richer, 
we should be infinitely poorer in national 
resources, without any compensating ad­
vantages. All that glitters is not gold, and 
although a reciprocity treaty may he rep­
resented in an apparently seductive light, 
It will not result in the permanent ad­
vantages which*a union of all the British 
possessions with the Mother Country and 
our flag. I would be very glad If it were 
possible that the people of the United 
States and ourselves could be truly friendly 
as neighbors should be, and if any Ameri­
cans feel inclined to annex themselves to 
Canada and become good citizens, I am sure 
they will be welcome, and there is no rea­
son that they should compare Canada with 
their own country to the disadvantage of 
the former. The writer believes that In 
expressing the above views* he Is in sym­
pathy with a very large majority of the 
Canadian people, and that the party which 
advocates such a policy and presents it in 
its correct light will win in the next Do­
minion election by a large majority."

THE GUN LICENCE QUESTION.
Sir,—Through your kindness I was en­

abled last week to make an. appeal to the 
farming class of Vancouver Island, asking 
that class to support the proposed gun li­
cense. I have now to ask you to permit 
me to appeal to afiother class: Those who 
are not occupiers of farms and who reside 
most of them, in or near the towns. I 
mean merchants, store-keepers, mechanics 
and laborers, etc. I have shot and fished 
ever since I could carry a gun or rod, and 
can sympathize most fully with each and 
every one of those people who desire to 
enjoy fair sport in hours of leisure, few 
and far between with many. Now they are 
generally dependent for their sport on the 
kindness of property-owners, from whom 
they have (or ought to have) obtained leave, 
and of course, upon a fair stock of game 
being maintained. Unless some change is 
made in the state of affairs here, they need 
not count much longer upon either of these 
conditions. " The farmers find feed and har­
borage for thé game;'they hu»e to bear the 
damage done by it to their crops, and 
landless sportsmen depend on their indul­
gence for leave to enter on their land. The 
stock of game depends, of course, very 
much on the legal protection which it re­
ceives ; In the enforcement of close sea­
sons, trespass laws, prosecution of offend­
ers, etc., and upon the farmers being rea­
sonably protected in their rights.

To carry out these objects requires money 
for purposes too numerous to mention, and 
the gun license, small as it is, will help to 
provide money for the protection of the 
game, which provides sport for those in 
question. The license has other uses. It 
affords identification, as the owner has al­
ways to produce It to officers, or to oc­
cupiers of land, etc. No license holder can 
plead Ignorance, as the close seasons appear 
on his license. Gross offence, or abuse, or 
refusal to produce license entails forfeit­
ure. There are other reasons for it, but I 
must not trespass too much on your space.

I would now ask those to whom this ap­
peal is made: Is it too much to ask them 
to pay a dicense fee of $2 or $2.50 a year 
towards a fund to be raised for the purpose 
of providing and maintaining the sport 
which they love so well. There are many 
abuses to be put down with regard to 
slaughter for sale, export, etc. But there 
Is one which applies most nearly to the 
persons to whom I write. Therq are some 
among them who appear to be void of 
either shame or common decency. They 
enter on men’s farms, without asking leave, 
often damaging crop, fences, and by ne­
glecting to close gates; they use their guns 
with so little care as to Injure live stock 
In the line of fire. When they are chal­
lenged of these acts by land-owners, they 
give every sort of abuse, and even, in some 
cases, use threats. Our committee knows 
of, at least, two cases in which occupiers 
were, on their own land, threatened and 
a gun pointed at them. Now, Sir, I am 
quite certain that the people who commit 
these abuses are only a very small minor­
ity of the class, rich or poor, to whom I 
am writing, and that the great majority 
would condemn their acts as heartily as I. 
But these are absolute facts, and if they 
are allowed to continue Will cause farm­
ers to consider the game a curse instead of 
an advantage.

Our object in framing the proposed bill 
has been to stop abuses, and afford protec­
tion, without hardship, to the legitimate 
rights of any person or cla^, and I appeal 
to those to whom _ I write, not to oppose 
but support the gun license, and as many 
of the provisions of the proposed bill as 
they can, consistently, of course, with 
their own private opinions, to hold 
I admit their right as freely as I would
maintain my oXvn. __ _EDWARD MUSGRAVe.
