more to pay. That is, of course, should
there be a hona fide American demand for
English steel rails at tha reduced
duty; but if  through  slack-
ness in railway building there were
no importations of English rails to speak
of, then the price. would not be much
affected. The tendency of the high Amer-
ican duty is to make rails cheap in England;
but were the duty struck off in America
the English price would jump fifsy per cent
higher in a few weeks. The high American
duty is the great cause of cheap steel rails.
And this is of course a very important item
of Canada Pacific railway expenditure.

If the money is secured Toronto among
other cities will benetit by the expenditure.
The indications are that there will be a big
trade with the Northwest done from To-
ronto as a distributing centre. Most of the
traffic, freight and passenger, for the Thun-
der Bay branch will be controlled in To-

THE ONTARIO ASSEMBLY.

4 LENGTHY DEBATE ON THE RIVERS
4AND STREAMS BILL.

— s A

A Division on the Second Reading—The
End Not Near — Previnéial Rights
versus Federal Arregance—The House
Adjourns at Midnight.

The speaker took the chair at 8 p m
yesaterday.

Several bills were read a third time and
some private bills were advanced a stage.

Mr Pardee moved the second reading of
the bill for protecting the publie interest in
rivers, streams and creeks. He said this
bill would be passed as long as it was in the
authority of the legislature. The court of
appeal for Ontario had decided that the old
act passed thirty years ago covered the
whole question, and in that he believed
they were right. The supreme court had
reversed that decision, but it was not final,

There would be an appeal to the privy
¢ounbil,

Nothing showed the weakness of the
opposition’s position more than that they
were trying to induce people to believe that
the decision of the supreme court had
nothing to do with this bill. The sontrol
of the'imptoverients was left im the hands
offthe owner and compensation was made
for the use of theta, Mr Meredith said the
opposition had been misrepresented. He
had never contended that it was not per-
fectly competent for the legislature to
expropriate the property of private persons
if necessary for the public interest. His
party contended that there was no urgent
necessity for this bill, and without that
necessity the opposition could not support
it. - Mr Morris contended that the bill was
one of expropriation. This bill was incon-
sistent with the principles of the reform
party.

Mr Young said the premier of the domin-
ion had disallowed this act again and
again in the face of his own written
deliverances as to the only reasons for
which acts of the legislature should or
ought to be disallowed. He had made a
great encroachment on the rignts of the
province. The merite of the bill were not
the question. The opposition and their
friends were pursuing a course which would
end in the breaking up ot confederation,

Mr Creighton said there should be some
better reasons than were given for the
Fnssing of the bill. If ever there was a
arce in this legislature it was in this rivers
and streams biﬁl.‘

Mr Deroche said the interests of Peter
MeLaren counted for more with the con.
servatives than all the public interests.

Mr Floty had a swamp lot on which there
was $500 worth of timber which he could
not sell because McLaren would not allow
it to pass down his stream, There was a
great deal more timber in the same way
and the courss of the opposition in this
matter would be condemned by the people.

Mr Lees gave some particulars in regard
to the biil from a local standpoint and sup-
ported the opposjtion.

Mr Caldwell went into the local matters
in reply to Mr Lees, saying that if he had
ne right to speak becamse he was the
nephew of the Mr Caldwell Mr Lees should
not because he was the father-in.law of Mr
McLaren. The improvements had been
carefully valued by practical men and
fifteen per cent added and then they
amounted to less than $15,000. It was
not in regard to this stream alone that the
question as to rights was arising. When
the men were imprisoned the people in the
neighbourhood turned out and ran the logs
down themselves. They knew all about
it and that showed what the feeling was.

Mr Broder drew attention to the differ-
ence between estimates of the cost of the
works, Sworn evidence was to the effect
that the cost was $250,000, while others put
it at $15,000.

Mr Sinclair said that in his constitnency
it was represented that the bill was passed
to please Mr Caldwell, M P P, nephew of
the Caldwell. If all the lumbermen were
like Mr McLaren the opposition would not
dare to act as theydid. But lumbermen
generally helped each other in every way.
The dominion government passed an act
precisely similar to the ®atario act for the
Northwest territories.

Mr White said if the stream was naviga-
ble the province had no jurisdiction. (A
voice-—Is this the only stream in the prov-
ince ?——Laughter.)

Mr White—If Mr McLaren had built a
canal through his own land it was arbitrary
for them to take it from him as they aid by
this bill. ‘

Mr Meredith charged that the govern.
ment had not observed their promise to
appoint a fair number of the sommissioners
from among the conservatives; that they
were all appointed for party purposes ; that
they were active politicians, and that they
used their power unscrupulously to support
the government. It was a slander on the
municipal bodies generally to suppose that
they ceuld not administer the law better
than the central government. He moved
that the license commissioners shou'd no
longer be appointed by the government,
but that they should be appointed by the
municipal councils.

Mr Frayer pointed out the inconsistency
of the conservatives and their leader Mr
Meredith. It was the conservatives under
the lead of Sir John Macdonald who first
took from municipalities the power of grant-
ing licenses, He took it from the cities.
The resolntion passed by their convention
was condemned by the largest religious
body in the province—the methodists—and
the Crooke’s act approved as the best On-
tario had ever had. He ridiculed the idea
of a tory who acted at Sir John’s bidding
undertaking to teach the liberal party what
its duty was in any c'rcamstances Mr
Lauder moved the adjournment of the de-
bate. Mr Meredith made a fierce reply to
Mr Frayer, whom Le had often interrupted,
saying he had been misrepresented. The
amendment was negatived by 26 for and 49
against,

HER MISSION 10 FRANCE AND BER
RETURN TO LONDON.

o

The Duclerc Ministry still in Power—
Propoesed Expulsion of the Orleams
Provinces—Sonsational Scene at the
Paris Railway Station. :

Lonpox,Jan24—The ex-Empress Eugenie
has started for Paris from London. A eor-
respondent telegraphs that it is hard to say
whether this in consequence of a direct
intimation from the French government, or
whether it is due to the persuasion of friends,
all of whom were grieved by her imprudent
action, Her coming was the restilt of no
deeply laid scheme,  After hearing of the
arrest of Napoleon she telegraphed to
Poucher that she' was coming with some
attendants, and she asked to have the same
rooms as those occupied by her husband in
1848. This last was the only point of any
political significance in the whole affair, and
but for it the statement of her friends, that
she was called to Paris to consult an oculist,
would have been credited. During her stay
liere she saw but few of the leading people,

A Paris despatch says: A crol:ﬁ assem-
bled at the Hotel Du Rhene to witness the
departure of Eugenie, and greeted her with
marks of sympathy. A private m
was conveyed to her by the Gnnd.s:g:
Constantine from President Grevy, to the
effect that her presence in Paris was not
desirable.

PARIs, Jan 24—A cabinet council was
held this morning. The ministry haye not
resigned.

Duclere, Fallieres, Deves and Billot held
a conference this afternoen with the com-
mittee on bills relative to the gquestion of
the expulsion of the princes.

It issaid the Empress Eungenie recom-
mended Prince Jerome to formally renounce
his claims as heir of the Bonapartes in
favor of Prince Victor, and so seal the union
of the imperialist party and conform to the
testament of the prince imperial.

DAVIIT, HEALY, QUINN.

The Trio Ordered to Find Sureties for
Their Good Behavior—Election of the
Editor of United Ireland.

DusLiN, Jan 24—In the court to-day
Davitt, Healy and Quinn were charged
with inziting to lawlessness, and were
ordered to find suretiss for their good be-
havior or go to prison for six months. A
week’s time was allowed them to decide.

The chief justice in giving judgement in
the case of Davitt, Healy and Quinn, held
that the language of the defeudants was
distinctly seditious and an incitement te
civil war. Judge Lawson added that he
never read more blasphemous language than
that of Davitt. Davitt and Healey were
required to find sureties £1,000 each and
two each of £500 and Quinn one in

We are living under a cumbersome and

expenéive system, a system that was foisted
on us at confederation, and which some
people have got it into their heads ought
not to be altered or improved. The two
great politieal parties seem committed to a
policy ‘of non-intervention,  The task
remains for the new national party to come
out boldly in favor of simplification, in
favor of economy, in favor of the removal
of all abuses,

We have the public accounts of the pro-
vince of Outario for the year 1882 in hand
and wpurposo taking some of the state.
ments therein as good evidence of the

" costliness of our system, and of the need
there is for reform. And before commenc-
ing we are compelled to say that if the
accounts were put together in better shape
those who have to criticise them might
find lighter labor. We do not say that
any attempt has been made to hide items,
but it takes a good deal of searching
before all the facts are elicited.

We propose beginning at government
house, that large and roomy structure
fronting on King, Simcoe and Wellington
streets, and fenced in by an immense
wooden palmg. We have the highest
respeat for the official who makes it his
headquarters, but we have no love for the
unnecessary and extravagant burden that is
put on this province to maintain it.

In the neighboring union the state gov-
ernors get much smaller salaries than do
eur lieutenant governors ; yet the former
find their own houses and maintain them ;
here we are forced to do both. The govers
nor gets a salary of $10,000 a year from the
federal government.  But besides this the
province has to foot the following bills ;

BUSINESS OLERKS AND GOVERNMENT
OLERKS.

The applicants for appointment in the
civil service at Ottawa are always numerous,
for the reason that the ‘work™is very light
and the pay is certain and more than what
is to be got elsewhere. The number of
applicants might become. less if a fair day’s
work was apportioned to civil service
clerks, and the solicitations for appoint-
ment in that event would be a source of
less trouble to ministers, If a business man
contracted to perform the clerical duties
that are done in the different departments
at Ottawa, there is no doubt he would mot
employ more than half the number of ser.
vauts that are now employed by the governs
ment. One would almost suppose the
government considered its servants a set of
invalids, requiring them to do only six
hours work a day, and that work being dcne
at snail’s pace. The idea of a public official
sweating himself with labor of any kind is
beyond our imagination, and 'for him to
work after hours it would be intolerable,
Yet bank clerks are at their wits’ end dur-
ing banking hours, and they have several
hours work to perform before the bank is
opened and after it is shut. Thege wmen
are supposed to earn _their wages,
and to do so they have to work.
The clerks in business houses have to adapt
themselves to the nature of their employers’
businesses. They work six, eight, ten and
twelve hours a day, and do not think
themselves overworked, even though many
of them have to do night-work in addition
at busy seasons. The activity of a clerk in
private business forms the strongest contrast
possible to the sluggish, indifferent manner
in which a civil servant proceeds to perform
his duties. The truth is the average
Ottawa clerk does not know what hard
work is. We are of course speaking in
general terms, for there are many of the
officials at Ottawa who take an ‘futerest in
their work and do think they should do
something in return for their monthly salar-
ies; but the rule is for the public official to
doas little as he possibly can, The indi.
vidual, however, is not so much to blame as
the system. If the service were properly
managed the men might be induced to take
an interest in their work, and a little spirit
might be inspired into them. Good honest
work bringslife and intellectual activity to
a man, while indolence and indifference
leads to mischief and actually shortens
existence through ennui.  In justice to the
men who enter the publie 8ervice,” and out
of consideration of the people’s purse, the
government should transform the depart.
ments into thorough business houses, with
energetic businesslike clerks.

DEPAR'MENTAL GOVERNMENT.

A correspondent argues in another col.
uma in fayor of deparimental goveinment,
that is a system somewhat similar to that
which obtains in the state governments
across the line.

66, say the poplar houss three years and
hesenate five years. or even the one for

| two nd the other for four years, upon a

voting basis of nearly universal suffrage.
All persons paying incomes should vote ; all
who own real estate and are assessed, men:
and women, should vote. A governor
should be elected for each province for the
period foF ‘which the scnate is elected,. or,
if no senate exists, for four years, with a
veto power; and departmental officers
should be nominated by the governor and
sanctioned by the joint vote of the legis-
latures—or the legislature, if only one—to

hold office during the life of the legislature
only,
l{oderate salaries should be given and
efficient ofticers named, giving the best of
security, that is for those entrusted with
monies. The  government should be as
much as possible decentralized, so far as the
appointment to many offices now in f:he
gift of the government is concerned. For
instance, clerks and bailiffs of division
courts and many other local officers should
be voted for by the townships to hold office
for fixed periods—say four years at most.
School matters should be in the hands of
an efficient superintendent, and common
schools for the whole people should prevail,
doing away with separate schools, which _I
am told even many catholics dislike. This
superintendent should be nominated by a
joint vote of the legislatures on the nomina-
tion of the governor. (I zllude to the pro-
vincial governments.) The dominion gov-
ernment should be under the departmental
system, and in place of thirteen ministers
seven would do with assistants,

This is only' a synopsis of a general kind,
a puggestion thrown out. By this system
an end would be put to a section or faction
of the people like the Rom:an catholics in
Ontario dictating the policy of a large
majority of the people threatening deser-
tion from one side to the other, according as
their religious or sectional interests might
be subserved. Isthere any doubt just now
in. Ontario what would be the result of the
coming Ontario elections if the Roman
catholic people were, as a body, to vote with
the tory party and take sides against the
popular voice as to the boundary award ?
Thus = the protestant people—tory and
reformers—being divided, the leaders of the
catholic party, be they priests or laymen,
are really the masters of the si‘mation,
And what, let me add, is there to divide
protestants in Oatario ?  How 'many of
either party, tory and reformers, hold office
or can, under any circumstances, do so?
and why should they listen to th&”tricks
and office-seeking appeals of either tery or re-
f rmleaders ? Why should not some patriotic
protestant—an independent man—Ilead both
parties and throw the Roman catholic party
on their own resources? [ don’t say this
because [ wish any party to act unjustly to
them, but this should and will, sooner or
later, be done if the Roman catholics per-
sist in standing aloof, ready for a
party bid. The Roman -catholic people
should become homogeneous, mingle
as voters with the general protestant public
and sheir. priests should be told to mind
only spiritual things. If christianity in its
purity, Christ in his emphatic sayings,
teaches anything, it is that his true follow-
ers are (as-priests I mean) to mind spiritual
not secular things. The suspicions of thefpub-
lic as to the interference of catholic priests in
school matters, separate schools especially,
and partly in protestant school matters are
everywhere aroused. The like suspicion of
the undue interierence of Mr Fraser in the
Mowat administration also exists, It is
oply endured because just now the over-
shadowing juestions of the Ontario boun-
dary award and provincial rights are to be
settled by us as a province. We will not
-and must not allow the boundaries of this
province to be curtailed or its rights as to
legislation circumscribed by the great polit-
ical Mephistophilesat Ottawa. He too has a
machine down there—composed of Roman
catholic Quebec conservatives, elected by
the influence of the Roman catholic priests
of that province'®alled blene—ready at his
bidding, or rather making him to act un-
justly towards Ontario. What makes Sir
John A Macdonald act as he does to Oatario
and the Northwest ? The bieus of Quebec
wish to cripple Ontario, and to make the
Northwest policy work in favor of Quebec
interests; Hence we saw this Lower Canada
machine last June support Sir John in
spoiling Ontario by his gerrymander act,
Hence we saw the machine support him in
his veto power and in all his syndieate act
movementa,

1t is the interest of the party machine in
Quebec to act in oue way, and of the like
iachine in Ontario to act in another way,
yet all the time in the interests of Roman
catholic -secret wire-pullers, either lay or
clerisal,

In Ontario, Sir John manages to hood-
wink his orange friends to support Quebec
bleus, and in Quebec reformers are quiet
at the rule of those whose religion they dis-
like. Among the Americans, south and
north, they will not endure separate schools,
General Grant said some years ago they
vever would or should exist in the United
States. Hence north and south their
common schools are open, free and uatouched
by priestly fingers, - Departmental govern-
ment would go & great way to do away in
these British provinces with clerical inter-
terence.  The great Louis Joseph Papineau
of 1837 was in favor of this kind of govern-
ment, and would not, whilst he respected
the rights of the Roman church in Lower
Canada in all its reasonable rights, allow it
t» dictate to him in political matters, Sir
John A Macdonald has been the tool of the
church in that province in all his political
exigencies, At last even the sturdy
Scotch / agitator, George Brown, yielded
the separate school privilege to it, and was
the author in 1871 of the Catholic league
with O'Donuohoe and others in Ontario,
What is called in these provinces ‘“‘respon-
sible government” has its many evils, The
ministries are in the various legislatures
and these intrigue with politicians about
offices for themse)ves and their friends, and
appoint themselves to offices, as is seen
often in Ontario and Ottawa, to the injury
of public interests. In a departmental
system that would not be 80, for the execu.
tive officers would be out of the house and
would hold their offices for stated periods,
They would Jook to the people, if clected by
them, or if nominated by the governor and
elected by a joint vote of the legislature,
would at least merely attend to the duties
of their offices. I know there are exzep-
tions in the American states; yet frequently
appeals to the people are wholesome checks.
Anyone who watches the course of political
events in Quebec can see that the govern-
ments there are the worse kinds of cabals—
full of cerruption and intrigues, mixed up
too oftemr with priestly Roman catholic-
interferences.

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An Old Landmark lel‘g Removed — A

Visit to the O01d Cells—Where Lount |
and Matthews were Imprisoned—The
Secene of Eight Executions—An Old
Resident Interviewed—Fifty Years Ago
on Toronto Sireet.

The march of mammon and the brick and
mortar of the present day combine to hide
many an interesting relic of the past. The
world of to-day is intensely practical—the
present occupies its mind ; the past is rele.
gated to a corner of its memory. Among
the busy throng of pedestrians that [daily
tread Toronto street, it is probable that but
very few are aware that they are walk-
ing over historic ground, Nearly seventy
years ago a group of governmental and
judicial dignitories, in addition to a bevy
of interested spectators, might have been
seen standing on the southeast corner of
Toronto and Court streets. With silver
trowel in hand, the leading magnate of the
day lail the corner stone of

‘‘ THE JAIL FOR THE HOME DISTRICT,”

and deposited within the receptaclej an
assortment of sovereigng and other coins of
the realm, In due time, at a cost of £3800,
what was then a palatial pile of red brick

’| adorned muddy York. To-day its skeleton

only remains, and in a short time even the
skeleton will be destroyed.

Desiring to rescue some facts connected
with the old landmark before they became

The architect had evidently an eye to their
security, judging from the width of wall
where an aperture had been, made; indeed
their mode of construetion must have
caused a complete sacrifice of health and
comfort.

The upper flats were hardly’ recognizable
by my friend. He well remembered when
every floor had its quota of brick-walled
cells, the windows being protected by heavy
iron bars, but since that time the merchant
and lawyer have taken the place of the
convict. Reaching the sidewalk on Toronio
street, the surroundings of the jail daring
the period of the rebellion were pointed out
to me. At that time the bmnilding stood
back about ten feet from the sidewalk, the
space being enclosed by a high picket, In
this enclosure several hangings took place
—as many as cight éonviets having been
executed,

“Do you remember any of them?”’ I
asked the old gentleman.

““Yes, one in particular. I was quite
young at the time, but ‘can recall the affair
to mind. I stood ona wagon on Toronto
street and saw the man ied te the scaffold,
but when he fell through the trap witha
sickening thud I fainted away and did not
get over the sight for years,”

The principal victims of the executioner
under. the regime of the authorities of the
old jail were Samuel Lount and William
Matthews, who, it will be remembered,
took an active part in the rebellion of
1£37-38, Although no less than 8000 pe-
titioned for their pardon, Attorney-General
Hagerman replied that *‘public justice re-

uired, and the peace of the country ren-
gered it necessary that some of the most
guilty offenders should be executed.” They
were accordingly hanged on April 1, 1838
a number of other political prisoners then
under sentence of death, witnessing the
execution of their comrades from the
jail windows, a fate which they them-
selves fully expected, The indignation
of the people, however, was raised to such
a pitch over the ‘4judicial maurder,” as
Lindsay terms it, of Lount and Matthews,
that Sir George Arthur issued a proclam -
tion in which “‘after a careful consideration
of the charges advenced against those per-
sons who have been imprisoned in the jail
of the home district, charged with haviag
been implicated in the rebellion, and after
anxiouslyjweighing the circumstancesof each
ease, he extended pardon and forbearance
to many, who will in consequence be still
suffered to continue inhabitants of the col
ony.” One of the papers of the day thought
“‘it would now be nothing short of murder
to hang any more, unless indeed the arch-
fiend John Rolﬁ)h and his tiger-monkey

The proceeds of the sale of the old jail
property in Berkeley street—some $20,000
—still remains untouched by the county.
The present court house building inAdelaide
street is the sole property of the county,
although the city pays two-thirds of its
maintenance. The county is now willing to
dispese of this pro%n{, which is probably
worth $70,000. ith the latter sum and
the $20,000 from the sale of the old jail it
would be easily enabled to contribute its
share to the new building without spend-
ing a cent, The county is only in favor of
erecting a building to cost from $200,000 to
$250,000. This was manifested in the
clause of the qvnnd jury’s 'Ftesentment to
Chief Justice Wilson on Tuesday. It is
well known, however, that the future
requirements of the populous county of
York and the rising, enterf)rmng and
prosperous city of Toronto will be of such
a nature that a building costing a very much
larger sum will be necessary.

In referemce to the site of the proposed
building it might be mentioned that the
county council a few years ago applied to
the legislature for the exclusive right to
select a site for 2 new court house when-
ever it became finally decided that one was
to be built. The city, however, interfered
and had a prevision inserted that they were
to have an equal say, and in case a satisfac-
tory agreement could not be arrived at, it
was to be referred to the county judge for
final selection. The city is thus invested
with equal power in selecting the site. Had
the matter been left solely to the county
council, that ingenious body might have
erected the new ceurt house in Hog’s Hol-
low.

The county will also take very particular
care that not one inch of the new building
will be alloted for city purposes.

Mathematical and Physical Society.

At the meeting of the Mathematical and
Physical society on Tuesday evening, Mr
T G Campbell read a paper on *‘Specific
Heat,” explaining the hypotheses on which
the study rests, and criticising their correct-
ness. He then demonstrated the different
methods of determining the specific heats of
liquids and solids, exhibited and explained
the machines employed, and gave the results
of some experiments made in the labora-
tory. Mr G I Riddell followed with an
interesting discussion on ‘‘Molecules,” He
compared the modern theories respecting
the divisibility of matter with those
advanced several centuries ago, and
showed preponderance  of  evi-
dence in favor of those advanced
in the later stages of science. The magni-
tudes, actions and velocities of molecules
were discussed at some length, and their
relations to the sciences, as chemistry, heat,

etc., explained. This  was supple-
mented by an experiment illustrat-
ing the rapid movement of mole-

cules in air and gas, The mathematical
theory of their action was shown to agree
very closely with that based on experiment.

Not Liable for the Nee.
