Cheap Trips to the West.
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N ROEDE4CON FARRAWS LECTURE
ON BROWRING.

BY B, W. PHIPPS,

The good presence and fair elocution of
worthy lecturer were marred, to me, by
the lecture being read, Others may differ;
but I had always rather hear a worse
lecture impromptu, then s better from
paper. One would think that the English
pen wasabout, in all important utterances,
to supersede the English tongue, so con-
tinually do congressmen, members of
parlisment, ministers, lecturers, read their
statements to & more or less applauding
orowd. Surely, it is not too much to ask
that, with the paraphernalia of study now
afforded free in all directions, those who
would instract us be &s capable as those of
s less cultured age, snd give us, as did
others before them, something worth
hearing on the spur of the moment,

Last night, however, thers was more
than usual reason to appland, for though
the words were read, they were so well
chosen, so often eloquent, as to be fully
worth the hearifig. But with the opinions
advanced I do not agree, _The lecturer
appeared to consider Browning the equal,
nay, sometimes the superior, of those
generally regarded as greater poets, and
endeavored, apparently, to impress on our
minde the ides that we, and indeed the
world generally, had been rather blind to
the merits of the poet in question, till his
kindly hand should remove the scales
from our clouded vision, and enable us to
sce the merits of Browning’s verse as they
actually exist. :

Now, with all deferente to the excel.
lent lecturer, whose works many of us
have perused with admiration before to~
day. I am not disposed to lgre‘ with
him in his estima ‘e of our non-appreciation.
I would suggest that the $rue reason for
the inferlor estimation snd infrequent
reading of the author in question is simply
that he is, compared to others in English
literature, an inferior |poet. And 1 will
add that his inferiority is owing, it seems
to me, to two causcs, one of which is
native to himself, the other less so,

I would suggest that our great poets,
Shakespeare, Byron and Scott, not to
make the list too long, snd to select those
whose works are in class of subjeot most
similar, lived at stirring epochs, in the
midst of soldiers who had fought in many
lands, sailors who had traversed unknown
seas, statesmen whose lives bad been
perilous and changesble beyond what we
can imagine in this our quiet governmental
day, common people of many provinces of
strong , provincialisms — characters all
clearcut, dissimilar, unique. With all of
these  poets mingled, from all they
copied and drew. They gave, and were
enabled to give, characters such as none
had previously given, such as none, since
or before, it woyld seem fo me, have
equalled, or hav cﬁprowhod.

But the epoch, the opportunity, the
copy living to their hand would have
nothing availed if these and other remarke
able men had not possessed ubility to seize
the traits of character,to combine them with
lgeubh parrative, and to hand down the
pictures, life-like for evermore, gems in
the cabinets of those and future days. And
now we mnear the point, and I must en=
deavor, in my poor way, here to lexplain
the difference between such writers as
these, and the one discussed in last night’s
lecture,

In Browning you will find no battle-piece
which so fires the mind as_do those of
Scott; no description of nature—of storm,
calm or scenery—so effective in exociting
the imagination as those of Byron; no plot]
which will so arouse interest as those of
Shakespeare, The characters Jimned by
Browning have not impressed themselves
on the popular mind, Those of the three
first mentioned form a well<known gallery;
our acquaintances are there. They seem
interwoven with our minds, and a part of
ourselves, Those of Browning are nothing
of the sort. Why Is this? Simply thas
the public have not adopted them among
the children of their fancy, because they
were mnos so painted that they could
believe in them, They were not sufficiently
lifeslike, .

Browning, I think, formed characters
too much from imagination alone; the
others based their imagination on men and
women wi'hin their own experience.
Then, in Browning there. is indeed a

| story told in good English, but it is not
| the English of continual and beaatiful
| imagery—an

imagery always distinct
as truthful—which has been given us by
his greater rivals. In all I have mentioned,
indeed, their clearnees, the ease with
which their meaning is apprehended, is
their great and oentipual charm, The
pages of Browning are the distinct oppo~
site, They sre often dull, tame and
didactios for lack of imagery, and when
imagery is introduced it is often ineffec
tive for lack of clearness,

It is no siighs error to suppose the mass
of .the public inefficient critios because
they are mot capable writers. We shall
all understana this, perhaps, if we remem-
ber how well, when young, we could ap-

preciate the characters, the conversations | w7 A N'T

in our favorite works, long before we
would have ventured to write a line of
riticism, The public view is sharp, for its
eyes are many. Tristram Shandy was at
once caught up and eagerly read. Scott
and Byron, snd many another, took the
public heart by storm. Coningsby was at
once popular; Lothair never. Locksley
Hall was immediately appreciated—Queen
Mary as soon disapproved,

There is, perhaps, a ruder, yet not less
oertajn, method of judging—that is, by the
amount of quotaions and catch words
appropriated. From the others we take
many; our dialect is full of the gems we
borrow irem the classic cabinets; but from
Browning we have obtained very few, if
indeed any at all,

The inferit¥ity of Browning to thore
others is this, in short, that living in an
age more quiet, he has given us no charac-
ters as lively; that, not gifted with that
enius which, as the lightning flash, makes
all clearly visible, his light, far lesser,
leaves confusion and shadow even when
lack of distinotness is fatal to force; that,
peither in picturing of scene, in limning of
oharacter, or in choice and variety of
expression, does he approach their success,
His writings pour indeéd a voluminous
flood, and it may for obscurity be cailed a
muddy one; but the sediment bears little
intermingled gold, and the public,
finding its scarcity, care mnot to seek
closely for more.
