Three
others of the arrested men have been identi-
fled as among the assassins. The actual mur-
derers are recognized as merely hired bravos
or men who acted under orders from head-
quarters. Hennessy is the last of his family,
all of whom have died with their boots on
while id Pelice service. His father, who was
on General Weitzel's staff during the war,
became afterwards a noted detective in New
Orlean , where he was assassinated in 1877,
His cousin, Mike Hennessy, with whom he
was a partner for years, was assassinated in
Holpswn, Tex., of which he was chief of
ice.
Antonio Scaffidy, identified as one of the
assassins, was shot and mortally wounded
to-day in the parish prision by Thomas H.
Duffy. Daffy is 28 years old and is married.
Duffy said that if the Italian died he was
willing to bang. He remarked, ‘‘Ionly wish
there were about 75 more men like me.”
More than fifty arrests have been made of
parties believed to be implicated in the .as-
sassination of Chief Hennessy and to-day
another Italian, Pedro Natal, wasidentified as
one of the murderers.

The second report of the Municipal Com-
mittee was presented by Mr., John Arm-
strong. The report directed attention to
several alleged breaches on the part of con-
tractors of the 15 cent per hour bylaw. It
was stated that Contractors Booth, Van
Vliack and Burns & McCormack had paid
their men under 15 cents. The matter was
referred to and investigated by & sub-com-
mittee of the Board of Works. The case of
Burns & McCormack was a matter for the
Waterworks Committee to investigate. The
sub-committee, however, agreed that the two
cases brought before them were proven, and
that they would racommend the City En-
gineer to instruct the inspectors in future to
see that men working for contractors on cor-

ration work receive the amount provided

y the bylaw.

A deputation of workmen connected with
the Gas Company waited on the committee
and complained that if the electric light
were to supersede gas many of their com-
rades would be discharged for want of em-
ployment. They were informed that the
matter would be enquired into. Upon en-
quiry it was found that those discharged from
the (3as Company would be engaged by the
Electric Light Company. It was also ascer-
tained by figures that better light could be
obtained and a saving of $14,000 per year to
the city be secured by dispemsing with a cer-
tain number of gas lamps and substitutiu
electric light. On the whole the prop!
change was approved of.

The reclamation of Ashbridge’s Bay by
the city rather than by a private eompany
was recommended. The report was ndp&)&ed.

The report of the Committee on Educa-
tion recommended that the application for
transfer pf a license from Jarvis-street to St.
Mark’s Ward be refused, where it would be
in close proximity to St, Helen's separate
school. *If license commissioners do not
show backbone enough,” the report con-
tinued, ‘‘to resist the intrigues of party heel-
ers assisted by Trustees O'Connor and Burns
in spite of the just fromts of the clergy and
a large majority of parents and children at-
tending the school, they will leave themselves
open to condemnation. The committee also
ecommended the free school books scheme,”

THE FAILURE

In every country where death
is the penalty attaching to the
crime of murder--every mur-
der proves the failure of that
penalty. Moreover, the aiffi-
culty of conviction is increased
where death is the ))enalty.
Upon the advocates of Capital
Punishment the burden of
proof Is cast to show that its
abolition . would be attended
with an increase of the crime
of murder. In 1869 when the
auestlon was before the British

arliament it “was shown by
statistics beyond a daubt that
in every country where Carltal
Punishment had been abolish-
ed the.crime of murder had not
increased. To affirmthatsuch

people innocent can only be
madeon the ground of assump-
tion--not proof. Civilized man-
kind do not refrain from crime
for fear of the penalties which
crime entalils, but because they
are a law unto themselves and
prefer the right for its own
sake. External restraint must
cease when internal or subjec~
tive restraint becomes domi-
nant.. When the. honest. man
cannot get an honest living he
rearns for the quietus of death.

s there now more sheep-steal-
ing and more forgery because
death is no longer the barbar-
ous penalty’ with which those
crimes are punished? Certain-
ly not. Why were public exe-
cutions abolished? Simply be-
cause they were revolting and
demoralizing in their influence
and tendency. Are the reports
of private executions any the
and demoraliz-
Ing? Not atall. They are even
worse. They reflect the cruel
instincts of society more than
they do those of the unfortu-
nate victim whom the law has
put out ‘of existence. Itis not
necessary for the State to be-
come murderer in orderto pro-
tect society from the/convicted
murderer. The State cannot
perform that deadly role with-
out injury toits moral charac-
ter. Inhumanity on the part of
the State is the worst form of
crime, and now we are having
it on this continent with a ven-
geance in McKinley Bills and
