The court held that the
onus was on the - druggist tc prove that the
sales were according tolaw, when the entries
were 80 kept, but beld. that no conviction
should have been made, and quashed the
conviction without costs. <

Sims v. Connolly,—This was an appeal by
the plaintiff from the judgment of Chief
Justice Armour, who tried the action at
Kingston. The plaintiff is the widow of one
Simms, & stone-cutter,)” at the time of his

Reg. v. Gurr.—A motion to guasha con-
viction by the police magistrate of the city
of Toronto for bredch of a city cab bylaw,
The defendant is a cab driver in the employ
of . one Charles Brown, a licensed livery
stable keeper. The defendant is bimself a
licensed hveriedriver but not alicensed cab
driver, there being two separate bylaws of
the police commissioners of the city regulat-
ing liveries and cabs respectively. The . of-
fence charged is that Gurr solicited persons
landing on Milloy’s- wharf in Toronto to use
his cab without having first provided him-
solf with a cab driver’s license, as required
by .the cab bylaw, it  being - con-
tended that his livery license gives
him no right to stand in a public place and
solicit fares, but,®in: fact, only extends to
certain defined livery premises. For the
defendant it is contended that the livery
license does not name any specific place at
which horses are to be kept; and that as
Brownis the-lessee of a part ot the wharf in
question, he and his employes are not pre-
cluded by suy bylaw from soliciting -fares
in that place. The questionat issue is, there-
the right of & icensed liveryman to ex-
tend his business by opening brauches with-
out taking out a new license for each.

The court dismissed the application with
costs, holding that a livery stable license was
not broad enough to permit the ruoning of

cabs.

Howland v. Dominion Bank.—An appeal
by the plaintiffs, W. H. Howland & Co,,
from the order of Mr. Justice Street, aflirm-
ing an order. of the muster in coamvers
setting aside the renewal of a writ of sum-
mons. The writ was issued in 1887 and re-
pnewed in 1888, 1880 and 1890. The actiou
was against the defendant Mrs, Cannon, as

—4 | administratrix, and against the defendants

the Dominion Bank as creditors ‘of the estate
of one Cannon, deckased, the plaintiffs, who
are also creditors, claiming that the estaie
wag insolvent and that tue bank bad. re-
ceived more than its pro rata share of the
assets, ' The defendants allege that the plain-
tiffs obtained the first two remewals by
reason of ‘the fact that another action, in
which the same issues were raised,* was
pending, in the Suprewme Court, and
the eéxpediency of < pro-
céeding with this action until the decision of
the Supreme Court had been given. This
judgment was delivered in July, 1889, and
nine moentns later the last renewal was al-
lowed by the master in chambers. The
master afterwards set aside the renewal on
tbeground that reasonable efforts bad mot
been made to serve the bank, and on appeal
Mr. Justice Street aftirnied tins order. ‘I'ne
plaintiffs claim that if the renewal be set
aside they wili have been misled into the
loss of the action, a8 they niight otherwise
have served the writ under the previous re-
newal,which was undisputed, and the statute
of limitation$ now operates as a bar 1o & new
action. 1'he court atfirmed the order of Mr.
Justice Street and dismissed the appeal with
