\iuclll or municipal authority or otherwise, un-
less the place and mode of the proposed crossing,
intersection or junction or union are first appro-
ved by the Railway Committee, ete.”

From the above you wili see that we have
nothing todo with, uor are we responsible for,
your action in the matter you refer to.. It is no
gom of the duty of the Grand Trunk Railway

mpany to aid you in evading or violating the
plain letter of the statute. .

The city,
on the other hand, asserts that the clause of
the Railway Act quoted was passed in 1892,
subsequent to the ratification of the agree- .|
ment between’the city and the Railway Com-
pany, and that. it, the city, is not responsible
for legislation subsequent to the transfer.
Again, the jurisdiction of the Railway
Committee is disputed inm this case because I
the crossings referred to were in existence
betore the clause was passed by Parliament; |
1f these contentions are allowed to take their
own time for settlement it is hard to specu-
lafe when the -electric service may be re-
sumed. The street railway people have
written a letter to the city suggesting b way
out of the difficulty for the time being. #1ln
this suggestion the city is to. be . the appli-
eant for permission to cross the Grand Trunk
tracks, this being done on the understanding
that the application is not to be used in any
way against the company or prejudice their
position with the Railway Committee, or
their claim that-the city must  provide - the
right of way at their own expense.’ The
City Solicitor says it will not prejudice the
city in any way ‘if an attemptis made to
effect such temporary settlement. If it is
possible for the Mayor and Solicitor to patch
up the diflicuity, the citizens will look - to
them for immediate relief, and will expect it
from them. .
