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FIFTEENTH YEAR
CHINESE GARBISON IN A FUNK

J4PAN PREPARING TO ATTACKTHE
STRONGHOLD OF WEI-HAI-WEIL,

Extraordinary Preparations Being Made
to Defend It on Land and Sea- Japan-
ese Ports to Be Bombarded-—-Fearful
Mortality Among the Troops-Humilia-
tion of China Japan's Ambition.

* London, Aug. 19.—The Shanghai corre-
respondent of the Central News gives in
to-day’s despatches a gloomy v'\ew. .o‘l
affairs at Wei-Hai-Wei, the fortified
eity on the Shantung promontory. There
is little doubt that the Japanese intend
to attack this Chinese stronghold sl'xort-
ly despite the tradition of the Chinese
that the place is Txhregnnble. The
lights along the promontory have been
extinguished and the buoys have been
removed, and the Chinese are constantly
adding to the defence by laying tor-
pedoes and submnrine_minos. Neverthe-
less on three successive nights in the
last week the Japancse torpedo boats
have entercd the harbor and recpnnmtred
the forts. The ervews of the Chinese. tor-
pedo boats, which lie.in the harbor, had
no inkling of the nearness of the enemy
until the Japanese vessels were léaving.
The Wei-Hai-Wei forts then opeped fire,
but it was too late to accomplish any-
thing.

The success of these thrée Japanese ex-
seditiom; has greatly shaken the confi-

ence of the army in the impl:?ﬂnf_l-blllt)‘
of Wei-Hai-Wei. The supposition is that
the Japanese are preparing for a com-
bined land and sea attack on the stmng‘i
hold. The garrison is being increase
to meet such an attack, and heavy guns
are being added to the artillery in the
interior line of defence.

Foreigners Fired Upon. !

The foreigners who are employe'd in the
Wei-Hai-Wei  arsenal are leaving »th:;

lace. Nearly all the Englishmen an

cotchmen have gone, and within & few
days only natives are likely to be }eft
in the shops. The geehug against
foreigners is running high among the
military of the city. The soldiers have
fired several times upon the foreigners
who were leaving the shops, and have
been checked only with difficulty by their
officers. All the foreigners are reprogch-
ed and insulted as they depart. None
of them have been wounded as yet, but
their escape has been due almost sgle]y
to the strenuoms efforts of the officers
who have been charged with _respons\bll-
ity for their safety. The m&m'Jupauese
squadron has been sighted again in the
Gulf of Pechili. Natives of seaports
bave been forbidden to use “Japanese
coins. N

Chinese Fire on An Ambulance.

The Daily Telegraph says: It is stated
on high authority that in the rqcent com-
bats near Seoul the Chinese fired upon
a Japunese ambulance carying men who
wore the Geneva cross. They killed &
doctor and some. hospital attendants.

But the death rate is very much higher
among the Chinese,”

Chinese in Japan Assured of Safety.

The Minister of State for Home and
Foreign Affairs despatched telegrams on
the 27th ult. to local Governors to as-
sure the Chinese living in their respective
jurisdictions that even in case war should
be declaed ainst China their safety
shall receive the attention of the Japan-
ese Government. f'he Chinese Govern-
ment will ‘take steps for the safety of the
Japanese subjects resident in China. The
Chinese consulate at Yokohama has been
placed in the custody of the American
Consul, the Chinese Ministe and Consuis
having left Japan for home.

The British gunboat Iltis, the French
gunboat Lion, the Russian gunboat
Mandjour, the United States shi];s Balti-
more and Monocacy and three Japanese
men-of-war were at Chemulpo on the
20th ult.

The Imperial ordinance is to the effect
that all Japanese subjects, with the ex-
ception of civil and military officers and
pesons commissioned by the Government,
are prohibited from proceeding to Coréa
without Government permission. Vari-
ous rumors are circulated about the di-
vorced Queen. It is said that she is
now under the protection of thé British
Consul-Geneal, while another story says
that she is hiding herself somewhere in
the vicinity of Nam San.

Japan Must Command the Sea.

The Japan Mail says: “ Now that
fizhting has commenced between China
and Japan, we may expect that events
will move rapidly. There has been an
assured belief in Pekin that European
powers would never allow the situation
to reach a belligerent stage. And in
confidence of that belief China has been
allowing herseli to talk very large, but
Japan cannot possibly consent to any
settlement that leaves China exultant.
The heart of this country is in the strugz-
Zle. Its honor is thoroughly involved.
Every efiort should be made to ecripple
or destroy the Chinege navy. Command
of the sea would mean for Japad the
h‘berty to carry out without molesta-
tion her scheme of reformt in Corea. It
is not necessary for her to strike any
blow at the heart of China. Her pro-
Zram/ we think, should be to secure her-
self in Corea, leaving to the Chinese the
task of driving her out. Such a task is
wholly beyond their strength.

Japan Issuaing a Domestie Loan.

Washington, Aug. 19.—The Japanese
Legatlog here has received a cablegram
announcing that the Government of Ja-
pan has resolved to issue a.domestic loan
of $50,000,000, The cablegram states that
people in all parts of the country are
eagerly subscribing to the loan.

Britain Watching -Her Shipyards.

London, Aug. 19. — Government officers
have gone aboard another vessel in the
Tyne because they were convinced that she
was  fitting for service in the Chinese-
Japanese war. The work on the vessel has
Lbeen pushed with the greatest haste since
the declaration of war, and recently ma-
terials of war have been placed sboard her.
As far as can be ascertained neither
China nor.Japan ordered the vessel. It is
thought that she may be fitting merely for
speculative purposes, her owners intending
to offer. her to.China or Japan after get-
ting away from Engli%‘wstera. Despite

e

the presence of the offfagrs work on the
vessel has not been stopped. More seizures
of vessels are expected. The steamer
Alaska, which China bought before the war
from the Thames Iron Co., lies in the
Thames. She is an armor-clad; carrying ra-
pid-firing guns. She is understood to be
shipping her crew.

A despatch from Vienna says that 20,000
Mannlicher rifles made in Austria have
been shipped to China.

Torpedo Cateher Built for China Seized.
London, Aug. 19.—The Government has
ordered the customs officers at New-«
castle to seize, under the Foreign Enlist-
ment Act, a torpedo-catcher built at
the Elswick works on China’s order and
to detain the vessel until she shall have
been condemned and released by process
of law. °
Homeward, Bound to Fight.

New York, Aug. 20.—Last night a num-
ber of Japanese officers left the Grand
Central Depot at 7 o'clock, bound . for
Vancouver. At 9.16 p. m. four carloads
of Chinamen left the same depot, bound
for Shanghai® At Vancouver Japanese
and Chinamen will embark on the same
steamer, the Empress of Japan, Aug. 27.
fI‘he,v are homeward bound to take part
in the fight between China and Japan.

To Fight Their Country’s Battles.

Three young Japs passed through To-
ronto last night on their way to their
native country. They declared their
intention of entering the military ser-
vice in order to fight the Chinese. They
all spoke fairly good English, having
been engaged in business in New York
for the past few years.

THR SHENATE'S WORK IS FINISHED
And the House Only Awaits Cleveland’s
Action on the Tariff.

Washington, Aug. 19 - There s gond
reason to believe thut the week that opens
to-morrow will see the close of the ses-
sion of Congress, The work of the Senate
is practically finished. After Monday it
is likely that the Senate will meet for a
short time daily, and then adjourn, pending
the reception of the Tariff bill.’ l'nth
it is known just when to expect this mea-
sure from the President it is not likely
that a joint resolution fixing a day for
adjournment wiil be introduced. In the
meantime there will be an effort to pass
the House bill to repeal all laws author-
izing. a rebate of the internal revenue tax
on aleohol usoed in the arts.

There is nothing: for the House to do,
apparently but to wait for the action of
the President upon the tariff and sundry
civil appropriat bills, and then adjourn.
The Committee on Rules .-has notified
chairmen of committees applying for a day
on which to .consider business reported
from them that no more allotments of time
will be made.

The bill reported by a Conference Com-
mittee, and agreed to by the Senate, pro-
hibiting the immigration of Anarchsts, will
probably go over until next session.

UNIQUE WOMEN’S SUFFRAGB BILL
INTRODUOBD BY SIR O, DILKE.

Harcourt Not Expected to Lead the Com-
mons Next Session —Continued Dis~
sensions in the Liberal Party and Its
Defeat Looked Forward to on Reas-
sembling of the House,

London, Aug. 18.—Although Parliament
will not rise for a week all interest in
the proceedings is dying out. The party
debates are ended, and only the annual
supplies necessary for the expenses of the
administration are left to be voted.

Sir William Harcourt, Chancellor of the
Exchequer and leader of the House of
Commons, will start on Tuesday for a
long tour of the Continent. It is doubt-
ful whether he ever again will appear
at the head of thg Liberal commissioners.
When Parliament shall reassemble in the
middle of January another will prob-
ably be found in his place, for the breach
between him and Lord Rosebery is known
to havh widened rapidly in the last few
weeks. They had been at odds for years
before the last Gladstone Cabinet was
formed, and justsbefore Mr. Gladstone’s
retirement had come to dislike each other
rancorously. The insecurity of the
Government immediately after Mr. Glad-
stone’s withdrawal forced them to patch
up a truce and speak flatteringly of each
other in public. As soon as they felt
the Ministry firm in the saddle, however,
they dropped all superfluous courtesy, and
now neither one ever alludes to the other
in public.

Outside . this personal feud, moreover,
all ia not peace and harmony. The Radi-
cals have complained frequently in the
Commons that Sir Willlam Harcourt has
not given sufficient time for the discus-
sion of their pet schemes. To these
complaints the invariable reply has been:
“If you are not. pleased with me you
can easily remove me.”

Gladstone Hints at Returning to Parlia-
ment,

Mr. Gladstoxd% has referred in private
letters recently to the improvement of
his general health, his eyesight and his
hearing, and has spoken as il he might
soon resume public speaking. These
utterances have encouraged the beliel in
some quarters that the old man might
return to Parliament and rescue his
party irom its predicament. Thig is un-
likely, yet should he give more delinite
signs of his willingness to return he
would be received by. the Liberals with
open arms. The present .leaders are
leaders in name onfy. They excite no
enthusiasm. P

If the Tenants Bill Is Rejeeted Againi

When the Evicted Tenants’ bill s,a}l
reappear in Parliament next session’ it
will have been greatly broadened so -as
to include most of the recommendations
made by the Irish Land Committee. II
the House of Lords throw it out again
Lord Rosebery will dissolve Parliament
at onece and appeal to the country to
settle the whole guestion of the Upper
House’s existence.

Welsh Members Suspicious.

The Government has promised that the
Evieted Tenants' bill shall run its ¢ourse
concurrently with the Welsh Disestablish-
ment bill. This promise doed not satisfy
some of the Welsh members, and they
are out once more with threats of dire
vengeance in case the Ministers do not
come up more promptly to the Welsh de-
mands. David Lloyd \George, the belli-
gerent Welsh Nationalist, who sits for
Carnarvon district, thinks that the GO\"'
ernment will again break faith with Ahm
countrymen, and that a general election
must be held before the Church in Wales
can be disestablished.

Labor Members Sore.

The Government’s uncertain attitude to-
ward the Welsh and the Welshmen's sus-
picious attitude toward the Government
form one of the most serious' problems to
be faced by the Liberal party at the
opening of the next session. A Govern-
ment defeat may be the issue of the situ-
ation almost any day after the business
of the session begins. The rejectio.n.of
the compulsory Eight Hour provision
for miners has complicated matters in
the House. It was due to the opposition
of several Liberals and their action will
be charged on the account against the
Liberal party. The friction between the
Labor members and the big Liberal capi-
talists in the Commons will @n-
crease rapidly in consequence of the vote,
and the labor voters will refusq to make
common cause with the Liberals against
the Unionists. The three-cornered con-
test will result in the end in the loss
of several Liberal seats.

British Exporters and the U.S. Tariff.

British exporters are much pleased with
the settlement of the tariff question in
Washington. Although they are not ju-
bilant over the contents of the Gorman
bill schedules, they say that anything,
even the McKinley tariff was far prefer-
able to the continued uncertainty of the
situation., Many traders express the
opinion through the newspapers that the
evil effects of the McKinley Act upon the
Uuited Kingdom have been greatly over-
stated. The shrinage of DBritish ex-
ports in the first six months of 1.894
equalled the shrinkage of the previous
four years. The former was due to the
fact that the traders were working from
hand to mouth, ordering only what they
immediately required, and thus re-
maining in a. position to profit
from any remission of the du-
ties. Most persons in the American ex-
port’ trade think that there will be no
further chauges in the American tariif for
two or three years, The English free trad-
ers arzue, however, that putting wool on
the free list will ensure ultimately igr-
ther progress towards a revenue tariff.
The farmers, who have nothing now to
zain from continued protection, they, say,
will be converted by the free wool ob-
ject/ lesson to the cause of tariff reform.
To Make Women Eligible for the Com-

momns.

Sir Charles Dilke, Radical, has intro-
duced in Parliament a remarkable Wo-
man’s Suffrage bill. His proposal is that
any woman of full age, whether married
or single, shall be permitted to vote, or
to be a candidate in any parliamentary
or local election. A woman duly elect-
ed, he proposes, shall be allowed to sit
in either the House of Lords or the House
of Commons. The bill provides for uni-
versal adult suffragze, but exc).udes the
universities from their present privileges.
Emanating, as it does, from the mind of
an experienced and able politician, the
billMs rezarded as one of the most pecu-
liar products of the session.

Investigating the Gothenburg System.

Dr. Gould;- whom the United States De-
partment of Labor deputed to inquire
into the Scandinavian system of licens-
ing the liquor trade, will prepare a
digest of his report for the bemefit of
English readers. Jéseph Chamberlain,
leader of the Liberal Unionists in the
Commons, has been greatly interested in
Dr. Gould’s investigation.

Wedding in the Prince’s Set.

The betrothal of Miss Muriel Wil‘?n
and Lord Willoughby De Eresby as
announced this week., Miss Wilson is a
daunghter of the Tranby Croft Wilsons,
at whose house the celebrated baccarat
scandal was born. Like the Wilsons,
Lord Willoughby De Eresby belongs to
that social group known as the “Prince
of Wales’ set.”
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MANY INCENDIARY FIRES.

The Torch Applied in Several i.unber
Yards—Destructive Blaze at Bay
and Melinda-Streets.

a carpenter shop, J. H. Ames, merchant
tailor, and George Bunker, office sup-
plies. The dense volumes of smoke could
be seen from nll parts of the city, and
an enormous crowd soon ga.thelr_ed to
witness the fight of 90 minutes which the
firemen bad with the flames.

The place was a complete wreck, the
sheds and outbuildings in connection with
the lumber yard falling a prey to the
flames as well. Ferguson’s loss will be
$2000. Ames lost everything, what the
flames spared being destroyed by water.
Loss $1500, fully insured. Bunker loses
$300. The buildings were the property
of Mr. Goodball, Woodbridge; loss
$3000. .

The watchman had left the premises
only hall an hour before the fire was
discovered, and thinks he was watched
by the incendiaries.

BRITAIN EUCHRED BY FRANCE

IN IWO ADVANTAGEOUS TRBATIES
WITH AFRICAN POWRRS.

The “Wasp’s Waist,” Which Gave England
a Straightaway Path Through Africa, Is
Lost—Congo Free State Will Not Now
Cede the Territory—Possibility of Mili-
tary Collisions Considerably Increased:

New York, Aug. 19.—George W. Small-
ey cables from London to The. Tribune:

French diplomacy, which probably
means M. Hanotatix, the new broom at
the Foreign Office, has achieved two
rather notable exploits, the treaty with
Liberia and the treaty with the Congo
Fred State. Both treaties are lonZ steps
in that long French march in Africa
upon which she entered when she seized
Algiers. Her appetite grows by what
it feeds on, and her present ambition, if
you believe the journals of London and
Paris, which for once agzree, is nothing
less than & vast African empire from
the Mediterranean to the Comngo.

The treaty with Liberia is a de-
limitation treaty and something more.
France cedes a little territory of no
value to her, obtaining in exchange ter-
ritory which is of importance to her both
politically and commercially. She iso-
lates Sierra Leone or nearly so. She
gets the Cavalry River, which she covet-
ed because French geographets have a
theory that this river somewhere meets
or joins the Upper Niger, and so will
give themy a river route for that trade
from the interior which they always be-
lieve they can establish and almost never
do. Lastly they think they have an-
noyed England, which is the ultimate
political object of much French diplomacy
and of M. Hanotaux most of all.

““The Wasp's Waist” Lost to Britain.
This meritorious object is attained
much more fully by the treaty with the
Congo Free State. Whether England
knew of the negotiations before they
were completed seems uncertain. She
knows of them now, and knows that her
too famous Anglo-Congoese convention
lies in ruins, One part she ceded rather
obsequiously to the German Emperor.
The only other remaining part for which
she greatly cared is wrenched from her
by France. She wanted a buffer state
between the left bank of the Upper Nile
and the French Soudan, and has obtain-
it, as she thought, the
Free State agreeing
that humble but useful
office, French pressure at Brussels and
elsewhere has brought about a change
of mind. The*' Free State retires, and
biuds herself not to take ovex nor to oc-
cupy the teritory assigned to her. It
looks as if France preferred her African
empire to march with that of England,
and the possibility of futue collisions be-
tween French and English troops, acci-
dental or otherwise, is considerably in-
creased, Be that as it may, a fresh dip-
lomatic humiliation is imposed upon
England, and the Quaj d’Orsay has proved
gtﬁe“tmore than a match for Downing

Two Killed in a Congo State Battle.

~ WHY SHOULD CANADA OBJECT ?

Commentinz on an article in The
World on the question of déepening the
St.Lawrence Canals for ocean-going ships.
The Shareholder of Montreal says the
people of Canada will scarcely, support
any scheme of canal improvement which
chanzes the ownership of the canals or
allows a foreign nation to become &
partner in them. Surely an objection on
this score should not originate on the
part of Canada. The United States can
much more reasonably object to spend-
inz money in improving the waterways
of & foreizn country than Canpada can
in receiving American money for this
purpose. If the United States should de-
cide to assist this country in enlarging
the St. Lawrence route, which is really
an international hizghway, what they
would receive in return would be a per-
petual rizht of way for their vessels
over the waterways, on the same terms
and conditions as would apply to Cana-
dian vessels. There is a treaty in ex-
istence’ to-day under which the vessels of
the two countries enjoy exactly the same
privilezes in ihe St. Lawrence Canals.
The proposed international improvement
would merely involve the makinz per-
petual of a treaty that at the present
time can be abrozat&d by either side on
giving the proper notice. Those who will
object’ to the international aspect of the
case will .do so principally because of
the possibility of war between the two
countries, and of the supposed advant-
age that the United States will enjoy
throuzh having access to our canals.
In the event of war the United States
would use our Canals, as far as they could
or desired, whether they had an inter-
est in them or not. Might is right in
war times, and if we built a twenty-
foot waterway entirely with our own
money the Americans would respect it
no more than if they were part propriet-
ors. Sojthere is little force in the arzu-
ment based on the war aspect of the
question. Indeed, the argument works
the other way.. If the people of the
United' States invest fifty millions. in the
St. Lawrence Canals they will be less
liable' to destroy these canals than under
present conditions. The international
character of the proposed work is a guar-
antee of peace between the two countries
as well as a perpetual benefit to both.

The proposal involves, as far as we can
see, none of the objectionable features
that characterized the Commercial Union
or Unrestricted Reeiprocity - proposals.
Each country would retain ite identity
and autonomy as completely as at pre-
sent. In uging the canals the Americans
would injure us in no way. On the con-
trary, we would be largely benefited by
reason of their trade passinz before
our doors. Monteral and all Canada
would enjoy the low ocean rates that
are said to be available at New York
by reason of the large amount of ship-
ping done at that port. Montreal would
become at once a city of continental im-
portance, as much by reason of American
as Canadian shipping. No part of Canada
has the same reason for objecting to
the project that the Atlantic cities of
the United Btates have. The American
trunk railways and such cities as New
York and Boston will protest in most
emphatic terms against any project that
will -take trade away from them and
divert it to another, especially to’ a for-
eign channel. We might with as much
reason object to giving foreigners a per-
petual right to come to this country to
spend their money as to deny the people
of the United States the right of divert-
ing their’ shipping through Canada.
When the question becomes a living po-
litical issue, if it ever reaches that stage,
it will be a contest between Canada and
the Western States on one side and the
trunk railways and the Atlantic seaboard
cities on the other, with the arguments
nearly all in favor of the former.

The problem is not a gigantic one,
Canada has already committed itself to
enlarging the canals in question from
nine to fourteen feet. It would be &
smaller undertaking for the two coun-
tries to increase the depth from fourteen
to twenty than for Canada alone to en-
large them to fourteen feet. By using
modern and powerful machinery the work
will be done for considerably less than
is generally supposed it will take, and
the work could be done rapidly, too.
From the very day it may be decided
on Canada would begin to experience a
wonderful impetus.

During the construction of the work
millions of money would be spent
every year 1n Canada, pnd on
the completion of the work we
would immediately begin 4o . profit
by the new conditipn of things. Pre-
paratory to the opening of the enlarged
canals the ship-building industry would
be kept busy turning out vessels adapted
to the altered conditions. So that as far
as Canada at least is concerned we would
not have to wait years. before reaping
the actual benefits of the undertaking.

If the two countries look at the gues-
tion in a reasonable way some agreement
securing the rights of each country can
be easily devised, and th enecessary funds
can be readily obtained. The deepened
canals ought to prove of so much econ-
omy in the transportation of freight as
to enable the collecting of sufficient tolls
to pay the interest on the cost of the
work. The St. Lawrence Ship Canal
ought to pay a dividend just like the
Suer Canal. If each country will guar-
antee a three per cent. dividend on a
proportion of the pecessary funds, to be
agreed upon, the capital of the world will
be available for the undertaking. One way
to float the scheme would be the organi-
gation of a regular company, like the
Suez Capal Company, with the right to
charge tolls up to a certain amount. Any
deficiency necessary to pay & three per
cent. dividend would be met by the two
countries interested. :

@et & glimpse of the true inwardness of
life on the Island, Take yesterday, for
instance; 'There was a marked contrast
between \ the formal pluz-hatted re-
spectability that reigned in the city
and the sans-souci, nezlige state of al-
fairs that characterized life on the Is-
land, Fancy & Sherbourne-street resi-
dent tumbling out of bed, and, still col-
larless and in his shirt sleeves, makinZ
a circuit round the block pending the
summons to breakfast! ~ The neighbors
would attribute such an antic to a de-
rangement of intellect, and set it down
as a symptom of advaneing paresis.
Or imagine the head of a St. George-
street family emerging from his residence
at church time arrayed in sweater, duck
trousers and Tam‘o’-Shanter headgear!
Formal respectability, would get a shock
from which it would never recover. Yet
that’s the way they go to church on the
Isjand, On Sunday, the (head of the
family is home all the day, and so are
thd sons and sons-in-law, and other num-
erous relatives that go to make up, the
typical Island household. Sunday is @&
day looked forward to with no little
pleasure by those who work in the city
the remaining six days of the week. It
is the presence of this class especially
that causes such a dolce far niente spirit
to pervade the entire sandbar on Sunday.
They bave a church on the Island, but
as it ean accommodate only, five per
cent. of the residents, it may be stated
with a beldness bezotten of certainty
that the Islanders are not ‘excessive
churchgoers. The man who passes Sun-
day on the Island doesn’t think seriously
about anything. He is like & child
whose powers of observation are limited
to the  things immediately, Within
range of his ocular horizon.
The  Islander thinks only of  the
weather, the sun, the sand, the water,
his boat and his three square meals. The
greatest effort of the day: is when he
fingers the plaintive mandolin or war-
bles & lullaby. True it is he paddles a
canoe at times, but when we remember
that an ounce of coal will movet & ton
of freight a mile on water, we may be
sure it is no great effort for a young
man who has eaten 12 ounces of steak
for breakfast to manipulate a canoe that
was built for two in and about the
placid lagoons. No, indeed. These people
who pass Sunday on the Island do
nothing but recreate themselves the
livelong day. If they have worked hard
during the week, the fresh lake air sends
them to sleep like a top. They lose all
idea of time as they lie upon the .sand.
Nothing passes through their brain ex-
cept the bare idea of consciousness. They
are genuine lotus-eaters, wishing the sun
would never go down.

Quite different is the state of affairs
in the ecity. Cribbed, cabined and con-
fined, as is the average citizen on his
20-foot lot, he finds little opportunity
for taking ' the recreation his nature
longs for. The physical surroundings are
the sole causes of the difference in the
way the citizen and the Islander passes
the Sunday. Give the resident of St.
John’s Ward the freedom of a cottage
on the Island for the day, and he will
amuse himself in true sans souci style.

In a Saturday paper is an illustration
of Mr. S. H. Blake, his family and friends,
a score of them, as they appear at their
summer resort on the St. Lawrence. Mr.
.Blnke passes a month or two every sum-
mer at this retreat. The day at Murray
Bay is spent much in the same way as
at the Msland here, only the means for
recreation in the true sense of the word
are more effective by the sea than
near the crowded city., The “‘unanimous”
press will not be slow to see that The
World in stating these facts is producing
an argument in favor of running the
cars on Sunday. Those who oppose a
Sunday service admit by their own acts
and by their silence that the way in which
Sunday was spent on the Island yester-
day was a rational, innocent way to pass
the day. That arch opponent of the' lib-
erties of the people, Mr. S. H. Blake,
admits it is a rational and common
sense way of spending the Sunday, be-
cause he and a score of relatives pass
the day after this fashion at Murray
Bay., The Bishop of Tororto lives at the
Island, and passes the Sunday about the
same as the rest of the Islanders. He
has no complaint to make from the pul-
pit as to the Island Sunday. Nd one, in
fact, denounces the way the' day is spent
on the sand bar, yet this same Mr. Blake
votes against the workingmen of Toron-
to being allowed to pass the Sunday
somewhat after the fashion of thosé who
have money to rent an Island cottage
or to take a month’s vacation on the St.
Lawrence. The cars cannot afford the
citizen the same comfort and recreation
that an Island cottage can, but they can
take him to the park, where he'can pass
the day much more pleasantly than in
the stuffy streets of the city,

If Mr. Blake had an income of $10 &a
week we wonder how he would view the
Sunday car question ‘then. Mr. DBlake
couldn’t go to Murray Bay in that event,
and yet Mr. Blake would fecl 4he need-of
recreation much more if he had to work 10
hours a day for $10f a week than he does
when working six hours a day for $300 a
week, If anyone interfered with Mr.
Blake’s liberty on Sunday under such con-
ditions we fancy Mr. Blake would bite
his lips till the blood came. &

see that they are the dupes of Mr. Blake,
D. J. Macdonnell and other so-called
humanitarians. These gentlemen preach
a morbid and ascetic religion, which they
do not follow themselves. If the peo-
ple act wisely they will follow, not the
doctrines, but the every-day life of Mr.
Blake. If they act wisely they will
spend their Sundays in the same way
that Mr. Blake and his twenty relatives
spent yesterday, and in some such way
as the Lotus-Eaters on the Island passed
the day. They are fools to allow the
people who have money to go to the sea
to prevent them from using the cars to
get as far as High Park. The péople
who voted against Sunday cars must by
this time see .that they have made a
mistake, and a big one.

“SEE, LOUISE, 'M DEAD.”’
William Vogel’s Last Words to the Woman
He Had Shot.

Nee York, Aug. 19.—William H. Vogel,
32 years old, a son of the big Harlem
clothier, shot his mistress and then kill-
ed himselt at No. 183 One Hundred and
Thirty-third-street. Three , shots were
fired at the woman, one of which took
effect just above the left hip and entered
the abdomen, causing a wound which
will probably prove fatal. The name of
the woman is Louise B. Bartlett, and
her home is said to be in Boston., She is
a handsome young woman about 82 years
old and a blonde.

After shooting his mistress young Vogel
turned the revolver towards himself and
fired & shot into his right side. Then,
changing the revolver
hand to his left, he sent a ball crashing
through his left side in the neighborhood
of the heart. He was standing by the
bed at the time. As he fired the second
shot he said: “See, Louise, I'm dead.”
His body swayed from side to side for
an instant, and then young Vogel fell
crosswise upon the bed dead.

It is known that this is the ‘third or
fourth attempt he has made upon her
life. He threatened to shoot her last
night in the same room, and onte before
at least while they were stopping at &
hotel in Chicago. Vogel was a married
man, but it is said that his wife recent-
ly obtained a divorce from him.

SWINDLED OUT OF $1500.
The Circus Sharks Capture a Good-Sized
Gudgeon in Quebec.

Quebec, Aug. 19.—The fakirs following
Cook & Whitby’s circus have been catch-
ing suckers wholesale in Quebec Pro-
vince.

SHIPLOWD OF COL OIL BURNED:

Worst Riverside Fire New York Has Had
In Ten Years — Started From
Spontaneous Combustion.

New York, Aug. 19.—The full-rigged ship,
General Knox of Thomaston, Maine, Wwith
8 cargo of general merchandise, including
the most inflammable materials, burned al-
most to the water’s edge at her dock, foot
of Maiden-lane, early this morning. 'The
loss is expected to reach $200,000.

The General Knox arrived from ILiver-
pool July 20, snd tied up at Pier 19, where
she received the balance of her ecargo
whieh her agents, Sutton & Co., are con-
signing to the companion firm of Sutton
& Bee in San Francisco. She was to
sail Sept. 1, and for the past two weeks
the stevedores have been busy filling her
huge hold with_kerosene.

The cargo was loaded with the utmost
care, the men only working while the day-
thi l1asted. Not a light had been used
about the ship up to 7.16 o’clock last
night, when the hatches were battened down
and the men stopped work. At 3.16 this
morning Captain Libbey discovered the fire.
The firemen promptly responded, and had
a stream of water turned into the hold of
the burning ship before five minutes had
elapsed.

1t was 10 o’clock before the fire - was
gotten under control, and then all that
remained of the once stately ship was &
charred and blackened hull. The firemen
gay it was the worst riverside blaze they
have had to contend with for 10 years.

A CAR OF OIL EXPLODES,

Train Wreek and Fire Near Buffalo—One
Man Burned and $75,000 Damage
Done, >

Buffale, N.Y., Aug. 18.—A freight train
on the New York Central broke in two
at 5 o’clock this morning in Cheektowa-
ga, about a mile from the city line. It
cousisted of 68 cars, half of which con-
tained oil. The two parts of the train
came together with terrific force, and one
of the oil cars exploded. The other oil
cars caught fire, and there was a series
of tremendous explosions. Twenty cars
were totally destroyed. T. J. Snyder,
brakeman, was badly burned. All four
of Central’s tracks are blocked. N. Y.
Central’s loss will be $75,000.

4000 TONS OF HAY BURNRED

In a Gananogue Fire Said To Be Started
By Tramps.

Gananoque, Aug. 18. — About 4 o’clock
this morning the store sheds belonging to
the Rathbun Company, and contents, were
totally destroyed by fire. The shed was
situated close to the Gananoque Junction
of the G. T. R. The cause of the fire is
unknown, but it is suspected to have
been started by tramps, /as the building
was supported on posts, and & quantity of
hay around it afforded a convenient rest-
ing place for such as are driven by ne-
cessity to seek shelter. Four thousand
tons of hay alone were stored in the shed,
belonging to W. H. Britton & Co., hay
dealers. It was insured in the Waterloo
for $1000 and in the Perth Mutual for
$2000.

It cannot be sscertained whether the
building was insured or not.

THE REDS TO TAKE REVENGE

By Removing the Authors of the Anti-
Anarchist Laws.

Paris, Aug. 18. — The Figaro professes
to have special information as regards
the plans of the Spanish Anarchists who
formed the plot to kill President Dupuy.
All members of the Barcelona group, it
says, have been sworn to discourage hap-
hazard outrages against society, and to
devote themselves to the destruction of
the authors of the new laws against An-
archists. Dupuy was pelected to be the
first victim. The Figaro says the leaders
in the Barcelona conspiracy have been ar-
rested.

Premier Dupuy’s stomach trouble has
grown steadily worse in the last 48 hours.
He suffers severe pain and is very weak.

8t. Petersburg, Aug. 18,—Admiral Raz-
vosoff, in command of the naval forces at
Cronstadt, has been shot and killed by
a discharged employe, who fired u him
with a revolver while he was dmMving
from his office. The assassin then blew
out his own brains,

Catholle Schools In Kansas City Abandoned

Kansas City, Kas., Aug. 18. — The Cath-
olic priests of this city have recommended
to Bishop Fink, that the parochial schools
here tbe abandoned, and the pupils, about
1000 in number, take advantage of their
rights under the law to attend the Public
schools. The movement is in retaliation on
thé Board of Education for dismissal, as
the Catholics claim, of their teachers in
the Public schools.

Rev. %Jonn is well known as a thor-
ough schplar, intimately acquainted with all
the details of the college.

Again, the Rev. Prof. Clarke would
make any college widely popular, especial-
1y 1f his attention were devoted to the chair
of English, thus conferring a great bene-
fit on our Canadian youth, who are to be
scattered as leaders of thought throughout
the country. There i§ no more popular scho-
lar in Canads to-day than the Rev. Prof.
Clarke.

We must remember that this plan of
rushing to England for men to occupy pro-
minent positions ought not to prevail any
longer, and is injurious to the church. Ex-
perience proves that we canunot expect Eng-
lishmen will invariably remain in Canada
any length of time.

The recent appointment of Mr. Robert-
son of the Junction High School to a chair
in Torontc University was a step in the
right direction. The highest offices of the
latter university, including the presidency,
have always been filled by our Canadian
men.

1 therefore sincerely hope that every
member of the corporation of Trinity
will weigh well his responsibility n  ap-
pointing the right man.

There was a lot of crowd-
ing in the rush to the first turn, from
which the riders of Restraint and Aurelian
were to blame, Ramapo being the princi-
pal sufferer, as in the massing he was
knocked back from second to last place.

ARIFY LEGISLATION ENDED

‘BUX THR BILL MUST BE RBPEALED
O AMENDED,

The Senate Resolves to Close Down on
Tarif Tinkering—-Mr. Sherman Rises
to Remark that $0 or 60 Amendments
Must Be Made—The Bill Does Not Re~
move Defects in the McKinley Bill.

' Washington, D. C.,, Aug. 18.—A vote
was taken in the Senate to-day on the
Murphy resolution, declaring that there
should be no further tariff legislation
this session. Mnrpb{’n resolution carried
by 25 to 16.

The resolution of Mr. Harris (Dem.),
Tenn., providing for the appointment of
Senator Waite (Dem.), Cal., as a member
of « the Finance Committee, in place of
the late Senator Vance, was laid before
the Senate and agreed to without a
division.

Mr. Murphy’s resolution opposing fur-
ther tariff legislation was taken up,
and Mr. Murphy offered a substitute,
briefly saying that it was the sense of
the Senate that no further tariff legis-
lation should be enaé¢ted, and that Con-
gress should adjourn.

On the amended form of the resolution
the vote stood: Yeas 27, nays 16.

Mr. Lindsay (Dem.), Ky., offered a
resolution, declaring it be the
sense of the Senate that there should be
no adjournment of Congress until a bill

d been passed taking off the duty on
refined or other class of sugar, the im-
portation of which works for the benefit
of the so-called Sugar Trust.

Mr. Sherman made a few remarks to
the effect that the gentlemen who had
charge of the bill while they had it in
thgi? management demonstrated great
ability, tact and judgment, yet they

< nevertheless made three great and
vital mistakes. Who was responsible,
they individually or the party for which
they acted, it was not for him to say.
The first was that they had undertaken
to pass the biM without action of the
Finance Committee. - It had been nomi-
nally referred to that committee, but as
a8 matter of fact the measure was under
charge of gentlemen not connected with
the committee. It was made a purely
party matter with the result that there
were created dissensions in the party such
as were usual only between parties. The
other mistake was in the failure to call in
the Republican members of the Confer-
ence Committee, and at that stage of the
proc-eedings the matter was purely a
factional controversy. Had the Repub-
Heans been called in consultation the
trouble which is now imminent would
not have occurred. Mr. Sherman re-
ferred to.the fact that it was-necessary
to take alcohol for the arts off the free
list in order to preserve the revenue ex-
pected from the liquor schedule, and con-
tinued his remarks in support of the
passage of the bill to remedy that de-
fect which had been passed by the House.

Mr. Sherman notified the Democrats
that this bill would go but a little way
towards curing the defects in the Tariff
bill. It would have to be amended in
40 or 50 places, and in view of this
fact, Mr. Sherman said the best thing
for the Senate to do was to carry out
the purpose of the resolution of the
Senator from New York, go home to
their constituents, find out what was
desirable to be done in that direction
and come back next winter, and either
pass a bill repealing the tariff law or
amend it in 50 or 60 particulars.

Mr. Grey (Dem., Del.) said that what-
ever mistakes might have been made in
the legislation recently accomplished,
one thing could certainly be asserted
with confidence : that never again would
& measure like the McKinley law, a high
protective measure, find its way .on the
statute books of the United States.

The Lindsay resolution went over under
Mr. Quay’s objection, after an amend-
ment proposed by Mr. Chandler (Rep.,
N.H.) had been read for information.. It
proposed to repeal practically the en-
tire Tariff bill.

The House bill to repeal the provision
in the Tariff bill, making free alcohol
used in the arts, was laid before the
Benate.

How to Help Toronto.

Is
it a Zood stroke of business for an alder-
tan to convey to the public that’ this,
the Queen City, which he is supposed to
represent, is in = such a position (hat
manufactures can not exist here? I
should say no, most emphatically. He
says sell the properties, and our tax
rate would be reduced permauently five
mills.

A PLEASANT CUR
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Improve Approaches to High Park,

Editor World: In view of the contem*
plated and much-needed improvement of
Lake Shore-road from Sunnyside to the
Humber, which could hardly be in a!
worse condition, than it at present is,
I would like to point out that a much
greater menace to public safety exists
in the crossing and re-crossing the sev-
eral railway tracks in front of the park
by thousands of ladies and children dur-
ing the summer months, and this season
the number of citizens and theiy families
who have spent Saturdays and holidays
at this beautiful and recreative resort
has certainly more than quadrupled that
of any former year, owing, of course, to
the extension'of the electric car lines.

R. tracks, the termination of a romautic
and beautifully shaded path to the How-
ard mausoleum, leading to the picuic
zrounds by the shortest route, and in
view of Howard Lake and the extensive
Humber Bay. Froni this prominence I
would suggest a light steel foot bridge be
constructed spanning the railway tracks
at a sufficient height, and abutting on
the Lake Shore-road, thus affording, safe
access from the park to the two miles
of unequalled sandy beach now within the
city limits.

Further, for the absolute safety of
equestrians and the very numerous equip-
ages to be seen any day in the park, a
driveway should be constructed running
parallel to and north of the railway
tracks from “Howard gate” to the In-
dian-road and Queen-street at Suuny-
side crossing. This is really the most
urgent improvement the park requires,
doing away with the danger of the track
crossings, and if laid out of sufficient
width, say 100 feet, the King and Queen-
street cars could be extended as far west
as the Howard entrance, obviating the
zreat cost of bridging the railway at
Queen-street crossing, and vastly add-
ing to the utility and beauty of the
park, the while forming a magnificent
frontage to the city’s greatest acquisi-
