You will be interested in knowing
that in the first four months of the
war, 1;500 of our boys offered for

. —nearly one-tenth of our
population then. We sent 120 men
off within two weeks of the outbreak
of war, and (followed this up by
three other drafts. Then our own
199th and 227th battalions followed
in due course. Many Algoma men
also served with other comps.

As you know, we are on the St
Mary’s River, between Lakes Huron
and Superior—a border town of
20,000. Algoma is a very sparsely
setitled district in “New Ontario,”
yet in the pioneer stage.

I you feel you could comply with
wour request it would, I am sure, be
.greatly appreciated by the fathers
-and mothers of our absent boys.

‘These ‘words spoke
to the heart of genius, the “‘patriot
and the father,” whose only son
fought his passage through to a
place among all “ABSENT BOYS”
who died for liberty. f

The action of Rudyard Kipling re-
presents the highest title that could
be conferred upon Sault Ste, Marie
by a King of literature. The action
further represenits an imperial re-
cognition of the truth that Britons
in far-off lands are ‘“no longer stran-
gers and foreigners, but fellow-cit-
izens” with Rudyard Kipling and
one with him in love and loyalty to
the British Empire and the British
Flag.

ANNUAL AGRICULTURAL STAT-
ISTICS OF CANADA,. 1924

During the course of next month
the Dominion and Provincial Gov-
ernments of Canada will proceed
with their joint annual enumeration
of the areas sown to fleld crops and
of the numbers of farm live stock.

In all the provinces the returns
will be collected through the rural
schools, except in Prince Edward Is-
land and British Columbia, where
they will be sent throughsthe mails.

The present system has now ann-
ually in force throughout Canada
since 1918, and at an Interprovincial
Conference on Agricultural Statis-
tics, held in Ottawa on January 29-
31, 1924, the existing plans were en-
dorsed for continuance during the
presefit year and until such time as
it may prove possible to elyoz bett-
er.

At the «Ccnference rvererred to,
certain improvements were effected
in the cardboard schedule issued for
farmers to fill up, and on this card
the Dominion and Provincial Govern-
ments make an earnest appeal to all
farmers to give the information re-
quired, urging the following seven
specific reasons why they should do
s0: (1) The statistics are collected
and published primarily in the farm-
er's own interest; (2) They are his
protection against misleading re-
ports by speculators interested in
controlling or manipulating prices;
(3) They provide information which
determines prices, and so ensure
fair play all round;-(4) They enable
transportation companies to judge
of the volume of the crop and to
make adequate and timely arrange-
ments for its movement; (5) Bank-
ers require accurate information for
the extension of credit facilities;
(6) Manufacturers, wholesale and
retail merchants and others require
knowledge of crop conditions for the
establishment of profitable local en-
terprises which react, favourably
upon the farming industry; (7) No
one can prevent the issue of crop
estimates by return:ng the schedule
required. The larger the number of
returns, the greater will be the value
of the estimates based thereon. It is
further pointed out that the com-
pleted schedules will be ireated as
absolutely confidential, and no in-
dividual returns will be divulged.
The facts supplied will not be used
in any way for taxation purposes or
for the imposition of any other liab-

information depends largely the wel:

dustry as a whole and consequently
that of each individual concerned in
it.

If any farmer in this district
should not receive tne cardboard
schedule through the rurat school or
othenw.se by the middle of June,
immediate application for it should
be made either to the Public School
téacher of the School District in
which he resides, the provincial De-
partment of Agriculfure at the cap-
ital of his province, or the Dominoin
Statistician at Ottawa.

assengers on the Trans-Canada ana other Canadian trains have often

admired the tableware with which the dining cars are equipped, but
comparatively few of the travelling public appreciate the extent to which
electro-plating enters into every day use on a Railway. As a matter of
fact, practically all metal hardware parts of passenger equipment in-
teriors are plated, many of the engine parts, including the copper re-
flector of the head-light are plated, and various platings are used on a
thousand and one articles which enter daily into the life of a railroader.

The traveller notices the silver plate perhaps more than any other,
sput many metals are used by the railroad companies. @Gold, for in-
stance, is used by the Canadian Pacific for plating pepper caster tops
and similar articles, copper is used on lighting and other metal car fix-
tures, zinc on refrigerator hardware, nickel en kitchen utensils, tin on
irainmen’s lanterns, mercury on telegraph elements and aluminum or
lead on miscellaneous articles.

At its Angus Shops, Montreal, the Canadian Pacific Railway Company
has quite an extensive plant where the most of its electro-plating is car-
ried on. The method used by this Company is a simple one but none the
1ess effective.

The articles to be plated are first chemically cleaned, after which
théy are usually hung from a metal bar into a long vat where they are
mmersed In a chemical solution which varies with the metal to be de-
posited. The electric current, which is of low voltage, is conndcted, the
positive pole to the metal plate or plates, and the negative to the bar
trom which the articles to be plated are suspended. As the electric cur-

rent flows from the plating metal to the suspended articles, the meta] I
carried through the solution and deposited in the form of a thin coating
over the entire surface of the required article.

This process is well illustrated in No. 2, which shows two electri¢
headlight reflectors in the process of receiving silver plating. In this
case the plate of silver is suspended in the centre of the geflector, which
is filled ‘with cyanide of potassium solution, and the electric current flows
from the plate to the reflector which is, itself, the negative pole.

Illustration No. 3 shows the next step in the treatment of the head-
light reflector, which, by the way, gives the highest concentration of light
known. This is hand burnishing, the operator burnishinz two reflectors
in a working day. For articles which can be readily polished by &
rotcting buffing wheel, this is accomplished in the manner shown in No. 4.

Upon completion of the polishing operation, articles to be so treated are
placed in a metal container and, by mcans of a small compressed air gun,
sprayed with suitable lacquer, If it is desired to oxidise the plated
article in order to make it harmonize with woodwork or other material}
as is often the cdse with copper pldtings, it is exposed to heat or vapor,
or immersed in some solution prior to the application of the finishing
coat of lacquer. ®

¢ The Canadian Pacific Railway Company was the first large corpora-
tion in Canada to instal its own electro-plating plant, but during the last
few years this method of protecting metal from oxidation has developed
into quite an industry and one which employs a large number of Canadian
workmen.
