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GOSSIP. ;

In all communities there is a class of
people of both sexes, who spend much
of their time in gossip. Some of them
are impelled to this course as a pastime
—others to ingratiate themselves into
social favor—and a few are prompted
to indulge in malignant back-biting.
Perhaps this occupation of the people,
who love to hear (hemselves talk, is
no where more selfenjoyable than
around tea-tables. ‘o some it is a per
fect luxury to be one of a small coterie
of two or three,who speak confidential-
ly to each other in mysteriously signifi-
cant whispers when some rumored
scandal is the topic. To a certain class
of gossips such an occurrence is a per-
fect feast. Another class indulge in
gossip—not because they are very evil-
ly disposed—but because they must
talk, and natarally acquire a habit of
tattling. Tale-bearing may be an agree-
able pastime to people of certain loqua
cious proclivitics, but is it in antagon-
ism to “ peace on carth and good-will
tomen.”

Jut of all gossips in the world, none
are more active and far-reaching than
are the newspapers. The Athenians of
old had a morbid desire to * hear some-
thing new.”” People of the present
day, like the ancient Greeks, are eager
for the euunciations of startling and
exciting novelties, and they look to
the newspapers to gratify the craving
propensity referred to. It is less to
questions of important moment, in
which great world-wide interests are
involved, that the bulk of readers are
looking to newspaper gossips for genu-
ine delectation. The mass of readers
take little interest in great matters
that pertain to kingly courts—to the
diplomacy of statesmen—to the “bal-
ance of power’ in Europe, or to wars
in foreign lands. The popular taste
runs in another direction. A boat-
race excites more interest than the
Zulu war—the particulars of a game of
base-ball is more thought of by many
than is a parliamentary contest be
tween Gladstone and Lord Beaconsfield
—an elopement or a divorce case is
deemed by thousands of vastly more
interest than 1s a parliamentary mea-
sure, which is designed to ~largely in-
fluence commerce, trade, or the indus-
trial pursuits of millions.

This taste for trifling novelties make
the newspapers the most prominent
actors on the arena of the world’s gos-
sip. It is therefore that the sports of
the turf, aquatic feats to test the skill
and strength of experts in plying the
oar, the merits of gymnastics, and the
theatrical performances, are all matters
of newspaper gossip, which are highly
relished by multitudes of readers.
Even the details of heinous crimes, po-
lice reports, and the infliction of the
death penalty are read by many with
intense gusto. The moral obliquities
and even the fragrant infraction of both
divine and human laws by wicked
clergymen, are more interesting to
certain tasies, than are reports of the
successes of christian missionaries and
of the efficient labors and charitics of
philanthropists.

Newspaper gossip naturally conforms
to the varying tastes of the multitude.
While some would choose an -ethical
essay, others would prefer a disgraceful
scandal. Thus it is that often, where
a moral maxim should be in a newspa-
per column, the space it would require

But newspaper gossip takes a far
higher and more extended range, than
that employed in the trifling frivolities
to which we have referred. It discuss-
es the great interests of the world, and
imparts useful information. It up-
holds private and public morality, and
it is the guardian of popular rights and
of human freedom.

$30,00; the tenth, to bread, preserves,
&e., $31,50 ; the eleventh, to domestic
manufactures, fancy work, &ec., $59,00 ;
the twelfth, to miscellaneous $101,50.

The articles for which prizes, under
the above heads are offered, are nu-
merous. Yarmouth has never beenre-
garded as one of our fruit-growing
counties; but on this prize list, we see
peaches, grapes and quinces. Under
the head, miscellancous, prizes are of-
fered for almost eoverything that is
made by mechanics. The privilege of
competition is open to the whole Pro-
vince. We have not room for further
remark on this noble Exhibition of ru-
ral enterprize and industry. Well
done, Yarmouth !

— An old and respected resident
of Hampton, Mr. Samuel Foster,
departed this life on the 29th July, in
the 96th year of his age. He was a
son of Benjamin Foster, of Granville,
and grandson of Isaac Foster, the first
of the name in Nova Scotia. He came
from England to Massachusetts with
his two brothers, who remained there.
Isaac, at the time of the Revolution,
came to Nova Scotia, and thus the pedi
gree commenced. Samuel, one of the
third generation, lived to the age of
96. He leaves a sister in her 99th
year—another about 90; two brothers,
one 95 and the other 80; also 17 child-
ren, 61 grand children, 87 great grand
children, and 3 great great grand
children, or seeing children’s children
to the fourth generation. He also leaves
his second wife. Our brother made a
public profession of his faith in Christ
in 1826, and united with the Baptist
He was beloved by his breth-
ren, and died rejoicing in the Saviour.

A search has been made in the
English Church books here for the re-
ceord of his baptism, but his name, and
that of one of his brothers, has not
been entered. Further investigation
will be made by Mr. Josiah Smith's le-
gel adviser into this important and in-
teresting matier.— Lunenburg Progress.

A Gzrear YieLp or GoLp.—The papers
coatained references a short time ago
to the discovery of a remarkably rich
gold lead in the Montague district by
Mr..G. W. Stuart. Later reports from
Montague indicate that the lead, which
is called the “ Rose Lead,” is proving
even richer than it was at first suppos-
ed .to be. When discovered two
menths ago it was six inches thick.
The first crushing of twenty tons of
quartz yielded 2j ounces to the ton.
At a depth of 30 feet, the lead has in-
ereased to a thickness of 19 inches, and
it is believed that the last quartz taken
out of the shaft will yield 15 ounces to
the ton. Mr. Stuart brought to town
yesterday a bar of gold weighing 2384
ounces, worth nearly $4,600. This is
represented to be the result of the la-
bor of ten’ men for one month, the
quartz yielding an average of five
ouunces to the ton. It is said that
there will be a profit of about $4,000
oa the month's work.

Caroline Clare.

SHE CANADIAN GIRL WHO THROWS OFF AS
BHARP SHOCKS AS THE SOUTH AMERICAN
EEL.

From the London (Ontario) Advertiser.]
About two years since a daughter of Mr.
Richard Clare, Caroline by name, and then
17 years of age, living on lot No. 25, on
the second concession of Rodney, was tak-
en ill. Her disease could not be correctly
diagnosed, and had many peculiar features.
Her appetite fell off, and she lost flesh till
from a strapping girl of 130 pounds weight
she barely weighed 87 pounds. There did
mnot secm to be any organic complaint. The
bodily functions were not impaired, and
aidugh she ate lvss than formerly, the
falling off in this respect was not such as
in itself would alarm her friends. After
the laps: of a few months she took to her
ded. Then it was that a change occurred
in her mental condition. Formerly she
was noted rather for lack of conversational
powers, but now fits or spasms would
come over her, on the passing away of
which her eyes would become set and
glazed, her body almost rigid, and while
in that state she would discourse eloquent-
1y, and give vivid descriptions of far-off
scenes, far exceeding in their beauty any-
thing which she bad ever seen or presu-
mably even read of. On the passing
away of this state she exhibited a great
degree of lassitude and indisposition to
move, and was taciturn and surly in reply
to any questions. This continued till
about a month since, when an extra-
ordinary change took place. The girl, al-
though still not gaining flesh, appeared to,
rally. She became light-hearted and gay
and her friends anticipated an early release
for her from the room to which she had
been confined so long. Their expecta-
tions were not in vain, for she is now
about the house, appsrently as well bodily
88 ever. But another rcmarkable develop-
ment has taken place. She is constantly
giving off electrical charges, and seems to
be a pertect battery. A person, unless pos-
sessed of the very strongest nerves cannot
shake hands with her, nor can any one
place his band in a pail of water with
hers. By joining hands she can senda
sharp shock through 15 to 20 persons in a
room and she possesses all the attraction
of a magnet. If she attempts to pick up a
knife the blade will jump into her hand,
and a paper of needles will hang suspend~
ed from one of her fingers. So strongly
developed is the electrical power, that she
cannot release from her touch any article
of steel she may have taken up. The only
method yet found is for a second party to
take hold of the article and pull, while the
gir] strokes her own arm vigorously from
the wrist upward. On her entering a
room & perceptable influence scizes hold of
all others, and while some are affected to
sleepiness, others are ill and fidgety till
they leave, and even for a considerable
time afterward. A sleeping babe will
wake up with a start at her approach, but
with a stroke of her hand she can at once
coax it to slumber again. Animals are
algo subject to her influence,and a dog of
the household will lie for hours at her feet
as motionless as in death. A curious part
of the phenomena is the fact that the el-
eotricity can be imparted by her to any
article with which she habitually comes
in centact. The other day a younger sis-
ter, while doing the house-work, took up a
pair of corsets. belonging to Caroline, and
on her hand touching the stecl she was
compelled to drop them with a loud cry
and an exclamation to the effect that she
bad run a needlé into her finger. Wooden
spoons bave had to be made for her, as
she cannot touch metal. Altogether the
case is a most remarkable one and attracis
scores of visitors to the house of Mr. Clare.
Medical ‘men are especially interesting
themselves, and it has been stated that
Dr. Fye of Thamesville will read a paper
on the subject at the meeting of the Pro-
vineial Medical Assoeiation, which is to
be held in London in the coursg of this
summer, Mr. Clare is the father of a fa-
mily of seven children, none of whom
except Caroline shows any abnormal qual-
ities.

Liatest by Telegraph-
EUROPFE.

Serasevo, Aug. 9 —The fire which broke
out here yesierday was extinguished at 8
o'clock this morning,
exertions, by the gurrison. Help is ur-
gently required for the houseless, number-
ing 20,000. Three people were killed.
Some newspapers declave the fire was caus-
ed by Mahommedan fanatics.

Loxpoy, Aug. 10.—The ¢¢ Obscrver’s”
Vienna correspondent says: It is asserted
that 2,000 of the inbabitants of Serajevo
perished in the flames. This is not how-
ever, by telegram direct from tkespot.

Serasevo, August 10.—The couflagra-
tion was prevented from spreading during
Satarday. There were a few isolated out-
breaks among  the ruins and some of the
warchouses are still burning. Some of the
large firms of the city estimate the damage
in excess of one hundred million florins,
but this is considered an exaggeration.
The homeless people are camped in the
squares and gardens. A relief committee
has been organized. The Emperor of
Austria has forwarded 10,000 florins in aid
of the sufferers. It has been definitely
settled that the fire was caused by an ex-
plosion of some spirits.

Loxpox, August 9.—The United ¢¢ Ser-
vice Gazette” says Wolseley will be the
next Commander in Chief in India.

Loxpon, Aug. 11.—The Secrajevo fire
destroyed 288 houses, 358 shops and 48
warehouses. The loss to private property
is a million florins : no insurance. Owing
to scarcity of provisions, prices, alrcady
high, have been increaged. The fire was
caused by accident,

UNITED STATES.

CHESTER, PA., August 9.—The passenger
steamer Mary Morgan, crowded with a
moonlight excursion party, in the Dela-
ware river, collided with the produce
freight propellor Pierrepont, at 12.30 last
night. The latter sunk in fifteen fect of
water. Fortunatcly no lives were lost,
but several thousand dollars damage was
done to both vessels, besides the loss of
freight of the Pierrepont.

Mzupis, Aug. 11.—Thirty-four cases in
all, twenty white and fourteen colored,
were reported to the Board of Health to-
day.

CANADA.

MoxTrREAL, August 9.—The feeling to-
day in financial circles is much better.
The run on the C. and D. savings bank is
about stopped. The deposits paid out
yesterday were $418,000, of which $§250,-
600 was at the head ofice. At 3 p. m. the
counters of the bank were free of the
crowd, and those who had withdrawn were
enquiring if they could get accrued in-
terest if they returned deposits.  The bank
has saved in interest by the run no less
than 88,360. On Monday there will be a
meeting of the directors of the Ville Marie
Bank, at which it will be finally decided
whether to resume business or not. With
wssets of $1,956,314, and liabilities of only
£996,7175, deducting capital, according to
last monthly statement the bank ought to
be in good condition, unless the report be
misleading. The Hochelaga Bank meets
all claims promptly, and the agitation is
quite quicted down now.

SuockiNG ATTEMPT AT CRIME.—A spe-
cial despatch from Fredericton to the
St. John Sun, says :—On Wednesday
morning a girl named Kearney, aged
ten years, was picking berries about a
mile from Carribou Village, when she
was approached and outraged by a
Frenchman named Jerry Boutillier.
Her father, getting a description of
Boutillier, immediately set off to where
he was employed and recognized in
him the perpetrator of the deed. Bou
tillier fled to the woods. Sheriff Barker
and an assistant at once started in pur-
suit and soon came up with thefugitive
but were unable to capture him.
Meanwhile the whole village became
aroused and a band of fifty men scoured
the woods in every direction. A sen-
try, consisting of three young men,
named Clarke, Collins and Irvine was
posted near Boutillier's house, and
about 5 p. m. he was seen to emerge
from the forest and run towards the
house. His body was covered by the
revolvers of the sentry, and he turned
to run from them, at the same time
telling them they dare not shoot.
Clarke levelled his revolver and fired
at him, the bullet striking him
in the lower part of the abdomen.
The wounded man remained standing
for a moment and then dropped, ap
parently dead. He was carried to the
Carribou House and his wounds dress-
ed. The bullet was found to have
lodged in the groin and could not be
extracted. He now lies in a most
precarious condition and is not expect-
ed to recover. The excitement in Car-
ibou and vicinity over the affair is in-
tense, and if Boutillier had been cap-
tured by the infuriated crowd of men
in search of him, he would undoubted-
ly been lynched.

ArreMpr To WRECK A TRAIN.—An at-
tempt was made on Friday to wreck
the Intercolonial Railway train from
Quebec to Halifax. About four o’clock.
when about five miles from Rimouski,
the train running about thirty miles
an hour, the engine driver observed a
man putting a pole nearly as large as a
telegraph pole across the track. He
immediately reversed the engine and
whistled down brakes, but the train
had too much headway to be stopped
in time to altogether avoid the ob-
struction, and the pole became en-
tangled between the wheels of the en-
gine and tender, fortunately without
throwing the train off the track. The
man was seen in the woods, on the side
of the road, watching to see how
things would turn out; but when the
train stopped without injury, he disap-
peared, and although several passen-
gers and men on the train started in
search of him he could not be found.
Had he been caught he might have
been lynched, and it would have serv-
ed him right. i

p&y Tidings from England are of a
most. depressing character. Sober-
minded men are beginning to feel and
say that there is something more se-
rious to be done than the mere effort
to retain or to get into power, and to
look beyoud the exigencies of the next
political contest. The ‘whole country
is suffering from extreme commercial
depression, and there is no appearance
of returning prosperity. Even if a
change should take place in British
commerce, the rapid development of
the import trade in meat must bring
about a crisis in the condition of the
agricultural population. While farm
ers could get a good price for beef or!
mutton, they could look ecalmly upon |
the low price of corn; but thigathey |
are fast losing. The difficulty "eéannot
be met by any moderate reduction of
rents ; and landlords can only afford 2
very moderate reduttion if they arg
live.

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THE R. W.G.L., OF THE WORLD IN TWENTY--
FIFTH ANNUAL SKSSION.

The twenty-fifth annual session of the|
Right Worthy Grand Lodge of the World,
of the Independent Order of Good Iem-
plars, commenced in Liverpool G. B., on
the 15th nit. The day previous, Monday,
the Grand Lodge of England met in spe-
cial session, when 268 were initiated into
the Grand Lodge Degree. On Tucsday
morning the R. W. G. L. members were
entertained at breakfast by the English
Exccutive. Addresses were made by the
Right Rev. Dr. Hillery, Bishop of Cali-
fornia, and others.

Representatives were present at the R.
W. G. L. meeting from the Channel Is-
lands, England, Florida, India, Isle of
Man, Massachugsetts, New South Wales,
New York, New Zealand, North Carolina,
Norway, NovaScotia, Ontario, Scotland,
South Australia, South Carolina, Virginia,
Wales (English), Wales (Welsh), West
Virginia and Pennsylvania.

The reports of the officers showed that
the Order, under the R. W, G. L. of the
World existed in ninety different states
and countries. The total membership was
reported at 300,000 adults and 100,000
juvenile Templars. A Juvenile Temple
has recently been organized in Fiji, where
a few years ago the inhabitants were can-
nibals. The financial report showed the
receipts for the year to have been $7,790
balance in bank $2,230. During the past
year the sum of $2,070 was expended in
Good Templar Missionary work in tbe
Southern States. The ritual had been
translated into Norwegian and Gaelic.

The Buctouche Disaster.

St. Jony, Aug. 8.—A public meeting
was held this afternoon to take measures
to alleviate the distress caused by the
recent destructive storm in Kent County.
Owing to the short notice given there was
a comparatively small attendance, and the
meeting adjourned. Meanwhile subscrip-
tions are being collected. Great destitu-
t'on is said to prevail.

Very little information has been receiv-
ed as yet from Buctouche, but all accounts
agree in stating that the storm of Wednes-
day was one of unexpected severity, and
that the extent of injury done is enor-
mous. One correspondent writes: From
St. Mary’s to Buctouche fearful damage
was done; about 80 houses were blown
down, trees were pulled out and carried
long distances in the air, fences were
smashed into atoms, cattle were rolled on
the ground like leaves, grain was cut
down and other crops likewise were de-
stroyed. The Buctouche bridge was car-
ried 50 feet in the air and destroyed. Peo-
pie travelling on the road were thrown
into the woods ; horses were killed. and
carringes smashed. The cylone was half
a mile wide and destroyed everything in
its path for ten miles. The Catholic
Church escaped with the loss of the tower,
and the convent did not receive any more
injury than a good shaking. Father Mi-
chand’s house was totally destroyed and
all the contents carried out to sea. His
two nieces narrowly escaped death from
the falling chimney. The mnew school
house, a strong building, was lifted clear
off its foundation and broken to pieces.
Many farmers have lost their dwellings,
barns and crops, and are left penniless.
They are obliged to seek refuge in what is
lett of their barns. The situation is truly
terrible, and assistance is required imme-
diately. Such a storm was never experi-
enced here before, The number of killed
and wounded is still unknown, but it is
certain that four lives, at least have been
lost.

from Canada.
A PARTY DESTINED FOR MANITOBA IS SE-
DUCED BY THE OILY TONGUE 'OF
AN AMERICAN- RAILROAD
\DBUMMER.
From the Chicago Times ]

The arrival of over two hundred Ice
landers on Wednesday evening was a
most welcome visitation &t this season
of the vear. The temperature has
been entirely comfortable ever since
they struck the town. . In counterac-
tion of the summer solstice they beat
the Manitoba wave out of sight. They
were a coo! looking crowd. This party
went by sailing vessel from Iceland to
Glasgow, where they took the steam
ship * Waldensian’ for Quebec, where
they arrived on July 13. Their desti
nation was originally Manitoba; but,
being captivated by the oily speech of
an emissary of the Chicage and North-
Western Railway, the party was induc-
ed to change their programme, and in-
stead of going %o th> Canadian pro-
vince, they propose locating at Minne-
sota, a border settlement on the
Winona and St. Peter Railway. Not
a soul among these two hundred emi-
grants from the frozen zone understood
a word of English. Of course an in
terpreter accompanied the party. But
for him they would have been obliged
to lay over at some station until they
could pick up a little English educa
tion. The children of whom there was
a good sized grist, were sieek looking
kids, with blue eyes and *‘ tow heads.”
The men and women all had white
hair. There wasn’t a black eye among
the whole four hundred. A few of the
women were quite handsome, and all
were passably good looking—in appear-
ance away ahead of most foreign immi-
grants. They appear to have succeed-
ed in raising children in Iceland if
nothing else, for one middle-aged wo
man was trying to take care of thirteen
youngsters, the oldest being only six
teen years of age. The men wore
sheepskin overcoats, or cloaks, with
headgear, or hood, attacked, the gar-
ments being sewn together by the sin-
ews of the reindeer. The lower ex-
tremities were encosed in sheepskin
leggings. Their feet were dressed in
wooden clogs. Some of the overcoats
had sleeves and some had not. These
people carry an enormous bulk of bag-
gage. One old fellow, who hobblod
around on two cones, was growling be-
cause he couldn’t find his seven trunks.
In one respect they resemble tourists
more than immigrants. The party had
more than the returning Californians
in '49 and *50. The cash carried along
averaged $4,000 to each family. One
man seemed rather vain in exhibiting
his seven hundred pounds sterling in
English sovereigns. The womean car-
ried their lucre’in pockets on the in-
gide of their leggings, while the men
had their funds secured in belts which
they wore about their waists. They do
their cooking on their cars, and do
their sleeping on their seats, a few of
the more toney travellers indulging in
the luxury of feather beds. The party
filled two ordinwry coaches of the Chi
cago and Northwestern Reilway. If
these people find everything at Minne-
sota as represented, they will influence
an immigration of seven hnndred fami-
lies from the same section of Iceland
next year. They purpose engaging in
wheat raising and general argiculture.

point at which the latter may be divid-
ed must be deprived of feeling. But
it by no means follows that the head is
deprived of sensation immediately after
its decapitation, nor that it may not
retain its consciousness, and, like the
head of the Irish knight who was kill-
ed by Saladin in the Holy War, get up
and declare that it was never cut off by
so sharp a cimiter before—nor, like
that of the assassin’ Legare, swear
roundly at the executioner for not
keeping a keener axe ; but it is quite
impossibie that it may be troubled with
very serious retlection upon the irre-
vocability of its fate, and the awfulness
of its deprivation. In support of this
unpleasant theory many facts are ad-
duced, with grave vouchers for their
authenticity. Among others is the un-
fortunate Queen of Scots, whose lips
continued to move in prayer at least
a quarter of an hour after the exe-
cutioner had performed his duties.
Wilt states that having put his mouth
to the ear of a decapitated criminal’s
head and called him by name, the eyes
turned to the side from whence the
voice came ; and the fact is attested by
Foutanelle, Mogore, Guillotine, Nauche
and Aldint. On the word ‘‘murder’
being called into the ear of a criminal
executed for that crime at Coblentz,
the half-closed eyes opened wide with
an ‘expression of reproach on those
who stood around.— Ez.

Training Steers to Work.

1t is @ well-trained mind which is ful
1y equal to the task of training animals
to labor, especially animals that can’t
understand that labor has any result.
It is not the nature of the ox or the
horse to labor. It is little wonder,
then, that he should be unwilling to
}obor until, by dint of suflicient train-
ing, he is brought into its practice from
habit. Man in training the animal
should remember that he is the think-
ing and reasoning being—that he must
do all the thinking of both parties. It
is too often the case that he, too, al-
lows himself to be overcome by passion
and rendered as little capable of think-

So long as you keep your voice calm,l

_| you may have the mastery—allow your-

self' to become excited or adopt the
screaming method, and you have lost
a portion of your control over them—
that is all gained by controlling your-
self. Aday’s time in a small yard with
a yoke of steers is well spent thus,and
by night they will have learned that
you require certain things of them, as
forward at your beck, ete.
They may generally be yoked the first
day and unyoked several times. This
will accustom them to being handled.
Above all, be patient. If you discover
that they cannot understand you when
you talk to them, you should remem
ber the greatest difficulty is for them to
understand what is wanted. When
they obey the motion of the hand, and
stop and start at the word, you may
drive them where you like.- Study
what they need teaching, and use your
reason in teaching .well. When the
work is done it will be a proud monu-
ment to your patience and skill, or the
contrary. You can succeed by care,
the use of reason, not the whip, and
laborious effort. If a well-broken team
is the result of your labor, you have
wrought well. If yca have succeeded
only “in producing faults instead -of
avoiding them, you have wrought ill,
tnd the result of your labor is its own
condemnation.— Western Rural.

The Finest Diamonds in the World.

. ‘Jolser’s Corner.

Western sovereigns are not t?p
possessors of the finest diamonds in
the world, for the Rajahs of Matan,
Borneo, and the Shah of Persia have
the largest hitherto known. The one
belonging to Emperor of the Monguls
weighed 279 carats (about four grains
each), and was valued at 12,000,000
francs. The famous Orloff, the proper-
ty of the Russian crown, is one of the
most remarkable diamonds, on account
of the well known circumstances under
which it was brought to Europe. The
large stone belonging to the Emperor
of Brazil, which weighs 1,780 carats,
would be worth many millions were
not its brilliancy diminished by certain
defects. The Sultan of Nizam’'s dia-
mond weighs 40 carats; that of the
Emperor of Austria 29 grains; that of
the King of Portugal 254 grains. The
tamous Kohrinoos, or Mountain of
Light, is the property of the Queen of
England. The one which adorned the
tiara of Pius the 1X., and was bequeath-
ed by him to his successor, Leo XIIL,
is one of the finest stones known. It
came from the treasury of the Duke
of Burgundy, seized at Granson. It
was sold after the battle to u Jew of
Berne for three crowns, then succes—
sively for 5,000 and 6,000 ducats, and
afterwards'purchased for14,000 by Luigi
from whom it passed into the hands of
Pope Julius II. for 20,000 ducats. Every
one knows that the “Regent,” of the
weight of 136 carats, is the finest of the
diamonds belonging to the French Re-
galia. Connoisseurs consider it to be
worth 1,000,000 francs, — Galignani's
Messenger.

g™ The great Monastery at Kiev is
the richest and most holy of the Rus-
sian shrines. The tombs of the saints
are in catacombs cut in the rocks over-
hanging the Dnieper, on which the
monastry stands. Over 100,000 pil-
grims, chiefly from the provinces of
Great Russia, arrive here during the
course of the year, and their donations
are a greal source of wealth.. All day
long the entrance is lined by rows of
beggars, to whom the piety of the Rus-
sian prilgrim compels him to extend
his charity. These persons have
bought from the monks the privilege
of occupying the profitable stations
where they pass the day, and it is eaid
that somne of these posts are valued as
high as two thousand roubles a year.
The Government is perfectly aware of
the abuses of the whole system, but in
the face of the superstition of the peo-
ple and the firm attitude of the clergy
it.is powerless. A good story is told
of the Emperor Nicholas:— At the
time of the great wars with Napoleon,
Alexander I. worked sufficiently on the
patriotism of the monks to induce
them to make a loan of 1,000,000 rou
bles to the Government, for which the
emperor gave his personal bond, When
Nicholas, shortly after his accession,
visited Kiev, the monks presented this
bond to him. Nicholas was affected to
tears, congratulated them on the pos-
sion of so valuable a souvenir of his
revered father, and earnestly begged
them to preserve it with the greatest
care.
