A man should no longer bo con­
sidered a good citizen who does not plant trees 
enough and give time and money enough to 

ke his homestead so attractive that it shall

In the majority of cases the beautiful 

forest trees, more or less, all over our own 
country were cut entirely away where the 
buildings were first erected, and in their 
vicinity, leaving it open, bleak, and exposed 
to the elements, and this is the situation 
of a vast number of our homes to-day.

On the Experimental Farm, at Nappan, 
in this province, the yield of Prize Cluster 
oats reached 22$ bushels, which weighed 
40 lbs. to the bushel, while the same seed 
sown on the farm at Brandon, Man., gave 
a yield of 54$ bushels, with a weight of 
42$ lbs. to the bushel, and the same sown 
on the Experimental Farm, at Indian Head, 
N. XV. T., mve 63 bushels to the acre, 
with a weigH of 45 lbs. per bushel. This 
variety of oats came to us in a distribution 
of samples from the Central Experimental 
Farm, at Ottawa. They were sown- last 
year (a most unfavorable one) in various 
sections of this province and the results 
forwarded to Mr. Saunders. Only 16 re 
ports were sent. From these he found the 
average yield to have been 38 bushels to 
the acre, with a weight of 38 lbs. per bush­
el. Equally interesting facts are supplied 
concerning other varieties of oats. XX e 
note names and results obtained on our own 
Experimental Farm, at Nappan, where the 
Black Tartarian variety gave a yield of 51 
bushels per acre, with a weight of 33 lbs.

—Three trips a week to Boston will he 
made by the International steamship com­
pany’s steamer during the summer.

Some time ago the Halifax Bank­
ing Co. were about selling bonds and the 
sale was retained by an injunction, which 
was subsequently dissolved by the full 
court. Since then the hank has sold the 
Ixmds for the amount of its claim, 
present suit is prosecuted in the interest of 
the new holders of the bonds, XX7ade and 
Eisenhaur, who guaranteed the bonds in the 
first instance.

A Clarence Farmer.—On a recent 
visit to the premises of Mr. Norman B. 
Foster, in Clarence, we inspected one of 
the finest barns in the county, in which we 
found some twenty tons of hay still in 
store, and in excess of what he required 
for his stock, which in horned cattle 
amounted to thirty-two head, besides 
horses. Mr. F. informed us that he would 
sell about 25 tons of hay this season, the 
market price l>eing, at present, ten dollars 
per ton. A part of this hay was kept over 
from the preceding year, when there was 
no demand for it. This farm is a large and 
productive one, especially in hay and orch­

Two rowed barley (Carter’s Prize Pro 

lific) sown at Nappan resulted in a yield of 
25 bushels au acre, with a weight of 49$ 
lbs. Of the barley known as Danish Chev­
alier we note the fact that the averaye 
yield in Nova Scotia was equal to that oh 
tained in Ontario. Of this variety, John 
Foster, of North Kingston, Kings County, 
says he raised at the rate of 28 fold, having 
obtained 84 lbs. from 3 lbs. sown. He re­
ports as follows : “Sown May 27th, on 
deep, dark loam ; harvested September 
10th ; no rust or smut, straw good, heads 
long, well filled, in every way satisfactory.” 
Jacob XX’iesner, of New Germany, returns 
a similar report of this barley, and says he 
“ considers it a choice grain.”

We have not space to continue the sub­
ject further until next week, when it shall 
be resumed, but we cannot close without 
reference to the extraordinary success of 
the Ladoga wheat recently introduced into 
the North XX’est Territories. Of this 
variety XVilliam Plaxton, of Alberta, says : 
“In 1888 I got throe lbs. and sowed it on 
7th May and harvested it on August 30th ; 
thrashed it and had 96 lbs. of good clean 
grain. In 1889 I sowed this 96 lbs. on the 
16th April, and harvested it on the 16th 
August, from which I obtained nearly 15 
bushels of first-class wheat. In 1890 I 
sowed five acres on the 22nd of April, at 
the rate of two bushels to the acre, and 
cut it on the 15th August, and thrashed 
172 bushels. It ripened five days earlier 
than XVhite Russian and ten days earlier 
than Red Fife.”

Obituary. —By the death of Mr. Alfred 
Ray, which occurred on Sunday last, Gran­
ville loses one of its most respected and 
Christian inhabitants, while hundreds of 
people residing in the more remote parts 
of our county will hear of his decease with 
feelings of deep sorrow, as it was in these 
sections that his valuable services were 
made manifest ; and though not an ordain­
ed minister, he never lost an opportunity 
of doing all the good that lay in his power 
by proclaiming the story of the cross and 
comforting the sick and sorrowing. He 
was horn in Digby, 1816, and converted 
during one of the most powerful revivals 
that ever visited that county, under the 
ministry of Rev. X\7m. Allen, in 1841. 
Four years after his conversion he began 
to labor as. a local preacher, preaching his 
first sermon in Digby at the residence of 
Mr. Lawrence Stark, taking for his text, 
“Ho, every one that thirsteth, etc.” From 
that time to the day of his death he was in 
labor abundant, and his name has been a 
household word in many communities. A 
widow and family and a large number of 
relatives and friends will mourn the loss of 
this aged and good man. The funeral took 
place yesterday morning, the service being 
conducted by the Rev. F. H. XVright, as­
sisted by Revs. Cassidy and Bent.

Benjamin Ward, of Long Island, is pro­
bably the only man in Nova Scotia who 
has reached the age of 79 years and his 
mother still living.

Your committee appointed by you to con­
sider tlie various phases of our road service, 
with a view to suggesting such reforms as 
might be adopted, in lieu of our present 
unsatisfactory methods of managing these 
matters, and to report to you at this ses 
sion, beg leave to state the fact that they 
realize fully that they have a difficult duty 
to perform.

1. Looking first to the matter of our 
road grants from our Provincial Govern­
ment for the purpose of supplementing the 
work of our regular statute labor service, 
we find that in 1888 the appropriation to 
this county was $6,302.10. It has, since 
that date, gradually dwindled down to $4,- 
628.87—this year’s allowance. Although 
oiir Provincial Government has made quite 
large expenditures upon our roads in this 
county very recently, these roads generally 
have so deteriorated to such an extent that 
more funds, perhaps, are needed to place 
them in anything like a satisfactory condi­
tion, than was required fifteen years. The 
constant lessening of this grant seems to in­
dicate that it is the intention of g 
ment to allow,—at least this branch 
road service,—to pass out of our control. 
Possibly a greater step in this direction will 
be taken. We consider this a cause for 
alarm. Apparently trifling, unsatisfactory 
and vexatious as may appear this local 
affair, it is nevertheless, a bulwark of safe­
ty to the country. With this view of the 
matter, we feel like asking our legislators 
to weigh well this problem before taking 
a further step in the direction of weaken­
ing this interest.

2. With the means and the labor at our 
disposal, how can we best utilize them for 
the public good ? We think that it must 
be, on the one hand, in the direction of 
disseminating the power it should foster 
and encourage well among the people ; and 
on the other, in the direction of concentrat­
ing effort. In other words, we want local 
concentration rather than centralization — 
constantly absorbing the power of the peo­
ple. To this end we would suggest certain 
changes in the management of this service.

Sub. 1. Having regard to our money 
grant alone, one or two supervisors could 
be appointed for each ward to manage the 
whole appropriation and expenditure of 
the monies of the ward under his own per­
sonal supervision ; and the statute labor 
law could be amended to the etlect that, a 
day take the place of two as at present, 
and the day be 10 hours and the commuta­
tion be fixed at $1.00.

Sub. 2. We also recommend another 
manner of change which we consider desir­
able. Instead of wards being divided into 
the large number of road districts, as at 
present, to be divided into districts four 
times as large, and the management of the 
road service of these to be placed in the 
hands of as good men for the purpose as 
are to he found in the several districts ; 
they to have charge of the whole statute 
labor of the district, as well as the money 
grant. The district, for the purpose of 
quick despatch in the road work and road­
breaking, could be divided into sub-sec­
tions. As a recompense to the district su­
pervisor, he could be allowed 5 or 10% 
mission on the commutation value of the 
labor expended as well as on the grant al­
lowance. This district supervisor to he 
expected to watch over the interests of the 
road, and be ready at any time to fill a rut. 
change a water-course, or clear a ditch, 
or iu any way provide for the public safety 
and the saving of-the road. As a provision 
for the due performance of the labor upon 
the highway, a committee resident in the

of this Council to be more energetic than 
in the past in enforcing the provisions of 
the law, in order that our highways may 
have the full benefit of the tax imposed. 
To any one who can read our law, or is 
capable of grasping an ordinary idea, our 
statute labor law can but appear inequit­
able in its bearings,—relieving some that 
should bear the tax and grievously burden­
ing others. We cannot do too much in 
pressing this fact upon the attention of our 
legislators, who have the power to make 
and correct all laws bearing upon this 
branch of the subject. The correction of 
this injustice would go far in making our 
road matters more popular.

4. How are we to create a public senti­
ment in favor of better roads ? The condi­
tion of that portion of the highway passing 
through each man’s property is as impor­
tant to him as the condition of the road 
which leads from the highway up to his 
buildings. In many cases this idea seems 
to he lost sight of. In this matter of bene- 
fitting our neighbors, through a, perhaps, 
ten minutes labor opposite our dwelling at 
the proper time, saving, possibly, days of 
labor to the neighbors, we may, at the 
same time, do ourselves a service of vast 
benefit. “ Van any one be entirely selfish 
to real advantage in this world.”

In conclusion, we would suggest that 
this Council take means to bring these mat­
ters before our Provincial Government, 
with, at the same time, the assurance that 
we desire all regular and special road grants 
to the county to be placed in the bauds of 
this Council for management.
