Of course the mystery is gone from the
Alps—none but climbers know how complete-
ly. Every mountain and point of view of
even third-rate importance has been ascend-
ed, most by many routes. Almosa, ever
gay between two peaks, has been traversed
as a pass. The publications of some dozen’
mountaineering societies have recorded these
countless expeditions in rows of volumes of
appalling length. Of late years vigorous at-
tempts have been made to co-ordinate this
mass of material in the form of climbers’
guides, dealing with particular distrots,
wherein every peak and pass is dealt with
in strict geographical succession and every
different route and all the variations of each
route are set forth, with references to the
volumes in which they have been des-
cribed at length by their discoverers. Near-
ly half the Alps have been treated in this
manner, but the work has taken ten years,
and of course the whole requires periodical
revision,

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Telephoning from Ships.

Late experiments made at Kiel on tele
phonic connection between war ships and
the shore resulted very favorably. Infuture,
accordingly, it will be possible for all shipa
that lie near a buoy in Kiel harbor to be con-
nected by telephone with all parts of the
city, and also with each other. The central
office of the ship telephone system is in the
torpedo depot. From a small temporary
wooden building run wires through the water
to the same buoy, so that the connection is
thus made without trouble. If a vessel
leaves its buoy it disconnects the wire from
the ship’s telephone, and if it app one
it makes ti The ication
of the ship with the different port authorities
and with purveyors of provisions, hitherto
fraught with so great inconvenience and de-
lay, has by this invention been greatly facili-
tated and it is also of noteworthy and im-
portant use for signalling purposes.

For Removing Old Paint.

Painters’ pickle for removing old paint is
made as follows: Mix 13 pounds of stone
potash, 13 to 2 pounds of soft soap and a half
pound of washing soda together and stir into
a gallon of water.

Apply
this with a brush, work it in well, then let
it stand for several hours. The work must
afterward be washed thoroughly with strong
hot soda water, usingnosoap.

Becides
the great damege feom fiees done en Van
couver Island, along the line of the Nanaimo
and E gnimavl: road and at Albertie mincs,
great havoc has been wronght on the main-
Iwnd. At Sumas moantain the settlers have
sufl red the worst. - Many of them have re
moved tkeir gonds and chattels and given
up their homee to the fl imes which are rag
iug across the country trom Port Moody to
Barnaby Like. Many more homes may be
destroyed if the rain proyed for fir weeks
does not come. In geveral psrts of the pro
vince fine stretches of timber limits have
been destroyed by flumes.

— Army worms, in innamerable hoste, are
marchiog nver New York state and parts of
Qatario, destroying farms and crops. Tae
army worms are light blue in color, with
brown, black and yellow stripos running
lengthwise on their h:cks.

The Beautiful Annapolis Valley.

Mgz. Epitor,—During the past two years
I have written several letters dealing with
various features of New Mexico. After a
residence of nearly four years in that sun-
shiny land of mighty mountains and broad
deserts, of adobe villages and lonely ranches,
I wish to record the impression made upon
me on my return to the cultivated fields,
evergreen woods, smiling orchards and green
meadows of the beautiful Annapelis Valley.
I have ever remembered with regret her
summer loveliness, but was quite unprepared
for the fresh revelation of her charms, in
such great contrast with what I had so late-
ly been accustomed, when a few days ago I
renewed my acquaintance. There can be
no more attractive railroad trip in the world,
than that from Digby to Windsor. I some-
what amused my travelling companions by
my enthusiasm, as I exclaimed that I had
spent the greater part of my life in the fair-
est spot upon earth and never before realized
how beautiful it was. I have been living
under clearer, brighter skies, where the
brazen glare of the noonday sun is dazzling
in its %rilliancy and where the southern
heavens lighted by moon and ctars reflect
well-nigh the whiteness of day. Ihave been
surrounded by some of the world’s grandest
mountains, but how barren when compared
with our forest crowned hills. I have seen
wealthier homes and larger towns; but no-
wheresuch variety and combination of natural
beauty, nowhere waters so blue or air so
balmy; nowhere so many shades of vivid
green; nowhere so many comfortable homes;
and nowhere have I gazed into the faces of
so many happy looking people.

The Mexican sunning himself before his
door is contented, but with the apathy of
death rather than the happiness of- life.
His contentment does not arise from the
knowledge of time well spent and a con-
science void of offense, but merely from the
fact, that he can loll in indolence, sure of his
dinner of chilecon corne and frejales and
with nothing that will arouse him to thought
or action.

Let one watch the hurrying crowds upon
the streets of the large cities across the bor-
der. How often will he see one contented
face? How many look troubled and care-
worn! The United States is too largely a
land of paupers and millionaires, and from
both of these extremes come heavy troubles.
Our people are sometimes accused of lack of
ambition. They are too easy and unpro-
gressive. What if this accusation be true,
if they live happy and useful lives? Too
much that passes for laudable ambition is
but the attempt made by the strong and un-
scrupulous to raise himself at the expense of
his weaker fellow.

But after all is there any equal number of
people of any nationality that can furnish
so many men who fill eminet positions at
home and abroad, as can those of our pro-
vince?

In every quarter of America can be found
Nova Scotians who are living lives which
win them the honor and respect of their
associates. Many of these would with equal
industry have done as well or better if they
had remained at home. The tendency of
the young men and women of onr province
to seek for employment across the border
rather than at home is to be deplored.
Neither in the morsl life of the people, the
purity, or simplicity of the government, or
in opportunities for material advancement
can that teeming republic be compared with
our favored land, yet in its infancy. I only
wish that the advice I give to others it were
possible to take for myself, but unhappily
one of our great drawbacks —the harsh win-
ter and inclement spring, make me an fun-
willing exile, for the greater part of the
time from the land of my choice.

Lost on Sable Island.

RO(.‘KEI‘ API:ARA’I"Ui CS?D TO SAVE THE
RAPHAEL D.S CREW.

Anather name has been added to the long
list of wrecks on that graveyard of the
North Atlantic—Sable Island.

The government steamer Newfield, which
arrived Saturday from the island, had on
board the crew of the Italian barque Rafaele
D., twelve in number. The barque which
was on her way to Bathurst, N. B., in bal-
last from Genoa to load deals, ran ashore on
the South side of the island on the 8th inst.

She struck peaily midway between the
lights on the east and west ends and soon
became a total loss.

The wreck was seen by the men at the
stations and the crew were all safély brought
to land, but not without some narrow es-
capes from drowning. The rocket apparatus
was used successfully in running a life line
to the ship and by "this means some of the
men were landed. The bargue struck at
3.30 p. m. She was running before a south-
west gale, the weather being extremely
thick, having been so for three days.

Had the vessel struck half a mile either
side of where she did all hands would have

rished, as the rocket apparatus would

ave failed to reach them.

MURDER ON THE HIGH SEAS,

The Captain, His Wife, and Second Mate
" Killed.

A blood-curdling narrative of a horrible
tragedy on the high seas is now being told
lb;‘y buhefdally press, Following is the story

rief:

The American barquentine, Herbert Ful-
ler, from Boston, for Rosario, arrived in
Halifax on Tuesday morning with her flag
at half mast, and the cook, who was in charge,
told a story of one of the most horrible and
revolting murders on the high seas known
in modern”times. The Herbert Fuller left
Boston July 8, with a full cargo and deck
load of lumber, with a crew of nine men all
told, captained by C. T. Nash, of Harrington,
Maine, who was accompanied by his wife
and a young Harvard student, named Monck,
a son of Franklin Monck, of Boston, as a
passenger.

Nothing eventful occurred until the early
morning of July 14, when the first officer,
Bram, was in charge of the watch from 12
midnight to 4 o’clock a.m. A sailor named
Lahese was at the wheel, and another man
was on the lookout. All the others of the
ship’s company were asleep in the forecastle
or the cabin. Between 3 and 4 o'clock an
alarm was given by young Monck, who was
sleeping in the cabin, unf was awakened by
hearing a groan. He arose and went to the
captain’s stateroom and asked him if he was
sick, bat got no answer.

The stateroom door was open and he went
in, and in the darkness put his hand in the
berth to see if any one was there. He found
that the captain was there, and when with-
drawing his hand found it covered with
blood. Monck rushed on deck and saw chief
officer Bram, who made a savage attack on
him with a piece of board. Monck warded
the blow and rushed to the forecastle and
aroused the sleeping crew. The sailors
jumped out of their bunks and proceeded
to the cabin, where they realized the full ex-
tent of the terrible tragedy that had been
enacted during the silent watches of the
night. Not only had Captain Nash been
foully murdered, but also his wife and the
second officer, Brandberg, a Swede. The
bodies had been horribly mutilated with an
axe. Each body was found in its own state-
room, which were almost literally awash
with blood.

Capt. Nash’s head was split open. An-
other blow had almost severed ﬁeh cheek
from the rest of his head. The captain’s
wife was killed by a terrific blow of the axe,
which almost cleft her head in two. Another
glancing blow, cut her hair off her head.
She evidentlyattempted to ward off the blows
by raising her hand, and the fingers of her
right hand were almost amputated. The
second officer, Brandberg, was also killed by
blows;on the head from the axe, but the in-
furiated murderer, apparently fearing he
had[dulled the blade too much on the skulls
of Clapt. Nash and his wife, now took the
head of .the axe to finish the second mate.
Brandberg’s right arm was almost amputated
between the shoulder and the elbow. The
fingers were almost cut off and huag to the
limb by threads of flesh. These three peo-
ple appear to have all been killed as they
slept.

HEARD A SCREAM, -

Mr. Monck, the passenger, says he thinks
he heard some one scream, which led to his
awakening, and then heard a groan which
aroused him.

Bram, the first mate, denied all know-

ledge of the murders. Suspicion then fell on
Lahese, the man at the wheel, who was im-
mediately placed in irons, though he, too,
stoutly denied any knowledge of the crimes.
While in irons Lehese was also lashed to the
mizen mast with stout ropes and remained
in that position, exposed to all the heat of
the burning sun during the day and the cold
at night until the arrival of the ship at Hal-
ifax.
On Tuesday, the day following the mur-
ders, just a week previous to the vessel's ar-
rival at Halifax, the axe with which the
murders bad evidently been committed
was found hidden away among the deckload.
It was covered with blood, and was thrown
overboard by the steward, who feared' that
it might be used for further foul work.

At this time, Lahese, the man in irons de-
clared that he had seen the mate go into the
cabin, and through the cabin window he saw
him hacking at the captain. For four days
the mate continued in charge of the ship,
but held no communication with the rest of
the crew, except on one occasion he hinted
that he was steering the ship for South
America, but what portion he did not say.
During theee four days no one entered the
cabin, and the bodies were left as they were
found, but the crew strongly suspected that
the real murderer was the mate, and kept a
strict watch on him. On Sunday this feel-
ing culminated in the mate’s being seized by
the crew, who thereupon placed him in irons
and chained him to the atter part of the
house.

The position of the ship was then eight
hours sail south of the gulf stream, Halifax
being due north. So the men decided to
head for Halifax. Off Canso they hailed a
schooner and got a course from her. A pilot
boarded the ship six miles off Devil’s Island
and browght her into port. She anchored in
the stream and United States Consul General
Ingraham was notified. A detachment of
civil police went aboard and placed every
one found there in irons and brought them
ashore as prisoners. Medical Examiner Finn
went on board and took charge of the bodies
which had, on Sunday, been placed in one of
the ship’s boats and covered with tarred can-
vas.

The boat was covered with tarred canvas
stretched and drawn down tighc and lashed
with lines. The boat was then launched and
towed astern. And this is how they were
brought into port. Of course they were
found in a terribly decomposed condition.

Subsequently an investigation was held in
Halifax, at which the evidence proved almost
beyond a doubt that Bram, the first mate,
was the guilty man.

On Sunday morning the crew were for-
warded to Boston by the American comsul
by steamer, i1 charge ot Policeman Cline,
where the trial is to take place.

THE MATE PLEADS NOT GUILTY.

A Boston despatch of the 27th inst. has
the following:

Thomas gum was arraigned on three
counts charging him with the nurder of
Capt. C. J. Nash, his wife Laura Nash and
Second Mate August W. Bramburg with
an axe on the vessel on the high seas on July
14. He pleaded not guilty to each count.
He stated he had no counsel, but desired an
attorney before he said any more in the case.
He was informed that he was entitled as a
matter of legal right to continuance for one
day, and said he would stand upon that
right. Accordingly his case was continued
till to-morrow at 10 o’clock, and he was com-
mitted to the custody of marshal without
bail. Charles Brown was arraigned on a
like laint, and also pleaded not guilty.
His case was continued to to-morrow at the
same hour without bail. The eight witnesses,
including Lester H. Monks, who were on
the barque on the day of the murder, were
then called to recognize for their appearance
at the hearing to-morrow. Prosecuting
Attorney (‘n;‘y stated to United States
Commissioner Fisk that in the case of Monks
and Klein the government would be satisfied
with their own personal recognizance with-
out any sureties and the commissioner
ordered accordingly. The remaining six
witnesses were held in $100 for appearance
to-morrow. They were unable to furnish
«the required amount, and were taken to
Charles street jail, where they will be held
until to-morrow.

of the carb 1 ts, in round num-
bers, in her food. Milk has about this pro-
portion in it. So has June grass when fresh
and good. Hence it makes milk. The cow
does her best on it. Nothing that you can
add will do any good, because you cannot
improve on perfection. What we term June
grass is called by many blue grass. But now
feed the cow some ordinary timothy hay,
cut just before it is ripe enough, so the seed
will shell. Keep her on this diet féra time,
and will she give you a full flow of milk,
as much as on June grass? No, not by a good
deal! Why? Because the nutritive ratio in
such timothy hay is about 1 to 12, instead of
1 to 5. The cow has very little material to
make blood and milk of (the albuminoids).
Feed the cow on straw and she will do worse
yet, for the same reason. You can feed with
the timothy, wheat bran, or oil meal, or cot-
tonseed meal, and balance up the ration,
make the proportion of the albuminoids and
carbonhydrates about right, and then you will
get milk again, as the cow has something
suitable to make it of.

But, now, supposing along in May, when
your timothy is a few inches high and fresh
and nice, you turn your cows in; wouldn’t
they give lots of milk? Would you need to
feed bran and oil meal with it then? No; like
the June grass, it is about, if not quite, a
perfect food. When does the change in the
nutritive ratio take place? Suppose you turn
your cows into a field of timothy when just
coming into bloom. Try it and see if they
don’t milk pretty well. Of course, it will
not be quite the same as when it was small,
but I will predict that they will do far better
on it than they will later, when the timothy
is aboutripe. As it becomes older, more and
more of the digestible material changes into
indigestible, woody fibre. If I remember
correctly, in ordinary timothy hay as found
in the market, there is about 29 per cent. of
this indigestible material. I could never see
any senee, myself, in letting timothy and
other hay get about ripe, and lose in feeding
value, where one is to feed it out to hiscows
and young stock. To sell in market is an-
other matter. The hay gains in weight, and
the market demands rather late-cut hay. 1t
is better for driving horses, in that it is less
loosening, less like grags. It is not better
for the health of the horses, only for drivers.
But for home use why not cat early? Why
not have dried grass or the nearest approach
to actual grass, to feed during the winter? I
will admit you will not get as many tons, but
neither do you draw on the soil so much,
and what you do get is worth more. You

let the seeds form. or ripen and cattle ‘will
not digest them. You lose the feeding value
in them. But cut while the material to
make the seed is in the stalk, and you get
most of it. I know people get some strange
ideas. I have heard men say that their
stock did not do as well on carly cut hay as
on that cut later. Well this is contrary to
our experience. We have always cut all hay
early when we could, and considered it a
serious loss when the weather prevented us
from getting all cut when in full bloom.
‘What is the difference if we do not get as
many pounds per acre? It will be more than
made up in the second crop, which will

spring up more rapidly where the first has”

been cut early. To my notion, farmers have
wasted too much value along this line, and
then gone without it, or bought it at a high
price. In Holland, the great Holstein cows
were bred up and kept, and are kept winters
largely on dried grass—grass cut when not
more than a foot high, mowed two or three
times in a season. Little grain is needed

with this. It is almost summer food. I |

have heard men say ihat they did not like
to grow cloverand timothy together, because
they did not ripen at the same time. Why,
bless you, you do not want them to ripen
for your stock to eat! Cut the clover when
in full bloom, or soon after, and the timothy
that is mixed in, just heading out will be
splendid dried grass, relished by all stock.
I confess the early cutting of hay has been
one of my hobbies, but I love to have the
animals have the very best food in wiater.
I have seen time and again which they like
best. I have seen that they did not do as
well on hay that bad weather compelled us
to cut late.
To Build a Silo.

Silos are usually built in one of two ways,
either by what is known as the double-board-
ed, or the single-ceiled way and generally in
either case out of pine lumber, as that seems
to be the handiest and less expensive, al-
although oak, hemlock and other woods,
if sound and free of knotholes and cracks,
may be used. Many silos are built in some
part of the barn, to cheapen cost, because
then the barn walls become the outside pro-
tection and roof, which reduces the silo to a
big box in the barn, this being about as
handy a place from which to feed the stock as
can be found. In the barn the silo needs no
stone foundation. All that is required is to
dig a trench the size of thesilo, large enough
to receive a 10 inch equare sill, and bed it in
mortar underneath and on the sides to firm
it. Set up the 2x6 inch studding, 18 inches
apart from centre to centre, and line up the
inside with inch lumber, 10 inches wide,
cross-locked at the corner, and so securely
that it will be impossible to pullapart. Cov-
er on the inside of this first with cheap tar-
red paper, then run on another layer of the
same kind of lumber; put it on with a half
lap, 8o as to break the joints in the first
layer, and nail well with 10d. wire nails.
To make sure that the corners are tight,
have a 3x3 inch scantling sawed through
cornerwise and nail these halves into the
corners with a backing of paper well painted
in with gas tar.

In place of two thicknesses of boards, sin-
gle surfaced No. 1 flooring boards may be
used, and the grooves filled with paint, but
in this case there must be more studding used
80 a8 to make the walls extra firm. Nowand
then a man builds a single ceiled silo six-
cornered, and put the scantling around the
it like hoops, locking them well at the
corners. In this case the lining boards go up
and down, and must be jointed with extreme
care. The silage is taken out by having
manholes in the sides, with small doors, un-
hinged set in from the inside. The pressure
of the silage holds them securely in place,
and these are taken out one as the
feeding progresses. ‘Q i

When the walls“of the sl finigshed
and painted with a paint made- of ghree
quarts of gas tar and two quarts of gasoline
well mixed—taking care that no fire comes
near it in mixing or applying —the floor may
be made by drawing the soil from the cen-
tre of the silo up to, and pounding down
against the side walls until the floor is the
form of a kettle. 1f well pounded down and
dampened in the operation, it makes one of
the best floors. The double-boarded silo,
with a clay floor, is the equal of any silo
made for the proper keeping of silage. Two
silos of this kind built eight years sgo are
still in perfect condition. They hold 200
tons ot silage and did not cost $100. They
fill all the requirements of a cheap yet dur-
able silo. By double boarding the walls
with tarred paper becween and by having a
clay floor much lower in the centre, the walls
are absolutely air-proof. In the last six
years I have not lost by decay or mould 1000
Ibs. of silage along the wall or in the corners;
and since I stopped covering and weighting
the top, and simply wet the surface, when
the heat begins to show itself, with ten or
fifteen pails of water evenly distributed over
the top surface, the Tilod silage on the top
bas shrunken to less than a wagon box full,
