Hai'raan BlennerhasBCtt was born in Hampshire, England, in 1767. He

was a graduate of the University'af Dublin, and practiced law in that city.

He emigrated to America in 171)0, purchased and settled on an island in the

Ohio river near Marietta, on which he erected an elegant reBideuce, fur-

nished with taste and luxury. 'Aaron Burr was his guest in 1805, and suc-

ceeded in involving him in his treasonable schemes. H(i invested largely

in boats, provisions, arms and ammunition ; left his home and friends and

went to Kentucky. Warned of Burr's real designs, he returned to his home

greatly disheartened ; but, throngh Burr's solicitations and the persuasions

of his wife, he persisted. His property was seized and sold, and he was

prosecuted as an accomplice of Burr, but was discharged,b roken In mind

and l.>ankrupt. He was subsequently a cotton-planter near Port Gibson, re-

moved to Montreal in 1819 and practiced law. In 1822 he went to the West

Indies, and finally to the Island of Guernsey, where he died in 18B1.

He married Adeline, daughter of General Agnew, who retuirned to New

York and died there in 1832.

These private papers were obtajn d from his son, Joseph Lewis Blennor-

hassett, by Mr. Salford after he had written and published his Lite of Blen-

nerhassctt. ,They were t^o important, and threw so mut;h light on the his-

tory of the Wilkinson and Burr cohspirii and the western intiiLnies of

the time, that it was deemed desirable to 'ublish ^hera.
