The Morning Post, which has been
the most consistent disbeliever in the
possibility of any league of nations
Plan, gives a half-hearted protest, but
stands almost alone in that position.
The Northcliffe newspapers, The Times
and The Dalily Mail, which have pur-
sued the same policy, endorse the pre-
ier's statement. The Marquis of
Lansdowne, the Labor leaders and two
Pacifists who hitherto have opposed
the government, James Ramsay Mag-
donald and Philip Snowden, give quali-
fled support to the premier’'s utter-
ances,

It is felt that the central powers
cannot refuse to put forth some form
of a reply to this detailed and specific
program more straightforward and de-
finite than any ‘statement of their war
aims they have yet uttered. This re-

expiry of the franchise four years hence it ought to do something. In other words,
that the citizens should stand for everything: for the bad service they have had for
the last six years and for the bad service they will receive during the next: four
years! Or in other words, that it is better to submit and do nothing than attempt
to improve things, even if you have to fail. We are rather sorry to note that the
net result of this is that Controller McBride will be a very docile follower of the
jocal kaiser.

When taken to the police
court McBurney was bailed out by E.
D. Sculley, secretary-treasurer of the
company. .

FIRST DRVER OF TANK
RETRNS T DOMNON

Ottawa Man Took Part in Big
,Offensive, at Cambrai,
as Wheelsman.

St. John, N B., Jan, 7.—The first tank
driver to return from the battlefield
has reached here in the person of 8.
H. Merrick of Ottawa. Driver Merrick
took part in the bjg tank offensive at
Cambrai. He is a member of the im-
peria] army.

‘“l endeavored to enlist in the Cana-
dian army at the outhreak of the war,”
he told reporters, ‘‘but they refused to
take me owing to my lack of height. I
applied to the imperjal army and they
accepted me. I crossed to England and
was put on a tank after much training.
It was my luck to become a tank
driver in France and I was in practi-
cally every battle in which the tanks
participated. In the big drive at Cam-
brai I was at the wheel, and we cer-
tainly did take the Germans by sur-
prise,”’”

Among the officers returning was Lt.
C. Earle Logan of Sfa John, who had
twice been reported dead, and whose
obituary had been printed in the St.
John papers. During the early fall Lieut.
Logan was officially reported dead from
the effects of gas and gunshot wounds.
This report was followed by a cable
from the officer himself, saying he had
been admitted to hospital, but was on
the way to recovery. Later his name
again appeared in the official casualty
list as having died of wounds.

“Major B, F. Parkinson of Ottawa, who
has been in the fighting for twenty
months, and for some months was in
command of his unit, while his colonel
was -recovering from wounds, is home
on furlough. This Ottawa unit has been
thru a great deal of severe fighting, and
the reinforcements it has absorbed ex-
ceed in number several times the strength
of the original battalion.

Major Parkinson escaped serious in-
jury, and is looking exceedingly fit. Af-
ter a short stay in Ottawa, he will re-
tsum to his unit. He has won the D.

MAJOR KIRKPATRICK
WAS PRISONER OF WAR

Telis . Interesting Story of Almost
Three Years of Internment Fol-
lowing Capture at St. Julien.

_ After 20 months in German prison
camps and 12 months’ internment in
Switzerland, Major A. E. Kirkpatrick,
who went to the front with the Qucen’s
‘Own Rifles and was taken prisoner at
the battle of St. Julien while serving

as an officer of the 3rd Battalion, re-
turned to Toronto yesterday. He told

an interesting story of his experi-
ences while' a war prisoner in Ger-
many.

Telling of the capture of the Toronto
men at St. Julien, which occurred three
years ago next April, Major Kirkpat-
rick said the ememy had such a pre-
ponderance of fire-that for the 100
men left it was only a questiofi of
whether or ‘not these men should be
uselessly sacrificed. They were prac-
tically out of ammunition and had no
bombs left.

‘‘Having been taken prisomer,” said
Major Kirkpatrick, “we were imme-
diately taken under guard by Saxon
troops and marched to Staden. I re-
member at the time that we consid-
ered ourselves fortunate to fall into
the hands of Saxon troops if we had
to be taken at all.

“From Staden we were taken to
Roulers and then across .Germany to
Bischofswerda, near Dresden. The
method of transportation and certain
indignities which we received were
far from being chivalric, however. The
only food given to us for the first two
days was ‘substitute’ coffee, which I
believe is made from dry acorns. We
also received with it small chunks: of
black bread. This food supply cer-
tainly seemed .unnecessarily insuffi-
cient at that time.,"”’

Asked concerning definite treatment
of prisoners as information had come
to him in - Germany, Major Kirkpat-
rick -stated that. he preferred not-to
speak. for -publication, as- it was con-
trary to army discipline.

“However, I may say there was im-
provement in our treatment after we
"reached Saxony. We were then al-
lowed to buy ourselves a meal, and
wash our hands and faces.. At that
we fooled sthem a little bit betause
we managed to shave on the train with
a safety razor and a cup of water. -

“We received our parcels with rather
exceptional regularity, as well as our
letters. At our own expense we were
allowed to construct tennis courts on
the parade ground.

“The greatest suffering among the
officers was mental rather than physi-
cal. Being forced to live in the same
company, and within narrow confines
seemed to make a very depressing in-
fluence on the mind. For three months
I was in one room with eleven officers;
the next twelve months. there were
four in a room, and the balance of
the time with three.

“A Swiss medical board, composad
of Swiss officers, finglly visited the
camp to look over thé" prisoners. Omn
their first visit 1 was not acecepted.
The second ¢#ime they - came—six
months afterwards—I was taken, but
not before a very strnict examination
had been made. They found I was
suffering from neurasthenia, and re-
commended me for internment in
Switzerland.

“From my personal ‘experience no
officer could possibly get out of Ger-
many unless really wsuffering from
some illness or disability. I say this
because at Constance we were again
subjected to a very stiff examination
by a body of German officers, who
rejected about fifty per cent, of both
officers and men.

“I have made a very strong report
to the British Government regarding
the depressing influence which close
confinement has on officers. I say offi-
cers because they ,suffer particularly
in so far as they are not allowed to
work, and it is really this want of
something to do which has the de-
pressing effect. I had an interview
with Lord Newton, and may say that
we may expect to see all prisoners of
over eighteen months in Holland by
the end of‘January.

“The day before I left’ Switzerland
a convoy of prisoners arrived there,
and their condition was better than
ever I had expected. Captain J. E.|
L. Streight and Captain Len Morrison
were among them. I phoned to them
and they said they were first rate, and
added that the people at home need
not worry about them. When I left
all other Toronto officers were first-
rate, but very ‘fed up’ Among them
were Fred McDonald, Frank Smith,
H. Barwick, Gerald Greene, B. John-
ston, ‘Pinky’ Allen and Ewart Os-
borne.”

son’s great deliverances since the United States éntered the conflict have | ter

had the same stamp of approval. Thereis a growing unanimity as to the
aims of the war, and it would be well to consider what Mr. Lioyd George
has to say with this in view. !

Three points are set forth as of cardinal importance. In the first
place the sanctity of treaties must be re-established. In other words the
nations must learn to speak the truth to each other. There has grown up
in Germany a theory that lying is a fine art and one to be cultivated to
one’s own advantage. It is the most deadly te,a,chlng that any nation or
individual can adopt. It is to the eternal shame of Germany that she
has allowed her rulers to attempt to overthrow the bulwarks of trutn
which the world generally had set up. - Truth is 'a spiritual prineiple ane’
Germany sold her soul to the devil of materialism, which is negation and
falsehood. No one who realizes the absoluteness of law will dare to venture
to palter with the truth. The reaction is certain. It separates the liar
-from the mass. It becomes g festering corruption within himself. It is
this fate which in very fact has overthrown Germany. She stands alone
among the hatlona. Her own allies only ‘serve her by compulsion. The
fester of revolution is gath ring in the national organism. All this is
involved in the restoration of the sanctity of treaties. The nation must
reach the sanctity of truth if it is to be trusted to be a party to » treaty.

There must be territorial settlements based on the consent of the
governed. This is thé second great principle. It means that a large part
of the earth must go in the melting pot. War has always been caused by
the lust of conquest or the revolt of the conquered. When all men are
left free to follow their own will, provided that will does not lead to inter-
ference with the rights of others, then there will be a beginning of social
evolution. We are, perhaps, too apt to suppose that when the comditions

_ in which perfection may be expected are attained that perfection will jm-

medigtely follow. It is not so in practice. The unconsidered factor up-
sets all calculations, and in this imperfect earth we must for a long time
to come provide the compensation balances, the emergency remedies which
our Jack-in-the-box human nature constantly makes necessary.

But we must have freedom. ~The people of tribes, natfons, kindreds
and topgues, who wish to dwell together under their own laws and éon-
vention, must be permitted to do so, and those who are strong and just
and true must see that the weaker folk are given their chance. -Whatever
may be said against annexation or partition must be subservient to this
rule of freedom. Democracy requires no less than this. .

Out of these two principles naturally follows the third. There must
be an authority with power to assure the observance of treaties, and to
secure the liberty of those who may not be strong enough to defend thelr
Mr. Lloyd George
speaks of an international organization to limit the burden of armaments
and diminish the probability of war. This implies an international armed
force whose authority must finally rest on the nations who have proved
that they can be trusted. The nations of the earth now know well who are
to be trusted. At the council board of the peace conference an open hand
vote would soon settle that poift. It is the nations that are democratic
in government and tradition who will be the custodians of the world’s
peace. in future. é :

Taxes and Exemptions.

* Whatever be the immediate outcome of the war situation’ citizens must
prepare themselves for a period of careful management until the war is
over and for some time afterwards. The food situation alone is a menace
of grave social significance. The fuel situation is equally alarming, and
swnothing but the most careful economy in both these departments will pull
us thru the crisis. The finamcial situation is the third material situation
which must bejconsidered, and it rests on the citizens themselves whether
they can maintain the comparative prosperity which has been enjoyed for
some time past by such retrenchment in personal outlays and such expendi-
ture on well-advised natiomal undertakings as will contribute to our credit
a8 a nation and our commercial activity as a people.

The city administration is already beginning to talk about the tax
rate, There will probably be no unreasoning desire to reduce the tax-rate
beyond what is necessary to dé®what is required. There never was more
loose cash in Toromtd than for two years past. When people have money
they are wise to pay for what is wanted. ,In the matter of the taxes this
should not be forgotton. It would be much better to pay 30 mills on the
dollar when we can afford it for necessary expenditures, than to starve the
(administration and be compelled to do later at greater expense what we
should then not so well be able to afford. This has been our experience
in, the past. We kept down the tax-rate beyorld what we should, and now
we are paying 25% mills.

Ald. Honeyford has a motion dealing with exemptions which will
probably open up a question which everybody has been afraid to touch.
There is no doubt that the principle has been used in a way detrimenta:
to the interests of all the municipalities which suffer from it. In the long
run the abolition of exemptions would be no hardship to the bodies which
now enjoy the privilege.

It is the people finally who pay.

When the people thoroly understand this they will be glad to turn
over the sum gained from the reduction of their taxes to those bodies they
desire ‘to support which have been assessed at their proper value. If in
conjunction with the cessation of exemptions the land tax was also adopted
there would D& less complaint. Buildings would be exempted, but the
land on which they stand should be assessed at its true and proper value.

GERMANY RECOGNIZES
REPUBLIC OF FINLAND

Katser Orders Chancellor to Receive Finn
Plenipotentiaries.

Amasterdam, Jan, 7,—~Germany has rec-
ognized the Finnish hepublic.  An .offi-
cial despatch from Berlin says that, after
the Russian Government declared  its
willingness to recognize the independence
of Finland as soon as the application of
the Finns was received, and after the
Finnish Government had taken a cor-
responding step at Petrograd, which was
received favorably, the German Emperor
charged the imperial chancellor to ex-
press in the name of the German govern-
ment recognition of the Finnish Repub-
lic to plenipotentiaries of Finland now in
Berlin. Chancellor von Hertling received
the plenipotentiaries on Sunday and in-
formed them Germany had recoxnized
Finland.

Not wilfully, but care-
lessly, For some reason this particular
diseare inspires in any but intelligent or
edncated parents a desire to experiment
upon the ailing child with anything and
evervthing the neighborhood pleases to
recommend. Worse than that, some par-
enty are g0 lost to all sense of responsi-
bility that they write off to some ras-
cally cnarlatan who purports to have a

remedy or cure for the disease, and pro-
ceed to subject the unfortunate child to
the panacea irrespective of any individ-
ual circumstances favoring or opposing
the procedure.

In chorea, just as in so-called inflam-
matory rheumatism—acute infectious
arthritis-—there is always a chance of in«
volvment of heart vaives by the strepto-
cuccus and permanent heart disease as
a ‘result, This is one important. reason
for thc¢ constant supervision of a good
dcetor; he wwiches the heart at every
vis't, ard counse!s rest .or other measures
accordingly.

Chorea lasts for weeks or months. It
invariably 'proceeds to ultimate recovery
if the child is intelligently treated by a
competent physician.

'BRINGS PNEUMONIA

Observing Public Health Of-
ficial Says People Are In-

viting Epidemic/

“More and more,” said A. H. Bur-
nett when seen in his office in the de-
partment of public health at the city
hall yesterday, “do we find that public
health is social service. The time has
passed when ‘we thought our work

began and epded with the  cleaning
up of the backyards of the &¢ity. Wg
now know that it reaches away back
into the daily lives and habits of the
people.”

Made Observations.

Mr. Burnett, in illustrating his idea
of the unlimited scope of the public
health department today, spoke of the
observation he had made of people
going without rubbers. He had per-
sonally made this a subject for oh-
servation, and had noticed on the
street cars and on the streets the
great number of people who are not
wearing rubbers. The reason, Mr.
Burnett supposed, was that the aver-
age weekly income and the high cost
of living resulted in stinting some-
where, and this going without rub-
bers seemed to be the outcome. Trac-
ing his idea to a logical conclusion,
Mr. Burnett mentioned the line-up at
the drug dispensing department.

The Result.

“The result in which 1 am interest-
ed,” said Mr. Burnett, “from the stand-
point of public health, is that we are
very likely to have an epidemic of
pneumonia in Toronto if this weather
continues and the people do mot wear
rubbers."’

BREAD FUND BUREAU
FOR WAR PRISONERS

Weekly Supply of Bread Sent to Pri-:
soners in German Camps.

The prisoners of war bread funa
is entering upon the third year of its
existence and the report sent out
shows the amount donafted towarad
this fund for 1916-1917 to be $50,715.
The only expense of postage and
cables, has amounted to $186. The
Oyerseas Ciub, Toronto, has en-
dorsed this fund as one of its chief
aetivities and many prisoners speak
of the bread they receive as “over-
seas bread,” and send their thanks to
“Overseas Club and friends in Cana-
da.” The weekly supply of bread is
sent to the camps by this burean,
and for $2 a month they undertake to
send seven pounds of bread per week
per man for four weeks. The flour

is imported from France, baked, ana
packed by the bureau and forwarded
by them in special cars to the dis-
tributing point in Germany. Each
parcel contains a ready addressea
postecard, which (.he prisoner uses to
acknowledge the receipt of the breaa.
This bureau has upwards of 1200 men
on its list who receive bread regularly
every week.

JEWISH WOMEN HEAR
ADDRESS ON THEIR WORK
Mrs. Janet Simons Harris, President

of the National Council of Women,
Speaks

Mrs. Janet Simons Harris, president
of the National Council of the Jewish
Women of America. - addressed a

meeting last evening in the Foresters’
Hall, under the auspices of the To-
ronto Council of Jewish women, when
in an inieresting address she out-
lined the aims and objects of tne
council, and spoke on the work that
had already been accomplished. She
stated that the councili had now 92
branches in the United Sitates and
Canada with over 25,0000 memthers.
Since the ouubreak of the war all
gections had been actively engaged
in war relief work and had contribut~
ed over $50,000 in money. She point-
ed out that the council specialized in
fmmigration work, and had a status
that placed it at the head of all wom-
en's orgamizations in America. At
the recent Panama Pacific Institute
Bxposidon, held in San Francisco last
year, the council received both the
gold medal and blue riblbon awards
for the best exhibits in thq depart-
ment of socioligy. She pointed out
that the council of Jewish women was
affillated with the National Counkil
of Jewish Women. She outlined the
future plans, stating taht consider-
able work was in view, and was being
planned, looking to she reconstruction

RADICAL REFORMS
- IN CHILD WELFARE

A. H. Leake and J. J. Kelso
Address Home and
School Council.

Some radical reforms were suggest-
ed at the meeting of the Toronto. Home
and School Council'in the Social Ser-
vice Building, of College street, last
night in so far as the systems now in
vogue touching child delinquency ana
vocational training of girls and women
are concerned and if in ‘the course of
time these reforms are ‘brought about
there are many who see hapy conse-
quences which it is ecentended must
necessarily follow. . = .

‘“Vocational education for girls and
women” was the subject of a very in-
teresting address by AssH. Leake, pro-
vincial inspector of manual training
and household science, The speaker.
held that because of its great import-
ance the problem required serious con-
sideration. It was a traditional feel-
ing, he: said, that women ought not
to be in the industries; but he quoted
figures to show: that women do fill
thousands - of industrial . positions
which were, in the main, very poorly
paid. ;

In the United States there were
eight:and ‘a half million women rated
as  ‘‘gainfully employed” exclusive of
their own, homes.andrbecause of this
and ,the fact that;women are .often
called upon:to helprsupport the home
or to fully support it Mr. Leake be-
lieved that women shpuld:be -educated
for 'both home making and industry.

Women’s Patriotic League  Sends
Many Comforts to Soldiers.

Mrs. Arthur Van Koughnet, con-
vener, soldiers’ comforts of the Toron-
to Women's Patriotic League, 80 West
King street, reports for the week the
following'| shipments pwerseas: 734
pairs sox, 314 service shipts, 115 suits
gauze underwear, 175 handages, 144
‘towels, 88 suits pyjamas, 150 personal
property bags, 68 stretcher caps, quan-
tity quilts and wristlets.

The following extract from- a letter
from the firing line .shows one reason
for the great need of spx:

“The section we are now in is a
chalky sort of soil, The rain makes a
soupy kind of imud in the trenches,
which penetrates the boots immediate-
ly; when the boots and sox. get dry
in the dugouts the.chalk in the water
leaves a sort of sediment in the sox,
which rubs sores in an incredibly
short time. The men would rather
keep on wetting their feet than letting
the sox dry on them. Another pair
cach would enable me to keep one pair
per, man in the wash and two pairs
with him, thus giving him a change
every day, which is mot too much un-
der the circumstances.

“I enclose receipt for the goods sent
to me, and beg to thank you on behalf
of the men of the company for a most
generous gift, coming at a time when
it is very wet and cold. The sox,
which the men say were the best they
have ever. had, were a godsend, the
handkerchiefs considered a luxury, as
also the cigarets.”
