A mighty shout rent the air when the
address- was finished, and Sir Wiifrid
Laurier, bat in hand, stepped forward to
dellver his opeéning address. He was kept
busy for weveral momentis .bowing Hhis
acknowledgements to the plaudits of th
thousands, and when they had subdued
Canada’s silver-tongued Premier commenc-
ed_ his speech, which wak Mstened at-
tentively to by the vast throng.

It was not for those whom he saw be-
fore him, Sir Wilfrid began, to offer him
this enthusiastic, cordial reception, but
rather it was for him to convey his sin-
cerest expression ‘of gratitude for the
invitation given him to be present. It
was more than a pleasure, he assuréd
them, to come to Toronto, particularly
on the present occasion. Toronto, how-
ever, was very much like the humnan race.
It was not perfect, it was true, but it
was the most hospitable city on the con-
tinent, whether one paid it a visit on
business or on pleasure. Nay, It *'“as
more than that, as one who may have
been here during the election time as he
Tiad well knows. Then the people’s sympa-
thies were with you and they sent
you away with the sweet delusion that
they were all on your side. [Laughter. ]

Nature, Sir Wilfrid went on, had not
been greedy with Toronto; on the contrary,
she has treated the city with a lavish
hand.

Wilfrid said that if any ecity was entitied
to hold such a Fair Toronto was the
place and he sincerely trusted that the
day was not far distant when the idea
would be carried out. It would be a
great thing, he thought, if all the pro-
vinces were to meet in rivalry In "To-
ronto; rivalry in art, in industry and In
agriculture.

A Word on the Censns,

shown a larger increase -in population, and
as a Quebecker he was disappointed that
there was not a ;larger Increase there.

But while the census figures aid not
show _the increase In population that
they all would have liked. it did show
something that was particularly gratify-
ing to all Canadians. That something was
that Canada had a far largeér trade per
head by two-thirds than did the United
States.

The Premier refused to accept any
thanks for his efforts to strengthen the
ecommon Canadian sentiment in all the
provinces of the Dominion. and promac’e
the freedom of British institutions. *‘Di-
vided tho we be in origin’ he exclaimed |
amid applause, ‘‘we zare Capadians with
one ohject, one purpose, apd are Cana-
dlans first, last and always.

Pekin, Aug.:27.—The three polnts of the
protocol that are unsettled are the time for
the evacuation of Pekin and the Province
of Chill, whether the Whangpo commission
%hall consist of representatives of the large
shipping nations, such. as England, Ger-
many and Japan, or include representatives
of the smaller shipping nations such as
the United States and France, and the
approval of the three edicts which have
not yet been received. *So far as the
Whangpo commission is concerned It 18
Jikely that the United States and France
will be represented.

The three edicts in question refer to the
punishment of certain officials Included
in the provinclal list, which the Ministers
allowed the Chinese to examine and de-
¢cide upon the punishments; where and
what examinations shall be prohibited, in-
cluding the m politan examinations In
Pekin, and the ‘order for thé razing of
certain forts by China. The fitst two edicts
will comé by courier from Singan Fu, and
the .third by telegraph. It is expected
that the protocol will be signed thls week.
If it ijs not l;l will be the fault of the

“| edicts.

The first payment of interest on the 1n-
demnity will be due July 1, 1902. Commer-
eial relations, if hereafter considered, will
be discussed by representatives of eleven
powers regardless of the amount of trade
of each nation, as the consent of each
power will be essential to any arrangement
that is made. :

Chou Fu, the Provincial Treasurer, has
published thruout Chill Province a cirecular

SOLVES SERVANT PROBLEM,

Lady Jeune Says That American
Women Work Domestics Too Hard,

Chicago, Aug. 27.—The Record prints the
following from Lady Jeune in London:

All England has noted with amused In-
terest the declaration of principles recently
{gsued by the servant girls of Chicago. The
problem of domestic service, like one touch
of nature, makes the whole world akin.

In England, however, while this difficulty
erops up from time fo time, It never: as-
sumes a serious form. We pay our serv-
ants exceptionally well, and shield them
from overwork. 'The poor slavey or mald-
of-all-work in the middle-ciass homes alone
has real grievances. In the large estab-
lishments there is nmot the least possibility
of the servants being overworked. Indeed,
sometimes In these large homes the upper
servants have their slavey. In America
the servants work much harder than they
do here, too. Three or less will manage
an' entire establiShmént ‘there, while in
England one, two or three workers would
not think of co-operating and managing an
éntire house.

Cites Her Own Case.

Take a home like,mige, for Instance;
there are three wonien in the kitchen,three
housemaids, four man servants, and ladies’
maids and nurses-according to the size of
the family. Each servant does the work
that belongs to his department and no
more. Do not think you can compare your
domestic system to ours. When you would
have more good servants give
them less work, and your sup-
ply will gsoon be unlimited. Then
ecan American women enjoy the Enhg-
lish housewife's feellng of security. We
take an Interest In our servants. When
they need rest, we see that they get it.
When they get. i1, we cure them. A but-
lér is paid £100 a year,a footman £45 down-
ward, and others in proportion. In-regard
to seeing friends, I do not think there
should be much restriction, but servants
generally prefer to go out with thetr yeting
men rather than to sce them in thelr mas-
ters’ houses.

‘Reward for Faithful Work.

We expect our servants to do their work
well. After that they may do pretty much
as they please. It is not best to hold the
teins too tightly. The secarcity of servants
in America 'makes them masters of the
gituation, Here the supply far exceeds
the demand. One owes so much comfort
and -ease in life to servants that one should
be willing, if only Yrom a selfish stand-
polnt, to be kind to them.

T have found no person so grateful for
little attentions as my servants. I can
never say how much 1 have owed in my
life to the devotion and affection of some
of them, and I shall always consider a
number of them among iy kindest and
best friends.

NEW NORTHWEST LINES?

Canadian Pacifile Will
Great Northern.

Beat the

Tacoma, Aug. 27.—Present indications are
that. the Canadian Pacifi¢c Rallroad will
beat the Great Northern with its new llne
fnto the rich Republic district. President
Hill announced recently that the Great
Northern would have its line completed
to Republic by January next.

He accepted the route located by his en-
glineers, frunning from Marcus, on the
Spokane Falls and Northerm, up San Poil
Valley, across the international boundary
into Canada, and thence southward to Re-
public. This gives him a line over twice
as long as the air line distance between
Marcus and Republie.

Mr. Hill let contracts and grading is in
progress from both ends. Quietly but en-
ergetically the Granby smelter people of
Grand Iorks, B.C., have commenced grad-
ing a short liné from Grand Forks direct
to Republic. In reality they are backed
by the Canadian Pacifie, but their charter
does not permit direct ownefship of that
road to appear.

The Canadian Pacific’s road fs so much,
shorter that it is certain to De. finlshed
first. Its projectors have also secured
long-time contracts for transporting the
ore of the largest Republic mines to the
Grand Forks ‘smelters.

plaining of oppressive charges for this com-
modity, asking me to point out some
means by which redress éan be had, and
expressing a hope that my efforts to bring
ahout a reduction in the price of this stapie
might be successful. I therefore trust that
this convention will take this matter,which
is a very serious one to so many of the
publie, into earnest conslderation, with the
object of redressing an evident wrong.

“In econclusion, I disclaim any desire to
drive anybody out of the coal business, but
rather to see the trade regulated so that
dealers will be satisflied with a reasonable
and a lving profit.”

TOLLS AT GRIMSBY PARK-

Mr. J. A. €. McCuaig Threatens the
Co, With an Action at Law.

Mr. J. A. 0. McCuailg, secretary of the
Fire Underwriters’ Association of Toronto,
has a grievance against the directors of
Grimsby Park, to which he took his fam-
fiy last Thursday.

This Mr. Gripion
refused to usccede to, and yesterday Mr.
MecCunalg, thru his legal advisers, sent a
letter to the direetors, claiming that he
was Illegally detained and virtually held
a prisoner until he complied with an ex-
tortionate demand. - A writ for illegal de-
tention and extortion i8 threatened unless
the company makes rtestitution and an
apology before Aug..31.

CONVENTION OF WEATHER MEN.

-
How the United States Works to
Get Best Probabilities. 3

Milwaukee, Wis, Aug. 27.—Over 100
weather bureau officlals from all parts of
the United States gathered' here to-day to
attend a three days’ convention.

Professor Willis L. Moore, chief of the
United States Weather Bureau, in opening
this, the second convention, reviewed the
important changes,developments and exten-
slons of the weather service that had oc-
curred since the first conyention at Omaha
in October, 1898. He referred to the sta-
tions in the West Indies that bave been
thoroly equipped and manned by observers
of the Weather Bureau, and sald:

Reporting stations have been established’
at Turk’s Island. and. Bermuda, and provi-
sion has been made for securing dajly re-
; s . by telegraph from various points In

exico. Thru the medium of the Mefeoro-
logical Office, London, England, reports are
recelved daily by cable from various points
in the British Isles, and on the west Euro-
pean coast and also from ‘Agores. The
object of the West Indian Service Is to
give warning to shipping and to Awmerican
coast Interests of the approach of tropl-
cal hurricanes.

The Mexican reports are useful in de-
tecting the approach of storms which ad-
vance to our southern borders fromx .the
southwest.

An extension of the region of observation
also has heen made in the Northwest Brit-
ish territory to Barkerville, and it will
keep pace with the extension of the tele-
graph lines.

WILL SELL 500 ISLANDS.

Montreal, Aug. 27.—The number of fis-
lands in the St. Lawrence Thousand Island
group to be placed upom the market by
the Dominion Department of the Interior
is approximately 500. They are dis
tributed over the river between Kingston
and Brockville, and range from five acres
to two-one hundredths of an acre in ex
tent. As soon as the plans of the islauds
and the conditions of sale are printed of-
fers to buy will be received by the de-
partment. In the event of two or more
applications for jhe same Island, the
parties will be asked to tender, and the
property will be sold to the highest bid-
der. Only two islands will be sold to
the same applicant.
