With a staff of machinists demanding
wages that they could not afford to
pay, the Collingwood Shipbuilding Coem-
pa.nyhuclo-eddawniuplgnt,and
450 men, 75 per cent. of whom are resi-
.@ents o fthe town, are out of work.

The company has practically gone out
of business for the time being. They
were tendering on some new work, and
found that they could only hopé to suc-
oeed by offering the men a reduction
of wages of 16 per cent., the same as
that recently made in United States
‘shipyards. A notice to this effect was
posted up in the works, and on Monday
.a. committee of the men walited on
.Manager B. M. Smith. The situation
‘was. %l:lned to the committee, and
they away apperently impressed
with the reasonableness of the com-
pany’s contention. Yesterday morning
the men did not return to work, and at
‘1145 word was sent that they did not
propose to  return. A meeting
‘of the board was held. and it was de-
cided to shut up the plant.

“We have never made a dollar, nor
/has any other company in Canada made
money out of shipbuilding,” said Mana-
ger Smith to The World. ‘“We have had
to contend with the free importation of
‘British-built vessels, and with the Unit-
ed States scale of wages. We spent
$50,000 in bringing in Scotch and United
States shipbuilders and in perfecting
our organization, and it is with great
reluctance that the decision to close
dewn was reached. g

«“We offered to build two steamers for
the C.P.R. at cost, plus 5 per cent, in
order to retain our organization intact,
but they decided they could do better in
the old country and bought there.

“If the outlook improves we may re-
oven. the plant at some time in the
future, and it will not be dismantled.

“Ahout- March 15 next we will under-
take o compvlete some repairing con-
tracts, vut the ‘company, is now’ practi-
callv -out ofthe field." ©

OCEAN EATE WAR

Cuﬁard,'wmtg Star ‘and Amer'can
Lines Affected. '

NEW YORK, N.Y., Jan. 9.—Upon the
refusal of the ‘Cunard Steamship Co.
to inorease its second and third-class
rates for the new exprées steamenrs,
Mauretania and Lusitania by $3.25, the
International Mercanti'e Marine to-
day anounced a 'reduot!on of ‘that
amount for all ‘boats of the American
and White Star Lines in the British
service. The Cunard line immediate-
ly met the cut and the Intema.tlona:l
Mercantile Marine to-day followed
this with a second reduction of $3.75,
making its total cut $7.50. It is said
this reduction undoubterly will be met
by . the Cunard line to-morrow. The
new rates do not affect the continental
service, except that the rates on
steamenrs of the White Star Line call-
ing at Southampton, Cherbourg and
Plymouth were cut for Cherbourg as
well as for the two English ports.
This reduction was met by the French
line with one of $2 in its second ¢
rates to Havre. The new rates become
eeffotive at once, both eastbound and
westbound on boats of the White Star
and American Lines. The reduction
of the Cunard Compamy does not ap-
ply until after the sailing of the
Mauretania from Liverpool and the
Lusitania from New York Saturday.

Under the new schedule,second cdbin
rates on' the Oceanic have been Te-
duced from $47.50 to $40; on the Adri-
atic, Majestic and Toutonic from $45.50
to $37.50, and on other boats of the
White Star and the American Lines
in proportion.

The treaty was in force for
years between the United " Kingdom |
and Japan, without affecting ' Canada, |
nor did Canada’'s exclusion from its |
operations in any way disturb the sta- 1
tus of the empire.

The federal government cannot es-
cape responsibility for the voluntary
legislative act which made Canada a
party to the treaty and bound her to
concede the full liberty of Japanese
subjects to enter, travel or “reside in|
any part of the Dominion. Had Can- |
ada so chosen she might have remain-
ed for ever outside its scope, and the
present dilemma-is the direct conse-
quence of the act passed at the in-
btance and on the recommendation of
the Laurier government. - It may be,

Roads” Program Should Be
Given Wider Scope. :

A deputation consisting of Henry
Eilber, M.L.A.; Dr. Holmes, Goderich,
M.H.O., and treasurer for the county;
Warden Currie, Wingham, and Clerk

Lane, Goderich, waited on Hon. Dr.
Reaume, minister of public works,
yesterday, Hon. A. J. Matheson also
being present.

These gentlemen, with A. Hislop,
M.L.A., and M. C. Cameron, M.L.A.,
by a resolution of the last meeting
of Huron county council had been ap-
pointed a committee to lay before the
government the tian of the county
with respect to their ¥oads, and the
Road Improvement Act, under which
one-third of the cost of road improve-
ments ds bornme by the government
from an annual appropriation of $1,-
000.000. it

Huron County, as long ago as 1857-8,
did what the government by the Road
Improvement Act i8 now encou g
other countries to do. The act. not be-
ing retroactive, gives no benefit to the
enterprising Huronians who spent
$600,000 in building a road system then,
and buying out all the toll houses,
26 in number, then existing. Having
done all that the act contemplates
they wamt to get for the future such
help from the government as they
would be entitled to if they had left
their good works until now.

Thelr suggestion is that the aid
which. would have gone to a road sys-
tem be equally given to the construc-
tion of permanent bridges.

Huron County has six rivers and no
fewer tham 111 county bridees, besides
three times as many township bridges.
All the bridges, as originally built,
were of wood, and -as these become
“impaired they are being replaced with
steel and concrete structures. Some
of these are 300 feot lomg. ' At God-
erich one bridge will cost $277.000. A
sum of $35,000 for two township bridges
is about to be spent, but of course
the assistance asked. only applies  to
county bridges.

As a principle of considerable im-
portance is involved, and legislation
would be necessary before the desired,
relief could be extended, no definite
reply was given the deputation, but
favorable consideration was promised.

BATTLE IN SOMALILAND
ITALIANS  LOSE HEAVLY

Outpost Station = Besieged and
Captured and Defenders Slain

ROME, Jan. 9.—News has been Tre-
ceived here of a terrible battle in Italian
Somaliland, on the east coast of ;,\trlca,
between the Itallan forces there and
the Ayssinians. )

It is learned on good guthority th}at'
Lugh, the furthermost talian station
in the interior, wasvbeseged by the
Abyssinians and deetrg{yed after a des-
perate and junequal fight, and its de-
fenders were killed. }

It is believed here that the Italian
government is concealing a severe re-
verse in order to prepare the public for

graver news.

The importance of the situation les
in the establishment of the fact as to
whether or not the King of Abyssinia
ordered the attack upon the Italian
possessions.

Tugh was garrisoned by about 125
natives, under the command of Capt:
Bongiovanni, and the attacking party
consisted of about two thousand
Abyssinians, according to reports re-
ceived here. :

The Italian government has ordered
the squadron now .in the Red Sea to
proceed to the coast of Somaliland in or-
der to protect the towns along the
coast, as the entire territory is garri-
scned by no more than two thousand
natives, under the command of Italian
officers. b

At the same time the goverrment has
telegraphed te the-Italian legation at
Addis Abeba: the capital of Abyssinia,

sent a protest to King Menelik against
the violation of the status quo.

Sim-
coe’s big fertile county has the homnor
of the greatest yields of barley and oats,
Nearly two million bushels of barley
and over four million bushels of oats
ripened there. York, Ontario, Halton
and Peel counties were leaders in the
ylelds per acre of oats, which is a tri-
bute to these counties, where agricul-
ture has been followed the longest. It
means good farming. Renfrew = and
Stormont report good yields also this
year.

York, Waterloo and Wellington have
the largest ylelds of barley, while Rainy
River returns generally surpass older
Ontario crops, owing, no doubt, to the
virgin character of the soll.
