BERLIN, July 3.—Startling de­
velopment of the Darwinian theory 
Is contributed by Dr. F. Melchers, 
the German biologist, in The Zeit­
geist. Instead of descent from a 
single race of apes, Melchers pro­
pounds the theory that mankind Is 
really divided Into four great race 
groups, each of which Is descended 
from one of the four race groups of 

* anthropoid apes. Representatives 
of these four are to be found In ex­
isting gorillas, chimpanzees, Qu­
ran ga and : gibbon apes.

From the gorilla type ofape are 
descended, according to Melchers, 
the West Con go-Gulnea-Soudan ne­
gro, the Basutos and Zulus, and 
also the fair-haired and red-haired 
northern races, including the Finns. 
From the chimpanzee ape are de­
scended -Bushmen, Lapps, Berbers 
and southern Europeans; the ou- 
rang-outang Is the ancestor of the 
Tasmanians, Australians and short- 
headed south Germans, while Mon­
golians. Malays, Polynesians and 
Siberians come from the gibbon ape.

Dr. Melchers promises further de­
tails of his remarkable theory.

Eight Passengers Had Narrow

BLYTH, July 3—About « o’clock

MONTREAL, July 3.—(Special.)— 

The Important deal by which the Royal 
Bank of Canada purchases the assets, 
amounting to about $15.000,000 of tne 
Union Bank of Halifax, has been con­
summated as far as the directors of 
both institutions are concerned. The 
closing of the transaction depends now 
upon the ratification of the sharehold­
ers of the Union Bank.

As the annual meeting of the Union 
does not take place till February, it is 
quite probable that a special meeting 
will be called, notice of four weeks be­
ing given to each shareholder.

The Union has 45 branches, but It is 
supposed that the branches in AmherV, 
Bridgewater. Lunenburg^ " Sydney, 
Truço, St- John. N. B.. Charlottetown 
and Ban Juan, Porto Rico, will be clos­
ed. as the Royal has also branches in 
those localities. As for Halifax, where 
both the Royal and Union Bank build­
ings are crowded. It is supposed that 
the Union office will be called the Hol­
lis-street branch of the Royal.

The banking fraternity view the pur­
chase with favor. Mr. John Knight, 
secretary of the Canadian Bankers' 
Association, said that both would pro­
bably profit by the outcome.

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41 HUMANIZING THE PRISON 

SYSTEM.
No one who has studied the results 

in other places could have entertain­
ed any doubt shout the success of 
Hon. W. J. Hanna's plan of humaniz­
ing the provincial JadA system. It is 
a matter for earnest congratulation, 
however, that nothing has Interfered 
to retard or obetruct the success which 
alone can Justify the Innovation in 
the minds of those who are wedded 
to the old ideas of the depravity of 
human nature. Much still remains to 
be done, and It would be extraordin­
ary If the experiment proceeded with 
the entire success that has so far 
attended It, yet Mr. Hanna has taken 
such pains, and is so ably assisted In his 
efforts, that an unusual degree of 
good fortune may be expected easily 
to raise the Guelph achievement high 
above the average attained elsewhere.

A great many of our legal crimes are 
not really of a moral nature at all, 
and unless a man’s moral nature la 
deeply depraved, or so rudimentary 
as to be practically non-existent, it 
is comparatively an easy matter to 
bring him under the Influence of rea­
sonable discipline and restraint. 
Strong liquor has- so much to do with 
the crimes of the day, that the com­
pulsory abstinence required under 
prison regulations leaves the men in 
a favorable mood for reformatory con­
trol.

Rev. W. H. HI neks Peints Out Hew It 
Typifies Canada’s Ufa and Ideals.

In an address Nhose keynote was 
Dominion Day patrttitlsm. Rev. W. H. 
Hi neks, pastor of Broadway Taber­
nacle, yesterday morning pointed out 
the appropriateness of the maple leaf 
as the national emblem of Canada.

Altho the maple was not Indigen­
ous to Canada, but a native of Ja­
pan, it was one of the hardest work­
ing trees In extracting nourishment 
from the soil, typifying the lives of 
Canada’s earnest pioneers ln church, 
educational and political work.

The maple knew hew to wait, and 
no shade was so. dense as to kill Its 
growth. Similarly, for a long period 
of Canadian history, the forces of 
nature waited for development. With 
sixty nations now knocking 
ada’s gate for admission, tg, 
fulfilment had come.

The maple waa a food , producer, 
symbolizing the country’s t greatness 
as a storehouse of food for ‘erther na­
tions. The bank deposits of $120 per 
unit of population, the highest in the 
world, were significant also of the 
industrious character of the people.

The maple was the most grateful 
of shade trees. This quality of doing 
good to others waa marked in Can­
ada’* history by the altruistic spirit of 
the U./E. Loyalists and the shoulder­
ing of'a share of the Boer war bur- 
den.

The brilliancy cf the hue of the 
maple leaf ln maturity depended upon 
the degree of humidity In the period 
preceding maturity. Canada was now 
lr. Its youth, and to develop into later 
beauty and strength, the people must 
make good use of opportunities. z 

Frank Yelgh gave an address ln the 
school house In the afternoon on the 
nlstory of confederation. Mr. " Yelgh 
was assisted by twenty young men, 
who were used 3to represent the dif­
ferent races being fused Into the 
Canadian nationality.

er st Detroit on Tuesday was a ruse 
to put the police off the track, thoeo 
who knew Gouldthrtte well were dis­
posed to believe that he had done away 
with himself. It was asserted by one 
friend that Gouldthrtte, before quit­
ting Ottawa, had gone to the Chau­
dière Falls, with tho determination of 
throwing himself In, but that his nerve 
had failed him. He was in a highly 
nervous state. -

Mrs. Gouldthrite, who returned from 
Detroit on Saturday, has been 
vinced all along that her husband's 
body was In the Detroit River, but 
when Information that It had been 
found was conveyed to her to-night, 
she was much affected. Her belief 
was doubtless strengthened by the re­
ceipt of letters previously addressed 
to her by Gouldthrite.

Gouldthrite began his career in the 
Dominion civil service as a messenger 
In the printing bureau 20 years ago. 
His promotion was steady. Fifteen ■ 
years ago he married a woman from 
Minneapolis, by whom there is one 
child alive, a boy 6 years of ag*. It 
was his experience as a father that 
resulted Iti his inventing a device to 
keep warm at night the bottled milk, 
which he patented. It is charged that 
the company which.he formed to manu­
facture the article became a means of 
coaxing money from those who «old 
supplies to the government thru him.

He was about 45 years of age, short 
and light by build. He was of a mod­
est, retiring disposition, and had a 
large circle of friends, who bellevb he 
was led into the system of frauds by 
others, rather than that he originated 
It. Just what the amount of the em­
bezzlements has reached, has not been 
discovered, but It Is claimed that the 
percentage- that went into his pockets, 
and those of certain suspected assoc­
iates, from huge quantities of supplies 
purchased, mainly from U. 8. firms, 
may have aggregated a quarter of a 
million. Five other employee of the 
department have been dismissed and 
One suspended. Gouldthrite got 32100 a 
year salary. When he built an 31800 
fence In front of his home, people be- « 
gan to wonder. He said he had been 
fortunate in mining speculations. A 
week ago last Friday the truth came 
out, and he was a fugitive from jus­
tice.

In officiel circles there are no de­
velopments In, connection with the 
printing bureau enquiry, but it Is pos­
sible that Hon. Charles Murphy, secre­
tary of state, may be In a position t* 
make a statement after the next meet­
ing of the cabinet council, to be held 
on Tuesday next.

NEW YORK. July 2.—The Poet's Lory- 

don cable says:
Lonoon has been comparatively calm 

concerning this week's sensational slump 
in prices at. New xork. This nas been 
largely due to mo «act that our commit­
ments In your snare» nave been relatively 
lnsisnincant for some time past. Just aa 
our distrust was exemplified during your 
recent boom by a disinclination to buy at 
the high prices then prevailing, so now 
we look for still further liquidation In 
Wall-street. There aie, however, very 
few bear commitments here In your 
stocks.

Such liquidation aa you have experienc­
ed has long been regarded aa Inevitable 
oere. It seemed to us to be the natural 
consequence ol' inflation ot priées and 
the stupendous bond creations by your 
railroaos, io say nothing of your adverse 
trade balance. It has been also recog­
nised, however, that the trouble has been 
aggravated and In a way precipitated by 
the action of your Interstate commerce 
commission In the recent freight rate de­
cisions. The showing made by the At- 
cnlton, and the operating statements of 
other roads, have made a profound im­
pression on this side. •

It Is believed here that some reduction 
hi the dividends of your railroads may 
ultimately be rendered necessary as a 
result 01 the constant rise In operating 
expenses and fixed charges. The feeling 
is that for a time at least your roadT* 
cannot sufficiently enlarge their 
account to offset these higher co 
Nevertheless It to felt also that thcf pro­
bable disposition of your railroads will 
be to make the worst of things, so as to 
afford tome sort of an object lesson for 
your government.

Rut for the political and crop uncer­
tainties, we should expect quiet liquida­
tion with a sagging tendency to prices, 
but no serious trouble.
