BERLIN, July 3.—Startling de-

vélopment of the Darwinian theory
is contributed by Dr. F. Melchers,
the German biologist, in The Zeit-
geist. Instead of descent from a
single race’ of apes, Melchers pro-
pounds the theory that mankind is
really divided into four great race
groups, each of which is descended
from one of the four race groups of
® anthropeid apes. Representatives
of these four are to be found in ex-
isting gorillas, chimpanzees, ou-
rangs and/gibbon apes.

From the gorilla type ofape are
descended, according to Melchers,
the West Congo-Guinea-Soudan ne-
gro, the Basutos and Zulus, and
also the fair-haired and redsha;red
northern races, including the Finns.
From the chimpanzee ape are de-
scended .Bushmen, Lapps, Berbers .

But a BDisagreement of Present
Conference May Cause Gen-
eral Elections in January.

LONDON, July 3—(N. Y. Tribuné
Cable.)—Experienced politicians do'not
attempt to forecase the issue of the
weto conference. . That body contains
three convinced tariff reformers, who
want to dispose of the constitutional

question so that there will be a free
field for their own issue. With them
are three ministers with.a strong bent
‘for rational conciliation. :

The doubtful men are A. J. Balfour,
who takes a keener interest in tactics
than in the fiscal guestion, and David
Lloyd-George, who is not prepared to
sacrifice his own political future if the
Radicals regard a compromise coldly.
Mr. Balfour can be dependeﬁ on to join
his six assoctlates in an extremity, but
Mr. Lloyd-George, with the editors of
three Radical journals at his beck and
call, can stand out safely against the
seven.

The best hope of a settlement lies In
the fact that the lords, landholders and
capitalists are hard hit by the new
budget taxes and want a change in
the fiscal system as soon as possible.
This they will get if the constitutional
question be out of the way when a
general election comes on.

If there be no adjustment befoyh No-
vember the veto resolutions willl be
taken up, and general elections may be
expected in January, with the constitu.
tional question uppermost.

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HUMANIZING = THE
[SYSTEM.

No one whlaa has studied the results
in other places could have éntertain-
ed any doubt about the success of
Hon. W. J. Hanna's ph.n' of humaniz-
ing the provineial jail system. It is
a matter for earmest congratulation,
however, that nothing has interfered
to retard or obstruct the success which
alone can Jjustify the innovation in
the minds of those who are wedded
to the old ideas of the depravity of
human nature. Much still remains to
be done, and it would be extraordin-
ary if the experiment proceeded with
the entire success that has so far
attended it, yet Mr. Hanna has taken
guch pains, and is so ably assisted in his
efforts, that an unusual degree: of
good fortune may be expeécted -easily
to raise the Guelph achievement high
above the average attained elsewhere.

A great many of our legal crimes are
not really of a moral nature 4t all,
and unless a man’s moral nature is
deeply depraved,: or so rudimentary
as to be practically non-existent, it
is comparatively an easy matter to
bring him under the influence of rea-
sonable discipline and restraint.
Strong liquor has se -much to do with
the crimes of the day, -that the com-
pulsory abstinence réquiréd under
prison regulations leaves the men in
a favorable mood for reformatory con-
trol.

The chief thing is to be assured
that the proper sort of influence is
being brought to bear upon the men.
This is the human element which is
sc difficult to secure, gnd it is here
that Mr. Hanna's judgment and pene-
tration are of immense value.” In
that extraordinary book of Hareld
Begbie’'s, “Twice-Born Men,” it is
brought out clearly that the sense of
justice and injustice is very keen
among the criminal classes. They feel
that they have neot had a “square
deal,” and they rebel against society.
Under the new prison regulations the
utmost pains are taken to ensure
that eéach man shall have a fair
chance to redeem himself, and to ac-
quire whatever abatements and modi-
fication of his sentence are possible.

Beyond all this, however, comas the
opportunity to do pleasant and use-
ful work. The old idea of keeping a
man busy while his busy-ness had no
actual result, has gradually been glv-
ing way to the more reasonable idea
of productive work. The mechanical
character of the work hitherto requir-
ed has been usually. neither pleasant
nor -attractive. Of course there are
many who wonder why life should
be made agreeable for prisoners. The
golden rule ought to be a sufficient
answer in a Christian  country, but
it is not always. A more utilitariavl}
answer is that it pays, it is true
economy, for the men become less
criminal .under pleasanter surround-
ings. i

Men become criminal in the strug-
Ele to get away from disagreeable
surroundings. They may be very much
mistaken. about . what they want.
They have probably never realized
the enjoyment attending useful and
healthy labor. Even a young colt has
to be broken to harness, and any
horseman will tell you that his horse
enjoys his work. The man has also
to be broken to labor. God forgive
us that we have not made the life of
the average Mman as pleasant or as
easy as the life of the average horse.
The horse is sure of his food and
shelter. Even in Toronto there are
men and women who have not that
assgurance.

ROUSES CRITICISM

Methodist Churches Are Closed—
North Toronto Meeting Streng
For Annexatiop.

HAGERMAN'S CORNERS, July 23—
(Special.)—No ecclesiastical exent in re-
¢ent years in this district has aroused
a ‘fraction of the opposition and inter-
ést whi¢h to-day attaches to the Tor-
onto conference of the Methodist
Chure¢h of a fortnight ago, in arrogat-
ing to itself the right to peéremptorily
close three out of six of the Methodist
churches in the Unionville circult.

Mass Meetlng‘ Almost a Unit in Favor
of Annexation,

NORTH TORONTO, July 3.—(Spe-
elal.)—By an overwhelming and prac-
tically unanimous . vote the publie
meeting called by President Ellis of
the Ratepayers’ Association on Satur-
day night in4the town hall voted in
favor of annexatioh to the city, and
the submission of a peétition te that ef-
fect. The resolution submitted by H.
H. Ball was in efféect as follows: “This
mesting of North Toronto ratepayers
endorses -the annexation of this town
to the City of Toronto, and moves
that a petition be circulated thruout
the town towards that end.”

On a division, oyt of a total vote of
47 the motion carried by 43 to 4. Fol-
"lowing up his motion Mr. Ball émpha-
sized the 'impeértance of the water
question, double tracking of Yonge-
street, sewerage and other outstanding
questions. The double-tracking of
Yonge-street would cost $200,000, while
the town had a debenture debt of $268,-
000. North Toronto was handicapped
by a double fare while Bedford Park
had three fares. He touched on the
street railway. problems, and referring
to the Hydro-Electric, said that the
¢ity will soon bé forced to Operate a
municipal railway, with its conse-
quent Tow rate. Annexation was In
the mind of Mr. Ball the only pana-
cea for.-the ills to whi¢h the town was
heir, and in dealing Mmcidentally with
the water quéstién, he stated that
the Lemonville project would cost
$1,000,000 . and was prohibitive. The tax
rate in ‘the recently annexed districts
was 18 1-2 as against 19 in the town.
He charged that the dust nuisance
would be overcome, and made a strong
and aggressive speech in favor of an-
nexation. ’

W. G. Ellis took up in detail the
points sutlined by Mr. Ball, and sought
to discredit, tho unsuccéssfully, the
facts and figures adduced. Mr. Ellis
charged that the town would gain
little by anneéxation, while the taxes
and general costs would be largely in-

creased. Mr. Ellis made an excollety

address and is sincerely opposeéd to the
movement, but the tempeér 6f the meet-
ing was clearly in faver of the sugges-
tion, - Manning Doherty, A. Tempest,
N. J. Clarke, Mr. O'Brien, W. Loach,
Mr. Manton and Chas. Adamson spoke
briefly, practically all favoring union,
Councillor D. D. Reld opposed the
movement, tho lately warmly espous-
ing it.

St. -Panl speaks. Iin our text of the
“liherty of the children of God.” This,
primarifly, signifies our desertion from
our. taskmaker, Sin, and the surrender

of our wills to God and righteousness.”

It means a repudiation of liberty to
do wrong .and < the grasping, thru

Christ, of liberty from bondage to. sin.
But, as the Apostle elsewhere explains,
‘we find it impossible to conquer fully
the -fallen flesh. We will find it im=
posgible as “New Creatures” to attain
the fullliberty of Sonship under pre-
sent conditions, because, as :St. Paul
declares,
the Spirit, and the two are contrary
the one ‘to “the other” (Galatians vV,
17). We have _a constant fight to
resist the enslaving. influences of sin
—to maintain our liberty as sons of
God. The victory will not be fully at-
tained until our resurrection, when
“This mrruptible must put on incor-
ruption. Then our. new minds will
eceive new, perfect spirit bodies, thru

hich they can operate perfectly, and
exercige, to the full, true liberty,
freedom.

The full liberty of the children of
God, therefore, is not attained in this
present life, but will be attained in the
resurrection, when we shall be perfect-
ed in the Master's- likeness. Anq in
this connection it is ‘well to note that
this is the liberty of the angels also—
libery of freedom from sin, from the
power and domination of error and su-
perstition and weaknesses thru here-
dity. All the angels were thus created,
and father Adam and mother Eve alse
were thus created, in the full likeness
of the children of God. Some lost their
liberty: by disohedience; they became |
tslaves:to sin and death, and have been |
more or less bound by these conditions
from then until now. So then, “The
Iiberty of the children of God” is ab-
solute perfection—the ideal condition
for which the Chiurch is striving.

The apostle in .our texf is discussing |
the conditiin of the world of mankind
in general.

COMPARED WITH OTHERS

It seems to me that all this clameor
agadinst prize-fighting arises from a
basic misapprehension of the motives
that raised the sport to prominence.
Those who assail it on the ground of
brutality and bestial depravity as-
sume 3 false premise in their reason-
ing. People do not attend: boxing ex-
hibitions from 3 gross Roman desire
to see physical punishment inflicted,
or to glory at the painful impact of
padded glove on naked flesh. In de-
scribing a contest of this once
before, I. called attention to' the fact
that it was not the effect of the
blows that brought forth the deafen-
ing hoarse-voice roar from the multi-
tude, but the skili and cunning be-
hind it: the superlative mastery of an.
intricate science, requiring more dar-
ing, more  courage, more. brilliance
than that of any other sport.

The flower of our nation still ap-
plaud a son’s or hrother’s pertion in
sonie gridiron manoeuvre, that may
chance to leave in ffs wake & writhing
athlete, not out of cruelty, not from
any desire to gloat up6n misery, but
from ‘pure admiration of the game.
We even have a president who loves
to stand upon the sideline. These
same people will cheer at a display of
basebail -brilliance, even tho a runner
spikes a baseman, or spralns his ankle
in sliding for the pla.tel. %’;

College professors will hang over a
chess board at some clash between
celebrities, working themsel ‘into a
gentle, enthusiastic vspira in
following the hourly moves.

SKILL IS APPLAUDED,
AND NOT BRUTALITY

But it is not the chagrin nor the
mental anguish of the vanquished that
causes them to applaud the final check-
mate.

He has  been .known to carry un-
opened letters for days before bother-
ing to read thiem, and not until his
pockets became ed to . bursting
would he consent to run them over.
To illustrate, on.one occasion, he was
handed a telegram which he regarded
heavily for some time, turning it abouf
as if to remognize the handwriting,
muttering,
that's from,” finally thrusting it close-
ly into his pocket with the words:
“Well, T'll open it to-morrow.”

He abhors an audience, and will al-
low a hundred correspondents to cool
their heels outside his quarters hour
after hour without informing them
whether he will work or fish that day.
He is truly regal in his disregard for
others.

Johnson, on the contrary, is ever
obliging, andyshould his plans be sud-
denly changed, will put himself out to
send a messenger into town to fore-
stall an idle trip of the newspaper
men.
