RAILWAY WALK-OUT
MAY BE POSTPONED

OUTLOOK BRIGHTER|

Railwaymen and Miners’ Executive to - Hold Conference To-
day—Thomas Authorizes Statement That He Is Op-
postd to Strike—Ministry, of Transport Will Use Vol-
unteers to Operate the Roads. -

London, Oct. 22.—The strike situa-
tion tonight was considered .more
hopeful by the fact that the peace
conversati‘ons between the’ go’vernm‘ent
and the miners’ leaders are continuing
unbroken. There were no new devel-
opments, however.

At a joint conference tomorrow, be-

tween the railwaymen ang miners,
from which it is hoped peace may
spring, it is expected the  suggestion
will be made that - the railwaymen
postpone’ their strike, set-for Sunday
night, should there be no agreement
between the government and the miners
by Saturday, until after Wednesday’s
trades union -conference. :

The greatest anxiety ' exists among
Londoners, for if the rail strike be-
comes effective Sunday night, the un-
derground tube railways will cease
working. It is possible also that the
trams and buses, whose drivers are
members of the Transport Workers'
Union, will suspend operations. The
bus and tram drivers, however, have
expressed themselves as reluctant to
join the movement.

There is division among the railroad
men with regard to a strike, a large
section of them Qpposing it. J. H.
Thomas, general secretdry of the Na-
tional Union of Railwaymen, has au-
thorized the . statement that he’ is
against' the strike.’

This has been brought about by the
very general opinion that there will
not, in any case, be a railway strike
before Wednesday, but, should it
of transport

for immediate operation of the rail-
ways by volunteers and al] machinery
created for the purpose during last
year's strike will be utilized.

O%‘cct to Volunteers,

Robert illlams, general secretary
of the transport workers, announced
in their behalf, with regard to the en-
rolment of volunteers by the govera-
ment, which has been going on, that
the transport men “look upon the dan-
ger of the enrolment of volunteers,
especially from ‘the middle class and
white guards of  the community, as
of more provocatioa than /the use of
troops.” :

Consequently, continued the an-
nouncement, the transport men are
considering the granting of permits,
in the event of an extension of the
coal strike, by which the appropriate
trade unions would previde the neces-
| sary food for the community. é

In the house of commons this after-
noon Edward Shortt, the home secre-
tary, gave notice of the presentation
of a bill to make exceptional provision
for the protection of the commuaity
in cases of emergency. The contents
of the -bill have not yet been divulg-
ed, but it was said this afternoon that
the measure was mainly a revival of
the ' war-time emergency regulations
for a period of, emergency, and that
it was to be pushed forward :imme-
diately.

Says Situation Grave.

McNEAL FREED OF

His
reason for declining, when he had the
power. is enshrouded in mystery. At
present the United. States is getting
more than its share of the-waters of
Niagara than is Canada., so that it
could not be on the grounds.that bad
feeling would result if the power' ex-
bortation ‘were prohibited that Sir
George Foster acted.

Another instance of the Hydro Com-
‘mission’s effort to secure power, the
proposition to R.J.Fléming was made
that the Hydro would furnish his com-
pany with sufficient power so that it
could use its full equipment and thus
develop more power than it was at pre-
‘sent ‘doing if the company- in return
would supply this extra power to the
commission. Mr, Fleming, however, al-
S0 turned this proposition down for
engineering and other reasons, he said.
If Mr. Fleming had accepted the com-
mission’s offer it would have meant
that Ontario psers could have beer
furnished with an additional 25,000
horse power. Premier Drury has now
been appealed to in connection with
this proposal, and the result of his
action is awaited.

Chickens Home to Roost.

The shortage of power furnishes a
good instance of chickens coming home
to roost. The department of railways
and canals have writen the provincial
commission complaining that they are
seriously suffering from the lack of
power which if not renewed will mean
that hundreds of men will be thrown
out of employment. The answer they
received was that their own govern-
ment had it in ‘their power to remedy

the | trouble by prohibiting the Toronto|
Power Company from  exporting 18,000
horse power to Buffalo, and they were
also asked to use their influence to this
end.

Meanwhile, the “provincial commis-
sion are not relaxing their efforts to
relieve the shortage which has oc-
curred ithru no fault of theirs .

Paris, Oct, 22.—Settlement of the
Vilna incident has been turned over
to the league of nations entirely and
France 'will make no further reply to
the Polish note sent jointly to France
and Great Britain, the French foreign
office announced today.. The league
of nations already had the matter in
hand and Leon Bourgeois, the French
representative in the council of the
league, is awaiting a report from the
league’s commission sent to Suwalki,
but the last Polish note expressing
surprise that France had taken its
attitude without receiving a ‘full re-
port on the incident was sent direct
by the Warsaw government to the
Quai d’Orsey.

Answers to Questions -Sent Out
by Canadian Manufacturers’
Association.

Answers to the questionnaires sent
out to members of the Canadian Manu-
facturers’ Association in regard to tele-
phone rates show that the proposed
increased 'rates applied for by the
company would mean an increase of-
from 20 to over 100 per cent.

The Globe hag not yet defined its
position on the new American meth-
od of capitalization with shares of
‘“no par value.”” Some years ago,
. with Sir Alan Aylesworth, The Globe
said that the capital of any company
was a matter of concern only to the
shareholders and of no public inter-
est. It has yet to come to the notice
of Thé World that The Globe is con-
" vinced that the charters for incor-
porations given in Canada  are of
public interest. It might be wgll for
The Globe” to state its position. on
this capital issue, and at the same
time to discuss the relationship’ of
the no par value stock issues in the
light of future taxation. The World,
like The Globe, is interested in the
price of paper, as are indirectly all
its readers, as they in the ultimate
have to bear the cost . The Brompton
Paper- Company formed in 1916, had
an issued capital of $7,000,000 in 70,-
000 shares of $100 each. In 1917 the
company. ‘earned 9.57 per cent. on the
capitdl and paid 5 per cent. to the
shareholders.  Similar payments to
sharehollers were made in 1918 and

1919: . On July 8 of this year the

company’s shares were trebled by
making 210,000 shares,’ no par value,
of which the shareholders were given
two for one, and now .a dividend
at-the rate of 7 per cent. is being
madeon this created stock, or 14
per c¢ent on the original issue, which
undoubtedly contained much water
‘as the promotion price was at less
than $50 for 100 shares.

Let the facts
and figures be stated without exag-
geration, but in display type that will
strike the eye and in a style that will
catch the attention of the reader. The
forthcoming sale should be postponed
if necessary until the timber limits are
advertised in a way to arrest the
attention of likely investors.

In some of the timber and grazing
leases and the sale of school lands
under a former government at Ottawa
the public accounts committee exposed
the futility of advertising at a late
date and in an inconspicuous way.
Tenders were only received by men
who already had big concessions from
the government and were on the look-
out for more. The general public had
no idea what was going on. In some
cases there may, have been official
oorruption, but in most cases it was
stodgy bureaucracy and official
drowsiness.

Let the Drury government wake up
and advertise these timber limits in
a way to excite public interest and in-
a way to interest the ordinary in-
vestor. If any business firm adver-
tised in the same stodgy way as an
ordinary government they would soon
find themselves on the street. Let

CANADIAN WOOLS
~ MOVING SLOWLY

Some Choice Lots Have Been
Received From the West-
‘ern Provinces.

Ottawa, Oct. 22.—The inion wool
market report for the. week ending Oc-
tober 21, is as follows:

The wool market remains nominal.
Canadian wools are moving slowly. The
grading of Saskatchewan, Northern Al-
berta and British Columbia wools has
just been completed, and some sales have
been made from these consignments,
which comprise some very choice lots of
wool. -Prices for Canadian grades run
from 18 cents to 46 cents a*pound, de-
pending on trade. .

At the Sydney sales prices remained
unchanged. Owing to drought, the qual-
ity of the Australian offerings is not up
to expectations, and very little good qual-
ity wool has been offered to date. Bos-
ton prices have not reacted to Australian
levels of the first gwo sales, and good
territory staple wools are held at $1.20
to. $1.30 clean, the trade being firmly of
the opinion that these prices will hold
as; a basis of price values bétween for-
eign and domestic clips. .

Warner, N. H., Oct. 22.—A man hunt
on the heavily wooded outhern foot-
hills of Kearsearge Mountain ended to-
day in the capture of George Stivers
and Marcus Bassett, who escaped from
Sing Sing prison at Ossining, N. Y.,
last Saturday night. The men, tired
and hungry, were surprised eating
apples under a trée by the roadside
and surrendered without resistance.
They readily admitted their identity,
and tonight were on their way back
to the prison in custody of Warden
Lewis E. Lawes and three prison kéep-
ers. They said they had been making
for Canada, but that the general alarm
sent out after the escape headed them

The hunt started when the two men
were seen to jump from a stolen auto-
mobile here yesterday and run into the
‘woods. Sheriff George A. Wooster was
notified and within a short time a
posse of deputies and citizens was

+ formed. Thruout yesterday and
night and today, the posse was con-
stantly augmented by residents of
Warner and adjacent towns. Many

‘‘brought rifles, shot guns or, revolvers,
while some of the farmers were armed
with pitch forks, clubs and axes,

Once, early last evening, the meen
were seen at the edge of the woods.
Shots promptly fired in their direction
sent them Sscurrying back to shelter.
A-little while later they ventured out
of the forest, unobserved in the dark-
ness, and sought food at two farm
houses.. The occupants, thinking they
were tramps, refused to give them any-
thing to eat, and they dodged back in-
to the woods. : \

Foodless and Sleepless.)

For the rest of the night Stivers and
Bassett kept out of sight. They ad-
mitted after their capture today that
they had spent. the night seeking an
outlet of escape, but being unfamiliar

wandered

about in a circle and at daylight found

' themselves near where they had start-
 ed.

They had no sleep and no food.

Warden Lawes and his keepers, who
had hurried here on receiving word
that the men were ocornered, joined

. Sheriff Wooster during the night. At |

daybreak, members of jthe posse were
strung out along the borders of the
woods for a distance of ten miles,
and others were ‘sent into the forest,
where in systematic fashion they sent
round after round of shots in every
direction. i

As it developed, afterwards, " this
method , was successful in gradually
forcing the fugitives toward the outer

' edge of the forest. They were not
seen, however, until this afternoon.

Sheriff Wooster sent two men, Ed-
win L. Forsaith and Carl W. Rowe,
to a point on the road near a house
on Tory Hill. They had not been
stationed there ten minutes before
they caught sight of the two men
lying under an apple tree close to the
road, and Muaching .apples. Creeping
along a stone wall, Forsaith and Rowe
got close to the men without being

! seen, Then they skraighténed up-
: The men, thinking they were hunters,
| agked them the way to Bradford, an
\ adjoining town. For answer Forsaith
;and Rowe pointed their rifles at the
i men and ordered them to surrender.
! Taken by surprise, the men threw
' up their hands, and in a few minutes
- they were bound hand and foot. They
admitted they were the eseaped con-
victs. Rowe stood guard while For-
saith went to the nearest house and
telephoned the sheriff. Shortly after-
ward Sheriff Wooster and Warden
*Lawes arrived, and the warden at once
identified the men as Stivers and Bas-
sett. After the posse had been dis-
persed ,the convicts were taken to
Concord, laving that city by automo-
bile late in the afternoon for Wor-
cester, Mass.,, whence they were to be
returned to Ossining by train.

: Recounted Their Movements.

Stivers and Bassett talked freely:
after their capture. They said that
their first move after escaping from
the prison was to steal an automobile
nearby. They drove at top speed for
the state line and into Connecticut. At
Derby, Conn., they held up a man in
another car and stole his overcoat and
that of a companion, some money and
the number plate of the ecar, which
they attached to the automobile they
were driving.

Always with the idea in mind of
eventually reaching Canada, they drove
back and forth over Connecticut roads
during Sunday and Monday, hoping to
throw pursuers off the trail. On Tues-
day they dashed into wéstern Massa-
chusetts and managed to find their
way to Springfield and Worcester, then
turned northward again and drove to
Keene,, NNH. From Keene they pro-
ceeded to East Jaffrey and followed
the railroad line to Concord thru Hen-
niker and West Hopkinton.

In Concord they stole another auto,
and Bassett drove it off, followed by
Stivers in the first car. They returned
to Henniker and tried to rob a lunch-
room proprietor, firing one shot at
him, but were frightened away by the
arrival of armed neighbors. A short
distance from the village they
abandoned the car in which they had
come into the state and proceeded in
the stolen automobile obtained in Con-
cord.

Abandoned the Car.

On Wednesday morning ‘their gaso-
line had @&iven out and they obtained
a small quantity at Carl Jewell’s gar-
age in Warner. When this was used
up they abandoned the car and, see-
ing men approach, realized ‘that they
were being pursued and took to the
woods.

By a singular coincidence, it was at
Jewell’'s house that they first tried to
obtain food last night. Jewell recog-

nized them as the men who
bought gasoline from him in ' the
morning, ‘but did not know at the time
that they were the escaped convicts.

The identity of the men was first
definitely established today when Mrs.
Jewell was shown by Warden Lawes
photographs of Stivers and Bassett
and told the -warden that they com-
pletely answered the description of the
two men who had cailed at her home.

Examination of the prisoners’ cloth-
ing after their capture showed that
they were not, as at first thought, un-
armed. Stivers had an gutomatic re-
volver containing three cértridges and
on the two men were found about 20
more cartridges. Stivers had not
used the weapon when apprehended
by Forsaith and Rowe, he explained,
because he did not realize that they
were members of the posse, and after
he had discovered his mistake it was
too late as he and Bassett. were cov-
ered by the posse men’s rifles.

Warden Lawes said that the re-
ward of $250 each orfered for the
capture of the convicts would be paid
to Forsaith and Rowe.

But before
consenting to testify before your com-
mission I venture to ask for further in-
formation.

A Pointed Query.

The “Commission of Inquiry,” you in-
form me, is to receive its commission
from ‘“a Committee of One Hundred.”
Can you tell me from whom the “Com-
mittee of One Hundred"” receives its com-
mission? .

If the Committeelof One Hundred is
seli-appointed, who would be.influenced
by its iindings? Could they reasonably
be expected to influence opinion in Eu-
rope. When the prescriptions of the duly-
elected President of the United States for
the settlement of a dispute in which the
United States, by an act of its own con-
gress, became involved have by that same
congress been rejected, is it likely Europe
would attach any importance to the de-
liverances of a self-appointed committee
in respect to a dispute with which the
United States has nothing to do? Or, if
the fiad:ngs of the Committee of Onc
Hundred were unheeded abroad, woulc
they be more influential at home? If,
after long and painstaking investigation,
having before him the evidence, submit-
ted by the heads of nearly all the Xuro-
Dean states, as to the requirements for
permanent peace in Europe and the rest
of the world, the considered judgment of
the American president, reinforced by a
corps of American experts, and supporied
by the best statesmanship of Burope, is
rejected by the United States congress,
which thus refuses to accept any share
of responsibmty for the preservation of
the peace of ine world, how would the
United States people be affected by the
Judgmunt of a self-appointed committee

of Americans who should undertake to

place rhe resppnsibility for the disturb-
ance of the peace in Ireland?’
Well-Merited Rebuke.

And, if the people of America were in-
fluenced one way or another, what then?
Is Ireland the one and only spot of eartn
outside America in whose peace Ameri-
can citazens are prepared to interes.
themselves without “reservations”? An.,
tfurther, can you supply me with any rea-
eson in history, in the comity of nations,
in morais, or even in expediency, which
could 1ustify such a committee as your
letter names in assuming either the in-
compeicncy or the inhumanity of the
government of a friendly nation by for-
mally and gratuitously undertaking to
“investigate’ allegations relating to its
‘domestic atfairs? Would the members o1
your C-anmittee of One Hundred be will-
ing to appear before a ‘‘commission of in-
quiry,” sitting in London, and ‘‘chosen"
Ly a se!f-appointed committee of one
fhundred Englisnmen, ‘organized to in-
vestigate,” let us say, the negro problem
of the zouth, or any other nmtter whicn
was exclusively the business of tne
United States?

Status of De Valera.

Your letter says: “A unumber of wit-
nesses are coning over from lreland, and
both the British embassy at Washingion
and Mr. De Valera have given us assur-
ance that no impediment will be placed
in -the way of any who may desire to
testify.”

Am I to understand from this that your
committee places the British embassy at
Washington and Mr. ¢ Valera in the
Same calegory as exercising authority de
Jure? If so, is it to be expecied that any
loyal British subject would appear before
a committee according Mr. De Valera
such recognition? May 1 also inquire,
would your commission of inquiry con-
sider the advisapility ot sitting in Dublin
instead of in Washington?

The London String Quartet
Delights Music-Lovers-—

Barton Blackslee, !

Miss Sparkes Triumphs.

Last night's program .at Massey
Hall differed very much from the
usual, whether classical or popular.
It resembled Shelley’s poetry which
was for the poets rather than for
the ordinary  reader: The ' London:
String Quartet, -with its exquisite
music ‘and advanee reputation was
for musicians, and Toronto Trespond-
ed by sending out its professionals,
and students in such numbers as is|
not often accorded. The big hall was
by no means filled, yet there was ay
g8ood-sized audience whose apprecia-

able. To sgpeak of technique, method,
and qualities which set the ordinary,
standards, seems impertinent with
evidence of such exceptional work as
that of the London String Quartet
as the subject. £+ ;

The opening number, No. 13, D. minor,
Mozart, began with the Allegro moderato,
played with sxquisite daintiness follow-
