On Sunday night” the police were asked
by Mrs. Robert Campbell, of the Broad-
way road, to make (nquiries asz to the
whereitouts of her husband, who was
last seen in this city on Saturday, March
17, and who tas not been heard from
eince that time. ; !

Mr, Campbell is a  teamster and has
been in the wocds near Molunkus all wn-
ter, with 12 horses of his own working
for an operator named Shannon, &o it
is eaid. He got through and came down
to Bangor abcut two weeks ago with his
teams, The horses he left at the siables
of H. L. Graves on French street and
went home to his wife on the Broadway
road outside town. He is about 45 years
old.

On Friday, March 16, he was in Ban-
gor and made an agreement with James
Rice to go to Milford on Monday with
his teams to haul bark. Mr. Rice was to
furnish the eleds. Mr. Campbell told Mr.
Rice that he was going to Mattawamkeag

4 on Saturday to collect some money, some-
ithing under $200, of Mr. Shannon, in eet-
ilement for his winter’s work. He said
Shannon had the m-ney ready to pay over

«and that he would be back Saturday af-
ternccn ready to go to work on Monday.

On S:turday he borrowed money and
bought a new suit of clothes and a hat,

and also borrowed more money of a Ban-
gor hotel keeper to pay his fare to Mat-
tawamkeag. He also made some talk of
selling one of his horees to the hotel. man.
He said that he was going to Mattawam-
keag to collect his money and that he in-
tended to go to St. John, N. B, where
he has relatives.

Thé Aiken bill will go into effect immed1-
ately upon being rigned by the governor,
o1 within ten days, should it not be signed
or vetoed. The brewers claim the bill will
drive half the saloons of Ohio, or about
6,000 out of business.

scribed by law. Ald. McArthur eaid the
matter had been brought to his attention
by one of the pilots, ‘'who claimed that
by reason of the practice of thus dump-
ing the mud within the prescribed hmit
the safety of the harbor entrance was
menaced and the anchorage grounds were

no longer safe. It is also alleged that
' mills dump refuse at night which finds its

way to the harbor and that steamers also
dump ashes within the prescribed limit.
The alderman contends that the matter
is too important to be hushed up and
smoothed over and he will do his utmost
to have the charges investigated and if
they are proved, which he has no doubt
they will be, a remedy should be at once
applied. »

The alderman said it was his intention
to have a number of petitions circulated
among the pilots, fishermen and others
interested, which he had- been informed
would be readily signed, asking the coun-
cil to hold a sworn investigation into the
various charges and to have an examina-

jtion of the anchorage grounds and chan-

A man who hag had considerable experi-
ence about the harbor on pilot boats and
in other ways told the Times that he
was ready to give sworn evidence if an
investigation was held. He says he has
witnessed - the scows being dumped ovn
many occasions and can take oath that
he | seen them dump mud within the
prescribed limit, He claims that on nearly
every occasion that the scows are dump-
ed they are, immediately after having the
bottom dropped, towed back to Sand
Point and that all the way into the har-
bor the mud keeps falling out into the
channel, very often the men on the scow
not getting the bottom hoisted up until
they are back at Sand point. He also
claims that the western chanuel is nearly
altogether choked up, whereas a few years
ago it was perfectly clear and open for
echooners to use coming or going. The
anchorage grounds are also becoming un-
safe for vessels, and it is claimed that the
schooner Harry Milller, which grounded
there recently, should have found lots
of water and a hard bottom, whereas she
settled on mud.

It is also claimed that dredging will
have to be done in the main channel.

Harbor Master Talks
Harbor Master Ferris said he thought
that there was a good deal of a tempest
in .a teapot about the matter. He had
heard some talk about the matter, but
had never been able to get any definite
statement to work upon. There were lots

of hearsay reports, but no one had ever

made any direct charges to him, if they

had  he would have investigated them.
Asked bis opinion regarding the dump-

ing of the scows within the prescribed
limit, he said he thought it was as much
the ‘duty of the contractor to see that
the scows were dumped in the proper,
place as it was of the party who /did the
towing. The 'scows were the property
of the contractor and he should see they
were dumped where they should be.

Regarding the filling up of the western
channel, he said he thought that the mud !
dumped in that vicinity when the Con-
nolley wharf was being built was the chief
cause of the trouble.

He added that the silt or mud which
had been dumped off the round Reef by :
permission of the, common council at that
time was the main cause of the trouble,
as it could not fail to wash back into the
harbor.

The question has awakened great inter-
est and many of the people who have
been seen are of the opinion that every-
thing possible should be done to have the
matter investigated and the harbor made
perfectly satisfactory in every way.

It is-hoped that a trained nurse can be
obtained, from' this city today to assist
in treating Mr. Steen, as up to-the pre-
sent the patient and Mrs. Steen have

been attended. by the other members of
the quarantined house.

On the ,arrival of the nurse, the sick
man “will be removed to a emall house
adjacent, which Mr. Green, health officer
at McAdam, has bhad fitted up for Mr.
Stesn’s accommodation.  Siteen’s large
boarding house will then be disinfected,
and at theexpiration of sixteen days,
will be released from quarantine.

It is believed that the source of the/
infection has been traced to a recent case
of smallpox at Tracy Station. The health
officers have little apprehension of the
spread of the disease. Care is being taks
en to have all employes of the C. P. R.
vaccinated.

FORECAST FOR MONTH

NEW YORK, March 28—Willis L.
Moore, chief of the “weather bureau at

1 Washington, announced last night at the

dinner of the Maritime |Association at
Waldorf-Astoria, that the weather bureau
might soon issue forecasts of a whole
month. Mr. Moore had been joked hard by
Job E. Hedges, when he arose and he re-
ceived permission to add to his speech al-
ready delivered. He then said:

“The weather bureau helieves that for

{ the first time in the history of meteoro-

logicall science it has within its grasp the
scientific basis of Jong range weather fore-

casting, that is forecasts of the charactep
of the month to come.

“The details are not yet complete, and
the system will not be adopted for several
months yet.

“It may!be possible, and I believe it will
be, to tell you New Yorkers and members
of the Maritime Exchange before this time
next year what the character of the com-
ing month will be.”

Mr. Moore said after the dinner that he
had not intended to make this announce-
ment at this time, but had planned to give
it first to the public through the scientifig
publications.

The salt, in sacks,’ was being unloaded '
from the C. . R. liner Lake Manitoba, |
which ehifted Monday from No. 4 to No. |
1 berth. As the shed was full at the
time it was decided to pile the salt out- |
side andsin looking for a clean, dry spot
the platform referred to was chosen as
the most suitable. J

This platform was built more than any-
thing else, for the use of trainmen. It cov-
ers a epace of about four feet. between the
wharf and the trestle that runs close by
the elevator. The seupports were nof,
therefore, built very sturdily, three by
four * pieces of ecantling being strung |
acroes and on them the .planks were laid. |
With the exception of a few barrels of

The work of piling the salt' was being
proceeded with, at 4 rapid rate and the
bags were stacked to a consderable
height. ' About 5.30 o’clock, when it is es-
timated 1,000 bags or more had been piled
up, there came a lurch of the mass, then
a~crunching of planks and scantling. The
platform had given away under the great
weight and’ the salt had found a resting
place on the harbor bottom, Fortunately
all the men who had been at work were
in the shed at the minute or else one or
more might have gone down and been
pinned in the maes of sacks.

On hearing the noise the workmen rush-
ed to !the direction from which it came;
and' the sight that ‘met their gaze was a
sorry one. About twenty feet down, in
the mud lay the bags of salt, and round
about them was a maes of debris—planks,
boards, scanfling,. etc., all crushed and
broken.

The fact of the tide being out, however,
saved the salt, but the question that con-
fronted the railway people was whether
the sacks—1,000 bags—could be taken out
before tide 'time. A[big crowd of men
were put to work and the race with the
tide b and continued for some houre,
the bags being at last placed out of the
reach of the ‘water. The task was very
diffieult.

A RIGHT WAY and
A WRONG WAY

Many people have many ways to bring
about the same result.

WASHINGTON, March 20—North Am-
erica stands second among the various
grand divisions of the world in the im-
portance of its trade relations with the
United States, and Canada occupies fitst
place in the list of countries includad in
that grand division. Trade of the United
States with Canada in the fiscal year
1905 aggregated §202,099,213, against 389,-
429,006 in 1895, $74,941,319 in 1885 and $62,-
414,83 in 1875. Figures compiled by the
Department of Commerce and Labor
through its Bureau of Statistics show that
in the twenty years from 1875 to 1895 our
trade with Canada increased 827,000,000,
while in the single decade from 1895 to
1905 it increased $114,000,000. By far the
larger portion of this growth has been on
the export side. While imports from
‘Canada -increased from $27,867,615 in 1875
to $62,496,632 in 1905, or a little more
than doubled, exports to Canada ad-
vanced from $34,547,219 in 1875 to $140,529,-
581 in 1905, or considerably more than
quadrupled. / "

The exports of the Bureau of Statistics
group the provinces of Canada . under
three geographical divisions: Quebec, On-
tario, Manitoba and the Northwest Ter-
ritories; Nova Scotia, Néw Brunswick and
Prince Edward Island, and British Col-
mmbia. Of the total area of Canada, ag- |

gregating 3,619,818 square miles, 3,258464

are in the provinces of Quebec, etc.; 51,
9163 square miles in Nova Scotia, etc., and
the remaining 310,191 square miles in Brit-
ish Columbia. The total population of |
the Dominion is given at 5,371,315 for 1901,
of which 4,208,705 should be credited to
Quebec, Ontario; etc., 893,953 to Nova
Scotia, etc., and 178,657 to British Col-
ambia.

Trade between the United States and
Quebec, Ontario, etc., aggregated in the
fiscal year 1905, $172.000,000, $16,000,000
being imports and $126,000,000 exports.
The principal-articles imported from that
section of Canada are lumber, raw silk,
mickel ore, hides and ekins, furs and fur
ekins, fish and wheat, the imports under
each of these heads exceeding $1,000,000
per anum.

Among the other experiences of
Captain Kemp, his officers and forty men
under his conmand, was a varying tem-
perature on board the Athol of from 107
degrees in the shade of the captain’s
bridge while the steamer was in the Red
Sea, and ten degrees above zero as the
Athol plunged through a gale on March
15, when she was something like 500 milea
from Sandy, Hook light.

| 'The Athol left Perim Island in the Red
Sea astern on Fib.wary 11 with high
| northeasterly winds, which shifted to the
i northwest later, as the steamship passed
Deadalus Shore.  The northwest gale
brought a terrific sandstorm, a not unus-
ual phenoméns on the Red Sea, which
lasted for nearly forty-eight hours, during
which the men‘on the Athol suffercd
much with ventilators muffled, hatches
battened down and doors ani deadlighte
closely stuffed to iprevent the. fine sand
from getting into the ship and suffocating
those on board.

Chief Engineer Day had put in as ship’s
mascot at Cochim, on the Malabar coast,
a three-foot crocodile, Lena, which had
been the pet of an army officer; who pre-
sented it to Day. During the sandstorm,
Lena, recognizing the sign, of the desert,
having laid three eggs on the main deck
amidships,” eucceeded in hatching them
and bringing therefrom’ three diminutive
but exceedingly active crocodiles, Gales
in the Mediterranean mdde Lena’s tem-
per anything but pleasant, and no one
could approach the shallow tank in which
ghe and her three offspring slumbered
without a hies from the mother crocadile.

High winds impeded the Athol’s pror
gre:s after she passed Gibraltar until, on
March 15, she tan into an easterly.’ gale,
which quickly ehifted to the southwest,
and then into a fierce southeasterly hurri-
cane. At midnight the force of the blow
had increased so much that Captain Kemp
ordered the Athol hove to.
