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INTERIM MINUTES OF DECISIONS
BY CORRESPONDENCE:

In December, 1887, letters were received from Rev. Silas Hun-
tingdon and others concerning the Indian School at White Fish Lake,
Nipissing District, and asking that the $200 salary given the teacher
by the Government be supplemented by $100 additional from the
Woman’s Missionary Society.

Upon this being referred to the members of the Executive, a
unanimous vote was given in favor of the grant.

In January, 1888, the testimonials and certificates of Miss Gussie
Preston, Brantford, and in June, 1888, those of Miss Jessie K. Munro,
Peterboro’, were sent to the Executive, and they were both accepted
as missionary teachers for Japan.

A letter in reference to different parts of the work and request-
ing counsel, having received the sanction of the Executive, was sent
to the General Board of Missions meeting in Winnipeg, September,
1888.

MINUTES

OF THE

EXECUTIVE CCMMITTEE MEETING

HeLp AT MRrs. GoopErRHAM'S, APRIL 4TH, 1888,

Present, Mesdames Gooderham, Carman, Williams, Rosebrugh,
Ross, Strachan and Chisholm.

Interim minutes read by Mrs. Strachan.

On motion, it was resolved, “That the Executive approve of the
action of the President in ordering the payment of Miss Hart’s
travelling expenses to Port Simpson.”

The President stated that there were several important questions
for this meeting to consider, one of which was the further enlarge-
ment of the Girls’ School in Tokyo, Japan.

After hearing letters from the missionaries in Japan as to the
necessity of having more room, it was resolved, “ That our lady mis-
sionaries be authorized to enlarge the school building at Tokyo,
Japan, and that the sum of $3,000 be appropriated for that purpose,
$1,500 of which shall be paid this year.”

Letters were read from several candidates for the mission work
in Japan, also certificates as to the qualifications of each, when one-
was accepted, subject to further approval upon fuller information.

A letter from Rev. Mr. Saunby, of Kofu, was read, asking that a
school be established there, or, at least, a lady missionary sent to
that city. It was resolved, “That having heard Rev. Mr. Saunby’s
letter, we assure him of our sympathy in this work, but feel we must
defer action for the present.”

A communication was read from Mr. E. Odlum, Azabu, Tokyo,
asking that a young lady be sent to the Boys’ School there. Moved
and seconded, that it be deferred to the Annual Meeting.

The Corresponding Secretary read a letter from Mrs. Large, sug-
gesting that a dressmaker be employed for the Japanese girls in the
school. This matter, on motion, was deferred to the Annual Meeting.

Instructions for the guidance of the missionaries in Japan, con-
cerning the work, were submitted, when it was resolved that these or
similar instructions be recommended for adoption at the Annual

Meeting.
Authority was given to buy the First Reading Book on tablets,

etc., for the school in Tokyo

Information concerning the French work was given by Mrs. Ross,
when it was resolved, “ That we approve the action of the Committee
on French Work in uniting with the parent Society in the proposed
new French Institute in Montreal.

A letter was read from the General Secretary of the parent Society
concerning a Chinese Home in Victoria, offering to build such a Home
if the Woman’s Missionary Society would furnish it and meet the cost
of maintenance. It was moved and carried, that we thankfully accept
the offer of the parent Society.

It was decided that Miss Leake’s travelling expenses be paid over
and above the appropriation.

In reference to appointing a delegate to the World’s Missionary
Convention, in England, it was resolved that Mrs. Blackstock and
Mrs. Dr. Skinner be appointed such delegates.

The question of ordering a leaflet on Systematic Giving” was
discussed, when it was resolved, that the offer made by a lady through
Mrs. Gooderham be accepted, viz.: that if the Society would pay for
1,000 of these leaflets ($7) she would pay for another 1,000.

On the subject of the Indian Missions, under Mr. McLean and
Mr. Green, a committee was appointed, consisting of Mrs. Carman and
Mrs. Strachan, to obtain all information possible concerning these
missions.

Mrs. Carman gave notice of motion, that at the Annual Meeting
she would move that Section 3, Article V., of the Constitution, be
amended, by inserting after the words “with the President,” the
words “and Corresponding Secretary,” thus enlarging the Executive.

A letter was read from Dr. Cochran, in which he tendered the
resignation of his daughter as teacher in the Tokyo school. As Miss
Cochran had left the school before a communication could reach her
from this Committee, no action was taken on the letter by the Com-

mittee.

Blake, after presenting warm greetings and best wishes
of the ladies of the McAll Mission, gave a short but interesting
sketch of the work being done by that society.

Mrs. Ewart, on behalf of the Presbyterian Woman’s Foreign
Missionary Society, assured us of their hearty sympathy with all our
work.

Mrs. Wills presented cordial greetings from the Baptist Woman’s
Foreign Missionary Society.

Mrs. Cowan and Mrs, Bastedo represented the Woman’s Christian
Temperance Union. Mrs. Cowan presented fraternal greetings, wished
for our Society continued and incrcased prosperity, and asked for a
larger sympathy with the work of the Woman’s Christian Temper-
ance Union.

Very satisfactory and encouraging reports were read from Mrs.
Large, of our school in Tokyo ; from Miss Cunningham, of the school
in Shidzuoka ; from Miss Lund, of the Evangelistic Work, chiefly in
Tokyo, and from Miss Knight, of the Crosby Home, Port Simpson.

A very special pleasure was then afforded the meeting by the
introduction of Mrs. Crosby, who spoke for a short time on the work
being done for the Indians, and the opportunities for increased help-
fulness to them. Questions relating to the work were answered,
after which a very cordial vote of thanks was passed to Mrs. Crosby,
for her very interesting address, The ladies showed their apprecia-
tion by rising.

Very cordial invitations were received from both London and
Montreal for the next Annual Meeting. The former was at first
chosen, but after information had been received that the General
Board of Missions was to meet in London next October, the motion
was reconsidered, and the invitation from Montreal was accepted.

Resolved, “That Mrs. Ross, Mrs. T. G. Williams and Mrs. Tor-
rance be a Committee to arrange for cheap rates for the delegates to
Montreal.”

In view of arrangements having to be made before another Annual
Meeting for the French Work, it was resolved that the school at
Actonvale be continued another year, viz., 1889-90.

The following questions were asked and answered :—

1. Does Article V., on Mission Bands, leave it optional with Bands
to send reports either to Branch Secretaries or to Auxiliaries? Yes.

2. How can we make the most exact report to our Anm il Con-
ferences ? shall it be last year’s returns? Yes.

3. What are “Circles”? The same as “ Bands,” but when there
are two it has been deemed expedient to call the senior onea “ Circle.”

4. Does it seem wise to expend so much on the Home in Victoria,
when we hope the need for a Home may soon be ended? Economy
is studied in all details, no more being spent than will carry on pres-
ent work.

5. Would it not be advisable to bring girls, educated in our Mis-
sion Schools, out for servants in Christian homes ?

6. Could not the girls spoken of by Mrs. Crosby be found employ-
ment on their own coasts !

No. 5 answers No. 6.

7. Is it the intention of this Board to give so large a grant every
year to the McDougall Orphanage? shall we not expect it to be
largely self-supporting? We must be guided in appropriations by
their needs; as their income increases from other sources they will
call less upon us.

Would it not be well for our delegates, on returning home,.to
interview their pastors, and ask them, when practicable, to have one
prayer-meeting in' the month, a missionary prayer-meeting, where
letters from missionaries, etc., might be read.

In answer to a question, it was stated that the Metropolitan
Auxiliary intends to continue the support of a lady in-Japan.

There was some conversation on the amount of money to be aimed
at raising this year, in which a number of ladies took part, all recog-
nizing the importance of earnest prayer in our work, and the blessed-
ness of giving.

During one of the sessions Rev. Dr. Stafford handed to the
Treasurer the sum of $141, donated to the Society (through Mr. Wm.
Gooderham) by a lady whose name was not given.

Collections were taken up on two afternoons, amounting to $19.55,

and a much larger one at the evening meeting, when the Metropolitan

Church was well filled with a delighted and enthusiastic gathering.
Exceedingly interesting addresses were given by Rev. Wm. Burgess

and his gifted wife on_their work in India. The audience was also

favored by these friends with a very sweet singing of hymns in Tamil,

Telugu, and Hindustani.
Too much praise cannot be given to the ladies who so bountifully

and elegantly entertained the delegates day after day in the beautiful

and commodious parlors of the church.

MEMORIALS.

CENTRAL BRANCH.

1. From Carlton Street Auxiliary, Toronto—

Whereas, we believe the interest of our Society would be ad-
vanced by a fuller knowledge, on the part of the women of our
Church, in regard to the workings of our Society, it was moved,
geconded and carried, *“ That we as an Auxiliary beg to recommend to
the favorable consideration of the General Board the advisability of
a free distribution of a copy of the Annual Report to each Auxiliary
member ”

9. From Metropolitan Church Auxiliary—

Whereas, we believe that the circulation of the Annual Report of
our Society is contined alinost entirely to its membership; and, whereas,
we are convinced that a wider distribution would, by diffusing more
generally a knowledge of the work and aims of the Society, be con-
ducive to its best interests, therefore, * Resolved, That we, the mem-
bers of this Auxiliary, request the General Board to provide for the
issue in the future of a largely increased edition of the Annual Report ;
and we would further suggest that, after supplying members, the
surplus be divided gratuitously in such a manner as the Board may
approve.”

3. From the Metropolitan Church Auxiliary—

Believing that much time is wasted, at many Auxiliary meetings,
in discussions as to the proper method of electing officers, and with the
view of obviating this difficulty in the future, we would ask the

General Board to take into consideration the advisability of passing a
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WOMAN’'S MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

by-law definitely fixing the form of such eleetions ; and we would
further recommend that said elections be by ballot.

4. From Metropolitan Church Auxiliary—

Fully appreciating the difficulty experienced in some of the smaller
Auxiliaries, particularly in providing interesting programmes for the
monthly meetings, and believing that, if possible, this want should be
supplied, we recommend that the General Board arrange for the pre-
paration of a plan of uniform study for Aucxiliaries, and that the same
be published in the Outlook monthly, in advance.

5. The Young People’s Mission Circle, and the “ Coral Workers’ ”
Mission Band of the Metropolitan Church, unitedly and earnestly
request the General Board to take into consideration the advisability
of asking that a portion of that department of the Outlook now given
to “ Our Young Folks” be placed at the disposal of the Woman’s
Missionary Society, to be devoted to the publishing of a monthly
scheme of uniform study upon our own mission work, suitable for
Circles and Bands, also helpful suggestions from band workers.

Resolutions adopted at the Annual Meeting of the Central
Branch—

6. *“That as there seems to be some misunderstanding as to the real
meaning of the resolution on page 119 of the Annual Report, regarding
the proper place for the names of life members in our report, we
respectfully ask the Board of Management to further explain and
make it clear,

7. “That we recommend to the General Board to make the dis-
tribution of the Annual Report free, and that the expense be provided
for by a general collection, to be called the  Publishing Fund,” said
fund to cover the Leaflet Fund also; and to be in the proportion of
$1.00 for each Auxiliary numbering twenty-five or less, and in the
same proportion for larger Auxiliaries.”

WESTERN BRANCH.

9. Whereas, on account of the increase in our membership, and
the great expense incurred in sending so large a number of delegates
to the General Board, the Western Branch recommends that
Section 1, Article V., read: “That for the Central and Western
Branches the basis of representation be in the proportion of one to
every two hundred members.”

10. Resolved, ““That this Branch request the General Board of
Managers to fix the price of the Annual Report at ten cents; this
price to be printed on the cover.”

11. Resolved, “That it would be desirable to change the time of
annual meetings, we, therefore, request that the date for closing
the financial year be June 15th. This to apply to Auxiliaries only.”

12. (a) “ We recommend that the General Board be memorialized
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to prepare a monthly programme to be printed for the use of Mission

Bands,” and
(b) “That letters be prepared especially for Mission Bands.”

13. Resolved, “ That in view of the scarcity of the leaflet entitled
«Qur Work,” the Annual Board be requested to increase the number

printed to ten thousand (10,000).

NOVA SCOTIA BRANCH.

14. Whereas, information has been received, and strong reasons

presented, for the establishment of a Home among the “heathen in
America,” of the tribes whose headquarters are located at Chilliwhack,
B.C.;
Also, that Rev. and Mrs. Tate are trying to maintain nine Indian
children and an indispensable assistant on $400 per annum ; that
they are supplementing the inevitable deficiency from their own
limited income ; lodging these destitute ones on their own premises,
and adding the cares and labors bestowed upon them to their already
arduous duties ;

Therefore, resolved, that the Nova Scotia Branch memorialize the
Board of Managers of the Woman’s Missionary Society, to do all in
their power for the establishment of a suitable Home for Indian
children at Chilliwhack or Sardis.

15. The Halifax Mission Bands having felt, in carrying on their
work, the need of suitable missionary literature especially adapted to

oung children, would respectfully represent to the Board of Managers
of the Woman’s Missionary Society the urgent need for at once
supplying this want.

At present we are dependent upon the publications of the Presby-
terian Church, which provides bountifully for the education of the
young in this respect ; and while we can, and do, use these publica-

tions, we would much rather interest our Bands in the work of our
itable material

own missionaries, but, under present circumstances, sul
is not available.
At the Annual Meeting of the Nova Scotia Branch, recently held
in Windsor, the following resolution was unanimously adopted :—
Whereas, the Halifax Mission Bands having presented the fore-
oing memorial to the Nova Scotia Branch, setting forth the great
lack in the Methodist Church of Canada of appropriate missionary
publications to engage and retain the interest of children, the mem-
bers of the Nova Scotia Rranch, convened in annual session, do

hereby request the Board of Managers of the Woman’s Missionary

Society to appoint a committee to prepare and provide suitable litera-

ture for Mission Band work, in the form of leaflets containing informa-
tion of our own mission fields, dialogues, short poems, missionary
hymns, etc., thus avoiding the present dependence upon the publica-
tions of other denominations.
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NEW BRUNSWICK AND PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND BRANCH.

16. Resolved, “That we, as a Branch, heartily eadorse the change
in the Constitution suggested by the Executive Committee of the
Board of Managers, and recommend that the change be made.”

17. Whereas, from statements received of the work done in Chilli-
whack by Mrs. Tate, and her untiring zeal and self-sacrifice in the
cause; and, whereas, we do not deem it expedient to overtax the
strength of our missionaries, therefore resolved, “That this Branch
request our General Board to send Mrs. Tate efficient assistance.”

18. Whereas, it is deemed unwise for the Mission Band Treasurer
to hold moneys too long in her possession; and, whereas, it is best to
lighten the burdens of young officers, therefore resolved, ‘“That we
request that the word quarterly’ be substituted for the word ‘annu-
ally,’ in Section 6 of the Constitution of Mission Bands.”

19. Whereas, it is deemed advisable that books of auxiliary officers
be uniform ; and, whereas, inexperienced officers find difficulty in
keeping their books; therefore resolved, That we, the New Bruns-
wick and Prince Edward Island Branch, request our General Board
to have prepared a set of books for the use of auxiliary officers.”

90. Whereas, from the united statements of delegates at our
Annual Meeting, too little time is given for preparation for said
meeting ; and, whereas, the time that suits one Auxiliary will not suit
another ; therefore resolved, “That we, as a Branch, request our
General Board to remove from Article X. of By-laws for Auxiliaries
the words ‘Annual Meeting’ and ‘in September,’ and insert such
words as shall enable us to. control the time of election of our own
delegates.”

EASTERN BRANCH,

Whereas, the following resolution was carried at the late meeting
of the General Board of Missions, we, the members of the Eastern
Branch, would respectfully urge the Board of Managers of the
Woman’s Missionary Society, to accede to the proposals therein con-
tained ; we, in return, pledging ourseves to do all in our power to-
assist the Society in meeting the heavy demands made upon it.

Copy of Resolution: “ An amendment was moved by Dr. Suther-
land that the Board authorize the erection of the proposed French
Institute on the basis of tenders approved by the Board of Directors.
That the whole building be completed in accordance with plans pro-
posed by architect Hill, provided that the Woman’s Missionary
Society will agree to pay the rent for that part of the building occu-
pied by the female pupils, equivalent to the interest on $10,000, and
provide for a fair proportion of investing and running expenses, and
otherwise the building of the south wing shall be deferred for the
present. Carried. It was also decided to ask the Woman’s Society
to appoint a committee to consult with the directors of the Institute
on all matters respecting the management of the girls’ department.”
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RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED.

MewmoriaLs Nos. 1, 2,7, 10.—In reference to memorials Nos. 1, 2,
7, 10, the Committee on Publication reported, “That in view of the
publication of the leaflets entitled ¢ Our Work,’ and also the report of
the Corresponding Secretary, that the Annual Report be sold at five
cents, and that 5,000 copies be printed.”

MemoriAL No. 3.—Committee on Memorials recommended, ‘ That
No. 3 (regarding elections in Auxiliaries) be not entertained, leaving
each Branch at liberty to make its own by-laws.”

MemoriaLs Nos. 4, b, 12, 15.—The Committee on Publication re-
ported, whereas, the increasing demand for missionary literature makes
some changes necessary, therefore resolved, “ That there be a Literature
and Publishing Committee to provide leaflets, uniform programines
and other helps for monthly and public meetings, and that the follow-
ing ladies be appointed : Miss Palmer, New Brunswick ; Miss Silver,
Nova Scotia; Miss Wilkes, Central Branch; Mrs. Fowler, Western
Branch ; Eastern Branch to appoint its own representative ; and that
these ladies be associated with the Editress of the Qutlook ; also, that
this committee be a standing one.”

M emoriAL No. 6.— After some discussion on this subject, it was
decided, “That the names of life members be printed with the
Auxiliaries where they reside.”

MemoriAL No. 7.—It was resolved, ¢ That an annual collection
be taken in each Auxiliary to be called a ¢ Publishing and Literary
Fund,’ to be of at least one dollar from each Auxiliary ; to be placed
at the disposal of the Literary Committee, and also the balance on
hand of the Treasurer of Leaflet Func e

MEexoRriAL No. 9.—As to basis of representation, the Committee
on Memorials recommended that this be not entertained. After
expressions of varied opinions from wmany ladies representing each
Branch delegation, on motion, the recommendation of Committee was
accepted.

Mesoriar No. 11.—In reference to the request to change the
date of holding the annual meeting of Auxiliaries to June 15th, the
Committee on Modes of Work recommended that this be entertained.
An amendment, that the date remain as at present, prevailed.

MemoriAL No. 13.—The Committee on Memorials recommended
that this be entertained, viz.: that 10,000 leaflets on “Our Work”
be printed.

MrmoriAL No. 14.—In regard to & Home for Indian children at
Chilliwhack, was sent to the Committee on Appropriations, which
recommended (subject to the approval of the Committee of Con-
gultation and Finance), that $2,000 be appropriated for building, half
of which is to be paid this year: Matron’s salary, $350 ; travelling
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expenses (if necessary), $150 ; support of ten children, $500; furni-
ture, $150.

MemoriAL No. 16.—That the Constitution be altered, amending
Section 3, Article V., by inserting after the words “ With the Presi-
dent,” the words “and Corresponding Secretary,” thus enlarging the
Executive, was adopted, due notice having been given to the various
Branches.

Meme. 1AL No. 17.—Similar to No. 14, regarding Chilliwhack,
the Committee recommend that this be entertained.

MEemoriAL No. 18.— Asking that Mission Bands be required to
make returns quarterly, the Committee recommend that this be not
entertained.

MemoriAL No. 19.—As to a set of books for Auxiliary officers,
the Committee recommend that this be entertained, and that Mrs.
Detlor be appointed to prepare the books. On motion of Mrs.
Detlor, the report of Committee was amended, s8 as to provide that
the Committee on Publication should prepare the books. Subse-
quently, the latter Committee recommended that a set of books be
prepared for the use of Auxiliary officers ; that we leave the matter
to the Committee, and that Mrs. Dr. Burns and Mrs. Detlor be the
Committee.

MemoriAL No. 20.—The Committee recommend that after the
word “September,” in Section 10, of By-laws for Auxiliaries, the
words “or such other meeting as may be most convenient,” be in-
serted. The By-law will then read as follows :

Section 10.—At the annual meeting of each Auxiliary in Sep-
tember, or such cther meeting as may be most convenient, delegates
to the Branch Annual Meeting shall be elected in the proportion of
one for every Auxiliary numbering twenty-five or under, and two for
every Auxiliary numbering fifty or more.

MemoriaL No. 21 (French Institute) —The Committee on Me-
morials recommend that this be entertained, with the following addi-
tion —

Resolved, “ That while the Woman’s Missionary Society accept the
proposal of the General Board of Missions in reference to the payment
of the interest upon $10,000, the amount required for the erection of
the Girls’ Wing of the French Institute, Montreal, they stipulate that
said interest be paid for a term of years, not exceeding ten

“ Before binding themselves further, they wish to know what is
meant by ‘investing and running expenses,’ the term used in the
resolution passed by the General Board.

“They also ask that they be allowed three members upon the Board
of Directors of the said French Institute, and a fair representation on
the Board of Management ”

The Committee on Modes of Work recommend, “ That the care of
the French Work be entrasted to a committee of ladies elected from

the.different Auxiliaries in Montreal. We would suggest that Mrs.

The Committee on Modes of Work recommend, *That in order to
meet the objections frequently met with in urging the formation of
new Auxiliaries, a leaflet be prepared in an attractive form, setting
forth the advantages of such an crganization to the work of our
Church, and such leaflet be distributed as freely as possible, placing
it in all churcnes not represented in our Society.”

INSTRUCTIONS TO FOREIGN MISSIONARIES ADOPTED
BY THE BOARD.

Inasmuch as the number of our lady missionaries in Japan is
increasing, and many matters have to be decided promptly, without
time for reference to the Executive Committee, and which could not
perhaps be properly apprehended even if referred, be it resolved—

1. That our missionaries form themselves into a Council (four of
whom shall form a quorum) to meet once a month at a time appointed
by themselves. They may meet oftener, if need be, on the call of
the Chairman or President, said chairman to be appointed annually by
the Executive Committee or Board; she shall also be Corresponding
Secretary and Foreign Treasurer.

IL. The Council shall also meet annually, when it is expected that
all our lady missionaries in Japan shall be present. At this meeting
the estimates for the succeeding year shall be considered and author-
ized prior to being sent to the Corresponding Secretary in Canada.

IIT The Council shall annually elect its own Secretary, who shall
keep a record of all proceedines.

IV. The Corresponding Secretary shall have charge of all official
correspondence, both with the Home Board and the ladies in other
mission stations.

V. When missionaries are sent out, their place of work shall be
assigned them by a majority vote of the Council, except where there
is a special request from the Board of Managers.

VI The curriculum of all our schools shall aim to be the same;
any changes desired shall be made at the Annual Meeting.

VIL The Council shall not have power to legislate in regard to
the work outside of Tokyo, without representation from the station
interested.

VIIL If any funds appropriated by the Annual Meeting are not
required for that particular object, they can be used for another pur-
pose on the recommendation of the Council, and with the approval of

the Executive. Should there be a surplus from native sources, the
('ouncil shall be at liberty to use this as it may deem best.

IX. In case of any matter of great importance arising between
the Annual Sessions of the Council, the vote of the distant members
may be obtained in writing. A two-thirds vote shall be required to

carry a measure.
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PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS.

DEear SistErs,—I am sure it is with feelings of devout gratitude
to our Heavenly Father that we come together again to recount His
goodness to us, and to endeavor to strengthen each other’s hearts and
hands in this great missionary cause in which we are all so deeply
interested.

«The Lord hath been mindful of us;” and it becomes us to adopt
the language'of the Psalmist, and say, Bless the Lord, O my soul,
and forget not all His benefits.”

Every year in the history of this Society we have been able to
report a steady increase, numerically and financially ; and when we
have received all the reports from committees and missionaries, the
Secretary and Treasurer, I have no doubt that the past year will be
found to have been more successful than any that has preceded it.

There is not only a great advance in the membership and income
of the Society during the year, but more aggressive work has been
done, through a larger number of ladies being engaged in advocating
the claims of the Society upgn the membership of the Church, which
has resulted in the organization of many more Auxiliaries and Mission
Bands.

This is not surprising, when we remember that the membership of
the Canada Methodist Church is about two hundred thousand.

The wonder is why we did not much earlier enlist in this much-
needed service, if for no other reason than this, that the reflex influ-
ence upon the women at home is full compensation for any time,
labor, or money they have bestowed upon it.

From the testimony of some of our most thoughtful, experienced,
and successful class-leaders and Sabbath-school teachers, I am free to
say that no scheme of the Church has been more useful than this
Society has been in leading the women into a larger experience of the
efticacy of prayer and the faithfulness of God, bringing their lives into
more harmony with the Divine will, and in sympathy with the com-
passionate Jesus.

The ladies who are employed in this enterprise are not neglecters
of home duties, or of other Church and benevolent work.

They certainly do know more about *redeeming the time,” “not
slothful in business, fervent in spirit, serving the Lord,” and kindred
commands in God’s Word, such as “Neglect not the gift that is in
thee,” ¢ Stir up the gift that is in thee.”

There is an encouraging improvement in the methods employed
for increasing the interest, membership, and income of the Society.
Notably, among these, I would mention that in many of the churches
the ladies have gained the consent of the Quarterly Boards, so that
one prayer-meeting in the month, or quarter, is decidedly missionary
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in its character, when extracts from missionaries’ letters are read,
offerings received, and, above all, prayer is made to “the Lord of the
harvest, that He will send forth more laborers into His harvest.”

Another feature of this work that has impressed me deeply is the
amount of latent talent that has been developed by it. Women who
were afraid of their own voices in the class-meeting and prayer-circle,
have forgotten almost how timid they once were; and, in their concern
for others, have forgotten themselves.

As I look about me, the absence of many very youthful faces
would create some anxiety regarding the future of our cause, were it
not that from our Mission Bands we receive so much encouragement.

We need the enthusiasm of youth, as well as the calm judgment of
riper years.

The young have many opportunities to become better informed as
to the religions, customs, and populations of all lands, and they are
more impressionable than many who are more advanced in life. Again
we repeat it, “ They are the hope of our cause.”

A great impulse has been given this year to Foreign Missions
through the presence in this country of several missionaries and
converts from heathen lands. The deeply interesting and eloquent
addresses of the Pundita Ramabai, a high caste Hindu widow, has

made- the deplorable condition of women, and especially that of
widows, in India, more real to us than ever before, and brought home
to us the fact that as our fellow-subjects, belonging to the same great
empire, ruled by our own beloved Queen, they have a double claim
upon our sympathy, prayer and assistance.

‘Bishop Taylor has stimulated the zeal of some of our most earnest
women, and we trust has awakened many slumbering professors to a
gense of the danger of refusing to « gome up to the help of the Lord
against the mighty ” foe of heathenism.

From Dr. McDonald, of our own Church, to whom we are so

valuable information as to how and where we ¢

Mr. Hiraiwa, an educated Japanese gentleman and Christian

minister, has visited many of our churches and homes, and in his
interesting and impressive way, has shown us how much can be done
by the women of this Society for the women in Japan.

Those of us who heard the quiet, thoughtful, earnest teaching of
Hudson Taylor, have been fired afresh with the missionary spirit,
and have learned from him many valuable lessons of trust in God.
W hat he said of the London weekly prayer-meeting being the back-
bone of the success of the China Inland Mission, is worthy of being

remembered.
Although we have much to learn as to the power of prayer, We

have often proved that the Lord of the harvest does send laborers
into His harvest in answer to the prayers of His servants and hand-
waidens.

To-day, we have in this city the Rev. Wm. and Mrs. Burgess, of
the English Wesleyan Mission in India. 1 trust that you are all
praying that their words this evening may be in the power of the
Bpirit, and they may be mightily used of God in removing the apathy
that still exists in many of the churches on the subject of Foreign
Missions. For what Dr. Duff stated many years ago is still too true:
“The Church is only playing at Missions.” We sometimes ask, can
these words of the Saviour be fulfilled ¥ ‘The Gospel of the King-
dom shall be preached in all the world, for a witness unto all nations,
and then shall the end come.”

In the face of this declaration, we have the fact that there is only
one Christian woman to every two hundred heathen women in the
world, and that while the churches have gathered three millions of
converts from heathen lands, their populations have increased two
hundred millions. Many such statistics could be given, showing the
importance of greater activity and obedience to the Lord’s command,
“Go ye into all the world and preach the Gospel to every creature.”
But we must not forget that more is being done in that direction
than ever before.

Of the 2,000 communicants connected with the China Inland
Mission, 550 were baptized during the last year. Only a few weeks
ag> my heart was stirred to its depths, as I heard the testimonies of
the young people (and 1 believe the majority were ladies), who have
gone to China with Mr. Taylor, and to India under the Salvation
Army. May the blessing of the Lord rest upon them in their journey-
ings, and make them wise to win souls. Every year the Macedonian
ery comes into our ears, “Come over and help us.” Hitherto, we have
not been able to respond to all of them. The Lord has answered our
prayers for more workers, and we shall have to consider the applica-
tion of a larger number of candidates than on any former occasion.

This Society has been singularly happy in the choice of its agents,
who are doing satisfactory work in their several spheres of labor.
How often the petition has gone forth, “Lord, save us from mistakes.”
I trust that prayer for guidance will always be earnestly made by
those offering, as well as by those on whom devolves the responsibility
of deciding whom to send.

If our prayers have been sincere, we will not put obstacl s in the-
way of their being answered, and as suitable candidates are available,
we will in faith enter the open doors, trusting the Lord to fill the
treasury and meet every want.

It would be very interesting to know just how far we have each
acted upon the text chosen from the sacred Word last year: * Bring
ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be meat in My

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house, and prove Me herewith, saith the Lord of Hosts, if I.wi]l not
open you the windows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that
there shall not be room enough to receive it.” '

God is faithful ; we have reaped what we have sown, and it has
been done unto us according to our faith ; when we have devised
liberal things, with liberal things we have been satisfied. .

« There is that scattereth and yet increaseth, and there 1s that
withholdeth more than is meet, but it tendeth to poverty.”

This is a representative gathering ; delegates from all the ancho%
meet here. As our numbers are augmented, s0 should the volume of
our faith and prayer be increased. As we are “ All w1t]_1’ one_accord

SEVENTH ANNUAL REPORT OF THE
CORRESPONDING SECRETARY.

With the minutes of all decisions of the Executive during the year, and
direct reports from the various mission fields, there seems but little left for the
Corresponding Secretary to glean.

The printed letters have kept the Society pretty well informed as to the
conditions and needs of the institutions under our care, and while glad tidings
have come to us of the manifest presence of God with our earnest, devoted
representatives, and of His continued blessing on their labors, surely songs of
praise have welled up from our hearts, and renewed enthusiasm has inspired
our efforts. It often causes regret that these good news do not reach beyond
the narrow circle of the average few attending the monthly meetings.

When the heart realizes its identification with Christ in His conquest of the
world, what a hunger there comes for news from the battle-field—any part of it

_but specially from the different points where some brave, self-denying ones
are holding up the standard, and carrying on the warfare as our substitutes.

To-day, in our annual gathering, we can exclaim with joyful gratitude, ‘“‘The
Lord of Hosts is with us, the God of Jacob is our refuge.”

JAPAN,

In Japan the work is still marked by God’s rich blessing, and continued
prosperity is the result.

Notwithstanding the planting of other schools with rich endowments and
appliances in the neighborhood, our Tokyo school continued to be crowded, so
much 8o, that the workers were much embarrassed, and more room was essential.
It was with reluctance that the Executive Committee felt compelled to take the
responsibility during the year of authorizing enlargement, but the other
alternative of delaying action for twelve months seemed to involve greater
responsibility.

The original building has been taken down, and one more suitable and con-
venient has been erected, with a detatched dining-room and kitchen for the
pupils. .

There is now accommodation for our five resident lady teachers, and the
school-rooms will not be so overcrowded. Land is still very much needed, as
there is but little space for exercise.

We cannot fully estimate our indebtedness to Mrs. Large, who has, with
much self-denial, remained in the city during the hot season, depriving herself
of the pleasures and rest of vacation, in order to superintend the erection of this
building, with all its attendant discomfort of noise and dirt. She has, no
doubt, prevented mistakes as well as expense, by her thoughtful planning and
watchful care.

It speaks well for the popularity of this school, that during this past year
the receipts from native sources have met all current expenses, with the excep-
tion of the salaries of our Canadian ladies and the cost of the five or six sup-
ported girls, and have furnished a surplus of six hundred yen.

Miss Wintemute is rapidly advancing in the acquirement of the language,
while in the school she superintends with ability the English department.

Miss Maud Cochran’s earnestness and fidelity in the musical line are pro-
ducing very satisfactory results.

Three ladies have been sent to Japan, in accordance with the arrangement
at lass Annual Meeting—Miss Morgan, of Brantford, Miss Preston, of Mot
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Pleasant, and Miss Munro, of Peterboro’'—the salary of the latter being guar
anteed by the Metropolitan Auxiliary, Toronto.

Last December Miss Cochran retired from the school, and another daily
teacher had to be employed for a time, until the arrival of Miss Preston.

Two of the supported girls have goue off the list, being far enough advanced
to assist in teaching, thus paying for their further tuition.

The best tidings of all is that God has gracivusly given His Spirit to dwell
in the hearts of many of these girls, and although a'l have not been baptized
who desire it, yet the truth is winning its way.

The school in Shidzuoka, inaugurated largely by the faith and liberality of
two ladies in Toronto, has met with marked favor, so much so, that the Jap-
anese themselves have this summer erected & building for its accommodation,
and the residence of our lady missionaries. The running expeuses are also
paid by them, this Society being called upon only for t\.e maiutenance of its
representatives. Before the vacation the school was crowded, and it is expected
the new quarters wi 1 be fully occupied.

Through all last winter Miss Cunningham brave ly su) erintended and
carried on the enterprise, with no English companion in the school ; and being
the first year in the country, it was no ordinary task. Her hours of perplexity
and depression were, however, of en relieved by the advice snd kind sympathy
of our missionaries, the Rev. Mr and Mrs. Cocking. This winter ghe will be
assisted by Miss Morgan, who has spent some months in the Tokyo school.

In the Evangelistic Work, Miss Lund has been indefatigable, and has
Eroved herself well adapted to it, as well as to teaching, in both of which she

as been engaged during the year. Meetings with the women have been con-
tinued, Sabbath-schools greatly gtimulated and helped ; and Bible-women, not
only in Tokyo, but in other places, have been directed, instructed and encour-
aged. Fruit has been very eviient, many having been led to the church
services, and ultimately to the knowledge of *‘the truth as it is in Jesus,” and
to baptism, through this agency.
We have a band of noble workers in Japan, earnest, faithful and unsparing
of themselves ; they deserve our cordial sympathy and our prayers.

Inp1aN WORK.

The Indian Work has etill a large share of our thought and interest. Our
is touched by the physical wants and sufferings of our red brethren and
relieve them, many boxes and balés of clothing have been gent;
but, conscious that our chief object is to relieve spiiitual and mental destitu-
tion, we are still more concerned as to the best way of meeting this need.

The Crosby Girls’ Home at Port Simpson, B.C., still shelters and traine
twenty-one children. During the year Miss Knight, who has labored eo
patiently and unfalteringly, has been called to undergo considerable physical
suffering in her hand, obliging her t» rest entirely and seek & change, with
medical treatwent, in Victoria. We are glad to hear that she has returned in
very much better health.

Miss Hart, of Berwick, N.S., was, last winter, gecured to go to the assist-
ance of Miss Knight, and, though very young, has proved herself highly com-
petent, a part of the time having had the whole care of the institution.

The removal of Rev. Mr. and Mrs. Crosby, who founded this Home and
have watched over it duriog all these years, will cause much regret, their
advice and encouragement have greatly aided the ladies who have had the more
immediate charge of the Home, and their society will be sadly missed.

The relf-sacrifice manifested by them in opening their own home for the
shelter and education of poor Indian children has been reproduced at Chilli-
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geveral others refused for lack of room and means for their support. They
strongly urge the need of a svitable school building.

We are hoping for information and advice from the Parent So-iety, which
shall make onr course plain in regard to this and other important parts of our
work.

The McDougall Orphanage and Training Institute at Morley, N.W.T.,
has had the brightest year of its existence hitherto, its income more than meet-
ing its expenditure. The work has been done under difficulties, for want of
room and proper appliances, the pressing need being ever apparent of a large,
suitable building and workshops, with tools, so that the children mav be

roperly instructed in industrial purspits. A good beginning has, however,

geen made under the patient, unceasing leadership and teaching of Mr. and
Mrs. Youmans, in farming, gardening, ranching and blacksmithing, while the
girls have learned much of household economy.

One little boy from this Institution has passed to the better land during
the year, giving evidence that the truth taught had been received by him in
faith.

FrEncE WORK.

The French Work through the year has been highly satisfactory, the school
at Actonvale continuing the favorable record of the previous year under the
able superintendence of Madame Roy, and a small school having also been
carried on in the city. Great praise is due to the ladies of the Montreal Auxili-
ary who, at the sacrifice of much time and thought, have visited and supervised
the management of these schools The proposition of the Parent Society in
regard to a girls’ department in the new K'rench Institute, will be a subject for
consideration at this annual meeting. A more promising line of work seems to
be opening up among our French-Canadian fellow-subjects, giving hope for
grand results in the future.

CHINESE WOERK.

The Home for Chinese girls in Victoria, B.C., has been, since January,
under the management of Miss Leake, who has been manifestly ‘‘the right one
in the right place.” Her work has een one of difficulty and much privation ;
being without assistance, she is unable to leave the Home except when some
friend may call and remain with the girls, thus giving her freedom for a little
while. Patient plodding and cheerful hopefulness mark her spirit, and she
reports muca improvement in those under her care. The Parent Society has
generously purchased a house and land for this institution, which will be a
most important and valuable help in this work.

HoME ASPECTS.

There is much to encourage in our Home Work ; the reports from the vari-
ous Branches recording increase in every department, but still there is much
room for advance.

How many in our churches still care for none of these things? How often
we forget that ‘‘the Church of God exists not only as a rallying, but a radia’ing
centre "—the talent used is but increased. Let us get so near to the Saviour

that we may hear Him say, ** As My Father hath sent Me, so send I you,” and
also the words, ** I will not fail thee nor forsake thee. Be strong and of a good
courage ” And as we turn over the page of another year's history, may grati-
tude mingle with unfaltering trust and unwearied effort.

REPORT OF SUPPLY COMMITTEE.

This Committee, consisting of five members, viz,: Mrs. Dr. Williams, Mrs.
Dr. J. B. Willmott, Mrs. R. T. Walker, Mrs. Dr. Bull and Mrs. Dr. Briggs,
commenced their work at the end of October 1887, by inviting correspondence
from missions needing help, and from Auxiliaries or Mission Bands having
goods to bestow.

When we met to consider how we should set about our work, we were
startled at the magnitude of it, as we could not possibly undertake to help
every needy mission without any funds, or provision made for any, and no goods
on hand. Our work was from the outset one of faith, and many a time during
the year have we been led to see that our Lord was watching over us, and lead-
ing to results which we never anticipated. Our own faith has been strength-
ened, and in our endeavors to bless and help others, we, ourselves, have been
greatly blessed, and now at the close of the year we unitedly feel that this
Supply Committee may be an important factor in bringing into favor our
Woman’s Missionary Society. Could we hear the grateful prayers that have
been offered up for us by the poor needy Indians, and read the letters of appeal
from our missionaries for these perishing children, some of whom were unable
to do their necessary labor owing to being insufficiently clad, and of others
travelling a hundred miles on foot through ice and snow in order to get some
clothing sent, surely we would redouble our efforts, and every Auxiliary and
Mission Band would eend out a goodly sized case of clothing to gladden and
cheer the hearts of these poor Indians.

A most pathetic appeal from Labrador was the first to reach us ; the letter
was sent to Halifax, it being the nearest point. The ladies there most nobly
responded, and the result was that for ten days parcels of clothing came in
from all quarters, so that six large cases and three bags of clothing were sent
as soon as possible, and between $25 and $30 was sent in to defray expenses.

Parry Island, Henvey'’s Inlet, Shawanga and Ke-che-ne-yah-sing each
received a case of clothing; one from Mrs. T. Thompson, Carlton Street Church,
the others from Port Hope, Brockville and Picton. The St. Clair Mission, near
Qarnia, received a case from Toronto, and one from the Queen’s Avenue
Auxiliary, London.

The McDougall Orphanage received a large case from Toronto, including
parcels from Galt, Lindsay, Belleville and Bloomington, also cases from Schom-
berg, Lindsay and Picton. The Bridge Street (Belleville) ladies sent $17 to help
to pay expenses. The Mission Gleaners and Young Ladies’ Circle in connection
with Queen’s Avenue, London, sent & quantity of articles for Christmas to the
Orphanage.

Cape Croker received a large box and barrel full of nearly new clothing,
collected by Mrs, Dr. Rosebrugh, Hamilton.

The Crosby Home received a box from Berwick Auxiliary, Halifax, a case
fromw Spencerville, Ontario, and one from Stratford ; an autograph quilt from
Kingston, N.S., and a cotton one from Streetsville Mission Band.

Mr. T. Milburn, Toronto, gent a box full of valuable medicines, combs,
soaps, etc., which were equally divided between the Crosby Home and the
Home at Chilliwhack, B.C.

The Indians on the Saugeen Reserve received cases from Merlin, Stratford,
Wallaceburg, Mitchell and Perth, also scrap-books from Bowmanville.

The Home at Chilliwhack, B.C., received cases from St. Catharines,
Thorold, Burlington, Kingston and Toronto, contributions for the latter coming
from the Spadina Avenue and Central Auxiliaries, §25 from the Young Ladies’
Aid Society of the Central Methodist Church Sunday School, and a quilt from
Streetsville Mission Band.

The Chinese Home in Victoria, B.C., received cases from Halifax, Milton,
Montreal, Kingston and Waterford ; and there is a balance on hand of $23.40
for the Home.

The appeal from Mr. McLean for the Blood Indians, has met with a hearty
response. W. C. Gibson & Son, Ottawa, offered biscuits and clothing; Toronto,
Orono, Oakville, Cobourg, Mohawk, Newdale, Manitoba, Fullarton, Orillia,
Kingston and the Ottawa Mission Band have either sent, or are preparing to
send, bales to the Blood Reserve.

Halifax South, Berwick, Canning, Yarmouth South and Dartmouth
Auxiliaries all contributed to provide an outfit for Miss Hart, who went to Port
Simpson.

The total number of cases promised and sent is forty-six, the weight of
which would be over 6,000 pounds.

REPORT OF THE JAPAN WORK.

THE TOKYO SCHOOL.

Tovo Eiwa, Jo Gaxko, Sept. 4th, 1888,

Dear MRs. STRACHAN,—My annual letter has always been written in the
mountains, and at my leisure, but this year there has never seemed to be a con-
venient time for me, and now there are but three days in which to write, and
these must be occupied in getting settled in our new house, which is nearly
completel, so if my letter is shorter than usual, you will understand the reason,
My accounts were finished last week, they are even more satisfactory than last

ear, and there are sonereasons why we might have expected our receipts to

e no more, indeed, even less, but the Lord has been on our side, and proven
that He is more than all who can be against us. You will see by the tuition
fees that the school has been full all the year, and we have every prospect of
being quite as full this year, for already 212 are enrolled, and there are many of
our old students who have sent us no word, because they know we expect them
without notice; every day brings new applications for entrance, there have
been six to-day. We look forward to a year of success and happiness in thie
work for the Master.

You will see in looking over the accounts that the Japanese receipts are
more than six hundred yen beyond all expenditure, except for foreign teachers’
salaries, evangelistic work, Shidzuoka school, and the support of six girls
This is not because our expenditnie has been lower, for some of our items are
heavy. Repairs includes the putting of six additional windows in the mansard
roof, we have paid our own insurance, added a sewing-machine to our furni.
ture—this latter I have found very useful during this vacation, when a fresh
supply of table-cloths were required for the students’ dining-room. The
stationery aund postage item creeps up, showing iue increase in the corres
pondence; the jinriksha item is all my own, but includes the expense of my trip
to Shidzuoka in the spring. Fuel and printing are also in advance of last year,
but, notwithstanding, you see our balance is in advance too,

While our financial report is encouraging, the spiritual side is also; we
have now about one-hundred and twenty Christians among our students, very
many of whom are earnest Christian workers. We have all been cheered during
the year by many proofs of their desire to work in the vineyard, and during the
vacation the letters received from our girls, telling of their work in their homes,
have brought joy and gladness to our hearts; they have told us of how they
have talked with parents and friends, often with fear and trembling, and in the
face of much oppi sition, but how, trusting in God to bless their efforts, they
have gone on, some receiving proof that the words of truth were sinking into
the hearts of those they were striving to teach. Our educational work is a
grap? -ue, and I am sure, will be one of the chief means in God’s hands of
8pr  light and life in heathen lands. Our religious services are the same
as l... ear; we are looking forward to the time when our Azabu Cuurch shall
be rea.ly for occupation. and we can take our students there to service on Sun
day. During this vacation the morning service has been very well attended,
showing that the girls do not come during term time simply because they can:
not help themselves.

We have made some changes in our school staff during the year. On the
advice of the senior Japanese ministers, we have done away with a Japaneee
business-marager, and I have taken this work mysel!, assisted by the matron.
I find this change has worked well in every way, there is now no one who, by
right of office, dare use authority as a Japanese Kanji does.

According to the regulations, as they may be after this year, we held our
Annual Council Meeting on Monday, September 3rd, all being present. Miss
Wintemute was appointed Recording Secretary. After the accounts for the

ear had been passed, there was some discussion as to whether we were at
iberty to spend our balance on hand (school receipts) as we choose without
consulting the Executive, this is a matter for you ladies to decide.

The estimates I send you inclosed with this. We have asked for a raise in
Miss Maud’s salary, all were of opinion it should be so. The agreement from
the trustees of the Shidzuoka School having arrived duly signed, Miss Morgan
was appointed to be Miss Cunningham’s associate for current year ; Miss Lund
was re-appointed to the charge of the evangelistic work ; Misses Wintemute,
Preston and Munro and Muys. Large to the Tokyo gchool. The question then
came up as to the advisability of asking for a dress-maker to be appointed to
our school, and it was decided that, with the promise of half a lady’s expenses
advanced from a Japanese friend, the school would pay the remaining half out
of surplus funds, if given the power to use these funds, if the ladies would pay
her salary until such time as her business here would repay the travelling
expenses and leave enough for salary.

Misses Wintemute, Cunningham and Lund were appointed to make any
changes thought necessary in the English course; Misses Wintemute, M.
(fochran and Preston were appointed to prepare a musical course for our
schools. There was some discussion relating to supported girls, and how
many times we should bear with them before dismissing them from the school.
Some of them seem to have gotten the idea that they ave fixed here, no matter
how little or much they may try.

I have given you such items from the proceedings of our meeting as I
thought would be necessary for you to know ; if, after we have received our
working orders, you require the minutes in full, please send word to that effect.
Now, what about our appointments, are we all to be appointed i» our work
year by year by the Council here? We think it would be better. Now, for
instance, I was appointed from home to take charge of uhis school, can the
Council remove me if they think best? Again, what proportion of votes shall
be necessary to carry any possible motion ?

We desire to thank the ladies who have so liberally responded to our
appeal for funds to improve our buildings, also for the appointment of another
lady to join our band.

It is with thankfulness we hear of the even slight improvement in Miss

(Cartmell’s health. We pray that it may be the Master’s will to completely,

restore her to health, and that she may be given the joy of many years’ work
for the Master. Your missionaries here have been cared for; to each health
and strength has been given. The shadow of death has not come near either
teachers or our students, for these things we give thanks; and, as a Rand, desire
to express our deep sympathy with our sisters at home, over whose homes the
death angel has lingered.

Another Annual Meeting is here; may it bring nought but joy as you review
the work of the year. While we cannot be bodily present, we will be in mind,
and hope afterward to enjoy some of the pleasure we pray for each. Pray
for us collectively and individually ; work in a heathen land depresses; there is
nothing to build us up spiritually; we realize how even the cares of mission
work may be used by our enemy to lead us astray.

A sister, writing from the Indian work lately —the letter was in the Qutlook
—told her experiences, and ended by saying she thought the Indian work espec-
ially trying, spiritually, to the missionaries ; that she thought it must be harder
than other mission fields. Her experience is exactly our own, and we are led to
think that all alike have their trials, but we count life here no sacrifice. We
have no complaints to make,—we know that as we live aright, just so will
strength and grace be given.
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I am conscious that this letter is not what an annual letter should be, bug
it has been written amid many interruptions. My pen has had to he laid aside
many times to see to some piece of work, give a carpenter orders, or look to the
moving of furniture, which has commenced to-day. I find I have neglected to
say Miss Wintemute was re-appointed to look after the English department in

our school here.

THE SHIDZUOKA SCHOOL.
Tokyo, September 6th, 1885.

Dear Mgs. STRACHAN,—Of the ($180) one hundred and eighty dollars
appropriated for the galary of interpreter and teacher, it has been necessary to
expend less than one-third during the past year. The school opened in Decem-
ber. For more than a month I had to manage as well as I could without an
interpreter. 1had some assistance from a young man to whom I paid three yen.
In January, the people were able o secure the services of a lady to teach
translation, paying her twelve yen per month. I paid her six yen to act also
as my teacher and interpreter. Having a family, she could not live in the
school, which was very inconvenient. As the number of pupils increases, it
will be absolutely necessary to have an interpreter living in the house. A
higher salary must be offered. The need for teachers, who are English scholars,
is 8o great, that it is very hard indeed to induce one to come to the country.

Things look very bright now in Shidzuoka, and I do, indeed, feel grateful
to our Heavenly Father for all the way in which He has led me during the past
X:ar The school opened December 4th, 1887, with twenty-three pupils.

’hen we closed for the Christmas holidays, there were twenty-eight. When
school closed July 10th, I had fifty-one names on the school register, sixteen of
whom were boarders, and had an average attendance for two or three months
of forty-five.

The Sunday services were well attended. We had Sunday-school from
8.30 a.m. to 9.30 a.m. Then the pupils and teachers came with me to church,
a twenty minutes’ walk. Unless a new church is built soon, all our services in
fature must be held in the school. I like to have the pupils attend church once
a day, but the building was overcrowded before school closed. The people are
talking of building a church which will accommodate one thousand persons. |
do hope that they will put it up as rapidly as they have the new school.

The other Sunday services were: A Bible-class from 2 p.m. to 3 p.m.,
which was well attended, sometimes as many as forty-five being present. After
the Bible-class, we sometimes had half an hour of singing. From 6 p.m to 7.30

‘m. we had a meeting for prayer and conversation on religious subjects.
think there never was a time when I longed more to be able to talk than during
this hour and half ; of all the services % think I enjoyed this best. The girls
talked quite freely at this one. One day the rain poured in torrents. Six were
present at the evening meeting besides the boarders, two having walked a long
distance for a third time tnat day. The subject chosen for that evening was:
« What think ye of Christ.” We had a grand time. It seemed as if Christ
was really with us. :

I 80 often found the girls poring over their Bibles on Sundays. The Book
was ¢ new t) them, and their questions showed how deeply they thought of
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what they had been reading. I was asked, *“ why Jesus chose Judas as one of
His disciples, when He was God, and knew everything, and so knew Judas’
heart, ang that he would afterwards betray Him,” also, ‘‘ why He permitted
Judas to have charge of the money-bag, when, because He was God, He must
have known he was a thief.” One of the girls asked one night if God would
hear them if they knelt upon their beds while praying to Him. She thought it
very impolite to do so, ang that they should always kneel upon the floor.

In the spring Mr. Kobayashi thouiht it would be well to start a weekly
class-meeting. Our first meeting was held May 16th. Including Mrs. Inoi
and myself, there were twenty-four present, not more than six of whom were
Christians. At the close of the Bible-lesson in the morning, Mr. Kobayashi
told the pupils about the class-meeting, and invited all interested in Christianity
to attend. Mrs. Inoi is a member of the Presbyterian Church, and did not
know what a class-meeting meant. We opened by singing two Japanese
hymns, then Mrs. Inoi prayed in Japanese, after which I explained, in a few
words, what a class-meeting was. 1 then asked Mrs. Inoi to tell the girls what
she thought of Christianity, and how she was led to become a Christian, which
ghe did, talking to them for nearly half an hour. She told me afterwards that
she told them that when she, as a child, had gone to a mission school, and had
heard prayer and worship offered to a God that she could not see, she thought
it a very funny thing, and could not understand it at all. She said that they,
like herself, had been accustomed to praying to a god that they could see, and
that she had no doubt that praying to an unseen God must seem very stra.nﬁc
to many of them, She reminded them that when they were in trouble or sic
ness, their first impulse was to pray to some superior being who could help
them. She spoke to them of the only true God, the God of the Christians, who
could hear and answer prayer, and she told them that she would like them to
feel quite free at these meetings, to ask any questions, or to tell her of any of
their difficulties, that she would answer what ske could, and where she failed 1
would help them. We closed with singing and prayer, after which we sang
some English hymns. The next week there were thirty-three present, and
until school closed the interest in the weekly meeting did not seem to lessen.

'wo of the day-pupils were baptized in the spring, one of whom had pre-
viously attended our Azabu school in Tokyo, and had been converted while
there, Among the boarders two are Christians, also five or six of the daily
students. All appear much interested in Christianity. I think Miss Saito, one
of the Japanese teachers, is not far from the Kingdom. Her most intimate
friend, who teaches in the Normal School, I think will not be long either before
she accepts Christ as her personal Saviour. The matron is a great comfort to
me. She is a real Christian, and I have found her faithful in all things. The
girls are very much attached to her, she is so good and kind to them, and yet
she is very firm. In the Japanese department there are now four teachers,
besides Mrs. Takase, who teaches translation. Three of the teachers study
English. The people pay very fair salaries.

For two or three months I went twice a week to the Normal School to talk
to the young lady students. The addresses were not purely religious; I told
them of many of our customs, our home life, and of the work Christian women
were doing in the west. We feel so thankful that the teachers and pupils of
this school, which I consider almost the most important in the province, are
not using their influence against Christianity. How rapidly the work might
spread if those girls could only be won for Christ, and go out through the
country to work for Him. I think I am beginning to rea ize more and more
what an influence for good or evil a teacher may have. The Japanese ladies
have formed a society for self-improvement. At the first meeting there were
eighty-two present. A committee of eight ladies has been formed. Of these
three are Christians, the other five study English with me., There is one judge,
who would like his wife to attend, if Christians were not allowed to go. Among
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the ladies comprising the committee are the Governor’s daughter, the wife of
the Superintendent of Education for the Province, Mrs. Dr. Inoi, and Mrs,
Kobayashi, who is a sister of Mr. Hiraiwa. Isend you a plan of the new school,
I think we shall try to have some kind of camp-beds, and have no matting on

If this be done, a smaller number of girls must

the floors of the bed-rooms.
oceupy each room, as there being no matting to sit upon, each girl must be

provided with a chair and small table.
Mr. Kobayashi writes that the new school will not be ready for the opening,

so Miss Morgan, who has been appointed by our Council to be my associate in
Shidzuoka, will not return with me now, but will come when the new building
is ready. Itiswell that she can remain here, for [ do not see how she could be
spared till Miss Munro comes. The new building here is fine. We are all
satisfied and delighted with the whole school. It is wonderful that Mrs. Large
has been able to stand the heat of Tokyo, and the incessant hammering for eight
weeks, and keep so well.

Miss Lund has told you about the closing of the Shidzuoka school, 80 I need
not say much about it. The gentlemen connected with the school did all in
their power to make it a success, and the girls did better than I expected.
When it was proposed that it should take place in such a large room, I was
afraid that the girls would be very nervous, but they did their best, and 1 was
satisfied. There were about three hundred of the principal gentlemen of the
city present. The Governor and two or three others delivered short addresses.

I send you, by this mail, a photograph of myself, matron, two teachers and
the sixteen boarders. There is every prospect that the number of pupils will
he greatly increased when the new building is completed. Before the holidays
I had to refuse nine, who lived at a distance, and who wished to enter the
school as boarders. Besides, several have been boarding in the town till the
new building should be ready.

The remembrance of the strength and wisdom given in the many times of
real need during the past year, helps me wonderfully as I look forward to the
fature. It is such a comfort to know that I have for my Guide and Helper One

who cannot err.

REPORT ON EVANGELISTIC WORK—-JAPAN.

When at Kofu last sprir«, the pastor was very anxious that Mrs. Hiyama,
one of our Bible-women, ghould be sent out there for a few weeks.

Subsequently I heard that she had accomplished a great work while there.
I do not feel surprised, for she went in such a beautiful spirit. She said, in
reporting, ‘‘I could not speak wisely, so every day before I went out I prayed
that God would teach me.” The results prove the words, * And they shall be
all taught of God.”

I think I mentioned that Mr. Idzuka’s sister was coming in as a supported
student. While at Kofu, Mr. Yamanaka told me about a young woman named
Shemada, whose mother had been an invalid for six years. Since then the
mother has died, and as the daughter still wishes to work as a Bible-woman,
she has been engaged as my general helper. . am glad to have secured a Bible-
woman who, having neither ties nor home, is free to go wherever I need her.
Her mornings will be occupied in Japanese study, her long charge of her mother
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paving caused her to be deficient in that. I earnestly pray that she may be
richly endowed with the Spirit of God, and that our unites efforts may receive a
rich harvest of souls as reward during the coming year.

Mrs Toyama came over from Shitaya, early on the Monday morning, and
told me that the meetings there had been kept up all summer, though some-
times the attendance was small. She has been tried all summer and, after
another month, if best, will be engaged as a regular Bible-woman. She seems
to have a lovely spirit, and if she improves as she has done since I first knew
her, will, I feel confident, soon make a successful Bible-woman. It seems to
me peculiarly fitting that the pastor’s wife should do what she can in her
husband’s charge. This she is enabled to do by the allowance granted her, as
ghe can by it secure much-needed help. :

Mrs. Sabashi does what she can, and held meetings all summer, but she
says the old trouble still hinders her. ' That is, the women can get fancy work
from others without being obliged to listen to Christianity also, and so many
will not come. May God send such an awakening to our Azabu people as they
have never before known.

Mrs. Hiyama has not yet returned from visiting her son, but Mr. Tsuchiya
is filling her place as far as possible. God seems to delight in using her as an
instrument for good. She always gives me renewed courage, her own is 80
fresh. 1 always think of the Psalmist’s expression : ‘‘New every morning and
renewed every evening,” whenever I look at her happy face. Mra. Suzuki is, if
possible, even more beautiful. The ornament of a meek and quiet spirit must
certainly have been given them.

I think the quiet, simple faith of many of thea%people, so lately brought out
of darkness, is a marvel. One woman, a Mrs. emi, who is dying of con-
sumption, said to me when I asked her how she was; ‘I cough a great deal
and suffer always, but I am never lonely, for Jesus is with me.” She may have
entered ere this, as I have not heard of her since before the vacation.

I am longing for next week, to get back to my work, for before then my
interpreter will not have returned.

This morning while at prayer, and afterwards at my work of helping to
move, and all day in fact, I have felt such a wonderful realization of God’s
%resence. I was praying for a special blessing as I renewed my work, and that

od would surely go with me to help, and even while at prayer such a blessing
came to me. All day I have seemed to feel a veritable presence, and it gives
me such a perfect peace. _Pray that God may help me to be strong, of a good
courage and faithful, for 1 feel I must do all' I can. I shall do as you say, and
not in my zeal neglect my health, as I want to labor long as well as faithfully.

REPORT ON FRENCH MISSIONS.

In presenting a brief resumé of the French Work, which naturally seems
to find its focus in the city of Montreal, with its overwhelming French popula-
tion, we have great pleasure in reporting that the Woman’s Missionary Society
is holding its own in this department of its work. We feel the more grateful
for this by reason of the fact that the retrospect and outlook of the French
Branch of our mission has not, in years past, been notable for its cheering
accounts. The vacillating character of the French nation, combined with the
degrading and stultifying effects of their national religion—Roman Catholicism
—ever confronts those who endeavor to win them to a more enlightened Chris-
tianity, and even when access is gained to their homes, it is the work of years,
not of months, to watch them during the various transition stages from Roman
Catholicism to Protestantism. During the past twelve months, the school at
Actonvale kept up its well-established character for orderly management and
educational advantages. There were twenty-four scholars in regular attendance.
Two of this number passed the final examinations with a high degree of merit,
and are really fairly equipped, intellectually, for their future years. Several
who were somewhat advanced in years, yet deficient in knowledge, acquired
the elementary branches, but, on account of their age, will not continue in
attendance.

The Committee of Management consider themselves fortunate in retainin
the services of Mrs, Roy as teacher, and Mde. Levasser as matron in the school.

The social status of the children is varied, some representing the poorer
element, and others a more well-to-do class. All are able to contribute to
their own support in the institutior in greater or less degree—two dollars per
month being the least sum accepted by the Board of Governors.

Another school was started during the year in the western suburb of the
city. The number in attendance varied considerably, owing to the great
g:verty of the children. Lack of food and clothing frequently prevented their

in%present.

he payment of such amount as their circumstances admitted was made
obligatory, in order to avoid the danger of pauperizing the scholars. This
school was re-opened this autumn with fleen scholars present, and the promise
of fifteen more. It may occur to the minds of some to ask why these schools
are necessary? For the simple reason that the children who attend in this city
would be totally unable to pay the fees of the ordinary public schools, low
though they be, while throughout the country the number of Protestants are
g0 scattered, no sufficient number being found within three miles (which is the
school limit) to form a Trustee Board, levy their taxes (thus avoiding the
Roman Catholic taxation), and erect a school that would be eligible for the
Protestant children. Hence, they are reduced to the painful alternative, either
the insidious influence of the Roman Catholic schools, or the gross ignorance
resulting from no tuition. Now, to su ply this need the Actonvale school was
opened, where such children, removes from all malign surroundings, have
been trained hyaicallg', morally, intellectually and spiritually.

We are looking forward with great interest to the opening of the new
French Institute in Cote St. Antoine, which, we hope, will increase the avenues
of carryiug light into the utter darkness of French Roman Catholicism.

Varied are the fields of the Woman's Missionary Society. Great faith, zeal
and patience are needed in each, but, perhaps, in no one so much as among our
French Catholics, where no Pentecostal ingatherings are so much as heard of,
but where the fruit is gathered one by one. And to any one who thinks the
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return for the expenditure on French missions very low—too small to warrant
such outlay—we can only say that we follow Him, who toiled through the
wastes of Samaria to win & lost woman ; who grudged not a whole night of con.
verse with Nicodemus; who, tn His resurrection glory, tarried in Joseph's
garden that He might fan the trembling spark of faith in a poor Magdalene's
heart, and who, in His Word of Revelation, has proclaimed, for all time, that
“There is joy in the presence of the angels of God over one sinner that
repenteth.”

Porr SimpsoN, B.C., Sept. 20th, 1888.

It hardly seems possible that another year has passed away, and that the
time has come for the yearly report of our Home. The busy days pass 8o
rapidly that the year is gone before we fully realize it, and so little seems to be
accomplished, that one wonders how it is that every minute has been so filled
with work, and yet so little to show for it. But we have the comfort of know-
ing that the Master sees through it all, and the little things of every day done
for Him are of great value in His sight, Our year in the Home has been much
the same as former ones ; trials and discouragements, pleasures and encourage-
ments, about equally balanced. Our number at present is twenty-oné, nineteen

girls and two boys. The largest number we had during the year was twenty-
two. Two of the biggest girls left us in May. One, Rebecca Starr, came into
the Home two years last spring, with the promise of staying two years. Her
mother said she wished her to learn about Jesus, and then go home and teach
her friends. When the two years expired, we tried to persuade her father to
leave her still with us, but he would not listen, so we had to let her go. I hope
she will, indeed, teach her people some of the lessons she learned while with us.
The other, Jessie David, was a little Flat-head girl, who had been left in the
Home by Mrs. Tate, who had cared for the child since she was quite young.
When the Home at Chilliwhack was started, Mr. Tate sent for Jessie, as her
father wished to have her near him, lest she should quite forget her own people
and language. Ellen Wesley, aged eleven years, cawe to us last March. She
is the only girl in a large family of boys, and the father wishes her to learn
many useful things which she could not in her own home, 8o he brought her to
us with the promise of leaving her till she reaches womanhood. She is a quiet,
obedient girl, willing to be taught and no trouble to us at all. Olive Dilly is a
child of nine years, whom Mr. Crosby found in Vancouver; she was under very
evil influences, and, had she been left a few years longer, would probably have
become hardened in sin and beyond all hope of saving ; but we have her with
her father’s willing consent, and I trust she will soon forget much of the evil
she learned in her former home. She is a bright, rather attractive child, quiet
and quick to learn, is making fair progress at school. The other new comer is
a little boy not yet four years old, he is a brother of little Dollie, our baby.
The father brought him to us in March, and seemed glad to have the child
where he would learn something good and be well taken care of. He has been
rather spoilt, as most young children are among these people, but is a nice,
bright little boy, and gets a great deal of petting from the elder ones. Itis
always a comfort to me to know that the little ones are kindly treated when I
happen to be out of the way, shey never think of ill-treating the younger ones ;
usually I have to watch that they do not spoil them by letting them have all
their own way. It is great cause for thankfulness that we have had no sick-
ness among s, nothing more serious than a slight cold or passing indisposition ;
the children all look very well and are happy and contented. I feel hopeful
over some of the girls who have professed to give their hearts to Jesus, for I
can see they are trying to do right and live as He would have them. Last
winter I was much grieved by a spirit of deceit and dishonesty in little things.
It had been going on for some time before we found it out, but it was then
sifted thoroughly, and we tried in every way to make ‘them see the sin in its
true light. It is very hard to make them feel as we do about it, as deceit
seems part of the nature of an Indian, and they are so weak that often they
seem utterly unable to resist temptation. But we hope by line upon line,
precept upon precept, here a little and there a little, to instil into them prin-
ciples that will by-and-by take deep root and make them honest, earnest
Christian women.

During my unavoidable absence everything went on smoothly. Miss Hart
managed admirably, and kept house and children in excellent order. She bas
quite won the respect of the girls, and has no difficulty in controlling them. I
cannot tell what & comfort it is to have a helper who is so well fitted for the
work. During the year I have received many kind letters from those who are
interested in our work which have cheered me greatly. And some have zent
«us substantial proofs of their interest, in the shape of boxes and parcels of use-
ful articles. We need your earnest prayers that God may continue His bless-
ing, and give us the joy of seeing these children saved. With kind regards and
incere gratitude to those who have so generously helped us in the past,

MoRLEY, Sept. 21s¢, 1888.

Our Home and Training Institution is now five years old, and some of the
upils have gone out, having served their term. Others are continuing, these
E.vin been quite young when we took them in. Our arrangements now are
that, for pupils over ten years of age the term shall be five years, and for those
ander ten, eight years,

We are beginning to overcome the feelings of both friends and children as
to being separated for these years, even this we look upon as an advance. We
are encouraged to know that our work is gaining the confidence of the natives,
and as we slowly overcome the prejudice and suspicion of ignorance, our work
will be easier.

Mr. Youmans has sent you a very full report of the year’s work, and it is
but in place for me to ask you to convey to your Society our heartfelt thanks
for the appropriation of the current year, and trust that our Home will continue
to have the confidence and support of the same in the future. We are certain
that no institution of the kind has been carried on as economically as ours,
though sometimes this has borne hard on those directly engaged in the work.

The accompanying sheet will show our state of income and expenditure
for last year, ending September 1st, 1888.

MiLLwARD P.O., Sept. 17th, 1888.

We have had a year's experience as an independent household. While the
Orphanage was in the old parsonage at Morley, where the Rev. John McDougall
could see us all every day, and the children were attending the Mission School,
we were still in our minority. But a year ago last June we launched out into
full maturity by movinithree miles east to the Orphanage Farm, and beginnin
housekeeping and ranching in real earnest. Since then we have had to attenﬁ
to a:ll.l the wants of our large family, and keep them well up in their studies as
w

Among the many things that occupied our attention, I might mention that
we have built & well-house, a large porch on the north side, and a school-room
west of it, and begun a blacksmith shop. . We have also put up a lot of fencing,
all of which has been useful training for the boys. This summer we put in two
and a half acres of garden, two acres of turnips, one and a half acres of barley,
and sixteen acres of oats for green fodder, which has yielded us seventy loads of
fodder for winter use. We have also milked eleven cows, and sold 250 1bs. of \
butter at twenty cents per pound, after using all the milk and butter we needed
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in the house. With the proceeds of our butter we have been able to furnish the
house with groceries.

The girls have been learning to milk and make butter which, we hope, will
be a valuable accomplishment, for the Indians have cattle, but are ignorant in
dairying matters. ‘

We had, a few days ago, twenty-two pupils, viz., nine boys and thirteen
irls. - We lost four by desertion last winter and fall, viz., Joseph House, Jonas

enjamin, Silas Abraham, and Agnes Jacob. The restraint of civilized life
grew irksome to them, and the attraction of a wild, free, half savage camp-life
proved too strong for them. But we hope they will not altogether forget the
instruction they received here.

One boy, Simon Chian, died in January of consumption, brought on, we
thought, by the measles in the fall of 1886. Previous to that sickness he was
the life and pride of the * Home.” Duriog his sickness last winter, he showed
a very pleasant and uncomplaining spirit. He was the best sick child we ever
nursed. He had given his heart to the Lord sometime before his last illness.
He used to say, "I am on the Lord’s side.” We rejoice in hope of meeting him
again ‘‘ Around the throne of God in heaven.” He has only gone before, and
is, no doubt, one of the jewels in our Saviour’s crown,

We have nine recruits, viz., three small boys, T. Hunter Wesley, Jonas
Jonas, who needs a middle name, and Henry Myers, aged nine, six and seven;
and six girls, Sarah Wesley, Flora Rubner, Sanie Fox, Ella Campbell, Sadie
Ear, and Louise Kakwitts, whose ages are, ten, nine, seven, twelve, seven,
nine, seven years respectively. They are a very promising lot of children, and
are picking up English very rapidly, for though they have been vith us only a
few months, they understand all we say to them in their work and lessons, and
can express their wants in pretty fair English, that is, all except Louise, who
came only a few days ago.

During the past year we have received a pretty fair supply of clothing for
the children, and of a much better quality than heretofore ; for which much
credit i due to the Supply Committee, as they have not sent us any useless
articles or shabby clothiug.

Before the Supply Committee took the matter in hand, some people seemed
to think that any old worn-out garment was good enough to send, so that some
used to arrive that were not worth the ‘trouble and' expense of cleaning them
up, but now, things have changed for the better.

Prominent among the many gifts worthy of mention was that from the
Supply, Committee of nine full winter suits for the boys, which have done
excellent service. It would take too much space to enumerate all the different
articles received, which consisted of bedding, clothing, dishes, and a few tools.

We fill the mornings with work, and hold a school gession during the after-
noon ; in the long winter evenings we have also an evening session.

Mr. McCrae, Government Inspector of Protestant Indian Schools, after a
thorough inspection of the school work, June 1st, was satisfied that the teach-
ing had been done in a thorough manner.

Their religious instruction has been attended to also ; we think that few
white children get up the Sunday-school lessons as regularly and as thoroughly

every week as do these Indian children. They have recited nearly every versc
of the International Sunday-school Lessons during the year.

The whole charge of the household and muc%x of the teaching proved toe
much for Mrs. Youmans’ strength, so a matron’s assistant was procured. Mim
Saint arrived June 3rd, and there has been work enough to keep them both
busy ever since.

We are going on, tmstinf“(l}od will bless our labor, feeling assured that if
we faithfully do our part in planting the seed, He will take care of it and bring

it to maturity. ok i

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE CORRESPONDING SECRETARY
FOR 1887-88.

We present our Sixth Annual Report with feelings of gratitude to our
heavenly Father, for by His blessing the year has been one of success in our
work.

The organizers appointed at our last meeting have been doing good work,
and though the way has not been opened up to them as fully as they would
wish, yet, as a result of their work, twenty-three Auxiliaries have been formed.
Besides Teeterville and Brussels organized at the close of last year, and Hamil-
ton Auxiliary dividing into three, one has been formed at London West, Lon-
don South ; Hannah Street, Hamilton ; Mount Pleasant ; Welland Avenue, St.
Catharines ; Grimsby, Waterford, Seaforth ; Ontario Street, Clinton ; Emerald
Street, Hamilton ; Selkirk, Jerseyville, Holstein, Norwich, Little Lake, Wing-
ham, Carlingford, Mount Elgin and Woodhouse. Though we have had no
reports from the last two this year, we hope to hear from them again.

Mission Bands have been formed at First Methodist Church, Hamilton;
Ottervile, Jarvis, Eden Mills, Teeterville; Welland Avenue, St. Catharines;
Mount Pleasant, Stratford, Maple Grove, Paris; Niagara Falls, Spencerian ;
and Milton. Word has been received that during the month of September,
Auxiliaries have been organized on the Nile'and Dungannon Circuits, also at
Woodstock, Galt and Paisley, while Brantford Auxiliary has divided into
three. ‘

We have a total of 68 Auxiliaries and 21 Mission Bands, with 1,585 annual
members, increase, 413; life members, 133; increase, 22 ; Mission Band members,
402. Total, 2,120. Amount raised, $5,938.35; increase, $1,784.49.

Our assembly at Grimsby Park was enjoyed by those who attended. The
papers on subjects that touch us closely in our work were well handled, and
many valuable hints were taken home for future use; while the address of Rev.
S. Huntingdon was an inspiration to us, as he spoke of the privations, labors,
and abundant success of missionary life. Then, as at our Annual Meeting, we
missed our President, Mrs. S. J. Huater, who, on account of the great loss she
has suffered, felt that she could not be with us. We offer her our heartfelt
sympathy, and trust that our heavenly Father may comfort and sustain her.

METROPOLITAN, TORONTO.

now on her way. Membership, 109, including sixteen life members. Amount
sent to Branch Treasurer, $1,157.89, which includes $522.68 for Metropolitan
missionary’s salary, also amouuts received from Mission Bands.

The Circle this year had interesting papers contributed by members on

This is a band of little children, who are working for the Master. Mem-
bership, 75 ; meetings held, 14 ; amount contributed, $125.

REPORTS FROM AUXILIARIES.

MONTREAL,

Nine monthly meetings have been held, with an average attendance of
twenty-five, an increase over last year. The Home Committee have met six
times, and carefully planned and arranged for the needs of the French schools,
One public meeting of great interest was held, and one entertainment given, a
farewell to the old St. James’ Street Church, Number of members, 140 ; life
members, eight ; amount contributed, $502.64.

ST. JAMES' YOUNG PEOPLE’S MISSIONARY CIRCLE, MONTREAL.

The chief feature of our work is not to be found in the mere accumulation
of dollars and cent8, but in the deep interest taken in the missionary cause by
each member of the Band. The regular monthly meetings have been times of
great interest, and we have had the privilege of hearing the voice of our returned
missionary, Miss Cartmell. The members of the Circle took great pleasure in
preparing a *‘ sewing box ” for the Chinese Home.

Our Annual Report reminds us that 365 days of opportunity and privilege

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EXTRACTS FROM REPORTS OF AUXILIARIES.

HALIFAX NORTH.

Another year has rolled away with all its joys and sorrows, its sunshine
and shadows, and we as an Auxiliary have come to the threshold of another
year. Wehave held eleven meetings during the year, and two public meetings,
one in Brunswick Street Church, and one in Charles Street Church. Both were
very interesting.

Six new members
have been added during the year.

CHRISTIAN WORKERS.

The
illness of some of our working members prevented us having our usual anni-
versary. We raise our money in various ways. Some of the boys hauled chips
last winter ; one little one brought the wood ; one little girl drops a cent in her
box when relieved from anything perplexing ; another, a little daughter of one
of our best families, blacks boots for her younger brothers and sisters. May
all our efforts be blessed of Him who acknowledges the mites.

EARNEST GLEANERS.

Our Band now numbers twenty-eight, between the ages of six and fourteen

Our work is a great source of pleasure to us, and much interest has
been manifested in the girl whom we are endeavoring to maintain in the Crosby
Home. An interesting letter from Miss Hart, giving an account of the Home
and our girl, was received with eagerness and delight. Regular monthly meet-
ings have been held during the year.

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HAPPY THOUGHT.

We regret that our Annual Report is not more encouraging. We have to
report a decreased membership, owing to the removal of five and absence of
others. Our monthly meetings have been sustained throughout the year. An
entertainment was given during the summer months, and mite boxes have been
distributed with fair results. The outlook for the coming year is more promis-
ing, and we hope a larger measure of success may crown our efforts.

FIRST METHODIST BAND.

Our Band was organized in October, 1886, with a membership of fourteen,
all, with the exception of the officers, under thirteen years of age. Our plna
of work has been weekly sewing meetings. These meetings are opened witi;

Our sympathies have been drawn toward our Indian work, and the boys and
girls of Morley seem like our own. It has been our special work to raise funds
for the McDougall Orphanage.

We have
had kindly help and cheer from friends at a distance—the Reapers” of
Halifax, Mrs. J. B. Willmott, of Toronto, and others. Our Branch was pre-
sented with a beautiful motto, the gift of a few friends in Canada. Its text,
“Serve the Lord with gladness,” we try to make our watchword and inspiration.

WILLING WORKERS (RECENTLY ORGANIZED).

We organized our Band with twenty-eight members. Ve have hardly got
our plan of work arranged yet, but think of holding a public meeting once a
quarter, and asking for a collection to aid our funds. The youngest member of
our Band, a little girl of seven years, asked to name the Band “ Willing
Workers,” so we have taken that name for the present, and all seem to enter
into the spirit of it.

THIRD ANNUAL REPORT OF THE CORRESPONDING
SECRETARY.

We are happy, like Caleb and Joshua, to be able to bring a good report of
the land. There may have been some tall sons of Anak, but He that was with
us was more than all they that were against us.

We must mention an increase not only in membership and funds, but in
knowledge, and love, and enthusiasm.

What hath God wrought? We crossed the threshold of this year a little
band of seven Auxiliaries, and three Mission Bands ; we make our exit a goolly
company of twenty-eight Auxiliaries, and eight Mission Bands.

The new Bands are the Hiraiwa, of Centenary, St. John; Wesley, of
Charlottetown ; Ready Helpers, of Sackvil'e ; L. A. Wilmot, of Fredericton, and
Perseverance, of Bedeque. The twenty new Auxiliaries are, Queen Square, St.
John ; Portland, St. John ; Pointe de Bute, Richmond, Fredericton, Woodstock,
Marysville, Moncton, Baie Verte, Hampton, Campbellton, Hillsboro’, Albert,
Bloomfield, Centreville, Gagetown, Sheffield, Pownal, Margate, and Coot Hill.
Summerside has re-organized. Here we have shown the power of this missionary
Gospel upon the home side of the work. The dead have been brought to life,
and we trust this Auxiliary will have given to it a large increase of that most
essential grace of continuance.

It gives us real pleasure to record the increased number of intelligent and
consecrated women who have joined our ranks during the year ; yet we can hardly
gpeak of a general interest, when seven-eighths of our Christian women have not
awakened sufficiently to inquire, *“ Lord, what wilt Thou have me to do?” We
are correct in saying that this body of disciples is slumbering quite soundly, but
we do pray that to this sleeping host, as to Paul, a vision shall come, so vivid, that
they too will go immediately into Macedonia, assuredly gathering that the
Lord hath called them,”

Our delegate to Conference was graciously received, and very much cheered
by the almost universal assurance of assistance in forming Auxiliaries on the
different charges.

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CONSTITUTION

OF THE

WOMAN'S MISSIONARY SOCIETY

THE METHODIST CHURCH.

ART. I.—NANME.

This Association shall be called “Taoe WonaNn's MIsSsIONARY
SocirTy oF THE METHODIST CHURCH.”

ARrT. II.—OBJECT.

The object of this Society shall he to engage the efforts of Chris-
tian women in the evangelization of heathen women and children ; to
aid in sustaining female missionaries and teachers, or other special
laborers in connection with mission work, in foreign and home fields ;
and to raise funds for the work of the Society.

ARrt. III.—MEMBERSIIP.

The payment of one dollar annually, either at one time or in in-
stalments, sha!l constitute membership ; and twenty-five dollars given
by one person at one time, or in instalments during the year, shall
constitute a life membership. :

ART. IV.—ORCANIZATION.

The organization of this Society shall consist of a Board of
Managers, co-ordinate branches, and auxiliary societies, to be con-
stituted and limited as laid down in subsequent articles.

ART. V.—BoARD oF MANAGERS.

SmorioN 1.—The management and general administration of the
affairs of the Society shall be vested in a Board of Managers, consist-
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ing of the President and Corresponding Secretary of each branch,
and delegates from each branch in the proportion of one to every
hundred members, which delegates, together with two alternates, shall
be elected at the branch annual meetings, said meetings to be held
within two months before the meeting of the Board of Managers.
aid Board shall meet annually or oftener, at such time and place as
it shall annually determine. The President of each branch is by
virtue of her office a Vice-President of the Board of Managers. )

Sgc. 2.—That the Officers of the Board of Managers shall consist
of a President, Vice-President, Recording Secretary, Corresponding
Secretary, and Treasurer, these to be elected at the annual meeting of
the Board.

Sgo. 3.—To transact business during the year, the Officers of the
Board of Managers with the President and Corresponding Secretary
of each branch shall ex officio form an Executive Committee, five of
whom shall form a quorum.

SEc. 4.—The duties of the Board of Managers shall be: (1) to
take into consideration the interests and demands of the entire work
of the Society, as presented in the reports of the branch Correspond-
ing Secretaries, and the estimates of the needs of mission fields, to
ascertain the financial condition of the Society, to appropriate its
funds, to devise the means for the carrying forward of the work to be
undertaken by each ; suggesting the amounts to be raised, employing
suitable missionaries, as the work may require, designating their fields
of labor, and examining the reports of those employed. (2) To ap-

oint a committee to arrange for the publication of an annual report
of the work of this Society. (3) To transact any other business that
the interests of the Society may demand, provided all the plans and
the directions of the Board shall be in harmony with the provisions of

the constitution.
ART. VI.—BRANCHES.

SgorioN 1.— Branches may be organized according to Conferences.
This plan, however, may be changed by an affirmative vote of three-
fourths of the Board of Managers present at any annual meeting of

the same.
Skc. 2.—The officers of each branch of the Society shall consist of

a President, three or more Vice-Presidents, Recording Secretary,
Corresponding Secretary, Treasurer, and an Auditor. These, with
the exception of Auditor, shall constitute an executive committee for
the administration of the affairs of the branch, five of whom shall be
a quorum.

Sgc. 3.—The President or one of the Vice-Presidents shall presice
at all meetings of the branch and of its Executive Committee, She
shall sign all drafts upon the treasury before they are paid.

The Recording Secretary shall notify all the meetings of the
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branch, and of its Executive Committee, and shall keep a full recdrd
of the proceedings.

The Corresponding Secretary shall, under the direction of the Ex-
ecutive Committee, conduct any official correspondence with the other
branches, with its auxiliaries, lereinafter mentioned, and with the
Jecretary of the Board of Managers, and shall endeavor, by all practi-
cable means, to form auxiliary societies within the prescribed territory
of the branch. It shall also be her duty to present to the annual
meeting of the Board of Managers a report of the work of the branch
during the year, for publication in their annual report.

The Treasurer shall receive all contributions to the branch, keep-
ing proper books of account, and shall forward the money quarterly
to the Treasurer of the Board of Managers.

<pe. 4.—The Executive Committee shail meet at the call of the
President and Secretary as often as may be necessary, to transact any
business that may arise between the annual sessions of the Board.

Sgc. 5.— No branch shall project new work, or undertake the sup-
port of new missionaries, except by the direction or with the approval
of the Board of Managers.

Sgo. 6.—FEach branch may make its own by-laws, regulating its
own meetings and those of its Executive Committee, also any others
which may be deemed mecessary to its etficiency, not inconsistent with
this Constitution.

ART. VII.—AUXILIARY SOCIETIES.

Any number of women contributing at least one dollar each
annually may form a Society auxiliary to that branch of the
Woman's Missionary Society within whose preseribed limits they may
reside, by appointing a President, one or more Vice-Presidents, a Re-
cording Secretary, a Corresponding Secretary and a Treasurer, who
together shall constitute a local Executive Committee.

W
Art. VIIT.—RELATION TO THE MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

SgcrioN 1. —This Society shall work in harmony with the authori-
ties of the Missionary Society of the Methodist Church, and be
subject to their approval in the employment and remuneration of
missionaries or other agents, the designation of fields of labor, and in
the general plans and designs of the work.

Skc. 2.—All missionaries or other agents supported or aided by
this Society shall be approved, before appointment, by the constituted
authorities of the Methodist Church, and shall be subject to the same
rules and regulations as other missionaries or agents of the said

Church.
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Qutlook, the moneys received by her.

ART. IX.—CHANGE OF CONSTITUTION.

This Constitution may be changed at any annual meeting of the

Board of Managers by a two-thirds vote of each branch delegation,
notice of such amendment having been given to each branch before
its annual meeting ; but Art. VIII shall not be changed, except with
the concurrence of the General Board of Missions of the Methodist
Church.

BY-LAWS.

1. The Corresponding Secretary of each branch shall be required

to furnish in her report, in schedule form, to the annual meeting of
the Board of Managers, the following items :—

of this Society.

Arr. I11.—MEMBERSHIP.

Any person paying annually the sum of One Dollar, at one time or
in instalments, to the funds of this Society, shall be deemed a mem-
ber, and as such shall be entitled to be present at the Annual Meet-
ing of the Society, and vote at the election of Officers and Board of
Management. Twenty-five Dollars given by one person at one time,
or in instalments during the year, shall constitute a Life Membership.
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ART. IV.—OFFICERS.

The Officers shall consist of a President, one or more Vice-Presi-
dents, a Recording Secretary, Corresponding Secretary, and Treasurer,
to be elected from among the members at the Annual Meeting.
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170 CONSTITUTION FOR AN AUXILIARY.

ART. V.—COMMITTEE.

A Committee of ladies shall be appointed annually, who,
with the Officers, shall conduct the affairs of the Auxiliary during
the year.

ART. VI.—ANNUAL MEETING.

An Annual Meeting shall be held in the month of September, at
which the reports of the Secretary and Treasurer shall be presented,
an abstract of which is to be forwarded immediately to the Secretary
of that Branch of the Woman’s Missionary Society to which the
Auxiliary belongs ; Officers and Committee elected for the ensuing
year, and such services held as may tend to promote the objects of
the Society.

Art. VII.—FuUNDs.

The funds of this Society shall be derived from membership fees,
the proceeds of missionary socials, sewing circles, or the like, and
from voluntary donations by friends.

ART. VIII.—APPROPRIATION OF FUNDS.

After meeting necessary local expenses, the funds raised by the
Auxiliary shall be transmitted quarterly to the Branch Treasdrer, to
be applied to the support of such part of the work as the Central
Board of Management may indicate.

Nore.—Any Auxiliary having a preference for any special de-
partment of the work is at liberty to designate it.

BY-LAWS FOR AUXILIARIES.

1. It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all the meet-
ings of the Society, and to supervise its general interests. She shall
call special meetings upon the request of three members, and shall be
ex officio a member of all Standing Committees. She shall sign all
drafts upon the Treasury before they are paid.

9. It shall be the duty of the Vice-Presidents to perform the
duties of the President in the absence of that officer, and to aid in
devising eans for the efficiency of the Society.

3. The Recording Secretary shall keep a fair record of the pro-
ceedings at all meetings of the Society or Committee, and give proper
notice of all special and stated meetings.
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WOMAN'S MISSIONARY SOCIETY.

4. It shall be the duty of the Corresponding Secretary to report
quarterly to the Corresponding Secretary of the Branch the number of
members, the amount sent to the Branch Treasurer for the quarter,
and any other items indicating the state of the Society. She shall, in
connection with the Recording Secretary, prepare the Annual Report.

5. The Treasurer shall receive, hold and keep an account of all
money given to the Auxiliary, and shall transmit the same quarterly
to the Branch Treasurer, not later than the 20th of the month.

6. Meetings of the Society for prayer and business shall be held
_ of each month. Once a quarter, if practicable, a public meet-
ing shall be held, in which reports shall be read, addresses given, and
every effort made to increase general missionary intelligence and zeal,
as well as earnestness in the special work of the Society.

7. There shall be a Stau ling Committee of three or more to pro-
vide literary exercises of a missionary character for monthly and
quarterly meetings.

8. If an office becomes vacant by death, resignation, or removal, it
must be filled by the appointment of the Committee until the next
Annual Meeting.

9. Bach lady connected with this Society shall try to induce
others to become members, and shall do what she can to add to the
general interest, remembering in prayer daily the Society, its workers,
missionaries, orphans or other special interests.

10. At the Annual Meeting of each Auxiliary in September, or
such other meeting as may be most convenient, delegates to the
Branch Annual Meeting shall be elected in the proportion of one for
every Auxiliary numbering twenty-five or under, and two for every
Auxiliary numbering fifty or more.

11. A lady shall be appointed in each Auxiliary to obtain sub-
scribers for the Outlook.

MISSION BANDS.

—

1. An association of younng people, banded together to aid the
Woman’s Missionary Society of the Methodist Church, shall be called
a Mission Band Auxiliary to the Missionary Society of the church in
which it is found, or to the Branch in whose territory it is.

2. Any one may became a member of the Mission Band by the
annual payment of twenty-five cents, and may become a life member
thereof by the payment of five dollars.

3. The Officers of a Band shall be a President, Secretrary and
Treasurer, who shall be elected annually.

4. The duty of the President shall be to preside at all stated meet-
ings, and to have a general oversight of the work of the Band.

5. The duty of the Secretary shall be to keep a record of the pro-
ceedings of the Band, and make an annual report to the Missionary
Society to which it is auxiliary, or to the Branch in whose bounds
it is.

6. The Treasurer shall receive and hold all funds, paying the
same annually to the Treasurer of the Auxiliary or the Branch in
which the Band is formed.

7. Bach Mission Band must select an appropriate name not already

in use, and report the same to the Society to which its money is
sent.
» 8. Any Mission Band numbering forty members or over shall be
entitled to one representative at the Branch Annual Meeting, but she
shall not be eligible to any office in the Branch, or election to the
Board of Managers, except she be a member of an Auxiliary.

REQUIREMENTS FOR MISSIONARY
CANDIDATES.

|. A Missionary candidate must believe herself divinely called to
the work of a foreign missionary, and assert her belief that she is
actuated only by a desire to work in accordance with God’s will.

9. She must here indicate her ability to work in a foreign field by
(Christian usefulness at home.

3 She must declare her intention to make foreign missionary
work the service of her effective years, and agree to give at least five
of these years of continuous service, as a single woman, to the work
of the Woman’s Missionary Society, unless prevented by ill health ;
¢he must also assert her willingness to labor in any field, though her
preference is always to be taken into account. ;

. 4. She must furnish satisfactory testimonials in regard to scholar-
ship, and we regard some experience in teaching and a knowledge of
medicine and nursing as desirable qualifications.

5. The age of a candidate must not be less than twenty-two years,
nor more than thirty. A thorough intellectual training, with a
facility in acquiring languages, and a remarkable ability for Christian
work, may be considered as a sufficient reason for deviation from this
rule.

6. Financial and executive ability, and power of adaptation to
circumstances, are essential qualiﬁcations.

7. She must present a certificate of health from a competent physi-
cian, and give satisfactory answers to the medical questions.

8. Resolved, ‘“That every missionary candidate be required to
sign the following contract : ”

Ist. I, , agree to conform to the above requirements and
conditions while in the employ of the Woman's Missionary Society,
and failing in this, to refund the amount of outfit and passage mouey.

9nd. After the adoption of a missionary candidate, she shall be
regarded as under the direction of the General Executive Lommittee.
