Washington, Feb. 27—Offictal despatches confirming reports of the death '
of Americans on the Laconia, torpedoed without warning, establish the case as

“the overt act.”

The situation, however, was unchanged from where the president left it yes-
terday, when he asked Congress for authority to deal with the submarine peril,
President Wilson and state department officials took the position that ne .

fqrtlur step would be taken until Congress has had an opportunity to act on
the president’s request. The view prevailed that the sinking of the Laconia
should hasten action by Congress. The first step of the government, it is indi-
cated, will be to furnish American ships with guns and gunners for defensive
purposes and insure them in the government war risk bureau, On the basis of
the official reports the sinking of the Laconia is regarded as another Lusitania
case in principle even though fewer lives were lost.

After the receipt of word that two American women and eight American
negroes had lost their lives as the result of the sinking of the Laconia, it was

“In this investigation the evidence
submitted appears to me to have proved
the charge, and to have clearly shown
that Mr. Winchester did, by his signing
of certificates, cause the return of guar-
antee deposits to property owners in

ses where the deposits should not have
"heen returned. The certificates with re-
spect to two cases were placed before
this committee and evidence was givea
that the property owners in these cases
had not restored the asphalt surfaces on
the sidewalks at the time when the cer-
tificates were signed. This evidence was
not contraverted in any way,

“In addition Mr. Winchester gave evi-
dence that he had sometimes accepted
‘clay fills’ where asphalt surfaces had
been cut and destroyed by the property
owners, his excuse being that the as-
phalt was in poor condition. Mr. Win-
chester had no authority to relieve prop-
erty owners of their obligation to re-
store the asphalt, no matter what its
quality might be, and it was manifestly
highly improper that he should attempt
to exercise a discretion which could lie
only with the conmmissioner. Also Mr.
Winchester did not at any time inform
me that he had accepted clay fills in
place of asphalt. The evidence to which
I have referred may be found on pages
8, 4 and 20, and not being refuted,
should be accepted as conclusive.

“As I have been informed that there
is an impression with many people that
the sidewalk cases against Mr. Win-
chester are old and therefore should not
have been brought forward, I think that
I should make use of this opportunity
to state that only the beginnings of these
cases were old; I had to deal with them
in connection with general repairs of the
asphalt sidewalks; these repairs had to
be planned for and the work laid out
in detail, and numerous cuts in the side-
walks, were found for which property

wners and others were responsible. The

ponsibility in eagh case had to be
fixed and collections for the cost of the
work arranged for, Jt was in pursuance
of this work that the Amland and Mild-
on cuts were disedvered and arrange-
ments made for payments of the cost of
restoring the asphalt.

“I think that I should add that con-
ditions revealed by the charge which is
being investigated and by the other
charges were what rendered necessary
my dismissal of Mr, Winchester, and the
opposition to the dismissal was what
forced me to formulate and present the
charges, which proceeding I would have
preferred to have avoided.”

On the other hand, the bonded
debt of the city was decreased by $43,-

The total assets of the city are plac-

ed at $7,496,050, and this is $2,558,129 in
excess of the liabilities.

The cash receipts for the year reached
a total of $1,459,893. Almost half of
this amount came from the general as-

| sessment, $228,000 from the water ass-

essment and the next highest single item

| was $141,000 from the harbor.

The largest items in the cash expendi-
tures were: Interest, $207,000; schools,
$190,000; sinking fund, $126,000; har-
bors, wharves, etc, 8101,000; streets,

NO PANIC AS

SHIP WENT DOWN ;
London, Feb. 27.—A Queenstown des-

patch to the Chronicle says that the La-

conia was torpedoed in comparatively

calm weather. The first torpedo struck

near the stern. When the vessel was
struck a second time, she listed quickly
to starboard. The boats got away, with
considerable difficulty, but there was no
panic among the passengers' or crew.
The smallness of the loss of life was due
to the excellent discipline of the crew
and the orderliness of the passengers.

A steamer brought 267 survivors to
Queenstown early on Tuesday. These
were rescued from eight boats. The
passengers’ versions of the number lost
differ. Some say twenty-five were
drowned and others not more than ten.
Among those known to be lost are Mrs.
and Miss Hoy, Amerieans. »

Apparently tito small parties of the
Laconia’s survivors, apart from the main
body, have been landed, fifteen at Ban-
try and about the same number else-
where. The steamer which rescued the
bulk of those aboard the Cunarder car-
ried also the survivors of the sunken
British steamer Falcon and fourteen
members of the crew of another lost
British vessel.

Hoy and her daughter have lost their
lives,

CONSUL FROST
CONFIRMS IT

London, Feb. 27.—United States Con-
sul Frost at Queenstown has telegraph-
ed the American embassy here that Mrs.
Hoy and her daughter died of exposure
and that their bodies were buried at
sea. .

Eight American negroes, members of
the crew of the Laconia, died from ex-
posure, according to a Central News des-
pateh from Queenstown.

Cedric P. Ivat, a theatrical manager,
who was a passenger on the Laconia,
died of exposure. He was a resident of
London.

London, Feb. 27—A later telegram
from Consul Frost gave the total num-
ber of persons landed from the Laconia
as 281, out of 294 on board. Of the lost
five were drowned and eight died from
exposure, and were buried at sea. Six
persons are in hospital at Queenstown.
Their condition is not serious.

SECOND TORPEDO
WITH BOATS NEAR,

Queenstown, Feb. 27—Among four
pasengers at hospital here is Dr, Hawke,
a resident of San Francisco. He said he
was playing a game of bridge in the
ship’s surgeon’s room when he heard un
awful crash and guessed that the ship
had been attacked by a submarine. He
said that the first torpedo struck the

passengers had previously been instruct-
ed in boat drill and got into the boats
without panic. The doctor said that alf
behaved well and that the discipline was
truly good.

He continued:—“The submarine re-,
turned after we had been in the boats.
and fired another torpedo whieh put o
the lights and was followed by a ter-
rific explosion and the ship must have
had sunk soon after. The second tor-
pedo, mind you, was fired although the
lifeboats were close to the vessel and the
crew of the submarine could not haye'
failed to see us as it was moonlight. It
was about 9.30 p. m. on Sunday when
we took to the boats, and about’ three
o’clock on the following morning when
we were picked up.

Dr. Hawke gave the highest praise to
the behavior of the women and, child-
.ren and-said that the captain and crew
were marvelous. It appears that wo
boats reached Bantry with twenty-two
people. Eight of the occupants died
from exposure. The bodies of these
eight were consigned to the deep.

Consul Frost’s message reads: Mrs.
Mary Hoy and Miss Elizabeth Hoy, pas-
sengers on the Laconia, died from ex-
posure. 'Their bodies were buried at
sea.”

Mrs. Hoy’s husband, Dr. Albert H.
Hoy, who is a Civil War veteran, and her
son, Austin Y. Hoy, reside in London,
The latter called at the embassy in Lon-
don this morning and received a copy
of the message from Consul Frost. As
far as the embassy knows, these twe
were the only Americans lost on. the
Laconia. The embassy’s list of Ameri-
can passenger survivors is as followss—
“F. P. Gibbons, Chicago Tribune; Mrs,
F. E. Harris, wife of Col. Harris, U. S,
A.; A. T. Kirby, New York, and the
Rev. Jos. Wareing, Baltimore.”

London, Feb. 27—According to stodes
gathered from passengers from the La~
conia, who entered Queenstown, 'the
steamer was torpedoed at asbout 10.80
o’clock on Sunday night. The passeng-
ers and crew had taken to the boats,
when the second torpedo was fired into
the sinking vessel. The boats were pick-
ed up at four o’clock on Monday morn-
ing. Many of the survivors wore only
the scantiest clothing.

Says Twelve Dead or Missing.

New York, Feb. 27—The following

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PROHIBITION

The formation of a Prohibition En-
forcement League in St. John is worth
while. Between now and the first of
May an educational campaign should
be carried on, and there should also be
serious consideration of the question qf
interesting the present frequenters of
saloons in something which would give
them pleasure and also enable them to
Put their leisure time to good use.

The new government will enforce the
prohibitory law. It will have a great
deal to do, however, between now and the
first of May, in making adequate provi-
sion for enforcement, and in this it
should have the hearty sympathy and
support of all friends of the new law,
with the result that when a referendum
{3 taken after the war there will be no
doubt about making prohibition per-
manent.

All good citizens have an interest in
this matter. If they could all know of
the pitiful cases which come before the
officials of the Children’s Aid Society of
this city as a result of drink they would
realize how great a boon it will be to
many women and children when there
18 no more liquor to be had by husbands
and fathers who do not work steadily
end who spend much of what they earn
for liquor.

It is not enough to close the saloons.
The dives, the peddlers, the makers of
bogus liquor must be located and put
out of business. The popular dislike of
being an informer must give way to a
desire for the public welfare; and every
good citizen should be ready and willing
to give information leading to the ar-
rest and punishment of violators of the
law. Society must protect itself, and
within a reasonable period after the
new law comes into force ‘the province
of New Brunswick should be “bone dry.”
There are people who assert that the
law cannot be enforced. If they will
all say it can, and lend a hand, the thing
will be accomplished. Between now and
the first of May an intelligent, reason-
able and vigorous campaign of educa-
tion should be carried on throughout the
province.

THE NEW GOVERNMENT

Gloucester county yesterday did what
cverybody anticipated, and sealed the
fate of the discredited Murray govern-
ment. The burden of responsibility now
falls upon the shoulders of a new admin-
istration. Its task will be heavy, for
the affairs of the province have been
grossly mis-managed. Doubtless a first
step will be to secure a seat for Mr.
Foster, and the party must not overlook
the debt the province owes to Mr. E. S.
Carter, without whose services the prov-
ince today would not be in sight of bet-
ter government.

The new government, in conformity
with its pledges to the people, may find
it necessary to offend some people at the
very outset, for it is certain that the
grafters, who are ready and willing to
use any party for their own purposes,
will endeavor to ingratiate themselves
early in the good graces of the new cab-
inet. The first who is sent about his
business will make it easier to deal with
the second and the third; and if there
are in the government’s own party those
who would tempt the premier and his
colleagues to violate their pledges to the
people, they should be kindly but firmly
shown the way to the door. The gov-
ernment now to assume office may have
a long lease of power if it proves de-
serving. Among the essentials are hon-
esty, a rigid enforcement of the prohi-
bitory law, and an intelligent and well-
directed effort to carry out the policy
laid down in the opposition platform.
‘I'he people have been so long accustom-
ed to graft, the patronage evil, and cor-
rupt influences in elections that they
will heartily welcome and loyally sup-
port men who have the vision of a well |
ordered state, whose affairs are honestly
administered for the people’s benefit,

HON. GEORGE J. CLARKE

Hon. George J. Clarke did not long
survive his retirement from the pre-
miership, and his death occurred on the
very day on which - Gloucester “county
sealed the fate -of the government of
which for a brief period he had been the
leader. His friends will regret that his
health was not restored to enable him to
fill the office of lieutenant-governor, for
which, it is understood, he had been se-
lected. That his party loyalty induced
him to endeavor to hold together the
government which had been so utterly
discredited by its former leader was a
political mistake, as the sequel has
shown. His own record was an honor-
able one, and he held the respect of his
opponents, although they clondemncd the
course he pursued during and after the
enquiries by royal commissions into the
charges made against Mr. Flemming and
certain of his supporters. Mr. Clarke
could have no personal sympathy with
politicians of that type. It was his mis-
fortune that he had become their associ-
ate in the political arena, and he was
far more loyal to the party than it de-
served.

NEW FOE OF TIMBER

WEALTH DISCOVERED

Insect Whese Ravages Resemble
the Werk of a Ferest Fire,

Located in Arctic Regions

Ottawa, Feb. 27.—A new enemy of the

timber wealth of Canada, whose ravages
are believed to have been more destruc-
tive than thote of forest fires and who
has really accounted for much of the
damage blamed on the latter source of
losk, has been located. It is a bug, and
its discoverer is Entomologist Johnson,
of the southern section of the Stefans-
sen exploration party, which returned
last fall from the' Arctic, after three
years in that frigid region.

MANAGEMENT \

The management of the Company’s properties has been placed in the hands of Wm. L. Creden,

E.M., of Butte, mining engineer, geologist and mine administrator of great repute, who has accepted

the position of managing director. Mr. Creden is well and favorably known for his record as general

manager of the Davis-Daly properties, in the immediate vicinity of the Butte-Detroit properties, which

he has turned from a losing to an earning proposition through the prosecution of a well-directed pol-

icy of deep development, for making the Utah-Apex Company, of Bingham, Utah, under his manage-

ment a dividend payer, and through his connection as consulting engineer with Butte & Superior,
which has developed into the largest and most profitable zine producer in the world.

PROPERTIES
The Ophir mine, about 20 acres, is located in the southwestern portion of the Butte district,
in the heart of the City of Butte, a few hundred feet from the Travonk mine, where the first lode loca-
tion in the district was made in 1864. The company retains surface rights to about three acres of

ground, on which the mill and the shaft, assay office, etc., are located, in the heart of the business dis-

trict of Butte. The shaft of the Ophir, down about 1,065 feet, is the only shaft available in that vicin-
ity, indicating that it will become in time an outlet through which the ores of surrounding proper-
ties may be hoisted.

ZINC, AND I BELIEVE THAT THIS DEVELOPEMENT WILL UNCOVER ENORMOUS BODIES
OF ZINC SULPHIDES.” '

' CONCLUSION

The success of the Ophir mine lies in a campaign of deep development. A definite zinc zone has
been entered on the 500 level, the bottom of the lateral workings. The shaft location of the Ophir is
of great potential value as to the control and acquisition of a large area.

The location of the property admits of all the economies of operation and transportation.

The mill on the property, now operating and on an earning basis, is of the best possible type and
provided with all facilities for the greatest possible extraction of the values of the ores and the most
economical operation. As a matter of record, the initial recoveries of values from the ores reccived
from the Davis-Daly properties, on which the mill is now operating, showed a recovery of 94 per cent,,
a record which we believe is unsurpassed.

The earnings from the mill should gradually increase as the Davis-Daly and other properties
are able to supply it with a larger quantity of ore, and there are two directions in which the earning
power of the mill may be practically doubled during the next few months.

The tiny territory of Moresnet is in an
unenviable situation in the present war.l
There is a Belgian Moresnet and a Prus-!
sian Mcresnet, and most unfortunate of
all, there is a neutral Moresnet, which
for almost a century has owed a double
allegiance to Belgium and to Prussia.
This little neutral tract, hardly as large|
as many of our western cattle ranches,|
may thus be said to be at war with i[—i
sclf.
After Europe had defeated Nupoleo_nl
and set about parcelling out territory
dfresh there was a dispute about this lit-|
tle tract of land, and finally it was left’
in a peculiar status, belonging both to|
that part of the Netherlands which later‘
became Belgium, and to Prussia. |
T'he 2,000 citizens of the tiny territory,,
with its capital city of Kalmis, may|

| serve in either the Belgian or the Ger-

man army at their own choice, they may
appeal for justice either to Antwerp or
to Berlin. You may pay your hotel billl
in Belgian or in German coin, stumpi
your letters with Belgian or German:
stamps, and to make yourself understoodv‘
you have to master a dialect that is an
inextricable confusion of German, French
and Dutch, i

There are no railroads in Moresnet,
but since you can walk across this coun-
try in half an hour the deficiency is not
serious. The principal industry is the
mining of zinec. The old rich zinc
mines of Morsenet have doubtless been
one of the most valuable sources of sup-
ply to the munitions factories of the
Central empires.

Kalmis, the cupital, is a pretty, neat
little city, with cobbled streets, gaily

fore the imperial chancellor formally
came out for “ruthlessness” in his note

sent to the neutral powers on Jan. 81.

Although the authors of the pamphlet
did not sign their names to their at-
tack, it is generally acknowledged in
Germany that they were members of
the Bassermann-Reventlow-Stresemann
clique of big business men and Prussian
junkers. In commenting on this effort
to goad: the chancellor into extreme
measures, the German Socialist press
pointed out that the expensive paper on
which the circular was printed showed
that cost was no object to its authors,
and then went on to say that “treason-
able” agitation against the highest of-
ficials of the empire seemed only to be
punished when it was carried on by la-
bor men or Socialists. An excerpt from
the pamphlet follows: ;

“The landed gentry, the old  officers
and families of officials, everything that
in country and city is national in the
Prussian way . . have been shoved
aside anﬁ jammed against the wall. With
repress age and clenched fists, they

| stand there helpless, because one thing

prevents them from ‘springing at the
throat of the nation3ruining chancellor.
And this thing is the old loyalty which
makes them still see, even in this evil-
doer, the minister of the king. In the
meantime nation and people may be
lost.”

In the course of the article the im-
perial chancellor is referred to as the
“dilettante in the chancellor’s chair who
intoxicates himself with silly ideas of
humanity” and the “greatest destroyer

of the German people, who prevents us

from winning the victory.” After assert-
ing that the chancellor’s alleged plead-
ing for peace nullified all the German
army’s successes and referring to the
report that Dr. von Bethmann Hollweg
shed tears when he heard that England
had declared war on Germany, the
junketer pamphlet says:

“Is it any wonder, then, that a whis-
pering went here and there through the

country that the chancellor had been |

won by England, which he at all events
had well served, while he had only in-
jured his own fatherland?”

MANY DRUG ADBICTS
IN HIGH SOCIETY

the Whitney Drug Addiction Committee
to the legislature is startling in its find-
ings, including the statement that drug

addiction is far more common in higher
social circles than in the so-called under-
world; that this condition is responsible
for the support and maintenance of a
large number of “fake” sanatoriums, and
the market demand for innumerable nos-
trums advertised to ‘cure’ ’the affliction.
! It is estimated that there are 100,000
drug addicts in New York state at the
present time, and the report claims that
there is no recognized and efficacious
form of treatment or cure, and that the
medical profession is divided upon the
question.

Statistics show that while the legal
distribution of habit forming drugs is
less now than before the passing of an-
ti-narcotic laws, illegal distribution has
increased to an alarming extent. Drug
addiction should be classified as a dis-
ease, and not as a vicious habit to be
broken at will, says the report which re-
commends that addicts should be sup-
plied with their favorite drug under state
supervision, and that pressure should be

brought to bear upon the medical profes-
sion to develop the treatment ana cure of
«drug habPts. Fake sanatoriums and
nostrums will come under the new legis-
lation to be enacted as the result of the
report.
